@ives the Flames Another Start—338 of
the 421 Known Dead Are Recovered.

Winnipeg, Man,, Sept. 5.—Fire is burn-
ing on both sifles of Rainy Lake and
along Rainy River. Large tracts of
timber have been burned on the Canadian
side. A woman and four children were
burned to death. The fires jumped the
Rainy River from the Minnesota to the
Canadian side.  All settlers back from
Rainy River. have been burned out, losing
everything, and several lives have been
lost.

Escaped the Flames Beneath Wet Blankets

A late report from Bruce says the lit-
tle village was completely enveloped by
the forest fires that have becn surround-
ing the place for several days. The peo--
ple escaped by running to the creek, cov-
ering themselves with wet blankets, and
aliowing the flames to sweep over them.

421 Lost, 388 Bodies Recovered.

So far 388 bodies have been recovered
at Hinckiey. Four hundred and twenty-
one pergons are known to have been lost
in the burned district, thich includes
Sandstone. :

100 Finlanders Cremated.

Duluth, Minn., Sept. 5.—It is report_ed
that the settlement of Sand Lake, nine
miles west of Finlayson, containing about

Bodies of 23 Settlers Found.

. Duluth, Sept. 5.—A party of 80 ex-
plorers left here two days ago
under the leadership of W. T. Bailey to
scour the country on both sides of the
track into which no one else had pene-
trated. Bailey reports that the men
discovered 28 bodies of settlers scattered
over a wide extent of country. Noth-
ing but a good wind is needed to fan the
forest fires around Carlton, a place of
1000 people, 22 miles west on the
Northern Pacific; into a blage that v;vxll
destroy thel place. At Barnum, 40 miles
south of the Duluth road, the people spent
the day in wetting the grass and brush
around the; saw mill and then back
firing. /
Not a Foot of Unburned Land in 20 Miles.

Ajtken, Minn, Sept. b5.—Fires are
around three; sides of thi stown, and the
Fire Department is hard at work. One
boy is reportefl burned to death from
the Township of Nordland: There is not
one foot of unburned land from Aitken to
Mille Lacs Lake, 20 miles south.

Wind Gives the Flames Another Stari.

Ashland, Sept. 5. — ChiefiScott of the
Ashland Fire Department has been out all
day supervising the work of providing bet-
ter protection against advance of fires upon
Ashland. A brisk wind set in this afternoon,
causing considerable excitement and appre-
hension from fires. Fires can be seen blaz-
ing from Ashland very plainly. It is dau-

gerous to leave Ashland for over ' three’

miles. The most critical position . of the
day was between 11 and 4 o’clock, when the
wind was strongest. If the strong winds of
to-day continue to-morrow fires will break
out again in all of the burned districts.
Once burning ‘over does not seem to prove
effective in stopping fires.

Fires 8till Raging at Chippewa Falls,

Chippewa Falls, Wis., Sept. 5.—Fires are
still raging among the immense pine land
tracts owned by the Cornell University
at Cornell Lake, 15 miles from here.

More Wisconsin Towns Threatened.

Ashland, Wis., Sept. 5.—The fires broke
out in a new spot yesterday, threatening
the town of Odanah, an Indian village
on the Bad River Reservation. It is
probable that the Indians have all found
places of safety. Navigation on the south
shore of Lake Superior and in Chequemon
Bay, between Ashland, Washburne and
Bayfield has practically ceased. Port
Wing is the latest town reported to be
burning. It is & lumbering village locat-
ed on the south shore of Lake Superior,
midway between Ashland and Duluth.

Two Michigan Villages in Danger.

Manistique, Mich., Sept 5. — The villages
of South Manistique and Thompson are en-
dangered by prevalence of fierce forest
fires in this vicinity.

mumbering Operations Will Be Brisk.

Duluth, Minn., Sept. 5.—John F. Kil-
lorin, manager of the Swan River Log-
ging Company’s operations, is here mak-
ing arrangements to hire men for work
in the timber. '~ All that is possible will
be done to save the standing timber that
has beens burned over before it is ruined,
as it must be cut this season to be o
any value whatever. Mr. Killorin esti-
mates that not less than 800,000,000 feet
was burned over, some of it so badly it
cannot be cut, but most o fit, if it can
be got out this winter, can be saved. In
total the loss of standing pine timber
cannot be less than 700,000,000 or 800,-
000,000 feet. On the Eastern Railroad
100,000,000-feet belonging to the Empire
Lumber Company is all destroyed, while
to the east the Diamond Match Company
lost 200,000,000, < Many owners have
Jost from' ten to fifty million feet, which
will have to be put in at once tosave it.
Already there is a demand for woodsmen,
and higher wages are being offered.

Windsor, Ont., Sept. 5.—While working
on a building belonging to D. H. Bed-
ford on the Tecumseh-road, Andrew Len-
nie and Abraham McColl fell off a scaf-
fold. The men were precipitated about
20 feet. Lennie has sustained internal
injuries which will result fataily; Me-
Coll received some bad bruises and had
a wrist broken.

Central City, Col, Sept. 5.—E. Reed,
general manager of the Bobtail mine,
was killed yesterday by falling to the
bottom of the mine shaft.

Two Rescued-—Sixtecn Drowned.

