"HE TRIAL of Harry Place Hyams
and Dallas Theodore Hyams,twin
brothers, for the murder of Wil-
liam Chinnock Wells in the Col-
borne-street warehouse rented by
' the prisoners on January 16, (1£38,
the York Assize 5
. yesterday before .Mr. Justice Street and
. a jury. The trial, which will last atl
. Jeast ten days, will prove in many Tre-
spects the most remarkable ever heard
in Canada. A crime more terrible than

ed has never, perhaps, startled thiscon-
tinent. The method of the prisoners, if
the contention of the Crown is correct,
was a simple one. They ingratiated them-
selves into the good-will of three orphans,
a brother and two sisters. One of the
prisoners courted one of the sisters, fin-
ally becoming her affianced husband.
''hen the. two insured the life of the bro-

ther for a large sum, the sister being
made the beneficiary. Then they killed
the young man, one of them married the
sister and the two absorbed the insur-
ance, ;

When the Prisoners were living
in ®Toronto, their mother and
the wife of Dallas P. Hyams were liv-
ing with them. 7The day following they
leit for Georgia., The wife of Dallas
Hyams returnéd yesterday to watch
the outcome of the trial. The mother
bas not.yet returned.

. Another’ peculiar feature of the case
is that Martha Wells Hyams, the wife
of one of the prisoners is one of ‘the
most important witnesses for the pro-
secution, and will to-day enter the wit-
ness box ‘and tell what she knows  of
the case. Whether she will be alloywed
to testify as to the subsequent \at-
tempt to place $200,000 insurance uppn
ber life depends on His Lordship’s d&-
cision as to the admissability of the
evidence, Mr. Osler will to-day proffer
the testimony. Whether it  will
go to the jury remains to be decided.
Great Interest in the Trial

The “absorbing interest taken in the
trial was evidenced by the immense
throng which crowded the stifling court
room. Every seat was occupied, and
4he aisles were jammed with people who
remained standing throughout the ses-
sion, which was taken up with the em-
panelling of the jury, the opening of the
case for the prosecution by Mr. Osler,
and the examination of Ebenezer Ayles-
worth, the brother-in-law of the pri-
soner Harry Hyams, and of the deceased
William Wells.

The prisoners did not seem to have
suffered by their imprisonment, but the
d_emeanor of each showed that he rea-
dized the grave position in which he was
placed. Both were very pale, and the
nervous temperament of the twins was
frequently made’ manifest during the
course of Mr. Osler’s address. Dressed
as they were almost identically the

same, it was difficult for the spectators |

to distinguish one from the other.
Opening of the Court.

It was 10.16 when His Lordship Mr.
Justice Street, ascended the bench and
the “Oyez!” of the court crier for-
mally opened the court. Then this im-
posing array of legal talent filed into
court :

of the American bench it would be grant-
ed. Speaking personally, the privilega
had been extended to him at Chicago
and Detroit. The same privilege and
courtesy, he understood, had been ex-
tended wherever asked. He was only
speaking now of civil matters, but how
much more was it likely that this privi-
lege would be granted when the life of
a Canadian citizen was at stake'? He
therefore asked that Mr. Wellman, who
was at one time the prisoners’ own
special adviser, should be allowed to ap-
pear at some stage, more especially in
the cross-examination of witnesses.
itis Lordship's Reply.

Justice Street, in reply, said that he
waa afraid he had no discretion in the
premises. If he were to consent that
these gentlemen from the other side
should act, he would perhaps be do-
ing nothing which was practically il-
!egal. But, as Mr. Lount must know,
judges are governed by customs which
are equivalent to law, and it had never
been the custom, so far as he was aware,
that any person not introduced by the
Law Society should be permitted to ap-
pear as counsel in a court. He would
be very glad to grant the request, but
did not feel at liberty to introduce an
entirely new departure against all cus-
toms. He would be practically in-
troducing a precedent which he had no
right to introduce, and there was no
telling where the practice would stop.
He did not feel justified in establishing
such a precedent unless absolute neces-
sity therefor existed and it did not ah-
pear to him that it did exist. The
gentlemen could advise with the other
counsel and give them the benefit of
their knowledge. He declined, however,
to allow Mr. Wellman to examine wit-
nesses. .

Mr. Osler Explains.

Mr. Osler said : If any gentleman from
a foreign country was allowed to par-
ticipate in the proceedings of a Cana-
dian court this would be an instance
in which it would be proper that ho
should be heard, because of the high
standing of Mr. Wellman and the serious-
ness of this case. But the rule that
excludes Mr. Wellman also excludes a
member of the British bar. As he under-
stood it, [n the United States the courts
have control of the bar, here they do
not. In the States the judge has the
right to extend the privilege of ap-
pearing to members of the outside bar.
But our system, whether it iis better or
not he was not prepared to say, was
different. No one could plead here un-
less presented through the Law So-
ciety. It was true that Canadians had
applied for the privilege in United States
courts. He did not think members of
the Canadian bar should apply for these
privileges unless in a position to re-
ciprocate. They were not in a posi-
tion to reciprocate from the very na-
ture of our laws. ‘

Says He Entirely Understands and Appre~
ciates the Position Taken By Mr.

When asked by a World reporter what
he had to say in relation to Judge

boys Mr. Wellman said: “1 entirely un-
derstand and appreciate the position
taken by Mr. Justice Street and Mr.
Osler, and do not see, under the circum-
stances, how they could have acted other-
wise. I am entirely satisfied with the
local counsel conducting the defence, and
regretted very much that the application
had to be made at all, but the relatives
in New York insisted upon it. I am con-
vinced the prisoners will have every op-
portunity to prove their innocence.”

