The 
writer is the son of Rev. T. M. Meade, a 
former pastor of the Watford Baptist 
church, and is well known to all the 
young people of the town :—

C. A. M. C.
England

January 31st, 1917.
Dear Kewpies :—I hardly know how 

much to thank you for the box which I 
received yesterday. It was certainly fine 
and we certainly enjoyed as it. Little did 
we think when the club started that it 
would even be as useful it has been. I 
know there are hundreds of chaps that 
have derived benefits from it. I am sure 
if any town has done its bit towards 
winning the war it is Watford. No 
matter where I go I hear of fellows who 
know Watford and the good work it has 
done. We have a fellow with us here 
now who came from London with us. 
His name is R. N. Mason. I don’t know 
whether you know him or not. I didn’t 
become very well acquainted with him 
until we came here.

You will see by our new Jaddress that 
we have moved. It seems that is about 
all we do here. We barely get settled in 
one place before we have to move agam. 
The only thing I hope is and everybody 
in the camp agrees with me, that the 
war will soon be over. I suppose we 
don’t want it to end any more than you 
do in Canada. However if we have to 
go to France we do so willingly knowing 
we are in the right.

A Clearing 875 Miles Long Separatee 
Alaska From Canada.

Boundaries between countries, states 
and counties and between cities and 
the country surrounding them are 
marked In various ways. Sometimes 
it is by a stone post or monument; of­
ten a county is separated from an ad­
joining county by a public road, which 
is surveyed purposely on the county 
line.

In some of the southern states coun­
ties which allow cattle to run at large 
are often separated from those which 
do not by a fence. The boundary be­
tween Alaska and Canada Is marked 
by a clear strip In the woods 875 miles 
long.

When a highway passes from one 
country Into another the traveler Is 
made aware of the fact by the customs 
officials. Sometimes also, as In France, 
a tax Is collected on country produce 
entering the cities. But In thinly set­
tled sections of the United States the 
boundaries between counties and even 
between states are not always marked, 
and, though known to the Inhabitants, 
are often not to be recognized by a 
stranger.

One notable Instance of a marked 
boundary Is the great wall of China, 
which extends for a distance of morp 
than 1,500 miles along what was once 
the frontier of that empire.—Christian 
Herald.

FOUR POSTER BEDSTEADS.
A Legacy From the Days When People 

Slept In Boxes.
In medieval times, when life was 

very insecure. It was usual for people 
to sleep on a bed which was surround­
ed by sides of boards with strong posts 
at the four corners. These sides con­
tained sliding doors, which could be 
fastened Inside.

When men retired to rest they took 
a weapon with them. If attacked in 
the night they were aroused by the 
noise made by the crashing in of their 
wooden defense and were able to de­
fend themselves.

When the law became strong enough 
to protect human life the sides of the 
bedstead were gradually dispensed 
with, but the four posts remained. The 
boxlike bedstead still survives In the 
rural parts of Scotland and Is almost 
necessary where the earthen floors and 
Imperfect ceilings cause much damp. 
Emily Bronte In “Wutbering Heights" 
describes one of these bedsteads in the 
old mansions as forming a “little clos­
et” Mr. Lockwood, who had to sleep 
In it, says, "I slid back the panel sides, 
got In with my light pulled them to­
gether again and felt seen re.”—London 
Standard. • :

Penalty of the Peach.
The Egyptians appear to have been 

acquainted with what is commonly 
called prussic add, the most deadly of 
poisons. It Is held that they distilled it 
from certain plants and trees, notably 
the peach. In the Louvre there Is an 
andent Egyptian papyrus from which 
the following has been dedphered: 
“Pronounce not the name of I. A. O. 
under the penalty of the peach.” This 
has been supposed to be a death warn­
ing to those who might be tempted to 
reveal mysteries In connection with the 
religions rites of the priests.

