Michigan Has But 680 Cars
' on Hand.

Monday's Detroit News
following in reference to the

crop in this state. Michigan ranks as one
of the leadiog producers of beans in the
Uvited States, and the Detroit wmarket
is the only ove in which bean futures
are traded in on the ssme basis as
wheat options, Beans are shipped by
Detroit and Michigan handiers to points
all over new Eagland and most of the

sud supply conditions aze theréfore of
widespread interest. With the ocrop
year about half over, relitble statistios
as to the » t of beans still in
farmers’ and shippers’ hands and likely;
to come forward before the new cro
becomes available have been obtainé
.by-this paper and are here presented
for cousideratiou:

Qoe hundred and twelye Michigan
dealers, reporting on 125 statious, report
pet holdings on March 15 as 342 cars,
this including net stocks on hand as
wellas purchases still undelivered by
farmers, They also feport that there
are still upsold in farmers’ hands” an

te of 228,500 bushels. Accordin,

to the 1904 report of  the. secrelary
stata the total orggo for last year was
approximately 8,000 000 bushels. ~ This
would indicate that there ia therefore
less than 10 per-ceat of the crop still in
first hands, and as about 150,000 bushels
are required for seeding purposes it weuld
appear that only about 75,000 bushels,
or io round figares, 110 oars, are still to
come forward,

From March 16 to Sept. 1, 1904, the
aggregate sales a3 reported were 1,307
cars.

DAIRY INDUSTRY.

Mr. J. A. Ruddick, Dairy C i
| sloner, gave some interesting figures
to the Agricultural Committee on
the growth of the dairy industry in
Canada. He said the total value of
dairy products made in Canada last
year ‘was $80,000,000. An example
of recent growth was condensed milk,
In 1898 we imported $59,101"° ot
that product, whilst last year we ex-
ported $150,094 worth. Our hold on
the cheese market of Great Britain is
strengthening, as Canada now sup-
plies 72 por cent. of the cheese im-
ported there, and &f the brand which
is our specialty, the Cheddar, we
supplied 85 per cent, of their needs.
The demand for Canadian dairy pro-
ducts in the West Indies was grow-
ing. L

Prof, Ruddick suggested that there
was spossibly an opportunity for our
Canadian farmers to commence the
manufacture of soft cheese for home
consumption.

Replying to questions by members,
Mr. RuddicK stated that there can
never be any trade in butter between
New Zealand or Australia and Can-
ada, with the excessive freight and
duty of four cenls per pound. ‘The
Japanese are commencing to use but-
ter, and there is a prospect of a
profitable trade '“-.how country
Canadian butter is also recapturing
the market in the Yukon.

Prof. Ruddick believed there -was
more checse and butter beilng pro-
duced in Quebét now thin in OIQII-
fo. i

He showed that there is room -for
a good dea! of Improvement in the
average production of milk by Can-
adian cows. In Denmark, the inves-
tigation of one of his officials had
shown the lowest average for herds
was 5,000 pounds of milk  per cow
per year, while some herds went up
to 11,000 pounds. In Canada the
average is more like 3,000 pounds,
with a féw as high as 5,000.

In reply to Mr. A. F, MaoLaren,
Mr. Ruddick gave particulars of the
method of covering cheese with paraf-
fine wax, and said that, though it
met with objections in the old coun-
try, still it is making its way, and,
though he would not recommend pri-
vate factories yet to adopt the me-
thod, he believed the custom  could
be made general in a year or twop.
The advantage is the prevention of
shrinkage, and therehy Keeping the
cheese moist and tasty. *
