fox, aud the wounded animals arc general­
ly overtaken.

On the great plains lying eastward of 
the Rocky Mountains and included in the 
arid belt, cattle are bred on an extensive 
scale. It is not the custom to close herd 
the stock in any portion of the range. 
Tt.eru is a branding roundup iu the spring, 
a beef round up In the fall, and iu Texas 
an additional roundup preparatory to the 
spring drive of saleable cattle to the north­
ern grazing grounds. During the greater 
portion of the year the cattle roam at will. 
A few cow-boys ride the range aod pre- 
tvnd to keep note of localities where their 
employer’s brands are feeding. It can be 
easily seen that under this careless mana­
gement the losses resulting from the at­
tacks of screw worms can be quite heavy, 
and still be unknown to the owner of the 
brand. When cattle are found suflering 
from the attacks of these worms, they, if 
the tunnelling of the flesh has not pro­
gressed too far, are thrown to the ground, 
and a rude and generally unsuccessful 
attempt is made to exterminate the para­
sites by a free use of citrine ointment. 
This ointment will destroy the udhatched 
eggs, but its efficacy in killing the living 
worms is disputed.

The screw worm is a little over ball an 
inch long. It is ce r ruga ted and exceeding­
ly hard. When put under the point of a 
knife and pressed upon, tho worm slips 
from under the steel and flies through the 
air as though made of rubber. Imagine a 
white half-ioch screw having a pointed 
block head instead of the usual slotted 
one. That ip a fair representation of the 
screw worm.

For years Texas cattle have been driven 
to Kansas to, feed on the grasses of the 
plains lying in the arid belt. For years 
they have been driven to the northern por­
tion of the Indian Territory to graze on the 
nntaxvd ranges of that great grazing land. 
Until last year there was no trouble in 
Kansas from screw worms. The stories 
told by Texas drivers of the suffering of 
the cuttle on the southern ranges made but 
little impression on the men of Kansas. 
That these flies would ever follow the Tex­
as cattle up the trail to the comparatively 
northern country of Kansas was unsuspect­
ed by the most gloomy minded of Kansas 
people. Even if suspected, they never, in 
the most appalling flights of their imagina­
tion, thought that the flies would change 
their habits, and select the nostrils of hu­
man beings to deposit their eggs in, but 
such is the case. It is probable that the 
long continued southwest winds of last 
summer wafted the flics from tho vicinity 
of the herds feeding south of Dodge City 
into the more thickly settled portions of 
Kansas. At any rate, the manure flies were 
far east of tho 4 dead line,’ and far north of 
the Arkansas River during a portion of last 
summer. Several persons were attacked 
by screw worms. One of the cases that 
terminated fatally was fully reported in 
tho Kansas and Missouri Valley Medical In­
dex. . It is worthy of note. The patient 
had long suffered from ozena. On the 
evening of Aug. 22, 1883, this man com­
plained of tickling at the base of the nose, 
that was promptly followed by exhaustive 
sneezing. This in its turn was followed 
by intense pain in the region of the eyes 
aud cheeks.

The physician in attendance mistakenly 
supposed that the pain was the result of 
ozena. The discharge from the nostrils 
purulent and tinged with blood, and ex­
ceedingly offensive. The breath of the 
patient was revolting. It may be that his 
condition was so extremely offensive that 
the attending physician did not make an

One would like to knew just what tho 
influence of intoxicating liquor is npon 
the crime of Canada. If the statistics of 
the blue-book relate to the convictions, 
then no less than 13,073 of the 28,360 per­
sona sentenced during 1881 were addicted 
to immoderate and 8,179 to mediate 
drinking. Of the arrest for drunkenness 
there were nearly three for every thousand 
of the population, which compares well 
with the Australian colonics, where the 
proportion is much greater, being in Vic­
toria 11 83 to 1,000, and In New South 
Wales 25.03 to tho thousand. The com­
parison may be extended further, and Ca­
nada need not be ashamed of her record in 
comparison with that of the great colony 
of Australasia.

