On Fridey evening last a large num-
ber of our townspeople assembled at
Dennison's Hall to take 1nto considera-
sion what haa best be done in reference
t0 celebrating the bringing of water
into town, and also matters in conDec-
tion with the projected park.

The meeting was called to order by
appointing Councillor Alfred Vidito as
chairman, snd H. 8, Piper a8 secretary.

After a few remarks from the chair,
Mr. Ervin, in a short speech, laid before
the meeting the objects for which it
was ocalled, He . siated that it
bad always  been the intention to
celebrate the completion of our
water system in some suitable manner,
but that-as the season was getting 80
far advanced and the work was yeti une
completed and would be for some
time, it bhad been suggested that if
any celebration took pisce this year,
that it should be as soon a&s cone
nection ‘wae made from the reservoir to
the end of the Cburch road 1n the town
and the gates put in there. He furs
ther stated that it was also one of the
objects of tbe meeting to appoint a
bosrd of trustees for the new park. '

Considerable @#nversation then ed-
sued among those present, which re~
sulted finally, as far as the celebration
was concerned, 1n & motion to the effect
that ¢*The celebration of the opening
day of the water works should be de-
ferred until some day in the. spring to
be afterwards decided, and that !ho
opening of the new park be slso in-
ocluded in the programme.’” This mo-
tion passed unanimously.

laid out, trees rhmed,’e!o.. and to
exercise general supervision of the
park  and all ‘' matiers in connection
therewith. x
