CHRJISTIAN RELIGION DEMONSTRA-
TED DIVINE,

CHAPTER XXV.
Leviticus.

Wo have anticipated in a great measure,’in our fore-
going remarks, the olservatiuns to be made on the vu-
rious sacrifices prescribed in this book. Some further
particulars, however, remain to bo noticed concerning
them ¢ for instnnce—

Cuarter i, verse 4.—The sacrificing priest Jays his
hand upon tho head of the victimio bz immolated, claim-
ing it as God’s acceptable andaccepted property ; hence
the ceremory of laying on handsby the bishops on those
to be ordained, and consecrated,and separated from the
rest or mankind for the service of God in his sunctuary.

CuartER i, venss 1.—We find the unbloody oblation,
which always foliows the bloody one, styled also @ sa-
crifice; and verse 3, the remnant of that sacrifice, re-
served for Aaron and his sons toeat is denominated, the
Holy of Holies of the offz=ings ofthe Lord. And why ?
Evidently because this represened the Holy of Holies
in the blessed sacrament. Such oblation was always
without leaven and tempered with oil 3 (the meaning of
which haa been given,) sometines divided into little
pieces, verse 6, put inta the kards of the priest, to be
offered up by him—part of it burnt upon the altar, and
part of it eaten by Aaron and his sons, Holy of Holics
of the offerings of the Lord.—Verse 10.  All this is da-
scriptive of the Eucharistic sacrifice; the holiest of holy
offerings to the Lord.

Vense 11.—No koney is to be burat in this sacrifice,
No carthly sweet is to be mixed up with this purest of
oblations: nothing to flatter the sensual appetite.

VEersE 13, —All oblations must be seasoned with salt;
—the salt of the covenant of thy God. True wisdom,
which consists in the fear of God,is that salt, which
preserves {rom the cotruption of sin.—** Ye aru the salt
of the carth,” &c. Mart. v. 13,

Verse 14.—The gifts to the Lord of the first fruils
of the corn; the cars being yet grecn, must be dried at
the fire, and broken small into meal,—pouring oil upon
it and frankincense ; because it is the oblation of the
Lord. He will not accept of our oblation, unless it
be ripencd at the fire of charity, broken small by humil-
ity and mortification, and offered up to him with holi-
ness of life and fczvent prayer, represented by the oil
‘and frankincense.

Cuaeter 4, verse 6.—The seven sprinklings of the
blood of the victim, denote the scven modes of applying
towards the atonement of sin, the precious blood of our
divino victim : or the seven sacraments.

Versg 12.—The remains of the victim, burntwithout
the camp upon a pile of wood, represent the Saviour’s

humenity, already consumed for us in affection within
the camp, {or Jerusalem) dragged forth and finally ex-
ccuted on the wood of the eross.

Verse §18.—To be ignorant of what we are bound to
know, is sinful ; and for such culpable ignorance expi-
atory sacrifices were ordained:

CuAPTER ¥, VERSE D.—Let kim do penance for his
sin. We see here penance enjoined for sin s the nature
of “which sin must be confessed to the priest before the
particalar sacrifico could be offered up, which had been
! enjoined fo: the expiaticn of his particular transgression.

CHAPTER Vi, vinsg 12.— T'he perpetual:fire, to be fed
by the priest, was the emblem of divine charity, to be
constantly kept alive by the instructions, exhortations
und edifying example of the clergy.

CuartER vii, verse 12,— The sacrifice of peace offer-
ings and.oblation for thanksgiving, us in name, so were
they ulso ir substance, typical of the Saviour's sacrifice
af peace offering, and Lucharistic or thanksgiving obla-
tion; *Loaves without leaven, tempered with oil ; un-
leavened wafers anointed with oil ; fine flour fried, and
cakes tempered and anointed with oil,” &c. All figura-
tivo of the living bread from heaven, which he gave his
fullowers to eat.—John 6. .

Vense 20.—~¢ If any one that is defiled shall eazof the
flesh of the sacrifice of peace offerings, which is offered
to the Lord, ho shall be cut off {rom his peoples® ‘The
extreme rigor of this sentence shews to what a dreadf u
condemnation those are exposed, who venture in the de-
filed and loathsome state of mortal sin, to eat of the flesh
of the divino prefigured victim: He that cateth and
drinketh unworthily, says St Paul, eateth and drink-
eth judgment to himself; not discerning the Lord's body.
—1 Cor. xi, 29.

