DIOCESE OF QUEBEC.
ORDINATION.

. On Sunday last, being Trinity Sunday, the Lord Bishop of
Quebec held an Ordination in the Cathedral. Morning
prayer wag said by tlie Rev. Armine W. DMountain; the
lessons being read by the Rev. J. Torrance. The Lord
Bishop preached the sermon from Isaiah vi. 8, after which
the Candidates were presented by the Rev. Official Mackie,
D. D., Examining Chaplain. The Ordination service then
-commenced, the Bishop readiug the Litany, and the three
clergymen mentioned above assisting in imposition of hands
on the candidates for the priesthood. The Holy Communicn
was administered by the Bishop.

BISHOP’S COLLEGE, LENNOXVILLE. te

The Annual public Examination of the Students of Bi-
shop’s ollege took place on the first week of this month,
and occupied a periedof four days. The Lord Bishop of
Quehee was present during two days, and took part in the
examination.

‘The annual prizes founded by the Rev. Official Mackie
were also awarded—the one on “ the Crusades, the causes
which led to them, and their effects,” to Mr. Osgood—one
of the « Alumni Emeriti” of whom four receive their Diple-
mas this year: the other to Mr. Wilson, lately arrived from.
England, and attending the Divinity course at the College.
The subject of the latter was “ the testimony furmshed by
heathen writers to the truth of the early history of the Old
Testament.” The essays genenally are very creditable to
the Alumni of so young an Institution.. The following are
the snbjects for the present year:

1. In what arts have the moderns surpassed, and in what
have they been surpassed by, the ancients.

2. The fulness of time at which Christ appeared upon the
carth.

The annual meeting of the Corporation of the Coilege
was also held at the sane time; and there was, besides, &
fair gathering of those gentlemen who have already gone
forth from the Institution. At both meetings, importunt
business was transacted, The period of study has been.
extended from three years to four, to all who enter the Col-
lege from the present date; a change which, though it has
the drawback of mcreasing the expense by another year’s
residence, is still a highly advantageous one,and was felt on
all sides to be necessary in order to the effectual working of
the Institution. One yeur’s residence, however, can be dis-
pensed with to those who are prepared, after 2 bona fide
examination, to enter at the standard of the second year in
the conrse. The course of reading will be given in the.
next number of this paper.

Notice hasalready been giveu of the throwing: open of
the exhibitions to competition—the first will be tried for in
August next. Thesc exhibitions of the Society for the Pro-
pagation of the Gospel, are wotth £30 cy. per annum. In
addition, an cxhibition of £12 10 per- annum has heen:
founded by the ex-students, as they have heen called, who
now take the title of ¢ Alumnus Emeritus,” until they have
the legal privilege of writing A. B. after theirnames. This
exhibition is to be placed on exactly the same footing with
those already alluded to ; which may be known by refetence
to the January No. of the Gazette.

-~ Tn addition to this £¥2 10 per annum the Alurani have
commenced deposits towards raising a fand for placing this
exhibition on a permanent basis, und adding others to it
heréafter.

been, by o vote of the “Emeriti,” extended to other friends
of the Church. e

Journal of Rev. J. Carry, Travelling Missionary.
{continued from No. 11.

February 25. Went to Griffin’s Corner, 22 miles from Hat-
ley. The Rev. Mr. Burrage had mace an appointment for me at
this place, and in the evening about GO people assembled ina
very good meeting-house, the joint property of several sects, who
were continuaily clashing about it, The congregation was lit-
e serious—no wonder, the half of them being Universalists, [
left an appointment for the 27th March,

29. Went today to a place within 5 miles of Sherbrooke,
which the Rev. Mr. Hellmuth requested me to visit, and where he
had made an appointment ; but the river road, to which alone the
people had trusted, and beside which most of them lived, having
broken up, they could not attend. I left an appointment for
Sunday, 16th March. Returned to Lennoxville, where I enjoyed
the kind hospitality of the Rev. Principal Nicolls.

March 2. Sunday. Went to Westbury—on the St. Francis—
where an appointment had been previodsly made, [ found but
few adults, but 2 considerable number of youth, They are un.
acquainted with the church—being Baptists and Universalists.
1 did not make another appointment, because of the approaching
spring.  Returned to Lennoxville, 16 miles,

3. Went to Melbourne, 28 miles,

4. To Ely. Got notice given of service next day,

5. Ash-Wednesday. Rather a smali congregation. Preached-
on repentance and humiliation, gave notice of a sesvice on the
fullowing Sunday, which the Rev. Mr, Lloyd promised 1o perform. °

6. To the Nicvlet River, near Danwille. Notice had been 4
given here; but when 1 commenced, very few were presont. §
However, during the service, a good many dropped in, so thatid
there was a tolerable congregauon.

