,most ingeniously woven they lay their
- eggs, and when the young are hatched
. they swing to the motion of every passing
 breeze, while the mother bird contentedly
' sings:

. “Rock-a-by babies, in the tree-top,
When the wind blows, the cradle will
rock."”

It is wonderful that these creatures
should feel sy perfectly at ease in so
clevated positions. But such is the
structure of their bodies—of wing, foot
and breathing apparatus—that they are
yuite 28 much ai home in the tree-tops as
we are on the gruund, or as the fish are in
the water. Besides the birds, there are
many other creatures, especially in the
vast family of insects, that are at home in
positions where we could not remain for a
vingle moment. So wonderful are the
thoughts and ways of God, for in wisdomhe
has made them all.
