Eventually the flames
il reach the gas, and a ternfic cxplosion will ensue.  The simile of the
nh bzing like a balloon isuot very solid. Why not weigh the earth, and
tle the question of solidity ?  The scientists can weigh the sun and moon;
¢ figures are long, but the result is worth the trouble.” For ourselves we

notattach more importance 1o this supposition of danger than we do to
hundred and onc other alarmist fads of the day.

Our dry-dock is now open and available, and the merits of Halifax
have been mede mote patent to the world, Let us not by inertness lose
the vantage ground so well gained.

The Vienna papers note the coincidence that the Cretan question has

o | always assumed an acute character whenever Russia has begun to pursue

an aggressive policy in the East, The Neus Freic Presse remarks that
almost simultancously with the three great Russian wars in the East during
this century the most serious disorders have broken out in the island, The
object of these agitations was always the union of Crete with the Hellenic
kingdom. That the insurrection of 1858 and 1876 were Philo-Hellenic in
tendency is notorious. Indeed, the union of the island with Greece was
actually proclaimed in January 1878. The Russian papers, notably the
Noroe Vremya, are characteristically cnough taking advautage of the erron-
eous notions prevailing on tho question to attempt once more to sow discord
between the Porte and the pacific Powors, by pretending that in St: Peters-
burg and Athens the rights of Tuzkey in Crete are far better respected than
in London, Betlin, Vienna, and Rome.

The Age of Steel has some remarks on the supply of petrolenm which
would seem to indicate a possibility of a failure of the present great Ameri-
can sources within a possibly measureable period. It says :—* Professor J.
F. Carroll, assistant geologist for the State of Pennsylvania, is quoted as
saying that the supply of petroleum was last yoar 5,000,000 barrels less than
the demand, and that the shortage is bound 10 become more pronounced,
in consequence of the failing condition of the oil fields. A few years ago
stocks were piling up at the rate of 2,000,00c barrels a month, or almost
that, whereas they are now being decreased by something like 1,000,000
barrels a month.  There are now, it is true, about 12,000,000 barrels of
petroleum in tanks in the Ohio field, but this is because Ohio oil has not
been used extensively as an illuminant. Bnt the Ohio field, Professor Car-
roll believes, will not prove to be so extensive or productive as many
suppose. No field thus far know. or likely to be ever known hereafter
will equal the yield of the Bradfurd, which has produced 56,000,u00 Larrels
of oil, and at one time yiclded as high as 105,000 barrels every twenty-four
hours. Its production is now d»wa tu 15,000 to 20,000 barrels a day, and
the pool is being drained to the dregs.  Possibly there are some pools of
1,000,000 to 3,000,005 barrels in some of the old fields, and in new terri-
tery not yet opened np, but th: prospects that such is the casc aze growing
less every day. Kentucky may become something of an oil producer,
though nothing great, for the oil bearing sands underlie a portion of that
State, and lap over into Tennessee. Texas has some oil, but the experiments
undertaken in that State by Professor Carroll for others convinced him that
the petroleum does not exist in paying quantitics.” .

There is in the recent seizure of the sealing schooner Bluck Diauvied,
in addition to the serious international character of the transaction, a semi-
farcical olement quite likely to occur when national officials are aware that
they are committing an act of highhandedness which no international com-
ity will bear out. That the escapo of the schooner was evidently permitted
does not lessen the gravity of an act of piratical insolence ; it does however
generate contempt for the bluster at which it has been a disgrace to the
United States Government to have connived. It is superfluous to dwell
on the ut cr untenability of the American claim to control an upen seca, one
coast of which belongs to another power,—2 claim moreover which the United
States, in common with other great mantime powers, distinctly repudiated
when dvawnced by Russia. Taere is no question as to the night or wrong
of the contentivn, which indeced the American Government has not dared to
distinctly assert.  The question now is how long is this insolence to betol-
erated by Great Briain. At the moment of writing we are not sure what
kas been decided upon.  The question is said to have been taken into the
serious consideration of the Cabinet, and it has been stated that a consider-
abl+ portion of the Pacific squadron has been ordered to Behring Sea.
We are not certainly advised of the correctness of the latter report, but we
are quite sure that the time has arrived when it will no longer do to put up
with outrages of so gross a character.  We have all along until now consid-
ered that delay and forbearance were justified by the naturai hope and
expectation that the United States would in duc time take proper action.
As this scarcely scems to have been their programme it is time that Great
Britain should act with promptitude and decision. :
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The “ accumulated dust of centuries * in the old wi rid cathedrals may
command a certain amount of respect as a mark of hoary age, but in a new
country and a modern public building it can scarcely he regarded ns equally
attractive, The Post Office, Halifax, has, it scems, ade a lasting impression
on one cr two visitors during the Carnival as * the very dirtiest ever seen.”
Can wo disclaim this distinction? Not two days since a lady descending
the stairway left what appeared as a swept line taough the dust as she
came down, and raised a clond at the same time arcued her. Her dress
being a light one her disgust may be imagined vii Jizcureting its appearance
ruined for the day. '

A circumstance which has an important bearing on the supply of
alcohols in the animal economy has been pointed cut by Draper in his
book on physiology. He puints out that digestive or fermentative chinges
of milk, as well as of starchy or of saccharine substances, when carried on
at the temporaturo of the body, result in the formation of alcobol, It
might be rather a shock to the feelings of a mother to recognize that the
gambols of her babe, due to high spitits and health, are lilewlly due to
alcoholic spirits. But it is a fact, nevertheless. As, therefore, some form
of alcohol is a necessary ingredient of the body, it is of the greatest
importance for everyone to hold correct notions concerning its value.

The name of Sir Provo W. P. Wallis, Senior Admiiral of the Fleot, has
been so frequently brought before the public of this Province, which boasts
of him as a native, that it is unnecessary in mentioning it to go into any
explanatory details of his career. As an instancoe of longevity his age alone
would attract attention, the gallant cld officer being, we beliove, in his 1ooth
year. But the circumstance which leads to our recalling him to mind to-day
is that Monday last, the 1z2th instant, was the joth anuiversary of his
promotion to the rank of Captain. The full biblical allowance of three
score years and ten has elapsed since Sir Provo attained a rank in the
Navy equivalent to that of Colonel in the Army. There is another officer
whose date of Post Rank is only five years later, in 1824. He 1s Sir
William Fanshawe Martin, Bart., Retired Admiral of the Fleet, and we
Lelieve he is also the next in age to Sir Provo Wallis.

