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CONSTITUTION OF THE AMERIOAN
CHURCH.

VR givo below a brief absiract of the above as ta-
kon from the work of tbo Rev. . Caswell, an Englisly,
Clergyman, but for somo years exercising his ministry
in the United States.

At tho present juncture, when tho attention of our
Clergy and Laity is turned to tho cubject of the orga-
nization and internal repulations of'aur Church in this
Diocese, we have thought it scasonablu (o bring for-
viatd this skotch of that system which has been tested
by tiso exporionce of sonio soventy ycars, and under
which the number of Bishops and Clerpy had multi
plied more than thirty-fold within that period. Al-
though not stated in this work, we believe the fact to
bo, that iastead of an absolute veto being allowed the
Bishop, tbe rule in most Dioceses is that where a ma-

Jjority in favour of any measure is less than two-thirds
or three-fourths of tho whole, the.Bishop may oxercise
his vato, but not otherwise.—[Eb. C. T.]

Exiracts from Rerd. Henrg Caswell's Work, on the
Anmerican Church.

« A Parish vonsists of all who,in any gtven place,
prefer the Episcopal form of government and worship
—when formed, apply for adinission a3 a constituent
part of the Diocese. R possesses the advautage of in-
corporation. On Easter Monday, male Pow Llolders
assemble, open with prayer, choose Vestyy—10 in
No. Clerayinan nominates oné Warder, Vestry thoe
other; the Wardens and Vestry elect a Treasurer,
Secretary, and a defecate or delegates for Diocesan
Conventions. The TWardens an¢ Vestry manage all
parochial.affsjraand fix salaries of Clargymen, Sex-
ton, Qrpadist, &5 all lands in their charge ; and they
fix the tax on pews.

When organized applies for admission into union with
the general Conventon,  Tbe business of a Diocess is
conducted in & Convention, consisting of its Bishap,
Clergy and Lay delegates appointed by tho Parishion-
ers, some gending 8, 2, or 1. The Convention mects
once a yeat, of oftener if required.  When assembled,
the Bicliop sits witkin the rails of Communion, the
Cleray and Laity occopying front pews,  Aftor pray-
ers auw a sermon, names are called, Secretary appoint
ed, and a Commutice to examine testimonials of Lay
delegates. The Clergy then present written reperts of
the state of their parubes, the Bishop delivers his An-
nuul Address, gives an account of Lis Episvopal acts
during the past year, parishes visited, and their condi-
tion, Ordinations, Confirmations; Churches, &c.; state
of Colleges and Theological Institutionr, &e., &e.

He enumerates forty-seven different kinds of flowers
found there, without pretending to complete the list—
* A botanist,’ he remarks, ¢ might spend a year there,
and every day be aldding now specimens to his collec.
tion* Y Tho plain between Hufa and the bass of Car-
mcl, though washed by the sca, is still cultivated and
is very ferlile. One large tract was covered with
wheat, the stalks of which could bardly support the
heavy ears (hat weighed them down. Thera were or-
chards, in which 1 noticed olives,a few date trees, fig
trees, and pomegranates.  The Indian fig or prickly
pear was abundant. Vegetables, cspecially cucum-
bers, were ripening under the eyo of watchors who oc.
cupied lodges on the margin of the gardens, to protect
thém against depredations.
