To commemorate the establishment of
the Imperiul penny poetage, on Christmas
day, it hias been decided to issue a special
postage stamp of the denomination of two
cents, The Postmuster-General has not
fully decided upon the design, but seversl
sketches are under his consideration, nearly
all of which embody the Imperial idea. It
is understood that the stamp will be in use
for a limited period ouly. The reduced
poatags rates will be on letters passing
between Canada and Grest Britain and
Ireland, British Indis, Newfoundland, snd
and the following African protectorates:—
British FEast Africa—Ugands, Zanzibar,
Britsh Central Africa—the Niger Coast
protectorate and the Niger Co.’s territory,
the rate being two cents per half ounce,
instead of five cents as heretofore: It is
hoped that othier portions of the Empire
will bave completed arrangements for
adopting this reduced rate at the same
time or shortly thereaftar. Daenotice will
be given to postmasters and the public
from time to time as to the countries or
oolonies to which the redneed rate will
apply.
