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THE ANTISEPTIO SYST':M AT EDINBUF.GH.

Although the vital importance in surgery of
the antizeptic gystem is now very generally re-
cognized, it is difficnlt for thoso who have had
little experience of the advantages to be derived
from tke trentment to form a just appreciation of
ita merits, even thongh fully convined of the
truth of the great principles upen which it is
based. To such, therefore, an acconnt of the
comparatively recent improvements in practical
details may not be without interest, illustrated by
notes of a few cases, showing the character of the
results which are now obtained in Mr. Lister’s
wards at the Royal Infirmary of Edinburgh ; and
a8 X have during three months of last session en-
joyed unusual opportunities for observing for my
self the efficiency of the treatment in his hands, I
bave asked and obtained his consent to the pub-
lication of the following facts, some of which
have not hitherto been laid before the profession.

Mkr. Lister principally relies at the present time
on three antiseptic agents : carbolic acid, boracie
acid, and chloride of zine, each of which is posses-
sed of peculiar properties, which render their em-
ployment advizable under different circumstances.
The first differs from the other two in being vola~
tile, and is therefore employed by preference in
every cnse in which a cavity exists, into which
regurgitation of air is liable to occur, both during
and after the changing of the dressiug ;-any such

- air is deprived of its septic influence by the vu-

_pour of carbolic acid which oxists between the
meshes of the gauze or amongst the drops of the
spray; but it would be quite unaltered after pas-
sing through a sabstance containing a non-volatile
antiseptic salt, such 23 boracio acid, the action of
the latter being confined to the objects with
which it comes into actual contact. The propor-
tion of the ingredients with which the gauze is
saturated is as follows : by weight—carbolic acid
1, resin 5, paraffin 7. The resin is employed on
account of the tenacity with which it holds the
‘carbolis acid, the paraffin (which gives it up with
great readiness) being sdded to give the mix-
ture a suitable consistence. In making a dressing
s sufficiently large piece is folded in eight layers
to overlap the wound in all directions, to a greater

- or lees extent, in proportion to the amount of dis-
charge that is anticipated. Between the two out~
er layers a plece of thin macintosh cloth (stained
red for distinction) is interposed, by which the
discharge is made to traverse the whole of the
seven Jayers before it becomes exposed to the
causes of putrefaction by reaching the surface.
Witbout such an arrangement the oontinual flow
of the fluid would soon exhaust the carbolic acdd
from the part of the gauze immediately over the
wound, and ¢his would then coase to form & bar-
rier to the spread of decomposition inwarda,

For use as a lotion, carbolic acid is dissolved in
water in the proportion of 1 part to 20 or 1 to
40 ; the weaker solutions being now abandoned,
as they did not appear to be perfectly trust-
worthy., The 1 to 20 lotion is employed for de-
stroying already existing organisms, as—e. g, in
the injection of a recent compound fracture, for
purifying the epidermis of a part on which opera-
tion is to be performed, or for the cleansing of an
ulcer in which putrefaction has been allowed to
take place. The solution of 1 in 40 of water is
used for the spray, and during the changing of an
ordinary dressing, and for most purposes it will
be found a lotion of very convenient strength.
Before an operation some of the instruments,
such as the saw and cutting pliers, are purified
by smearing them with & solution of one part of
the acid in ten of olive or other sweet oil, and the
same i3 used a8 a temporary dressing after opera-
tions on some putrid cases; but for cleansing
knives and moat other instruments, for which the
oil has no special virtues, either in facilitating
their working or in penetrating intricacies of
their surface, dipping in 1 to 40 watery solution
is quite sufficient. It is of great imporiance that
catheters, &c., shonld be freed from septic germs
before use, a8 there can be no doubt that in very
many cases decomposition of urine has followed
the introduction of instraments into the bladder.
For this purpose a 1 to 50 of oil is found to be
sufficiently powerful, and it does not, as do
stronger solutions, prove in the least irritating to
the urethra.

