supplied ta them. as it were, fret. For, as
we ail know. that which cones seemingly-
casy gees likewise. Then, tea, 1 believt
tht vast niajcrity cf parents wauld even go
se far as ta encaurage their children, even
afttr they had destreyed their bocks (which

might have lasttd se much longer with

good care). te secure new books. 1 think
ecanomy in the distribution cf fret text
baaks is next te impossible. Private enter-

prise can always be handled se much mare

econamicaly than can, seeringly. public.
As te tht loss te the dealer, 1 cannat ste
that tht schaal.boak and the school.supply

trade offer such remunerative profits that
we need, as booksellers, worry over them.
It is, hawever, a dlean business, and usually

MR5. IIAIN .S ADDRESS.

In tise evening, Mr. james Bain, jr., de-
livered an admirably practical address on
tise basis, extent and metisods of library
verk in Ontario. Thsis Province, he
shoved, possessed 459 libraries. Of tise
118 are supported by tise munilcipalities;
253 depend on (me. Thse books number
918.022 volumes. In Igoo, tise issue of
books WaS approximately 2.376.237, or
more tisan one volume per isead cf popula.
tien. Tise total explenditure vas $178,642.
Tise smaller libraries, numbering 36o, te.
presented an average -expenditure during
1900 of about $387 per library. cf vsicis
$ic migist bc taken ta represent tise
average Governnient grant. 01 tise, 103
isad under 1,000o volumes, 128 frm î,ooo
ta 2,oac and i 15 froM 2,000 ta 5,coS. Mr.
Bain pcinted out tise extremeiy narrov
financial basis on visici tise institutions
veto at present ccnducted and thse difficulty
of proper management under existing cir-
ctlmstances. He tisrev eut cne or tvo sug-
gesticns for discussion. One vas tisat tise
county niigist taire over tise libraties vitisin
its boundaties and tisat a traineid young
lady libratian could inspect tisom regularly
and introduce aIl tise newer metbods.
Anotiser plan vastisat tise Provincial Govern-
ment should coase aiding tise smallest
librarios and devote tise money to travelling
libraries cf too or zoo bocks, thus insur-
ing te localities tisree or four times a year a
supply of nov bocks. Tise proper metisod
cf siselving. cataloguing and bindiag tise
volumes, tise question cf periodical liter&-
turc, reference librarieil, library extension,
vere stated ta lie some ef tise problems
confronting libranians. Mr. Bain concluded
vitis reiterating isis belief tisat tise preserit
moment, attise epening of a nev century,
and vitis tise inspiring example cf Mr.

GERMAN INGRAINS.
». Thick papers dyed in Lanode shades with

up". littie flerks af blark fibre showing on the

surface bave been produced principaliy an
Germany, and have corne into request for
maga4tne covets, pattern bocks, pamphlets,
and, with a heavier proportion of fibre, for
watt paper. Reçenthy a German paper-
making firm, the Hoffnuaigstbaler P>apier-
fabrik,oi Cologne, have patented a variation
af tbis prccess. They produce watt papers
having a rough surface and woolhy appear-
ance by mixing coarse vegetable fibres,
particularhy ground woad fibres, with paper
pul4, camposed af finer fibers. The coalse
fibres are dyed before mixing with the pulp,
and the pulp itself is dyed any suitable
colar before the coarse fibres are added.

As regards the ingrain papers. bowever.
tbey are flot protected by patent, and are
produced by adding a praper proportion cf
black woal fibre ta the pulp in the machine,
and the pulp is ihen dyed and finaliy shzed.
The wocl fibres used for the mixtitre may bc
abtained by washang and grinding black
dyed rags in the pulping machýine, or
cbernically by bailing old woahlen zags ina
an acid bath containang 2 per cent. ai
vitriol, zo per cent. Glauber's sait and(~
per cent. af chrome black B for ance ,

then adding 2 pt cent cf bichrome and
boiling again for another balf.bour. They
are then put inta the pulping machine,
wasbed and ground until free front knots.
The percentage is calculated an the dry
weigbt cf the wacllen rags.
