MADRAS.

This ia a large city ou tho south east coast of India, aud
the capita! of flue of tise thrce Presideucies inta whicb it is
divided. In a short article sueh as this, it is impossible to
give a feul accounit of titis great eity, wbicb contains nearly
as macy iubabitants as tîtere arc in Upper Canada, but as
Madras la now a place of interest to thse supporters of eur
Mission, WC May give a few particulars.

The city lies along the sea shore, the sile baviug been
badly choscu, and hiud it is a neked brown dasty plain
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ships must ancbor two miles frum tho shore. Owing to thej
surf and the waut of a harbour, whien certain winds blow,
ships run'out to sea to avoid hsing stranded ou the beach,
there being ns shelter for ilim nt Madras.

Accustomcd to step from the ship or steamer on the wharf,
wo can forai no conception of the diliculties of landing at
Madras. AUl along the beachi c conetantly dashing a
succession of hue:c waves, called the surf, by which the
strongest boat uvould bo split and broken to uieces. It is
consequeutly nsce!usary to land in a species of liit raft or
country boat, sehieh yields to the ireves and is borna on
their crest to the sandy beach, guided by the skilful native
boatmcu. Teoune who is eccustomned to cross the ssrf at
Madras, rhsnning our faneous St. Lawrence rapids would sen
a simple sud easy feat.

Oo tbe beach close to wvloro tbe surfis ever rolling, cool- I
ed by the delicinus sea, breeze, and in ful view of the
Il Catamarans"I or native rafts dashing to and frone the fleet
ufships in the distance, stands our Mission House and Orpbau-
age. It is a large building of brick, covered over witb
plaster to resemble stone, and ivas formerly used as a Hotel,
being called thse Beach Ilouse. Lute aIl large buildings et
Madras tbe Mission Houe bas a Riat roof, and at sbady ver-
sodaS, and froin the dcscription before us must be a dclight-
fui residence.

The boys' school is under charge of the Rey. Alexauder
Forbes, a most efficient teacher sud devoted llissionary. lu
Ibis scbool at last accounts there were, 25$ boys, euearly al

'Hindous, divided into 10 classes. Thse course of instruction
is very fu, and wc should imagine Chat boys who reach the
first class iruet have a botter education thani muet Canadien
youths when euterisg college. Scriptural kuowledge ie muet
carefiully tasght ln a ch nlase, thse Bibis, thse sborter Cetc-
cbism, and also that of Dr. Watts Seing regularly studied.

Under care ofMiss Andetsou le the girls' school, the largest
lu Indis, sud seid by au emincu. American Mlissionary tbat
lately visited it to be the muet fluurishing sud prumisiug
wbich hie had ever seeu. We trust to find further perticu-
lare of this girls' Schul, from which, esader thse divine
bleseing, great guud may bu expected. Dut aIes buw many
are the clifficuities lu thse way. The Bindous are now ail

axosto obtain for their cbîldren a gseud cducs.tion, espec-jfially iln a Mission scisool, sud up to a certain point, tise
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labours of tho teaclier arc easy, thte childrcn being quick and

Iready ta learn. To toucb the heuart and open this ta the love
of Christ is beyond the teacherus powver. Tho Bible may bu

learned, and to somoextaent undcrstood, wliilo the scholar

is totally unnuoved by its solein truthîs. lIn most cascs bc-

fore a Hlindou boy or girl can embrace Christianity, futher,

nuodier, and friends bave to bc given up, for ail these disown
tho youog couvert. This is a sors trial, alla cexnpuratively
few con pues througli witbout relapsiog toto Ileathenionu.
