The matter contained in  the speech was of
such a nature as ought to have convineed any
person who wax open to conviction, of the fact
that Jocal ‘Houses and local Goveruments are
utterly useless and worse than  useless, as not
only do they not serve any good purpose,but the
expense attendant upon them iz rapidly sapping
the resources of the country.

It has only been a few years ago, since the
whaole system of Common Law and Equity Prac-
Lise was reorganized by the Administration of
Justice Acts, aud now” when the profession und
public have just hecome familiar with the pro.
visions aud things are beginning to work smooth-
Iv, the Government propose to bring in another
Bill to fuse the t'ourts of Law and Equity.

The operation of the Supreme Judicature
Court Act in England has not been so satisfuc-
tory, nor has it been so0 long in operation as to
warrant the Provines of Ontario in adopting »
similar weasure for many a year to come.

Another measure reopuued is the extension of
the jurisdiction of Division Courts. Division
Courts ju this Province have been bad enough
i all conseience whilst having jarisdiction
over only small debts, and the proposal to
extend their power is calculated to strike s
severe blow at the proper administration of jus-
tice,

The Premier admits that County Judges are
on the whale unfavourable to the proposed ex-
tension, a3 net being in the public interests, bat,
nevertheless, he is determined to push it through.

Another measure altogether unnecessary is an
Act for the distribution of the sstates of debtors,
which is to be passed upon the supposition that
the Dowinion Parliament will repeal the Insol-
vent Act without substitating anything in its
place, o theory whichi is extremely problematical.

The only other matter of any importance
tonched npon in the Speecn is the questi o of
pariiament buildings, which appears to e a
pieee of useless extravagauee, as i ail probabi-
fity in a very few years, when the eves of the
people of Canadasre fuliy opened to the iniqui-
ties and extravaganee of ouv present system of
innomerable governments, the abolition of the
leral houses will be demanded and obtained,
and the proposed parliament buildings be left
tenantless, uniesy, indeed, the dream of Toron-
tonians Y realized {2 thing which you Mont-
realers wonkl strongly objsct tol, that Toronta
should witimately Licome the capital of the Do-
mitnton.

Were speech of human creation, not
enly would nbstruct ideas have, according toa
cevtain theory, been, previous to its existence,
unattainable, but, as exterior objects striking
the senses produce reflexions and emotions almost
as varied as the individuals, without Divinein-
terference every man, in giving spontancous
wlterance to his personal feeﬂngs,'supposing it
could be done—must have become an inventor,
rendering unite, of speech, under those circumn-
stances, totally impossible,  This [ will briefly
illustrate, again  making experience acquired
among the speechless do service.

ESTING REMINISCENCES OF THE POET.

A journslist a day or twe age had the good
fortune to have an 1uterview with the venerable ’
Jozeph . Clarke, now 85 yearsold, who was the
early preceptor of the poet, FEdgar Allau Poe
JIn Fugene L. Didier's miemeirs of Edgar Allan
