TIIE BANX OF FRANCE.
The Annual Reports of the General

Council and the -Censors of the Bank of
France contain much that would interest
our readers. The practice of this Bank
illustrates an entirely different method
of banking from that known here, and to
those wbo do not already know the his-
tory of the Bank of France, or who are
familiar only with English methods of
banking, aperusal of the following brief
sketch may give more liberal views on
this subject. The figures quoted are con.
verted at the rate of5 francs to $1.

We must premise that the Bank of
France is second in importance and mag-
nitude to the Bank of England only. IL
was founded in 1800, with a capital of
$9,000,000, which was increased in 1806 to
$18,000,000, divided into shares (action.)
of 1,000 francs each. It is now $36,500,-
000, on which a dividend of 29T per cent
was'paid during the past 12 months, and
the market value of the sharei of I,000
fr. each is4.950 fr. The Bank is possessed
of exclusive banking privileges of great
value, and is now the only institution in
France authored, to isqqe notes payable
on demand.,
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Thegovernment of the bank is vested
mn a council of 21 menbers, a governor
and two sub-govèrnors nominated by. the
President of the Republic, with fifteen

d rectors and three censors chosen by the
shareholders.

The statements prepared for the infor-
mation of stock-holders are elaborated
with the utmost precision and detail, but
we can only find room for a few of the
figures here.
The bank lias 94.branches, 25 auxiliary

offices and 56 towns connected, seat.
tered throughout the country. The
average amount of bills under dis-
count in 1884 range from $10,500,000,
at Bordeaux, to $40,000 at Chartres, the
average for the 94 offices being $1,140,-
000, while the average of the current
accounts amounted to $110,000 only.
The net profits at the branches were $3,-
565,000, equal to 33 per cent on the aver-
age amount under discount; the grosa
profits were 4'42 per cent, showing as,
nearly as possible a charge of 25 per cent
on thegross earnings for expenses.

The gross profits of the central office,
for the year, excluding dividends on
Government stock, were $4,200,000 and
the net profits 82,780,000, the expenses in
this case being 33·5 per cent of the gross
earnings, making an average for the whole
bank of about 29 per cent.

But net earnings, including dividends on,
Government stock of $7,900,000 on a capi-
talof$36,500,000would be regarded by most
shareliolders as a very good showing. The
source of these profits is to be found
mainly in the greatloaning business donè
inproportion to the capital, which,in turn,
results from the funds provided by the
note circulation. The discounts and loans
at all points, exclusive of advances on cur-
rent account, reached no less a sum than
$335,000,000 when at the maximum, but
this business is comprehensible when we
find that the note circulation varied from
a minimum of 8560,000,000 in August to
a maximum of $630,000,000 in January.

Against this it is to be noted that $400,
000,000 in cash reserves were held at. the
close of the year, one half in gold and one-
half in silver.

The rates for the year remained un-
changed at 3 per cent for discounts and 4
per cent for advances, and the enormous
earnings of the Bank were obtained in
small driblets, for the bills discounted
throughout the Bank averaged only $175
each. The Bank deliberately pursues the
policy of assisting retail.traders, and so
we find that of over 5,000,000 bills dis-
counted in Paris nearly one-third were
bills for 2wenty. Dollars or less. The
figures are

14,327 bills.........52;00 and under
661,895 ......... 2.20 to Sl0.00
905,293 "......... 10.20 to $20.00

When we se tiese figures we can
understand the necessity for the staff that
is maintained, namely:

At Paris ................ 1001 officials
At the Branches...... 1158officiala

In all 2159, including
direotors,heads of departments,clerks and
agents of all ranks. But a staff that can
carry through at one central office the
discount of such a mass of small bills for
the tradesmen of Paris, almost without
loss, is certainly a wonderful example of
skilful organization,
L'a 1.>C3 in circulation are from 5 to
5,000 francs each. The amount of the
larger denominations afloat is somewhat
surprising to us. The amouits out-stand-
ing in January of this year were distri-
buted nearly as follows:

1000 francs ($200).........40 per cent
500 " ($100).........10
100 " (j20).........42 "

all others ................... 8 "

The amount of? and 20 franc notes out
(corresponding to our one and four dollar
bills) is very trifling, being only a little
over 1 per cent of the gross amount.

The Bank has a Reserve Fund for its
employeesof 2,100,000, and a fund-for
retiring allowances for workwomen. Its
notes are printed within its own estab-
lishment, on paper made in its own fac-
tory at Biercy. The buildings occupied
by the 94 branches hlad cost up to date
5,900,000, but of this the sum of $4,300,-

000 has been gradually written off.
From these figures it will be sean that

the Bank is prosperous to a very high
degree. Closely bound up, as it is, with
the Government of the day, it has had to
endure many vicissitudes in the changes
and revolutions that have passed over its
head, but the prudence and ability of its
management have brought it through with
safety and success. In the troubles of
1870 a law was passed suspending the
liability of accep tors to pay their bills at

. maturity, and the unpaid bills under that
provision reached no less a sum than
$70,000,000, but the ultimate loss was very
small.

