bury not only cansed the Scottish Episcopate

ica ‘that was still loyal to the Crown what
ought to havé been done a full century earlier.
From this small beginning has sprung the long
line of Colonial Bisiops now numberm% 81, in
all parts of the Empire, cdrrying the historic
faitﬁ;;miniltry and Sacrament to the children
of the Church of England everywhere.

At the late Ordination held in Napa-
nee by the Bishop of Toronto on behalf of the
absent Bishop of the Diocese, Dr. Bristol enter-
tained all the clergy present, inoluding the vis-
itors and the newly ordained candidates. For
thirty yeara past his house has been at all times
open to clergymen who were ever his welcome
guests, a more hospitable or genial host could
not be imagined. As a consistent Churchman,
whose principles were the result of matured
conviction and careful study, Dr. Bristol had
few superiors in,the Diocese. He had read ex-
tensively, and brought an intelligent and oul-
tivated mind to bear on his reading of modern
controversies, with the result that, while his
views were liberal 2nd generous towards others,
his love for the Church and her means of grace
was intense. His death was a shock.fo the
whole cemmunity in the town and neighbor-
hood whera he had passed his life, On the
morning of Monday, the 7th inst., he wallced
out to visit a poor patient at a short distance
from his house. ere he complained of feel-
ing faint and lay down, declining the offer of a
message home, At noon the woman of the
houge again requested him to let her send for
assistance, but he refused, remarking be would
be all right shortly. However, about4 o’clock,
the woman, who then feund his words not quite
coherent, became alarmed and despstched a
messenger for Mrs, Bristol, who came immedi-
ately with the catter, and with difficulty brought
him home at 6 p.m.

sound financial position ; then help:any or all
others. *And it can be done, and it ought to be
done, If- churchmen did their ~dufy—ss of
duty, not as of benevolence, there need be no
such urgent appeals. S

The Widows' and Orphans’ fund has a special
claim. Clerks in holy orders are. commonly
worse paid than any other of the learned pro-
fessions, are more restrioted in the means of
making money, and have as important and as
responsible duties as any, are so poorly paid
that it is diffionlt to observe the Bishop of Que-
bac's dictum that a clergymsn should always
dress as 8 gentleman; to educate his children is
more -ditficnlt; to provide for them and his
widow all but impossible, And if churchmen
who can devote all their time and talents to
making money, obayed the Apostles! injunction
to Iny aside every ‘week as God . has. prospered
them—lay aside for God—(the laying.by 1s too
often for themselves) as He requires—a tithe—
&ll these rightful paymenta would b3"met with-
out difficulty. A few do, a few acknowledge
this duty, and it is on those that thése earnest
‘appeals . mast fall. Let all do so—lay by
statedly & stated amount as a payment of & just
debt, a deodand, a thing devoted to God, and
there would be no more remarks of this kind
heard from any ‘“Philecolesia.”

P.S—If this suggestion concerning the
Widows' and Orphans’ fand is to take the form
of & jubilee offering it surely should include the
whofe of the Dominion, and not one diocese
only in its benevolent intentions, But the
canse, interesting and desirable as it is, is too
limited for the grand ides of a national jubilee,
A fund for the widows and orphans might be
part of the Canadian Church offering, nol the
thing itself. Yet, after the Cathedral for Hali-
fax, a capital sum to put both mission fund and
Widows’ and Qrphaus’ fund on a sound basis
would be a noble offering. ‘

Hence this harping onthe jubilee is becoming
hackmeyed, .

The above was written before I saw your
editorial note bearing on the subject.

icago, & meeting was held at]

race Church in aid of mission
work in Paris, France, .Bieh:‘;:
Quintard, of Tennessee, presided.
The. large assembly listened spell-
bound to the account given by
Miss Ada M, Leigh of her work
among English and American girls.
Her first efforts have culminated in
the establishment ‘in Paris of a
Home for Young Women; a
Young Women’s Christian Assoc-
iation; an Orphanage, opened in
the year 1878 by the late Lord
Shaftesbury; the building- up of
Christ Church, and the founding
of a sohool for English and Ameri-
can children. Her present effort,
which brought her to this country,
is to secure sixty thousand dollars
with which to buy a lot of land
in the. very center of Faris on
which there is a spatious aud beau-
tiful house, worth at least as much
a8 the ground upon which it stands.
An American lady has given this
house a8 a Young Men’s Home
and School for English-speaking

oung men on condition that the

ot be bought by other contributors.
In furtherance of this object she
addressed the meeting.

arper the pathos of her recital of

er oxperience, but the simple
story which shetold and which is
hére given in her own words may
well bring a tear to the eye of
every reader.

“The following, address wes given
by Canon- Bllison, at the aunnual
masting of the Windsor Branch: of
the C.B.T.8., “held lately in the
* Albert Institute, There was a very
large attendance, .and Canon Gee

_ (Vicar of Windsor). ocenpied the
chair, Canon Ellison, whoreceived

. & cordial welcome on- entering the

hall, and again on rising to' address

the meeting, said -~ ;
It is with.feelings of very devout
.thankfulness that I stand here to-
night. Itisnow this week, if not
exactly this day, twenty-six years
ago that our Windsor Temperance

- Society was first formed. T had
given some lectures on the sbject
.- of Intemperance to the members
of our large Working Men’s So-

" ciety, and I had pointed out that

amidst much that was excellent
in the existing Temperance Socie-
ties, there wasa sad defect—the
absence of any distincet recognition
of the work of the Saviour, 1
was waited on by three or four of
the men with the assurance that if
"~ I would form a Parochial Society
on ‘the lines indicated in my lec-
tures they, .and others would give
me all the help in their power.
The Society was formed; and it
wag not till fifteen months after,
on May 2nd, 1862, that I, and
others who had been working on
the' same lines, founded the Tem-
Pera‘nce ‘Society. for the Church at
large. Twenty:five yeahave pas-
sed,’and Thave not seen it necessary
in u €ingle instance to - deviate
from the lines whioch were then laid
down. 1 think we may fairly
claim that the blessing .of God
has gone with the work; that if
the tree had been one of those
which our Heavenly Father had
not planted, instead of flourishing
ag it has done, it would long since
have been rooted up; and I am
. here to-night to thank Him that
- He has spared ms to see, not only
the success of tho larger Socidty,
but that through the faithful, per-
severing efforts of my dear friend
and fellow worker, Charles Nowell,
the Parochial Society is holding
its own, & standing protest against
all Intemperance in the town, and
& standing place of refuge for all
who seek its help. (Applause.)
. I have alluded to the lines on
which the whole work is formed.
I think 1 cannot do better than use
the opportunity that is given to
me to-night for putting them once
-more on record, .
