women are-employed in such trades as these ?* Mr.
‘Brewer replied that he had sgain and again dis-
cussed the question with the workingmen around
him ; and be adds: I am now ‘continually asked
whether I cannot do something to stop women's
labor, especially in and around Halesowen, where
i hundreds’ work (the manufacture. of .the larger
cluss of nrils and spikes) as the order of the day,
and is far fitter for men's work than women’s.

Porators ror Howsgs.—L. T. Scott writesin the
Country Gentleman : * Nearly every winter when X
have my horses up in stsble, 1 think that I will
call the nttention of your readers- to the practice
of faeding potatoes to their horses. I once came
near losing & very valuable horse from fecding him
dry hay and onts, with nothing looscning. I have
never belioved in dosing n horse with medieine,
but something isactually nedessary to-keep ahorse
in the right condition. Many use powders but
potatocs are better aund safer and cleaper, if fed
judiciously. 1if thosc who are not in the habit of
feeding potatoes to herses will try thew, they will
be nstonished at the result. 1 have known a horse
chanped from a lazy, dumpish one to a quick, active,
headstroLg auimal, in five days, by simply adding
two quarts of polatoes to his feed daily. If very
much clear corn-meal is fed, they do not need so
mnoy potatoes. Too many potatoer nre wenkening,
and go are too many apples. When I wasn Jad I
wns away from home ut scliool one winter,and had
the cave of once horse, one yoke of oxen,and one
caw, every one of which [ bad to cmd or curry
every day, The horse had three puils of water,
four quarts of aats, two quarts of amall potatoes, and
two quarts of corn extrn every day ho worked, with
what hay he wanted; and a stronger and mors
active horse of Iris inches, I have never yet seen.'

The literal sense keeps within the pol-
icy marked out by the other great powers, bt we
seem to read between the lines a more resolute de-
termination to exact from Turkey effectual reforms.
« The events in the Balkan Peninsula,” says the
official organ, found Russia not alone, but in alli.
‘ance with two . other,States, prepared to maintsin
European peace simply, and without any political
-egotistical afterthought or intentions whatsoever.
All who sincerely wish for the maintenance of
peace are free to join the alliance. At the same
time"—here the divergence begins—* Russia -has
not sacrificed to the alliance its sympathies for the
Slavonic Christians, and the sacrifices made by the
Russfan nation for the oppressed Slavonic popula-
tion of Turkey are so great that Russia is justified
in stepping fo:tk with its sympathies before the
whole of Europe,” And the motives and action -of
Russia up to the present moment are stated thus :
“ Perceiving the danger to Servie asd Montenegro,
as well a8 to Turkey herself, if the two former wers
dragged into the struggle, Russia was the first to
raise her voice for the protection of the unhappy
Herzegovinians, who have been forced, by excessive
taxation and by oppression, to resort to the most
extreme measures.” Therefore Russia, Germany,
and Austro-Hungary, * acting in concert with the
view of avertieg any probable interventicn in Tar-
key, have called upon the latter to come to terms
with the insurgents, and France, England, and Italy
have supported the demand.” ‘Curkey in reply has
promised substantial improvements in the position
of the Slavonic Christians, and the Sultan has issued
an Irade promising great reforms and equal rights
for Christians and Mohammedans. Nevertheless, as
on former occasions, similar decrees, after being ex-
torted by the guarantecing powers, were never ob-
served for any length of time, and as, consequently,
confidence is no longer placed in such: decisions,
the Cabinets, continues the Gazette in charmingly
eaphemistic language, must take steps to strengthen
that confidence, without which Turkey cannot carry
ont the reforms she earnestly intends to introduce.
