Lt
waek mors than onca the Minisiry escaped
defeat by majorities then regarded as exceed-
ingly narrow—msjerities « f between 30 and
40 votes. Two or three days age the majority
wat brought dewn te 20. Oa all these ccca-
alons Irlsh members who ought to have hoen
st their posts were absert from thom. It
wat plain ta every ons thst sorme moat critl.
cal division might tike place thla evening,
the lsane of which might depend upon the
presencs or absence of our representativea.
Notwlthatandlog all thie it would now eseem
that a number of thons representatives were
absent frem their po:tr, and that by their
absence they saved the Miniatry from a croeh-
ing defeat. For my part, I fosl bound to l1se
net a moment In stating taat if a estirfaciory
explanation ba oot forthocoming for what has
ocourred—I Qo not care who the absentees
may bs—1 shall find it hard %o place any far-
ther truat in the actlon of tho present Irlsh
Parllamentary party.

At a Nova Scotian Ferry Wharf.

Fatal Resuits o2:.an Attempt tc.Beard a
Roeat—Four Drewned and Many.Otheors
Narsewly Racape.

Havrrrax, July 11.—A fatal zooldeat ec-
curred bere to-day. A ferry stsamer broaght
from New York io ran between Halifax and
Dartmeuth arrived, and thers was s rash of
people te gedvon beard. Aboas 160-ct she
peeple steod en a ferry brioge sopportad by
two chalus ured mome times %0 take trams
from ferry boass about to lap.op. Inorder
to make the bridge parfectiy.asfe aad pase-
sble it was necesaary that the snd pretruding
from the wharf should ress on the vessel's
deok. The ferward part of Jhe Annex was a
few feot Irem the edge of the bridge, and
many perisus, all man, of soorse, loapad W
the decik, Jut as they did so the orowd Io the
rear qrelud forward, with the resu.t that at
five o'clook the obalns supporting the bridge
gave wajp under the weight, and nearly one
hundred people, including women and ghild-
ren, wess precipltated invo the waser. Nob
only these on the bridge, bus others behind
pushing forward were aleo ferced ewerbsard.
Then shere wan the wiidest confuelon, soream-
log, exoatlng and struggling, and the cries of
some of thowe strugglog ln ths dock were
heartrending. Therc wae a gnaatity of loese
ticbers on the wha:!, and seme of It was
thrown to those eliruggling \n the water,
while life preserveza from ths stenmer were
alao thrown ameag the -straggling mass [n
great numbers, A raft was broughs to the
.dock Immediately, and by It the greateat part

‘of thone in the water were 2esoned.

ANCINA,

The Newly Beatified Blshop of Baluzze a
’ Primitive Oraterian.

