The Address.

Hon. Joseph Roysl, editor-in-chief of
Is Miverve, and president of the dele-
gation. then read the following address:
To Hian Grace DMgr. Paun Bruckis:,

Archbishop of Montreal :

My Jornp,—The members of the Mont-
real press, without distinction of Inn-
guage or religious belief, ar= happy in
comit:g to yuu to-day to offr the tx
pressions of their most sincere congratu-
Iatious upon the occasion of your acces
sion to the Archiepiacopal See of the
Canndian metropolis. Persusded that
the eminent virtues, the amiable quali-
ties of heart and of mind aud resl apti-
tude which naturally designated you as
the choice of the head of the Catholic
Church, will be dedicated to the inter
ests of peace, of juatice. mutual toler-
ance and of cordial good will amongst
the ditferent elements of our population,
we consider it a duty to second ycur
generous efforts in the public interest.

. The members of the Catholic press,
in your diocese, ofler, at the same time,
the assurance of their periect submis-
sion in all that relates to religion,
morals and ecclesiastical diacipline. In
the exercise of their profession they
realize that they cannot render true ser-
vices L0 society except in remaining at-
tached to the immutable verities of
which the Church is the sacred deposi-
tory, It is not otherwise that they
understand the beauty and utility of the
role played by the Cathiolic press. They
are permiited to differ in opinion upon
questions open to discussion, but we
muat remsin united upon the ground of
principles where we receive the direc-
tion of the ecclesinatical authority
which only has the mission to teach us.

Prompted by fhese sentiments, my
Lord, we come to join our congratula-
tions to all those Catholics of your great
diocess and to wish you on the eve of
your departure ad limins a happy and
Prosperous voyage.

A joy caused by tbe touch-
ing moment which gronps you around
my humble person, and which gives us
reason to hope for the juture an era of
fraternal peace and good-will amongst
tha different elements of the people of
Canada. .

I appreciate heyond all expreseion this
new ¢vidence of ssmpathy and kindness
on the part of the representatives of the
Englinh press. Nodoubt it is & custom
amongst them to accord to the beautiful
cereinonies of the Catholic Church a
generous publicity in their newspapers.
Able to underntand the aalutary infla-
ences of our dogmas and our institutions,
these brethren—all Christians  are
beothers in Jesus Chrisi—have contrib-
uted in a great mearure to dissipate jre-
judice which created regrettable division
in our midst. Thene sentiments. gentle
men,are reciprocated,and the Archbishop
of Montresl is happy to give them ex-
preesion.

As for you ‘gentlernen’ who belong to
the great family, how deeply I am
touched to see ycu guthered around the
chief pastor. whom it has pleased God
to give to this diocese. How delighted
I am to hear you use the only language
perminsible for the disciples of Jeaus
Christ, language of reapect and filial sub-
minsion to those who participate in the
authority of the apostles. Your words
have done me goad; bave fortified and
inspired in my soul the best poasible
bores. Yens, indeed, you are right to ex
presa and Lo repeat,in the present organ
izition of society Lhe press plays a
prominent role. At the present time
everybudy reads. We wish to have the
newa of each day; we wish to know the
opinion of the press ¢n the passing
eventa and on the men of the day. Toere-
fore. apart from the few really supericr
and iudependent minds, every one Bhinres
the views of his newspaper. not only in
politics, but in many matters of religivus
and moral import.

This fact is sa imposaible to deny as
to desiroy and the conacquence ia tuat
the penple will remain honest, good and
religious; or will alowly become dishoa-
rat, wicked and impiovs, jnst as the
journslist himself respects or abuses
juatice ard the merals and degnias of
the church. If, theretore, you wish to
sel to work, gentlemen, with a constant
care to put in practice the pregramme
ta which you give elrquent expression
to-night, if you wish to show yourssives
always perfectly submissive as you take
the solemn engagements t) your bishops
in all that ¢concerna religinon, moral an-
eceleaianticnl discipline, what a radiant
aurcra would rise upon our country.
Yes, if always firm in their deaire to be
aubmiseive sons to the Church, the
Catholice journalists were o banish from
their romances and the reports which
furnish ieuv ptation, especinlly to the
young, seductive attraclive attractinns;
if they banish from their appreciations
of the drama that which viclatrs the
holy Ianws of Christian morals or the pro-
fane feasts which impairs the teaciiinga
of the Church; if they banish the jndg
meats, the appreciations and doctrines
which are in contradiction with the
principlea of sound philosophy ; if in
the cootroversies and discussions upon
the questions given over to the free dis-
cussions of men : if they made it a rule
to mever ta give place to injury, to bhitter
pess or to personalities ; if above all, in
all that regards the honor and interest
of religion and its mcinisters, they made
it a point to inspire themselves from the
pure sources of the gospel and theteach-
ings of the Sovereign Pontiff and of the
Bishop, then there would dawn upon
our dear country an era of happiness,
peace and prosperity.

- Becanse the nations faithful to Ged
and to His laws, the nations faithful to
Christ and His Gospel, faithful to the
Church, to her dogmas and morals, his-
tory teaches us that these nations are in
fallibly blessed and favored in their ma-
terial development. I hope, therefore,
gentlemen, that the declaration con-
tained in your address will hereafter be
the rule of your life and the inspiration
of each one ot your articles, My esym-
vathy, as you all know, is with yon.
May it nlease God to encourage you to
come to me in all confidence and liberty,
as often as my aid, my advice and my
information may be of =ervice to vou in
your daily and, sometimes, difficult
labor. Be assured, gentlemen, that in
the circumstance, where my ministry
will make it & duty for me to indicate to
you the road to follow, or, a1 times, per-
hape, to abandon, I will go to you with
the utmost confidence, certain to find in
Catholic journalists an entire submisaion,
and I might add, if it is not saying too
mnch, an affectionate deference.

