The ninthk line of descent, through Thomss Lao-
caster, if we sappose him to bhave beaen Bishop of
Kildare, and aftorwards promoted to Armsagh, will

Lancaster was consecrated to Kildare by George
Browne, and Browne was consecrated by the Arch-
bishop of Cantetbury, wesigted by the Bichops of
Salisbury acd Rocheater. Lancaster was conge-
crated ‘o Armagh in 1568 by Loftus Dublin, Hugh
Meath, and Robert Daly, whose line of consecration
merges in that of Curwin.

It ig clear that all these pretended * lines of descent’
of Mr. Lee are useless to prove the asseried conve:-
tion of the Msrian bishops in 1558, It is-also clenr
that those * descents’ do not reach higher than tie
year 1234, at which time the old Irish hierarchy, ac-
cording to Dr. Todd, had dieappesred. Mr. Lee,

W5y Wonging MeN po xor aTTenp CEURCH.—
Amnong all the singular conferences which have besn
held for some time past perhapa the most singular is
that between clergymen and workmen, to discuss in
& friencly way tha objections that the {atter bave to
the Church, and 1he reasons that induce them to stoy
awey. Tho first of these parlinments was beld in
Leeds nnd anotber took placa in the Metropolis. It
would appear that there is 2 great amouni of indif-
ference and opposition to the Ukutches of all deno-
minations smongs: the industrions classes in tho
large tawas of Kagland —tiks the working men look
upon charch-goers a3 & cless apart with whom they
bave faw sympathiea. We have, comparntively spenk-
ing, littla of this iu Scotland, where the pemi-demo-
cratic form of Chureh Government bas sprung from,
and has been warmly cherished by the common’ peo-
ple, and where, in consequence, working men form
the large proportion of elmoat every coagregation,
In England vae Established Ohurch hus waade little
progress with the most intellygent of the opera
tivag—those who &re active members of trades’
unions sad zealous Reformers, and who, with
all thewr fanits, must be get down ag the elife of their
ciass. Non-Counferring Churches, iike the Independ-
enis, draw their mein support from the lower middle
clnez, while the Mathodists sink deeper into the social
crust, and have struck a vein of sympathy in the
lowest sirata of all.  Between ths lower middle and
tke loweay claza we have in Eagland a large body of
our hest artizans, intelligent mea, political studeats,
peracns wio can discuss the righta ard wrongs of
society with considerable acumen, who sre either
strongly oppused to or apathetic rogarding religion.
The Westminster Review stated two or thres years
o0go, that Secular or anii-theological literature was
read most extensively by Boclish workmen, mauy of
wioom bod Jost a1} belief in Christianity.

We can scarcely wonder thut English clergymen
should deplore this aod ahow sadle anxiety t5 remady
it. It geems to have strucic them that the firat thiog
was to hear the objecticns which the working mea
bad to urge agxinst the charches; and at tas con-
ferenges at Liecds and London, thase objections have
Lieon atated with the uimosi frankneas, They are
mestly of a practical cheracter—thst s, they rolato
to the conduct of clergymen, o ke distioction be-
tween rich and poor in the chnreh, and other ques-
tione of & simliar nature ; tbere were fow gpoculatave
obicctions urged agsinsy the doctrines of religion.
One Waorking man denied vhat hig felisw workmen
wese * infidels and atheists,’ hut contended that they
believed in ¢ pure Chrisvinnity,’ and would go where
they could get it. Another workicgmen stated that
they had heard something of ecicace, and might be
excured 1f they were nos able to reconcile the tench-
ings of Professar Huxley with thase of the Riv, New-
mao Hull, A phtiosophic engineer too, thonght that
religion had nothing to do with forms and ceremo-
ties. His experience was thav professions of religious
belief apd conversion oniy meade men's faces a little
looger, but did nol change their character, These,
however were exceptional objections. It seermsto be
the gereral belief of the operative apeakers that reii-
gion axnd charch goiog were the luxaries of the mas-
ters; that clergymen inwlt disputes between capital
ana laoour alwayd decided againgy them ; and that
churches, were all véry well for the well to do, but
could only be supported by werking men who had loat
their indezendence of spirit. The two great leaders—
Potter and Besles~gdeplored the indiffarence towards
religion which prevailed amongst their constitutents,
and the latter wag maguanimous enough to Eay that

The latter, as alieos, have'no
claims apon, no rwhts as agamst the Sovernment
beneath whose rule tbey are. but lemporary so-
journers. la England, Envhsh Catholics elatm
equal rights with English Protestan!s in all re-
spects, not 1a their religious bat in their civil
capacity, Z,¢. as Bntish subjects, Bat Italian
or Portuguese Catholies. could put forward no
such claim, to which as a matter of duty the
Brutish Goverament would be bound to consent
—though, as a watter of courtesy or expe-
diency, it mught concede certain privileges to
them—just as in’ Rome the hberty of carrying’
out their forms of worship is conceded to Protest-
ant ahens, on certain preseribed and by no meaas
onerous cenditions—such as that their meeting
houses shall be outside of the walls of the Cny.
Were 1t not that ia Italy, Protestantism and the
Revolutinn, walk haad 1n hand ; 3 tbat the Protes-
tant meeting house, and the Carbonari Lodge are
too ofien banded together against the legihmate
authorities, -the actuaily existing restrictioas on
Protestant meeting house mught be relaxed—
though the principle that all non-Catbolic alisns
have the night to the free and public exercise of
their so called reliziea, 1 a Catholic country,
will certainly never be cunceded by Rome.

