GOVERNMENT AND PECPLE OF CANADA WARM VISHES FOR THE NEV YEAR.

ALL CANADIANS ARE HEARTENED 3Y YOUR RETURN TO HEALTH AND THE
ACTIVE RESUMPTICN OF YOUR DUTIES AS SECRETARY GENERAL OF THE
ORGANIZATION. MAY 1 EXPRESS THE HOPE THAT IN 1965 YOU VILL
ENJOY BOTH A FULL MEASURE OF GOOD HEALTH AND THAT INNER STRENGTH
