Ordinarily this payment
of. several dollars per share fir good-
will or first chance aggregates several
per cent. of the deposits. (T

For instanchk, when a Bonon trust
company took” over one of the local
nationnl banks two or three years ago,
it paid so much more than book value
for each of the shares of the hank that
its aggregate payment for the good-
will' was equal to five per ¢ent, of the
whole amount of deéposits it obtained.
There have been instances where the
absorbing bank has paid as high even
as eleven per cent. for the deposits it
has purchased. This price has gener-
ally been regarded as altogether too
high. The absorbing bank will have to
have these new depposits at work a good
many years before they ecan earn back
for it. what they cost.

The conservative view among good
bankers. is that the absox‘bint institu-
ttofl ought nof to pay much more for
ffoslu than what those deposits will

rn for it within twelve months after
it has acquired them. This would mean
* payment of from two to three per
“cent., certainly not more. " It is & very
fortunate bank 'whose resources carn
pet for it much more than two per
s6nt. 'n each twelve onths.. A candil
statement of fact compels us to admit,
however, that most absorbing banks do
pay more for deposits of -the retiring
institution than what these deposit
will earn’in a single year.. Ordinarjly,
the cost is nearer four or nwe per cent.
than two or three,

Apartment House Regula-
thﬂS Are Unfafr to Prop—

In the Mext issue of The Contract Re-
1 eord the .followl@ editorial comment

on the ﬁgw department house bylaw
will appear:

apartment houses in practically all resi-
dential districts. Power to enact this
meagure was conferred upon the coun-
cil by an act passed at the last session
of the legislature.and the bylaw was
given three readings on Monday of last

“The measure has been productive of
a great deal of unfaverable comment
among property owners, architects and
builders. It is generally felt that such
an enactment is not only unfair.to '
those “Who; have recently purchased
property—-in many ‘cases gt a high
figure—for the express purpose of bulld-
ing -apartment houses, but that it is ¢
altogether inconsistent with the rapid |
development of the city and the de-
mand for accommodation within easy
access of the business distriots.
