Ellen Morrison, who
dled on Thursday, was the third mem-
pber -of a family: of four millionaires
who have died within the last seven
months. Charles Morrison, dying sev-

paid immediately on account of the
death ‘duty on his estate.

Twenty years ago the .Don viaduet
was discussed as a necessary improve-
ment that must be carried out some
day. Ten years ago ‘Ald. Foster got 1t
before the council and it was still more
e_vidontlyﬁkécossary. The argument of
cost was raised; and $375,000 was refus-
ed. 'To-day double ithe amount is ne-
cessary. Ten years later probably four
times as much would be required. ‘The
old men who object now will be dead
then, as many of those who interfered
ten years ago arc |dead now. They
saved a few paltry dollars to them-
selves then, and their survivors must
now . pay double for their stinginess,
From ten to fifteen cents a head of the
population a year wopuld have paid for
the wyiaduet ten, yvears ago. To-day
elght cents a head for forty vears on |.
an average population of 500,000 would
pay for it. Thesé rich old opponents of
municipal improvements rarely have
large families, so that five is a liberal
allovrance.. Their share would be forty
cents.a year of the ¢ost. The Globe is
particularly set againgt the Bloor-street
viaduct.. As the organ of the senile,this
is to be expected,but it is unexpectedly
energetic In its opposition. This ap-
pears to be the result of a coalltion
with the aged elements of the Guild of
Civic Arts, a body which has imagined
