The following is a report of the post mortem ex-
amination of the body :—* The body was opened
in the presence of Drs. Duff, Beretta, and Lacour,
by Or. Balleri, surgeon-in-chief of the Hospital for
thee Incurables in Genoa, who hud been charged
wiih the process of embalming the body of this
great man. Lesions were observed in several
organs. The right lung presented traces of chronic
catarrh, The intestinal canal showed yestiges of
former inflammation. More serious alterations
were, however, observed in the brain. It was
fuund gorged with blood throughout its entire ex-
tent, and partially softened. Its membranes were
inflamed and thickened.”

“ He (Mr. O'Connell) only spoke a very few
words to his physician ; and these were to make an
earnest request that the coffin should net be closed
too soon over his remains, because hie was sure, hie
said, that he would have the appearance of being
dead before yiclding up his last sigh. His most
urdent wish was to reach Rome, and toreceive the
benediction of Pius [X., and in the course of his
journey he expressed a wish that if he should die
vn the way, his heart would at least be sent to the
cupital of the Catholic world. °This ideais said ta
have been suggested to him by the recollection of
Robert Bruce, who, before dying, requested that
his heart might be deposited in the Holy Scpulchre
at Jerusalem. The wish of O’Connell will be ful-
filled, ®nd, in conforinity also with his last wishes,
his body will be carried to Ireland.”

Mr. O'Connell was the eldest son of Mr. Morgan
©O'Connell, of Carhen, and' of Catharine, daughter
of Mr. John O'Mullane, of Whitechurch, in the
county of Cork, and was descended from a respec-
table and ancient Irish family. lle was born on
the Gth of August, 1775, at Carhen, about a mile
from the present post town of Cakirciveen, in the
county of Kerry. His childhood and boyhood were
chiefly passed in his birthplace, though he paid
frequent visits to Derrynane, the seat of his father'’s
eldest brother, Mr. Maurice O'Connell, who, as he
was himself childless, adopted his nephews, Daniel
and Maurice, and undertook the chief charge of