Queenstown, Sept. 5.—The American
Line steamship Ohio, Captain Boggs, from
Philadelphia on August 26, which arrived
here to-day, brought two French fisher-
men who had been rescued off the banks
of Newfoundland. @ They had leit the
wreck of their vessel in a dory five days
before they were taken on board the
steamer. The fishermen said that 16 men
who remained on the wreck must certain-
ly have been drowned.

EKnocked Down By a Wagon.

James Billing, aged 60, 158 Grange-ave-
nue, was struck by an express wagon
driven hy three boys at Spadinda and
Grange-dvenues yesterday, and received
a scalp wound and internal injuries of
a serious nature. His recovery is pro-
blematical.

LIKE THE CAT, HE WILL COME BACK | JAPANESE SPIES BEHEADED,

DRTAILS OF TWO FIGOTs IN THB
OOREAN WAR,

China’s Declaration of War—Five Hours’
RBattle at SBeikwan—-How Corea’s King
Was Captured—The €hi-Yuen's Engage-
ment With a Jap Masn-of-War—Expeet-
ed Attack on Wel-Hal-Wel.

Shanghai, Sept. 5,—The two Japanese

spies’ who were surrendered to the Chi-
nese authorities by the United States
Consul, under whose protection they
were, were promptly tried and beheaded.
In consequence of this summary action
all thel Japanese remaining in Shanghai,
about 700, decided to leave the city at
once, ;
A Province Levied On for 250,000 Men.
' London, Sept. 5.—A despatch from
Shanghai to The Central News says that
all the Japanese in China have now been
put under Chinese jurisdiction.

The Yokohama specie bank and other
Japanese business concerns in China are
closing. {

The Chinese pregs and officials ridicule
the British for having taken no notice
of the Kow-Shung incident.

A torpedo exploded off ‘the coast near
here yesterday, destroying a junk. All
on board were killed.

It is reported that a levy of 250,000
troops has been made upon the Province
of Shan-Tung, which has hitherto with-
held the men and war supplies demanded
by the Government.

Strengthentng Wel-Hai-Wel.

The Central News correspondent in
Shanghai says that the Chinese fleet is
about to concentrate at Wei-Hai-Wei.
The enterprise of the Japanese in recon-
noitering and the reports of a plan to
attack the fortifications by sea and land
have caused the Chinese to strengthen
the position with panicky haste. The
whole promotory has been inspected by
the military authorities, and their orders
to extend the fortifications have ‘been
executed. Barth-works are rising ra-
pidly at the weak points along the coast.
Heavy guns have been sent, forward from
the Tien-Tsin and Nankin arsenals, and
the necessary ammunition for them will
be, transported to the coast hsortly.

CHINA'S DECLARATION OF WAR

v 52w
Japan Has Broken All the Laws of Nations
and Must Be Routed Out of Corea.

San Francisco, Sept. 5.—The steamer
Belgic arrived from the Orient last night,
bringing Hong Kong advices to Aug. 1,
and Yokohama advices to the 14th,
China's- declaration of war i8 as follows:
Corea has been our tributary for the past
two hundred odd years. She has given
us tribute all this time, whicly is a mat-
ter known to the world. For the past
dozen or so years Corea has been troub-
led by repeated insurrections, and we, in
sympathy-~with our emall tributary,have
as repeatedly sent succor to her aid,
eventually placing & resident in her capi-
tal to protéct Corea’s ‘interests, In the
fourth moon (May) of this year another
rebelion was begun in Corea, and the
King repeatedly asked again for aid from
us te put down the rebellion. We then
ordered Li Humng Chang to send troops
to Corea, and they, having barely reach-
ed Yashan, the rebels immediate-
Iy scattered. But the Wojen.
(ancient-name of Japanese, expressive
of contempt), without any cause what-
ever, sent their troops to Corea and en-
tered Seoul, the capital of Corea, rein-
forcinz them constantly until they have
exceeded 10,0000 men. In the meantime
the Japanese forced the Corean Kinz to
change his system of government, show-
ing a disposition in every way of bully-
inz - Coreans. It was found a difficult
matter to reason with .the Wojen. Al-
thouzh® we have been in the habit of as-
gisting our tributaries, we have never in-
terfered with their internal zovernment.
Japan’s treaty with Corea was as one
country with another; there is no law
for' sending large armies to bully a coun-
tryjin this way and compel it to change
its system of Zovernment. Various pow-
ers are united in condemninz the conduct
of the Japanese, and can Zive no reason-
able name to the army she now has in
Corea, Nor has Japan been amenable to
reason, nor would she listen to an ex-
hortation to withdraw her troops and
confer amicably upon what should be
done in Corea; on the contrary, Japan
has shown herself bellicose without re-
zard to gppearances and has been in-
creasinz her forces there. Her conduct
alarmed the people of Corea and so we
sen;}lore troops to protect them. Judge
of r surprise when half-way to Corea
a number of the Wojen ships suddenly ap-
peared, and taking advantage of our un-
preparedness, opened fire on our traps-
ports at a spot on the sea coast near Ya-
shan, and damaged them, thus causing us
to suffer from their treacherous conduet,
which could not be foretold by us.