FREE TRADE FOR NEW-SOUTH WALES

The Reld Government Propose Direct
Taxation—Wines. Spirits, Beer, Tobacco
and Oplum Only To Be Dutiable.

Sydney, N.8S.W., May 9.—Premier Reid
made a statement in the Assembly re-
garding the estimates for the coming
year. The Budget, he said, proposed a
zreat change in the country’s policy.
The Government were pledged to abolish
the customs duties imposed in 1891 to
establish a tariff on a free trade basis,
and to refo¥m the civil service. The
Government was determined to stake its
existence on direct taxation. There
would be a land tax of a penny a pound,
and an income tax of sipence on the
pound with exemptions. There would
be a permanent tariff only on wines,
The
old duties would be retained for a
year, the sugar duties alone remaining
untouch#@®” for two years. Political
patronage in the civil service would be
abolished. The estimated surplus was
£56,184.

ED TOJUNR 13.
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A. F. Martin of Morris Protested Against
the Further Postpomement—NMr. Sifton
Stated That the Province Would Not
Return to the Old School System—No
Opposition to Adjournment.

Winnipeg,  Man,, May 9.—When the
Manitoba Legislature resumed for busi-
ness this afternoon, Premier Green-
way made the following etatement: Be-
fore proceeding to the orders of the day
I desire to say that when asking the
House to adjourn until the present date
it will be within the recollection of
members I stated that in view of the
gravity of the questions involved in the
consideration of the School Remedial
Order communicated in His Honor’s mes-
sage of March 25 last, we would require
sufficient time to cousider the same.
I am now about to ask the House to
order a further adjournment to June 18,
next in order that further consideration
may be had.

I am aware, Mr. Speaker, in making
the motion that the House do now ad-
journ, I am aseking the indulgence of
the House because making the motion it
would require, if my honorable friends
opposite insisted, that I should give no-
tice, as it is not the intention of. the
Government to proceed to other business
until this matter is disposed of. 1 de-
sire to move now, if there is no objection,
that the House do now adjourn to the
date mentioned.

A. F. Martin Protests,

A. F. Martin, member for Morris, pro-
tested against furthér postpomement,
especially as the Goveznment gave no
particular reason, therefore, he claimed,
as one of the Roman Chtholic minority,
that some statement muld be made of
their intentions.

EX-ALD, JORN BAXTER DEAD

——

THE ASSISTANT MAGISTRATR PASS-
ED AWAY LAST NIGH7T,

Suecumbed to a Paralytic Seizure—Sketch
of His Career—For Many Years the
Father of the Council—For a Year He
Was Incapacitated For Police Court
Daties

Ex-Ald. John Baxter, Assistant Police
Magistrate of Toronto, died at 6.30
last evening at his late residence, 180
Spadina-avenue, in the 70th year of his
age. i
g’.l‘he deceased, who had filled a larger
space.in the civic history of Toronto
thap any other citizen who has ever had

a seat at the City Hall, was strickep
with paralysis in March, 1894, and
though he has been able to appear in
public, he has been infirm ever since. A
fortnight ago he had another stroke of
paralysis and never rallied. His friend
and neighbor, Dr. Ogden, was his medi-
cal attendant, and gave no hope of Mr.
Baxter’s recovery, soon after the seiz-
ure.

In public and private life the deceased
was highly esteemed. He had hosts of
friends, and during his civic career was
the recipient of many testimonials, He
was a genial typical Yorkshireman, of
strong will and indomitable persever-
ance. His death will be regretted by
a very large section of the citizens.

vareer of Beceased.

John Baxter was born in the city of
York, England, in 1825. His parents
settled in Toronto in 1830. His father;

contractor, died in 1871. The ex-alder-

demy in Bay-street conducted DLy the
father of Chancellor DBoyd. Leaving
school young Baxter served two years
at the drug business, and then turned to
brick-laying, working with his father.
Subsequently he opened a wine and tea
store, retiring with a competence in
1882,

John Baxter was first elected as coun-
cillor for St. Patrick’s Ward in 1858,
and as alderman in 1864, in which year
he acted as president of the coyneil dur-
ing the absence of Mayor Medecalf in
England. He sat as alderman 27 years
and was senior member when, in 1890,
he resigned to accept the position of
Assistant Police Magistrate, The last
year he was in the council he polled the
largest vote ever registered for an alder-
man in Canada.

The deceased had been chairman at
different times of all the committees of
council. In 1839 he was chairman of the
civic deputation appvinted to visit the
American cities to examine the system
of underground wires. His report was
favorable and the system has since been
carried more or less into practical effect.

In 1861 he introduced and carried a
bylaw by which Alexander Eastman was
zranted a thirty-years' charter to build
and operate the first Toronto street rail-
way.

F{)r 14 years Mr. Baxter was a Public
School trustee and for several years
chairman of the board. He was a well-
known Methodist and had for, many
years taken an active interest in Queen-
street Methodist Church.

Tho Retirement of the Duke of Cambridge,
Which Has Been Denied, Was Ques-
tioned By the Doctor—Three Times He
Put the Question, But Was Howled
Down.

London, May 10.—Dr. Tanner, anti-

George Bartley, Conservative.

“They are npt,” replied Speaker Gully.
“They are entirely out of order.”

Publication of Bourinot’s Opin-
lon the Bone of Contention.

Mr. McCarthy Holds That the Licutenant]
Governor Exceeded His Limit, and
That Premier Bowell Was in the Con-
spiracy to Coerce the Greenway Gove=
ernment—Messrs. Miils and Martin Up-
hold Mr. McCarthy—Mr, Foster and
Mr. Daly Champion Dr. Schultz, Mr
Daly Also Paying His Respects to the
Member From Winnipeg.