The Romans probably learned of pros- 
sic acid from the Egyptians. History 
has It that In the reign of Tiberius a 
Roman knight accused of treason drank 
poison and immediately fell dead at 
the feet of the senators, a significant 
circumstance, Inasmuch as no other 
poison has the almost instantaneous 
effect of prussic add,

Soldiers are treated no better than 
are the horses that Great Britain has 
called to her aid in France. They 
have hospitals in which a millionaire 
might well consent to be operated on. 
Save for the most trifling surgical op­
erations they are given chloroform. 
In most respects, as a veterinary 
surgeon says, they are treated as well 
as human patients, and in one re­
spect they are treated better. 
More pains will be taken to patch up 
a soldier and send him back to the 
front then will be taken with a horse. 
In other words, the horse is let off 
more lightly. He is not killed when 
discharged, but a calculation is made 
as to whether he is worth more in 
dollars and cents at the front than if 
he were sold and sent back to Eng­
land. So it often happens that a 
horse is invalided home orMischarged 
from the war for wounds that would 
not excuse a soldier.

The municipalities now operating 
Hydro systems comprise 81 villages 6î : 
towns, 17 townships and 20 cities. This 
does not include users for less than the 
year, or the new municipal contracts,

tent of 6,000.000 tons per annum.

Fred Champlin possessed an Income 
of $50,000 a year and was a globe trot­
ter.

He pass­
ed out of the palace behind the two 
men and the girl and saw them enter 
a carriage. Jumping into his own con­
veyance, he directed bis coachman to 
follow the one just driving away.

Champlin saw the two men and the 
girl alight in front of a police station 
and go Inside.

He 
thought of following her in, bnt feared 
to compromise her by doing so. It 
was well he did not, for the powder 
remained in his coat pocket, and if he 
had been searched a deadly poison 
would have been found on him.

Champlin had an overpowering de­
sire to learn what had become of the 
girL He made inquiries, but learned 
nothing. Persons may disappear In 
Russia and never again be heard of. 
Perhaps their Immediate friends or 
families know where they are, but few 
Inquiries are made, and the responses 
are not apt to be definite. At the 
same time, there are breaking hearts. 
Champlin believed, notwithstanding 
the girl had got rid of the evidence 
against her, that she was doomed. To 
be suspected in Russia is to be pro­
nounced guilty, especially at a time 
when the government is in danger.

One morning when Champlin was 
about to open his bedroom door to go 
down to breakfast he found a note on 
the floor which had been slipped be­
tween the door and the sill. Opening 
It, he read:

Pardon my daughter for having used 
you to save herself. She tailed. She was 
eeen to drop the package in your sleeve. 
You are being watched. Leave Russia, 
secretly if you can.

There was no address, no signature. 
Champlin knew the name of the girl 
he had lianced with, and instead of at 
once leaving Russia he waited until 
an inquiry had apprised him that she 
had been sent to Siberia. Then, in­
stead of leaving secretly, he departed 
openly, arguing that he was doubtless 
known to the police as an American 
who had no interest In the revolution 
t -.d If he tried to get a wav secretlv
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he would render himself liable to sus­
picion.

There was something in this transi­
tion from the festivities of the Winter 
palace to the dreadful Kara prison, 
with its desperate hunger strikes, that 
affected Champlin deeply. What mov­
ed him most was that appealing look 
Lisa Dmitrievna gave him when being 
marched away from the hall between 
two officials. He had supposed It to 
mean, “If you are questioned do not 
give me away," but as the episode 
—rather the tragedy—continued to im­
press itself upon his soul he could not 
help feeling that it meant, “For heav­
en's sake, save me!"

I have said that Fred Champlin was 
a lover of »dventure. So he Was. But 
the Idea of a rescue of a woman from 
the Russian government was so wild, 
so innately near the Impossible, that 
for a time it never entered his head. 
When it did it was banished, bnt to 
return and keep returning till it oc­
curred to him that he possessed one 
element of success that was not to be 
despised, especially in Russia. He had 
plenty of money, and Russian officials 
were amenable to bribery. No sooner 
did the fact present itself to him than 
he gave himself up to concocting a 
plan by which he might assist Lisa 
Dmitrievna to escape from Kara.