In Canada the proportion of offences 
against the person in 1881 was 1.53 in the 
thousand; in Victoria it was 5 28; in New 
South Wales, 13.22; in Tasmania; 5.87; in 
New Zealand, 4.20. In Canada offi nee* 
against property were 1.20 per thousand 
uf the population; in Victoria they werix 
5.05; in New South Wales, 9.52; in Tas­
mania, 7 60; New Z-a land, 5.13, Other 
offences iu Canada, 6.95 per thousand of 
the population; in Victoria, 26 97; New 
South Wales, 26.03; Tasmania, 46.32; New 
Zealand, 21.86. It is evident 
figures that the Dominion of Canada can 
offer to the immigrant a security from the 
effects of crime uot to be attained in the 
Australian colonies. Whether offences 
against the person or against property are 
considered, Canada stands very high up in 
the list of communities where life and 
property are safe.— Toronto Mail.

Massachusetts, and is perfectly familiar 
with the silex tilled soil, a short visit 
to Nova Scotia was a sharp and wonder 
fui surmise. I expected to see a hel­
ler soil than the one at home, but the 
reality was a marvel. Tue soil of the 
Annapolis valley is, so far as 1 examin­
ed it, is a strong, retentive red clay. 
The general appearance of the land m 
many respects is not unlike some por- 
turns of the valley of the Connecticut 
river; also, New Jersey, New York 
pennyslvania, and other portions 01 

tne United Slates. Its wonderful fer­
tility did not seem particularly sink- 

. ing but examination and enquiry 
noon brought out the fact of its enor­
mous productiveness. Tbe valley of 
tbe Annapolis is, and, so lar as 1 could 
j ,dge, 1 think justly claimed to be the 
most fertile portion of the continent of 
North America. The first work of the 
Pilgrims was to build seboolhouses ; 
but the first work of the French Cana­
dians ivas to build dykes. Tboee old 
French dykes are still doing successful 
ly the work ol more than two and one-
half centuries, and produce today two 
and one hall to four tons of English 
hay per acre-the average being about
three tons-and never during all this
period so far as known, have been 
manured. 1 would hardly dare risk 
such a statement ou one man’s i*i>m| 
but the same story was told by all, the 
soil being about the color of a soft 
burnt brick. Those farmers living 
near the coast, cut holes in the ice, and 
at low tide dig out and oart home to
the barn the mud from the baya and 
creeks that are easily aooessible, and 
use it as we use muck, sand or loam in 
our manure heaps. It is stated that 
the result is satisfactory in every case, 
the deposits of those estuaries being of 
exceeding richness, this deposit being 
the same as that of the dyked lands. 
All manures here are applied to the up­
lands. The best farms are mentioned 
as valued at from $10,000 to $20,000. 
Weeds are oonspicious by their ab­
sence; at least they are not as plenty 
*a with us, and the potato bug is only 
known in the books and papers. The 
dyke known as tbe “ Wellington is 
considered tbe most productive of any, 
the crop being plump four tons to the 
pore. Unlike the practice of the best 
farmers in Massachusetts, these dyked 
lands are pastured after September 1st, 
and the presence of cattle seems to do 
no harm. If, after a few years, .... 
"crop seems to be light, the sod is turn 
ed over, and for one year planted to 
grain, when it is again planted with 
berdsgrass, and all without one particle 
pi manure.

1 judge by the results that these 
dyked lands are vast deposits of min', 
oral manure, where disintegration and 
assimilation by the grass is nicely bal 
anced. They sell for from $200 lo $400 
per acre. The land is all in cultivation 
except some parts of the mountain ran 
«es that border the whole north and 
south portions of this country. The 
trees having been cut and burned on 
the land, more or less stumps remain, 
and it is plowed and oats sown the 
first year. Forty bushels to the acre 
is an average crop, no manure being 
used. Tbe second year potatoes are 
planted, with a yield of 150 to 200 bus- 
fiels without manure. Third year pota 
toes again without manure, and 150 to 
200 bushels per acre. The fourth year, 
oats ; still no manure, hut the crop is 
raised of about thirty bushels. The 
fifth year, about four cords of manure 
are applied per acre, and herds grass 
sown, the result being about one and
one half tons of hay. This description 
applies to the uplands, the dyked lands 
being those formerly covered by the 
sea. There is one peculiarity of tbe 
people that I noticed that seemed to 
he in universal use; it was the burn 
ing of all kinds ol wood rubbish in a 
heap on the side of the road, in the 
dooryard, or in the field, the ashes he- 
ing carefully saved and applied to the 
land in cultivation. The street gut­
ters are cleaned out and carted to be 
barnyards. Whatever it may be to 

‘them, it would be a valuable manure 
for Massachusetts soils.