Cuarrer viii, v. 833, “And you shall not go out of
the door of the tabernacle for seven days, until the day
whercin the time of your consccration shall be expired z
for in seven days the consecration is finished.”—In this
is found an allusion to the continuance of our High
Priest, Jesus Christ, in the Tabernacle : that is, with
his Church, during the mystical week of scven days,
until the time of consecration is finished : that is, till,
according to his promise, the end of the warld, -

CHAPER X, v. 1.—** Nabad and Abiu, sons of Aaron,
for offering before the Lord incense and strange fire,
which was not commanded them,’” are struck dead ; for
¢ a fire coming out from the Lord destroyed them, and
they died before the Lord—v. 2. From thic appears
the unger of God against those who presume, uncommis.
sioned by him, to perform the priestly functions—wor-
shipping him in their own whimsical way—burning in-
cense before him with unhallowed fire : that is, offering
up to him their supplications from hearts not enkind-
led with his charity, Every breach of union with her
13 a breach of that charity which the Saviour so earnest-
ly recommended to his followers.

CHAPTER Xi, V. 3.—Whatsoever lhath the Roof divi-
ded,and cheweth the cud,among the bzasts,you skall cat.

The prohibition to eat of so many beasts, birds and
fishes ss unclean, though enacied apparently in a tem-
poral senso, to prevent the community {rom feeding on
creatures, for the most part unwholesome, had in it, like
all the other ceremonial ordinances of the old law, a.
mystical and spiritual meaning. Every beast having
the hoof divided, and chewing the cud, was accounted
clean; and of such the people were allowed to‘eat—
Such animals are accounted ciean, and eaten every
where at the present day. They wero the only animals
allowed 20 be offered up in sacrifice to God, as repre-
sentatives of the great atoning victim, Jesus Christ, in
this sense, that they were liko him, innocent, dumb, and
uncomplaining, under the very hands of their slayers :
not of the predatory or voracious-kind ; such as, armed
with fangs and claws are wont to biie and tear, whoso
flesh also was wholesome to cat, like that of him who

said, my flesk is meat indeed—Johmvi, 56. Thoy were
ruminating animals, representative 1o the spiritual sense,

of thoso who, by meditation, ruminate on tho food of the
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soul, the word of God- Fov, not by bread
alone does man live ; dnt by every word
that proceedeth from God.—Matt. iv, 4,
Such wore clean animals in tho mystical
sonse, and he the word itstlf incarnate,
wag purity itself,

Certain beasts that chewed the cud, but
divided not tho hoof, are declared also
unclean; as the cherogillus 3 probably
the rabbit, hedgehog, ory as St. Jeromo
says another kind of animal, common in
Palestine, living in the holes of rocks,or
inthe carth, Butall these had claws, and
were not of the inoffensive kind. Those
also whose hoof was cloven, but who
chewed not the cud, such as the swine,
wore accounted unclean: for it suffices
not thatthey be wilout claws, ur tnoffen-
sive, they must also be ruminative, in the
gense explacned above.

The fishes with scales and fins are
accoutd clean ; these without them un-
clean. The fius cualle the fishes to sise
from the bottors,where those without them
must craw] in the mud and slime,
The scales also defend them from injury
and contamiration. The fins therefore
represcnt the sering faculty, or medita-
tive quality of those who raisc themsclves
in spirit above the earth, and soar in con.
templation towards their God ; while their
scales, their spiritual armour, preserve
them free fiom all earthly ordure; all oth.
crsarc tobe accounted an abomination, &c.

O1 the birds—all birds of prey ; the os-
trich, a bird of a voracious appetite ; and
which abandons jts voung, with the ra-
venous birds of night, the owl, &ec.;
those having four feet, like the bat, and
various others, for the most obvious rea-
sons, are pronvunced unclean.  All com-
munication with such beasts, fishes and
Lirds, is to be avoided ; indicaung that we
are carcfuly 1o avod all intimacy with
the impure and the wicked,

VERSE 41.—A" uat creepeth upon the
carth shall be abominabl- : hat is, all the
low, grovelling and worldly mmnded part
of our species 5 all habitual sinners, who
hive and walluw 1o guit, as 1. theis native
clement.