They were, as usual, very attentive and apparent-§
ly devout—magking the responses, knecling and standing with
much propriety. 1 baptized 2 children of dissenting parrnts, of§
whom one originally belonged to the church, and buth hau been3
great despisers of the Holy Sacrament of Baptsm ; but by God’s}
grace, they hiad been led to think of it more seriously, from liear-3
ing me preacl on that suliject the last time I was there, At that)
time I baptised 6 children, and thinking it a suitable ozcasion for}
instruction on the naturc of the Sacrument, I venturedto stateg
plainly the Scriptural views of it, which the Baptismal office con-§
tains—taking for my text, Ist Peter, jii. 21. It was, I confess,§
with some doubt § spuke—i. e.as to the reception which plain truth§
might meet with atthe hands of people commonly adverse to strict§
or serious thoughts of tlie Sacraments; more especially, as my dis-;
course was tnavonlably {under the ciscumstances) unpremedi-
tated. But God's grace can shame our doubts, and suspass our}
hopes ; and I heard afterwards thau the Sermon was well received, §
and had more ¢ffect than any I had preached there befure—the
people canvassing the miater 2 great deal togethier, and with
much candour,

After service, I questioned the youih (of whom there is a vast
number fast growing up to maturity ;) and found them deplorably
ignorant of the most elementary truths of Christianity,

There scems tone to be here a most excellent prospect of;
usefulness, and that it is an imperative duty of the Church to oc-
cupy a field appareatly so well calculated to repay any labour
bestowed upon it.

Dr. Bethune reported veshally that he had attended a ncefing |
of the Committec for arranging the distribution of the funds of |
the Incorporated Church Society, and that the arrangement for the
division of the property of the Society, which had been recom-
mended by the joint Committee, was unanimously approved ;
but it was decided that nothing could be done with reference to
the transfer of the praperty, untit the Act of Incorporation he ob-
tained for the Diocesc of Montreal; and that the Hon. Mr.
Badgley bad been requested to take charge of the Bill in its pas-
sage through the House,

‘T'he Sceretary was ordered to communicate with the Hon.
Mer, Badaley, urging him to press the Bill for Incorporating the
Chureh Society of the Diocese of Montreal, through the House,
Guring this Session if possible; and to Leg the favour of six copies
of the Bill when it is fiest printed.

0 the order of Priests, and Mr Henry Budd, a convert of Indian
birth, to the order of Deacon. This mostimpresive - ¢ took place
in the presence of a congregation of 1,000 persons,.of wwvhom 300
partook of Holy Communion on the occasion.

DIOCESE OF VICTORIA, HONG KONG.

A letter from the Bisliop of Victoria has been recently made
public. 1t bears date Dec. 28th, 1850. The following extracts
will be acceptable to many of aur readers:—

« T returned only last week from a three months’ visitation ta the
island of Loo-choo, and the Chinese cities of Shanghae, Ningpo,
Foochow, and Amoy, a trip of above 3,000 miles, dwring which 1
had =ome iinportant opportunities of intercourse, not only with the
Lioochooan and Chinese people, but also with tieir rulers, At
Loo-choo 1 had various interviews with the Japanese rulers, in
-company with the commander of the Byitish man-of war in
which 1 sailed, in order to secure better treatment for a missionary
family for four years sesident at Lodchoo, and exposed to many
annoyances from the native government. [t was no part of my
emscopal duties to visit Loo.chon, and T only assisted as interpre.
ter in these negotiations, which I hope may, however, eventually
prove an advantage to the cause of Missions.

«The Church Missionary Socicty has Missionaries stationed
at Shavghae, Ningpo, and Foochow. = At Amoy the British com-
munity during my visit raised a public subscription for a chaplain,
whom I hope soon to ordain and to send to them. At Shanghae
and Canton there are already chiaplaincics instituted, so that now
-every one of the five consular ports will have, at least, one
Clergyman of the Church of England,

“¢In our Hong Kong Mission we have much encouragement,
when we consider that matters are but in the commencement.

DIOCESE OF CAPETOWN.

On Sarurday, the 7th December, 1830, the Bishop of the
Discese consecrated the new church at Georgetown, by the
name of St. Mark’s. The church isa well-finished stone build-
ing, in the Early English style, and is ir every respect 8 most
encouraging specitacn of colonial workmanship, as well as a
substantial proof of the zeal of the inhabitants.