* Over 7,000 persons,’’ say the Toronto Qlole, ** have been treated for
hydrophobia at the Pasteur Institute, Paris, and only 71 have died. M.
Pasteur, however, thinks there is no reason why there should be any
bydrophobia at all. He believee that simple police regulations would stamp
out hydrophobia in the British Islands, since the disease is invariably caused
by the bite of an animal affected with it.” The Qlobe is evidently not
quite posted as to M, Pasteur and his methods As a matter of statistics
over 16o persons treated by M. Pasteur have died, and he himself creatcd
more fictitious hydrophia than ever reslly existed. It is sufii.iently well
known that real cases of rabies are rare, but the facility of resorting to M.
Pasteur’s nostrum caused every one bitten by a frightened dog to believe
himself on the high road to hydrophobia. It is moreover more than
doubtful whether sume of the real cases were not actually induced by M.
Pasteurs inoculations.

For the first time we suppose in the history of the naval and military
operations of Great Britain has an organization for * mobilizing
proved a distinguisbhed success. The single word * Mobilize,”
telographed on Thursday [week| to the divisional oflicers of the navy
throughout the kingdom, sufficed to put the whole machine in motion, and
the actual work of commissioning the vessels, which began at about half-
past soven on that morning, appears to have been got through both quickly
and smoothly. The tosal amount of work done has been enormous.
Sailors, stokers, and marines, and their officers, had each to be told off to
their own special ports of rendezvous ; crews had to be marched on board,
ships provisioned, stor:s provided, and steam got up. The difficult task of
finding which pieces i+ the mighty puzzle fitted on to which was cleverly
managed. Each man, when he marched on board lis ship, carried with
him a card, *“ on which was printed the number of his mess, Ins place for
sleeping and stowing his kit, his station in case of fire, action, or exercise
aloft, the boat he is to row in, the gun he is to fight, his position in a landing
party, and the numbers of the rifle and cutlass he is to carry.”

An interesting report regarding the deveclopment of the musical sense
in horsea has just been made by a committee of German zoologists and
botanists. The report says :—* The investigations as to the musical sense
of horses have shown that that sensc is very poorly developed in these
animals. It has be:n proved beyond doubt that horses have no notivn
whatever of keeping time to music, and that at circuses they do n. dance
according to the tune, but that the musicians have to keep time according
to the steps of the animals. Other investigations show that horses do not
undorstand *he military trumpet signals. 1t is only the rider or the animal’s
instinct ol imitation which induces horses to make the moves required by
the signal, but no horse without a rider, however carefully trained, takes the
slightest notice of a trumpet signal, and the samo observation has been
made on a large number of cavalry horses without riders.” It is difficult
to dispute the finding of a thoroughly scientific investigation, yet this dictum
does not accord with some personal experiences. We have always been
impressed with the idea-that horses instinctively time their paces t¢ music.
It ;has always appeared to us that trained troopers have a considerable
knowledge of the meaning of trumpet-calls with which they are familiar,
and it is within our obs rvation that the horscs of a cavalry corps after a
few days on the march would come into camp regularly on the trumpet
sound for * oats.”

Some time ago we were taken to task by a contemporary for quoting the
opinion gencrously cxpressed by the New York /erald in favor of the
Loundon 7imes in the maiter of ils controversy with Mr, Parnell. We
veutured the opinion that after “‘the hurly burly * was over the Ttme;
would not bz found to be much the worse for the conflict. Late English
despatches confirm our predicticn. [n one of them it is said by a competent
v lzerver :—* Mcanwhile the leading journal scems to lead as many people
a« before § its business is as profitable as ever, though its dividends are lesa,
{ 1 thie ubvious reason that a great part of the profits go iuto the pockets of
the lawyers, ‘I'he thoughtful minority read the paper with less faith than
forme iy in its infallibility, but there is little to show that its circulation has
diminished or its authority as an oracle of the commanding classos weakened.”

We cannot but wonder what on tarth is the matter with the Bridgewater
Enterprise, which, in a lengthy editorial in its issue of Aug. 7th, delivers
itself in a style of incoherence, composition, and grammar, which su gest
the idea that there must have been a Carnival there, from the effects of
which the worthy cditor may not have quite recovered. This i3 the
grammatical style in which our apparently excited contemporary leads off :
* Halifax is just now in the heat of their Summer Carnival, and thousands
of people are in the city from all quarters, having been induced to visn
Halifax on this occasion by the great amount of advertising done by their
papers and the belief created by that source *hat a good time will be spem
during Carnival week in witnessing all the interesting and entertaining
events. During the week previous to the Carnival we noticed in the city
papers several appeals to the citizens to tidy up their surroundings and
among the rest was a request to the citizens to procure a hose and wash
down the court house. In Tue Critic of the 2nd inst. the following item
appeared : ¢ Visitors to Halifax during Carnival week should beware of
pick-pockets, as they will require all their money for other purposes, as it
is never satisfactory to get nothing for your money." This seems to be a
very good piece of advice and should be well taken by all visitors ; yot
when ‘Ire CRriTiC intimates that they * will require all their money fur
other purposes’ it must have dawned upon them that the facts of the
statement is well borne out by the announcement that hotel rates have been
trebled for this week. 3Many of the visitors will need to fear no depreda-
tions being committed on them that will effect a pecuniary loss after the
greed of the hotel proprietors has been satisfied.” We will conclude this
note with the simple rematk that our contemporary is hopelessly in error
as to the trebling of hotel rates. No tangible change whatever was
made by, at least, all the principal ones.