The antiseptic qualitiea of boracic acid were
discovered a short time ago in Sweden; but
though used for preserving articles of food, it had
not proved of any value as a surgical application
until its slight solubility in water was ingenious-
Iy turned to acconnt by Mr. Lister, for the pur-
pose of storing up & supply of the acid in the so-
called boric lint. As boracic acid is much more
soluble in hot than in cold water, the effect of
soaking lint in a saturated boiling solution, is a
copious depodit of the erystals throughout its sub-
stance on cooling and drying ; and as these will
be but slowly acted upon by the discharges from
the wound, which are a¢ or below the tempera-
ture of the body, the lint remains for a considera-
ble time efficacious as an antisepsio application.
A oold saturated solution of the acid is also em-
ployed as & lotion, with the asistance of whicha
moist dressing may, if required, be made by wet-
ting with it the baric lint, over which is placod a
picoe of ordinary oiled silk or gutta-percha tissue.
But, as & general rule in cases free from patre-
fastion it io used as & dry dresing, overlap-
pmgapwoeofthepmtmhvemmhnedmﬂ:the
lotion, and it is often found very conveniemt to
fix the lint by means of collodion, its edges hav-
ing been previously frayed out with a pin for the
purposo. . The special advautage of boracio scid
is itx extremo blandness; it is in substance al-

most tasteless, and a8 the crystals themselves are
very soft and almost greasy,-resembling closely
in physical properties these of the crystallizable
fats, it acta but very slightly either es & mechani-
cal or chemical irritant; but its non-volatility,,
for the reasons before mentioned, ¥imits ita appli-
cation to superficial sores, in the treatment of
which it will be fourd invaluable.

Chloride of zinc, though long known as a sur-
gical remedy, owes its reputation largely to its
employment by Mr. Campbell do Morgan, of the
Middlesex Hospital. It is remarksble as well
for the potency of its action as for the duration of
its effects ; thus, besides being a most efficient
corrector of putrefaction, it has the advantage of
preserving or pickling the part to which it is ap-
plied for about threo days. But as, like boruicio
acid, is non-volatile, and is moreover a powerful
caustio to the tissues, its employment ia confined
in Mr. Lister's practice to a limited number of
casez.  He makes uso of asolution offorty grains
to the cunce of waterfoz- application to the surface
of the wound, after operating on a part where de-
composition is already present, or on cne which
communicates directly with one of the natural
cavities of the body (as, for example, after re-
moving piles or cuttmgsﬁstn]n), and in this
way, even if yut:refactmn be ot completely exadi- <
cated, its noxjous prodacts cannot inflmenco the
general cavity of the wound during the three
days prior to granulation, when the tissues are
specially prone to irritation and absorption, For
the method of employment in the former class of
cases, I may refer to that of J. W—- given be-
low, and to that of W. M‘ K~——, who, besides
other injuries, had sustained & severe compound
fracture of the ringfinger of the right hend,
which was not submitted to Mr. Lister’s inspec-
tion. till several days after the sccident, when i
was found that the wound had putrefied and was
much inflamed, having assumed a sloughy appear-
ance, while the proximal phalanx was necrosed.

Mr. Lister amputated the finger, removiug the
necrosed phalanx with dressing forceps, and fa-
shioning two lateral flaps frorn the inflamed tis-
sues. After removing as far a8 possible the ad-.-
herent sloughs, the raw surfaces were fresly treat-
ed with the solution of chloride of rinc, and &
piece of lint scaked in earbolized oil (1 to 10)
was inserted between the lips of the wotnd,
whick were not brought togethen at all, and the
whole hand was loosely enveloped in the antisep~
tio gauza. The oiled lint was changed by the
nurse every throe hours during the firnst day, and
afterwards the littly and middle fingers were ban-
daged together and the ordinsry ganrs dressing
applied, the case being from this tims treated s
though it had been “aseptic” from the first. The
wound rapidly assumed a healthy appeerance;
while the discharge, which had previously bean
copious and fouliy oiknsive, became sarcus, sod

rapzdlydimmﬂ-‘led innmonnt,munmgﬁ-eo‘
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from putrefactive odour to the lask Very soon
safter the operation symptoms of tetanus sppeared,
which eventually proved fatal to the patient; but
it must be added that thisis only the second case
of tetanus that has occurred in Mr, Lister's prac-
tice during the last six years, and, «s in both of
theoe decomposition bad been allowed to take
place, it is only fair to infer that in them, at
least, it had something to de with the disease.

It is also worthy of remark that in Mr. Lister’s
wards all arangements a8 regards bedding, uten-
gils for urine, &c., are 80 planned a8 to avoid as
much as possible the vitiation of the atmosphere
by putrid emanations, and this circumstance no
doubt aids the antiseptic management of the cases
in bringing about the perfect immunity from py-
emia and hospital gangrene, which, considering
how crowded the beds are, constitutes one of the
most remarkable as well a3 beneficent features of
the treatment.