Shortly after this, owing to the forced
loan's to the Government, the. Bank leld
treasury " bons " for $275,000,000. This
debt was afterwards arranged to ha paid.
in yearly instalments of $40,000,000, but
the finances of the country bave never
sufficed for the full payment of this sink-
ing'fndî -. .

LThe main difference-betweenithe busi-

1ess of this bank and those wiih which w
re familiar grows out of the diffÉèenëe in
lhe two peoples. With us the use of 'a
>anking account is diffused througli a
nucli wider constituency than in France
nd, in consequence, our deposits are vary
iuch heavier and circulation mucl siall
r. The habit of hoarding, too, prevails
a a much greater degree in France, but
lie hoarding, we shouldjudge, is more
n bank notes than is usually the case,
ndicating a very intelligent appreciatiob
f the stability of the great instituti6n
iliose business wehave been'discussing.

But the most striking practical diffü-
nce lies in the class of bills discounted.

Uow far our banks are right on ruling out
mall business, and how far its cultiva-
ion is a profitable thing for the.Bank of
France, wa cannot say. The latter, in re-
urn for the great privileges granted it, no
loubt shapes its business with more re-
gard to the general interests of the com-
munity than ours could do. Itextends its
branches and agencies witli more regard
o the needs of the country than its own
profit, but for this self-denial it has no
meagre reward.

It la difficult to make a comparison of
the business of the branches with similar
offices in Canada, for.the information at
our disposal here does not admit of it
We can merely note a few cases.

At Bayonne, an ancient city of 25 to
30,000 .inhabitants, witl a considerable
manufacturing and export trade, and a
great military centre, the average amount
of the loans for the year was $950,000, and
of the current accounts $60,000. The
gross profits for the year were $43,100 and
net 834,000.

Auxerre, an inland town of 15,000
inhabitants, with a moderate amount of
manufacturing industries, returns an
average discount line for the year of $835,-
000. Gross profits $36,000, net $29,500.

Aubusson, with manufactures of car-
pets and tapestry and other industries,
and a population of 7,000, h'ad an average
discountline of $154,000. Gross profits
$8,600, net $2050.

In proportion to the discount business,
done these profits, we believe,do not equal
those made by branci banks here. The
loiv rate for money in France will, how-
ever, fully account for the difference.

TUE FISHERY QUESTION.

If any degree of importance may be
attached to the recent resolution of the.
Boston Fish Bureau, which, with the
assigned reasons therefor, ve hereto sub..
join, it is that our neighbors along the
Atlantic coast are awaking to the neces-

,'.:' ~
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il sity of securing a continùance of the privi.
loges enjoyed by them during the last de-
cade in Canadian waters. As already
noted, these privleges were recently ex-
tended to cover the present season,
through the exercise of a diplomatic
courtesy characteristic of our people in
aIl their relations with the neighboring
republic. The termination of the rights
of American fishermen ta fish in our bays
and inlets under the late treaty was
brought about by due notice given by the
United States Govertiment, and we had
no alternative but calmnly to await events.
IL romains to be seen what action the
American people at large may take under
the present re-opening of the question ;
but it is to b hoped that, pending some
authorized movernent, the organs of pub-
lic opinion among us may still refrain
fron undue discussion of the subject, and
trust ;o the wisdom of the central govern-
ment to meet it properly when occasion
arises.

There is a tender spot in the question
arising from the interpretation of the
three-milelimit-clause of the treaty of
1818, comnonly known as the Readland
Question, which bas unfortunately de-
scended to us through more than one
opportunity of setting it at rest once and
for all Lime, but this we have repeatedly
referred to. We cannot concur in the
statement that the Dominion Govern-
ment has been wanting in due diligence
or in promptitude in making representa-
tions at any time. The willingaess of the
Canadian people to enter into reciprocal
trade relations with their American
neighbors is too well-known Io be a mat-
ter of doubt anywhere, and it does not
follow because ive are leas populous and
wealthy that we must go down on our
knos to beg for them. H-er Majesty's
representative at Washington can be no
less alive to the importance of the ques-
tion. It were premature, we opine, to
place much store by the utterances of the
Boston Fiash Bureau, although containing
the name of so able and impartial
a man as Wm. F. Jones, whose
views on this head we had occasion
tocite on a recent occasion, but they can
scarcely fail, to receive somae attention
when Congress meets in December-
when theye is a probability that the ques-
tion of the filseries may be re-opened
and a recommendation made for the
appointment of a commission to deal with
the entire difficulty. Meantime the
Government should not be comitted in
any measure by speculative utterances on
the subject. Following are the resolution
and commenta referred to:

Resolved That the Boston Fish Bureau car-

nestly favers such an arrangement between the
United States, the Dominion of Canada and the
Province of Newfoundiand as shall include
the reciprocal admission, free of duties, of the
products of the fisheries of these countries.