A wlyan tridue bag just been conoluded

by the Ocatoriana In Bener of the above, the
ouly disciple of St. Philip en whom, with the
exoeption of the Blossod Sabastiam Vallsé,
this dignity has been cenferred. Blemsd
Auncios wan born In Fessano, In Pledmont, In
the Nerth of Italy, on Ouotober 19:h, 1545.
His ochlldbood was holy, and he began frem
his earlleat years t) devote all hls apare time
to prayer. He had great talents, and was
oarefully instructed beth In sclence and rell-
glon, He was educatsd at the Universitles
ef Moovpeller aud Padas, and afterwarda en-
tared the medical profession at Tarin. In
thls ocoupation he was distinguished for his
oharlty te the poor. One day, when he was
27 years of age, the “Dies Ire,” sung at
a Reguiem Mass, revealed to bim the vanity
of earthly tainge, and he went to Rome to
seek » moere perfeot life. While In doZt
as to his future, he entsred toe¢ Church ef the
Orstory, and made the acquaintinoe of S§.
Philip, by whose advice he entsred the cen-
gregation In 1578, being then thirty-three,
Hia firat care waas te acquire thorou%hly the
spirkt of the Instituts, to follew In all things
t3s common way, to be a burden to neone,
but, on the contrary, to lighten, as far as In
him liy, the bardens of ethers, By thia
means he bscame universally leved, In 1586
he was sernt te Naplea to help the newly-
founded commuaity. Re laboured there uan-
wearedly for ten years, exerting himaelf es-
peolally in favour of young men, whom he
won In pumbera te God. His charity to all
in want was extreme, and he was knewn by
the name of Pater Pauperum, the Father of
ths poer. In 1596, the promotien of Baroaios
%o the Cardinzlate led to his re-call o Rome,
and in 1597 Clement VIII, wished to nomin-
ate him te the See of Saluzzo, in Piedmons,
the devastated by tho Swiss heretlos, but he
fled from Rome, and remained in hlding until
that danger, as he desmed It, had passed
away. Bat he could net leng Igoore the Pon-
tiff's expressed wiah. and ln 1602 he was con-
seorat d Bishep at t1e same time as bis intl-
mate frlend, St, Francis de Sales. Atfter one
year of his pastoral care Saluzzy became
Cathotic In falth and morals, St Francis has
left In writlog a record of the visit pald to
the holy Bishop : ‘‘Among all the holy and
emlaent men whom I met in Rome the vir-
toes of Ancina shone conspscious, He had
that slnoere leve of God and his nelghbonr in
which we see not a single theught of self, an
exaltation of soul only to be iound In the
meoat perfect.  Aithough » mest devoted sen
of his own congregation of the Osstory he
wan acoustexsed to praise tae manner of life of
all kinds 8f religlons commanitien as warmly
aa It he himsell had been » member of sach.
1n 1603, I visitsd him Iu his diecess, and I
could oot helpi’ remarkiag the reversace and
love hisflock bere him, Nor can I expreas
thelr enthusisstis kindness to me as thelr
paster’s friend.”

fohalatlons. Uae day the lady notlted a
peouliar dryness of the throat coming eonm
during the Inhelatien, but did nct think
moch abeut it until 1t begaa > grow very
uncomfortable.

Ib is hard to belleve that these smsll sums
would be a tempiation to parents to commit
child murder, but if the eloquent Dr. MoGee,
the Apgliean Bishop of Peterborough, is to be
balieved, most serions results follow the prac-
tice. In the House of Lorda receutly that
bishop broughs the matter very sericuely before
the government and » commitéee has been sp-
pointed to examine it, There seems good res-
80m to belleve that monsters in haman form in-
aure inlsntile lives and shen contribaute in s«me
way or another %o their deaths in order to ob-
taln the miserable pittance for which they are
insured. It is probable that the practice will
be probibited by law or else the sum insured be
spplied, under supervition ot the State, to the
peyment of dootors or other legitimate par-
purposes.

Parnell’s Latest Speech.