As & pledge, gentlemen, of my kind
feeling, T will willingly take upon my-
self to lay, according to your wishes. at
the feet of the common father of the
faithful, the assurance of your constant
attachment to his infallible ministry,

Even if I had no other offering to pre-
gent to the immortal Pontiff, of whom I
am the elect, the bishop of his choice
and his unworthy scn, I would bere
ceived, I am sure, with the most tender
solicitude. The Pope, who has so often
raised his voice agninat’ the evil caused
by a bad prees, his heart torn by aillic-
tion of all sorts, will be consoled by your
words of faith and submission. Perhaps
your movemen} arcund one whom ho
has given power to govern one of the beat
loved portions of his dcmain will call to
the mind of Leo XIII. the joys of the
day, when, as & new Pontift, he received
& numerous delegation from the Catholic
journalists of Italy, a respectful hrmage

‘of congratulation and unaltering devo-
:tion. For me, gentlemen; your presénce
‘Bere, in any case, évokes In my. mind
‘the:; memory of ‘that event, - which had

¢ frb{pundly;aﬂ'gcted my>soul, and which
'ﬁd‘{dgpq 80 beautiful andso replete
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with happy hopes. 1 feel something of
the sentiments which were then awak-
ened in the heart of the immortal
Pontiff, towards whom we'll soon go,
seeking lessons and instructions. Like
him, I lock for much good from this
demonsiration. which rejoices me so
much. and which, I repent, honors yon
all. Like him. I bleea you, and I engage
you to walk without ceasing in the way
that vyou have traced vyourselves to-
night.”

The most regretful {eature, perhapa,
in the perversion ot historical teaching
in the public schools, is the odium 1t
sceks to fasten upon the Catholic
Church.

The extracts that lean that way are
culled trom the writings of men who
were prejudiced and dishonest in their
literary productions, and their fulsitied
utterances are put before the minds ot
the young school boys and pirls as valid
facts of authenticated history.

The principals and teachers ought to
know better than to allow the perpetua-
tion of such a frand upon the innoecent
minds ot their scholurs, because the
longer the dishonest fiction continues
the harderit is to uproot it, and i¢ hard-
ly comports with an enlightened and
tolerant age for a-lult instractors tu teach
historic distortions and pulmx them off
at the same time as genuine truths.

It is the fear of this adulteration of
the secular educational stream at its
gource that causes the greatest uneasi.
ness 1o the minds of zealous pastors
aud faithful Catholic parents, whose chil-
dren are denied the privilege of their
own Separate schools. Pareutal instruc-
tion ay home .is depended upon_so
neutralize any such edacationar evils
in the schools, but sueh a remedy is
precarious at best, and in the mind of
the chiid it is a mere conilict between
opporing forces, and the atronger is
sure to prevail. It is from an instinct-

ive a preciation of this truth that so
many of the beat non Catholic parents
place their daughters in the convent
schools of the good nuns to receive

INDIRECT TAXES.

Mr. Holland shows how the govern-
ment takes in taxes some ten dullazs a
year {rom the man whose aunual income
1s under one hundred and fifty dollars.

“Under our present system the whole
burden of indirect taxation (except fora
small proportion derived from wine
coffee, dried.fruits) falis upon those who
consume tea, tobacco, beer and spirits
In & family living upon an income of
twenty shillings & week or less the con-
sumption of these articles is usually
nearly as great as it is in a lamily living
on forty or titty shillings a week. . . .
Countless poor people in Ireland, and
England, too, never eat meat, save per-
haps a little domestic bacon, except at
high festivals, but smoke the pipe every
day. To them meat is, practically, the
luxury, tobacco the daily necessity of
existence. Ve say sometimes that we
tax luxuries, not neceasities. Wedo not,
an a matter of fact, tax most Iuxuries at

kel

Mr. Holland runs full tilt against a
favorite principle of British fiscal policy.
Simplification and reauction of the num-
ber of taxes means, he contends, in
creased inequality 1n the ineidence of
taxation, and puts the heaviest burden
on the pcor:

“The akilled artisan and lower middle.
class families, living on incomes of trom
eighty to one hundred and sixty pounds
a year, have conquered for thewselves &
most favored position in the matter of
imperial taxation. They donot, like the
class above them, contribute to direct
imperial taxation ; they cootribute little
more through taxed commodities than do
the cluss below them.”

Hence he concludes :

“We must, if equitable distribution of
burdens is indeed our object, retrace for
some distance the road tollowed during
these last lilty years and forego some of
our beautiiul fiscal simplicity. We
must recognize that our statesmen of the
lust lifty years bave been a little less
wise and their predecessors u little less
foolish in fiscal matters than we have
hitherto imagined.”—Rcview of Reviews.

Women As Inventors.

The following communication is from
Messrs. Marion & Marion. Solicitors of
Patents, 185 St.James Btreet, Montreal :

“Who says the mind of women is
simply imitative and utterly lacking the
inventive quality ? asks & correspondent.
Let bhim visit the United Btates Patent
Office at Washington aud be undeceived.

* The first woman to take out a patent,
in the United States, was named Mary
Kies. It was perfected on May 5, 1809,
the device om which protection was ob-
tained being a ‘new method of weaving
straw with silk and thread.’ It was six
yearsafterward,in 1815, that Mary Brush
got a patent on a new corset. After that
women patentees increased in number,
though, more than once, a year, and
sometimes two, elapsed during which no
woman applied for protection for an in-
vention,

“ By far the greater number of patents
granted to women have been for inven-
tions pertaining to women’s dress and
household duties. A large proportion of
the rising of 5,000 washing machine pa-
tents were taken out by members
of the fair sex, and they are also reapon-
sible for many of the hundreds of patents
on churns. The household patents have
included clothes baskets and dishwashers;
dough raising devices and dress skirt
elevators ; in fact ther® is hardly an ar-
ticle of clothing or an operation in house-
work that has not been the subject of
study on the part of the inventive

women.”

Greater New York.

Some Imteresting Featnres of the Exten
sion,

The October McClure's contains some
statistics by Mr. George B. Waldron, ar-
ranged for popular appreciation, of
Greater New York City.

Greater New York will include quite
a score of cilies, towns, and villages,
ranging in population from a few hun-
dreds to 2,000,000 each. Its population
will be 8,300,000 or more, giving an area
of 300 aquare miles. It will be second
In size to greater London among the
world’s cities. This brings Paris into
the third place. And it must be remem-
bered that London was a city nearly two
thousand years beforethe first white man
set foot ¢1 Manhattan Island. New
York would furnish space for 132 such
cities, and yet there arein it as many
people as there were in all the thirteen
colonies when they declared their inde-
pendence,

Mr. Waldron begins to astonish us by
the statement that the populatien of
Greater New York, lined up shoulder to
shoulder, would extend from New York
to St. Louie, a thousand miles across the
country, and that if they were marched
by, two abreast, day and night, it would
take three weeks before the last pair
had paased the obaerver.