Nor m this respect is England one whit more
talerant in prenciple. Christianity is part and par-
cel of the common law of Esgland: and were a
bedy of aliens, whose religtous characteristic was
3 ¢ Protest” against Christianity 5 and whose tup-
damental tenet was that the religion which is
part and parcel of the common law of Eagland,
was—well-—what all Preshyterians assert the
Roman Catholic religion to be—to take up their
abode for a few months of each year in L'mdon,
we do not believe that emher the law, or that
public sentiment wouid grant to them the right of
erecting in the public thoroughfares of the City,
or in St. James® Park, temples for the preaching
of their peculiar anti-Christian doctrines.

fundamental temet was a ¢ Protest” agaiast
Christianity : so also there can be no violation of
the same principles in the restrictions which the
Catholic Goverameat of Rome imposes upon
Protestiog aliens, who stand as towards Catho-
licity in preclsely the same position of avowed
deadly hostility, as alien Protesters agamst
Christianity would stand in England, as towards
that religion which is part and parcel of England’s
common laww, We are open to correction if m
error: but we contend that at the present day a
man preaching Tom-Paize-1sm 1n London might
be indicted at common law: why then, abould it
be deewed hard that men preaching Calvinisin at
Rome should be subject io the restriction of
preaching their peculiar doctrines owiside the
walls of the City ? Private judgments of course
differ, and we seek oot tompose ours upop
others ; but we' may be permitted to say, thats
in our pnvate judgment—which1s as good as any
Protestant’s private judgment—* Tom-Paine-
1sm,” as a religious doctrine 1s infinitely prefer-

able to ¢ Calviism”—a system which invests
God with <l the attnbutes of 20 omowpotent, and
mfiautely malevoleat devil.

We would respectfully request those of Eng-
land’s critics who, together with Mr. Bright, at-
ttribute the monopoly of land w Great Britain to
feudalism, to ponder well a fact aliuded to by
Mr. Godwin Smith, no friend to feudalism, in a
Tecture by him lately delivered on the  Political
History of England.” " The fact is this :—Thats
in the seventeenth cenlury, when certainly the
feudal element was more prevalent, and. more

_powerful in England thaa it is 1 the nineteenth ;
and when in the reign of the first Charles, Hamp-
den was threatened with airest—no less than
4,000 freeholders of Buckinghamshire rode up
to London to protect their represenlative.
% Where,” asked Mr. Godwin Smith, “are
these 4,000 freeholders of Buckinghamshire
now?” Where? indeed. But if they are not
to be found now ; aad if they were to be found
two -centurtes ago when England was far more
feudal than it is to-day, it is clear that their dis-
appearance is pot the work of feudalism. Os
the contrary, it is the eflect of the application
to land of the modern mercantile or commercial
principle, now substituted i lieu of the old feudal
tenure 3 and it 15 therefore unjust to visit upon
the latter, the sws of 1ts opponent, and successful
rival, by whom it has beea ousted.

Itisthe same thing sa Ireland. It is not
feudalism that oppresses the Trish temant, but
commercialism. Tt 1s the application to landed
property of the principles that are applied to
property 1n bales of eotlon, or dry-goods—to
wit, that it is the absolute property of the pur-
chaser, which he has the right to maxe the most
of in opea market. The old feudal principle
that © Property bad duties as well as rights,” 1s
admitted in theory perhaps, but ia practice, 1t is
ignored. The * rights of property” can be, and
are, strictly enforced n the Courts of Law ; the
duties of property are relegated by the Courts of
conscience, and alas ! this tribunal 15 but too often
incompetent 1o enforce the execution of its own
decrees.

COUNTY CORK. ,

Cork is oue of the most 8Xtensive martime connties.
1o ireland. . Its area is 2,885 squard miles; or 1,846,
333 acres, of :which nearly. three:fourths are:under
‘cultivation .or pasture. -The wes'srn part of the
_county ia billy,"and & range of hilla called Nagle's
Mountaind ruas through:its centre from: west to east.
The coast.ia deeply indented with harbors, some of

| them being equal to'any in the world.  The principle

are i Bantry and Dunmanus bays, Olonakilty, Kinsale,

thé Blackwater, the Lee and Bandon. Numerous
gmall Jakas, of great beauty and surrounded by bighly
picturesqune soenery, exist in this county. Some of
the mo3t extensive copper mines in Ireland exist here
also. The coznty i3 bounded on the morth by
Limerick, east by Waterford end a small part of Tip-
perary, west by Kerry, and south and south-weat by
the Atlantic -Oceen. The principal cities of the
coun:y are : Cork, the capital (the third in importance
in Ireland), Youghal, Bandon, Kinsale, and Ross.
The popalation of the county is nearly three quarters
of & million souls, Oork end Youghal sre very
ancient cities.” The harbor of the former is formed
by the estuary of the Lee, which is navigable: for
about two miles above the city. It islarge and deep
eogugh to bold safely at anchor “the entire British
pavy. The entrince is about a mile wide, varying
within to eight miles. Bpike and Haulbowlin2islands
—the former of which was a penal settlement for a
long time—ere in thiz harbor. This county is sup-
posed by Sowe to have been orginally settled by tke
Iberi from Spain. Previous to 1172 its territory was
much more extensive than it is at present, and it
formed an independent kicgdom under the Mac-
Oarthys.