As Japan has violated the treaties and
not observed international laws, and is
now running rampant with her false and
treacherous actions, commencing hostili-
ties herself and laying herself open to con-
demnation by the various powers at
large, we therefore desire to make it
known to the world that we have always
followed the paths of philanthropy and
perject justice throughout the whole com-
plications, while the Wojen and others
have broken all the laws of nations and
treaties, which it passed our patience to
bear with. Hence we command Li Hung
Chang to give strict orders to our vari-
ous armies to hasten with all speed to
rout the Wojen out of their lairs in order
to have the Coreans freed from bomdage.
The Battle Between the Chi-Yuen and the

Japs

The engagement between the Chinese
twin-screw steam cruiser Chi Yuen and
a Japanese man-of-war in Corean
waters, according to Chinese accounts,
lasted four hours, At the commencement
the Chinese sailors refused to work their
guns, but five of them being shot by
their own officers, the others fought so
well that they raked the Japanese
fore and aft, killing the Japanese Admir-
al, but the Japanete picked off all ex-
poeed persons on the Chi Yuen, and ex-

1 ploded a wheil on their deck, killing a

Lijeutenant and three men working one
of the guns. Chi Yuen's own steering
gear was carried away and her forward
guus disabled, but she steered with her
twin screws, and replied to the Japanese
with her after gun witlf such effect that
the Japanese surrendered, hoisting the
dragon flag over the white flag. But
before the Chi Yuen could take possession,
several Japanese men-of-war hove in
sight, and the Japanese vessel rehoisted
her flag, and the Chi Yuen made all haste
to get away, and succeeded in reaching
Wei-Hai-Wei for repairs.
Capture of the (orean King.

Particulars of ithe capture of the
Corean palace are given in a letter from
the Chemulpo, correspondent of The North
China Daily News, in which he says the
1500 Pyng Yan troops on guard bravely
resisted as long as they could, killing
about ‘& dozen Japanese soldiers,
but were finally overpowered
and the Japanese took possession of the

lace- grounds, the K ing and Queen,
‘rown Prince and Crown Princess having
been removed to the Japanese Legation,
where they are still kept heavily guard-
ed, The Japanese then took possession of
the telegraph office in Seoul, so that no
telegrams can be sent anywhere. The
Chinese residency has also been attack-
ed. One Chinese policeman has been kill-

ed and the Chinese all fled.

Five Hours’ Hard Fighting at Seikwan.

Three thousand Japanese soldiers are
now marching to Gazan, where 6000 Chi-
nese soldiers are encamped, and an en-
gagement is hourly expected. Forty
American marines have been sent to Seoul.
The battle at Seikwan opened at 8 o’clock
in the morning on July 29, and after five
hours of hard fighting the Japanese army
was completely victorious and gained
possession of the enemy’s trenches. The
Chincse troops numbered over 2800, of
whom 500 were killed or wounded, while
the
men.

Food Exports to Japan Prohibited.

The Chinese Government is contemplat-
ing the wholesale reduction of its foreign
employes, the money thus saved to go to
meet the expenses of the war.
The Government has prohibited
the export of food stuffs to
Japan as a retaliatory measure. The
Japanese papers suggest thc prohibition
of the export of coal to China, which
would inflict a great obstacle to the Iree
operations of the Chinese navy. Japan
has in view the raising of a loan to de-
fray the war expeuses.

Administraiive iReform in Corea.

The work of administrative. reform in
Corea is making steady progress. A new
official organization is about to be pro-
mulgated, It is said to be modelled after
the Japanese Government, and the Corean
King will in future bear the title of Em-
peror of Great Corea.

Though a majority of the Chinese in Yo-
kohama will leave for home, there are
many who have determined to stay
among the merchants who deal extens-
ively with Europeaus and Americans as
employes of foreign firms. These Chinese
and their property will be protected by
the United States so far as internation-
al law and usage will allow, but China
being no longér regarded as a treaty
power, the Japanese law court will have
jurisdiction over them. The Japanese
merchants are very cautious, and refuse
to deal with the Chinese except on a
cash basis,

China Will Rely onit's Navy.

It is the intention; o fthe Chinese Gov-
ernment, says The Kokumin, to make
Corea the seat of war so that the effe_ct
of a defeat may not be felt in China it-
self. The Chinese Government will rely
mostly on its navy. Everything will be
done to prevent Japanese warships from
landing troops in Ckina. and cut off com-
munication between Japan and Corea 8o
as to isolate the Japanese troops in
Corea,

Japs in Shanghai Roughly Hnndled.

Feelings of hostilitics against the Japa-
nese residents in Shanghai have already
been manifested upon the part of the
Chinese. The Japanese have been molest-
ed in Hong Kong by angry groups of nar
tives, and the police have had to inter-
fere. A serious riot occurred recently at
Wu-Hu, A Chimese mob gathered about
the doors of the Japunese shops and
began to attack the proprietors and their
assistants. There were six Japanese men
and one woman in the settlement. All
were roughly handled and but for the
interference of the customs staff they
might have lost their lives. As it was,
their shops were looted and about half
their goods were stolen before they re-
ceived any assistance. It is said that the
Chinese authorities made no effort to
protect them.

British Troops Transferred to the Nigex
Region

London, Sept. 5.—Owing to the dis-
turbed condition of the British districts
in the Niger region of- Africa, ovders have
been issued for the speedy transfer of
500 troops from Kingston to Bonny.