Ottawa, May 9.—Manitoba, her Gove
ernor, her Government and her schools
bave occupied the attention of the House
to-day, and frequenters of the galleries
have listened to the first real- debata
of the session. There was little time fon
preparation, hence  there was a snap
about the discussion which was an agrees
able change from the set speeches which
have seemingly become the rule of lata
years. :

On the one side Mr. McCarthy and tha
Opposition took the ground that Lieut.«
Governor Schultz had' gone beyond the

‘limit of his constitutional powers in en«

deavoring to influence the Manitoba
Government by securing an opinion from?
Dr.. Bourinot on the Remedial Order,
while on the other hand Mr. Foster and
other speakers on the Ministerial side
;us_tified the Lieut.-Governor’s action as
being perfectly within his rights and in
the interests of the province. Dr. Bour-
inot was exonerated for giving the now
famous ‘opinion, the statement being
forthcoming that it was handed to Gov-
ernor Schultz as a private opinion fromy
the learned Clerk of the House.

The discussion was characterized by &
well-merited castigation which Mr. Daly,
administered to Joseph Martin for a bit«
ter personal attack which he made on
the Lieutenant-Governor.

The news from Winnipeg to-night has
been greatly discussed in parligmentary,
circles, It is held to imply a desire to
on Mr, Laurier’s part to avoid a definite
pronouncement on the school question..
The impression is general that Parlia«
ment will be in session only for a fewl
weeks, and if this is to be the last ses-
sion of Parliament it will be far more
agreeable to the Liberals to face the
country without having gone on record,
than if they were compelled to declarq
themselves in the House.

the erime of design—would go unpunish-
ed. You have nothing to do with the
responsibility or with the gesult, that
is for the law. The juror who does not
believe in capital punishment and, there-
fore, finds a verdict of not guilty, is
usurping the powers of the legislature.
It i® not for him to correct the laws
which he thinks are erroneous. It is for
him as a good citizen to live up to those
laws. -
The Life Insurance Aspect.

In ‘this case you have to deal with a
somewhat alarming condition of things,
as the result of the higher ecivilization
in which the community is mow placed.
Life insurance is one of the most bene-
ficial schemes of modern times. A plan
by which the bread-winner of his family
can provide fot their necessaries after
he is gone is a good one. The allegation
of the crown is, however, that what
is most beneficial has been used by the
prisoners to gratify their greed, and
that they killed a man, by marriage
akin to one of them,iworder that they
might reap the benefits of life insurance
})(60 the extent of some $31,000 or $82,-

The Negative Aspect.

Now, you must bear in mind that the
prisoners are men of business abiity and
acumen, and that they would be guarded
in arranging a negative appearance of
the crime. Men who undertake to ob-
tain money in this devious way would
scheme how to do it so as to escape
detection. You must be prepared to find
everything done that could be done to
give the appearance of what would be
an appearance not involving guilt. The
appearances in this case were so suc-
cesefully designed that in 1895 we are
trying a transaction which occurred over
two years ago, and for that length of
time the prisoners succeeded in prevent-
ing the appearance ol guilt sufficient to
warrant their arrest.  You have to con-
sider, do the circumstances point to the
prisoners? Is the appearance of inno-
cence that has been given only an ap-
pearance that was designed ? This case
requires your earnest attention, because
if this class of crime can be successfully
carried out; if life insurance can be re-
flized in this.way; you have a terrible
danger to the community to face—a
danger which you would increase if you
decided that you were unable to find
guilt, because you are unable to deter-
mine between the guilt and the inno-
cence of the accused.

You will have to pay great attention
to the motive. Then, having decided upon
the motive, it is for you to enquire
whether the taking off of William Wells
was a crime or an accident.

The Family Story.

In the fall of 1889 there was a
growing family of four—two women and
two men. They were orpbans. There
was a little money in the family. They had
an uncle in Pickering who looked more
or less after them. There came to this
city the two prisoners, the wife of one
of them and the mother. These prison-
ers came from the United States. The
prisoners came to know that the Wells
family had some money. The elder
brother of the Wells died, leaving Wil-
liam, the alleged murdered boy, and two
sisters, Mrs. Aylesworth, and another
supposed to be married to Harry Hyams.

In 1892 an agreement was arranged
by which the Hyams secured
$2700 from Wells and his sis-
ters for the purpose of investing,
agreeing to pay therefor $30 a month;
to pay the whole back after notice had
been given to them to do so, and to
pay 131-8 per cent. interest for the
money in the meantime. Eventually the
amount of the loan was made up to
$3000, $1000 being subscribed by the
dead man and $1000 by each of the
sisters. Connected with the loan was an
agreement to provide for the employ -
ment of the deceased and also for his
brother -in -law; Aylesworth. This,
shortly was the relationship as it start-
d. P. Hyams subsequently married
oné of the Wells sisters. :

The Colborne-Street Business,

The prisoners had an office at 11 King-
street west. It will appear before you
that there was not much business car-
ried on. In November, 1892, they took
a-warehouse in Colborne-street and call-
ed themselves the Toronto Storage
Company. From November, 1892, until
a period three months after the death
of Wells the prisoners ostensibly carried
on business in the warehouse. I say os-
tensibly, because part of the crown’s case
is that little or no business was carried
on. In that warehouse were employed
William Wells, Aylesworth and Mise Lat-
timer. They were paid weekly wages.
In the basement of the warehouse on
Jan. 16, 1893, William Wells was killed,
and the question is whether he was
there murdered or whether his death was,
as the prisoners allege, caused by an aec-
cident -by reason of the weight in the
elevator shaft falling upon him. You
are to ascertain whether that death was
by accident or design.