A prominent American Journalist had 
some years previously obtained permis­
sion from the Russian government to 
inspect the Kara prison and write a 
report of the treatment of the prison­
ers there. It occurred to Champlin 
that such permission would be of great 
help to him. Since his efforts were to 
be entirely dependent upon the use of 
money he thought he might as well 
begin at once. Bnt this first move 
was independent of bribery. He from 
whom permission must be given was 
of the imperial blood, and to attempt 
to bribe him might spoil everything.

Champlin went to England and 
bought a newspaper. Immediately Its 
columns contained bitter attacks upon 
the Russian government for the treat­
ment of prisoners at Kara. Champlin 
saw to it that these articles were large­
ly copied, and he employed persons to 
send clippings to the czar. It was not 
long before a protest was sent to his 
paper by the official charged with the 
administration of prisons. The editor 
of the paper wrote that if permission 
were given a representative to Inspect 
the prisoners of Kara an article would 
appear in the Journal giving a true 
account of what he saw.

It was a happy day for the Amer­
ican when the desired permit came. 
He had meanwhile been gathering 
funds for corrupting prison officials 
and had all he wanted. Having con­
verted a sufficient amount into Russian 
money, he started for Siberia.

It is questionable if Champlin would 
have been able to make even a begin­
ning had he not been favored by for­
tune. Lisa’s father was a trusted offi­
cer of the czar. His daughter had not 
been convicted of assassination or in­
tended assassination. She was in 
league with revolutionists and had 
been caught in suspicious actions. 
These facts enabled the general to ob­
tain for his daughter a transfer to 
what Is called the Free Command, 
which means that those confined there 
live in huts Instead of prisons and are 
in so far their own masters.

While Champlin was being shown 
over the prisons—they had been put 
in the best possible shape for the in­
spection—he was keeping an eye open 
for his purpose. When he learned that 
Lisa had been transferred to the Free 
Command, his heart beat high with

His eyes 
stood out of his head, but when he 
returned to Champlin he merely said:

“I will not delay you.”
The next day the Journalist complet­

ed his inspection, and In the morning. 
Just before break of day, he drove ont 
of the prison yard with Lisa’s keeper, 
thickly veiled. As soon as they were 
out of sight and hearing the woman’s 
veil was thrown off, and Lisa sprang 
into her preserver’s arms.

Energy Expended In Playing a Bach 
Aria on the Cello.

A simple air played on the violon­
cello calls for a total expenditure of 
energy equal to two and three-quarters 
pound per note or more than four tons 
of energy for the single selection, notes 
the Popular Science Monthly. This 
statement Is vouched for by Professor 
Poffenberger of Columbia university, 
who made some experiments In his 
laboratory with the aid of the famous 
Dutch cellist, Michael Penh».

A special apparatus Is necessary to 
conduct the tests. Against the surface 
of a revolving carbon cylinder is sus­
pended a chalked point which is actu­
ated by a slender wire attached to the 
musician’s finger. At each pressure 
the tension vibrates along the commu­
nicating connection and records the en­
ergy expended.

At one test Michael Penha at times 
raised the point to a distance equaling 
three pounds In weight, that being the 
record of the forefinger. The pressure 
alone required to produce the charac­
teristically luscious tones of a simple 
Bach aria averaged two and three- 
quarter pounds per note. The total 
energy expended amounted to 9,414 
pounds, or more than four tons.

This same amount of energy would 
be sufficient to carry a laborer through 
his entire day’s work. Yet it took but 
five minutes for the artist to exert the 
same amount of force.

Authors Who Are Now Known Only 
by a Single Work or Passage.

Philip James Bailey wrote “Festns" 
when he was twenty-three and lived 
to be eighty-six without adding appre­
ciably to his early laurels. His “Fes- 
tus" was compared by enthusiastic ad­
mirers to the works of Shakespeare 
and Goethe. No one reads “Festns" 
now, but Its memory survives In one 
familiar quotation, a one time favorite 
for use in autograph albums:
We live In deeds, not years; In thoughts, 

not breaths;
In feelings, not in figures on a dial.
We should count time by heart throbs,

Who thinks most, feels the noblest, acts 

the best
Bailey Is very far from being the 

only author to five in men’s minds by 
virtue of a single line, stanza or pas­
sage. It Is a narrow margin by which 
to escape oblivion, but It serves. True, 
It is not the writer himself that Is re­
membered, but as long as some spark 
from his brain still glimmers he Is not 
totally dead. It may be a line from a 
song. “Meet me by moonlight alone” 
and “Don’t you remember sweet Alice, 
Ben Bolt?” are repeated as catchwords 
by thousands who never heard of J. 
Augustus Wade or Thomas Dunn Eng­
lish. Very often, however, the lines 
that survive are of high literary value.