A Fool's Death.(Brnml $ews.
CAPT. WEBB, THE NOTED SWIMMER, DROWNED 

IN THE NIAGARA WHIRLPOOL RAPIDS.

Buffalo, July 25.—Capt. Matthew Webb, 
the noted English swimmer, perished in 
the attempt to swi.u Niagara River Whirl* 
pool Rapids this afternoon. He was rowed 
out in a skiff to a point in the river oppo­
site the old Maid of the Mist landing, by 
John McClay, the ferrymen at the Falls, 
and leaped the boat at two minutes past 
four o'clock. The daring swimmer passed 
the big rapids all right, keeping in the 
middle of the stream, but when he struck 
the whirlpool he was rushed to the Ameri­
can aide, where the waves, it is estimated, 
are from thirty to forty feet high, and the 
last seen of him he was throwing up one 
arm. Hie intention had been to pass the 
whirlpool on the Canadian shore. His 
shoot of the rapids was intensely thrllllug. 
The refusal of the railroads and hotels at 
the Falls to have anything to do with what 
they termed “ His going to his death ” 
rendered the affair financially a failure. 
The river has been searched for two miles 
below the whirlpool but no trace of Wgbb 
could be found, and it is generally believ­
ed that he was engulfed In the whirlpool. 
Capt. Webb leaves a widow and two child­
ren In England.

A THRILLING ACCOUNT OP THE AFP AIR.

It will be remembered that the captain 
was taken out in a boat to about above the 
rapids, when he rapidly divested himself 
of all clothing leaving only a pair of red 
cotton swimming drawers of the smallest 
possible size. This was at two minutes 
past 4, Toronto time. The Captain swam 
leisurely down the swollen current with a 
bold stru^, and he made rapid headway. 
Arriving at the site of the new Canadian 
Southern bridge, be felt the first touch of 
the rapids. The river here is very nar­
row—about 500 feet wide—and it narrows 
to about 300 feet just at the commence* 
moot of the rapids, a little before the Sus­
pension Bridge. At the foot of the ma- 
soury now slowly rising on the American 
side the first rapid is formed by the cur 
rent there striking the shore and rising in 
waves.

can assure yourself she never would have 
come out again. Why, a man might as 
well jump iff the top of the Tribune build­
ing and expect to strike the sidewalk un­
hurt ns to try to swim over that place.”

“ You speak of it being calm at times ?”
“ Yes, I will tell you. It was In the 

fall of 1848, I think, when my brother 
and I went down there to build the Maid. 
Sundays we had nothing to do, and all the 
men, being from New York, used to look 
up the natural curiosities of the vicinity. 
General Wiuchell, who kept one of the 
hotels, said to us one day : “ I'll give you 
$50, boys, to build a boat that can cross 
tho pool. “All right ; it's done,” we 
said. You see, we’d never been down to 
see it any more, I suppose, than Captain 
Webb had. When you look dpwn on it 
from the banks, 200 feet above, the pool 
don’t look so wicked, but you change your 
mind mighty quick when you get down be­
side It, I tell yon. Tho waves rise up every 
bit of thiity feet sometimes. Then again 
tho basin fills, and for a few minutes it 
will be as smooth as a mill-pond. There’s 
a heaven and a bull, and when the water 
is running out of tho basin It's the nearest 
thing to the latter I over saw. Wo went 
down there every Sunday just to watch It 
after we got to know it, and it was a good 
Suqday-ecliool lesson.”

“ What la your theory of the whirlpool 
and its origin, Mr. Hathorn ?”