Cuarren xii, v. 8.—Here we cannot
sufficiently admire the abjection of the
fihal Deity, who, though the Lord of
all, 1 order to curc our pride, a-d
wean cur affections from caribly en-
joymeuls, chose to be born amongst
us, of parents so poor, that his Virgin
Motker could not adord 10 offer up a
Jamb, us prescribed, at her puriiication ;
but, profiting of the legal indulgence
granted to the indigent, she ofiered on the
occasion only ¢ pair of turtle doves and
fico prgeons.—Luke i, 23, Without,
however, appraring to offer so much as
others, she offered infinitely more than ali
had cver done.  For she offered, not the
figurative Jamb, but the long prefigured
lamb himsels. Thus was Mary enabled
to prescut 10 God a more than adequate
wonement for Lve’s ofience ; and man,
from the woman, whose gitt had proved
Ins bane, received the promised pledge
of acver ending bliss.  The turtie doves
and pigeons, prescuted by Mary, were
but emblemms of the spiritual $tvors 1o be
conferred upon us by him, whom she
came 10 offer up; mamely, peace o man,
and a perfeet reco..haton with his Ma.
ker, the sign of which was brought by the
dove to Noah, and 1 him 10 the whole of
the human race; and Charity, the gilt of
the Holy Glost, the spicit of peace and
love, who desceuded in the shape of a
duve on our Savious, the Prince of Peace,
.a the Jordan.

TO THE DMINISTERS AND OFFICE-
BEARERS OF THE WESLEYAN ME-
THODIST SOCIETIES IN MANCIHES-
TER.

[We give below an admirable Letter
addressed to the Wesleyan-Methodists of
England, by Mr. O’Connell, on the occa-
sion of their opposing the system of nation~
al education established in England and
Ireland.  Hlis positions respecting the
bible being uan all-sufficient guide in relis
gion, are worthy of being examined by
every thinking Protestant.]

London, July 6, 1839,
“\We hold the faith ont fathera hield to Gog,”

Rev. Sins ano  GeNrTLEMEN—There
appeared in the Morning Chronicle of \lie
24 of June an advertiseent, headed ¢ Na-
tional Education,™ containing a manifesto
on that important subject, addressed by
You to your representatives in Parliament.

I do not at all dispute your right to ad-
dres« your representatives on matter of
such great interest ; but whilst I admit that
right, I feel bound to dispute the propriety
of the manner in which you so remonstrated
It seems to me that the contents of your
renionstrances do not oxhibit any great
stock of Clristian knowledge, and that
they arestill more deficient in Christian
charity,

To avoid all possibility of misstating
your sentiments, I will give them in your
very words. They are these:—

“We most decidedly object to the intea-
ded scheme on the strong grounds of con-
science, and of our right o full religious
liberty.

“ We protest against being taxed for the
teaching and maintenance of systems of
religion which we, in common with the vast
majority of our fellow-countrymen, believe
to be false and injurivus.

' We protest more especiaily against
our being compelledto support schools in
which it is proposed to use versions of the
Holy Scriptures notoriously corrupt and
unfaithful, and accompanied by notes
which we consider contait the most absurd
and pernicious doctrines,

““#ve think it would be en infringement,
on ourrights, as a large and influential re-
ligious community, that after having paid
a considerable poxtion of the money ex-
pended in national education, it would be
impossiblethat the children of Wesleyan
Methodists should avai) themselves of its
advantages without being subjected to the
dangers arising from the exhibition of rival
sects contending for tival versions of the
Bible, and from the spirit of doubt, if 50t
of-absolute infidelity,in which that exhibi-
tion would be so likely to result.,”

I have several objections to this mani-
festo of yours. The figst is, your claim
to be considered friendly to the principle
of full religivus liberty,

Itis an excellent principle = bat, E re-
peat, you have no claim or right to be con.
sidered friendly to.it  On the contrasy, its
assertion in your mouths sounds $o ex-
ceedingly like hypocrisy, that I would res-
pectfully caution you not to usc it any
more. And for this simp'e reason—-that

the Wesleyan Methiodists, in the person of|

their fovnder, and from bis days, have vp-

on al! occasions shown themselves theone.
mics of frecdom of conscience.