On the afternoon of the same day, at the.close of the after-
noon prayers, the Rev. Thomas Larle Welby, M,A., minister
of the English church at George, and Rural Dean, was publicly
instituted by the Bishop in the office of Archdeacon of
George. The new archdeaconry embraces the districts of
George, Swellendam, Beaufort, and the'Knysna.

The same evening there was a public meeting of the mem.
bers of the English Church at George, held by the Bishop,
with the view of interesting them in the work going on in
other parts of the Diocese,

The following day, Sunday, the 8th December, the Rev.
William Andrews, minister of the Knysna, and the Rev. James
Baker, minister of Swellendam, were admitted to the order of
priesthood, and Mr. Thomas Heurey, catechist of Schoonberg,
was ordained deacon. Lighteen persons were confirmed- the
same evening, ®

The offertory after the services of the two days amounted .
to upwards of £34 which will be applied towards defraying the
small debt still remaining on the church,

On his way to George, the Bishop spent several dags at the
Knysna, when his lordship baptized 70 coloured pessons, and
confirmed 15.

DIOCESE OF NEWCASTLE.
. DIOCESAN MEETING.

On the 14th of Noveraber, and shortly after the breaking
vp of the Synod of Bishops at Sydney, the members of the
Suurch in the Newcastle diocese were gratified by a special visit
from the Bishop of New Zealand, who, in company with the
Bishop of Tasmania, attended a vory numerous public meeting

at the Court-House,.East Maitiand,-for the purpose of setting
on foot & General Church and S:hool Fuad for that diocese
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Allusions to the recent Synod were very cloquently made by
the latter Bishop, who dwelt at length on the importance of
combining in any scheme of Church government the due co-
. operation of the laity ** correcting,” as hus Lordship said, **an
error too frequently made, as if the Church included none but
the Clergy and Bishops, whereas the laity formed by far the
Jargest portion, and without their hearty aid and cooperation
no work for the advancement of the Church could proceed.
He appealed to his reverend brethren to throw themselves
cordially on the laity for assistance, being satisfied from s
own experience that they would always be found ready and
willing.” The Bishop of New Zealand enlarged more par-
ticularly on the nature of thot cxtended missionary cxertion,
which it is purposed in future to carry on collaterally with the
Church's other work; and for the more effectual discharge of
which a companionship of labour had heen agreed upon at
Syduey between himself and the Bishop of Newcastle, who
over and above the superintendence of their own dioceses were,
from time to time, to undertake togother a voyage of inspec.
%ion to the several countries and islands where the heathen
tribes might best bo visited, and brought home to the fold of
Christ. With his usual clear sightedness and eimplicity of
purpose the Bishop declared,  He could not join in the feeling
of doubt expressed by some, that the effort to spread the Gos-
el among the heathen races of Australia was almost hopelese.
¢ quoted three instances to justify the hope of a contrary re-
sult; viz. the successful training up of u youth from Western
‘Australia, who bad recently been confirmed in Sydney; the
fact that a young Australian black lhad been quite won over
by the simple kinduess of a young New Zealander who accom-
ied himself to the colony, and expressed a wish to go.to
ew Zealand with him ; and the circumstance that, in his fuil
belief, the black who recently was excented at Syduey died a
Christian. The first experience of almost all missions was a
- Jong period of apparent fatlure, till suddenly, when every tiung
appeared most gloomy, the work of the Almighty became visi-
ble, and the cause prospers and advances beyond all expecta-
. -tiom."”

The Bishop of the Diocese [Newcastle], who presided at
this meeting, thanked his right reverend brother for the cor.
dial expressions of friendship which he had used towards him-
self, and also expressed- his thanks to all present for their ready
cooperation in the business of the day. and developed at fuil
length his own scheme for a general Church system of educa-
tion. throughount the djpcese, which should include parochial,
industrial, and grammar schools, so that all classes might find
s supply, and the more promising scholars might easily rise so
as to.attain proficiency in the highest departments.—Colonual
Church Chronicle..

‘The Rev. Gubert Percy, Incumbent of the chapelry of St.
Paul, Quebec, reques‘ed a gratuitous grant of books and tracts
for the use of his parcchial school. The Lord Biskop of Que.
bec recommended this application,

A letter was read from the Lord “Bishop of Rupert's Laud,
dated, The Red River, Rupert’s Land, Nor. 7, 1850, The

“1 am now able to report the safe arrival of the boxes
which you forwarded to me by the Prince Rupert. 'They con-
tained somie service books, besides a valuable collection of
miscellaneous buoks from the Society’s List, and also a seriee
of roller maps. .