Our friend of the KEnferprise would seem to be a promising candidate
for the lunatic asylum, to judge by the way in which he continues his
diatribe . “The amount of gush,”” he continues, * which many of the
Halifax papers indulge in respecting the advantages of their city and the
hospitable and enterprising nature o1 its citizens is really arausing at times.
That Halifax has many advantages over other places no one can deny ; but
that any attempt should be made to lift their own city out of the dirt while
they arc at the same time flinging it over other places, ‘threatening to
completely bury them bencath the debris, and disparage every other
industry not within their own borders, seems very injudicious to say the
least, and #f the leading newspapers of that city have started out with the
intention of throttling every industry “n the rural districts simply because
the dude continues to maintain his say what is injurious to the interests of
the people who go to make up the provincial population, and who unfor-
tunately (?) are not citizens of that much lauded city our people will soon
become aware of the fact that the Haligonians, through the columns of tl}z:ir
papers are acting the part of traitors.” We really must say that this is a
¢« midsummer madness'* of rubbish. So far as THE CRITIC is concerned, it
has always done its best to set before the public, through its Industrial
Notes, the progress and ecuterprise of cvery section of Nova Scotia from
which it can obtain material. Norin any way that t! 2 Enferprize can point
out has it ever in the slightest degreo belittled any o. er locality whatever.
Neither have wo ever seen anything of the kind in .~e Chronicle, but as
that journal is abundantly able, if it care to do so, to vindicate itself, we do
not touch upon what refers to it.

The Bridgewater Enferprise continues with the subjoined extraordinary
charges and statements : ““ The attack which was made on our lumbenng
industry by the Chronicle and also by THE CriTic has made such an it
fecling in this section that many of our leading citizens are looking upon
these two papers as being prejudicial to our interests. Then regarding
them as the mouth pieces of the business fraternity of that city it ts often
wondered at if the traders and wholesale dealers are willing to endorse the
sentiments of those papers as regards the sawdust regulations on the
LaHave.”

The Halifax took from the city on Wednesday the biggest lut of passen
gors of the season,

All the British men-of-war have left us for a fow weeks, and the upper
part of the harbor looks quite forsaken.

A sunfish was captured near Rockingham on Sunday morning. At first
the people of Rockingham thought it was a sea-serpent.

The largest casting ever made in Canada was made at the steei works at
New Glasgow last week, in the shape of an anvil block weighing thirty-five
tons,

Last Saturday night the large gold cross which stood in the chancel of
the Garrison Chapel was stolen. It was presented to the chapel a number
of years ago.

Provincial Secretary Prendergast, French representative inthe Greenway
Guvernment, has resigned because of the Government's attitude in regard
to dua! language.

Mrs. Scott-Siddons, the reader, has taken up her abode in Canada for
the summer, having rented a cottage in the Thousand Islands on the
Canadian side of the river,

The water supplied to the people of Charlottetown is described as of a
greenish tinge, It had romained stagnant in the reservoir for days and weeks
until it became little better than ditch water.

Excellent reports of Canada Northwest Land Sales have created a good
impression, though repeated statements of damage to the Northwest harvest,
which are now believed accurate, have kept down all land shares.

Mayor Erratt of Ottawa has been charged by a contractor named Mal-
lette with being 2 member of a local gambling orgauization, called the
¢ Circle of Friends.” It is reported that Mayor Erratt will enter actions for
libel against certain newspapers which have connected his name with the
gambling den.

The Postmaster-General sowe weeks ago entered proceedings against par-
ties in Montreal and Hamilton for private delivery ofletters. A conviction
bas been secured against the Montreal parties, and now the Hamilton concern
is asking for a settlemont outside the court, offering to pay costs and pro-
mising to obey the law in future.

The farmers in the N, W, are making quite a profit out of gophers.
These animals being very dostructive to the crops, there is a government
bounty for their destruction paid on production of their tails, which, it is
stated, are used as a currency without discount on the Government rate.
Possibly it may lead to the manufacture of bogus tails.

Mr. Lockhart, the new mayor of St. John, was sworn in on Saturday
last. He made appropriate reference to the lato Mr. Barker. Mz, I. Allan
Jack, acting mayor, presented the city with a suitable two-oared boat, for the
use of future mayors of St. John when visiting men-of-war or other ships
in _t}lo harbor, and suggested that the oarsmen employed should have proper
uniforms.

The steamship Sarmatian was threatoned with destruction on Saturday
evening. Shortly after 10 o’clock clouds of smoke were seen issuing from
the hold, and on investigation the fire was located in the bunkers The
crew were immediately set to work and succeeded after an hour’s labor in
extinguishing the blaze. The fire is supposed to have originated in cotton
waste by spontaneous combustion.

It is stated that Chaker Pasha, Turkish Ambassador at St. Potersburg,
has been appointed Governor-General of Crete.

Blondin, the well-known rope walker, has wagered $20,000 that he can
walk a cable from the top of the Eiffel tower to the central dome of the
exhibition building in less than five minutes.

The insurrection in Crete is speading. The insurgents attacked a detach
ment of soldiers.

An effort is making in Australia to restrict by law the reckless slaughter
of kangarovs.  The great market for kangaroo skins is the United States,
and so high a price is paid for them that the young animals zre killed in
such numbers as to threaten their rapid extinction.

There ha been an insurrection at Hawaii. The palace grounds and
government house were taken possession of by the rioters. The Honolulu
nfles were called out and a skirmish ensued. Seven Hawaiians were killed,
twelve wounded, and the rioters compelled to surrender.

It is officially announced that Emperor William, when departing from
Usborne, expressed to the Queen his utmost pleasure with his reception in
Lugland. He also expressed the hope that the Queen, responding to his
strong desire, would retura his visit by going to Beslin.

In addition to finding Boulanger guilty of cobspiracy against the State,

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A careful survey of Ireland indicates that the harvest will be more
abundant and of better quality than for many years.

German regiment. The German war authorities have made this odd
provision in recoguition of the fact that the keeping of soldiers’ feet in
order is one of the most important clements of successful war.

Great scusation has been caused in Gormany by the detection of whole -
galo bribery among naval officials at Kiel and clsewhere, An Imperial
naval engineer and other officials connected with the navy are implicated,

and have been placed under arrest.  One of the accused committed suicide
on the spot.

Princess Louise has been married scarcely a week, and now the news
comes that Princess Victoria of Wales, the bride’s sister, is bethrothed to
Viscount Chelsea, son of Earl Cadogan, Princess Victoria is twenty-one
years old. She is the handsomest of the Prince of Wales' daughters and
is highly accomplished.