After operations about the face or mouth, the
action of chloride of zinc is found to be exceed-
ingly beneficiel. Thus in the case of 8. F—,
half of whose lower jaw was removed by Mr. Lis-
ter on Jan. 15th, 1873, on account of & very
large and rapidly-growing sarcoma, the chloride
was applied freely to the surface of the wound,
while over the incision in the rkin a boric dres-
sing was placed, under which union by the first
intention went on without interruption. There
was ot the slightest offensive swmell about the
patient’s breath on the second and third days after
the operation, and he was thus saved from the
irritation, to say nothing of the risk, which is so
often connected with this period in such cases.

All those who have applieda lotion contain-
ing carbolic acid to a raw surface must bave no-
ticed, as a result, that the serous discharge of the
first few hours is much greater iz amount than
that which occurs in similar cases where simple
water is used; and this evil—for an evil it is—is

_probably a necessary one in connexion with the
antiseptic treatment, as it can bardly be supposed
that an agent powerful enough to destroy the liv-
ing causes of putrefaction should be absolutely
unirritating to the higher animal tissues. It in-
_volvea, however, the neressity for providing a
very free drainrge at first ; but as, if decompogition

_do uot occur, no subsequent inflammation is antici-

_pated, and as in most cases early union of the cu-
laneous surfaces is of very grest importance, the

, Bimple method of attainiag this result by leaving
& wide interval between the stitches is seldom ad-

“visable. Accordingly, Mr. Lister makes use in
almost all his cases of the drainage-tube, his mo-
dification of which is as follows: A piece of india-
rabber tubing provided with suitable holes is cut
obliquely at the inner end, 8o that it may not be

_closed by pressing against the flat surface of the

- interiorfof the wound, while through opposite sides
of ‘the tube, close to its outer extremity, two
pieces of silk are passed with s fine needle, and

"the ends of each-are cut at’n distauce of about

.two inches, and fastened together by & knot. 1t

should be of such a length that when inserted ss
fax as possible into the wound, its outer end, pre-
vioualy cutobliquely or transvemely, according to
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with the surface of the skin, a ppsition which the
pieces of silk will be fonrnd to maintain. With
such s arrangement the dischsrge is shed with
great perfection, and the surgeon may placo the
stitches a8 close together as he pleases

Another way of accomplishing the same thing
is by means of the sponge, the use of which isin-
dicated in those cases where a cavity remains, the
walls of which it is desired to keep in apposition
by the uniform pressure which this methed pro-
vides. The sponge, previously scaked in & atrong
watery solution of carbolic acid and thoroughly
squeezed, is applied over the wound between the
protctive and the folded gauze, the whole dressing
being firmly secared by a bandage. Unless com-
bined with a drainage tube, a pretty wide inter-
val must be left between the stitches. As anex-
ample of ita employment, I may refer to the case
of E. F——_, & young lady four years of age, from

- {whom Mr: Lister removed an enchondroma the

size of a hazel nut, growing from the posterior
border of the scapula. At the operation, which
took place on March 5th, 1873, the arm was keld
well back by an assistant, so as to render the tu-
mour prominent under the skin, and an incision
1}in. to 2 in loug was made down on to this
parallel to the edge of the bone ; while another 1
in long, was carried outwards at a right angle,
from the centre of the first. After cutting through
the superficial fat, an oblique notch was made in
the scapula on each side of the tumour, and the
plece enclosed between the two was then removed
with cutting-pliera.  When the arm resumed its
natural position. the edge of the bone was at some
distance from the wound. No ‘stitches were em-
ployed; but protective was placed on the in-
cision, and over this the sponge, and then the
gauze dressing, and the whole was well secured
by o bandage. The sponge was removed on the
6th March ; and neither then mnor at any subse-
quent period could anything be pressed out of the
wound, ner was 8 trace of pus seen from first to
last. On March 218t a sound cicatrix, evidently
some days old, was disclosed on finally removing
the dressing. - .

SHORT NOTES.

USE OF BORAX AND NITRATE OF POTASH IN
SUDDEN HOARSENESS.

Dr Corson, of Orangs, who is at the head of a
special service for diseases of the lungs and throat,
has tried s mixture of the above two salts with
success in cases of gudden hoarseness produced by
the action of cold. With special application to
speakers and gingers, Dr Corson recommends the
following mesus, which often produces an instan-
taneous and migical effect. A bit of borax, not
larger than a pea, is allowed to melt slowly in
the mouth about ten minutes before speaking or
singing. This brings on an sbundant secretion
of saliva which moistens the mouth and throst.
The effocta of this {sort of cold may often be
atopped at the outsot, and the action of borax is
helped by the use of uitrate of potssh. - On the
eve of the day when the speaker or singer is to
appear in public, he is made to take about as

water before getting into bed, and he s to be

warmly covered. Itis quito obrious that thess
means do not apply {o chronic casea or to acite
attacks of inflammation, which demand quitess
different kind of trestment—New York Medical -
Journal