We desire te preseut the reasons for this re-
solution, and to appeal te the dealers in and
consumera of fisit throughout the couintry, te
aid us in impressing upon Congress the impor-
tance of frec importation of fish fron the. British
Provinces. IL is well-known that the New
England fisheries do not produce certain varie-
ties of fish whicli tie trade requires, and of
certain other kinds the supply obtained on our
coast is entirely inadequate te our needs. We
are obliged to rely entirely upon the Provinces
for our stock of fat herring and for the larger
part of the cheaper grades of herring, both
pickled and smoked, of alewives, salmon, trout
and siad. We need the hard-dried codlish of
Newfoundiand and the choice slack-salted
codfish and pollock of Nova Seotia. For severai
years past the mackerel caught in Anerican
waters have been mostly of amali size, and we
have needed the larger fisli caught in Canadien
waters. During the past two winters wei could
not have filled orders for large fat mackerel c-
cept for the supply obtained front Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island. Present indications
point to a repetition of this condition during
the coming winter. Whatever we need from
Canada must be obtained at the additional ex-
pense of the duties, which the consuimer must
pay. The duties, being specifie, bear very
heavily on the cheaper grades of fish, amount-
ing in many cases ta fron fifty to one hutndred
per cent on the original cost, and resulting in a
prohibition of imports or a very largely en-
hanced cost ta the consumer. The people who
will gain anything by fite exaction of duties
are a lew hundred vessel owners in New Eng-
land. The pretdnse that protective duties on
fish is an encouragement ta American lislier-
men, and the argument that the lisheries furnish
a training school for our navy, were long since
exploded by the fict that a very large propor-
tion of the men who fisti in American vessels
are citizens of tise British Provinces. Ilordes
of thent come iera every spring, man our ves-
sels for tie fslIng season, and returni home
when it is over. It is estimated tiat front lifty
te seventy-ive per cent of the men in the Glou-
cester mackerel fleet are citizens of the Domin-
ion off Canada, and the same is true ta a greater
or less extent of oiler lishing ports. Itis ae-
knowledged tihat without thent we would be
unable ta man Our fleet. These men have no
interet in our country and its institutions, and
in event of war with E gland would be found
in the enemy's ficLt, l it l'air that we should
bc taxed for their support, or that a few oners
of fishing vessels should reap an advantage
obtained at the expense of a great body of
consumers of Hih in alt parts ai' the country ?
As dealers in fish handling large quantities of
the prolucts of the sea, ve feel that Our inter-
est% are idientical with yours in demanding
that there soutld be nu duties oit articles ot
food which are consumed so largely by people
of moderato mons. Questions of a larger
nature, involving matters of international im-
portance, make it probable that the subject of
reciprocity with Canada will corne before Con-
gress at its next session. We ask of yot that
you will use your best efforts to inpress upon
your Senators and representatives tihat they
should vote upon this question in accordance
with your interests and the interests of a large
majority of the people of the country.-

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BANK LIMITATIONS, AND BANK
RETURNS. L

At the annual 'meeting of the Bank of
Montreai last June, Mr. Smitiers called
attention ta the "voluminous and de-
tailed atatements " furnisled mon thly by
the banks ta the Government, and ns-
serted that if the safety of their note
issues were fully assured, all the state-
ments required could' be furnished in
half a dozen lines. His theory is titat the
sole duty of the Government, as regards
the contral of the banks, la te see that
they provide a sound currency ; that e-
ing granted for the protection of involun-
tary creditors, those ivho become share-
holders and depositors must exercise
their cwn judgment and take care of
themselves.

The theory is no doubt Sound, and is of
wider application than te particular case
in point. We believe that many of the
limitations placed on banks with respect
ta the securities on whicl they may lend
money are impolitic and injurious. They
may be classed with the laws against
usury, having, in their degree, a similar
effect; an ,increase in the rate of
interest paid for linancial assistance in
a Lime of individual or general prts-
sure, and a demoralizing inftluence 0is
those whose necessities lead them to seek
some means of evasion.

it is no doubt desirable in the public
interest, that banks should nut acquire
property beyond a moderato extent, or
have much money out resting for security
on real estate. The objection does not
lie so much in the mere accumulation of
property in a " dead hand," for there in-
no difference in italt respect' between a
bank atdlaloan company, (which is incor-
porated for this express purpose), but in
the locking up of banfking capital, floating
money liable ta be required at any time,
in a security not readily convertible, a
security too which the very need of
realizing vould tend to make all the
more dillicult to deal with.