The telegraphic despatches isform us thas on
the vote for the allowance to the Chief Becre-
tary's office, whith was allowed 10 pass without
divislon, Mr. Parnell made a speech, remark-
able for its abilily and moderation. He made
Buggestions, we are informed, which, he said,
would aid Mr, Balfour in settling the land gnss-
tion in Ireland. He #old she Chief Secretary
that he reliad t0o much on the information sap-
plied by the effate and rotten Castle officials,
and stated that he spcke in the interests of
peace and justise, In reply Mr. Baltour thank-
ed Mr Parcell for the moderation of his spsech
and promised that his suggestions wonld receive
every consideration. This will be etartling news
for many, but for those who have watched the
oareer of the greas Irish chieftain it will be not
23 all surprising. Parnell ia not a party politi-
cian, in the sense ol being ldemtified, with
elther Conservatives or Liberals .in England.
Ho has always made it clear that he is working
for the interesta of Ireland. He is not a fac-
tlous oppositionist, uniess obstruction be abso-
lutely necessary to bring m wovernment ta itm
sonsea. He converted Gladstone, and poasibly
may yet perform the political miracle of open-
ing Balfour's eyes to the trme state and nrgent
needs of Ireland ; and it would nob surprise us
were Balfour she persecabor to become the ar-
dent supporter of a generous messure of Home
Rule, Me. Gladstone, %09, time aund again
stated that he wonld hail with satisfaction &
govornmend bill granting to the siater isle her
legislative independence and aive 1t his warmest
muppork, It in hardly likely that she preeent
Coercionist Government will be allowed to re-
main long enough in power to do justice to Ire-
land in the mattar of Home Ruls; bas, as Mr.
Paruell pointed outjsome sime ago in one of his
remarkable addresses, anything thab can he
done to facilitate tho sebtlement of bbhe land
quesdion in that country will pave the way for
the measure most dear o Irish hearts. He
showed that the land question wonld presens
obatacles to Mr, Gladstons were he again in
power, and it is part of a wall settled polioy of
the Irish leader to asaist in any manner that
wll remove this burning questien from the
political arens, aud leave the way clear for
dealing, in s just and generons manner, with she
granbing of a parlisment in College Green. A
statsaman less aatute, and move vindiotive than
Parnell, might rofuse to co-opsrate with the
man, who had need every means so destroy him,
Parnell thinks not of himself nor his psrsonal
grievances, but how he can beat serve the land
be loves so well, and whose psople in return
trusy bim so implicitly. The importance ot Mr.
Parnell’s Iatest tp2ech may be gathered from
bhe fact that after its delivery an animated
meeting of the Irish party is aaid to have been
beld, which resulted in no opposition being of-
fered to the item under discussion.

they wili have their voice on Imperial affairs.
The eminent Cardinal, by his reply to she
Irish party, has given new hope mnd more
gervenb sepiration to the Irish people, at home
and abrord.

AN OLD " RBBEL” SPEAKS.

Mr. C(haries Durand, of Toronto, on the
Efforts of Unpatriotic Canadcans,

Me. Charles Durand, of Tuzounto, has pub-
lished a very suggestive letter reviewing those
unpatriotic comparisvns made ab times by in-
tereated parsons between Cnnada apd the
United Statea. Mr, Durand has the right to
speak, and with emphasis, as be was one of
those who wera sentenced to death in 1837 in
the great contest which cbtained respoueible
government for this country. He writes to
the Empire an followa : —

Looking ovar the last number of Prof. Gold-
win Smith’s Bystander for July, induces me to
send you thess few remarks on our trade and
our politics as ccmpared with the United
Nsates. You know how apt many Canadians
are, especially those who belong to the cim
mercial union stripe, to undercate everything
Csoadisn—to depreciate all of our affairs and
future proapects. Now, whilst every one gives
the professor credit [or great love for Eogland
stsuding by heraelf, and for shrewdness and
lesrning for hia geoeral remarks oa F&ning
aveats, still we cannot buy lament his leaning
constantly to the posion that our fate is to be
annexsd to the American States, that there ia
po other fate for us, and, indeed, for bis re-
marks generally favoring the superior enter-
prive and thrifs of the Americans. I deny this
psition, I deny his references, and any super-
iority on the part of Awericans over us, And
wbat bas always surprized me mosp is that the
professor cannot see if the British provinoes
were to fall under the control of the Americans
that Eogland’s p-estige and power wounld fall
in Europe, that the control of the Atlantic and
Paolfic oceaus would come under the power of
» couniry although no$ necessarily hostile to
Englsnd yet one to be secretly hostile—politi-
cally and commercially. It would take several
generations to do away with the hostile feelings
arising ont of the revolutionary war, the way of
1812 and the late givil war, Hnman nature
canno’ be suddenly changed, The moment
the Maritime %rovinas, ‘Newlonndland, and
the great Northwest berritories, -entered invo
the Ameriean union England's power would
cease st & first-olses matlon. * * *
I note that the professor saya st page 308 of bis
Jaly number that the Suprems Conrh at Wash-
ington is not sound and not jush in ite decimons,
He also says that the senate is time-serving;
many prominent senators and politieians cor
rupt in thelr movements so geb the Bilver bill
enscted—'‘an Act directing the purchase of
silver bullion and the isawe of treasury notes
thereon,” compelling the peovle to take ailver