The rrilroad lines within the borders
of the city would reach fiom New York
to Omaba, and the elevated lines alone
would make a doubletrack connection
with New Haven, Conn.

The atreet lines have a capital of
$95,000,000, and their 5,000 cars make a
yearly aggregate run of 85,000,000 miles,
which would about bridse the distance
from the earth to thesun. They carry
480,000,000 passengers a year and an
average of 1 300000 & day.

The steam roads entering the national
cenier send out 1,000 passenger trains
every twenty-four hours, and about
500,000 passengers cn the average enter
gr leave the city on these rcads every

ay.

‘the clearing-house shows checks and
drafts to the amount of $69,000,000 aday,
about halfl larger than the combined
bank clearings of all the other cities in
the nation. Mr. Waldron says:

*In 1626 the Dutch purchased Man-
hattan Islend for $24. The surrounding
couniry was noi then considered worth
buying. To-day the value of the land
and buildings of the enlarged city is not
less than $4.500000,000, This is an
average of $125,000 an acre and 50 cents
& square foot for the entira 360 square
miles. But there are sections down on
lower Broadway and on Wall street that
could not be bought for less than a-
thousand vimea that price. A working-
man would need to apend the wages of
twenty years for a plot large enough to
give him « decent burial. The property
value of this one city would buy one
third of all the farma in the United
States.””—Review of Reviews.

SAD DEATH OF A WERL XNOWN PRIEST.

A sad accident, resulting in the death
of the Very Rev. Patrick Jones, P.P., of
Blackditcbes, county Wicklow, took
place near Blessington last week. Fath-
er Jonea was well known andjuoiversally
esteemed and beloved in Dublin, where
he passed twenty-seven years of his life
aa curate in the High-street church, and
the news of his demise under tragic cir-
cumstances has occasioned widespread
regret. On Sundsy evening Father
Jones attended the devotions 1n connec-
tion with the Forty Hours’ Adoration at
Ballymore-Eustace Church, which is
somewhat over four miles from his resi-
dence. When driving home in the even-
ing, accompanied by Father Dufly, G.C.,
in turning a corner opposite Lord Mil-
town’s demesne wall the vehiclein which
the reverend gentlemen were seated,
through some accident, overturned, and
the occupants were violently thrown out
op the road, with the result that Father
Jones was 80 dangerously injured as to
render his death imminent at any
moment. Father Daffy, although badly
hurt, at once repaired to Father Jonea’s
side, and, seeing that life was likely to
ebb away at any moment, he adminis-
tered the Last Sacraments of the Church
to the dying priest, who shortly after-
wards expired. From the time that he
met with the accident scarcely an hour
elapsed before death supervened on his
injuries, Father Jones was born in the
puarish of Ardfinnan,in the county of
Tipperary, about the year 1844. He was
educated at St. John’s College, Waterford,
and ordained in 1867, His first mission
was to St. Audoen’s, where, in conjunc-
tion with Father Hoflernan .usk, he
acted as curate for 26 years until he was,
in 1892, appointed parish priest of Boya-
town. . )

CARDINAL LOGUE AND THE EYI1, OF DRINK-
ING.

Cardinal Logue, in answering an ad-
dress presented by the Temperance So-
ciety of Donegal, had the {ollowing to
say on the subject :(—

You have truly said that we get a bad
name here in Ireland for being a little
too fond of the drop, and we get that
bad name very unjustly. I thoroughly
agree with you, Mr. McNeely, in that
view which you put forward in your ad-
dress, and you eay it can be proved from
statistics, and I believe it can. I be:
lieve there is more drinking in England
and Scotland than we have here in Ire-
land, and if you want a proof of it, I can
give you one within the bounds of my
present archdiocese. There is & great
distillery where there are over 100 per
sons employved in making whiskey, and
one drop of the whiskey is not drunk in
Ireland. Then, in the same neighbour-
hood there are two large hreweriesa—
three in fact—one in Drogheds, one in
Caatlebellingham, and another one in
Dundalk, and they are building a new
one there, and very little of the produce
of theee distilleries is drunk in ireland,
and what I say of these places thiat have
come under my own notice ¢an he said,
I think, of Dublin and other places, for
the manufacture of spirituous drink in
Ireland, that their best customers are
outside [reland. There is one thing
which always fastens a bad character
upon us, and it is this—If an [rishnin
gets a little drop he cannot keep quiet.
He will not go into a corner and keep
quiet till it dies, but he must make a
noise; whereas these Saxons aml Scoteh:
men when they get drink they get their
heads down and keep as guiet ns mice
till it dies out of them. I thoroughly
agree with what you have said in your
address, that the drinkiong in Ircland is
not a8 bad as we have gut the reputation
for. On the contrary, 1 think we are
making great advance, and 1 am happy
to say we are making a great advance
in the matter of temperance.

The Decadence of the Preacher.

In an editorial reference, the Ne¢w
York Freemans Juurnal thus disposes
of the false logic of a, Protestant minis-
ter, who has been treating a subject
which it pleases him to entitle, ** The
Decadence of the Pulpit ” :—

Rev. Thomaas Dixon writes a letter to
the World on “The Dacadence of
the Pulpit.” He should have said the
decadeace of tne preacher, for it is he
whose influence is onthe wane. Berides,
this is what De really meant. Hesays:
“The truth is, the modern novelist is
driving the conventionsl clergyman off
the earth. There ure hundreds of cur
orthodox churches tw-day practicaliy de-
serted cxcept by a few faithful women
and cbildren.” i

This may be, and doubtleas ir, true of
Proteatant churches, but it is not trus o
the Catholic churches. They are crowd-
ed with worshippery sevorni times & Sun-
day, and woulidl be atill erowded if they
wire larger amd me rs numexous.