The name Cork i3 derived from an lrish word,
corrocl, oz corcagh, a gwamp, and was given to the
city in aliusion 1o the original ctaracier of its site.
The city wag fortified in olden times, and its walls,
portiond of which are suill siandisg, were built by
the Danes in the ninth century. Uork is now the
centre of 2 largerai'road ar @ oéean steam trade.

Bondon, or Bandonbridge, is situated on the river
of the same pame, about 20 nnles southwesy of Cork,
I¢ occupies both sidea of the river, ard was tormerly
& very important manufacturing town, but its glory
has been fading of late years. It was setiled by an
English coloay after the invasion of Ireland in the
twelve century. It hasa pepulaton of about 7,000
souls, and gves the title of earl to the Bernard
family. ’

Ross is an ancient episcopal see, situate on an emi-
nenos near s siallow harbor, to which it givea its
name. It is seven miles from Clonakilty and abeoat
tweaty-five from Cork. It has s population of about
1,500 persous. :

During the fainine of 1847 43 tbe distress in this
region was greater than in any part of lreland.—
At Skibbereen, Creagh, and otker little townsin
this vicinity, the people ale vp animals of every sort
to appesse their hunger, but even then bundreds of
them died of atarvation in their bomes saod on the
roadsides. . .

Youghal, the moat sntiquated town in the county
of Cork, is situated on the weat side of the estusry
of tke Blackwater, which here forms " its harbor.—
It is about-27 miles from the city of Cork., The po-
pulation of ihe town i3 now abont 7,600. It stands
at the foot of a steep hill on the west, and. was for-
merly enclosed by wails and towers, part of which
still remain, . A large collection of ancient religions
foundationz and historic ruins are .found in and
around the towan. At high tide vessela drawiog 12
feet of water can enter Youghsl, and there is o brisk
agriculturai trade carried on there. Among the
many objects of interest to be seen in this city and
viemity sre the Shanevine Mopastery, St Mary's
Church, the Preceptory of Knights Templars at
Rbincrew, the Nunnery or Obapel of St. aAnne, the
Francigcan Friary [commonly called the South Ab-
bey), the Dominican Friery (or North Abbey) St
John’s House of Benndictines,the Collegs of Youghal,
and last, but not ieast, Sir Walter Raleigh’s houge,
where this gallant soldier of fortune resided during'
the years 1588 and 1589, he being then Mayor or
Ohief Magistrate of the town. [m the paper on
Waterford it was stated that this manor was taken
from Ralejgh and given to the Earl of Cork, who
afterwards leesed it to Sir Lawrence Parsons, hy
whose name it bas been most frequently cslled ‘ever
since. After o later period, the grandson of this
Paraons conveyed the house (Jan. 17th, 1661) io
Robert Hedges, Ecq., of Beaconstown, county of
Kiidare, for & thoussnd years, at & premium of £135,
and en (annual reot of & pepper corn znd a new
almanac. In 1670 the house was sold tu Johp Atkiz,
of Yrughal, to whose family it belonged up to the
yeor i816, when it was alienated. It i3 now the
property of . W. Pim, Esq., who preserves it with
the greatest care for its historic nssociations. The
houze is in the old Englieh styls, A large dining-
room on tbe ground floor is connzeted by a subterra-
pean passage with the Old Tower of St. Mary's
Chureh. The wrlls are wainscotted with Irish oal,
In the drawing-room is & richly carved ocak mantel-
pieca, rislag in the fall pride of Blizabethan styls, to
ihe height of the ceiling. Throa figures representing
Faith, Jope, and Charity, support the cornice, and
emblemstic devices fill up ibe-rest of the structure.
In an adjoining tedroom anather ancient mantel
piece of onk, and some old Duteh tiles which formed
the fire place of thn drawing room, are still preserved.
In a recess behind the wainscatting of this room was
discovered, some years ago, a part of the old monk-
ish library which was hidden awsy there at the time
of the Reformation.  One of these volumes is &
curious specimen of early printing, It coosista of
distinet parts—the firet being a compendium ofScrip-
tural eventa from the creation to ihe days of the
Apostles. It was pricted in black letter, with colored
initials, at Mantua, iz 1479. The second part, printed
at the seme time, i3 Pater Qomestor’s * His'orig
Scholastica.” This snoient volume i3 now in the
pogsession cf Matthew Hayman, Esq., of South Ab-
bey, Youghal.