The British warships Philomel and Wid-
geon have been ordered to leave Cape
Town for Bonny, where they will co-op-
erate with the warships Alecto and
Phoebe and the troops from Jamaica.

Dutch Success at Mataram.

Amsterdam, Sept. 5.—The Dutch war-
ships are bombarding Mataram, capital
of the Island of Lombok. They bave de-
stroyed the Rajah's palace and have ex-
pelled the Balinese.

Arab Tribes in Revolt.

Aden, Sept. 5.—The Arab tribes in the
Yemen district are reported to have re-
volted and blown up several of the build-
ings.

NO INDIAN UPRISING,
The Little Trouble That Did Oceur Was
Soon Seitled.

Ottawa, Sept. 5.—The Indian Depart-
ment here states that there is no truth
in the story that an uprising is appre-
hended in the Battleford district among
Indians. Some little trouble did take
place between the Indians and a store-
keeper named Dey, but no violence was
done, and on the appearance of the police
the Indians dispersed,

MHYSTERIOUS CATTLE DISEASE,
Another Investigation at Brooklin—Fiftcen
Cows Dead—-Stomachs to Be Analyzed.

Brooklin, Ont., Sept. 5.—A second in-
vestigation was held here, called by Hon.
John Dryten, the Minister of Agricul-
ture into the increasing mysterious
death of cattle runnung upon the public
highway. The veterinaries conducted a
post mortem upon two cows belonging
to Alirad Roberts and’ J. Brooks, which
had died in the morning. They were
again baffled.and gave no vpinion to the
public, but decided to send the stomachs
of these animals to Toronto to be ana-
lyzed, and thay were taken there by the
Minister of Agriculture.

The investigation had just concluded
when Paris green in quantities was found
scattered in the grass along the road.

The cow owners think this the cause of
the deaths, and are anxiously awaiting
the report of the analysis. Fifteencows
are dead. In each case death was sudden.
The Roberts’ cow was well and milked
at T o’clock, and was dead at 7.30.

CHOLERA IN THE STATES.

A German Immigrant Found Dying From
the Disease on a Train—The Car
Quarantinod.

Cumberland, Md., Sept., B6.—~John P.
Walther was taken from an emigrant
train to-day, suifering with what appear-

to be a well-developed case of chel-
era., He was isolated in a house outside
the city limits and the other occupants
of the car locked in the coach and for-
warded to Pittsburz. The man died in
great agony this evening. Walther and
his fellow-passengers arrived at New York
yesterday on the North German Lloyd
steamship Elbe, from Bremen. One of
the passenzers says Walther was attack-
ed with severe pains and vomitinz two
days before the vessel arrived, but that
the ship’s surgzeon gave him medicine,
which braced him up sufficiently, to pass
inspection at New York.

The authorities have telegraphed to
Pittsburz officials to intercept and quar-
antine the car.

Physicians who have been throuzgh an
epidemic of cholera are positive that
Walther’s was a bona fide case of eholera,
but were undecided as to whether it was
of the Asisatic. nature.

4000 Deaths in Galicia.

Vienna, Sept. 5.—In the week from .Aug.
27 to Sept. 8, there were 801 deaths
from cholera in Galicia and . Bukowina.
Since the disease became epidemic there
have been 68,985 cases of cholera and
4000 deaths in these provinces. g

Amsterdam, Sept. b,—There were two
deaths from cholera here to-day; one case
was reported in Burgerven,

Brussels, Sept. 5.—The Courier says
%hat there were five fresh cases of cholera
and 11 deaths in Liege to-day.

IMPERIAL INTERESTS

Chamberlain Declares That Ircland Has
the Whip-Hand of the Government.

London, Sept. 6.—In a speech in Liver:
pool last eveninz Joseph Chamberlain
reviewed the recent record of the Gov-
ernment, The ministers had been compell-
ed by their Irish taskmasters, he said,
to devote the whole time of the Com-
mons to Irish affairs, Foreizn affairs had
been crowded out and the gravest inter-
ests of the Empire had been overlooked.
British' diplomacy had been impotent in
Siam, and had been shamed and humili-
ated in the Congzo Region, The politics
of the country would be confused and un-
Settled until the Government would ac-
cept the challenge of the Lords to appeal
to the country for its verdict on their
rejection of the Home Rule and Evicted
Tenants bill.

By the Labor Congress for Not Carrying
Out the Newcastle Program.
London, Sept. 5.—The Trades Union
Congress, sitting at Norwich, to-day pass-
ed a resolution censuring Sir Vgilgiam
Harcourt, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
for the failure of the Government to
carry out the-clamse of thé™Newcastie
program relating to the yyment of
members of the House of Commons. The
vote of censure was carried 141 to 108.
A resolution favoring federation of the
Trades Union Councils was carried, and
the Parliamentary Committee was in-
structed to begin agitation to the end
of getting the Mines ‘Act amended so as
to forbid employment undergrouud for
more than 8 hour a day.

THE MAKING OF AN AX.

Watching the Process From Beginning
to Eud,.