The Question of Motive.

Why should they kill him? In August
a life insurance policy was taken out
in the New York Life Ipsurance Com-
pany for $30,000, made  payable fto
Martha Wells. There were also
in addition a Covenant Mutual po-
licy of $2000 and another policy of $1000
in the New York Life; all these amounts
being payable to Martha Wells. The
premium on the $30,000 policy had been
paid by the Hyams, and H.P. Hyams’
bargain with regard to that insurance
was that he was to pay ' the
premjum and was also to pay Wells in
three years $2500 ‘for the use of his
money. Harry Hyams also claimed the
right to name the beneficiary. There was
some talk of making the two sisters the
beuneficiaries, but Harry Hyams claim-
ed that as he was paying the premiums,he
had the right to name the beneficiaries.
The first quarter’s premium was paid by
money handed by one of the prisoners to
Wells, who in turn paid it to the agent.
Another quarter’s premium would have
fallen due shortly after the' date on
which Wells was killed, and this premium
would have had to be paid in order to
keep the policy alive. Only omne quar-
ter's: premium was therefore paid. The
premiums were payable to Martha Wells.

Now, Harry Hyamse and Martha Wells
had continued along their courtship,
without any talk of marriage, until
shortly before New Year’s, when marriage
was proposed by Harry Hyams, and pres-
sure was brought upon Martha Wells to
induce her to consent to become his wife.

Wells’ share of the $3000 advanced by
himself and sisters to the Hyams had
not been paid when the trggedy occurred
in the Colborne-street warehouse: Young
Wells had gone down to Pickering a few
days before and arranged for the pur-
chase of a small farm, it finally being
settled that Monday, Jan. 16, Wells and
his sister were to go to Pickering to
close the negotiations for the purchase of
the farm. This was on the explicit un-
derstanding that on the 16th Hyams'
would pay young Wells the $1000 they
owed him. Therefore, you see the neces-
sity existed for the payment of the $1000
on the morning Wells was killed.

Above Their Financial Ability.

These two things—the insurance and
this $1000 indebtedness—will be urged as
a motive; the benefit that would re-
sult to the Hyams if the death of Wells
occurred that morning. We will show
that at the time the prisoners were pay-
ing and contracting to pay these large
sums for life incurance they were not in
a financial position to afford them. Their
business was not prospering; they were
borrowing with interest at 8
per cent. per month, and notes were
being preesed, and they were not able
to respond. They claim to have had
some allowance from friends in the
States, but if that is shown it will be
aleo shown that they were not receiving

tthe renting of that warehouse was not

sufficient to maintain them in the man-
ner they were living, let alone affording
means to pay insurauce on the life of
another. ' ;

Suspicious Insurance.

About the time Wells was killed in-
surance was placed on the life of the
prisoners or one of them. Was that
not part of the scheme to throw the
insurance company. off their guard; to
make them think the prisoners had a
sort of craze for insurance ? It will
appear that these policies on the life
of the prisoners were allowed to lapse
shortly afterwards. .

There was little business done in the
Colborne-streét warehouse, as I have
said. It will be for you to say iwhether

part of the scheme which culminated in
the death of Wells. It will appear that
in that warehouse a young woman was
emxloyed whose sole occupation was to
address envelopes that were never
mailed. Now, was that warehouse
merely rented to give an appearance of
a busiuess with the realization of the
insurance on young Wells’ life as the
ultimate result ?
About the Elevator.

Mr. Osler then described the elevator
in the Colborne-street warehouse. He
wished the jurors to pay particular at-
tention o the fact that notwithsfand-
the little use to which the elevator was
put the prisoners were constantly tink-
ering with the elevator. They built a
platform with the avowed object of
taking off the weight from time to
time, as ocecasion required, and chang-
‘ing it for a lighter one. Do all these
things lead up to the realization on the
policy ? Having regard to the limit-
ed use of the hoist, what was the ©ob-
jeet of these changes:? The crown says
that, considering the business done in
gwarehome, there was altogether teo

h attention paid to that elevator—
that there was an object.
The Fatal Morning.

In the ordersof events the prisoners,
Wells, Aylesworth and Miss Lattimer
should bhe at the office that Monday
morning. Saturday night Miss Lattimer
is given three letters to deliver on Mon-
day morning before shes comes down. The
crown suggests that was in order that
she might be out of the way. That
left Aylesworth, however. On Sunday
an order is left for Aylasworth to go
over the Don and make some enquiries.
Aylesworth is thus ouf] of the way. An
order is given for Wells to be down
early at the office. Wells is going to
Whitby with his sister on the midday
train to make the payment on the farm.
There is no reason given why he should
be down. There were no goods to take
in, nothing to be moved from flat to
flat. Wells is found dead. ‘

Inconsistent Stories.

One story in explanation is that
Dallas was writing in the office, heard
a great noise, ran down, and seeing
Wells fell over his dead body in a faint.

Another story is that both prisoners
heard the noise and they lifted the
weight off the dead boy’s head. The
prisoners wete the only ones-there. The
crown says they were designedly the
only ones there. There will be some
evidence to show thabt both doors of the
warehouse were locked.

It is claimed that the ‘weight slip-
ped from the rope. Were this so, the
gravity would bring that weight down
pretty straight, even if it had caught.
The crown claims that there was not
enough play in the box to give the
weight tilt enough to slip off the rope.
It will be submitted that the weight
could not come off; the hook in the shaft
as sufficient slack could not be obtain-
ed by the rope to slip out of the eye
which had to be cut in order that the
hook could be inserted. It is suggested
that the deceased put his head partly
in the shaft to look up to see what pre-
vented the weight coming down. It is
apparent that that is the omly way
there could have been impact between
the weight and the head. The weight
is found on the head six or eight inches
from the platiorm of the weight shaft.