Theodore O’Hara, soldier of fortune, 
wrote;

On fame’s eternal camping ground 
Their silent tents are spread.

And glory guards with solemn round 
The bivouac of the dead.

By these four lines he won for him­
self admission to the eternal camping 
ground of poetry.

William Knox, a Scotch versifier 
(1789-1825), owes his fragmentary sur­
vival not so much to any great poetic 
merit In his mortuary couplets as to 
the Indorsement of Abraham Lincoln, 
who loved to repeat:
Oh. why should the spirit of mortal be 

proud?
Like a fast flitting meteor, a faat flying 

cloud,
A flash of the lightning, a break of the 

wave.
He passes from life to rest In the grava 

—Philadelphia Ledger.

Snake’s Method of Attack.
No snake Is able to jump or spring 

from a coil in order to strike, as often 
represented in pictures. It can only 
strike when It resembles the letter S 
and is lying flat on the ground. It can 
then only reach the distance supplied 
by stretching the body out straight 
The two curves In the letter S supply 
this distance, which Is about half the 
length of the body. No snake jumps 
through the air to its victim or springs 
clear from the ground, rising upon its 
tall Such stories and pictures are all 
false. Neither do they coll like a rope 
and strike from that position. They 
may coil partially, but the part of the 
body that does the striking Is ever and 
only that part which makes the letter 
S and lies flat on the ground; hence no 
serpent can strike when stretched ont 
its full length.

SAVAGE DISCIPLINE.
The Way Unruly Indien Boys Were

Punished In Former Days.
My grandmother had twelve chil­

dren, and one uncle undertook to teach 
me the art of worship. He used to 
lead me to the sandbanks of the Mis­
souri river, where he would set fire 
to a pile of driftwood, and then, tak­
ing me by the hand, sing sacred songs 
to the fire and river. In the mean­
time he threw Into them offerings of 
tobacco, red feathers, and sometimes 
oak twigs. I never knew the meaning 
of these offerings, bnt I always felt 
that some living thing actuated both 
the fire and the river.

Another uncle came to visit ns peri­
odically, and every time he came my 
brother or I suffered at his hands. 
Sometimes he would rush to the 
spring, carrying me horizontally under 
his arm and would plunge my head 
Into the water until I almost suffo­
cated.

His common form of discipline was 
to let me hang by my hands on the 
cross poles of the wigwam until my 
arms ached. My body writhed before 
I dropped. This uncle seemed to like 
best to command my older brother to 
tie my hands and feet with a rope. 
Then,he would order me to resist— 
on ordeal that would make us both 
cry. In the winter he would also 
sometimes roll ns In snow naked.

The punishment of Indian children 
is usually in the hands of some uncle 
rather than the parents. Our punish­
ments were Inflicted generally because 
we had disobeyed grandmother by 
falling to get wood at evening, had 
resisted fasting, had fought some In­
dian boys or had cried without suf­
ficient cause.—Southern Workmen.

Quinine Not a Preventive.
Dr. E. Halford Ross in a letter to the 

London Lancet ridicules the attempt to 
prevent malaria by administering qui­
nine. This cures malaria, but does not 
prevent It, just as diphtheria is cured 
with antitoxin, bnt not prevented. He 
cites the utter failure of five years of 
quinine administration to prevent ma­
laria in Egypt and of the marked re­
duction In the disease that immediately 
followed the enforcement of anti-mos- 
quito measures.

To the Officers and Members of the County

first time that we have had the pleasure 
of attending County meeting in this lodge 
room. I trust that our meeting here to­