“ It seems to me a big bole in the bot*. 
tom of the river, running off Into subterra­
nean channels. The volume of water in 
the river fills it up tor a minute or two, 
and as the water rushes into the basin it 
makes these high waves. The hole in the 
bottom luts the water out and it begins to 
circle round and round till it comes to tho 
pit, just as tho water runs out of a wash 
basiu. We built a log raft, some twenty 
feut square, and shoved it into tiro pool. 
When tho water caught it, it began to 
circle round, and then it tipped up as it 
gave a dive, just as Webb raised his hand ; 
and that was the last we ever saw of the 
logs. Why that same winter the Niagara 
river was frozen over below the Falls, and 
the ice was piled up sixty or seventy feet 
high. I saw great Verge as big as a whole 
house go into the pool that spring when 
the river broke up, and it swallowed them 
as easily ns it did our raft. What chance 
do you think Captain Webb would have 
there ? He would be like o fly. 1 don't 
think it likely his body will ever bo seen 
again. When be raised his. hand ho felt 
it sucking him in like an undertow and ho 
know his time had come.”

Buffalo, N. Y., July 29.—A telegram 
from Lewiston says Captain Webb's body 
was found in the river there to-day.

AN IMPETUOUS CURRENT.

Down throngh this he sped, and six 
minutes after hie dive he passed beneath 
the Suspension Bridge.

Accounts differ as to the origin of the 
fire. The version mont generally accept­
ed was that the fireman of a stationary 
hoisting engine placed midway on the 
wharf while raking his fires scattered some 
of the live coals among some loose jute 
that was lying al>out. There was a little 
puff of flame, upon which a man stamped, 
bat in an instant it had gone beyond tho 
power of stamping to extinguish. The 
wharf was littered with loose material of 
tho most inflammable nature, and before 
tbe workmen could realize the situation 
they were forced to flee before the seething, 
crackling flames that ran over the wooden 
flooring and up the sides of tho structure.

Three sail fug vessels lay alongside the 
wharf. Two of them had just come in 
from Calcutta and their cargoes of jute had 
not been touched by the longshoremen. 
Lashed to tho south side of the pier was 
the Lawrence Lelap, of Annapolis, N. 8. 
Nearly two-thirds of her cargo had been 
discharged, hot there were still about four 
thousand bales of jute aboard of her and a 
large quantity of saltpetre. Many men 
were at work in the hold. Upon the 
gangway, gnirling the bales as they came 
up, stood John Tally. A gust of hot 
smoke that poured out of the opening in 
tho side of the shed and struck him in the 
face was the first intimation he bad of dan­
ger. Ho jumped to the vessel’s deck and 
behind him came the flames,

“ Run for your lives,” he shouted to the 
men below ;“ the ship’s on fire.”

It was but a few seconds before the 
flames were running up the rigging 
Everything about tho vessel was as dry as 
tinder and tho deck was littered with jute, 
loose particles of which covered the lower 
part of tho shrouds. Up the ladders 
scrambled the men from the hold. They 
were not a moment too soon. Before the 
last man had reached the deck the uppef 
works of the vessel amidships were ablaze, 
and away up aloft the fire was crackling 
among tho roasts and spars.

The river 
outers at the south end, the giant stream 
rushes past the exit on tbe east on its 
head-long course, aud the north shore 
spreads out and divides the current in two, 
the one returning south by east, and pass­
ing out ot the exit, while the othe 
round by the west and returns to the strife 
with
itself anew into the warring element. 
Looking up tho stream he is seen to come 
tfown in majestic movement, and with the 
tide of fury he entered the neck of the 
whirlpool.

The 
trunks were dropped overboard, and Cap­
tain Groves sprang after them. Hie delay 
all but cost him his life. A few moments 
afterwards tbe cabin was blazing. The 
trunk containing the money floated away, 
it was an hour afterwards that Captain 
Groves with the aid of the police recover­
ed it.

The “ L. D.” is about five years old, and 
was own»*d by Messrs. Wm. Weatherspoon, 
Robert Mills, Thos. Whitman and others 
of this county, Messrs. Troop k Son of 8t 
John, Messrs. J. W. Parker k Co. of New 
York, and Captain Groves.

Twelve firemen were badly injured by 
the falling in of the burning roof of the 
pier, but only one is tbonght to be fatally 
hurt. They were all rescued aud taken to 
the hospital.

How to Pack Butter.