I speak of tho great body of the Wes-
loyan Methodists. There have, of course,
been individual exceptions, and some high-
ly honorable ones ; but my accusation is di-
tected against tho great and overwhelming
majority of the Wesloyan Methodists.

Look to the history of your soct, society,
or persuasion, or whateveg name you may
choose to call ity and you will findthat such
history justifies and proves the truth of
wy accusation, In the first place, the
Protestant dissenters nf England, for nearly

half a century after the organization of|

your society,were oppressed by penal and
restrictive laws for consciencesake. And
whilst they were secking for the repeal of
the Test and Corporation Acts, you, tho
Wesloyan Dethodists, never assisted them
in that holy struggle. At least, if you did,
the fact never reached me, ©On tho con-
trary, you at least appeared, if you were
not really, amongst the ardent supporters
of the enemics of the English Protestant
dissenters.

I kxow that in tho vear 1828, when the
Catholics of Ireland unanimously and pow-
erfully oetitioned for parfect freedom of
conscience for the English Protestant dis-
senters, yow did not, as ece did, mingle in
the fight, or become entitled to share in the
glory of the viclory.

Secondly, in the long struggle the Catho-
lics of Ireland made for the abolition of
the laws that infringed freedom of con-
science, you ntves gave us any assistance.
On the contrary, you were found in the
adverse ranks, active, persevering, viru-
lent!

How can you, then, think of claiming
to yourselves theChristian epithet “Friends
of freedom of conscience ?”

In the third place, you would have de-
parted widely, indeed, from the priciples
of tho remarkable man who formed your
saciety, if you were not active enemies of

freedom of conscience, as your founder,.|

the Rev. John Wesley, exhibited the most
ardent, but melancholy zecal in the cause
of intolerance. He was, in 1779, 0n8 of
the principal founders or mangers of that
“ Protestant Association,’”which in June
1780, very nearly achieved the destruction
of London, by one of thosa insurrections
which are in the present day called emeutes,
The Protestant mob had, it is welt known,
possession of the cityof London for neasly
six days~—destroyed not only the houses
of the Catholics and their property, but
tho Catholic ehapels, and also much Prot-
estant property, as well as the prisons of
the metropolis. The great instigatos of that
Protestant Association, both in the polpit
and through the pross, was that Wesley
whose name you bear ;. and tho first page
of your political history is stained with the
blunderings, the burnings, the destruction
of property, the bloodshed, and the fearful

.insurrcction of June 1780

In the fourth place, you are unable (and
perhaps you are unwilling) to shrink from
the avowal of the guiit of John Wesley
in these transactions, The insuriection
commenced on the 2d June 1780, the day

that the Protestant Association presented
their petition to parliament. On the 17th
of Eebrurary inthat year, that very associ:

htion presented their unanimous thanks to
John Wesloy for his exertions in their
cause. DBut what I think istho worst fea-
ture inlthe entire of his conduet is, his hav-
ing afterwards, and after the insurroction
was put down, audacity (which X hope will
never have a perallel} actually to publish
and arguo that this insurrection for destruc-
tion of Catholic property, Catholic places
of worship, aud Catholic lives,was nothing
less than a Porisu pror? ! !

Thus, Wesleyan Methodists, do ¥ dis-
poso of your claim to be deemed friends
of freedom of conscience. My advico 1o
you is, to abandon the wretched pretonce
in future, Avow yourselves friends of in-
tolerance, and, if you dare, of persecution ;
but do not outrage common sense end
Christian sentiment, by affecting to bo fa-
vorable 1o religious liberty.

Such is my first objection to your mani-
fcsto; the suggestion of your being what
you aro not.