‘“lam not yet able to commence the erection of the col-
legiate school and college ; it is a matter of great difficglty to
procure plans, and collect the necessary materials for building
in this country. I am wholly without any architect, and have
only a few masons and carpenters, accustomed to common
work., In the erection of what may be ultimately the catha-
dral church, I must be contented at present with a parish
church of very moderate pretensions, with a tower and spire
risihg from it Have you any plans which you think might be
useful tome? Isuppose thatin the Australian dicceses they
have been obliged to commence in this way. Could youn fur-
nish me with any drawings of some of their cathedral church-
es, by the ‘Prince Rupe1t,” in May; they might bs of some
ure in maturing my plans. I have the view of the Fredericton
Cathedral, and shall have, cre long, that of St. John’s, New.
foundland ; but they are far beyond what we can attempt w:ith
the material and skill at command. The Society can scarcely
estimate the actual fabour of erecting a parochial church, from
the severity of the climate and other difficnlties. Very little
of external appearance will therefore be possible; in internal
decoration more might be effccted. Begging the Society’s
prayers in this and all my labours, I am,” &c.

The Rewv, J. L. Vermehr, of the Amecrican Episcopal
Church, Rector of Grace Church, San Francisco, California,
in a letter dated 31st of Dee. 1850, wrote as follows—

“ There ate here, as you know, aun immense crowd of all
the nations of the earth ; and amongst them Mexicans, Chilians,
Peruvians, Californians, all of mixed Spanish race, speaking

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" ¢ It is one of the articles of the peculiar constitution of -the
Cburch whereof I am Rector, to preserve a mussionary char.
acter, aud to admit of services in various tongues. I havo
Prayer Books in French.and German; but into Spanish the
American Prayer Book has not yet been translated. Is it.pos.
sible to send me 100 Spanish Prayer Books? Would the So-
ciety offer this to the advancement ot the spiritual interests of
many? I speak and write Spanish; and I will open a service
as soon as I have Prayer Books. Should it be required, I am
sure I can soll them and remit the advance. The Spaniard is
. willing to pay amply.” . .

It was agreed that one hundred Spanish Prayer Books
should be sent; any proceeds from the sale to be applied to
the purchase of fresh copics.

The Secretaries informed the Meecting, that the Standing
Comnmniitiee had had under their constderation the subject of
the Bishopric of Nova Scotia ; the Right Rev. H. Binney, D. D.,
having beon consccrated Bishop ot that Sce. The income
allowed for many years by Government for the maintenance of
the bishopric having ceased with the lif~ of the late Bishop
Inglis, the Society for the Propagation of the Gospel had, in
March last, assigned £440 per annum to the fund for the sus.
tentation of the bishopric.

" The Standing Committce gave notice that they will, on the
3rd of June, propose a grant of £2000 towards the permanent
endowment of the Bishopric of Nova Scotia; provided that,
within two years from this date, an additional sum of £4000
shall have been raised for the same purpose from othersources.

.,.J. C. Meymott, Esq., gave notice of his intention to move
that the condition annexed to this proposition be omitted,
_ It was agreed that £300 be placed at the disposal of the
Lord Bishop of Nova Scotia for the Society's purposes in his
diocese ; and that the Bishop be requested to report to the
Society the particulars of the appropriation of this amount.

A letter was read from the Lord Bishop of Quebec, dated
Quebec, April 3, 1851, acknowledging the grant of £500 last
year, for the purpose of aiding in the ercction or completion
of churches in his diocese, then comprehending the present
diocese of Montreal, and sending a list of all the churches in
the former diocese, as now reduced, with a statement of the
appropriations from that grant. The list forwarded by his
Lordship exhibits the appropriations made from the Society’s
grant, and is classified under the several heads of DistRIcT OF
Quesee, DistricT or Turee Rivess, District or S, Frax.
cis, and District or Gaspe 1N THE Gure. The Scciety's
£500 sterling had produced L£615 currency: £420 had been
appropriated in the diocese of Quebec; £120 had been trans-
ferred to the Bishop of Montreal; and £75 for further grants
remained in the hands of the Bishop of Quebee.

The Lord Bishop of Montreal, in a letter dated Montreal,
April 4, 1851, thanked the Society for the liberal and ready
response made to his appeal on behalf of his diocese in their
grant of £300 and also of Service Books and books for hbra.
xies.

The Board agreed to. place at the Bishop's disposal £30
towards a Church at Eardley, a township in the mission of Rev.
J. Johnston, further up the Ottawa than Hull.