The latest automatic novelty is to be seen in Holland in the shape of a
“ Doctor Cureall "—a wooden figure of a man, with compartments all over
it, labelled with the namos of varivus ailments. If you have a pan, tind
its corresponding location on the figure, drop a coin into the slot, and the
proper pill or powder will come out.

Mrs. Maybrick, the American woman n Liverpool, G. B,, has been
found guilty and sentenced to death. A memorial, signed by 8oo doctors
and merchants of Liverpool, has been preseated to the government, asking

that Mrs. Maybrick be reprieved on the ground of the conflicting nature of
the medical t slimony given at her trial.

It is stated that 500 veterinary surgeons in Great Brit.in have signed a
paper condeming overhead check reins as painful to horses and productive
of discase. It distorts the windpipe, and is liable to cause paralysis of the
nscles of the faco, appoplexy, coma and inflammation of the brain, all these
resulting in shortening the life of the horse.

Red ruin fell recently in the Province of Lublin, Russian Poland. The
shower lasted for about ten minutes. The pezsants, who mistook the red
liquid for blood, became panic stricken, and crowded the churches, where
they were quicted by the priests. TFor several days after the shower all the
surface water in Lublin was of a dark pink color.

The Allans have written to the Zimes regarding the Canadian mail ser-
vice, and say that they believe the new conditions afford no hope of a profit,
but give a certainty of a loss. Being now freed from the obligation of a
mail service they propose to improve the Canadian service, but it does not
follow that they will continue to call at Londonderry.

In the House of Lords on Saturday, Lord Salisbury stated that the
Government’s policy in Egypt would not be altered a hair’s breadth. The
country, he said, had progressed under British administration, It would be
impossible to fix the limit of the stay of English troops there. The Govern-
ment had entered into obligations which it must fulfil.

It is semi-officially stated that the Sultan has notified Greece thathe will
regard an attempt by that country to land troops or incite rebellion in Crete
as a casus bel’’  None of the Powers, it is said, will support the aggressive
policy of M, 1. nupis, the Grecian Prime Mivister, The Grand Vizier of
Turkey charges 1 1at Greece is fomenting riots in Movastir and Rethymo,

The Haytien war has degenerated into a murderous campaign and is
begining to look like a warof extermination. Hippolyte's force is gradually
closing in on Port-au-Prince, Legitime is killing prisoners like so mauny
cattle, cutling their throats in the market-places, while Hippolyte alaugh-
tered 18 men who fell into his hands the other day, in retaliation for three
killed by Legitime.

A London special to the AZail and Express says that the Paroellites
have consummated a piece of splendid politica. The attitude taken by Mr.
Parnell and his followers in voting for the Royal Grant has been 2 complete
surprise to the Queen. Her Majesty has hitherto regarded the Parnellites
as irreconcilable. Tt is stated now that the former wishes to visit Ireland in
the spring, and it is quite probable she will do so.

A governor of one of the provinces of China has set his face against
would-be dudes in the Celestial Empire. He has positively forbidden the
young men of his province to wear gorgeous and highly colored and
ombroidered garments, on the ground that 1t is foolish and unmanly ; and
he gives fathers, elder brothers and teachers warning that they will be held

responsible for any display of dudish tendencies on the part of the
youngsters.

There is some talk of Parnell paying a visit to India. It is cortain he
will take so long a holiday that he will be absent when parliament reassem-
bles next year. During the present session he has almost deserted the
House of Commons in otder to aitend the special commiasion. Hisabseunce
has weakened his hold on his party. Some of Wm. O'Brien’s section say
that an effective leader could have lessoned Balfour's succoss. The fact is
that Parnell’s health is again a source of anxicty to his friends.

It is not alone in the British navy that torpedo-boats are found difficult
to manage. In the course of the French naval manceuvres, an attempt of
the ironclad Amiral Duperré to enter the Channel was repulsed by torpedo-
boats ; but in returning these two boats came into collision, seriously dam-
aging each other. At the same moment, and at a short distance from the
spot, the torpedo boats 64 and 63 also came into collision, and were so

LETTER TO COUSIN CARYL.

Dear Cousin Caryl,—Instead of having a commonplace picnic with a
basket lunch in a pino grove, why do you not take your day’s outing at the
gsea shoro and havo a gonuine Rhode Island clam-bake dinner? It would
bo a change at lenst, a novelty to those who have never assisted (in the
Fronch sonse, this is,) at one of theso toothsome spreads, an unqguestioned
attraction to those who have, and last (and least) you would be doing the
fashionable thing. When ono of the Four Hundred at Nowport gives a
clam-bako dinner, a lord of tho feast, in the person of a professional getter-
up of this form of ontertainment for the physical man—and woman—is
“commanded " for tho occasion, and he is apt to be one's ideal of a veritable
old salt in looks, Ho is cortain to be gruff and kindly at onco, given to
going about bis proparations with au air of bocoming mystery, befitting the
concoction of food fit for the gods, as overy pattaker of a clam-bake diuner
declares it to be. If you look sympathetic, and all goes well, this mastor of
coromonies will very likely tell you strange tsles of the seas, but never if
his dignity is wounded, and it is sure to boe if anyone for a moment fails to
recognizo in him the Lord High-overything, ¢ la Mikadv, of the day.

It may be the genus clam-bake chef is unkndwn among you, but in
truth the average mortal is sufficiently evolved (if you have notf already
done so do read that funaoy story, “Friendly Rivalry,” in the June Harper's,)
to prepare a clam-bake, und as I have been taking lessens at first hand I can
tell you just how to go to work. Half the charm of picnicing anywhare is
in the gypsy-like freedom one feels. - It is jolliest if everybody can have a
band in doing whataver is to be done, and this arrangement, {00, keops the
actual work from being a burden to any one of the number. Stipulate that
only old clothes shall be worn, and that none but solt-air appotites will be
permitted at the foast.