TINCIURE OF CHELOBIDE OF IBON FOR CORNE

Dr. O. Barber states (Lyon Medicals) that he -
has cured thres cases of corns on the toes by tha .
application of & drop of the tinctare of chlorids -
of iron applied on the corns night and morning.
This application was continued for fifieen days
in one case, when the corns from which the pa-
tient had suffered for thirty or forty years were"
entirely destroyed, and pressure on the part gave
not the least uneasiness. )

THE SULPHITES IN. INTERMITTENT FEVER.

In an exhaustive treatise recently brought before
the Royal Institute of Lombardy, Dr. G. Farally,
after examining critically the results of all the
therapeutical experiments that have been' made
until now with the sulphites, especially in in-
termittent fever, arrived at the following conclu-
gions, which he considers to be definitive:—1,
It is not shown that intermittent is of & zymotio
character. 2. However, the sulphites in many
casea cure intermittent fever, though their action
is not so rapid and constant as that of quinine,
3. Their mode of action seems to depend on their
reductive, rather than on their anti-fermentative
power. 4. The only result really due fo them,
and established by a number of accurate observa-
tions, is the greater rapidity with which they
seem to combat abdominal phenomena. 5. Their
protracted vse brings on a certain degree of anw-
mia, and thus favours the development of palndal
cachexia. 5. Their prophylactic property,.which
hed been imagined a priori, i3 not established by
accurate observations, as is that of sulphate of
quinine. 7. In the treatment of intermittent
fever the sulohites are much less efficacious than’
cinchona and its preparations, and it is only when
these bave failed that recourse may be had to the
sulphites, 8. Preparations of arsenic, which
should seldom be used in miazmatic fever, are yet
better than the sulphites in combating paludal ca-
chexia. 9. Out of the three methods generally em- -
ployed in the treatment of periddic fevers, the.
sulphites and hyposulphites, mamifestly inferior to
quizine, both ag a- propbylactic and curstive
means, must be considered as even less efficacicus
than the preparations of arsenic. '

. TREATMENT OF DYSENTERY. .

Dr. Amelung, basing his views of the treatment
of dysentery on the snatomo-pathological fact that
the disease consisted in diphthexie of the larger
bowel, haid recoursé to.the dse of carbolic aidd
during the recént epidernic ‘whicki prevailed in
Germnany. - When the large intestine "contained
a quantity of bard fecal matter-he prescribed an
emulsion of castor oil, followed the next day by
a dose of carbolic acid. “Whan the stools were ai-
ready mucous -and. bloody, and- acompanied by
great tenesmus, he immediately administered the
acid. From two to five days after the beginning of
ths treatment the stools wouald become - quite wa- -

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tincture of catechn when diarrhea was persistent.
The strength of the solution used was one part
carbolic acid to two hundred of water, with the
addition of a little tincture of opium. In his ar-
ticle on the above, recorded in Berlin. Kiin. Woch-
enschrift (No. 11, 1873), the author does not
venture on any explanation of the drug’s action,
whether due to direct local irfluence or to'ita ef-
fects through the medium of tho blood. Out of
eighty cases thus treated only two ended in death.

TREATMENT OF INFANTILE CHOLERA.

In Jahrbuch fur Kinderheils. (Jabrg. vi, Heft

2, 1873), Dr. Wertheimber, of Munich, advocates,
a8 the result of fhis extcnaive expericuce of dis-
cases of children, the use of preparations of am-
monia and China tea sdministered alternatively
in cases of the above. Besides their stimulating
influence on the activity of the heart and slack-
ened pulmonary circulation, the preparations of
ammonia have the advantage of neutralising the
.acids devcloped in the stomach by the fermenta-
tion of non-digested milk. 'The tea acts energeti-
cally on the rtate of drowsiness, and causes the
little patients to revive rapidly. At the same
time, and as adjuvants, he employs large mustard
plasters, and repeated friction with camphorated

alcohol on the surface.

DEATH THROUGH GONORRHORA ANRD CHORDEE.