The banks thenselves therefore are as
keenly interested in keeping thteir astets
in good shape as the public cain be, and
might be trusted ta conduct ltheir business
according ta sound banking principles as
a condition of their prosperity and aven
of their very existence. At any rate the
present limitation does not preverit the
acquisition of real estate and other pro
perty as securitypost facto, to a vely
considerable extent. There is a tradition
in banking circles that one of our leading
banks somae years ago ield about one-
half of the country grist mille in Ontario,
and. that under existing laws. Since theis
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such security will find is way into the
bande of the banks when necessity
requires it, etc., we believe it would be
better for both borrowers and lenders
that it should be made freely avail.
able in case of need. None of the
English batiks are subject to limitations
in this respect, and the American
National Banks ta a limited degree only,
but they do not lock up money in land.
With the experierice of the past before
then, aur banks are as little liable to go
astray.

It may also be said as against suci
limitations that banks now do indirectly
all that they would ha likely to do
directly under a freer law. Loans are
at present made ta customers ovning
valuable real estate, relying on that as
the ultimate security for the debt; in
some cases, no doubt, with an undercur-
rent of faith, if not ain implied under-
standing, that security can be hal thereon
afterivards. And such advances are not
necessarily unsound, for the money may
ha used for a legitimate commercial oper-
ation and repaid t rom its returns. It is
the use made of the noney loaned, rather
thian the security taken, thsat decides for
or aigainst the soundness of any trans-
action fron a banking point of view, and
consequently of the propriety, as a ques-
tion of public policy, of any law of re-
striction in that particular niatter.

Il' a short loan on the security of land
would h justifiable in such a case, then
advances on the security of timber limita
for the purpose of getting out timber
therefrom vould ha so, afortiori, yet the
law forbids such a natural and legitimate
means of carrying ai an important in-
dustry. There is no doubt that this re-
striction operates adversely ta lunber-
men. Our Australian brethran, wiiser in
their generation, have provided simple
and effect-ive means for giving security ta
banks over theirgreat sheep-runs, wyhich
are held under very similar tenures ta
aur timber limits, over the flocks
thereon and the wool they produce,
thereby obtaining the necessary capital
for their great industry at the lowest
rate, which good security always com-
mands. Ourown Maritime Provinces, too,
secured the incorporation into the Bank-
ing Act of similar provisions for the pro-
motion of their staple trade of ship-
building, in the sections giving baniks
power ta lend noney for the building of
ships, and ta take mortgages thereon as
secirity.

Our great staple industry, the timber
,and lumaber trade, lias no less claim
for consideration. It is one which

boye al) others requireg tho .tmporary

assistance of banking capital, ta bear part
at least of the financial burden involved
in cutting and driving, sawing, storing,
and holding till.ready for market, a pro-
duct which it takes a twelve-month ta
turn over. Yet neither the limits, nor
the loge and timber during the greater
part of their existence, i.e., while they
are lying in the voods or scattered along
the creeks and rivers en route ta the mill,
are available as security, and the banker
has ta rely on the good faith of his cus-
tomers for the repayment of his advances
when the goods produced therewith are
sold. To their tionor be it said that he
is rarely disappointed. Thera have been
great, even enormous, losses' in lumber
accounts, but the element of bad faith
lias rarely obtruded itself. Whatever
may be thougit of thenecessity or other-
vise, of the restrictions generally, the

removal of the limitation which prevents
banks fromn taking security on timber
limits is a step in the riglt direction
which the most conservative of Finance
Ministers night safely recomnmend ta Lie
louse.

Before passing on ta the subject with
which we started, il will do no hàrm ta
point out the principle vhich should
guide restrictive l.gislation. No one
will gainsay that every nan lias a riglt ta
perfect liberty in the management of his
own affiirs, so long as the public safety
or public interest do not call for inter-
ference. The vhole social fabric rests on
this' basis. When men associate them-
selves for a special purpose they are
entitled ta the same liberty, under the
same restrictions. Any interferencer be-
yond this should not be tolerated, even
althoughs it be harmless in itself. That
the banking law bas not been kept ivith-
in thesa limitations la clear ; we have
already pointed out sonie instances of in-
terference with the liberty of the subject
which are not justitied by the require-
mlents of public safety or of the public
interest. Any further discussion must
be postponed till aur next number.

THE COST OF LIFE INSURANCE.
Much bas been vritten and more lias

been talked about the reduction of the
price of Life Insurance, and many spe-
cious arguments have been adduced in
support of reducing rates. Many new
devices,too, and alluring shemes have been
pronulgated ostensibly in the interests of
the public, but in reality ta captivate the
unwary and minister to the" cupidity of
the selfish promoters. The theory of
probabilities and life insurance calcula-
tionQ j P sçiençe whioh requires inuoh

more study than the general public can
be supposed to have leisure ta devote ta
it, therefore, in view of the difliculties
whici must necessarily beset the non-
professional mind when met with some of
these many acharnes, more plausible than
profitable, it may not he without benefit
to aur readers ta have the true position of
affaira placed before themn in an unbiased
manner.