Latein the afterncon the party re-
embarked for homeward and were in bhe middle
of the Lake off Lake City when the cyclone
atruck the boats, They becams unmansgeable
atonca. The barge was cut loose and after an
hour the Sea Wing drifted to shore and sank
with about twenty persons on board,
The others were drowned. One of the
militiamen on she shore of the lake, named
Perry, of St. Paul, saved filteen or sixseen
lives. Sixty five bodiea have been ident:fi-d and
it is expecved that 150 lives have been loat.

cooking. These are aome of the plants he
epumeratad as belng uted In Frauoe fer
salade ; lettooe, corn-salad, commen chicory,
barbe de capucin, carled snd Batavisn en-
dives, dandelion In tts several forms of green,
watercresses, purslane In small guantities,
blanohed snleify tops, Brassals cbicory, the
roots of celeriac, ramplon and radlak, the
bulbs of starchys, the stailks of celery, the
flowers of nasturtium and yuocca, the- frult
of capslonm and timate, and, in the south
of France, rocket, pleridiam and Spanish
onlons, Various herbs are added to a French
salnd ,te garnlsh and flavor it—ohervil,
obives, shallot snd borege flawers, In ad-
dition, many boilad vegetiblea are dressed
with vineger and oil.

The earliest authentlo records of atones
falling from the sky are te be found in tha
Chlnese annals, which go back te 644 B, O,,
and between that time and 333 A. D. Blot
has traced sixtesn diatinot ocourrences. In
Eurape a metecrlte la ssid to havs fallm in
Crete as far back as 1478 B. C., but Greek
history cannat be depended upon for eventa
earlier t1an 700 B. O. A more probable fall,

The ooelog gum revealc thelr
whereaboats so guiokly that to dig them out
e met diffisrl, ortedions, It has also been
uald of lute shat we may prevent the work of
thae borer by keeping the moth from egg-lay-
iog, or, if she eggs wre lald, by preventing
the berere from ge't ng to the trees, This
should he done by the middle of July for
Michigsn and ventral New Yerk, and two et
three montha earlier for New Jersey and
Obloe. Tae earsh {s drawn away from the
base of the tree tour or five Inches deep, the
buss wrapped ciosely with heavy paper, held
in place by crowding the earch back snugly
about It. This seems reascnable. I hope
peach growers will try both of the above
plans and repert.

The Cholera—The Buarizell Case.

————

LoxpoN, July 15.—The utmnst care ia still
-oxercised at the sonthern ports of Franoce to
gusrd againat the introduction of choleca. A
disinfecting sppsratuis haa been established at
Cette and at Ville Franahe de Conflemt.  The
parcel pist between Spain and Portugal has
been suspanded for the presens. All parcela
from Fraoce for Portugal will pow be ssnt by
aea %o Lishoo.

A Madrid special aays the gholera ia spresd-
ing to more towna in the province of Valencia.
“‘Thera were 35 new cases and 10 deaths xeported
to-day, onae death ocoureing in the otty of
Valencts. The autnorities ot Castello De
Ruogat concealed the fagt that she diseass raged
there for a fortmight. Fifuy oases occurred at
that place, eaventeen of which proved fatal.
The fact that the dieease prevaued was con-
cealed to avoid the isolation of the place. A
suspicious casa has besn received ab» hospital
in Madrid.

Qount D’Arche, the re-
prewentative ef King {eopoid of Balginm,
and the groom’s best man, Mr, Myers, &
brother.In-law of Misw Tennant, and Dr.
Parke, Mr. A. M. Jephien, Cipt. Neleon
and Lients. Stire and Bonny, who were with
Mr, Stanley oo his Iust expeditlen irto
Africa, grouped themselves around Mr. Stan-
loy. Five winuses lstsr Miss Tennant, ac-
companfed by her brother, Mr. Caasrles
Qoombe Tennant, ertarad the Abbey and
walked with statly grace along the alsle.
Her train was oorne by two of her nephews,
dre:ssd as pager.