Mr. D.xon continues : “There are one

thousand educated  preach-re in  the
veighborbood 0i Now York out of a
joab,”
l If weadd to these the uneducated
pr-aclicra the number would be greatly
increascd, and the leason of it stronger.
In eccnnmic phraseology, there i evi-
dontly an overproduction, or an uuder
@ maumption, or a decline in the demand.
Iu contrast with this, Catholics complain
that they have nov enongh priests, and
the priests complain that they sre over-
workid.

In trying to scccunt for the crowds of
preachers ‘oot of a job,” Mr. Dixon
suys : “Oue of :he reascus for this is that
the modern novelist hns beeome the
ethical teacher of the worll.”

If this be the case, and tihere is a new
dispensation. there is uothing for
the jobless ministers to do but to
turn poveliats. Tnis seerns an eaay solu-
tion of the problem ; but there is cne
drawback to it. If those preachers could
not intereat their hearers, how csn they
bope to interest readers ? If they have
failed as ethical teachers in the pulpit,
is it not 16 to 1 that they would fail as
ethica! teachers in the novel ? [t 18 nos
the novelist who hus deprived them of a
vucation and support. Men and women
read novels to be entertained and amuned,
not for information on ethical principles;
and the novelist’s success depends on his
power (o entertain and amuse, nct on
his ability to teach ethics. The conven
tional preacher is not entertaining or
amusing. The graveyard tone aud mel-
ancholy, wash-day atmosphere that he
carries about with him are not entertain-
ing ; nor are they conducive to cheerful-

neas, not even that kind of cheexiulness
that is consistent with goodness and holi-
ness. His false views of religion are apt
to react on his liver and give bim &
bilious diathesis. Next to a fire in the
adjoining building there is no pew-
emptying agent 8o efficient as a bilious
diathesis superinduced by a false view of
Divine economy, of man, his destiny and
the means to attain it. \When & man
goes wrong on these he is apt to be sour.
This is one reason for the decadence of
the preacher, and why his appearance is
a prospect of empty pews. But, leaving
aside the question of me_z.hod and form,
it is possible, very possible, nay, prob-
able, that the decadence of the preacher
arises from the fact that be is not a good
teacher, and that the demand for the
kind of wares he has to deliver is on the
decline.

Tre editor of the Church Times, the
organ of the English Protestants, in dis-
cussing the two celebrations, in honor of
St. Avgustine, at Ebbsfleet, remarks,
after confessing that the Catholics put
tbe Anglioans to the blush with the
splendor of their proceedings :—

“We haveseen a photograph of the
Anglican commemoration, which repre-
sents a back view of & crowd of gaitered
dignitaries standing in a field, and try
ing to get & view of aomething which
could not easily be seen. 1f we had not
known the circumstances, we shouid
bave taken the crowd for a muster of
well-tosdo farmers at an agriculiaral
show.” ‘

I would touch the heart of hu-
manity with the mournful threnody ef
Ireland’s wrongs and Erin's woes. I
would weave the shamrock and the rose
into garlands of glory for the Emerald
[sle, tiie land of martyrs and* memories,
the cradle of beroes, the nursery of lib-
erty.

“Tortured in dungeons and murdered
on scatlulds, robed of the fruits of their
sweat and toil, scourged by famine and
plundered by the avarice of heartless
power, driven like the leaves of Antumn
before the keen Winter winds, this
sturdy race of Erin’s suns and daughters
have heen scattered over the face of the
earth, homeless only in the land of their
nativity, but princes and lords in every
other land where merit is the meusure
of the man.

It is & matter of regret that M~ Tobias
Butler could not see bis way clear to
allow himaelf to be placed in nominaticn
for 8t. Gabriel Ward, as aldermanic c»n-
didate in the approaching municipal
campaign. The deputation which wait-
ed on him represented fully two hundred
and fifty of the most influential electors
of 8t Gabriel, and there is no doubt that
had he given his consent Mr. Butler’s
trinmph st the polls would have been
assured. Well and long known in the
ward, and with a thorough experience in
public and sociely aifairs, with a broad

simple life and heroic death™of Peter

Mayr. Peaceful and happy lixe his fel-
Jow countrymen, Mayr dwelt with his
wile and children, until the fatal day
‘when his home and safety were threat-
ened by the armies of Napoleon. Then,
indeed, be made use of the influence
which his honesty and unaffected piety
had gained for him over the farmem and
peasants around. To defend their homses,
1o protect from the invader's foot their
beloved mountsin passes, above all to
ard from rapine their chorches, he
e them turn their scythes into swords,
to shoulder their guns, and side by =ide
to meet the ruthless and perfectly
disciplined French. He sappealed ta
them to prove that undaunted courage
and the conaciousnessof right could hold
their own against the mighty legions
with their artillery and muakets, led on
though they were by somse of the ablest
captaine in Europe, and nerved as they
could not fail to be, by a series of un-
broken triumphs. It was a combat
against fearful odds. Dut the very
nature of the ground on which the
battle was fought was in favor of the
scantily equipped and undisciplined
peasants, to whom every rock, every
crag, and every mountain path had been
familiar from childhood. .

They possessed, too, another advantage
in the intense enthusiasm to which the
invasion gave birth. Next to his re

- Yigion, and indeed akin to it, the Tyro-
lese regards his home as the dearest ob-
ject of hias love.

To outrage or lay waste his homestead
is to convert one of these peace-loviug
mountaineers into a man of blood with
his whole being on fire to wreak his re-
venge. In the campaign of which we
are speaking, more than one Frenchman
learnt to his cost what it meant to rouse
in the Tyrolese this lust of vengeance.
Some of the invaders paid with bideous
tortures the penalty for acts of rapine
which are forbidden by the code of civil-
ized warfare.

Some again owed their anfety to the
leader of the little band which captured
them. Nothing but the immense as-
cendancy which Mayr bad geined could
have saved these prisoners from the
death which the peasants and farmers,
whose hearths had been laid desolate,
were only too eager to inflict. That he
exercised his power in their favor showed
that Mayr possessed one of the greatest
quealities of a commander, and it is
scarcely surprising that his valor and

ts, thexre was atill enough of the
ench nature left in the invaders to
make them respect a leader who was so
braye and at the same time so humane.
Perhaps it was this sentiment which
actuated the French general, when he
issued the proclamation which promised
safety and liberty to any of the Tyrolese
pessants who lsid down theirarms by a
certsin day. The ultimate issue of the
war could be no longer doubtful ;. and,
after the gallant resistance which they
had so long maintained, obedience to
the terms of this proclamation could
bring upon them mno discredit. To
many of the mountsin men the offer
of the invaders meemed an honorable
mesans by which further bloodshed could
be prevented, and an opportunity for the
renewal of their peaceful and bappy
lives.