On entering the main werkshop, the
first step in the operation which is seen
is the formation of the ax-head without
the blade. The glowing flat iron bars
are withdrawn from the furnace and are
taken to a powerful and somewhat com-
plicated machine, which performs upon
them four distinct operations, shaping
the metal to form the upper and lower
parts of the ax, then the eye, and finally
doubling the piece over so that the whoie
can be welded together. Next the iron
is put in a powerful natural gas furnace
and heated to a white heat. Taken out
it goes under a tilt hammer and is
welded in a second. This done, one
blow from the ‘‘drop” and the poll of
the ax is completed: and firmly welded.
Two crews of men are doing this class
of work, and cach crew can make 1,500
axes per day.

When the axe leave the drop there is
some superfluous metal still adhering to
the edges and forming what is techni-
cally known as a ‘‘fin.” To get rid of
the fin the axe is again heated in a fur-
nace and then taken in hand by a saw-
yer, who trims the ends and edges. The
operator has a glass in front of him to

rotect his eyes from the s}»:n'ks which

y off by hundreds as the hot metal is
pressed against the rapidly revolving
saw. Theiron part of the axe is now
complete. Thesteel for the blude, after
being heated, is cut by machinery aund
shaped. It is then ready for the welding
department. A groove is cutinto the
edge of the iron, the steel of the blade
inserted, and the whole firmly welded by
machine hammers. Next comes the
operation of tempering. The steel

riion of the axe is heated by
>einﬁ inserted in pots of molten lead,
the blade only being immersed. It is
then cooled by dipping in water
and goes to the hands of the inspec-
tor. An ax is subject to rigid tests
before it is pronounced perfect. The
steel must be of the required temper,
the weight of all axes of the same sizo
must be uniform, all must be ground
alike, and in various other ways con-
form to an established standard. The
inspector who tests the quality of steel
does so by hammering the blade and
striking the edge to ascertain whether
it be too brittle or not. An ax that
breaks during the tests is thrown aside
to be made over.

Before the material of the ax is in the
proper shape it has been heated five
times, including the tempering process,
and the ax, when completed has passed
through the hands of about forty work-
men, each of whom has done something
toward perfecting it. After passing in-
spection the axes go to the grinding de-
partment, and from that to the polis:ilers,
who finish them upon emery wheels.—
Philadelphia Record.

More Accurate Than the Compnass.

The compass may yet disappear from
the sea. The little needle, by the aid of
which intrepid mariners have for cen-
turies charted the vast ocean, developed
a sudden fickleness to the pole as soon
as the compass was placed aboard the
iron and steel shiﬁs of this age. So
erratic have been the needle’s deviations
that without frequent comparisons with
some known standard, the helmsman
would have been afraid to trust the in-
strument as a nautical guide over the
trackless waters. For the first time in
the history of navigation an appliance
has been invented which seems to be
absolutely accurate and trustworthy in
the determination of the course of ships
at sea. Lieut. W. Beehler, of the
United States navy, appears to have
achieved this triumph in his delicate
and beautiful solarometer, the telescope
of which is so floated upon successive
layers of quicksilver, in a vessel hung
upon gimbals, that the heaviest sea wi
gyidently be unable to disturb its dead
level. he authorized Government
deep-sea trial of the first model on the
North German-Lloyd steamer Weimar
will decide the fate of the old style com-
pass.—Philadelphia Record.

Advice tor Young Men,

A gentleman lately said to me: “I
have, as you know, an only son, who is
now fitting for college, and so far is doing
remarkable well. The last time we met
I told him this: ‘John, when you have

raduated from college, if you want to

e a lawyer I will send you to the best
law schools in Europe ; and if you want
to be a doctor I will send you to the best
medical school in Europe, and if you
want to be a shoemaker you shall have
my full and free consent. AllI askis
that if you are a lawyer or a doctor you
shall be a good one, and if you are a
shoemaker, that nobody shall make bet-
ter shoes than you do.”

I thought this uncommonly sensible
talk from a father to a son, and wish
there were more such fathers, for, if
there were, the stock of sons would
be vastly better than it is at present.
If a boy is so fortunate as to get a
collegiate education (of the non-athletic
gort), he eught, by the time itis com-

leted, to know what he wants to do
in the world; what business, trade or
profession he has the most taste for and
therefore desires to follow. And if it be
honest and honorable, he should be
allowed to follow it, even if the parents

refer some other. It is worse than use-
ess, it is criminal, to try to ‘‘drive a
square peg into a round hole.” It can-
not be done without spoiling the peg
and damaging the hole. I have seen
clergymen who ought to have been car
gcnters, lawyers who ought to have

een farmers, and doctors who ought to
have been blacksmiths; and I have seen
carpenters, farmers and blacksmiths
who might have been a credit to the so-
called ‘‘learned professions.” Put the
square peg into the round hole, and if
the square hole happens to be a shoe-
maker’'s bench, see to it ‘“ that nobody
shall make betté&r shoes than you do.”"—
St. Louis Post Dispatch.

Prolificacy of Dorset Sheep.

Too great a prolificacy of Horned
Dorset sheep is claimed by the Ameri-
can importers and breeders of that vari-
ety. A carefully written article in The
Agr
that in half a dozen flocks of these sheep
the average of twins was 33 per cent,,
and one flock in another part of the
kingdom averaged 40 per cent. . The
Down breeds do about as well as this,
hence the claim of very superior prolifi-
cacy is not well founded. The same
paper states that these ewes can be so
managed as to preduce two crops of
lambs annuallv; but-considering the
extra feed and care required and the
consequent high pressure of the feeding
and lamb-bearing processes isso wearing
upon the animals that this course cannot
be recommendet.