The Condition of the Skulil.

You have evidences of witnesses as to
the condition of the skull as it appears
now. The Crown will suggest to you
that it was impossible for the weight
striking the head, to have caused the
wounds found thereon. The Crown
will suggest to you that the chief force
that came upon that head was a force
from the side. The Crown will seek
to convince you that there wae more
than one application of force upon that
bhead:- to bring it into the condition that
it was. It will be for you to say
wheéther a weight falling upon a man
under any circumstancés could produce
the lines of force from diferent directions.
found on this head. \

The Weight Theory Impossible.

Shortly, then, we say, that it is im-
possible with reiation to the elevator
shaft and the position of the body that
the weight could have caused that
death. We say that the head tells the
sam= story. You will have evidence as
to the bloody hands of Harry Hyams
and the contradictory stories of the pri-
soners, You must give due weight to
these. You will have tle evidence of
Dr. King, who was first summoned to
the warehouse, and of Dr. Aikins, the
coroner. Without desiring to refleet in
the slightest upon the professional char-
acter of these gentlemen, you wiil recol-
lect that they passed upon the matter
at the time of the aecident, and that
their conduct &t the time in so doing
is more oOr less in review. You may or
may not consider that that will or will
not aflect their evidence in the slightest
degree. ~

Harry Hyams’ Courtship and Marriage.

I have referred to the courtship
of Harry Hyams ond Martha Wells.
Shortly after the accident, Harry Hyams,
who seemed to Lave Martha Wells pretty
well under control, commenced to obtain
cheques from her until two amounts of
$1700 and $2500 were obtained. About
this time a friend told her that the house
and office furniture of the Hyams’ were
under chattel wortgage. Then she be-
came alarmwed and counsulted a solicitor.
Subsequentiy she went into retreat in
a church school, with a view of breaking
off all relatious between them. Harry
Hyams found her loecation, visited her,
conversed with her and as a zesult in-
duced Martha to marry him on the’ fol-
lowing Tuesday. As a result of this
marriage, with the exception ot $4000
or $5000, given by Martha Wells to her
sister, Mrs. Aylesworth, the prisoners
have absorbed every dollar of the in-
surance mouey. If the prisouner, Harry
Hyams, thought in marrying Martha
Wells he would have influence enongh
to secure the insurance, he thought cor-
rectly. If their object was to kill in
order to get the money that object has
been attained.

Aylesworth’s Story in Detail.

Ebenezer W. H. Ayllesworth, the bro-
ther-in-law of the dead man and of the
prisoner, Harry Hyams, was the first
witness called. He related the initial
meeting of the Hyams and Wells fami-
lies six years ago at the house, 55 Gould-
street, where they all boarded. Witness
met the prisoners for the first time on
the evening of his marriage to Mary
Ann Wells, sister of the deceased, The
Hyams, previous to this, had boarded
with the Wells’ when the latter kept
house in Spadina-avenue. Witness knew
of the engagement between Harry Hy-
ams and Martha Wells, from what Harry
told him on the occasion of the placing
in September, 1892, of the insurance on
the life of Willie Wells.

The agreement by which the witness,
Williec Wells and Martha Wells loaned
$3000 to the prisoners was put in and re-
cognized by witness, who testified that
Willie Wells put in about $1000 of the
amount. The prisoners were then car-
rying on business as financial brokers
at 11 King-street west, under the firm
name of H. P. & D. T. Hyams. '

Witness went into their employment!
in March, 1892. Wells had been em-
ployed there as a writer of mercantile
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neas commenced work. The warehousing
business was opened about September
1892, a month after the insurance o
$30,000 in the N.Y. Life was placed.
Filling in Blanks—or Time.
Witness then detailed the employment
he was put fo in the warehouse. It
consisted in ecopying out names on ‘the
mercantile agency reports. He did not
know to what practical use these copies
were put. No person ever came in to
inquire for them to hig knowledge. One
hundred sheets, exact copies, all in the
hardwriting of deceased,were put in to
support the Crown’s contention that
the Hyams’ had no need for clerical work,
but merely kept the deceased employed
to fill in time. Another of the sup-
posed work was to address envelopes
—the envelopes produced which had been
found in the office unmafled. Ha knew
of no result from the work of either him-

self, deceased or Miss Lattimer, another
i 3

clerk.

Aylesworth then detailed the proposi-
tion made by the prisoners to Willie
Wells, that he should imsure his life
for $30,000, the prisoners agreeing to
gﬂy the premiumse and to give deceased

2600 at the expiration of 21-2 years
for the use of his name.

Prisoners at the same time wanted
Aylesworth to insure his life for the
same amount, but he replied that nei-
ther he nor Willie Wells could afford to
pay $1200 a year in premiums, and he
did not allow another man to pay for
insurance on his life.

Aylesworth told of the pressing de-
mands of the deceased for the $1000 dte
him by prisoners, and of the final pro-
mise of the prisoners on Saturday prior
to the tragedy that they would pay it
on Monday., Wells had made arrange-
ments to go to Pickering with H. P.
Hyams on Monday noon after receiving
the $1000 from the prisoners and close
the deal. On Saturday Wells wrote out
a telegram to Uriah Jones of Pickering
stating that he would be down. Harry
Wells was ‘present when this telegram
was written and it was arranged that
the iprisoner should send it.

Then witness told of the message left
for him by the prisoners to go to the
East End and make enquiries instead
of going to the warehouse the morning
of the tragedy He ordinarily went to the
warehouse at 8.30 to 9. t

At the Warehouse.