The late X. A. Willard said at one of 
the meetings of Vermont Dairymen’s 
Association, from actual experience, 
that good butter, put up after the fol 
lowing directions, will keep in sound 
condition for one year : Use for pack­
ing a tub somewhat tapering ; with 
heavy staves and heads provided at 
both ends, so as to make a package 
that will not leak. In packing the tub 
is turned on the small end, and a sack 
of cotton cloth is made to fit the tub, 
and into this the butter is packed un 
til it reaches to within an inch of the 
groove for holding the upper head. A 
cloth is next laid upon the top of the 
butter and the edges of the sack 
brought over this and neatly pressed 
down : then the head is put in its place 
and then the hoops are driven home. 
The package is turned upon its small 
end and the sack of butter drops down, 
leaving a space on the sides and top. 
Strong brine is then poured through a 
hole in the small end until it will float 
the butter. The hole is now tightly 
corked, and the butter is pretty effec­
tually excluded from the air.

The above plan for packing butter is 
considered by a great many experienc­
ed dairymen, besides the late Mr. Wil­
lard, to be the best known simple me 
thod for packing butter so that it will 
keep good for a prolonged period.

Saving Timb in Hat Harvest.—To 
accomplish a large amount of work in 
haying with comparative ease, and also 
to secure the bay in the bflst average 
condition , the following method is re­
commended by the American Cultivator : 
Rvn the mowing machine from four un­
til eight in the afternoon. As soon as 
the dew is off in the morning spread 
the swaths and open the tumbles, if you 
have any. Then draw in the hay, if 
there is any ready, and rake up that 
which was mown the afternoon before. 
The early morning hours may be de 
voted to grinding scythes and machine 
knives and unloading the hay in the 
barn. If the grass lays in the swath 
one night, and in the tumble the next 
night, and is drawn into the barn in 
the heat of the day, and left to stand 
and sweat another night, it will not 
need many hours’ sun either day. If 
sweet, bright bay, free from dust, is 
wanted, the farmer should neither 
mow it, spread it, rake it, nor load it 
while it is wet with dew. In order to 
follow this plan a supply of suitable 
hay caps is needed ; then if a shower 
is seen coming up, the farmer will find 
it less work to put it in heaps and cover 
it up than to get it into the barn.

and legs of horses require particular at­
tention. It is an old saying with horse 
men,4 Keep the feet and legs in order, 
the body will take care of itself.’ Tbe 
legs are the first to fail. A horse, 
brought in from severe, protracted ex­
ertions, should be rubbed down dry. 
IIis legs, from the knees and hocks 
down, should be band rubbed so that 
the friction will create insensible pers 
piration, that will tend to prevent swel 
led legs, joints, and sprung knees. 
When the legs are fevered from over­
driving, they should be bandaged with 
wet cloths to take away the heat and 
prevent wind-galls that prove eye sores; 
and which, without diminishing his ca­
pacity for labor, materially affect the 
market value of the horse.—Lire Stock 
Journal.

By tho steam however, all trtains 
fire removed, even that ot the filth. Into 
the tauks the packer throws boucs, en­
trails, diseased hogs entire, tho heads left 
by the butcher, and all leavings that the 
farmer would throw away. The steam is 
let in at a very hot temperature, and 
clarifies all impurities out of the grease. 
The lard separates and goes to the top, 
and all the other stuff to tho bottom. Yon

Canning Rhubarb.—Those who are 
fond of rhubarb are reminded that it 
may be canned for winter use in the 
same manner as fruits. If this has not 
already been done, the winter’s supply 
ought to be put up at once, as the ga­
thering should soon cease, and the 
plants allowed to grow and gain 
strength for the production of next 
spring. In canning, the rhubarb is 
stewed as if for the table. Sugar may 
be added or not ; it is not necessary for 
its preservation, but many think it is 
more convenient to add at onee, other­
wise the rhubarb has to be heated be 
fore it is used, in order to properly In­
corporate the sugar. Tbe hot rhubarb 
is tilled into jars in tbe same manner as 
stewed fruits, and the covers put on at 
once. Before placing away, try if it is 
possible to screw down the corks still 
tighter. In gathering rhubarb at this 
season, select the newest stalks, as the 
outer and older ones are apt to be 
tough.