YetI am quite ready to applaud the
principle you put forward in thet manifes-
to. Where it is applicable to you, Iam
quite content you should have the bencfit
of it.  You protest agaiast the tax for the

ligion which you believe to be false and
injurious, O, how heartily do I thank
you, good Wesleyan Methodists, for the

payment of church.rates by Protostantdis-
senters, or Roman Catholics in England !
What a heavy blow you give to the Prot-
estant establishment in Freland! How
heartily do I thank you for the excellent
principle you thus put forward !

But come, be honest! Work out your
own principles  No man should be taxed
for the teaching and maintenance of @ reli-
gion he deews false and injurious. Let
the Pyesbyterian, Episcopalian, Indepen-
dent, Baptist, and Catholic have the bene -
fitof it. It applies to all.  Will you
work it out for all.

But no.! you will claim it for yourselves
—you will not grant it to others. ** What
you would that other men should do unto
you, that you will not do unto them.”

To justify your conduct in a moral point
of view, all thatis necessary is directly to
contradict the plain precept of holy writ,

« We will now proceed to your bibli-
cal knowledge., Tho words you use are
these :—

“ We protest most especially against our
being compelled to support schools in which
it is propased to use versions of the Holy
Scriptures notoriously corrupt and unfaith-
ful, and sccompanied by notes-which, we
cousider, contain most absurd: und perni-
cious doetrines.”

¥ will begin with the notes, And my
‘conviction is, that S0t one amongst you
ever reackthie notes of the Catholic version
of the Holy Scriptures in modernuze. It
is quite true that thers was an edition of
the Rhemish or Brovay Bible, that con-
tainod notes in which the civil power was
sought to be justified in inflicting persecu-
tion for religious dissent. But there are,
indeed, very fow copies in exisience con-
taining such notes ;.and all the copies in
use by the clergy, or in use in Catholic
schools, colleges,. or. private houses,, are

teaching and maintenance of systems of re-

quite frée from any such notes. The molti-
tudinous copios published in England and
Ireland in recent times, are quito free from
tiem. Indeed, even if they existed, the
complaint against them would cume with
avery bad grace from the Wesleyan
Methodists, whe, as far as the more libe-
ral spirit of the present period will allow,
countenance the principle of religious per-
secution.  But the Catholics, one and sll,
tave repudiated these notes and the doz-
trines they contain. No man ever repudi-
tted and condemned them moreloudly than.
1did, and do. The compluint, thetefore,
that you make against notes that no longer
for any practical purpose exist, uppears to
mo to be idle and frivolous, and quite un-
warthy of beingintroduced into any discus-
ion upou so important a subject as nation-
zl education.

The next allegation cf your’s, to which
I object, is, that the Catliolic version of the
Holy Scriptures is notoriously corrupt and
unfaithful.  In this you display nothing bus
a lamentable ignorance. You have made
a charge which you can never prove, and
which you would be ashamed to make ig
you had biblical learning adequate to the
importance of the subject. You would

then have known that such a charge ap-
plies, not to the Catholic, but to the Pro-

'testant version ; and the: *~hilst many Pro-
principle!  Whata blow it gives to the \testant divines have borne their testimony
.in favor of the C€atholic version, many

learned Protestant, as well as all Catholie

divines,have demenstrated the errors in the
Protestant authorized version ; to this ex~
tent, that some of thoso errors, upon most
important points of religious belicf, are
admitted by leurned Protestanis to be
manifest, and yet remain to this day uncor-
recteds  Let me put you in possession of »
few facts. It may La of use to you to
know them,

First—That the first greatuse made of -
the press, after the invention of the art of
printing, was the publication, by the cele~
brated Faust, of the Bible according to the
Vulgate. The edition was very largo.—
1vwas however, in Latin 3 but you should’
kuow that at that period almost every per-
son who could read understood Latin.—
This publication took place more than 76
years before the so-called * Reforma-

tion.”?

Second—That about 800 editions of the
Bible or New Testament were printed and'
circulated in Catbolic Europe before the-
so-called Reformation, and before the
name of Protestant was known in the
world.

Third —A number, oxceeding 200, of
these editions, were in the vernacular
tongues of the different countries in wliich.
they were published ; and were thus, ac~
cessible to every body who could read, .