You will noed clams, a great many clams, but you, who have been at
shore dinners here, will understand how very many clams will be required.
In addition have potatoes, white and sweet ones, ears of sweet corn and
fresh fish. A big salmon is delicious, Clam chowder is in order for the
first courso, but it is not always easy to provide kettles, milk and so on, and
this part of- the genuine *“bake " may be omitted. Everything beyond this
deponds upon heating the stones that sre large and flat, built by the valiam
youths of the party into a sort of branch over, and kept filled with blazing
drift or any other wood that is at hand, The stonus must bo heated red-hot,
and the length of time necessary to bring this about depends upon the size
and nature of the fire, Two hours or longer suffice usually to heat the
stones for a gonerous bhake, and 35 minutes, possibly five or ten more, is the
length of timo required to do the cooking. So govern your preparations
accordingly. Havo ready a huge pilo of wet seaweed, when the stones are
properly heated knock the oven apart to make a solid flat surface, and over
them put a thick layer of scaweed. 'The steam that swells to heaven
instantaneously is tantilizingly appetizing. Pour cn the clame now, heaping
thom in pyramid shape, over these lay the potatoes, the corn, (still in the
husks,) the fish wrapped in a wet whito cloth, and anything else appetite
suggests.  Lobsters, chickens, (prepared as for baking,) loaves of brown
bread, and others of white bread stuffed with dressing of various kinds, all
may be added at will. The bread aud chickons need to be wrapped in wet
cloths as the fish is, and all of these ¢ fixins” are propared in advance, of
course, ready to be laid on the clams at the proper moment, that none of the
rapturous stcam may be lost. Ovor the pile of cdibles a large wet white
cloth is laid, thon a big rubber blanket covering tho pyre down to the
stones, now a genorous heaping of wot seaweed over all, and lastly another
rubber shect or a square of old sail. The cloths are kept from the hot
stones around the edges to provent burning, but aro adjusted to provont ae
much cscape of steam as possiblo. Ono can bardly credit that all the
ingredionts of this wonderful pile will be ready to mske a eybaritic repast
off in little more than half-an-hour, but such is truth. Tho only stuce for
theso delectable viands is mado of mwolted butter, with the addition of a little
vinegar and pepper, to bo served hot. Into this bread, potatoes, fish, clams,
all are dipped.

Tho best picnic plates aro the thin wooden shells such as warket men
uso to send butter, lard, and so forth, home in, and these cost but a trifle,
are casily carried, and can be thrown away when used, thus lightening the
load to be carried homeward when tho day is done.

A clam-bake is vory inexpensive, you see, brings one into touch with sea
and tho sky for the time being, and in point of savoriness is far and away
boyond anything that can be prepared under s roof and carried in a napkin,

She
knows what the medicines are, what tiney are for, how to note thoir oltect
upon the pationt, how to take and keep a record of pulses, temporaturo,
olc., understonds the proper preparation of food for the sick, what to do in
cwergoncices, the whys and wherefores of all kinds of baudages aud surgical
dressings, and s0 on.  She is in fact of resl value in the sick room, and in
wany kinds of illness invaluable. Those who go into the training school
study bard and work hard for threo yeats. During that time thoy ecarn
their board and monoy ouough to buy their clothing. When thoy are
graduated they earn from fiftcon to twenty-five dollars a week, and a good
nurse is constantly employed. Things great and small all como in for a
share of attention, and only a sick person cau appreciato the presonce of a
quiet, exilful attendant, awske to every wish, almost to every thought. A
sick person is often koenly alive to small misories, and trained nurses have
due rogard for little thinga, trifles in themselves, it may be, but mesning
much to the wrotched person in bed.

CITY AND CARNIVAL CHIMES.

Owing to our having to go to press on Thureday it was impossible for
us to record the progress of our wonderfully successful Carnival beyond

Wednesdsy ovening. 1Wo now presont our readers with a brief resumé of
the rest of tho entertainments.

The fourth dsy of the carnival opened with delightful weather, but Cogs-
well's prodiction that a rainstorm was brewing proved correct, as most of his
predictions do, and in the aftornoon thero was a heavy shower accompanied
by thundor. ‘The fog which was stealthily creeping up tho harbor was met
by tho streng noriherly squall and ignominiously driven back and dispersed,
leaving tho atmosphero clear and bracing. This conflics of tho elements, to
thoso who wero fortunate enough to wateh it, although not down on the
programme, proved as intorosting as any of the struggles provided for, and
best of. oll, insured bright skies for the balance of the day and a cloar moon-
light night. Tho numerous excursion trains into the city brought thousands
of visitors, and all day thoe streets wero filled with moving throngs. Hollis
Street in the vicinity of the hotels boing the busiest of busy centres. In the
morning there was the usual oxcursion on the harbor, and tho visiting
Pressmen wero givon a drive through tho park and to tho head of the Arm,
In tho afternoon the game of base ball on the Royal Blucs’ Grounds had to
bo postponed on acconnt of tho rain, but the Amatour Athletio sports on the
Wanderers’ Grounds wero procesded with and witnessed by a large concourse

of peoploe. ‘Tho long programme of sports was gono through witk, the
ovonta of most interest boing the ruuning races (whore Tracoy succoeded in
breaking his provious records), and the Bicyelo racos, the five milo raco boing
won by Shand of Windaor. ~But the great event was the Torchlight Procos-
sion by firomon, manufacturors, tiades, athletic clubs and Oddfollows, which
fornicd on the common at cight o'clock, and marched through all the prin-
cipal stroets, finally disbanding at tho Lxhibition Building. Neover in tho
history of Ialifax has thets beon such o magnificont turn out, and visitiug
Pressmen,who aro woll qualified to speak,say that “the procession,” especially
the firoruen’s part of it, had nover beon equallod by anything thoy had seon
olsowhore. It would bo usoless to attempt to patticularize all the foaturcs
of the great procossion, which was two miles in longth, se wo will only glance
at a fow which wore espocially noticeable. Our firomon can always be relied
upon to got up a striking domonstration, but in this instance they fairly
excolled themsolves, cach engine and lioss compaay vieing to cclipso the
other in tho novelty and beauty of the designs with which they had decor-
ated their machines. The visiting firomon also oxorted their utmost
ingonuity in beautifying their hoso reols, and when they wore all in line and
marching morrily to the music of tho bands, gleaming torches, showy uni-
forms and brilliant displays of fireworks adding light and color to the
pageant, tho offect was picturesque boyound description. Tho athletic
clubs and organizitious followed the firomen and the shouts of laughter
which overywhore greoted their march proved that the comical features
which thoy had introduced to add lifo and gaioty to the procsssion wore
being duly appreciated. The snow shoe club tossing a dumumy in a blanket
was awarded by tho judges the prize for the best Athletic Club display ; but
a decorated car, dubbed “ Preston on Business and Ploasure,” which was
algo in the same division was still more provocative of laughter. The dis-
play mado by the Oddfollows was an attractive part of the procession and
the trados ropresentation which followed was decidedly creditablo to the
entorprize of our merchants aud manufacturers who wero represented, the
committes awarding the prire in this division to A. Stophen & Son, furni-
turc manufacturers. Tho Preston delegation brought up the rear of the
procession, tho gleaming oyoballs of the happy occupants of the primitive
turnouts proving how thoroughly they were enjoying the fuu. Thousands
of peoplo crowded the routo of march, private and public buildings were in
many casos illuminated, buating waved in all directions, a brilliant display
of fire-works, including rockets, red and blue lights and Roman candles,
turned the darkness of night iuto dazzling light, and everywhere the pro-
cossion was met with rousing cheers from delighted onloookors. It was mid-
night before tho city sunk to rest, thoroughly satiated with pleasure, but
glowing with satisfaction over the succoss of the Carnival.