This remarkable case occurred in the wards of
Dr. Villeneuve, in one of the Marseilles hospitals.
The patient wasa man of twenty-three. The
gonorrheea was very intense, and accompanied by
chordee and continual erections. Six leeches
were applied to the root of the penie. Two days
afler an eachar formed on the most culminating
situation of the penis, and, on failing, uncovered
the corpora eavernosa and urethra to the extent
of three or four centimetres. ° Rigor occusred five
days after, followed by pain in the joints of the
upper limbs. Bome amendment ensued, but on
the fifth day later purnlent effusion in the left
elbow wag discovered ; delivium then supervened,
and the patient died after an arterial hemorrhage
through the wound in the penis. At the post-
mortem the following lesions were observed :—
Denudatien of the corpors, phlebitis of the pro
- static plexus, metastatio abscesves in the liver and
left lung, pus-in the muscles and elbow joint of
the right arm. The course of the disesse had
been as follows :—Urethritis, inflammation of the
corpora, phlebitis of the plexus of the penis and
prostate, pyemia. .

THE OXALATE OF PROTOXIDE OF IRON.

At a recont meeting of the' Académis de Méde-
cine (Bull ds {dcademis, Oct 12) M. Caventou
delivered in his report on this substance, which
had been laid before. the Academy two years
since by M. Girard. Tho xeporter stated that
the mode of preparation recommended by M. Gir-
aid. Is in no wise different from that usually em:
ployed in laboratorice. Tts therapeutical proper-
ties have been carefully tested by . M. Hérard in
cases of chlorosis, ansemis, end these prove to be
worthy of attention, presenting s preparation of
iron which, while proving efficacious, has no ten-
dency to produce constipation. -The preparation
ir almost insipid, is resdily taken by patients,

it est ablishes a peculiar claim by not cansing con
stipation.  Indeed, by raising the quantity to
from thirty to fifty centigrammes, an aperient
action is obtained M. Caventou considers that
t his remedy should be indorsed with the reom-
mendation of the Academy, which is necessary
for the autherization of new remedies during the
intervals that elapse between tho editions of the
Codex.

) QUINIA NOT AN OXYTOCIC.

Dr. A. D'Arcourd, ex-division surgeon of the
Freuch Army, now of Thebes, Alexander Co.*
1, writes that for bver 25 years he has used
quina in large doses for the cure of intermitient
fever, in pregnant women as well as in othér pa-
tients, without any symptoms of uterine disorder

in the former resulting ; and in 98 or 99 cases in

a hundred the malarial aJection has been control-
led early, and such bas been the result of this
treatment in every latitade. ’ .
LIQUOR PICIS ALKALINUS. .
Dr. L. D. Buckley, of New York,. gives th
following formula for this preparation, which
was originally devised by his father : B Liguid
pitch 3ij ; caustio potash Zj; water fi3v.. Mix
and dissolve for external use. This mixes with
water in al! proportions, and only moderately
discolours the skin. It dries rapidly and leaves
very little stickiness. He has used it in all de-
grees of strength, and regards it aa the best pre-
paration of tar.

TREATMENT OF CHILBLAING.

F. Rhien recommends an aqueous solution of
jodine and tannin as s remedy for chilblaina.
He says that the result exceeded his expectations
—five applications of the remedy being successful.
The spplication has also been tried by others:
with good results when properly spplied. The
solution is made a8 followe: About su ounce of
tannin is dissolved in half & pint of water ; seven-
ty-four grains of iodine are dissolved in an ounce
and three-fourtha of epirit of wins ; the two solu-
tions are then mixed, and enough water:is ad-
déd to make up the whole to two and a half pints.
The remedy is applied -once daily, the best
time being before going ‘to -bed. -.The mix-
ture is gently warmed over » very slow fire; the
affected part is dipped in it while still ‘cold, and
held thers-until the liguid, on being stirred, feels
uncomfortsbly hot. The vessel is then removed
from the fire, and the part is dried over it The
vessel uzod must be of earthenware or porcelain,
Hiot of ‘metal. ~ Care should be taken not to use
oo .great a quantity of iodine,‘especiaily when
abrasions are present. :. ‘. ’

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The withdrawal of the homcopathic members
from the Medical Couancil under the leadership of
Dr. Campbe!l in & matter on which we are free to
congratulate our readers as likely to be attended
with relief and advantage. The circumstances of
the withdrawal are such as to exhibit the homeo-
pathists in the light of & body of men swayed by
the personal feelings and wounded vanity of &
single man ; and if this action should result in
the entire break-up of the unnatural alliance that
has been enforced under the Medical Act of On-
taric, es threatened, it will further be a matter for