It is almost too trite ta remark that
life insurance isbased upon carefsilly pre-
pared statistics and accurately ascer-
tained data, and that, while in the indivi-
dual case nothing is so uncertain as life,
yet notLhing is more certain in the
aggregate, for almnost notbing can be pre-
dicted with greater certainty than the
rate per annum at which 10,000, or 100,000
individuals will die until the whole are
extinct, and' this is the foundation upon
w.hiclh the whole fabric of life insurance
resta.

In the earlier history of life insurance
statistics of mortality were comparatively
neglected, and the rates charged were
correspondingly arbitrary. As the busi-
ness developed, iosvever, the necessity for
more accurate statistics becaie apparent
and several tables of mortality were
successively framed. The first of thesa ta
give general satisfaction vas the "Car-
lisle Table," compiled fromi the 'egister
of deaths during the latter part of last
century, kept in the City of Carlisle in
England, from which its niame is derived.
At that time the city was comparatively
stationary, there being neither sufficient
emigration nor immigration ta Edisturb
thenatural increase or decrease of the
population, and, what iwas more af a
desideratum the registers were found ta
have been very accurately kept, and. ta
afford a very satisfactory representation
of the duration of life in England. This
table still retains a ligh position in the
estimiation of actuaries, and it is stili
retained by many of the Britishs compan-
ies as a basis of calculations, likevise by
some American and Canadian compatiies.

About twenty years ago the "l Institute
of Actuaries table " was framed from the
experience of twenty life insurance com..
panies in Great Britain, and s now gener-
ally admitted ta afford a More correct
index of insured lives, it is this table-
which has been adopted by the Dominion
Governme'nt as its standard; About the
samne tine, or a slad, earlier, the
" American Experience " table was fram-
ed by Mr. Sheppard Homsans from the
experience of a leading Amierican com-
pany, collated, fov adjustment, with the
p. sgj Yqkropçan tables, with a view to

7' ,
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mcertaining the laws of mortality as ap-
plicable to insured livés in the nortiern
portion of this continent. These three
tables approach each other remarkably
closely with regard ta the average ex-
pectation of life exhibited thereby, am it
may be of interest to observe from the
following examples:

''ie following observations will be based
upon the last of these tables, partly for
the reason that iL is deduced from statis-
tics of mortality in this country, and for
other reasons whiclh iL is not necessary to
notice bere.

The ratio ofi deaths per 1,00 upon any
of these tables having been first ascer-
tained iL is no diflicult mîatter ta arrive
at the probability of any individual sur-
viving or dying in each or any one year,
and this brings us more imnediately 'to
the main question tu be considered in its
varions aspects, viz., the " cost of insur-
ance," which is technically defined as
" the annual tabular expense which the
conipany murs upon a policy in force, or
the ainount at risk nultiplied by the
probability of dying during the year." Or,
to put it more intelligibly to the general

reader, suppose that out of 100,000 in-
dividuals at age 10, with ivhich said table
commences, 81,0 00 survive at age 36 and
737 die before reaching 37, then the pro-
bability of' dying in the 36th year is
737 ÷ 81090 = .009089, i.e., .9089 per cent
or 9.089 per 1,000 and if $ 1,000 vere pay-
able for each death at the cnd of the year
wit hout interest, the cost ta eacli in-
dividual at the commencement of the
ycear would manifestly be $9.09. This is
the actual cost for carry ing the risk ac-
cording to one of aur most accurate tables
of mortality withouh any loading for ex-
penses; but in dealing with an actual life
insurance policy several other elenents
have to enter into the calculation. . As
the probability of dying manifestly in.
creases with the age oi the individual--see
oolunn No. 6 of the subjoined table,

which, while it represents an assessment
company's cost for carrying a risk of
S1,000 et the respective ages in mairgin,
is simply the probability of dying mul-
tiplied by 1000-it must be apparent that
the rate chargeable must either increase
year by year and become intolerably
heavy in old age, or that saine compen-
sation balance wheel must be devised i
accordingly ithe usual method ie ta coin-
mute the increasing rates into an uniforma
rate for eaci years of the torm for vhioi
il is agreed upon lie payments shall last.
This point shal he more fully entered
upon in our next number. In the mean-
time a table for future reference i now
inserted, which i may be of interest ta
peruse carefully before the sequel ap-
pears-it exhausts all our available space
for this week.

THE LIBERAL PROGRAMME lN
ENGLAND.