But to Mayr all idea of submission to
the yolwe of France was intolerable, and
with those more ardent of his followers
who shared bis view, he considered it ss
% duty to keep up the mountain war in
defenee of his fatheriand and home.
Little did he care that the proclamation
threatemed with death any man who,
after the appointed day, was taken with
arms in his hands. Such a man as Mayr
would certainly prefer to die by the
enemy’s bullets than to purcbase life by
submitting to his terma.

Se leng: aa there seemed a chance of
freeing his country from the invader, it
appesiad. to bim right to msintain the
struggle. In the valor of his aturdy
mountaineers, therefore, and in those
rocky faatnesses which had so long stood
them io good stead, Mayr would still
trust, and, strong in his sense of right,
ho resolved to ignore alike the Fremch-
man’s promises and his thrests, and to
carry om the war to the bitter end.

Te days paesed on; many of the
mountsin men, A8 We have meen, con-
scious of the superior numbers and dis-
cipline of the enemy, took advantage of
tbe proslamation, and purchased safety
by surremder. But some weeks after the
date fimed by the French commander,
Mayr was captured with arms in his pos-
semaiom, According Lo the conqueror's
terma he had forfeited bis life ; but, aa
we have just remarked, his captors were
trueseldiers who were fully capableof ad-
miring and appreciating this hrave man,
and, totheir lasting honor, they were
mosat reluctant to exact the penalty.
They could scarcely, however, go behind
their own words, without siultifying
themselves. They therefore hit upon
the expedient of inducing Mayr to de
clare that, in disobeyirg the proclama-
tion, he had been ignorant of its exist-
ence. -

“If you will say that the terms of my
decree were unknown to you,” said the
French general, when he visited the
fallen leader in his prison, * you shall go
free ?”’

There was a still greater trial in store
for the hero's simple fortitude. In pres-
ence of the enemy himself, a sense of
pride might have helped him to resist
temptation. But Mayr’s next visitors
were those who in all the world were
dearest {0 him. His wife and children
had, of course, heard the state o! affairs,
and now they came to implore him with
tears to save his life.

“For my sake and our children's,”®
pleaded the unhappy womanp, “say the
words. That surely can be no lie in the
sight of God which deceives noone. It
is simply a form which you have to go
through as the result of defeat.”

It was 8 hard and bitter trial for the
prisoner. Too often, indeed, had he
braved death in presence of the enemy
to {ear even the ignominious doownr whick
now threatened him. But when he saw
his wife’s tears and the sad wistful faces
of bis children, hia heart was torn with
2 mighty sorrow. It must heve seemed
at that moment 80 easy to uiler those
few words, which would instantly restore
him in honor to his family and his
home; 80 easy just to brush sside the
doubt that baunted him es to whether
what wsas not indeed literally true in
word, might not bespoken, just tosatisfy,
while it could not deceive his gaolers.
He had merely to utter those words:
I did not know of the proclamation,”
and his prison doors would be flung
open. As & hero who had fought and
bled for his fatherland, he would be led
back to his home amid the cheers snd
love of his fellow countrymen. Upon
his wife and children, too, his triumph
and honors would be reflected, and they
who now knelt at his ieet. imploring
him not to leave them widowed and
fatherless, would rejoice at his return to
their once happy home.

But to Mayr's simple and upright
mind a lie wasa lie, and truth was truth.
Not even to save his life, not even for the
sake of those dear to him, would he say

VEGETABLES DRIEQ LIKE FRUIT.

A NewCaliforniaIndustry That Promises
to Become Important,

From the San Francisco Call.

A new and important industry has
come into existence in Banta Clara
county, which bids fair in time to rival
the fruit drying. This is the preparation
of dried vegetables for the market, which

at present is generally confined to the
short seasons at the driers between the
ripening of the different frnits. Juast
Iately the vegetablea have been usurping ;
the place of the apricots, but they have
now rlready begun to give way in turn
to the prunes.

On approaching a drier it does not
take one long to decide whether frait or
vegetables ave being prepared, for in the
latter case a pungent ‘odor rushes out to
sting one’s eyes and crawl uncomfort-
ably up one's nostrils—for the trail of
onjons is over the land Within a lively
scene 1s presented. Men are hurrying to
and fro bearing irays and boxes, while
long rows of women and children sit
busily peeling potstoes and carrots,
~hich, together with the onions, furm at
present the staple product. Wher boxes
of potatoes and carrots are filled, they
are poured into & large hopper. and from
there fed to a machine with rotating
knife-blades, which cuts them up into
small slices a qnarter of an inch thick.
The further process which the potatoes
undergo is aimple, and for carrots and
the other minor vegetables it is practic-
ally the same.

After being sliced the tubers are
slightly sulphured in a chamiber built
of wood. Here great discrimination
must be used, for if they are sulpbured
too much the potatoes will taste of the
fumes ; if too little they will not contain
enough antiseptic property, and bacteria
sttracted by the starch will develop.
Moreover, a little sulphuring is neces-
sary to preserve the color of the vege-
tables as far as poseible and to prevent
decay.

After this process the potatoes are not
spread out in the sun, but put into an
evaporator, The latterlockslike a small
Ferris wheel, and is inclosed in a sort of
brick oven with glass windowa. Within.
this it revolves close to hot air pipes for
& few hours. When the molsture is
sufficiently evaporated the cars of the
wheel are emptied throughthe windows,
and their contents are ready Ior ship
ment in sacks.

When this atage is reached the sliced
potatoes resemble dry chips,and it takes
six or seven pounds of the fresh to make
one pound of tbe dried.

CARDINAL PERRAUD.

An Appreciatiom of His Services in Be.
half of {reland.