A New Invention for Transmitting Power
From the Pedals to Speed.

Speaking of improvements in bicycles,
The New York Tribune says: There has
not been any very great improvement,
except in the epecialty of tires, within
considerable time past. One recently pat-
ented, but not, yet put upon the market,
will no doubt, when introduced, be the
means of making many second-hand
wheels cheap, unless, as is said/{'t may be
attached to any first-class k' §cle now
in use, and so sold instead of being
made the basis of an eatirely new ma-
chine,

It is the inveation of an exceptional-
ly ingenious mechanic, pamed rnard
Granville, and is a new device for trans-
mitting power fro mthe pedals throngh
ai rod instead of a chain gear, and, by
means of a series of pinions on the rod
engaging with a cogged disk on the rear
wheel, transiorming power to speed, or
speed to power, at the will of the rider
and while in motion. A “worm” at the
handle-bar causes the backward or for-
ward moving of a spline 8o as to .lock
eithér oné of the five pinions at will, ap-
plying the power near the periphery or
the centre of the disk as desired, and so
governipg the speed of the machine, with-
out any change in the rate of motion of
the pedals . Thus the rear wheel may be
made to turn once with one revolution
of the pedals. giving increased power for
ascending a steep grade; or three times
to a revolution, enormously increasing
the speed ; o all the pinions may be un-
locked and the pedals remainm motionless
while the machine is swiftly coursing
down a hill j and there are intermediate
gradations of speed, all under the easy
control of\ the rider’s thumb and finger.

H. E. Raymond, Chairman of the Rac-
ing ‘Board of the League .of Americaan
Wheelmen is of the opinion that uhder
the rule this new machine could not.be
excluded from competition on the track,
even though it made winning a foregone
conclusion for its rider. That would not
be ‘the case, however, with another new
invention—also built, but not yet brought
out—which is to be propelled by, the rid-
er's arms as well as his legs,

Dunn and Lamb were
selected as a Credential Committee.
John Brown moved that the convention
hear the projectors of other schemes, and
Ald. Hewitt declared that he would in-
sist upon a discussion of the Hurontario
canal scheme. Whereupon Ald. Lamb cre-
ated a little sensation by declaring that it
looked like a plot to call the convention
and “throw” it in favor of the Huron-
tario scheme. Mr. Brown denied promptly
and emphatically that he was a conspira-
tor. Peter MclIntyrée said the same, and
then Ald. Dunn espoke strongly with re-
spect to the Hurontario canal. “If you
drag this thing in you will kill the con-
vention. The men who have connected them-
selves with this scheme are men of un-
savory reputation. If we should take up
thé question of the Hurontario canal = a
question which. stinks in the nostrils of
the peaple of Canada — it would lower the
scope of the convention.”

It was decided to wire an invitation to
the Dominion Trades and-Labor Couneil
to send delegates to the convention. A
Jetter was received stating that Lieut.
Blow of the U. 8. Hydrographic Service
would be in attendance.

 SBALER ILLEGALLY SEIZED, _

A U.8. Crulser Arrests a Canadian Sealer
on An Imaginary Offcuce.

Ottawa, Sept. 6.—In the case of the
British: Columbia sealing schooner, which
was brought to Vietoria by a United
States cruiser under arrest and handed
over to a British gunboat on the charge
of having a shotgun and powder on board,
the Minister of Marine, Sir Hibbert Tup-
per, has ordered Collector Milne to have
nothing te do with the vessel, no offence
being shown.

BON MARCHE
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MODERN CANAL BUELDING.

The most.important question in regard
to the proposed deep waterway via the
St. Lawrence is that of cost. It is in
fact on this question of cost that the
whole problem turns. Upon no other
branch of the case should the convention
be better informed than upon. that of
probable cost. It was stated by the Min-
jster of Railways and Canals that it
would cost $130,000,000 to make & 20«
foot channel from Lake Erie to Montreal.
But as we understand it, this estimate
was made in the rough and will no doubt
be wide of the mark when details are
carefully examined. There is one fact
that will help us a little in deciding on
the magnitude of the work. The Domin-
jon Government has already decided on &
policy of enlarging the canal system from
nine to fourteen feet, and we have mot
been told that any enormous sum Wwill
be required to complete the works It
has not been represented to the people
that the enterprise is one of exceptional
magnitude. The country is doing the
work as one that it feels fully able to
complete without treating it in any way
ms an exceptional or extraordinary un-
dertaking. One would naturally suppose
that the enlargement of the system from
14 to 20 feet would not involve a great
deal more 'than the enlargement from 9
to 14, If it is decided to proceed with
the work we will have the benefit of the
most recent and effective modern machin-
ery. From a_ valuable four-page articlé
in the last issue 'of Harper’s Weekly on
the new waterway from ~Chicago
to the Gulf of Mexico we
learn that the excavations in
this work will be executed at less than
one half the cost of similar work on the
Manchester Canal: The inventive genius
of the' American people has been invoked
to produce the most economical ma~
chinery possible for the execution of ‘the
work. - The; machinep are more powerful
than any heretofore used in connection
with any similar work. We are told
that a cantilever hoist takes away
with clock-like precision 600 cubic yards
of dynamite-shattered rock{ The dyna~
mite {dredges are each capable of exca-
vating, transporting and depositing 100,-
000 cubic yards per month, and some of
‘them have made daily records of from
8000 to 18,000 cubic yards. An idea of
the rapidity; withy which thef work is be-
ing executed may be gathered from the
fact that in July last there were handled
£,117,984 cubic yards of glacial drift
and 869,882 cubic yards of solid rock.
Harper’s Weekly refers to the Chicago
Drainage Canal as the most important
public work now; being executed in the
world. Chicago is described as * The
City of Destiny,” occupying the peint
of vantage on the soon-to-be completed
deep waterway that will connect the
Gulf of St. Lawrence with the Gulf of
Mexico. Referring to the benefits
that future works of a - similar
kind will derive from the experience
gained in this one Harper’s goes on to
say:

The drainagze canal is a practical uni-
wersity, in which several hundred active
minds are beinz trained as Americans
have never been before in the work of
canal-making. It is an object lesson to
the investinz public, who will finally
awake and send forth its army of civi-
lians to execute the next step in the
world’s progress—the building of the
Nicarazua. The men are ready; the ma-
chinery, of success is evolved. Those who
will study the Nicaragua in the light of
actual achievements here will know that
the day, is past when its practicability
ortits imperative need can be questioned.
That other cities will seek the recogniz-
ed benefits «of deep waterways is assur-
ed. New York canhot long suffer the
limitations of the Erie Canal. She must
recarve that route or cut herself a pass-
aze through the low Champlain Divide
to the St. Lawrence. Havinz conquered
the dominion of the land in unexampled
railway extensions, American enterprise
must seek and hold the sea. We should
stimulate and develop to the utmost the
commerce of our rivers, of our lakes and
of our coasts, and we must win back our
lost place in the world’s carryinz trade.
For this.work there is no.city - to-day
equipped like Chicago, whose outstretched
hands' of power, touching two gulfs, shall
clasp a continent,

We trust the committee will see to it
that the convention is adequately, inform-
ed by competent experts as to the extent
of the work -necessary, to complete the
waterway and its probeble cost under
the most economical conditions,

LET NONE ESCAPE.

The Government can well afford to
spend thousands of dollars in bringing
back to this country its fugitives from
justice, Vigorous energy has character-
fzed the Attorney-General’s Department
in this matter during the past few years,
and there should be no lapse into indif-
ference in the future. Perry Weinberg
and Lasita should be brought back to
Canada, no matter what the expense may
be in bringing them. We must give all
criminally disposed individuals to under-
stand that they will be followed to the
ends of the earth if they are found guilty
of wrong-doing. It is foolish nowadays
for the criminal to waste his money in
making an escape to a foreign country.
There is no place in the civilized world
whither he can go and put himself with-
out the pale of Canadian justice. Of
late years so many have been traced to
their lairs and brought back that it seems
a foolish thing for them to attempt es-
cape at all. The world is big and wide,
but one of the hardest tasks a criminal
can undertake is to lose himself in it.

THE TROLLEY AND }l‘lll} BIKE.

There was B decrease of $1769 in the
Street Railway receipts for August last
over the\receips for the, same month the
preceding year. This decrease is no
evidence of decregse in the population
of the city. The difference in the traffic
is no doubt attributable tol the bicycle,
which has become so populant in Toronto
during the present year. Considering
the largel number of peopld who ride the
wheel we are surprised that the defici-
ency is so small as it is; It has been
estimated that the company’s receipts
would be $200 & day more if there were
no bicyeles in use. The bicyele is bound
to0 become a formidable competitor of the
street car in the future; The wheel
will be improved from year to year, and
each improvement! will make it more de-
girable. - It will also be reduced in price
k0 as o be within the means of all
cldsses of peoples  Another condition
that is working in favor of the bicycle
§s .the improvement in our roadways.
Agphalt pavements will cause an enor-

wmml‘nm“dtw wheels
Thie ‘is bound to be the popular pave:
ment in Toronto, and we may depend
upon it that it will exert comsiderable
influence on the street car traffia of
the future.

IRRIGATION STATISTICS.