Witness described at length the eleva-
tor cage, the lift and their surroundings(
He swore positively that from the time
of the renting of the warehouse until
Jan. 16 the only practical use to which
the elevator was put was to carry up
three or four loads of groceries and fur-
niture. There were carpenters at work
repairing it two or three times to his
knowledge. Gates were putom the cage
and new eides and flooring. The weight
and hook produced were the same = as
those used on the elevator. i

Aylesworth told of the arrival of Dal-
lasat the house in Gould-street with
intelligence that Willie Wells had been
badly hurt, Dallas complained of his
back, stating that he had strained it
lifting the weight. His fingers were also
bleeding. Witness bound up the fingers
and assisted Dallas to bed. Then he
went to Dr. King’s, and in consequence
of what he heard visited Humphrey's
undertaking establishment, where per-
mission to view the body was refused
him. He then proceeded to the ware-
house, He found the rope off the pulley,
the boards which held it in place being
off. The weight was off the rope and
resting against the south side of the ele-
vator, east of the casing. The end of
the weight was on the ground. There
was blood in two different places on
the floors -The blood spots were half a
foot apartf

ThetFirst of the Conflicting Stories.

When fwitness asked Harry Hyams,

who c&#mé+in“shortly afterwards, how

the aceidefit occurred, he replied that |

he ditn’t know, that he was not at the
warehouse at the time of the tragedy,
neither was las.

Later in theé day witness viewed ‘the

body of deceased. The skull was fractur-
ed across the centre and there was a gash
over the right eye,which was driven in.

In the basement he saw a small chisel,

which he had never seen before, covere

with blood, and- there was blood on the |

bandle of a hammer. There was an ax
about the préfises, but he did not .see
it on that occasion.

Subsequently Harry Hyams told witness
that he found Dallas lying across Willie.
Dallas had fainted. Harry said he did
not know how it happened, that the
weight had fallen, he must have been
fixing the weight. Next day when/Harry
and Dallas were together, the former
said he went into the office to write a
letter, heard a crash, went down stairs
and found the weight on the boy's head,
Harry explained the fact that his hands
were injured by saying that he did it
lifting the weight off Willie’'s head.

Aylesworth testified that the dead boy
wore glasses permanently. He was very
near-sighted and had to wear glasses
all the time, even to walk about.

Witness testilied that his ~ wife re-
ceived $4750 of the insurance money on
\\gi)lés’ life in September or October of
1 o

There was a defect in the elevator,
and the cage would catch occasionally
about the second story. It could be
readily released by pulling up the rope.

To offset the claim of the defence that
the wounds on the fingers of the prisoner
might have been caused by frost on the
weight, witness was questioned as to
the heating of the warehouse. He swore
that he replenished the stoves in the
cellar and on the two uppeér floors at 10
p.m. Sunday. ¢

There was nothing in the warehouse
which would require the use of the
elevator on the morning of the tragedy.

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PREMIER WHITEWAY URGES CAN-
4ADA TONAME TRRMY.

The Legislature' Adjourned For a Week To
Retelve Word From Ottawa—Whiteway
Strongly Urges Confederation—If Union
is Not Possible Retrenchment and Re-
Organization Will Be (lnhe Order of the
Day. . ) :

8t. John’s, Nfld, May. 9.—The Legisla-
ture met this afternoon and adjourned for
another week. An important debate oc-
curred, in which the prospects for con«
Jfederation were considerably enhdnced

emier Whiteway made an official an+
nouncement of the condition of the cons
federation negotiations. He announced
that the delegates had not yet received
a reply to their ultimatum from the Do-
minion Government. Premier Whiteway
telegraphed Premier Bowell last Tues-
day night, urging the necessity for a
prompt reply. Premier Bowell answered
that he would cable his answer at the
first possible  moment.

Premier Whiteway believes it unwise
to terminate the negotiations at this
juncture, He urged the immense import-
ance of the subject. Its bearing on the
tuture of the country, and the difficulties
of the present position. He stated that
it was the unanimous decision of the Gov-
ernment party to prolong the period of
waiting, so as to give the Dominion Cabi-
net time to arrive at a decision. Mr.
Whiteway avowed himself an ardent
:l:it;nfederate, and had been s0 all his

e,
advantageous terms the best thing pos-
sible for the country at this jupcture.

At the same time, he said, if nothing
is received from the Canadian Govern-
ment this next week his Government is
prepared to bring in a. scheme for
drastic ~retrenchment, 'providing for
ecgnomies in every department of the
public service. It is intended to in-
crease the tariff so as to provide . for
means for meeting all indebtedness. The
introduction of this, he intimated,would
constitute the virtual abandonment of
Confederation, and further, stated that
the colony would not submit to' insol-
vency and that it would strive to work
out its own destiny.

Goodridge Wrecked the Colony.

Mr. Morris, one of the delegates, cor-
roborated Mr. Whiteway, and accused
the late Government of wrecking the
colony’s affairs. He said that the White-
way Government was prepared to accept
’:pe fullest responsibility of the posi-
ion.

Mr. Beott, Receiver-General, followed
in a similar setrain, and charged the
Goodridge Government with expending
nearly half a million dolars without
legal authority, also that the publi¢ ac-
counts show a disgraceful squandering
of public moneys by that Administration.
These charges were . denied by
the representatives of the late Govern-
ment.

Neither Premier Whiteway nor Mr.
Scott would say whether the question
of Confederation will be submitted to
the electorate. This disinclination con-
firms the belief that the Government
will finally force & measure through the
Legislature requesting England to de-
spatch a Royal Commission' to  investi-
gate and reorganize the country’s a.ﬂain’.

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THE CHICAGO CANAL?