Fourth—These editions of the Bible in.
the vernacular tongues were almost exclu:
sively. published i the countsies.that after-.
wards continued fanhful to Catholicity ;.
‘whilst in England, Scotland,Sweden, Den-
mark, and Norway, where Protestantisar,
acquired an early, and. has maintained a.
‘more lasting, ascendancy, no,bible existed,,
.in tho.national tongue,until after they bad.
.embraced tho new creed.,

¢ Eifth—That the only exception.in faven
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of a country having adopted the now creed,
or rather creeds, in Holland 3 in which
there were two or threo vernacular ver-
sions of scripture beforo the Reformation ;
but it muet be sdmitted that the political
position of tHolland influenced, if it did not
create, tho adhesion of the Dutch to Pro-
tostantism.  \nd there is this componsa-
tion, that in no country in Europe are the
inhabitants roturning more quickly or more
numerausly to the Catholic faith than are
the Dutch. But of the countries wo lave
above montioncd as being peculiarly Pro-
testant, it is ramackable that Protestantism
was introduced into England by Henry
VILL, and into Denmark by Christiern IL.,
two of the greatest moosters that ever dis-
graced, not only the throne, but humnan
nature !

Sixth—That the first versions of the
Bible in the English language published
after the commencement of the Reforma-
tion were—1stly, Tyndal’s ; 2dly, Cover-
dale’s ;—Dothin the reign of Heary VIIL, ;
~—3dly, that called *The Bishop’s Bible,”
in the reign of Queen Elizabeth ; and these
threo possessed tho exclusive circulation of
England till the year 1611, when the pre-
seot “authorized” version was published in
the reign of Jomes I. The three former
versions having provailed for a period of
nearly sixty years as the authorized ver-
sions of the sacred Scriptures for the En-
glish Protestants,

Seventh-—That these versions were so
full of gross errors that they were declared
by more than one thousand ministers of
the English Protestant churchto be*in
some places absurd ; and in others.as taking
from, perverting, obscuring, and falsifying
the word of God ;¥ and as being what
James himself called “*a most corrupt trans-
lation” Yet it was from such versions
that the biblical christians of England had,
for a poriod of nearly sixty years, to sclect
their religion,

Eighth—That the present authorized
version, that of king James,had not escaped
Protestant censure of tho most emphatic
nature. Protestant divines of the highest
eharacter : I namoLouth,Newcoie, Wake-
field, Bellamy (and [ could name others),
admit that the errors in the Protestant au-
thorized version are fregquent, and that @
revision is desirable. And a moro recent
and laborious Protestant writer, the Rev.
Mr. Horne, in his * Introduction to the
Critical Study of the Scriptures,” vol. ii.,
fully concurs ia the opigions of the more
ancient Protestant divines,

Yet i iz from this version, in which, in
the mitigated language of Protestant di-
viges, ** ¢he errors are freguent,” and of
which a 1evision was declared o be very
desirable, that you Wesleyan Mothodists,
and the rest of'the Protestants of England,
eollect your religion.

Ninth—The persons who revised, and
under whose sanction the present Protes-
1ant versiop was produced, were men whose
character and strength of mind may be
judged of by their having dedicated their
new version of the Bible to lames I., that
slobbering and disgusting creature, who has
beon so justly described as the shame alike
of royalty and of manhood !—and in their
dedication having called him * the Sun in
bis strength ;" —*“whom the heavenly hand

of tho Lord hat’ enriched with many sin-
golar and extrnordinary graces, that he
may be ths wonpER of TiE wWonrLp”!!!

Tenth~The Catholic authorized version
was first published at ‘Douay in the yeor

1609. It was the resultof forty years toil
and labor, and cati fairly stand a compa-
tison withany other version of the sacred
Scriptures, published iz any country, ei-
thor Catholic or Protestant,

Elgventh—1I close my statemont of these
interesting notices, with reminding you
that tho Catholic needs not, and does not
rely upon any particular Catholic version
of tho sacred Scriptures. Ithasan cver-
living and a spzaking authority to resort
to. Tt is tho duty and it is the happiness
of the Catholic that ho should

¢ Her alone for his director take
Whom God has promised never to forsake.”