Triday was another beautiful day, but there was a notable diminution of
tho crowd, thousauds of visitors having taken the early trains for home.
‘T'he baso ball game on the Royal Blues Grounds betweon the Lovels and
"Wovon Hose nines camo off'at 10 a. m. and was a splendid game, tho Woven
Hose winning by a scora of 7 to 3. Thero was a very small attendance,
Thero was also a gamo between colored niues at the Wanderers' Grounds,
where a phonowenal score was run up and a noisy gamo enjoyed by quite s
crowd of amused spectators.

The cricket match betweon the Wanderers and Staten Island clovens
afterwards began on the same grounds, the Wanderers badly defeating their
opponents on the first day, but owing to the rain on Saturday the match was
declared a draw.

The Firemon’s Tournament and Professional Sports at the Riding Grounds
drow a greal crowd in the afternoon and the different races betweon hose
reels and ladder corps proved quite exciting. The Halifax firomen won in
all tho ovents in which they contested, but they had their work well cut
out, and only distanced their competitors by superior skill and agility. The
Stavedore tesm, which so distinguished themselves at the military sports, met
their fato in tho tug-of-war after a gallant struggle, a picked team from the
Royal Artillery putling them back inch by inch, until tho goal bud been
wob.,

T'o the credit of Halifax bo it said the walking match at the Exhibition
Building and the sparring match failed to draw. The only reason for regret
lies in the fact that the Royal Blues, who deserve great credit for their enter-
prise in other lines—must bave lost money on this venture.

Tho gawme of ball in the afternoon on the Royal Blues Grounds was won
by the Woven Hose by a score of 13 to 4, the Socials playing a poor game.

‘The concert in the public gardens last Friday evoning was not quite so
well patronised as the one on Tuesday, but it was more pleasant for those
who ere there, 85 the crowd was not so dense as on the provious night.
The music was furnished by the bands nf the French msn-of-war Arethuss
and the 63rd, tho winner in the band competition. Tho music furnished by
cach of these bands was thoroughly appreciated, and the piccolo solo in the
fifth number by the French band was much cnjoyed. ‘The illuminations
wero all that could be desired and the fire-works, although not very varied,
wore brilliant and beautiful.

‘I'he Lall on Fridey evening in the Proviuncial Building was a success so
far os the pleasantuess and enjoyability of it was concerned. As tho Pross
tickets wore only issued on Friday afternoon, when it was too late to alter
our ongagemonts for the cvening, wo were unablo to be present. The
building was bandsomely decorated with bunting and plants, sud the
band of the West Riding Regiment rondered a choico programme of danco
music, Tho militry and naval olement was present in force, but our own
citizens woro fow and far botween, Two or threo young ladics * camo out”
at this dance, snd the verdict.of those who were prosont is that it was a

very pleasant ball,
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The opening of tho Dry Dock was witnessod by o number of gontlemen
of tho Press and othor gontlomen and ladies from tho steamor Dartmouth.
‘Ihoro was no chonco of scoing the dock pumped out, as thore soomed to bo
somo hitch in tho monns of gotting tho caisson iunto position across the
ontranco, which was scarcoly accomplished wheu the Dartmouth started on
hor roturn to tho Contral Wharf about 7,30, Thore woro sovoral submarine
dynawito oxplosions sending looso boards, ote., flying about a hoight of
fully 1560 fect into the air, and much intorest was manifeated in the descents
into tho dopths of a divor. DBut tho sight of the magnificont dock in its
smooth stato of complotion, looking s massive as granite could make it, was
amplo salisfaction to tho oxcurslonists, it being cvidont that its capactty 1e
sufliciont for tho accommodation of the largest ocoan steamors, tho dock
boing 601 fect in longth and 102 feol 1 broadth. It was a fitling oloso
to the more important foatures of the Carnival that this great work shouid
havo been oponed and shown to some at loast of our numerous visitors, and
omphatically marked the now doparture takon by cur cily this summer,
‘Tho woather continuod delightful until all the festivities of I'riday evening
woro woll over, but Saturday morning dawned wet, and it 15 porhaps to be
rogrotted that any continuation of the sports, excursions, ete., should have beon
put upon the programme. This, however, was not of much consoquonco as
tho ovents indicatod were not of primary importance.