congratalation. We have termed the alliance
unnatural ; it has also cost the profession in On-
tario some degradation in the eyes of foreign
friends,—a feeling which we trust will soon be
removed. Harmonious co-operation with the
homaopathista baving proved a delusion and an
impossibility, it as well that the attempt at union
and co-operation should cease; and for the sake
of public opinion and influence it is also well that
the first step in this action should be taken by the
homeeopathists themselves, As for the regular
profession, its members must sirply view the at-
tempt at alliance as a justifisble experiment,
which, while it has come to an end in four years,
and has so demonstrated intringic elements of
failure, has yet served to bring out some import-
ant resalts. Xt has been shown that students
who have to prepare themselves in all the funda-
mental branches of medical science as thoroughly
for eclectic and homeopathic practice as regular
stadents, will not of themselves elect to be exam-
ined in homweopathic medicine. They prefer to
become * regulars” while they have the oppor-
tanity. Not a single ahxdenthaspmmtedhim—
self before the homeopathic examipers in four
years ; and this fact shows that under the system
of @ one portal, homwmopathy would soon be ex-
tinguished ix Canada. The alliance has demon-
strated this inequality ; and having demonstrated
it, it has perhaps done all that could be expected
from it. .

One patural effect of the hommopathic rupture
has been to attract more strongly to the afairs of
the Medical Council the attention of the public
Accordingly, the secular press of the Province has
been much mors oocapied in presenting medical
matters to general readers than otherwise would
bave been the caza It may bo noticed that the
Qlobe now advocates’ what s:ay.be called free-
trade in medicine, and recommends the discon-
tinuaios of protection by certificate. . The Globe

having alws7s dealt tenderly with the homeeopa-
thists, even now iz blinded by sympathy. There
is much in the tone of the Globe’s remarks that
is objectioneble, and which betrays great ignor-
ance on the part of the writer of the real position
of modern medicine ; bat in the suggestion of
free-trade in the practice of physic it will prob-
ably find an unexpected echo from many in the

This | profession, 'We know that there has been of late

years a current of opinion in medical ranks set-
ting in thuverydxrechon and though it is a
minority opinion, yet it has been more generally
looked forward to as the alternative of defective
legislation than is poesibly supposed. In such e
cage the efforts of educated practitioners would
be directed to means of protecting themselves by
estublishing Jocal and general medical societies,
very much in the manner that is followed in the
United States. They would depend upon a sys-
tema of censorship for keeping out unqualified
men; anud as for the rest, it wonld have to be
left, pretty much as the Globe wickes it to be
left, for the public to find out who are and who
are not qualified for the successful practice of
medicine. Our people, however, have been too
long familiarized with the system of legal qualifi-
cstion to lightly throw such & system, with its
manifest advantages, aside ; and under present
circamstances it is not likely that s demand for
ita abolition will proceed from medical men. It
could only be in the case of the Legisalature refus-
ing to legislate on the proposed Consolidated
Medical Act, or in the case of great political
grievance that any such demand would come
froem the profession.

Statistics compiled by the Registrar General of
Englaud show the following results with respect
to the' proportion of medical practitioners and
population. Taking the whole of England and
Wales, the proportion of qualified practitioners is
about 9 for every 10,000 of the population; but
in London the proportion is nearly 20, while in
‘Wales it is less than 6, and in Cheghire and Lan-
cashire less than 7. It may be beld that in the
settled parts of Canada a district must have a
lesst & thousand of population to constitute a
field for practice for one medical man. And this
is about the awersge propomon, though in the
cities the number of doctors is much exoceded,
while of course, iri the rear toynships snd poorer

settled districts, medical men axc varymoe,md
the proporhon in reversed. -

A London contemporasry very properly objects
to & misuse, by hospital governors, of contribu-]
tions given for the use of thesick. Itappears to
be & plan adopted by some of these institutions, to
xpendthepmterpartof.mnudonaﬁoninad-
vertising its veceipt in the “agony column™ of
the lading daily jowrnal. Our ‘contemporary
observes :—* Take, for enmple, last Monday's
psper. It may be to the bonourable
gentleman and lsdy who gave £1 to the fands of
the institution to know ikat just half that sum
hss beea expended in advertising the receipt of
the donation ; but it not unfrequently happens
thstthemrmved(ﬁumdonnhonbox,&c,)m

absolutely less than the cost of the advertisement.
Is in it any wonder, then, that wards still remain
nnopened.” There is no doubt a greai deal of
hospital mismanagement in London and else-’
where, but as a rale no class of institutions ara,
better managed.