The manifesto issued by Mr. Gladstone
ta his conastituents, althougi a political
document, contains matter of interest to
general readers. The principles ta which
ho lias tacitly, if not expressly, pledged
the Liberal party are four: Parliamentary
procedure, local governînent, land laws,
and electorai registration.

The extension of local self-government
by elective bodies ta rural districts in the
counties, is a task of very great magnitude
under the existing conditions in England.
On this continent, where such institutions
have grown with the growth of municipal
organizations fron their foundation it is
difficult ta understand or appreciate the
obstacles in the way of their adoption
there. It is,Iovever, a task to whicltie
Liberal party set themuselves manfully,
and througi its accomplishment Viey
look for tie attainment of thieir plans for
the improvementof social conditions and
the mitigation of' the hardships and ine-
qualities which now exist.

The reforniation of the land laws ta
vhich Mr. Gladstone pledges himself, is a

sRil wider question, ane indeed that
touches closely the interests of the whole
nation. le takes a clear and definite
stand against the present laws and
methods of entail, the costly methods of
transfer, and the other obstacles «which
stand in the way of a " close connection
between the nation and the oil." 11e
Says tudetr this head:

"Tie next of the important subjects
wvhich i have presumed ta nime isle re-
forin o the laws relating ta land. I shall
treat it, as I have treated local goveran-
ment, without any attempt ta embrace
ail the tapices whici may he usefully ai'

'legitimately raised in regard Vo it; I sial

only tonîch on those parts of the question
which I hope may be'found mature for
-ery early landling bytlie Liberal party.
Belonging to a school wlich has much
faith in economie laws, 1 disapprove of
interference with them by entails, ta
which nul still more opposed ai soci-ll
and moral grounds. My desire is bath ta
maiittîtai freedom of bequest and tu es-
tablisi freedooi of possession as our
future systen, and also to deal freely
with the transfer ogland, the registration
of land, the taxation of land during life
and upon death, and t.he custon of pri-
mogeniture as it now exists in cases of in-
testacy. I shall rejoice if the means thus
ta o eprovided, or aller means in them-
selves commendable, shall lead ta a close
connection between the nation and
the soil, through a large extension
in the numbers of those directly in-
terested in its possession and its
produce, but, tnoat of all, in the
proprietorship of their own dwellings.
Te balance af taxation as between mov-

able and inmovable property, and still
more as between property and labor,
should be carefully watcied, and should
be adjusted, when occasion offers, with a
scrupulousness wihich vas unhappily ton
little observed at the tiie when property
had the absolute coinmand of Parliament-
ary action. But as ta the fundnnental
priiciples whcihc make property secure,
they will, I believe, be upheld among us,
whether in the near or the more distan t
future, with the sane courage and inte-
grity as will our liberties, of which, lu-
deed, they foim an essential part."

The registration system, sa simple and
familiar to us, is the only way in which the
transfer of land can he freed from the
almost prohibitory coste which now ham-
per it i but registration in E ngland is very
diflicult of adoption, owing to the com-

plication of titles by the numberless
charges on the land, direct and indirect,
wlich have grown up under existing laws
and custos. We are not free fromi suaih
complieations in this country, and especi-
ally in this province, but it i alleged ltat
they exist there to such an extent as ta
render registration impossible, unless
some limcitation is provided by legislation.

Sucl a reformu of the land laws is a task
which the Conservative party in England
could not undertake without throwing
overboard all the principles which. for
yers they have upheld. Utnless, there-
fore, the Liberal party gain such support
at the polls as shall ensure their return
to power-noL, we aire assured, an impos-
sible ai- itprobable event-the question
is not likely ta be a practical onle f'or
some time to come.

We ciii.huis proceed mii laiiioyi3, securing by
our discussions aid conclusions thu beuelît u
each other's experience, and by cautionus and
prudent ietolitis in rite discharge of ouri duties
lend aid niid protection tu Lte p olicyhîolders
and ltihe comaniies.

The latest dates by tail fromt England cover
the outbreak of the iioutmueliiian revoilt. Thie
etfect of this oi t lie mîonîey market was siglt,
but Ite lEconomgjslist notes tlat thue iagnitudu of
the issues il stai:e lias tended to steady tie
market. There is n1 doubt that, a %var snte as
was for a short timie iimiiiiiient woul d set
the continent in a blaz and tihe vahie

of imioiney w'oIld rise rapidly. The more
Ieicefil tIurn tihat tts since transpired hias,

hiowetîver, relievei lhe tension soiueviat, auid,
raies ire casier fietoa flir mIany weeks. l'hie
rates for floating money on1 25th Sept.

were j to i per cit, fthe uincertainty of ile
position maîiking lendere, as usat, aixiolis ta
keep tieir funds in haîtînt, and su increasing theu
teiporary suply tilo day-to-day lois. Thre
best bankers' 3 iîoiths' bills were he ta 1, 6
muthts' bills 2j to 2 5-8. Tue Etglish
Governieiit were calling for tenders for

£1,105,000. Treastty bills ta be issued
on 7th October, but the amillougnt is unim-

portant in the present position of the mîarket,
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On the London Stock Market Colonial
Government securities were generally duiler.
Dominion 4 per cents were quoted at 1u3i'to
104j, and 3 ier cents it '24 tu 93J. Province
of Quebee Os, 108 to 110; 41s, 102 to 104. City
of Montreal 5>, 108 to 110.