Mr, T. D, Sullivan, in his very intereat-
ing column of * Qccasional Notes,”
which appear from week to week in the
Dublin Nation, writes the following in-
teresting appreciation of the services
rendered to Iteland by Cardinal Perraud :

Writing of French sympsathizers with
Treland, 1 am reminded of the illustrious
Cardinel Perraud, who has been taking
a distinguished part with Cardinal
Vaughan in the recent celebrations in
honor of the landing of 8aint Augusatine
in England. About thirty-six years ago
the Rev. R. P. Adolphe Perraud, then a
priest of the Oratory of the Immaculate
Conception, Paris, visited Ireland on a
mission of the truest charity. Touched
to the heart by the accounts he had read
of oppression and the misery which were
being endured by our people, he came to
make an impartial study of their con-
dition with a view to writing & work on
the subject which should put the whole
case clearly before the generous French
nation and the pecple of the Continent.
He went about this important work in
the thorough and systematic manner
characteristic of his countrymen. In
advance of his own arrival he sent to the
clergy and other persons likely to possess
reliable koowledge of the subject, care-
filly drawn up query-sheets asking for
information on a variety of these mat-
ters that most intimately relate to the
national life of a country. Having care
fully read the numerous replies that be
received, he came tc Ireland to extend
and verify his knowledge of the facts;
he called on leading Irishmen of various
claases ; he travelled a good deal through
the country ; he visited the poor cottiers
in their homes in Donegal, Mayo, and

. other parts; ke read in our public’
-libraries ; he diligently studied Parlia
- mentary blue-books and other official
publications, and from the abundance of
the information thus acquired,

diction useless and refutation impossible.
The publication of the Abbé Perraud’s
volumes in Paris, and of & transiation of
the work by Duffy & Co., of Dublin, in
1863, may have been amorgst the influ-
ences that, led up to the agrarian reforms
of later times. Cardinal Perraud, it is
said, is about to revisit oux country;
should he come amongst us he will find
that his former services to Ireland are
not forgotten by her faithful people ; and
he will moreover find that although in
the long interval that has elapsed since
his work was written some reforms in
the laws by which we are governed have
been eftected, the Irish people are still
the victimas of many wrongs, are still
claimanta for their rights, unchanged
and unchangeable in their determination
to battle againat Eoglish misrule until &
satisfactory measure of self-government
is conceded to their country.

His classical education was obtained at
Canisius College, where he was con-
spicuous for his intellectual’ strength
and the f rvid piety of his daily life.
He was extremely popular with his
schoolmates and active in the social
life of the coliege. especially in its
musical features. Mr. Robr graduated
with honors from Canigius in June, 1894,.
taking the degree B.A., and.winning ihe
Bishop: Ryan -gold. medal for-proficiency
in philosophy. - After "leaving .college
he decided to take up.the law as & pro-
feasion and. entered the office of one. of;

Buflalo, president of Canisius Alumni
Association, a director in the college
sodality, and corporal in Co. B, 74th
Regt. Il was in musical circles, per-
haps, that Mr. Robr was best known.
Gifted with a magnificent baritone
voice, he could easily have attained
wide fame in the profersional musical
world had he a0 desired; this, however,
was foreign to bis tastes. His voice
was ever at the service of the charity or
church entertainment, and the an-
nouncement that * Leo Rohr is to sing”
was usually sufficient to attract a crowd.
Hundreds who read these lines will re-
member with what pleasure they lis-
tened to him at the great C. M.B. A.
apniversary celebration in Music Hall
on Dec. 1, 1896. For some time back
Mr. Rohr was director of the choir of
the Immaculate Conception Church, on
Edward street, but a few doors from his
home.

It was on September 1, 1896, that Mr.
Robr opened a law office. Before enter-
ing on his profeasional career he penned
the following letter to his sister, who is
a member of the Sacred Heart Com-
munity in Buffalo :—

Dear Reverend and Venerable Sister :

In accordance with my promise toyou,
and also on account of my own desire to
have & little chat with you, dear sister, I
am going to devote ’a few minutes—of
which I have quite many to spare now
—to this letter, Ierhaps you are not
aware of the fact that yestexday I
launched forth upon the world as my
own master., The great firm of Ball &
Rohr had their grand opening at the
new offices, No. 500 Ellicott Square, and
thousands of curicus citizens flocked to
that place totake a look at the bold
young men! Itell you, it is a wonder
ful {eeling one has, when he sits down
and reflects, that now he has become an
independeut - member of society and
must work for himaself, and cannot de-
pend’apon bis family and friends to pre-
pare for him a place in the community.

Prosperity for the Farmer.

[Trade Review ]

At present, in spite of the fact that
threshing returns have materially re
duced the average yield of wheal per
acre from the roseate figures of the

transportation companies, the lines of
the Canadian farmer are laid in pleasant
places, While his crop may not yield
him g0 much in money, or credit
measured in money, as the great crop of
8ix years ago, it muat be remembered
that both credit and money buy a good
deal more to-day than they did in 1891,
and moreover that the farmer's per-
centage of profit is larger, partly owing
to lessened raii freights, and partly to
the reduction in the cost of farming due
to the spread of improved agricultural

metropolis. .

The *‘country cousin,” in manners and
dress, is no longer an object forridicule,
but commands respect by his intelligence
and conformity to the fashious of the
day.

THE HOUSEHOLD.

‘Phere is no better way to boil an egg
than not to put it on the fire at all. In-
stead of this, the boiling water should
be poured upon the eggs, and they then
should be covered and set aside for ten
miputes, Cooks who try this recipe
complain of its uncertainty. Ifthe egrs
are done ‘just right” they are perfec
tion, the white a thick custard and the
yolk smooth and rich. But sometimes,
al the end of ten minutes, they are
scarcely “set’” at all, and sometines
they are too hard. The reaaon for this
occasional failore is that a  proper
amount of water has not been allowed.
This varies according to the contents of
the saucepan. There should be a balf-

int of water—and it shovld have hoiled
gard for severs! moments before using—
foreach egg. A new device is the anto
matic egg boiler, which has a disl divid-
ed into five one-minute apaces. The
egg may then be cooked from one to tive
minutes, as desired, if it is dropped into
a sievelik+ box and pushed down into
boiling water. The hand on the disl ia
adjusted to the time desired, ard the
box, with the egg, is lifted out at the
proper moment,

The subject of papering rooms without
removing the cld wall covering hus re-
cently been much discussed abroad.
This practice, so temptingly convenient,
has been carried on, it would seem, in
many directions where one would least
expect such untidiness. It certainly
ought by this time to be understood that
from the puste and size used in these
various applications of paper microbee
are fostered.