What i® known as Arid America com-
prises the whole of the United States 1y~
ing west of the ninety-eighth meridian,
with the exception of Northern California
and the portions of Oregon and Washing-
ton west of the Cascade range. Seven-
Uteen States and Territories lie wholly or
in part within its confines, which em-
brace two-fifths of the national domain.
The soil of its plains and valleys is of
great depth and richness, and nothing but
water is needed to cause them to teem
Uwith vegetation, The Irrigation Congress
at Denver will discuss the possibilities of
transforming this © vast desert
into a fruitful garden by
means of frrigation, For the be-
ginnings of irrigation:in the United States
by the white man we have to go back
but 25 years. During this period a vast
deal has been accomplished, though bear-
ing but @an insignificant ratio to the
whole gigantic task. According to the
census of 1890, a total of 8,630,000 acres
was under irrigation in the States com-
posing the arid region, This was less than
one-half of 1 per cent. of the total area
of the arid region; but the value of these
irrigated lands, with their water rights,
was found to be $290,850,000. The ag-
gregate length of the greater canals—
those over 15 feet wide—was found to
be 9000, miles, and their cost was over
$27,000,000, In California alone about
$18,000,000 has been'spent on irrigation
works. and in Colorado $15,000,000. Nu-
merous irrigation projects have cost from
‘one to two miilion dollars each, - and
‘within the mext two or three years the
money invested in the construction of ir-
rigation ‘works will probably reach the
enormous sum of $50,000,000, From these
figures some idea may be gained of what
will be involved in the reclamation of
any considerable portion of arid America.
But if the ecost of irrigation works is
great, their value, immediately they come
into ‘productive use,is immensely greater,
while thé increase in the value of lands
they' water is altogether prodigious. Ac-
cording to'the Eleventh Census, the first
cost of the irrigation systems in use in
1889, was $29,611,000, and their value
in 1890 was $94,412,000, an increase of
218 per cent.; in other words, the value
of the productive irrigation works had
more than trebled. The first cost of the
irrigated areas, with their water rights,
was found to be $77,490,000, while their
value was $206,850,000, an increase in
a few years of 283 per cent. These amaz-
ing figures need no commentary.

Hundreds of illustrations of the enor-
mous increase of land values as the result
of irrization might be given. In 1871 a
colony, of 500 people purchased 5000 acres
of land in Fresno County, California,
payinz $2:60 an acre. This land is now
worth, unimproved, from $50'to $100 an
acre, while the improved lands are worth
from $100 to $300 an aere. In 1870 a
land’ owner in the neighborhood of River-
side, California, pleaded for an assessed
valuation of 76 cents an acre. Eizht
hundred acres of his land,he averred, were
required to support a ranchman, and 25
were necessary, to feed a sinzle cow.
Now 6000 people live on 6000 of these
acres. One-half of this tract is in
orangzes, from which, in 1890, there were
shipped to market 480 carloads ( of
oranges and lemons, at an average value
of $800 an acre, the net return {rom
which was $1,184,000, or $395 an acre,

The development of portions of West-
ern Colorado by, irrigation has been no
less remarkable. Then years ago the val-
leys of the Grand, ‘Gunnison and Uncom-
pahzre Rivers were the home of the In-
dian., To-day, considerable areas are
under & high state of cultivation, one
county, alone havinz 4000 acres set in
fruit, 'Lands which a few years aZo were
not worth the Government price of $1.25
an acre. now command from $30 to $70
an acre for improved farms, and from
$800 to $600 an acre when covered by,
bearinz orchids. §

In the development of the Canadian
Northwest irrization will yet play anim-
portant part. Hon. Mr, Daly, will no doubt
brinz back information from the conven-
tion that will be of great service to the
Dominion. ' o

“Light wood” is one of the most use-
ful southern products, especially in
Florida, where it is used by all sorts of
country folk, and particulnrly by the
hunters. A cordwood stick carried into
the wilderness will cut up into frag-
ments with which a dozen meals may
cooked. The rich resinous pine makes a
quick hot fire, especially suited to open
air cooking.

One meets in the: Okechobee - region
cracker families hunting otters. Some-
times there are two or more men with
their wives tnd children, two poor
horses, a rude wagon, and for food a
remnant of grits, a little fat pork and
perhapsa few fish. The product of
‘three months’ hunting may a score
otter skins worth $4 or 5 each, and a
few dozen smaller pelts worth in all less
than $10. With this catch the little

-village, trades the skins for money and
more pork and grits, enjoys the vices of

would be let fall from a flying ma-
chine. Whole cities can be devastated
and the rulers of a country will be
eqlually open to attack with the common
soldier.

Mr. Maxim is an American,and hopes
before many years to return to “‘God’s
own country,” as he designates theland
over which waves the Stars and
Stripes. He comes of the old Puritan
stock that settledin America, and on the
distaff side he acknowledges he des-
cended from ‘‘Old Brimstone'” Stevens,
as he was called, for preaching infant
damnation.

Maine is his native state, and from his
father he inherit the mechanical turn of
mind. As a child he remembers with
what delight he stood on an inverted
box in order to work at the lathe. Car-
riage building and decorative painting
were his first actual occupations. i

Aftetwards he learned to use every
sort of tool employed in metal working,
while he pursued his studies in mechani-
cal drawing. At 27 he was working
with Charles Williams, a maker of sur-
veying and philosophical instruments
on Court street, near Sudbur?'. In that
little shop were tried all the experi-
ments which resulted in the Bell
telephone.

Two years later Hiram Maxim was
with a large shipbuilding firm while in-
teresting himself in the manufacture of
railway material. For some -time he
had been known as the inventor of
various automatic gas machines, some in

eneral use, and he surprised the world

y his original introduction of incan-
descent electric lighting by means of
building up electrical carbons in an at-
mosphere of hydro-carbon.

Other electeical discoveries won him
80 great-a reputa‘ion that in 1881 he was
made a chevalier of the Legion of
Honor. Two years later he went to
England and bégan experimenting with
the automatic machine gun, which is
now such a success that in sixty differ-
ent patterns it is being extensively sold.
—Boston Transcript.