Six feet of rock and gravel at Chicago
fs all that keeps the waters of Lake
Michigan from uniting with those of the
Mississippi Valley when the latter are
at high water mark., If a cutting, not
many, miles in length, were made to this
depth, a small proportion of the waters
of Lakes Huron, Michigan and Superior
would be diverted from the St. Lawrence
and reach the ocean at the Gulf of Mexi-
go. If we make the cutting fifty feet
sleep, the waters of these three lakes;
Rogether with that of Lake Erie, would
nearly all find its way through the
Mississippi Valley, Chicago is peculiarly
situated. It is on the water shed be-
kween the St. Lawrence and the Missis-
sippi systems, and the two systems are
separated from each other, as we have
With the
primary, object of draining their city,
the people of Chicago have undertaken to
make the artificial cutting we have re-
ferred to. Their project is one of the
most -original and boldest that  the
world has ever seen, from an engineering
point of view. The State of Illinois alone
has comsidered the problem, and it is
from this State alone that the city has
derived its authority, to go on with the
work, The diversion of the waters of the
Great Lakes system will materially ai-
fect navigation, as well as the lake cities.
The Chicago drainage canal is to be one
hundred and sixty feet wide and eighteen
feet de®p, with plans for deepening it
still more in the future. The effect of
the lake water reaching the ocean ‘by
the Mississippi River will result in
raising the low water mark of that river
one foot at St. Louis. On the other hand,
fthe loss of this water to the Great Lakes
system will involve a lowering of the
lake level by, nine inches, according ‘to
some, and five inches according to others.
[This is the estimate of the changes that
will be effected when the canal is first
opened, but as provision is made for a
larger quantity of water in future years,
the lowering of the lake level is likely
to be still more pronounced. Buginess
men interested in lake navigation and
the lake cities have recently been study-
ing the project, and they have come to
the conclusion that the Chicago drainage
canal is going to raise a very impor-
tant question, not only between the dif-
ferent States of the union, but between
Panada and the United States. Canada
certainly has a right to see that the
level of Lake Erie will not be reduced
by nine inches, or even less. Similarily
the State of Ohio and the City of Cleve-
land have vested rights in the great
lakes system as nature left it. The
Cleveland Chamber -of Commerce has
taken the initiative and has petitioned
the Secretary of War to investigate the
matter at once, sol that proper measures
may be instituted for the protection of
all interests at stake. Other cities on
the lake have joined, and an investiga-
tion will no doubt take place ° before

. long. ¥

In our owr country Mr. Cockburn,
M.P., has put an inquiry on the order
paper of the House of Commons, asking
if the Government has decided to inter-
fere in the matter.

ANOTHER ARGUMENT ANSWERED. -
' One of the principal arguments against
eivic control of electric street lighting
is the suspicion that the aldermen can-
not be trusted, that the business will
be expenmsively managed, that the city
will have to pay more if it carries on
!t'he work itself tham if the contract for
lighting the streets were given to a pri-
vate company. A little investigation in-

- to the details of the expenses connected

with the lighting plant will show that
this apprehension has very little to sup-
port it. The estimates furnished by the
various parties who have figured om the

. operation of a civic plant show that

more than 75 per cent. of the total ex-
pense are connected with items over
whick the aldermen will not have the
least control. The largest item is that
of coal. We need not tell our readers
that no jobbery is probable in connee-
tion with this item. Toronto is to-day
buying coal cheaper than any private
concern can purchase it. The other day
awe placed an order for 2000 tons at the
remarkably low rate of $3.41, and yes-
terday Ald. Shaw advised the refusal of
an offer for 4000 more at the same rate
because = he had private. informa-
tion® that a purchase at even a
less figure thap this could be made.
Carbons foot up 10 per cent. of the
total cost of lighting. There can be no
fobbery in purchasing carbons, as they
will be bought® by tender, the same as
our coal is purchased. Interest, depre-
ciation and sinking nd from a - big
porportion of thel a%gregate expense.
There is little om’ for the aldermen
doing any crooked work in regard to this
jtem. The only opportunity where they
can increase the expenses is in the em-
ployment of the necessary labor to oper-
ate ‘the plant. The wages of all the
men connected with the service will
aggregate less that 25 per cent. of the
total expenses. Even if the city should
be obliged to pay 20 per cent. higher
wages than private firms the increase
in the total expenses would only be
$4000, or, at most, $5000. Except fn
wages the city has immense advantages.
These advantages are so great that
fthe possible loss through high wages will
be very small indeed. In the item of
interest on capital alone the city would
save twice as much as the sum we have
mentioned ($5000), that the city might
have to pay in the shape of excessive
wages. But there is no reason why the
city should pay higher wages thanany-
one else.

McCarthy knew nothing, and confessed
80 when he said that he.got the opinion
simply from rumor and afterwards ad-
mitted that he himself believed it was
not the case. He had made the insinuation
and then tried to shelter himself from
responsibility by disclaiming any defin-
ite belief in it. Mr. McCarthy had then
gone on to make matters worse by im-
puting corrupt and unworthy motives to
Governor Schulte. Who told him that
the Governor would like to get another
tex;m ? Howjjlid he know anything about
it :

Bourinot’s Opinion Non-Partizan.