Having thus thirown bofore you facts,
the verification of which is familiar to any
instructed biblical scholar, I proceed to
consider as rapidly as sv important a sub-
ject will permit, anether topic of great jm-
portance in itself, but which I think you
have been exceedingly incautious in bring-
ing forward. It is a topic which, in my
humble judgment, you should have cau-
tiously abstained from. Itcan do you no-
thing but mischief. It appears to me to
be a disavowal of the very first principle of
Protestantism, It is that in which you
complain of the dangers to which your
children * would be exposed, by the exhi-
bition of rival sects contending for rival
versions of the Bible—and by the spirit of
doubt, if not of absolute infidelity, in which
that exhibition would be so likely to re-
sult,”

And is it so, Wesleyan Methodists ? Ts
there, then,danger of doubt ! is there,then,
danger of absolute infidelity from the ex-
hibition of rival versions of the Bible.—
And are you thus determined to rear up
and educate your children in the ignorance
of that most important fact? And will
you conceal from those -children, too, who
they were from whom that spirit of doubt
emanated, and with whom the danger of
that absolute infidelity originated, and by
whom it was continued 7 Meditate well
upon your own words 5 and bedhink you
if they are not uestined to rise in judgment
against you, and to praduze your condem-
nation out of your own mouths ?

For, speaking of protestantism as a fact,
and, for the present not condemning, and

[of course] not approving of it—is it not
this, the right of private judgment, and the
right, as weil as the duty of eaclt individu-
al to examine and decide for himself, by
seleciing from the written word of €od,
and from thatalone, the tenets of his reli-
gion

This is the principle of your religion,
else you are not Protestant : ¢ The sole
sufficiency and the all-sufficiency of the
written word of God, with the right of each
individral 10 expound its meaning for him-
selfy®

Now, come with me, [ pray you, for
fone monient, and tell me whether this
f priaciple does not necessarily and inevit-
ably imply a perfect knowledge of whatis
and what is not, **the written word of
God 1

There is an accurate, though parlia-

montary language, a previous question, or
rather questions, before you can uso any
book as containingthi: word of God.

First—Is it certain that tho book does
contain the word of God ?

Socondly—Is it cortain thatit contains
the entire word of God ?

These two questions should be fully and
satisfactorily answered before any Protes-
tant can safely uso his Bible. In fact, it
is plainly the duty of everv member of the
Protestant churches to satisfy himself indi.
vidually of the ground whereon ho recoives
the Protestant Bible. This information is
of the utmost and the most vital jmportance.
The Protestant has thrown off the au-
thority of the church 10 decide the canon
of Scripture. It would be absurd to sup-
pose that, disclaiming the authority of the
church, he is to rely upon that of the King’s
printer ! ! To be consistunt, therefore,
with Protestantism, you should instead ;;f
shrinking from the investigatiss, consider
it your first duty to teach your childern to
authenticate the genuine canon of Scrip-
ture, and, of course, to]distinguish the false
and erroncous versions from the true,

The fact is that your children, in order
to be safe in reading the book you put into
their hands as the Bible, should e taught,
firstly, the authenticity of the several books
composing that volume ; secondly, the
divine inspiration of the writers of those
several books. They should be able to
give a reason why the books of St. Mark
and St. Luke,who weee not apostles,should
be received as genuine, and, above all, as
inspired 3 while they are called upon to re-
Jject that written by Si, Barnubas as not

inspired, although it is certoinly authentic,}

and. although he s certainly known to
have worked miracles, and is described in
your Bibles to be an apostle, and full of|
the Holy Ghost.

These questions dv not ereate doubt
they do not excite to infidehity in the mind
of the Catholic, who relies on the authority
of the church for the authenticity and in-
spiration of the Holy Scriptures, the sa-
cred deposite in all timesand in every age
of the Catholic church.

In the Christian system, that which hus
been revealed, not discovered,is the object
of our belief ; and it becomes a proper

object when once the authority on which
it rests, is proved an unquestionable one.
The nature of this authority 1s therefore
mare the object of our disquisition, than
tho truths it propounds ; and which though
nover contrary, are often impeneirable 1o
our limited reason.—In pronf of the infal-
lible nature of this authority, all might be
adduced that has ever been urged in de-
fence of Rerelation,