Our splendid Carnival is over. It has beon a just cause of pride and
satisfaction Lo our own citizens, and of thorough enjoyment and gratification
to our visitors, and it cannot be doubted that many hundreds of these will
have loft with very different impressions of lalifax to the old provalent
one that it was a more ** jumping ofl’ place.” 1t has boen in overy respect a
brilliant success, and wo now make the suggestion that thero is no reason
why it should not become an anuual institution. Wo believe that many
yoors (not less than sixtoon) ago thore was a Carnival, but it could not of
courso have beon in any way comparablo to tho one wo are now recording,
Wo cannot closo our brief record without alluding to the untiring and woll
directed offorts of the committoes, which have had such sploudid results, and
though overy membor and every chairman of sub-committeos must ghare in
tho praise duo to tho whole, especial notice is due to Mr. W. C. Bishop, theo
Secrotary, whose unflagging zeal and grasp of the whole arrangomonts merit
the particular appreciation and thanks of his follow-citizens,

Tho Band comwpotiti -n at the Exhibition building will havo a tendency
to oxcito omulation amongst the bands of the Province, and oncourage thom
lo work up as near porfection as possiblo. The Lunenburg band, which
carried ofl tho 2nd prize, played most accoptably at the Wanderer’s grounds
during the athletic sports, and the Shelburne band at the Riding grounds,
during the firemen'’s tournawment, proved by their excellont playing the groat
improvomont that comes from careful practice,

A pleasant gathering of tho Sunday school scholars and teachers of St,
Luke's Cathedral took place on Wednesday at the Dingle, North-West Arm,
The childron all enjoyed the many games and good things provided, end
spent a good long day in the pleasant woods.

A nuwber of Halifaxians have dovoted the ovenings of this woek to the
ontortainment of thoir own guests and vhose of thoir friends. A numbor of
small dances, card parties and social ovenings bavo been given. It has been
a matter of regrot that thero has been no good opora company at tho acadomy.
A good opera or play is quite a rare treat to country visitors,

COMMERCIAL.

While no special animation has beon developod in trade circles thero has
boon a steady volumo of business which has oxtended through all the markets
for staple goods. The fine weathor of tho past weck has had a boneficial
offect in soveral lines, and country orders have boeen larger in number snd
more liberal in volumo, even though accounts of the various crops have con-
tinued conflicting.

Of course the carnival interfored somewhat with what is callod the
““rogular " course of trade, but the vast influx of visitors from the country
districts, as well as from places further afield, gave our dealers opportunitics
to display their commodities of which they did not fail to avail thomsolves.
They will bo sure in timo to reap the roward of the enterprise displayed by
them. Had nothing moro been gainod tho mere fact that the houses and
business edifices of Halifax, which tvo often in the past have borne a dull
and dingy appearance, have been very generally cleaued and re-painted, and
iho city is cleaner than it has boen for a long time, If for no other reason
wo ought all to applaud tho idea of a ‘ Summer Carnival.”

Dry Goovs.—A fair movoment has transpired and deliveries of fall
goods have commenced. Sorting-up orders for lato summer fabrics havo
boen more gonerous than usual. Commercial travellers in dry goods aro
succoeding in placing orders rather freely for fall and heavy winter goods.
Tho demand, though rather quiat, is steady, and it scems that the volume of
business will exceed expectations.

IroN, HarRDWARE AND METaLs, — Tho iron and metal trades have
developed some especial improvement, and have been fairly active. Pig
snd manufactured iron have had a firm tome. Cable ddvices roportsn
advance of §s. in pig lead and 10s. in galvanized iron. Canada plates are
firm and tin plates unchanged.

BreapsTurrs.—The local demand for flour has continued slow, and the
market has been quiel with a small trade. Buyers gonorally have ample
supplies on hand for the prosent and are holding off. Consequently holders
find it difficult to offect sales, The tono of tho market is oasy, and itis
reported that in somo cases prices have beon shaded. Boerbohm’s cable
says :—* Wheat quiot and steady ; corn dull, nothing doing.” The Chicsgo
whoat market was quiet and ipactive, and tho volume of trading was small.
Tho fecling was casier and pricos foll off §c. Corn has also been quiet snd
about steady throughout. Oats were unchanged. In Now York a sharp
declino in the prico of wheat was experienced. This was brought about by
lower cables, tho increase in the amount of whoat un passago, the good
weathor for securing winter and maturing and barvesting spring wheat, and
by the fact that a weak local intorest had accumulated for several days with
tho bulls being faint-hearted and easily scared. Exporters figured as sollers
on short account. A good deal of local selling also for short account put
tho market ir: unsottled shapoe. Private cables have been weaker than the

public accounts. At the seaboard wheat was stronger and advanced §c. to
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fe. Corn moved up §e. Osts wore woeaker Thero has beon a stronger
tono in tho Toledo whoat markel and pricos moved up c. to Jo.

Provisions.—Tho demand for pork has fallon off to some oxtent, and
tho markot is quiot with little busincss, owing to the fact that buyors bave
filled wants for tho presont. The feoling in tho market is steady, and pricos
unchenged. Thero is a firmer feoling in lard. In Livorpool latd was
strong and scored snothor advanco of 3d. Pork, hncon and tallow woere
firm at unchangod prices, Tho Chicago provison market has beon fairly
activo and wcakor, and pork declined 73c. Lard was also woaker and ful
off 2Jc, to Sc. Short ribs dropped 7}c. ‘Thoro was also a woeaker foeling in
tho hog markot on mixed and rough grades and prices declined Ge. to 10c.,
while othor gradea woro steady. Tho cattlo market has been modetatoly
sctivo, .
Burret.—Thoro has been little on which to comment in the butter
morket, and that littlo has not boon of special character. Trade has ruled
quiot.

Cugest.—'Tho market has had a quiot tono so far as spot transactions { »

aro concernod but, as stocks have beon woll cloaned up, tho market is firm
and well maintainod, Finost goods aro soarco and are hold for a full valu-
atlon.

Frurr.—Thoro is nothing to noto in the fruit market excopt that the
demsand has fallen oft to a cortain extont as is usual in August, In conse-
quencoe the volume of businoss transacted has beon rather contracted.

Sveanr.—[irmor advices from abroad on raw sugar note an advance of
6d, on now crop boet, and 18 on cane. This has caused a better fooling in
Canadian mnrkots on refined and prices on granulated havo beea fairly well
maintained. All offorings aro roported to havo been freoly bought up by
wholesalo grocers and that outsiders aro now cleaned out. Now that tho
market has boon cleaned up of all theso outside lots, they will go into con-
sumption and thero is no doubt that this will give buyors more confidenco in
tho market and refiners will be in o better position to sustain prices, asspec
ulators have no sugar to put on tho-market now. The prospects aro that
business will improve from this out.