Professor Struthers, in a letter recently pub-
lished, states that the total annual value of bur-.
saries in the University of Aberdeen is as fal-,
lows:— in Arts £3646 16s; in Divinity £650; in
Medicine £16; in other words, that the A ctsbur-
saries are in the proportion of two to three stu-
dents; the Divinity bursars are to studeute as'29~"
to 44; the medical bursaries are almost of no va-*
lne. Dr. Struthers arguea that soch a state of®
matters gives the Arts and Divinity stodents an
advantage over medical students. Nevertheless, *
he shows that while the Arxta classes have in'
point of numbers stood still, and the Divinity'
classes have rether decreased, the Medical classes:
have been steadily increasing. We venture the”
remcrk that a much similar condition of thingn
would on investigation be found to exist in the’
Universities of Canada. Nearly all these hold '
out great inducements to studenta in Artsin the ~
shape of bursaries and scholarships, and compara-
tively little inducement of the same kind to stu- *
denta in Medicins; indeed, in ons institation that
could be named the medical bursaries and prizes
are nik And yet an increasing preponderance of
the number of medical over students in other fac-
nlties at all these institutions is to be noted. There-
is no doubt something fascinating and sttractive .
in the study and practice of medicine which ao-.
counta for the ¢hoice of yourg men in thus select-
ing their profession. At all eveits it is apparent .
that teachers of medicine in colleges need not place -
any dependence on such artificial helpa to obtain
students as bursaries and prizes. The less any fao--
ulty depends upon such aid the better; and yet .
when we see sach a disparity in the rewards held -
out to students of medicine and consider the
growing cost of a medical education, we cannot,
bat think that dosiors to Univeriities might well -
hold in their memory the atruggles of the poorer -
class of medical students ‘and awnrd to them:
some share of their generous sssistance. The.
foundation of prizes in medicine wight also well
engage the thoughts of moneyed men desirous of -
sdvancing the cultivation of medical science and
of associaing their names with such a worthy ob~
ject of ambition and utility. :

NOTES IN PRAJTICE

On the 8th ult. I was called in eonmlhbon

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very weak, pulse 100 to 120, and the affected
limb largely swollen for some distance above the
Inee joint, and exhibiting irregnlar patches and
lines of redness. The enlarged and hardened
lymphatics which had previously been quite dis-
tinct, were now nearly indistinguishable, but the
absence of diffuse and continaed redress, and the
fact that & hard cord bad extended npwards from
the wound proved that the diagnosis was correct.
As the patient was evidently sinking, the only
ireatment that counld be prescribed witk any hope
-of benefit waa stimnlant and tonio—general sup-
porting measures, in fact—with iron to improve
the blood, and warm fomentations and anodyne
-applications locally. All in vain were our efforts
—the patient sank and ultimately died about the
tenth or twelfth day from the beginning. The
same vaccine matter, 1 believe, with which he
had vaccinated others in the neighborhood, he
bad vsed on himself, and inserted it in the calf of
the leg because it would not act in the arm.
“Two or three days after its insertion into the leg,
-the part began to pain and swell, and red streaks
1o run up the leg, while, in addition, chills end
uneasy sensations invaded his body, 8o that the
corstitution began to suffer.

The reason of this untoward course of vaccina~
fion at certain times, or in certain persons, I can-
motaxplmn,andldmnot now hazard the
-opinion whether these results are the effects of
gome change in the matter used, or some peculi-
arity in the person operated on, or because one of
the lympbatic vessels itself may have been
wounded, and become the recipier. of the virus,

Certain it is that this result of vaccination is
alarming, end calls for extreme caution in the use
of matter and the choice of means and circum-
stances with which vaccinstion is performed.

This is the second case I have visited in nearly
the same neighborhood since last fall, in which
wvaccination . was the starting-point of disesse.
The other was in the arm, and seemed to have
more the character of erysipelsa. She, however,
socovered after a long sickness, which was acoom-
paniod with a great deal of suppuration’ in the

arm.

NECROLOGY.

WILLIAM TYLER SMITH.

Itis our sad duty to record the death of Dr.
‘Williamn Tyler Smith. This took piace suddenly
at Richmond on Whit-Monday, exactly forty
years from tha day on which he entered the pro.
fesaion in which he rose to ‘such a distinguished
position. Never robust, he had been ailing in
health for some yeara. Several severe attacks of
epistaxis had prostrated him at no very long in-
tervalz. For more than a year he had been
Imown to have albuminuria, his heart was weak,
and he was subject to purpura. Some months
ago he had an attack of uremia, under which he
‘was insensible for some hours. Conscious of the
necessity for rest, he had lately spent from Fri-
day to Monday in the courisy, aud he was stay-
ing at Richmond when the end came. He had
gone down to the river-side, where he was found
a4 half-past five in the afternoon, sitting on a gar-
den step insensible. Mr. Hills, of Richmond,
who was on the bridge, was called, and had him
removed to the Infirmary, where he was seen al-
most immediately after by Mr. Withecomb., It
is needless to say that every attention that skill
and Kindness could prompt was given. He
never rallied, but sank soon after eight the same
evening. Dr. Gustaves Murray, who had seen
him in the uremic attack already mentioned, be-
lieves that the fatal attack was of the same na-
_ ture. At a coroner’s inquest held next day, a