We noticed lately the anomalous position of
the Bank of Ireland, which, while performting
important public functions for the Goverilnent

in Irelanid, had never published a statement of
its aifairs. The continents on this fict in con-
nection with the recent organized run on the
Bank have led the Directors to take up the
question, and they have decided ta publish
lteiraccountsat the end ofthe present ialfyear.
'We learn that there are still liaf.s.-dozen
joint stock banks in Engliand which do not issue
statements of theiraufairs. We take the follow-
ing' figures fron the Economist showitg the
number and nominal capital of the joint-stock
companies registered il England for some years
past :

1884... 1541 C(otpanies... £138,491,000
1883...1766 " ... 167,680,000
1882... 1032 " ... 254,744,000

In 1878 the figures were 88U comlpanies, £67,-
56,000. As most of the compaties registered
ever ptass beyond the initial stage the figures

are little indication of the activity in anly trade
save thatl or the regular promoters et compan-
les, and the decrease is rather indicative ni the
absence or decrease of the speculati ve Lever, a
decrease to be thaukful for.

We have had a good deal of discussion in
our coltumns about the National Banking
System of the Unitei States. Tite following
tribute to the systeimi froi a recent article in
the London Timiie will be of interest to our
readers :

"Their systen of national batnks, v'iewed as a
whole, and takintg into cotîsideration ilot only
the scanty aterittals out f which il was crtediei
but the desperate circutmstànttces in which it hiat
its birth, is a tour de force whichl ouly Alieri-
cans could have conceived. IL is at otnce a
magnifitent aud invaluable addition to the
bauking resouirces of the worlii ait effort of
geuitus by which lte ftiower safety wats plucked
fron hlie nettile danger. IL the lirst bitter
throes of the Civil Wt the Government of the
day had three apitrent impossibililies to grapple
with in national finance. They had t creante
chainiels for the rapid issue of untold tiillions
of forcedl cutrrency ; they hadl to create a- homte
market for GOuveriient bonds wthihwee prac-
tically ,unsatleable ibroad ; last, but not lest,
titey tad tu Iortify' the country against linaucmi
pani by sientgibtet ning the hitherto sltnky
fot undation cf ils bInking systemtt. ''ie National
Bank Act cf 18G3 achieved tial tlse objects,
wiu a atSuccess far exceeding the iost sauguine
anLiripations of ils autirs. in t a setse it was
too successful, ais it encourageil ti ynutgir gen-
eration of cutrrency reforiers tc tatek on lo it
new expteriliits which have been savedl frotm
liasco only by itfl rotectingstrengt."

TnE, attack on the Batik of Ireland, to which
we referred last wecek. suems tu have beet tmore
ivanton and mlalicious ttan ait first repoited.
'Tlhe run was started by concerted action of a
number of tenant hiriers cear ipperary, and
soon spread to other brauches. The solvency
of the Bank is beyond question, but of course tto
bnak could survive a determined attack an all
its branches simultaneously. It la expected

Lait ait efftort wili lie made fo establisi lthe faet
of a conspiracy and to pinisi the conspirators.
The Bankt lias nany privileges simiilar to those
of the Battk of Ettglaitd. Ifs stock sftnds at
30, and trust moneys are by la' permuitted to

be investei lierein. An attemlpt to, wreck at
institution such as tis is a blow lt the whole
financial fabric ofthe country, and, if successfuil,
wvould have brought financial rein utpon tiot-
sauds.

Ait extract front the report of lthe British
consul at Kanagawa, Jacpan, is pubished,
showing that li modern joint-stock systen
is in active operation there. There are
3,300 companies in existence in the King-
dom of Japan, with a total capital equal
to about £9,000,000 sterling. The major-
Ity are trading or nuinfacturing con-n8

panies or loan comupanies, but there are
135 private batiks with a capital of nea'rly
£2,000,000 sig., at average of £15,000 each.
''he Eastern mind takes readily to Money-
lending and kindred pursuits, and this devel-
olment of banking is not unexpected, but ve
are etrious to knowv what the Japanese

Il Baiking Act" is like.