There is & feature in a certain board.
ing-rchocl well known in Germany which
should commend itselt to the American
parent. A housekeeper not only super-
intends the domestic arrangements of
the house, but a.se overlooks the girls’
wardrobes and teaches them to mend
and keep their clothes in order. Several
of our schools have something in a way
correaponding to this practical instruc-
tion, but notbing. so far as known,
which exactly fills that particular want ;
and the boarding-school girl is usually
neglectful to & degree of her wearing
apparel.

Sometimes s potted plant becomes
what gardeners call root-bound. That
is, the roots cling to the inside of the pot,
or get so entwined among themaelves
that the growth of the flower is much
impeded. In such a case an application
to loosen the roots is required. The fol-
lowing directions were given to one
amatasur florist for the purpose by a pro-
fessiona!: Pour hot water on a little
tobacco, a little soft sosp, and a pinch
of aalt. Let it stand until it becomes &
jelly. Then strain and add a small
quantity to the water with which the
plants are tended .every time that they
are sprinkled.

The contents of a sauncepan should
never eo0ok, unless the recipe expressly
atates to the contrary, without a cover
over them. Not only is the steaming
usually beneficial to the article in ques-
tion, but when that steam is allowed to
fill tne kitchen it harms the wall and
furniture. Moreover, it imparts that
smell of cooking, not to the oneroom,
but more or lees to the whole house,
which in 30 disagreeable and is what ia
often graphically, if aomewhat unkind-
ly, called * the boarding-house odor.”

Toremove ink-stains from white cloth,
percxide of hydrogen should be poured
over the spot, and then rinsed out with
water. Fresh, new milk will ofien ac-
complish the same purpose. An appli-
cation of lemonjuice is sure to do so, if
followed by & thorough sprinkling with
salt.

HON. B. J. WEBB,

An Interesting Bkeotch of His Carecr in
Journalism.

Touching the death of the Hon. Benj.
J. Webb, of Louisville, Ky., one of the
oldest Catholic editors in America, the
Catholic Columbian has the following
sketch from the pen of R. A. Gleaner :—

On the back of an old Catholic almansgc
for the year 1836, now before me, I read
this notice: * To be published weekly,
a Catbolic paper, called the Catholic
Advocate. 1t will be issued weekly
from the office of B.J. Webb and M,
Flewcher, Bardstown, Ky., on & super-
royal sheet, quarto.”

In 1830, young Webb began to leamn
the trade of a printer and from the very
first day that he commenced 10 stick
type, the project of establishing a Cath-
olic paper was uppermost in his mind.
In 1835 he was foreman in_the jobbing
department of the Louisville Journal,
and through his efforts and those of Dr,
Reynolde, then & priest in Louiaville and
subsequently bishop of Charleston, South
Caroline the OCatholic Advocate was
first published at Bardetown in 1836.
The editorial control of the new paper
was in the hands of a committee of
clergymen, chief among whom was Rav,
M. J. Spalding, afterwards hishop .of
Louisville and later archbishop of Baltr-
mors.

Webb was also the anthor of the
famous ‘“Letters of a Kentucky Oath-
olio,” addressed to Prentice, editor of the
Louisville Journal, during the Know-
Nothing riots in that city 1n 1855, known
in local history as “ Bloody Mondsy."
He also. wxote a most valuable .work—

incidents.  Qnly last year he penned a
pamphlet against A.1, Aism, which gave
clear evidence that age had not clouded
bis brain or weakened the sarcasm of
his biting pen, He was a thorough
tighter and never let go of Liia opponents
until he bad completely demolished
them.

An old editor, Mooney, whose life has
been s stirring one—at various times
printer, editor, soldier and doctor—now
on his deatbbed at Lexington, Ky., was,
in 1855, city editor of the Louisville
Morning Times, a paper published by
the soldier pees, Theodore O'Hara. The
Times was opposed to Know-Nothingiam,
and on that awful Monday night, when
Mooney was alone in the editor’s sanc-
tum, the mob rushed in to destroy the
office. After tearing down the sign and
smashiong the windows they rushed into
the room where Mooney was. The
leader of the hloody mob, who was from
New ‘_Uba.ny, Indians, across the river,
and did not know Mooney, asked where
theeditor was. Mooney, realizing that it
would be worth his life to disclose his
identisy, replied, “I havenoidea; 1 am
looking for himsell.” Preutice, hearing
that the mob was looting the Times
otlice, rushed to the place and soon per-
suaded tnem to leave., Mooney is per-
haps the lust prominent survivor of those
fearful days. He is now a hopeless in-
valid, but as happy and cheerful & man
&s thereis in Lexington. Webb, in after
years, said that Prentice was appalled
at the result of his manipulation of pab
lic sentiment, but never had the cotirage
to acknowledge his mistake; but from
that d .y his fame began to waze,

Webb was from 1358 to 186% editor ot
the Cutholie Guardias, published in
Lovisville, It was successful from its
first 1asue, but, owing to the war blockade,
it was suspended in 1862. He was also
% member of the Kentucky ILegislature
about 1870, The sturdy old character
deserves to be remembered by every
lover of Catholic journalism and his wish
fulfilled—a wish expressed in the closing
words of the preface of his work on Cath-
olicism in Kentucky. * Wearied of my
pencilings, long continued, often inter-
rupted and as often rewritten, I now
push out of my sight the accumnlated
sheets Lo flutter before eyea that will dis-
cover in them, I trust, something for
edification and little for serious criti-
cism, Should iy hopes for public favor
for my etchings be reslized, I will here
ask my readers, priests and Jaymen, to
remember me wherein I am most need-
ful of their charitable service, in their
sacrifices and prayera.”

Webb's myle of writing was crusty and
bitter, and he once said that when he
wrote he felt like giving & good dose of
“old hickory,” while he was a1 it, where
it would do the most good.