Governor Schultz had every right to
every 'source ol information at his dis-
posal. Mr. McCarthy did not deny that
he had a right to inform himself as) to
his position in, the matter. He did so in-
form himself by obtaining the opinion
of Dr. Bourinot, who was regarded as a
leading constitutional authority in the
Dominion. That opinion was given en-
tirely aside from partisan or party mo-
tives and leanings, Who in the name of
common sense had been prejudiced by
the fact that the people of Canada had
had access to the same mon-partisan and
non-political dissertation on ‘the law
and constitution on this matter? Look-
ing at this matter from.the standpoint
of common sense, what great injury had
been done to the comstitution or to the
settlement of this question by the divul-
gence of the opinion which was written
'‘by the learned Clerk of  the House ?
Mr. McCarthy had said: that it was
meddlesome for Governor Schults to
get this advice, but had answered his
own objection by saying that the Gov-
ernor had the right to get all the in-
formation that he could procure. The
opinion had been communicated to the
press, and he would like to know if
there was anything improper in that.

Mr. Mills (Bothwell) ; It was most im-
proper.

Given to the Press By the Premier.

Mr. Foster: It was so communicated,
and, when published in Winnipeg, it was
published also in this part of the Do-

minion. :

Martin’s Free Expression of Opinion.

He
thought the Clerk of the House was
therefore justified in giving an opinion
if sought. It might be well to enquire
whether this opinion had been communi-
cated to the Manitoba Legislature be-
fore being given to the press.

TRADE FATRLY ACIIVE,

Prices of Leading Staples Are Higher in
Many Cases

The Daily Bulletin (R. G. Dun & Co.)
says: In Montreal and in the Provinee
of Quebec geneml.ly business is more ac-
tive, ‘but the spirit of cautious buy\i\ng
is still largely in evidence, and it Vis
well it should be so. Money is ecarce
in the country parts, and slow remit-
tances show the difficulty merchants
have in collecting from the farmer. Im-
provement is looked for in this respect
as soon as cheese-making is in full swing,
though present indications poiut to very
low opening prices. The new
sugar  duty has yhad an un-
settling effect upon ®he grocery trade,
and the advance of three-quarters qf a
cent in refiners’ prices has checked
buying. Refiners c¢laim that the duty
as it stands will seriously handicap them
in the production of yellows, and it is
understood efforts are being made to
have Mr. Foster recounsider the gquestion.
Continued strong advance is to be noted
in hides and leather., Cements are mov-
ing pretty briskly, with new supplies to
hand by recent steamers; much interest
is being evinced in the Government con-
tract for 25,000 barreis for the Soulanges
Canal, for which tenders have just been
put in. = Domestic cottons are firming
up, and there is anticipation of advance
in other lines besides those noted last
week.

Business in wholesale cireles at To-
ronto is fairly satisfactory. Merchants
are pleased with the outlook and they
fully expect to make increased profits.
The strength and higher prices for lead-
ing products is the encouraging feature.
In consequence of the limited supply of
hides and the excited state of the market,
dealers in leather do not feel inclined
to make sales, Farmers are obtaining
good prices for their live stock, a.‘nd the
season now opening is encouraging to
shippers. In dry goods the feature
is the advance in eottonms reported by
mill owners, and this may probably sti-
mulate buying. Travelers are doing a
good trade in summer fabrics, and pay-
ments this month are said to be satis-
factory. There is a good trade in gro-
ceries, the prominent feature being the
rise of 7-8¢ in sugars. '

New Factory on the Don Flats.

The Manufacturers’ Committee sent on
the application of the Kemp Manufae-
turing Co. for a lease of a site on the
Don improvement, upon which to erect
their new enamelled iron and steel works,
the first of the kind in Canada. These
were the terms passed by the Exeeutive:
A strip of land on the west bank, 'ex-
tending from the north side of Gerrard-
street northerly to a point 350 feet
distance, and to the easterly limit of
the old Don channel; the lease to extend
toa period of 21 years; the rental to
be for the first ten years 90 cents per
foot frontage, and for the balance of the
term of the lease $1.60 per
foot frontage, the company to be exempt
from taxation on the land and buildings.

McMurrich, Dunn, R. H. Graham, Lamb
and Chairman Shaw, was appointed to
confer with the City Treasurer and the
Public and High School Boards with re-
gard to the requisitions for more school
accommodation.

On motion of the chairman this sub-
committee was appointed to bring in a
report on the constitution of the Court
of Revision: Ald. Sheppard, Lamb,Blong,
J.J. Graham and Jolliffe. A similar sub-
committee was in existence last year.
The law admits of outsiders of the coun-
cil forming the board. The new com-
mittee will have the information afford-
ed last year, and will report at an early

The Cincinnati
Price Current, however, reported a large
area of winter wheat territory east of the
Mississippi River suffering from droughts
and insects. St. Louis loaded the wires
with the most gloomy kind of reports,
following them up with buying orders,
which resulted in an advance. Apprehen-
sion In regard to the crop conditions to
be issued by the Government to-morrow
also had a stimulating -influence on the
market. A majority of local traders here
were out of wheat in expectation of get-

ting in at a lower range of prices than
thes market reached on the reaction, but
many of them joined in the procession as
buyers on the advance to-day. The senti-
ment at the close was decidedly bullish,
Shorts had covered freely and a great deal
of buying was done for long account.

Corn—What strength ere was in corn
to-day was due to the inNuence of wheat.
Receivers reported a much“gfeater dispo-
sition on the part ‘'of country owners to
sell cash corn, and indications now point
to increased receipts. The shipping de-
mand showet a material falling off, and
charters were reported for only 25,000
bushels,

Provisions—Weak early, there being con-
siderable pork for sale and but few buy-
ing orders. On this soft spot leading pa,c{-
ers commenced buying ribs, turning the
market upwards and closing firm at a fair
advance. A better cash demand was re-
ported for all kinds of meats. The market
has a strong umdertone, and unless we
haver & material increase in receipts of
hogs, we have probably seen our lowest
prices for September deliveries. We favor
buying on all reactions, and for the pre-
sent think ribs the best purchase.