Motasses,— Advices from the Barbadoes arato tho effect that the quality
of the second run this yuar is not so good as in former years. “Whother
from this or any other cause not accounted for tho fact is that prices aro not
nearly asatrong as thoy wore a fow woeks ago.

TEA~—An active onquiry continues for low grade Japans, whichare very
ecarce on  spot and will probably romain so, ss consignments on the way
aro small owing to the fact that tho crop of this class of tea has been small
this scason. In conscquence buyoers are finding some difficulty in filling
wants. Advices from abroad on all grades of Japan tea, continuo strong,
In consequence thore is a strang tone to our markets, and holders are very
firm in pricos. Tho market since our last has beon fairly active with a larger
volume of business. Tho stock of teas in Canada is not large and an
active busincss is looked for later on. Latest private Japan cables report
that a large percentage of the orders sent from this country remain unfilled,

Fiset Qirs,~The Montreal market for stesm refined seal o°l remains
steady at 45¢. In cod oil there isa very firm foeling in Newfoundland
owing to tho poor catch of fish so far. Hore we quote Newfoundland cod
oil quiet but stoady at 37¢. to 38c., and othor kinds 34c. to 36¢c. Cod liver
oil is unchanged at 65¢. for Nowfoundland, and 90¢, to 95¢c. for Norway.

F1en.—Thoroe continues to bs scarcely any change in the fish situation.
A slightly better feoling exista as to new dry cod, but quotable prices remain
as they bave beon. Other dry and scale fish havo been in demand. Few
mackerel have boon taken, and those only in small scattering lots. Some
experienced fishermen maintain that the secason will wind up with a catch
little if any helow the avorsge. Most of the mackerel taken thus far aro of
fair sizes and excellont quantity, but their numbers have been very small—
in fact thoy are not a factor in determining market prices. The domand for
good, fat herring is activo, but the supply is small. Thereforo business is
much contracled. Our outside advices are as follows :—Mfontreal, August
13.—* Sales of 250 bbls. of shore herrings arc reported at 84 to 84.50 as to
size of lot and quality. A fow small lots of Cape Broton have sold at $5.50
to 85.76. New dry cod is in fair demand at $4.50 to 34.75. There is
acarcely anything reported in green cod.” Gloucester, Mass., August 13, —

“Wo quote new Georges codfish at 3462 to $4,75 per qtl. for large, and | Hax

small at §3.50 to $3.62, Bank §3 75 for large and 82 87 for small. Shore

cents an hour.

1
shaft is made ready for further sinking, and the 100 feet lovel attained, wo
commenco drifiing {from that point towards No 2, between which points [
anticipate cuiting a rich depueit of bleck and native silver. In sinking No.
9 shaft, at a point 300 feet eastward of No. 1 after excavating some 13 feet
of boulder drift and gravelly clay loam, they struck the vein. At this
point the vein measures 4 fect 4 inches in width and carries the usual rich
black blendes, fluorite and calcito together, with black silver and iron pyrites,
and notwithstanding tho fact that it is yet in the trap overflow.

Supsury DistricT.—Three car loads of machinery arrived at the Cop
per Cliff mino last week, where s socond furnace is being put in by the
company. They are down over 400 feet in the mine now, and on the second
and third levels they found two immense pockets or domes, holding thou
sands of tons of ore—threo parts copper and ono part uickel.

Tho Simpson Bros. are still testing their 900 scro claim just ocasé of
Nickel City. They have found gold in seven diftercot places on it, and have
a crusher at work grinding out the rock taken from the test shafts. An old
horse and a primative apparatus, tho same as that used in King Solomon’s
mines, makes about 810 a day at it.

The now mansgement of the Vormillion miue are preparing to work this
magnificent property on a Jarge scale. The great hill of decomposed ore on
it is going to bo tested with a diamond drill. It is estimated by mining
experts that there are over a million tons of oro on this location alone, carry-
ing from $50 upwards of gold and platinum to the ton, besides enough sil-
ver to more than pay for workingit. The silver in it averages $11 to the
ton.— Canadian Mining Review,

Tae DiviNING or MiINERAL Rop.—The history of the uses of tho divining
rods shows that they wero first ueed in antiquity mainly or wholly for moral
purposes ; that in the middle ages their cmployment was for a long period
confined to the discovery of material objects ; but towards the end of the
seventeenth contury thoe moral uso was sgain asserted, and that in the eigh-
teenth century the divining rod was relegated to the matorial sphere and
sstumed tho comparatively modest functions, in tho discharge of which it
atill lingers among us.

It will bo remembored that the Egyptisn sorcercrs confronted by Moses
carried rods, as Moses and Aaron also did. Tho prophet Hosea denoances
the uso of rods for the divination by tho Jows. Accordiog to another pro-
phet the King of Bsbylon counsulted rods or atrows to decide his course.
Tho Seythians, Porsians and Medos used them. They wero used throughout
the Oriont and by the Turks for divination ; also by the ancient Germans
as related by Tacitus. Tho applicstion of the divining rods 1 historical
antiquity was mainly or wholly moral; that is, it was cioployed to detoct
guilt, decide futuro ovents, adviso courses of action, ote.

Tho uso of tho rod to discover hidden treasuro or metallic ore bocpme
general in Germany, and wss oxtended thenco through Flanders, England,
Sweden, France, Itsly and Spain bofore tho soventoonth century. Its usein
this country was first known aftoe the discovery of gold in Californis, since
which it bas appeared in evory mining csmp, and there always wero found
ignorant and credulous pooplo to givoe it eredence and belief.

The bost scientific oxplanation of tho movements of the divicing rod
Wiz by a French savant, Chovronl, in 1853. He ascribes the movomonts of
the 10d to minute, unconscious, muscular movements, and theso aro caused,

ho thinks, by tho imagination or intention, or unconscious decision, or ox-
planation of tho operator. Au impression that the rod will dip at a certain
point, or wish that it would, or oven in some miuds a foar that it may do so,
aro all effectivo cruses of the peculiar muscular movemont. The application
of tho rod to the discovery of motals, coal, buried treasurs, etc,, i3 shown
abundantly to bo chimurical. ‘Tho rules and methoda as well as the asserted
porformance of its professors contradict cach other, and innumerable failures