verdict of ¢ Died from natural canses was return-
-ed. Such was the end of a man whose remark-
-able abilities had earned for him eminent suscess
in practice and a name which can never be dis-
severed from the history of obstetric medicine.

He was born in the neighborhood of Bristol on
the 10th of April, 1815 He entered the medi-
cal school of that city, and ®ecame prosector and
post-mortem clerk. He was a zealous student,
and was a member of a debating society.

Tyler Smith, like so many others who have
shed lustre upon their vocation, was in the most
absolute sense of the word, a self-maade man, Of
feeble health, his early education had been neces-
sarily neglectcd. This circamstsace, which to most
men, would have been an irreparable misfortune,
was to him, always self-reliant and ambitious,
the spur to the attainment of the noblest and best
education for work, that which a strong mind a-
«chieves for itself He entered the medical school
at Bristol; and when it is told that no other door
to the Temple of Medicine was open to the poor
scholar, the provincial schools have more than

Jjustified their existence. The great metropolitan
and university schools have in our day preduced
few greater men.- We believe his medical edu-
cation was entirely carried out in Bristol: but he
sought a career in London. He took the degree

-of M.B. at the University of London in 1840,
and that of MLD. in 1848. He passed the i'.x-'
minaﬁon for the Licence of the College of Phy-

isna’in 1850, and was raide a Fellow in 1859,
e neld the offics of Examiner in Obstetrics at
the University of London for the neual period of
five years,—Lanost.

MEDICAL CHIT-CHAT.

DISCOVERY OF HUMAN REMAINS ik A
: PEAT BOG.

A very singnlar discovery of the remains of a
butnnn being has been made in a bog near Omagh,
It appears from an account furnished to a local
paper, the Tyvone Constitution, by the Rev. Geo.
Sidney Smith, D.D., rector of Drumragh, that a
ghoi & time ago some turf{cutters were engaged a%
their work near hia residence when the spade cat
ont what appeared to be a human hand.  On far-
ther search, nearly the whole skin of a mea of
Jarge size waa recovered, Tho antiseptic proper
* ties of peat bog ares0, well known that th.y need
not be dwelt upon, snd it is consequeatly mnot
very wondetful to lenrn that the structares were
found in a perfect state of preservatior, as if tan-
ned ; but what doee not seem 50 easy of explana-
tion is the fact that no bene of any kind was dis-
covered. When the skin was spread out on the
ground much of it was torn in strips, but there
remnined the whole arm like a coatslesve, only
split up from the wrist to the shoulder. The
right band with the nails-—and very large onee—
attached, the skin of the foot with the great toe-
nail, renching up above the ankle, abont twelve
inches altogether, were recognized.  Neither the
band nor foot was split, but whole. The other
prrtions of the integument lpoked like the cover
ings of the back, shoulders, chest, and possibly the
face ; and the remnania were sufficient in quan-
tity to account for the whole skin of the body.
In appearance the structare was hiack, and as
- thick a8 buckskin. Tt was found about two feet
below the surface, and partly covered over with a
piece of timber which has since proved to be of
onk. From the position of this plank the re-
mains would appear to have been interred. Weo
are ‘glad to learn thnt thay, together with the
piece of plank, have been secured by Mr. M. G.
Buchanan, who informs us that the tracings of
the nails are perfectly distinct, and that the ceso-
phagus and mesentery are both present.  The rec-
tor writes that it might be supposed to be the
gkin of & man that had been fiayed, were it not
that the hand and foot (both of which are very
well preserved) exhibit no incisions such as
would, he thinks, bave been necessary for strip~
ping the skin off. He adds that it may, in pro-
" ‘bability, bave lain in the bog for a century or
more. The most curious thing is the abssnce of
all bores, for it seems impossible to conceive that
the bog should bave exerted any solvent action
capable of removing these. It is not stated
whether-the front and back surfaces of .the hand
and feet are both presens, and the information is
- deficient in several details of importance; but
* we have placed ourselves in communication with
Mr. M. Q. Buchanan, whe has kindly offered to
snswer any inquiries on the subject.