In Sterling Exchange bankers are still daily
expecting a frail in rates, but so far their ex-
pectations have not beeti realized. Exports tire
exceptionally ligit for the seuson of tlie yetr,
partly because of lte diliiess of the cotton
trade nt hote, and parily because grain is held
at higher rates propurtionately ont titis sido
than it Liverpool, and consequently less
documientary sterling than istutil is being iate.
Tite imovenentofexports fron lt Utiiid States
can be best seen by the following table, which
we iake ti-oi tlhe N.Y. Financi«l Chroniele:

TuE FisxeotL PosiT0s. From the latest
reports acioss the border ve leani that the de-
tandt for mtoney and the consequent decrease in

the reserves of lit New York batks still con-
tinues, und thaift it is at ist beginnîintg to have a
sligit sti'lening elfect ot rates. lite ilst stale.
ment of the associted bainks shows a surplus
of $41,500,000 over ite legal referve, being a
decrease cf threu millions for the week. The

mîoney ias fo a great exient been withdrawn
from Nen York ta meet the demand fron the
interior for mtoving the crops. Tis is very
satisfttetory, ls far aîs it goes, but in the nature
of things cannet cause a great or long con-
tinued absorption. Nothing -wili relieve the
presert plethora but a revival of confidence,
and aî new era of business enterprise. loto
this we can scarcely iopte t enter un.il the
nonetiry conditions of the future are satisfalc-
torily settled.

TilE ltdia rtbler and rubber goods tnarket
at Boston, says lte Commercial Bttlletin, is
stroug, and though the demiand bas been mod-
erate, large sales have occurred in Para at
prices equivalent to 281d landed. Buyers re-
port tat they eau still obtain fine Para lit New'
York and Boston at 56c, but it cests 58o t im-
port. A sim,îilar comtent clin bu made in regard
to coarse Parita at 38c for new tint. 50o for old.
The receipts of rubber in Para this tmonth are
reported at 900 tone, and the probable receipts
for next mtonth 1400 tons.

The silver business in the United States is
fut of strprises. The text of the Warter Bill,
which ias been made putblic, reotais the ob-
jectionable clause mîaking the bullion certifi-
cates legal tnder between national btnks, a
condition which the publie were assured was
remuvei fromn lthe Bill i originally proposed.
But there is i wvorse feature stili. rite Trea-
sury canntot cancel anly certificales which it
receives in paymnent of taxes, etc., but mlust
pay tltet out gaîitt. Utless, theftore, private
individuals lind it to their profit to witidrawy
bullion atd selil lit the ntarket tIte creaitiont of
this qtuasi-ctrrentcy must go on ad infjiutu1n.
Wiat the etfect will bu on priccecf silver, or to
what extent lite Treasury will bu depleted of
gold and loiaded upft with these certificales, are
perpl-exing and troublesoie questions. The
conclusions arrived at in our article on the sti-
ject must be m todifled if the Bill passes in its
present. shape.

insurance, will grade the rate ini proportion to
the bazard, andti su olier inducement for hazard.

The peuple are becoiniig aware of their in-
terest in the systemus of rating adopted by the
Insuraice Comnpanies ; they have sumllicient
ineligence to uiderstand thetm, and tu know
where tiheir own personal iuterests lie in cou-
nection with tiet.

Ail capital ie iuvested in educational estab-
lishentts ; tlat which does not learn and does
not teach id ir puril. If itnsturance Mainagers
disregard lte msorality of' men or of' coummuii-
ties, or the work of legislittors, architeuts or
builders, they nccesstrily suIIer ; but if they, by
equitable rating, eductea colutunities, as well
as legislators, architects, builders and ovners,
they earn the respect and good-wiil of ail whose
respeict end good-wiiIl tire worth culiivaiiug.

As tu tut respusibilities of' itsurantce agents
and of applicants for iusuraiice, 1 oinle ithat if
th agents would always m îind their own bili-

ueuse, there would be less arson, less fraud, less
litigation and liess distutrbitce inu itnsurance
maLters ; but du long as agents write up aitpuli-
catiouns, iniduce over-insurances, and omit to
coiunuinicatu informtions, they wilil continue
tu incite arson and tulod. The ftact thait sone
insurauce aigents do these thitugs, and that sie
managers iuwingly write policies basEd upun
these applications, whether they are properly
tilled or not, irrespuctive of the nîon.aniswi'er-
inig ot' important questiois, of wantt ut signa-
tures, or oJ sigiatuic by tIhe agehnt, sO lhat lthe
inisuîred I enibledi to assert tliat " ha leti it ail
tu the agent, who, te presumed, kiew lus busi-
nes," aire the reasuis why " Uranger Laws "

are passed and critiuismîs adveise tu insuraunce
uanipanies indulgeti in. In fhet, the cuipsit a,
througih lite isstutioni by their nigetIîs ut'