Writing of editors bringa to mind the
name of Bishop England, who may
rightly be called the father of American
Catholic journalism, Before he came to
America he wielded & stxong pen on the
Cork Chronicle against the enemies of
his faith, while he was attached to the
Cork seminary a d afterwards whilst
parish priest of Bandon.

In 1820 Dr. England was consecrated
Bishop of Charleaton, South Carolina,
and two years had not elapsed before he
established the U. S, Catholic Miscellany,
and for twenty years he wrote for this
pioneer Catholic journal in this councry.
In the June number of the Recor!s of
the American Catholic Historical Soci-
ety are published some interesting let-
tera of Bishop England, collected by
Father Kittel from the portfolios of the
Irish College at Rome. Father Kittel is
in Euarope in the interest of this society.

B shop England was also a great
orator, and the entire South of his day
flocked to hear him. Hia sense of the
ludicrous was keen, and no man loved
better to tell or hear a good story. An
anecdote that he often related. and that
has been frequently published but will
hear repetition, was something like this:
It was his custom to wear his cassock,
rochet and cope whenever he was
preaching, no matter whether in court-
house or hall, Protestant or Catholic
Church. Many of these latter buildings
in those days inthe South were very
primitive affairs and afforded very little
accommodation for vesting, hence he
was often compelled to put on his casanck
down behind the pulpit. This occurred
onone occasion when his fame was at its
height and people of every creed, as well
as condition, turned out to hear him.
On this occasion he went back of the
pulpit to put on his cassock, and one of
the crowd, more curicus than the rest,
ventured to take a peep and saw the
Bisbop with his coat off, when, forgetting
himsell, the fellow cried out in a voice
that rang through the little church :
“Boys, the old man is stripped to hia
shirt, by gosh! He's in earnest, I tell
you ; and he's going to give us fits this
time."” '

On another occasion, while travelling
in a stage cosach, one of the passengers,
8 young preacher. made great efforts to
draw the Bishop into a controversy and
kept constantly quoting Paul—Paul saya
this and Paul says that. The Bishop
listened patiently for some time and
finally said, “My good (riend, why in the

name of common wense don’t you call,
him Mr. Paul and not speak of him as | -

if he was & slave.” The rest of the com:
pany roared at the Bishop's sally and
the young man subsided instantly. @f
course the story got abroad and reached
the town where the preacher was to holil
forth the next Sunday. During his ser-
mon that Sunday eveuipg, a wap of the
town stuck bis bead ir’ the door and
yelled out in a atentorian voice, “Mr.
Paol! Me. Paul!™ The ato'y goea that
the preacher loit those parts un Monday
morning and never showed his face in
that vicinity sgain.

It was impos-
eible Lo associate the souad “‘hell” with
anytbing but the Pope.

THE IRELAND OF TO-DAY,

A Bufialonian Who Spent Nearly Two Months
Thete This Summer,

Gives His Impressions as Contrasted with
a Decade Ago—Improved Condition of
Tenant Farmer amd Laborer—Better
¥ood, Botter Ciothing, Bettor Xona-s
~—Famine in C: rtain Districts.

The following letter, addressed to the
editor of the Catholic Union and Times,
Rev. Father Cronin, will do much to dis-
pel, what appears to many Irisbhmen, a
scandalous statement that Ireland’s pop-

ulation is lirble to be famine-stricken at
any time through the failure of the
potato crop. We give the letter in full :

The prominence given to the Irish
famine question in the public press and
in recent issues of the Catholic Union
and Times, and in response to your kind
invitation, leads me to write you this
letter, s that all interested may know
that while & crop failure would be very
harmiul in all parts of Ireland, in my
humble opinion the day 18 past when it
can bring the famine and desolation
usually pictured,eave in a few of the
more remote and mountaipous districts
along the west coast. -

During a visit of seven weeks in Ire-
land this summer, I was much pleased
to notiee the improved condition of the
whole people as compared with what it
was ten or & dozen years ago. Thefarm-
ers are fairly prosperous, the co-operative
and other aystems of the creamery fac-
tory having done much to bring this
about By improved machinery the
quality and upilormity of the butter has
been constantly improved so that the
Irish butter is again successfully com-
peting with the Danish and Holland but-
ters tor top price in the London and
other English markets. The pric+ paid
to these factories this summer (June,
July) for first-clase brands reached
twenty two cents per pound. In former
years I have known the best quality ot
butter then produced by the Irish tenant
farmer to be sold for twelve to fourteen
cents per. pound during thcse same
moatha. Good cattle and horaes are also
bringing high prices. .

" The rents, too, bave, in the majority
of cases, been reduced in the land courts,
and though theprice of labor hasin.
creased . seventy-iive per’ cent. within
thess ten years, the bulk-of the farming
articles are comfortable. I.arrived at
‘these ‘conclusions ' ‘from . information’
given to me.by alarge number whom I
‘mey and also from personal.observation

commands have happily brought about
this condition. The country storekeepers
and the city merchant share alike in this
improved condition, and I Lave been in-
formed on all sides that for the past four
years there has been a steady growth in
the proaperity of the couniry as =
whole.

I bave refrained from mentioning until
the last—the most important elsment in
such an letter as this—the coundition of
the laboring masses. I ought perhsps
Americanize that expression and make
it ‘ the laboring classes '’ because the
“ masses ”’ are not tbere. The most de-
plorable thing in Ireland to-day iato see
the thousanda of ruined cabins—roctlers
and tenantleas—a painting in real life of
Goldsmith’s *“ Deserted Village.”

The emigrant ship has only too well
played its part; and of the nine mil-
lions who once peopled her green hills
and verdant valleys, less than one-half
that number now remain, and to make
it still more pitiable, it is the youthful,
the energetic, the hopeful, and largeiy
the best of her people whom Ireland hua
been called upon to ascrifice on the
eltar of emigration. Will those who
have left her ever forget to repay the
debt they owe her? Lst us hope they
will not.

The condition of those who remained
has lsrgely improved ; the mud-walled
cabin, with the sometimes warm aund
comforteble thatched roof, but alas!
many times more often leaky, broken-
down and miserable bovel have both
almost gone—and small is their losa!
The better of the thatched cottages (not
cabins) are still numerons, but modern
laborers’ coitages have been erected by
the thousand throughout the country.
