It was resolved at the January meeting of the Executive that 
Miss Brimstin and Dr. Anna Henry be reimbursed for their loss by 
robbery while in the mission house at Ichang on their way to Chentu.

The only decision growing out of the condition of affairs in China, 
was that the two young ladies who had been appointed to sail for 
that field in August should go as far as Japan and assist in the work 
of the mission there until China is again open.

Miss Brackbill, who had by permission started for China via 
Europe before the troubles became known, was directed to proceed 
to Japan if, on her arrival at Shanghai, she found that the situation 
made that course advisable.

Japan.
A resolution was adopted permitting the Tokyo Branch to re adjust 

its appropriation for the year to suit the present requirements of the 
work.

An additional grant of $100 was made to the building fund of 
the Kanazawa Orphanage, making the appropriation $400.

In reply to a request from the Advisory Committee in Victoria, 
B.C., Miss Morgan was empowered to employ a Japanese Bible- 
woman to work among the Japanese women in Vancouver, New 
Westminster and Steveston.

Indian Work.
An additional grant $53 was made to the Port Simpson Hos­

pital to cover the expenses of the year. «
There is an agreement by which the Kit-a-maat Indians have set 

apart the land upon which the Home stands for mission purposes. 
It was resolved that Mr. Raley should, if possible, have it secured 
to the W. M. S.

As an insurance policy of $2,000 is carried on the Home, on which 
a premium of $27 had been paid for one year, it was resolved to 
extend the policy to three years, as the premium for that time would 
only be $54.

An offer was made early in the year by Miss Wigle, of Nagano, 
Japan, to defer her furlough until the spring of 1901. In view of 
the limited number of workers available for Japan at that time the 
offer was appreciated and accepted.

As there was a prospect in the spring of Miss Preston’s being able to 
return to Japan, it was agreed that if she found it necessary to come 
home again in a shorter time than the regular term, permission 
would be granted her to do so.

Miss Alton, of Coqualeetza Institute, expressed a wish to take a 
year s training in a hospital at the close of her five years’ term, 
which expired in July. This desire to fit herself for still 
efficient work was heartily concurred in.

Miss Fannie Forrest, of the Hamilton Branch, who was accepted at 
the last Board meeting, and Miss K. M. Laing, of the Hamilton 
Branch (both of whom are trained nurses), completed very satis­
factory courses at the Deaconess Home and Training School and 
were appointed to China. In August they

The baptism of twenty-three pupils, a senior kindergarten teacher 
two children in an orphanage and twenty-seven women—fifty-three in
all ; more than one a week—may well call forth our thanksgiving and 
praises.
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. ■ The number in attendance at the Azabu school has considerably 
increased, many of them being day pupils, and although not so fully 
under Christian influences as the boarders, yet there has been a ready 
response when invited to attend religious meetings. The new 
bright, airy home, it is hoped, will attract many more, and the work 
will certainly become more satisfactory to all engaged in it.

Ihe Kings Daughters’ school maintained for so many years throu"h 
the zea1 of our Christian girls has had the effect of rousing the 
Buddhist priests to open a “poor school ” in the neighborhood, 
getting the children from the constantly moving population thus 
adopting our methods and using them in opposition.

During the months of a reduced staff Mrs. Borden, wife of one of 
our missionaries, and Mrs. Helm, wife of the Secretary of the You no- 
Men s Christian Association, have kindly aided in holding woman’s 
meetings and Bible classes, and notwithstanding all the difficulties 
there has been advance and true prosperity.

From 350 to 400 children 
evangelistic workers in Tokyo.
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In Shizuoka the hearts of the teachers have been cheered by having 
thirteen pupils admitted into the church within thirteen months, one 
of them a daughter of the former Governor. All the boarding pupils 
had either been baptized or were seeking to be so, and the daily 
students were becoming more interested in Christianity, but it takes
them long to recognize sin and to realize that God requires truth in 
the inmost heart.

An efficient plan, bringing rich results though at the cos? of labor 

and time, is in keeping up a correspondence with former pupils and in 
receiving visits from them.

About two hundred letters and postals have been written to such.
ihe Kings Daughters and Busy Bees have continued their good 

work of contributing and earning money for distribution to orphan­
ages and other needy claimants, and have thus been learning the 
blessedness of giving. ®

Apart from the school two hundred and thirty-five children each 
week receive a simple Bible lesson, and meetings are held in nine
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places outside of the city in addition to four fortnightly gatherings in 
Shizuoka.

The little school in the poor district of Anzai is developing an 
industrial branch—the making of straw hats, as the mothers desire 
their children to remain longer under Christian instruction and yet 
need their help in earning daily bread. The Sunday School in this 
neighborhood has so increased as to require a second room and another 
one of the girls to help. A permanent Japanese building suitable for 
the work would be much appreciated.

Kofu.

For the past year Kofu school has been our largest, one hundred 
and five being in attendance during the last term. Accommodation 
for fifty-eight has been made to cover seventy-two, ten of whom are 
teachers and helpers.

A new line of work has b.een the organization of a Young 
Woman’s Christian Temperance Union. The thirty-eight original 
members have been increased at each subsequent meeting and great 
interest has been manifested.

As an evidence of the practical love of the pupils, diligent efforts 
have been made to raise funds for the much-needed refurnishing of 
the school.

Two of the graduates, one of whom is a junior teacher, got permis­
sion last fall to start a kind of store to provide the girls with paper, 
pencils, note books, etc. A neat little sum has been deposited in the 
bank from this source. Little gatherings for hand work have also 
been held twice a month, while an interesting story has been read. 
At the closing exercises the articles made were sold, which added 
materially to the funds already obtained.

A normal class each Saturday evening teaches the Sabbath School 
lesson for the coming day to a class gathered in for the purpose, and 
thus under guidance these young teachers become skilful.

Good returns are being received from the money and care bestowed 
in by-gone years for the education and training of supported girls, 
many of them now doing valuable Christian work. Two homes of 
former pupils have been opened for meetings.

In four factories the gladness of Gospel truth and human sympathy 
brings a little ray of light to the toilers of seven days in the week.

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Dr. Maud Killatn had been called to eight opium suicides, four of 
whose lives were saved, two had died before her arrival. Five had 
been treated who had lost a foot or toe from foot binding, one of whom 
had been adopted into the school. She was on crutches, but promised 
to be a credit to her teachers. Thirty-eight taels had been received 
as donations from the Chinese.

Twenty-five new homes had been visited and sixty-one visits made. 
The people were friendly and pleasant, and all seemed promising.

The annual meeting of the council was held June 25th, when plans 
were proposed for extending the work in the neighborhood of Chentu 
and of opening another station in Kiating. More missionaries were 
being asked for, although two had gone out during the year and Miss 
Brackbill was returning after her furlough.

Some disquieting rumors had been heard, but it was hoped the 
trouble would be confined to the north ; however, by July 10th all 
mission stations had been guarded for a week, and on July 16th 
notice was received front the British Consul at Chungking ordering 
them to repair at once to the nearest British naval or military 
station. Leaving on the 23rd they reached Hankow August 8th.

An emergency meeting of the council had decided that the orphans 
should be left in charge of two or three of the most trustworthy 
Chinese women with sufficient money for their probable needs, the 
boarders to be sent to their homes, furniture to be packed and valued 
and an official seal to be put on the place.

With sad hearts at having to leave their loved work did these 
five brave devoted Canadian women, in company with the members 
of the General Board, begin the perilous journey down the river, tak­
ing with them a Chinese teacher and longing for the time when they 
may be permitted to return.

r Thus twice within little moré than five years has our mission in 
1 China been obliged to leave, obeying the injunction, “ When they 
X persecute you in this city, flee ye into another.”
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CHINESE WORK IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

This difficult field has had its lights and shadows, but at the close 
of the year joy and thanksgiving prevail, for during nine months four 
girls have been rescued, and although the last case was contested in 
court the decision ultimately given committed the care of the child to 
the home.

Eight Chinese have been in residence (five at present) and eleven 
Japanese women for a longer or shorter period.

FRENCH WORK IN PROVINCE OF QUEBEC.

Seventy-nine pupils were last year in residence at the French 
Institute, Montreal, who gave ample evidence at their examinations 
of progress in their various studies. Best of all, a great many of the 
students demonstrated their desire to lead a new life. “ Nine united 
with the church and others would have done so but were withheld by 
fear of home persecution.”

The most marked event in connection with the day schools was 
the taking possession in January of the new building in the west end 
Montreal, to the great comfort of all concerned. The east end 
school has also been thoroughly renovated, but it has sustained a sad 
loss in the removaUby death, after a few months devoted service, of 
the young teacher, Miss Demers, a graduate of the Normal school and 
a former student at the Institute.

The little schools at St. Theodore and St. Jovite have been main­
tained with an average attendance, respectively, of nine and thirteen.

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HOME CORRESPONDING SECRETARY’S REPORT, 1899.190a

Another year, with its many opportunities for service, has passed 
into eternity, bearing the record of much patient faithful labor on 
the part of the workers at home.

In nearly all the Branches there has been an increase in the num­
ber of Auxiliaries with a corresponding increase in membership.

Seven hundred and fifteen Auxiliaries are reported, an increase of 
10 ; with a membership of 16,547, an increase of 524.

Last year six new Mission Bands were reported ; this year it is a 
matter for regret that there should be a serious falling off in this 
department of work. Probably this may not mean any lessening of 
missionary interest on the part of the young people in our churches, 
but rather that there have been found other channels through which 
flow their gifts and energies. The Circles and Bands number 260, a 
decrease of 25. The membership is larger, relatively, than last year, 
being 7,358, against 7,403 of last year, a decrease of only 45, not a 
large one considering the number of Bands which have ceased to 
work with us. This shows that good work is yet being done among 
our young people through the agency of our Society. Let us “ Be 
watchful and strengthen the things which remain, that are ready to 
die.”

Special mention must be made of the large increase in the number 
of Bands reported by the New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island 
Conference Branch—no less than 11. This, while giving credit to 
Manitoba and North-West Territories Branch for an increase of two, 
British Columbia with the same as last year, leaves the remaining 
six Branches with decreases larger or smaller.

The income from Auxiliaries and Bands is $39,882.83, a decrease 
of $233.98. The largest decrease in sources of income is in the 
amount raised for the Easter Thank-offering, which this year is only 
$6,147.56, against $7,020.65 of last year, a difference of $873.09. 
This difference may be accounted for partly because of there being no 
specific object before our Auxiliaries in regard to this special appeal, 
but more particularly on account of the Twentieth Century Thanks­
giving Fund, which has diverted some of the givings from the regular 
channel but not away from the work of our Society.

The Mission Circles, Bands and Epworth Leagues have contributed 
the sum of $6,142.26, a decrease of $220.59.

And now, standing on the threshold of a new century with wonder­
ful opportunities before us, the word of the Lord comes as never 
before, “ Behold I have set before thee an open door,” and if each of 
the 16,547 members would try the “ win-one method,” that ideal con­
dition of things for which we aim, namely, “ To win every Methodist 
woman to membership in the Woman’s Missionary Society ” might 
become, before many years, an assured fact.

REPORT OF CENTRAL SUPPLY COMMITTEE.

1 lie year just closed has as usual been a very busy one for all who 
ePgaged in this department of our Missionary work.

It may truly be called our “Home” work, as through our gifts we 
bring joy and gladness into the homes as well as to the hearts of 
hundreds of people—we clothe the destitute, and help over rough 
places many poor suffering souls, causing them to take heart again ; 
and, by so doing, have been a light to lead them up to Gbd.

Words fail to convey the blessing that our gifts have been and 
still are to the poor shivering, half-clad men, women and children in 
Ontario and theNorth-West, or to the transformation that has taken 
place in the lives of many who were weighted beyond our knowledge 
with darkness and despair.

A brighter day is dawning upon our Indian people ; We do not help 
to elevate them by giving charity when they are able to work—and 

missionaries instil in them principles of independence and 
self-support. In purchasing goods for themselves the Indians usually 
buy bright-colored flimsy print or calico—but through our boxes 
and bales they receive good, strong, 
the homes have learned to appreciate

warm material, and the girls in 
warm, clean clothing.

summer time ruins their bedding, so that 
supply is needed every autumn.

Letters from our missionaries are full of interest, but we can only 
give extracts from a few.

One says, “ If you could have seen the poorly-clad people on a 
bitterly cold night receiving your gifts, their eyes sparkling with

a new
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delight, your hearts would have been filled with gratitude to God for 
giving you the privilege of helping to clothe His poor children.

“ Indians as a rule are backward in speaking English, but their 
looks bespeak the thanks they cannot utter. In their own tongue 
they say,‘ Wa-wanee ’—kind white ladies—we thank God and we 
thank you.”

Another letter says, “ It is marvellous to see the change that is 
coming over our people. We see them gradually rising to a better 
and a nobler life. The pictures, brackets, knives, forks, table­
cloths and bedding have so changed the homes that where there was 
poverty and disorder, there is now comfort and order.

“ Instance—a man, woman and three children sleeping in a place 
called home, the earth for a floor, single boards for the walls, and 
rain coming in on every side, and through the roof. ’ By the help of 
the Supply Committee we were able to give them two quilts, one was 
used to cover their bed and one to cover part of the wall.

“ One child died from exposure ; the next year we gave the children 
some of the clothing sent to us. When the parents saw their 
children comfortably clad they took courage, came to church, and 
went to work. Next year we were able to give each member of the 
family some articles of clothing.

“ It is now our pleasure to see them in the house of God respectably 
dressed. The divine Saviour has taken possession of them—has be­
come their Master. The parents are now leaders at cottage meetings, 
and work in the Sabbath School. They have been made to feel that 
the Church is truly their friend, and now rejoice that there is some­
thing to Hvq for.” This is only one case to show what a reward there 
is in the work.

Another letter tells of the missionary visiting a poor old bed-ridden 
Indian to give him some warm quilts and clothing ; he found him 
cheerful and happy, occupying many dreary hours in singing.

It is also our pleasure to send Christmas boxes full of good things 
to the missionary himself, and in this way have been able to brighten 
some homes, lift burdens, renew hope and comfort some of our 
brethren on their fields of labor by these silent messengers of love and 
sympathy.

This work has taken a deep hold upon the sympathies of our mem­
bers, and from one end of the Dominion to the other come requests 
for help and offers of supplies.

Our young people in Leagues and Bands find that filling a box or 
bale is one of the greatest factors in ensuring a good attendance at 
their meetings, and many state that it does them as much good to help 
fill a box as it does to those who receive it.

Not only are the homes of the poor made richer, but the Sunday 
Schools and Sabbath services receive many additions through our 
help.

Through 
the generosity of many friends they have received a quantity of 
good useful clothing and bedding, tlius making the children happy 
and comfortable, and gladdening the hearts of the members of the 
stall who are devoting their lives to these people.

With the prayer that 
the door of one heart might be opened, some magazines and books 
were carried to the home of an invalid. We wait in hope for the 
answered prayer, but have the satisfaction of knowing that the good 
literature is a source of enjoyment.

I.lie barrel that went to ^Newfoundland is described as a treasure. 
There in one home were a widow with five children and an old mother, 
the only income, one dollar per month, from the government ; in 
another a man unable to work, his wife’s strength overtaxed in try­
ing to provide for her large family ; to both of these families 
representative carried warm clothing and comfortable bedding.

Turning to another letter we read of a dear old lady far from her 
sunny southern home whose gloves were a study, and who could not 
attend church for lack of winter garments, she was the recipient of a 
cloak, dress and spectacles ; an ink stand found its way to a table 
that lacked this requisite ; a fan waved refreshing air to a young 
man crushed internally in a mining accident, spectacles were fitted 
to eyes that time had dimmed, while a little bundle of braids and 
trimmings was of great value and introducedja little daintiness to a 
life out of which had dropped all luxury.

Our co workers whose pleasure it is to find just the right place for 
each and every article do not scatter their gifts hurriedly and so have 
a store to call upon as occasion demands ; it is for us to see that the 
supply at the fountain head is not exhausted. Still for some of us 
will come from time’s store-house moments and opportunities to be 
accounted for, and we ask that our
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Supply Committee be not 
forgotten, so that the hands stretched out to us may not go wholly 
empty.

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Report of tiie Thirteenth Annual Meeting of the Council of the 
Woman’s Missionary Society of the Canadian Methodist 

Church in Japan.

The Council met in its thirteenth annual meeting at Karuizawa, 
July 16th, 1900.

Members present—Misses Blackmore, Cunningham, Hargrave, 
Hart, Robertson, Veazey, Crombie, Wigle, Alcorn, Sifton, Washing­
ton and Jost.

The minutes of the Executive meetings during the year were read 
and adopted. After the appointment of special committees, on 
motion Miss Sifton was asked to act as secretary for the Kanazawa 
Branch, in consideration of Miss Crombie’s health.

The following reports from the various branches were then read 
and adopted :

Tokyo Branch.

School.—Gladly we lay down the finished work of another year at 
the feet of Him who hitherto hath helped us. We have come fat- 
short of doing what we wished to do—of what we thought we must 
do : whether we have done the best we might or always chosen the 
“ iiexte thynge ” wisely, only the Master-work man who appointed the 
daily tasks can know ; Hub even out­
value in His sight.

The new building which lias been the centre of so many hopes and 
anxieties is now almost complete, and there will be much to make the 
work easier and more efficient in our new, bright, airy home.

We have had considerable increase in numbers—97 being the 
largest number in attendance at any one time. These 
require more time and thought than thus far we have been able to 
give, but we hope to do better things next year. Nearly all the 
girls are daily pupils, and do not come so fully under the Christian 
influences of the school, but Miss Veazey, who has charge of the 
Wednesday afternoon meetings, has found them more than usually 
ready to respond to an invitation to attend.

Two girls baptized seems a very small ingathering when viewed in 
the abstract, but each is a cause for rejoicing. Before Christmas, 
thus publicly professed her belief in Christ, and we were glad not only

for her, but for the joy the news would bring to her Christian hus­
band in America. Early in the new year two others for whom 
have been waiting a long time, asked their parents’ permission to 
unite with the Church. One received a ready consent, but though the 
father and mother of the other did not object, her brother did, and 
we did not think it wise to allow her to act contrary to his wishes. 
As the two wished very much to be baptized together, they waited in 
hopes the brother would relent, but in vain, though the sister 
very persistent in asking again and again. The last Sunday before 
school closed, the one girl with a woman whom Miss Hart had long 
been teaching, received baptism and became members of the visible 
church. Mr. Hatano, our pastor, who is always most reverent and 
impressive, made the service one to be remembered ; and in class- 
meeting that day another girl—one for whom we have been anxious 
and almost discouraged—said that she had long known that she ought 
to publicly confess her faith in Christ, but that she dreaded the 
opposition which she knew must come from her home, so she had 
delayed the matter ; but when she saw O Fusa San—a girl younger 
than herself—take the step over which she hesitated, she could hold 
out no longer—and would tell her mother during the holidays of her 
determination to be a Christian, and ask to be allowed to be baptized.

Throughout the entire year Mrs. Borden has rendered valuable 
help in teaching an English Bible lesson in the school three times a 
week. Mrs. Helm (wife of the Y.M.C.A. Secretary) has also since 
Easter kindly given a Bible lesson on Sabbath afternoons to all who 
understood English. Miss Green, whose work in the school during 
the past year has been most satisfactory, has promised to stay with 
us until the end of March.

King's Daughters' School.—We have been obliged to close the 
boys’ class since the new year, owing to lack of workers, and the 
girls’ classes have not been so well attended of late. On inquiry 
found that the priests in a temple near by had opened a “ Poor 
School ” and were persuading the children to go there instead of to 
our school. They have little effect on those in actual attendance, but 
the people of the poor districts move so frequently that there 
stant comings and goings, and the priests get thé new ones as they 
come in, and our vacancies are not filled as before.

Orphanage.—One of the pupils of the Girls’ School was married in 
January, and begged to have one of our orphans as a little maid. 
The child was younger than we really care to send out, but as this 
was an especially good chance we decided to let her go. There 
tears and lamentations at the orphanage when the plan 
nounced. From the matron down to the youngest child, all objected to 
0 Tori San being taken away. But she is now very happy in her 
new home and gives good satisfaction. Another child has been 
returned to her mother, who now, owing to the death of her invalid
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IS- boy, is able and willing to support her. This leaves eight little ones 
in the home.

Dispensary.—Our work in this line cannot be considered as real 
dispensary work, yet it often calls for a good deal of time. Chicken- 
pox, measles, diphtheria, consumption and paralysis are among the 
diseases treated this year under Dr. Macdonald’s directions. Plenty 
of work and higher wages have relieved the distressing poverty which 
prevailed four years ago, so we do not find the same need to give 
help in this way that we did then. All who are able, whether out of 
the school or in, are required to pay for the medicines they receive, 
and the medical expenses of supported girls, as well as outside cases 
among the poor, are covered by the sum drawn from the Society for 
this work.

Evangelistic.—Apart from the fact that we could not get to work 
as early as usual last fall, we have had an unusual number of inter­
ruptions, lessening the number of meetings and also lowering the 
average attendance.

In a former report I spoke of the pest-scare, and of the different 
wards having to do great house-cleaning (osoji) on the days ordered 
by the police. In so many cases “ osoji ” came on the regular meet­
ing day of that district, the result being no meeting at all, or at best 
an attendance of two or three only.

After New Year’s influenza of a bad type, cold and snow-storms 
almost put an end to our meetings for a time. It seemed as if every 
family had one or more sick, and in many cases the whole family sick 
at the same time.

On the other hand, we have had fewer changes by removal or the 
hand of death than we had last year.

With miiny of the women it must be “ line upon line, precept 
upon precept,” for even Christian women know so little of their 
Bibles ; but from questions asked on different passages after we were 
through the regular lesson for the day, we rejoice to note that many 
during the past year have paid more attention to private reading of 
the Holy Book.

In place of a regular lesson, for the last meeting of each district 
this summer, I took pictures of the life of Christ to show the women, 
and was so glad to find that in quite a number of cases where I had 
hardly dared to expect it they could tell at once just what the picture 
represented ; and one woman especially, who knew that the old woman 
near her would not understand, either began at once to explain, or 
after my explanation would repeat part, or go even into more detail 
to make sure that all understood.

One of our number in the Negishi District was suddenly called to 
her eternal home this spring. When she came to Negishi a little over 
a year ago she had consumption, and although at times quite ill, we

had not expected the end so soon. She was a very earnest seeker after 
the truth at all times. Whenever possible she would have the meeting 
at her home and seemed to drink in every word so eagerly. We will 
miss her bright earnest face very much from 
there, but we feel assured that she 
to be with Ji sus.

The new Bible-woman—Kataoka San—seems to be a very faithful, 
careful worker and an earnest Christian. She has a hard field, so 
many of the Christians there have become cold and indifferent, but 
her influence for good is already apparent. . Hayashi San during’ the 
year started a Sunda,y children’s meeting in Honjo, a part of the 
city where as yet very little Christian work is being done. She kept 
up her other work in the three districts, lvakigawa, Kobiki and 
Atagoshita until about the middle of May, when because of her head, 
which has troubled her more or less all the year, she was obliged to 
take rest. We trust, however, that the quiet of her native home out­
side of Tokyo will fit her for work in the fall. Shimada San has 
worked tlm year, as last, the Azabu and Shitaya districts. For part 
of the year she had the entire Shitaya Sunday School on her hands, 
excepting for the little help I gave at the close in teaching the 
children hymns. Since New Year’s a pupil from our Girls’ School has 
helped, taking the infant class. I have also continued helping in the 
Negishi Sunday School. A number of our pupils have taken charge 
of the childrens meetings in Azabu under Miss Veazey’s supervision. 
Others teach in the Azabu Church Sunday School and for some time 
Kataoka San has been the only teacher in the Ushigome Sunday 
School. Taking all together we reach from 350 to 400 children every 
Sunday.

Mrs. Borden has kindly continued taking full charge of the Azabu 
women’s meetings during the whole year, thus making it possible for 
me to keep up the meetings in all the other districts.

One woman led to Christ through our work in her neighborhood has 
taken a very firm stand on the Sabbath question. (Many say it is 
impossible to keep tl: Sabbath in Japan.) This woman when once 
converted, thought the question out, decided she could not be a 
Christian if she did not keep the Sabbath, so told her master that she

on Sundays. She expected he would 
turn her off but he did not. In so many ways she shows bv her words 
and actions that she fully understands the step she has taken. She 
was baptized early in July.

As we review the past year’s work and bring to mind the individual 
cases with which we have dealt, although some things have been 
trying or disappointing, there has been much to encourage and cheer. 
And to Him we give all the glory.

School.—From the number of requests for calendars during February 
and March, we expected that more pupils than we could admit would 
apply for admission to the school in April. Such, however, has not 
been the case, six only having entered since the new school year 
began. This, we believe, is owing to the baptisms in March. 
Although at that time only seven received baptism, yet there was not 
one of our boarding pupils, not already a baptized Christian, who did 
not seek permission for baptism. Some did not receive the consent 
of their parents ; others, wTe felt, had been too short a time under 
Christian training to be in a position to truly “count the cost ” of 
taking this step.

We have, during the past year, reached as never before, our daily 
pupils. Five or six have at different times attended the Sunday 
afternoon class-meeting. Three asked for baptism, two of whom 
were permitted to receive it. There are many in our province who 
do not object to having their daughters imitate Christ, whom they 
believe to have been a good moral teacher, but it is a very different 
thing to have them openly acknowledge themselves as Christians. 
The fact, however, that thirteen girls have been baptized during the 
past thirteen months, a greater number than during the whole twelve 
years before, shows that the prejudice against Christianity is, to some 
extent, passing away. Two more little girls received baptism in June, 
one being the daughter of our former governor. Through our daily 
pupils Miss Alcorn and Niwa San have been able to enter some new 
homes. Two of the mothers thus reached have for some time attended 
quite regularly one of Miss Alcorn’s meetings for women, and one of 
them was present at the last large monthly meeting under the 
direction of the church women. At this meeting she spoke of the 
pleasure and profit she had received from the books which Miss 
Alcorn had lent her, and from her attendance at the fortnightly 
meetings, also of her desire to know more of Christianity.

We have kept as much as possible in touch with former pupils by 
correspondence. Through the year probably not less than two 
hundred letters and postals have been sent out.

We have also received, especially during the last three months, an 
unusually large number of visits from the students of former years, 
some coming to spend a day, others remaining over a Sunday. 
Whenever possible, regular work has been dropped at these times, 
and the girls entertained. To some of them, shut up in houses where 
they seldom go outside their own garden gate, these visits to their 
old school home seem almost as a little bit of heaven. One little 
mother, in writing to us after her visit, said : “It seemed to me, the 
day I spent at the school, as if I had left a hot and dusty road, where 
the sun glared fiercely] overhead, and I was so weary and hopeless,

was peace.where the flowers bloomed, and the birds sang, and all was peace.
Although this entertaining of our former students is often a great 

tax, not only upon our time, but upon our strength, yet we believe it 
to be as much a part of our work as teaching a Bible-lesson, and the 
spending an hour or two in bringing a little sunshine into the lives of 
these girls is helping on Christ’s kingdom quite as much.

The King’s Daughters’ Society will be nine years old in December. 
During that time the girls have raised 226 yen and 59 sen—123 yen 
of this in contributions, and 103 yen in payment for work, which has 
been done in the very little spare time which the girls have each day. 
During the nine years the interest has never flagged. The society 
has paid to the Kanazawa Orphanage 66 yen, to the Oji Orphanage 
46 yen, to other orphanages 31 yen, and have always had money on 
hand to send small contributions to sufferers from floods, earthquakes, 
and fire, besides helping the poor near at hand, such as sending milk 
to a sick man, or rice to an old woman, while their old dresses have 
been made into garments for the poor.

he Busy Bees’ Society is now seventeen months old. Durin" 
that time they have raised 20 yen and 18 sen. They have always 

een ready at the end of each month with their one yen towards 
O’Hama San’s expenses, and had 2 yen 50 sen on hand to pay her 
doctor’s bill when she was sick last fall. During the holidays 
O Hama San returns to her home, when she is entirely supported by 
her mother. 17

The \eai has had its discouragements as well as its encouragements, 
It has had its disappointments, times when it seemed as if our labor 
was in vain. Girls whom we trusted failed us, and we kept on with 
the reproving, exhorting, and encouraging only because we remembered 
the years of Christianity behind us, and in spite of our training 
and privileges how far our own lives come short.

, The faults of Japanese girls are not the faults of home girls. The 
girls strike the new missionary as being almost destitute of the follies 
and weaknesses of girlhood—at first, as little women almost perfect. 
This being so, perhaps the disappointment is all the greater, when 
one realizes, as every one must in time, that the heart of a Japanese girl, 
quite as truly as the heart of a girl in any other part of the world, 
“is deceitful above all things,’ and that years must be spent in 
teaching her that this is so.

In Japan the cardinal virtue in woman is obedience, and many, 
even of our most earnest workers, do not yet realize that the Lord 
looketh for “truth in the heart.” It is difficult to learn how to teach 
that Christ “ came to save His people from their sins,” to girls who 
are not conscious that what we call sin is sin.

One can continue, year after year, in this work, only by learning 
to leave results entirely with Him, who has said, “ Go ye therefore,
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liiiTHE JAPAN WORK.

and teach all nations, . . . teaching them to observe all things what­
soever I have commanded you.”

Evangelistic. — During the past year our working force has remained 
unchanged. Regular work has been carried on in nine places in this 
province, and four fortnightly meetings have been held in Shizuoka
city.

in March we reported our Temperance Society organized in Febru­
ary. At our last meeting forty were present, and a growing interest 
in the work was apparent.

Any new work this year has been among the children. Two meet­
ings held during the week are in charge of Takeuchi San. One has 
been commenced in Hattori, a village near Shizuoka. The largest 
meeting was broken up by a man who hated Christianity. Going as 
usual one Thursday, Takeuchi San was surprised to find no one wait­
ing for her and no child in sight, where formerly numbers came to 
meet her. Inquiring why, she learned that this man chased the 
children away from their meeting place, telling them the Christians 
would crucify them as they did Christ. The children were terrified, 
and in no way can they be induced to listen to Takeuchi San. In 
another street she is beginning again. The work in Hattori developed 
from a very small beginning. In our church, one evening a stranger 
came forward and expressed a desire to hear about Christianity, and 
asked if we would visit his wife. The following week Niwa San vis­
ited the house, but found the wife absent. Her father objecting to 
have his daughter in a home where Christianity would be taught, had 
taken her back to be under his own safe protection. While resting 
and talking to the woman in charge of the house, so many children 
gathered around, Niwa San thought it a good place to open a children’s 
meeting. We decided to do so, and forty, fifty and sometimes sixty 
children come. These little ones do not only receive a paper to read 
themselves, but carry home something to help the mothers and fathers. 
Altogether, 235 children weekly receive a simple Bible lesson.

Recently two little ones who regularly attended one of our Sunday 
schools, died. Although the ceremony was conducted by the priests 
—the parents knowing nothing of Christianity—we doubt not the 
children are “ Safe in the arms of Jesus.” The memory of their child­
ish prattle about the lessons taught from time to time, may be beacon 
lights to point their parents to Christ. Convinced during childhood 
of the existence of the one true God, they can never go back to idol- 
worship. Who can estimate the importance of this work among the 
children Î

In our Anzai Poor School sixteen pupils have been enrolled. The 
mothers see the change in their own children, and want them to 
attend school longer, but must have them home to help to earn their
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liv THE JAPAN WORK.

daily bread. This has led to our trying to find some industry we 
could teach the girls, and thus keep them under helpful, uplifting 
influences for a longer time. The last month two have been learning 
to make straw hats, and if this is successful we will have a teacher 
come to them a certain part of every day.

The meeting for the mothers of the Poor School children is always 
well attended, and the Sunday School has so increased in numbers 
another room has to be procured, and another one of the girls «o to 
help. °

We have no other work in Anzai, and we look forward to the time 
when we can have a suitable Japanese house built of our own. We 
need one very much for the day school, Sunday School and women’s 
meetings.

Our factory work in Shimada has continued through this year. The 
mother and sister of the overseer come to listen to our lesson. Three 
of the women expressed a desire to know more of Christ, and two of 
the men study the Bible and ask us questions when we go.

What life can be more miserable than the life of a factory woman, 
sitting in the midst of machinery from 5 o’clock in the morning until 
5 at night? Our hearts go out to them. We thank God for evidences 
of “ the soul’s awakening ” among them.

In April we visited our work in Omiya and Yoshiwara. Tn Omiya, 
because of deaths and removals, the work does not seem as prosperous 
as last year. In a part of the town hitherto untouched, Kakuda San 
lias commenced a meeting for the children, and hopes through it to 
reach the mothers. In Yoshiwara twenty-five young women from a 
sewing school attend the fortnightly meetings. We wondered how 
they had been led to want to come, and inquiring, found their teacher 
is a Christian and wants her pupils to know the true life. We send 
her (the teacher) magazines and papers to distribute among her girls.

In May we held a special meeting in Fukuroi. Christians came 
from Hamamatsu, Horinouchi and Kakegawa. Seeing these women, 
one could not help but be impressed with the power of the Gospel to 
transform lives nurtured in superstition and idolatry. No code of 
mor Is, no worship of ancestry, could bring into their faces the light 
that is indicative only of a changed heart.

In June Ito San called together her women in Numazu. War 
being the general topic now, we talked together of the steady battle 
going on in each heart between good and evil. Many expressed 
themselves as having been very poor soldiers, but were determined to 
fight self more faithfully and conquer in their Master’s strength.

Of our general work for the year, what can be said in a "report ” 
to portray the result of the regular Bible study meetings, the daily 
visiting, the private striving in prayer over special souls, the'distribu- 
tion of magazines, books and papers suitable for the individual ? The 
record is with Him.

riWhile we have had hope and joy through the year, there has been 
strain of sadness as we anticipated Miss Cunningham’s return to 

the home-land. Even if we had an overflow of workers no one can 
take her place in this province. She can ill be spared from the work 
for even one year. The girls look upon her as a mother, the people 
look up to her as a friend and counsellor. May God in His mercy 
and love take her safely to the home-land and bring her back with 
renewed life and energy to this, her adopted country.

School.—Numerically the past year has been marked with success. 
One hundred and thirty-eight pupils have been registered, 105 of 
whom have been in attendance during the term just closed. The 
boarding department built in the first place to accommodate fifty-eight 
persons, all told, has been proved to possess expansive properties and 
made to accommodate seventy-two—ten of whom are teachers and 
helpers. This will give some idea of the crowded condition we are in, 
but, even so, we have been most mercifully preserved from any serious 
illnesses. Even during the winter when influenza patients were counted 
by thousands in the city, we had very, very little sickness among the 
girls or workers.

There has not been much perceptible difference between the work 
of this year and that of past years, and yet it has seemed much harder. 
Never before were there so many occasions for scolding, so many 
instances of wilful disobedience to rules, so much deceit to be watched 
and guarded against amongst the girls, besides troubles among the 
servants. The road has indeed seemed to “ wind up-hill all the way,” 
but He who knows every step of the road and provides resting places 
by the way, hag led us through the many windings and brought us , 
thus far in safety. One great reason why the work of this year has 
been harder is because of the scarcity of old, well-trained girls, who 
are usually the back-bone of a school, exercising a good influence 
upon newer pupils. One by one the old girls have left us, either to 
go into the work, or back to their homes after graduation, so that of 
those who were in the school three years ago, when we first came, 
only fifteen are with us now, the majority of whom are still among 
the juniors. With so few older girls to take the lead—for you see 
the proportion is exceedingly small—it requires constant effort of 
nerve and brain to keep the school in order. These manifestations of 
sin among us do not cause us to be discouraged. Strange would it 
be were it otherwise. That they come to light and can be dealt with, 
thus making them stepping-stones to higher and better living, is cause 
for rejoicing. Many of the girls are truly trying to do right. With 
thankful hearts we watch their brave efforts to redeem themselves 
after failures in the line of duty.
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n ne™ 70r^ taken UP in the school I would mention a Y.W.
. . formed last fall, when Mrs. Large, in her capacity of W C T U 

missionary, made us a visit. When organized the membership ' 
thirty-eight, since then at most of the meetings held there have been 
some to respond to the invitation to unite with us against this com­
mon enemy. Meetings are held the third Wednesday of each month 
when a temperance programme, arranged by the principal, who is 
also president of the Society, is carried out. A number of girls take 
part in reading essays, telling stories, or giving recitations. Occasion­
ally a session is given to one of the teachers for direct temperance 
teaching. 1 his seems to be the most popular of all the Wednesday 
services, though many of the daily students gladly remain for the 
prayer-meeting, held right after teaching is through, on the other 
Wednesday afternoons of the month. At the beginning of each term 
a programme containing topics and leaders’ names for the month is 
written out and posted on the bulletin-board in the hall.

With the increased attendance, the present dimensions of the 
building were found inadequate. A scheme for enlarging the build­
ing was proposed by some of the Japanese teachers and former gradu- 
ates. As their plans were found inadvisable, and having the fact 
that the present furnishings are not only very dilapidated, but also 
injurious to the health pointed out, a plan for refurnishing the school­
rooms was started in which all the girls, old and new, have heartily 
entered. Last fall, two graduates, one of whom is a junior teacher 
got permission to start a kind of store, to provide the girls with paper, 
pencils, note-books and other small articles. A neat little sum has 
been deposited in the bank from this source. Two Friday evening 
of each month hnd nearly the whole boarding contingent assembled 
in the school-rooms, where each one, even the “ baby,” is busy with 
some kind of hand-work, while the matron or some otljer person reads 
an interesting story. At the last closing, exercises a creditable dis­
play of fancy articles, mostly the result of these Friday meetings, 
was made Most of them being sold a nice little sum was added to 
that already in the bank. The work of the little girls usually consists 
of makmg holders or cutting old exercise papers into fine strips and 
rolling them into balls, the paper forming the woof, while 
brightoolored cotton threads make the warp ; these are then 
into strips of cloth used by the poorer people for sashes.

ne evening one of the foreign teachers and a Japanese were 
obliged to go to the post-office t 10 o’clock. A number of little nurse 
girls with babies on their back playing about the post-office attracted 
their attention. The Japanese teacher was much impressed with the 
condition of these girls whose homes being small were too crowded to 
have them in them til late at night. She conceived of the plan of 
opening a mght schoo1 where they might be taught reading and 
needlework, and also given some religious instruction. At the church

W. W.C.T.U. meeting she told her plan ; permission to use the church 
was obtained and the children gathered in. The teaching has been 
done by two or three of the graduates who are doing light work or 
going on with their English studies. This work is still in its infancy, 
so of its results we cannot yet say anything. The attendance 
very good all through the winter, some of the children manifesting 
decided interest and appreciation of this opportunity of learning.

The class held each Saturday evening, under the superintendence 
of Miss Jost, for preparation for Sunday teaching in children’s meet­
ings, has been converted into a normal class in which the workers 
take turns in presenting the lesson to a class of little children 
gathered for the purpose.

Ihe graduating class this year was small, numbering only five. A 
last year’s Japanese graduate received an English diploma, and then 
went to Azabu to take the higher course there, when after graduating 

hope to have her return to help us in the work here. Three from 
the Japanese department remained for English or sewing. One who 
took the special sewing course has returned to her home. A last 
year’s graduate in Japanese leaves us in September for a year’s train­
ing in the Bible school in Yokohama. Toriyama San has been work­
ing hard in Tokyo all through the year. We look forward to her 
return in September with a feeling of rest, as the position of sewing 
teacher is one of the hardest to fill. In three years we have had 
three changes. One by one our supported girls are coming up to 
help us, in many instances proving themselves worthy the care and 
money spent in their behalf. Miyake San is doing good work in the 
school-room among the little ones. Yamauchi o Mine San is teaching 
Miss Jost Japanese and helping in the sewing-room when the class is 
large. Another who was partly supported by the society, after 
working her appointed two years, has taken a position as teacher in 
one of the public schools not far from her home. As there are other 
supported girls working out their time we did not especially need her 
for such work as she could do. In one of her letters she said that 
while she could not teach Christianity in her school she was trying to 
live it, and we pray that her influence may be of lasting benefit to 
the little ones under her care.

Once more this term our hearts have been gladdened to see another 
of our girls publicly consecrate herself to the Saviour’s service. We 
have now nine baptisms to report for the year.

of disappointment and seeming failure. Much of our work is 
hopeful.

Miss Robertson has had charge of one meeting—that in Tamahata. 
lhis meeting has a large attendance, and the women show their 
interest in what is taught by asking questions at the close of the 
service.

Miss dost has had charge of one meeting—that in Kato—where 
the people are slow in taking advantage of their opportunities to hear 
the Gospel, but where those attending the meetings have been 
strengthened in the faith.

The Japanese workers are the same as last year. Mrs Wad a 
Bible-woman, is not very efficient, but is still a help. InonyeSan 
who has been my teacher and interpreter for three years, has proved 
herself a very capable worker in women’s meetings and in house-to- 
house calling, especially during this year. Much to our regret she 
will probably not be able to return to us next year. Watanabe San 
who has been Miss Jost’s interpreter during part o the year, is also 
a very good worker. Fujimori San, one of our supported students 
finished working out her time in Evangelistic work in April, 
then she has been on salary and is doing very well indeed.

As mentioned in a former report this year the meeting at Matsu 
shima had to be dropped again. The work at Ryuo, Kusakabe 
at two of our Kofu meetings, is very difficult and slow, but 
for better things in the future.

The work in Ichikawa, Katsunuma, Sumivoshi and other places i 
very encouraging. At Oimura, where our work began last year, and 
at. Ogasawara, where we opened work this year, the attendance i 
very good and the people are apparently deeply interested in the 
gospel story and its teachings. During this year two of the homes 
ot former pupils have been opened to us, and as often as possible the 
neighboring women and men gather to hear us speak.

Of the six meetings held in Kofu, the principal one is very encour­
aging. The attendance has increased during the year in snite of the 
removal of a number of our regular attendants. Several ‘interesting 

. cases of light and blessing received at this meeting have come to our 
notice. Of these we might mention one. In February a young 
woman, tall and erect, came for the first time with one of our Chris’- 
tian women. .She appeared interested and has attended as often as 
possible since, but only lately did we hear her story. Even when but 
a girl she was very strong, energetic and independent. Instead of 
working in the house she chose to draw her father’s delivery wa^on 
loaded with rice to the houses of their customers. For some time 
past she has been living quietly with her mother, her brother and his 
young wire This brother’s wife, a gentle, slow, easv-going little 
woman has been a constant irritation to her. This, and the fact that 
her mother and brother hated Christianity, which was gradually
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lixTHE JAPAN WORK.

becoming interesting to her, made her determine to leave home and 
seek her fortune in Tokyo. Soon after this she came to another of 
__ meetings and this time heard the story of the prodigal son with 
its beautiful lessons. She felt it very deeply, and going quickly to 
lier home sat down and told them the story and its teachings. They 
said, “ Why, is that what they teach you at those meetings 1 Why 
did you not tell us before 1 We want to go, too.” The young 
woman confessed that it was her own fault that their life together 
was not pleasant, and expressed her determination to stay in her 
home and do her best to make it a happy one. Since then the old 
mother has been out to church with her daughter, and we hope to 
get them all to attend regularly.

The children’s meetings, both in Kofu and in the neighboring 
towns, while not all we could wish, are more or less regularly 
attended by little ones who are getting seeds of truth which will, we 
hope, spring up into active Christian lives. The Kofu Sunday meet­
ings for children are taken by the Evangelistic helpers and five of 
older students. The Normal Class, in which the lesson for Sunday 
is taught, is in Miss Jost’s charge.

Some of the children are enthusiastic members of the Loyal Legion 
of Temperance. Temperance work is also advancing, though slowly,
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We hold meetings in four factories during the season in which 
they are open, and are in this way able to teach the gospel story to 
many men and women whom we could not otherwise reach.

The Sunday morning English Bible-class for young men has proved 
helpful spiritually to some of those who attend. Nearly all remain 
for the church service. A number of these young men have been 
baptized during the year.

Of our women ten have this year received baptism.
Since October we have sold a large number of Bibles, and portions 

of the Bible in Japanese and in English. Since spring the members 
of our Kofu women’s meetings have been selling Bibles and using the 
profits for the church. We strongly recommended the sale of the 
Scriptures to one of our leading booksellers, and a few weeks after 
were glad to see them in stock. We hope that soon they will be 
sale in all the largest book-stores.

We pray that the sale of these Bibles, as well as the other work of 
the past year, may be greatly blessed of God in helping the people of 
our province to a knowledge of Christ, and that many of our people 

y be themselves raised up to help in advancing “the progress of 
Christianity toward her final destiny, the evangelization of the 
world.”

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Again we stand on the threshold and look back over another year, 
the events of which have been written on the annals of the Eternity 
which alone can reveal results. Our hearts are filled with thankful­
ness for extended privileges, and for the amount of noticeable progress 
in our work. °

The way has not all been smooth and pleasant. Difficulties have 
had to be faced, both from opposition without and troubles within 
our little circle of believers. Sickness has also prevented us from 
doing much that we planned and longed to accomplish, and we are very 
sorry that the work in some of the other stations must have been 
hindered on

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account of the ladies having come to our relief, but we 
believe that the time of suffering and waiting, as well as the difficul­
ties we have met, have but drawn us nearer to the Master, and so 
have fitted us for greater usefulness in the future.

Regular meetings for women have been held in five places, the 
same as last year, but since January two meetings which were held 
fortnightly have been changed to weekly. The monthly King’s 
Daughters’ meeting and the weekly meeting with the Sunday School 
workers have been continued. Miss Crombie has also kept up the 
Japanese Bible Class, started by Miss Belton for the Kawakami 
girls. One of our workers has been President and another Secretary 
of the United XV. C. T. U. Society, and four of us work in our 
church Sunday Schools. Our meetings, except the one at Daijime, 
have been better attended than last year, and the interest shown has 
been encouraging. The work among the women at Daijime is very 
slow indeed. They have sunken so low by generations of poverty and 
ignorance that really there scarcely seems to be any trace of a 
spiritual nature left, therefore it requires a great deal of instruction 
and training before they are able to grasp even the simplest truths. 
The work among the children is more promising, and we trust that 
the Christian training which they are receiving in our industrial and 
night schools and children’s meetings will result in a vast improve­
ment in that district in the near future.

Thankful for the glimpses of fruitfulness in the work we look for­
ward, hopeful that ere long we may have the joy of seeing many of 
those whom we are teaching and anxiously watching as their know- 
edge of the great truths, so new to them, increases, come out into the 

clear light and gladness of Christ’s love. Two women and one girl 
have received baptism, and another woman, who was formerly 
Christian, but who, on coming to this city ten years ago, did not 
unite with the church, and so became cold and indifferent, has been 
reclaimed. She is now, after her ten years’ wandering, very happy in 
her restored faith. She and her daughter, a little girl of thirteen 
years, who has learned to love and trust the Saviour by her faithful

earnestly trying to lead theattendance at Sunday School, are now 
husband and father into the fold.

Our work among the Ei Gakuin students has been continued as in 
former years. Besides the English teaching we each have a Bible- 
class for them, Miss Crombie’s during the week and mine on Sunday 
afternoon. We have not had the pleasure of seeing any of our 
students baptized this year, but we feel that some of them are very 
near the kingdom, and are assured that the Christian instruction and 
influence brought to bear upon them is laying a foundation in 
Christian knowledge and principles which cannot fail to bring forth 
fruit in their lives.

At Kawakami our work, both in the industrial and night schools, 
is very encouraging. In January Mr. Inonye, who had charge of the 
school, resigned. Oto San, one of our trained workers, was placed in 
charge, and the change has proved very satisfactory. The names on 
the night school roll have increased from eighteen to fifty-eight, and 
those in the industrial department from seven to eighteen. It is not 
only in numbers that we see the change. The work in general has 
taken on a new aspect, and the sentiment, not only of those in the 
school, but of the people in the neighborhood, towards the school is 
very different from what it was formerly. As Oto San remarked to 
me a few days ago, “ Why, we are welcomed in nearly every house in 
the district now.” The feelings of gratitudi which I have when
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attending the meetings there this spring are 
pressed. The contrast with last year is remarkable. For several 
weeks before we left for our vacation last year we were compelled to 
have a policeman present at our Sunday evening meetings, btones 

thrown, and the crowds would gather about the windows and 
doors and make such a disturbance that it was impossible to have 
service, but now the order is good. We 
will prove permanent, and that the results of the seed sowing of the 
past eight years, the firstfruits of which are now appearing, may be 

bountiful harvest in the near future. The only hope of 
such places as Kawakami is in the young, and we rejoice to see that 

getting hold of the children and young people. Our schools 
prove very effectual helps in this way. The people are so very poor 
that the children are put out to work as soon as they are able to do 
anything, so have no time whatever for education during the day. 
Our poor school, being at night, is an open door for those who have 
the ambition to learn, and the embroidery school provides employ­
ment for the girls during the day. We, of course, do not count on 
much return financially from the embroidery• work, as it is only a 
means to an end, enabling us, by giving employment and education 
to the girls, to reach their hearts and homes, and so to give them the 
“ Word of life,” yet we are pleased to be able to say that the work 
done in the school during the past year, although for a good part of
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lxii THE JAPAN WORK.

the time it was very small, there being only seven girls at work, has 
more than covered the entire expense of the school.

We have been gladdened by seeing two of the largest boys in the 
night school baptized, and we believe that their influence and... earnest
eflorts to lead others of their friends and neighbors to hear and know 
the truth will have a greater effect than anything that strangers can 
do for them. A few years ago these two boys were giving all the 
opposition they possibly could to work. They took delight in 
throwing stones, breaking down fences, etc., but now they are doing 
all they can to let others know of the light which has entered then- 

hearts. In January they made the request to have a special 
Bible lesson at the close of the night school in addition to the regular 
one which is given to the whole school each night. This Bibleolass 
has been kept up since that time, several of the largest boys, from 
fourteen to seventeen years of age, and 
embroidery school attending it.

In May, Mr. Miyama visited Kanazawa, and we were pleased to 
be able to have a temperance lecture from him at our Kawakami 
school.

Five of the girls and several of the night school boys signed 
the pledge and joined the temperance societies.

Another reason for thankfulness in connection with the work at 
Kawakami is the fact that Maeba San has been reclaimed. It was 
in his house that the night school was first started, and after the 
school building was erected, he was caretaker for some time. He 
was baptized about seven years ago, but his love for strong drink 
overcame him, and led him into a very dissipated life, so that his 
family has been in wretched circumstances. When Miss Hargrave, 
who had charge of the work here when the school was started, 
with us in May, she visited him and her earnest teaching, together 
with the thought that she had remembered him, and was interested 
in his welfare, touched his heart, and he promised to reform, 
that time he has not tasted liquor or tobacco, and the change in his 
life and home is wonderful. About five days after his talk with 
Miss Hargrave, lie showed Oto San a bamboo box, in which he was 
saving the money which he had formerly spent for liquor and tobacco. 
It then contained 80 sen. During Mr. Miyami’s visit, he joined the 
temperance society. He has been taken back into the church 
trial, and is very faithful in attendance at all the services, 
money is now spent to provide for his wife and children, so that they 
are more comfortably clothed and fed.

During the first part of the year, one evening a week was spent in 
work among the railroad men and their wives, but since January, on 
account of sickness and other duties, it had to be given up. It has 
resulted in opening up several new homes, and the women are attend- ' 
ing our meetings. One of the men is now a candidate for baptism. 
Mrs. \okoi, whose husband is an official on the railway, has been

doing good work as Bible-woman among those people. Three young 
ladies, one of them a teacher in the Normal School near us, and the 
other two, pupils in that school, have been coming to our home for 
English and Bible lessons. We are now welcomed at all three of 
the homes, and the children from one of them are attending our 
Sunday School

The same house that we had last year has been kept as a home for 
the orphans. We h^d hoped that our new orphanage building would 
be ready by this time, but on account of the complications and red- 
tape in connection with Japanese laws, the transfer of the property is 
still delayed. We hope, however, that a clear deed may be obtained 
in the near future.

We are very sorry that Okumura San, the matron, on account of 
poor health, feels it impossible to keep the responsibility of the 
Orphanage. We fear that it will be difficult to till her place, for 
another woman, who can be a mother to the children as she has, from 
the time that the home was started, to the present, will not be easily 
found. She left at the first of July, and Imai San, the Bible-woman 
who has been living with Oto San, at Kawakami, has been put in 
charge for the present.

Sawada San, the eldest girl, who has been helping the matron, 
expressed a strong desire to become a trained nurse, and with that 
object in view, she has been sent to our school in Azabu, Tokyo, 
where she will continue her studies until she is ready to take the 
examination for a nurse’s training.

Naokichi San has graduated from the Sho Gakko. While in that 
School he has been very successful, having twice covered two years’ 
work in one. It has been decided to send him to the Aoyama School 
in Tokyo, where he can continue his studies, and, at the same time, 
work enough to pay the greater part of his expenses.

Naotoka San is still at work in the post-office. His place of wrork 
has been changed and an advance made in his wages. He is now 
much nearer to the Orphanage, the only home that he knows, and is 
pleased to be able to visit it oftener than he could last year.

0 Hatsu San has finished her apprenticeship at hairdressing, and 
has begun work for herself. She lives in the Orphanage and goes out 
to the homes of the ladies during the day. Any customers who wish 
to have their hair dressed in the evening come to her.

O Kin San is now working in the school kitchen at Azabu, and we 
are pleased to have good reports of her work there.

O Hara San has been learning the duties of maid in our home, and 
her progress has been very satisfactory.

The rest of the children are attending school, and out of school 
hours are employed at match-work and hem-stitching. No new 
children have been taken in during the year.

Feeling the necessity of placing God’s Truth in the hands of the

School.—In reviewing the events of the past year I see many places 
where the Father’s love and guiding hand has been round and about us 
and as never before I have realized the fulness of the promise, “ He 
shall give His angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways”

Our school helpers are all graduates from Azabu, and have been a 
great satisfaction, in every way doing credit to their trainin'* in the 
“ mother school.”

I lie first Sunday in April was a day of rejoicing with us, our first 
baptisms from the school, three girls, one a day pupil and two boarders. 
One of the borders was the girl whose grandmother compelled her to 
withdraw las„ fall on account of the death by drowning of her younger 
brother, and the grandmother’s belief that the punishment of the "ods 
was upon them for having sent their daughter to a Christian school. 
Ihe truth had touched her young heart, and although she was sent to 
board for the fall term with an aunt who is an earnest Buddhist, she 
returned as a boarder in January, more earnest than ever and still 
anxious to receive baptism. She is a bright little girl and we are 
glad to count her in our church family. She left us in May to <*0 to 
ive with an aunt in Sappora. The other boarder is the daughter of 

one of our evangelists. The day pupil is a doctor’s daughter, rather 
a delicate girl. Her brother, who is a medical student, is an earnest, 
active Christian. The parents, we trust, may be won over in time. 
At present they think, for business considerations, it would not be 
profitable, for them to join the Christians. Our other three boarders 
are girls from wealthy homes. One is the daughter of a wine-maker, 
who tried every means possible to induce us to allow his daughter to 
attend our school without having to attend the Bible-classes. °Durin" 
the year we invited the eldest sister to come and visit us ; she spent 

night and the best part of two days, during which time she was 
much impressed with what she saw of a Christian home. When leav­
es she said : “ I have no words to express my feelings. I had no idea 
Christian teaching and living was anything like what I have seen. I 
have a great favor to ask, which is that you will come and conduct a 
Christian meeting in our village.” Though the father is a wine-maker 
his daughter already wears the little white ribbon of the Y.W.C.T.U
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The work with the day pupils is never as satisfactory as with the 
hoarders ; however, we feel we are growing nearer to them. 7 
perhaps I may say all, of the blind prejudice has gone. We have had

If it be true that first lessons are most 
important, then no one can doubt but that good results will come from 
the kindergarten work in this land. Our small effort is proving very 
satisfactory in every way, and has convinced me that if the hundreds- 
of children on the streets could be gathered into kindergarten homes, 
every day the future would show a grand harvest. Though 
only accommodate twenty we are glad to have that many, and are 
doing what we can to teach them how to live out the golden rule, and 
to store their young minds with Bible truth. Nine of the little 
come from Christian homes.

Our senior kindergarten teacher was the only one of our helpers 
who was not a Christian when they came to us. I am glad to report 
that she was baptized the first Sunday in July.

Our time being well taxed and the cold weather being very trying 
we gave up the English teaching at the post office at the end of 
January. One of the evangelists belonging to this district took the 
position, circumstances making it most desirable that he should do

post-office money. Including freight the two cost yen 90.65 ($45.321). 
The balance in the bank with interest to date is yen 368.84 ($184.42). 
Two of the young men from the post-office class seemed interested in 
( hristianity, and six joined the temperance society.

By way of preparation for direct evangelistic effort the social side 
of the work has been continued, thirty visits have been made and 520 
visitors received.

Miss Wigle and I each continued our Young Men’s English Bible- 
class twice a week until April. Since then the classes have been 
united and the average attendance has been thirteen. Nearly all are 
Normal and Middle School students. One of the Normal students 
who joined the class early last fall has been very regular in his attend­
ance, not only at the Bible-class but also, in accordance with our rule, 
at the Sunday morning preaching serv'ce. At New Year’s he brought 
,l Present of a bottle of wine. Wine is used so freely in this country 
that he seemed very much surprised to learn that we could neither
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use nor accept his gift. One hour later he returned with a basket of 
oranges. During the week of prayer he attended prayer-meeting 
every night, and a few weeks later expressed a desire for baptism. 
The pastor has been giving him special instruction for some time, and 
last Sunday he was baptized. One student, who has been the only 
Ohristian in the school ever since he entered, over a year ago, re­
marked after the service that that was the happiest Sunday he had 
spent in a long time. Another Normal student has asked for bap­
tism but is still on trial. Several others have for some time shown a 
repl interest in the study of the Bible truths, and nearly fifteen have 
promised to join the Temperance Society, which we hope will soon be 
organized.

Part of the year we have had an English class for boys under four­
teen. In connection with this class there were regular Bible lessons, 
and also a Temperance Loyal Legion was organized with nine mem­
bers. These little boys are the first organized workers in this prov­
ince. Their fathers are all men who use wine, but they were glad to 
have their sons join the Temperance Society and be instructed along 
that line.

Having had to go to Kanazawa in May and June my spring’s work 
was broken into. This also necessitated Miss Wigle having to take 
up my work and responsibility in the school and kindergarten. She 
proved herself equal to the emergency, and as most of her meetings 
were closed on account of the silk work she was not overtaxed. So 
all things have worked together for our good, and for the good of the 
work He has committed to our hands. For the future we desire to 
give a more willing and in every way possible a more perfect service.

Evangelistic.—Early last fall we secured a room for a second 

children’s meeting in Ueda in a district previously unoccupied. The 
woman of the house seems to be an unusually intelligent woman, and 
the whole family have taken a keen interest in the success of the 
meetings. Being offered our choice of rooms in the large house, we 
chose one least likely to be injured by an audience of street children. 
Since the third meeting there has been an attendance of from fifty to 
seventy ; and to find such a crowd of eager little friends waiting for 
one each week gives one a happiness that can be fully appreciated 
only by those who are accustomed in some places to search the 
streets—and not always with the most gratifying success—for an 
audience.

I think the 22nd of December was a red-letter day for those 
children. A Christmas tree ! The first they had seen or even heard 
of ! The whole family helped us in our preparations during the 
afternoon, and long before six. the time appointed, the children had 
assembled, and made many vain attempts to get inside to see the 
wonders there. When at last the doors were opened the clamor
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ceased, and as they seated themselves a feeling of intense awe seemed 
to come over them as they gazed at the tree with its wonderful 
“ fruit ” and the other Christmas decorations, all of which, including 
a hag of cake for each one, cost about seventy-five cents. Some of 
the parents were present, and heard for the first time the gospel 
story in songs, recitations, etc. Anyone who could have been with 
us just that one day of our year’s work must have been more con­
vinced than ever before of how much more blessed it is to give than 
to receive, and would have resolved for the future to secure more of 
such blessedness.

Two daughters of this home attend Kudo San’s knitting and Bible- 
class in another part of the city, and the mother, after a recent 
women’s meeting, went to the pastor and asked for baptism.

Another children’s meeting was opened in October in a village 
near Yashiro, and on the advice of the evangelist we opened a 
kindergarten in Yashiro in addition to the women’s and children’s 
work we have there already. The people of that town are said to be 
especially slow to part with their money, so the kindergarten had to 
be entirely free. We held the class twice a week, and had a good 
attendance for some time, but gradually the numbers decreased, the 
children refusing to go even when the teachers went to call on them. 
In some, perhaps most, cases they were kept away owing to the pre­
judice of their parents against Christian teaching. Finally we closed 
the kindergarten in May.

The free kindergarten in West Nagano has been very satisfactory, 
and has had a very regular attendance most of the year. The 
children’s meetings and preaching service there have been continued, 
but all our work there has suffered for some time on account of the 
very objectionable conduct of the man of the house. We shall have 
a different arrangement for next year.

The Sunday afternoon meeting in our home is in charge of Miss 
Hargrave, but the attendance has not been large—a few of our pupils 
and occasionally some nurses from the Red Cross Hospital, two of 
these latter being Christians. Two of our helpers do all the teaching 
in the church Sunday School, which Miss Hargrave also superintends.

About a year ago I learned that a woman who attends one of my 
meetings had at last told her husband that she had been baptized 
several months previously. He permitted her to attend Christian 
meetings, but would not have allowed her to be baptized if he had 
known, so she dared to do it on her own responsibility. ^ am sure 
his wife’s earnest and consistent life must have done much to break 
down his prejudice, and once recently he even allowed her to have the 
meeting in their house. Through her efforts it was the best attended 
meeting we have had in that place.

One of the two old men who almost always attend that meeting 
gave up his tobacco last year, after being a slave to it for many years, 
joined the temperance society, and was baptized last April.
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In another place, one of our faithful ones, through the death of a 
loved Christian daughter, has had the joy of seeing her husband and 
her mother become most devoted followers of her Master. The old 
mother’s faith is beautiful in its simplicity ; and the husband, accom­
panied by the pastor, made “New Year’s calls” during January 
his relatives and friends in neighboring villages, preaching his 
found Saviour to as many as he could gather around him at each place* 
According to the New Year’s custom, wine was offered to him

where, and thus numerous opportunities were afforded him for stating 
his temperance principles. A notorious and dangerous drunkard” 
after listening to his exhortations, gave up his drink, and within à 
few days persuaded ten others to do likewise. Our church people 
there (in Komoro) seem wide awake, and my occasional visits during 
the year have been seasons of great joy to myself. Their W.C.T.u” 
and Temperance Society are both in a flourishing condition. One 
woman, who was a great smoker, says that since giving up her tobacco 
she is never troubled with the severe headache that had become almost 
chronic with her, and she is now trying to induce her husband and 
friends to follow her example.

Mrs. Large’s and Mr. Miyama’s visits have been a great help in the 
Christian temperance work in this district. A mothers’ meeting, 
organized after Mrs. Large’s September visit under Miss Hargrave’s 
supervision, has been a means of help to the mothers of some of our 
kindergarten children and others, and temperance instruction has been 
given from time to time in the women’s and children’s meetings in 
other places. There is need of a great deal of work in this line”and 
Christians must take the lead. One day a Buddhist priest boarded 
the train at Nagano station and implored his fellow-passengers to 
assist him, for, he explained, he had no money even to buy wine and 
tobacco. And forthwith a collection was taken up for the needy

Last spring there was a fifty days’ festival in connection with the 
famous Zenkoji Temple in this city. People poured in by hundreds 
daily from far and near. Many borrowed quilts from the priests’ 
houses and slept in the temple porches. Statistics are not at hand, 
but it is said that at least one hundred thousand yen was left at the 
temple by the visitors, some even selling part of their clothing to in­
crease their donation. One old woman, who had cornea long distance, 
was taken sick at the hotel. Her friends waited a day or two, then 
went home without her. When her money was all spent the landlord 
wanted tp get rid of her, but instead of sending her to the priests 
for help, he advised her to go to a missionary’s house in that vicinity, 
for the Christians are always kind to people in trouble and would be 
sure to help her. The inference is plain.

Of all those thousands of pilgrims many were old people, and the 
great majority belonged to the lower, uneducated classes. In a lecture 
a few weeks ago, the principal of the largest Middle School here,
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of a Christian, said that in fifty years this temple will have no hold on the 
people ; the present believers will be dead, and none will be found to 
take their place, for, he admits, no intelligent person can believe in 
Buddhism. God grant that His followers in this city may bear such 
true witness that those who renounce their old faith may be led to the 
true Light.

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Annual Report of Work in Chentu, China.
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Another year, with all its opportunities of service for the Master, 
has passed into eternity, and we cannot help feeling that at best it 
has been but poor service ; but we leave it all in our Father’s care, 
and take courage when we think that the weakest effort, if blessed 
by Him, shall not be in vain, and that the “ bread cast upon the 
waters shall return, though it be after many days.”

We are truly thankful to our Father for sending us two new 
workers during the year. They are diligently studying the language 
and are making good progress, Dr. Henry already being able to

teach a class of little girls in our Sunday School. Miss Brimstin 
also has a Sunday School class for the children of our missionaries.

We shall most gladly welcome Miss Brackbill and the two new 
workers this fall.

We are unable to report great progress in any branch of our work, 
yet we know there has been some progress in every branch.

The school under Miss Brooks’ untiring effort and efficient training 
has advanced perceptibly during the year, not so much in numbers as 
in the development of character, growing love for the truth, and in 
the improved deportment of the girls. Miss Brooks having spent three 
summers in the city, was persuaded to go away to the mountain for a 
vacation ; meanwhile Dr. Killam is supplying for her in the school. 
We hope she will return in the fall, rested and invigorated for work 
after her much needed vacation.

Hospital.—We are glad to be able to report progress in this work. 
More patients have received treatment in the dispensary than in the 
previous year, and twenty-two patients have received treatment in 
the hospital. Dr. Killam has made more than forty visits to patients 
in their homes, and in this way has been able to speak “the Word ” 
to quite a number who otherwise would not have heard the Gospel. 
Dr. Killam now has the hospital and dispensary well fitted up for 
work, and as the people seem quite friendly, we have great hope for 
this work in the near future.

Jennie Ford Home.—This work has been quite encouraging. Six 
children have been admitted during the year ; one of these was very 
low when rescued, and died the following week. We now have nine 
children in the orphanage, two of whom are about fourteen years of 
age. One of these, Yang Fu Jen, who is a bright, pleasing child, is 
with Ida Stone and Lin Fu Tun attending school. The other one of 
the larger girls is not bright, and does not seem able to learn anything 
in school, but helps to care for the smaller children. The health of 
the children, although far from being good, is much better than it 
was last year, and we hope that with persistent treatment some of 
them may entirely recover from their inherited ailments. It is a 
pleasure to care for these children, for the most of them seem so happy, 
and above all, there is the hope that they will grow up to be the Lord’s 
own servants, to work for Him among their own people far more 
successfully than we ever can. It would not be just to write the 
pleasant side of this work only. These children are nearly all diseased 
when they come to us, and some of them are at the point of death, 
and in such a hopeless condition that it is impossible to save them. 
When a child dies on the place, we cannot help feeling that this in 
some measure weakens our influence, for the Chinese seem to think 
that no one should die under a foreign doctor’s treatment, and if a 
patient does die, it is because the treatment is not right ; therefore, 
every child dying here weakens, more or less, the faith of the people 
in our doctors.
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^Sunday School is held in our school-room at four o’clock in the after­
noon, and is quite well attended by the women and children in 
own neighborhood. Just before the Chinese New Year 
two weeks, as the women and children did not 
work m their homes.

Since the last of March I have been giving all the older ones Eng­
lish lessons, in which they are making encouraging progress. They 
are very ambitious to become English speakers.

A number of them do very neat sewing. A sewing 
tinues to come about four afternoons a week, and all of their stock­
ings, boots and clothing are made by themselves under the supervision 
of the woman.

Just what advance has been made in the establishment of these 
girls’ characters would be difficult indeed to estimate. To say that I 
think the older ones especially have much deeper thoughts of God, a 
more vivid realization of His presence, a more enlightened conscience, 
and therefore a more earnest desire to do what is right in God’s 
sight, where man cannot see (and which it seems so hard to impress 

the grown-up minds of these Orientals), this may perhaps not seem 
to be saying very much, and yet only God knows what it may mean 
for China in the future. The daily prayers that have gone up for 
these girls, we know, cannot but be answered, and, we trust, wonder­
fully answered, in the future evangelization of the women of Western 
China.

The day school attendance has been very small all year. Since 
the Chinese New Year there has been an average attendance of about 
eleven. Two families of three girls each had to be prohibited attend­
ing school because of having ring worm. Four of our boarders had it. 
and had to have daily treatment for ten months. Otherwise we have 
had a comparatively healthy school for the past year.

WOMAN’S HOSPITAL, CHENTU.
Another year has gone and we appear again in our annual reports 

to take counsel one of another. Many who have remembered this 
branch of the work day by day in prayer are eager to share our joys 
and sorrows concerning it.

You may be surprised to learn that some time had still to be spent 
in refitting and furnishing. Perhaps the difficulties and necessities 
have been made plain to you. One needs to have a knowledge of 
architecture, of furniture designing, to be able to select and purchase 
wood, direct carpenters and masons, and workers in iron and brass, 
keep accounts ; to act as general overseer of everything done on 
the place from baying kindling wood and daily provisions up to 
doctor and nurse. Hence the work of furnishing has been slow and 
interrupted.
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' We have had twenty-two patients in the hospital this year and with 
the except™ of the babies they have been taught about the one true 
<jod. I his is the best means of all for reaching them, for they hear 
the truths often repeated so that they cannot easily forget them In 
the hospital, long enough to lose the strangeness, they learn that we 
really are their friends.

Because of certain peculiarities of Chinese custom one does not 
always have a chance to preach when called to see the side in their 
homes. Even in those few cases the visits help to make the people 
more familiar with us, to break down prejudice ; and we pray that 
the tracts presented may say to them the words we would have said. 
1 wenty-five new homes were entered in this way and sixty-one visits 
were made. It will be a cause for thankfulness when one of our 
number can devote all her time to direct evangelistic work and take 
advantage of these openings. You can understand how little time Miss 
. oster has to spare for this work. In the first place visiting in China 
is not like visiting at home. Because of the rules of etiquette it takes a 
great deal more time. Miss Foster has the orphanage work with many 
calls from nine motherless little ones ; a great deal of the management 
of general mission and household affairs ; morning prayers in Chinese 
one-tlnrd of the time ; five weekly classes for Christian instruction •
dispensing and dressing in the dispensary three times a week and other 
hospital work.

Ihree hundred and fifty-six new patients came to the dispensary 
and medicine was dispensed or treatment given one thousand six 
îundred and fifty-six times. Many more than those who came for treat­
ment heard the gospel addresses given. Their friends came to see or 
for company. All new patients carry tracts back with them. Not 

. many of them could read but their husbands, or brothers, or sons would 
be interested. Dispensary patients often become interested enough 
to attend Sunday services. °

We were called to attend eight opium suicides. Two or three of 
these were already dead. They evidently expected a great deal from 
the foreign doctor. Two were in their teens. Four lives were saved, 
lhis crime is fearfully common in China.

As regards our experience about the curse of foot-binding, we have 
treated five this year who have lost a foot or toes, as a result of it. 
At the time we were treating four of these we knew of three others 
in hke condition. One of our patients was not wanted by her poor 
relatives, and so was adopted into our Mission. Though she goes on
crutches, she gives good promise of being a credit to her trainers

We received taels 38.00 in donations this year, and some good 
tnends in the home-land sent two beautiful quilts for our hospital 

W e do not consider the work a failure because there are not mai 
conversions to report.

Special services were held in the Institute in March, in which we 
were helped by our own missionaries, and other ministers of the city. 
A great many of the students gave evidence of their desire to lead a 
new life. Nine united with the Church, and others would have done so 
but were withheld by fear of home persecution. At the Communion 
service held the last Sunday of the term more than half of the students 
partook of the Sacrament.

We can only hope and pray that the work done may prove lasting, 
and that what we see in the Institute may be but the beginning of an 
influence which shall spread through every home and neighborhood 
where our students are found.

FRENCH MISSION SCHOOLS.

It gives me much pleasure to report the work of another year in 
our Mission schools. This we do with thanksgiving to God for His 
many mercies and with the assurance that His presence has been 
with us.

The school at St. Theodore has had an average attendance of from 
six to nine pupils. They have been very punctual. Miss Fortin 
writes : “ I can say we have had a very good term. I have been 
working heartily and with much encouragement.”

The school at St. Jovite has been in charge of Miss Crépelle and 
reports nineteen pupils enrolled with an average attendance of thir­
teen, showing an increase of four. This year has been one of marked 
progress. Several New Testaments have been distributed in our 
Missionary field. Two of our pupils were this year admitted to the 
Institute.

In the East End School, Montreal, 76 scholars were registered. 
French origin, 33. Average attendance, 41. The prevalence of 
whooping cough, croup and la grippe has at different times affected 
the attendance.

One of our teachers, Miss Matthieu, has devoted one part of the 
day to district visiting and distributing our religious literature. We 
think that some of our homes were made happier because of this 
effort, and certainly our school has been benefited.

Miss Paul’s painstaking efforts in the school have been rewarded by 
gratifying advancement on the part of the girls. At the annual 
school examination he'd in November, prizes were awarded in the 
various classes to those who had received highest marks in the ex­
aminations which had been held during the previous weeks. The 
girls were greatly pleased with their prize books which have been 
read by one and another, until they have pretty well gone the round 
of the reading constituency in the Home. There are a number of 
girls who are never happier than with a book to read. To those, good 
books must prove a great blessing. English speaking among the 
pupils has not been as general as we could desire, largely owing to the 
fact that several large girls, without knowledge of English, have been 
admitted. These cannot benefit by conversation excepting in the 
native language, consequently considerable allowance has to be made, 
and it is often difficult to draw the line at the right place, especially 
during play hours.

At the time of the school examination an exhibition of needle­
work, crochetting and knitting was made, and called forth many 
favorable comments from visitors. Miss Elliott spares no pains to 
train the girls to sew nicely. This, added" to a thorough knowledge 
of her business, has resulted in a very neatly clothed lot of girls, 
who, under instruction, make all their own garments. They also 
made a number of pinafores and little dresses for the hospital sale in 
December, besides some very nice fancy articles. They are now busy 
with preparations for another exhibition, the articles to be sold later 
for the benefit of the hospital. About New Year’s we hope to 
organize a Mission Band, for which the girls are very anxious. 
They plan to earn their fees by the sale of their work, of which the 
supply is never equal to the demand.

With gratitude to the many kind donors, we desire to acknowledge 
boxes and bales received from the following : Girls’ Junior League, 
Woodgreen Avenue, Toronto; Charlotte Street Auxiliary, Peterboro’; 
Woodville, Lakefield and Newburgh. Other useful articles came 
through Mrs. Briggs ; these we failed to locate, but feel sure they 
were duly acknowledged by the head of the Supply Committee.

Six pupils were taught instrumental music by Miss Blanchard, 
and made considerable progress under her instruction. The girls 
sing nicely, and at the Christmas entertainment, especially, did 
themselves credit, besides giving pleasure to their audience.

A happy spirit prevails among the girls, who, as a rule, are well 
behaved, obliging and obedient. We try to maintain order and firm 
discipline without making rules so strict as to be burdensome. 
“ Work while you work and play while you play,” is the spirit of 
much of our teaching in regard to work, study and recreation, and is
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bearing fruit in better applicatii 
without any diminishing of genuii

While devoting much time and care to the mental and physical 
traimng of our pupils, the thought of their spiritual needs must 
always take first place in our minds. We realize that failure to lead

ANNUAL REPORT OF NURSING AT PORT SIMPSON

HOSPITAL.
The addition of a third nurse has rendered the work of the staff 

more efficient and orderly, removing some of the undue strain felt in 
former years. Two nurses have been on duty by day. and one at 
night, each having regular periods of unbroken rest. The health of all 
has been good.

Seventy-three patients have been admitted to the wards during the 
year; of these 60 were Indians and 13 whites. Only 27 were resi­
dents of Port Simpson, the others coming from many surrounding 
villages, some from as far as 200 miles. At the present time there 
is no other working hospital to my knowledge within a radius of 400 
miles, and the nearest practising physicians are 80 miles to the north 
and 200 to the south and east. This will give an idea of the scope of 
our work and influence. My professional attendances during the year 
amounted to 8,350.

The nurses find much in their duties that is unpleasant and dis-

They enjoy Bible stories and talks on the S. S. lesson and often ask 
questions. It is surprising how quickly they memorize scripture 
texts. Morning prayers, evening song service with catechism and 
prayer, Sunday church and Sunday School with Epworth League 
furnish special times for religious training.

A great deal of sickness among the little girls has been one of the 
heaviest trials of the year, and I am sorry to say that while at the 
cannery two of them died, Elizabeth Cross and Louisa Wood. I hey 
had every care while in the Home, but were taken to the cannery in 
a state of ill health, and no doubt travelling so far in a canoe in 
rough weather hastened their death.

More than ever I realize how much depends 
prayer.

It is also a great satisfaction to us that the children who have left 
our day school to attend the Chinese school are not lost to the mission, 
as they attend the night school regularly. I feel sorry sometimes for 
the poor little fellows (about seven to nine years of age) who, after 
dealing with the mysteries of Chinese characters all day, plod with 
an industry beyond their years, through the intricacies of the English 
language all evening. We could very well dispense with them in the 
night school as our hands are full otherwise there, but, of course, 
would not forbid them to come, especially as they get the benefit of 
the religious service conducted by our Chinese missionary in connec­
tion with the night school.

The school has started the year upon which we have just entered 
very well, thére being up to the present about twenty-eight children 
registered. Six of these, however,
Chinese school, who attended 
the Chinese school was

we

were our old pupils from the 
our school during August while 

closed for vacation, and who returned when 
their school reopened. This leaves about twenty two children in 
school at present and about eighteen bigger boys.

Of the nine little girls whom I reported last year, six are still with 
us in regular attendance. Of the other three, one died, another 
removed with her parents from this neighborhood, and the third is at 
present in the hospital undergoing medical treatment.

Our missionary’s girls are attending the public school, which, of 
course, as they understand English sufficiently well to take up ordin­
ary school work, is much better for them than our half-day school 
could possibly be.

I might say that these six little girls represent fully 50 per cent, of 
all the little Chinese girls of a schoolable age in Victoria. I have 
met a few little slave girls, or servant girls as we would call them 
(about twelve to fifteen years of age), but it is hardly to be supposed 
that their mistresses would show themselves superior to English-speak­
ing mistresses by sending their servants to school to learn English, 
which, of course, fi r Chinese girls, is merely an accomplishment, and 
not at all a necessity, as they do not mingle at all with English- 
speaking people. One of these little servant girls came into the school a 
few weeks ago. Erne had with her a couple of two-year-old babies. I 
asked her if she would like to learn to read English. She shook her 
head and said, “’m tak han ” (no time). I told her if she could find 
time to come in for a little while each day I would try and give her a 
lesson. She came the next day, but brought the two babies. As may 
be supposed, her lesson was given and received under difficulties, and 
with the alternate laughing, crowing and screaming of the babies the 
school was in a high state of chaos. She came in once or twice after-

to ds, bringing her young charge with her, but I could not induce 
lier to attempt a lesson again. As a matter of fact, to preserve my 
own head in equilibrium and the children from collapsing into a state 
of chronic merriment, I felt quite relieved when she left off coming.

Our nighô school continues to be tilled up, there being quite a rush 
to it on the present reopening. Our two candidates for baptism, of 
whom 1 have spoken before, have not yet taken the final step. They 
are, however, still earnestly studying the Word of God, and we pray 
that they may soon get courage to step over the line.

As this will in all probability he my last annual report in 
tion with this work I cannot but express the gratitude which I feel 
for the privilege I have had of thus laboring amongst these people. 
The invariable kindness I have met with, the many excellent traits of 
character I have observed, notwithstanding some very undesirable 
ones, the appreciation which marks the recognition of men and women 
as men and women, created in the image of God ar.d bearing all the 
characteristics which indicate that the human race is of one blood— 
these are some of the things which make me feel desirous of learning 
more about these people, of laboring further among them; which have 
incited me to persevere in the study of the language until I think I 
have reached a stage where I can tell the story of the Cross to these 
people in their own language, and I hope I may have the privilege of 
doing this in their own land. Time and again the question has been 
put to me by visitors, “ Do you really think these people can be 
Christianized f ” My answer has been, undoubtedly yes. More than

out as Christians and identify them-
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itthat, apart from those who come 
selves with the Church, the moral effect of Christian teaching is felt 
by the whole community. Just as in professedly Christian lands the 
influence of Christianity extends to the unjust as well as to the just, 
and is a mighty restraining, as well as impelling, force, so it is here. 
It is seen especially in the absence of prejudice, and the acknowledg­
ment by the people generally that we are engaged in a good work.

Some weeks since we held our Sunday School (adult) excursion and 
went in wagons some twelve miles out of town. I was not a little 
surprised when ten children came and asked me if I would take them. 
I told them as they were not members of our school they would have 
to pay their way like outsiders. They all brought their money in 
very quick time. One man came and asked me what we were going 
to do. I told him our Sunday School was going out of town on a 
picnic excursion. He said he would like his little boy to go and paid 
his way. Another man said to me, « It’ll do the children good, you 
know they never see anything.” We had a delightful time and it did 
me good to see those children frolic, precisely like other children. 
Now, I am sure such a thing could not have happened when I 
here’first. Those non-Christian parents would never have allowed 
their children to go twelve miles out of town with a Christian teacher,
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xcvni THE CHINESE WORK.

and the children themselves would have been afraid to go. This is 
just one thing to show that the process of enlightenment is going on 
and I am fain to believe that the young generation of Chinese here 
will grow up altogether divested of the old cloak of prejudice and con­
servatism which enwrapped their fathers. Notwithstanding the 
sceptics, China s regeneration is in process, and the day is surely 
coming when the religion of Jesus will permeate and regenerate 
China s millions. Happy those of us who have been honored by the 
great King to take even the humblest part in such a wondrous 
achievement.

REPORT OF BRITISH COLUMBIA BRANCH MEETING.
The ninth annual meeting of the British Columbia Branch of the VV. M. S.

At the 
evening meeting the address of welcome was given by Mrs. J. Cunningham 
and replied to by Mrs. George Powell, of Victoria. The Corresponding Secre­
tary and Treasurer then read their yearly reports. Greetings were received 
from sister societies in connection with the Baptist and Presbyterian churches 
and W. C. T. U. Mrs. Chapman, whose gift for public speaking and ready 
flow' of language is fully appreciated by all who have had the pleasure of hearing 
her, replied with her usual grace and eloquence to these greetings. Mrs. \V. T 
Hall, of Langley, then appealed to all present to give of their time and means 
to help feed the starving souls who daily are passing into eternity without a 
knowledge of our Saviour’s love. The following morning the reports from 
Auxiliaries and Mission Bands were continued. A new Auxiliary had been 
formed at Mt. Pleasant, Vancouver. All present were encouraged by the fact 
that during the year steady growth had marked our work. The reports from 
Mission Bands showed that work among the young was bearing fruit. The two 
in connection with the Metropolitan Auxiliary, the “Chinese Girls’ Mission 
Band’’and “The Metropolitan Mission Band” had raised $91.00, the greater 
part of this having been earned by the children. The Treasurer’s report showed 
an advance over last year. Westminster reported a “ Circle ” and “ The Car­
rier Dove Mission Band,” organized during the year. On Wednesday afternoon 
we listened with rapt attention to Miss Dougal’s paper on “ Footprints,” which 
was replete with suggestion, advice and admonition. Miss Bowes aptly voiced 
the feeling of the meeting when she said the paper was so full and complete as 
to make criticism unnecessary. Our beloved President’s address was a brief 
digest of the work done by our Society both at home and abroad. To make 
our work successful individual efforts arc necessary. From beginning to end 
it was tinged with the spirit of love which so characterizes all her actions. A 
memorial service, led by Miss Bowes, was very impressive. Since our last 
meeting two sisters had passed to their eternal home. The sweet fragrance of 
the Christian life of Mrs. Breeze will long linger with those who mourn her loss. 
Loving mention was made of our Chinese sister, Mrs. Tong Clieu Thom. The 
Master’s spirit was present, and as we closed this sacred service we felt a 
nearer kinship with each other and a closer union with our Father.

The Committee on Modes of Work gave helpful suggestions for the 
subsequent year. In order to enlist the sympathy and co operation of more of 
the women of our churches in missionary work it was decided to have a crusade 
week. Rev. Goro Kaburagi was introduced to the meeting and asked that a 
Bible-woman be appointed to work among the Japanese women .in Vancouver 
and Steves ton ; also Dr. Large and Rev. Osterhout, representing the Indian 
work, asked for assistance from the W. M. S. for their work. Their memorials 
were passed on to our Eastern Board. Mrs. (Dr.) Spencer, Mrs. Tait and Mrs 
(Dr ) Service, spoke briefly of the work done at their stations. Mrs. Scott 
read a splendid paper on Systematic Giving, in which she exhorted us to be as 
eminent for liberality as for love.

Woman’s Missionary Society of the Methodist Church, shall be called 
a Mission Circle or Band, auxiliary to the Missionary Society of the 
Church in which it is found, or to the Branch in whose territory it is.

2. The object of Mission Circles and Bands shall be, primarily! 
to develop a missionary spirit ; and secondarily, to raise funds to 
send the Gospel to the heathen.

3. Any one may become a member of the Mission Circle by the 
annual payment of twenty-tive cents, and may become a life-member 
thereof by the payment of five dollars, and her name be printed in 
the Annual Report. Annual membership for Bands or Junior 
Members may be ten cents.

4. The Officers of a Mission Circle or Band shall be President, Vice- 
President, Recording and Corresponding Secretaries and Treasurer, 
and a committee to arrange the best methods of work ; these and 
an Auditor shall be elected annually.

5. The duty of the President shall be to preside at all stated meet­
ings, and to have a general oversight of the work of the Circle or 
Band.
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6. The duty of the Secretary shall be to keep a record of the pro­

ceedings of the Circle or Band, and to make quarterly and annual 
reports to the Mission Band Corresponding Secretary of the Branch 
in whose bounds it is.

A missionary candidate must believe herself divinely called to 
the work of a foreign missionary, and assert her belief that she is 
actuated only by a desire to work in accordance with God’s will.

2. She must here indicate her ability to work in a foreign field by 
Christian usefulness at home.

3. She must declare her intention to make foreign missionary 
work the service of her effective years, and agree to give at least five 
of these years of continuous service, as a single woman, to the work 
of the Woman’s Missionary Society, unless prevented by ill health ; 
she must also assert her willingness to labor in any field, though her 
preference is always to be taken into account.

4. She must furnish satisfactory testimonials in regard to scholar­
ship ; some experience in teaching and a knowledge of medicine and 
nursing are desirable qualifications.
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5. She must present a certificate of health f om a competent 
physician, and give satisfactory answers to medical questions.

6. The age of a candidate must not be less than twenty-five years 
nor more than thirty. A thorough intellectual training, with a 
facility in acquiring languages, and a remarkable ability for Christian 
work, may be considered as a sufficient reason for deviation from this 
rule.

INSTRUCTIONS TO MISSIONARIES.

1. The missionaries sent out by the Woman’s Missionary Society 
of the Methodist Church to any foreign held, when not less than five 
in number, shall constitute a Mission Council, with powers and duties 
as hereinafter defined. When there are less than five missionaries in the 
field they may act as a committee to make recommendations, but 
shall not possess the powers of a Council. The Council shall be su > 
ject to such regulations as the Board of Managers of the Womans 
Missionary Society may from time to time adopt. Tim Board of 
Managers or its Executive shall annually appoint one of the Council 
Secretary-Treasurer of the Mission, who shall also act as Chairman 
of the Council. It shall be her duty to forward to the Field Cor­
responding Secretary all resolutions, memorials, recommendations or 
other official action of the Council or its Executive and all official 
communications intended for the consideration of the Board or its 
Executive. The Council shall have authority :

To elect a Recording Secretary, who shall notify all members

3. They shall credit to the Society all donations received for the 
support of their work, and annually report the same with their 
financial statements.

4. All solicitations for funds for special work must be made 
through the proper official authorities, and missionaries are requested 
not to apply to private sources for aid for their work.

5. Missionaries to foreign fields shall be allowed orçe hundred 
dollars ($100) for personal outfit, and $100 for house furnishings, 
when considered necessary by the furnishing committee on the field 
—the latter to be the property of the Woman’s Missionary Society. 
Missionaries to home fields shall be allowed fifty dollars for personal 
outfit, said sum for outfit, in both cases to be considered part of first 
year’s salary.

6. Each missionary must report to the Field Corresponding 
Secretary the date of her arrival on the mission field to which she 
has been appointed ; her salary begins that day and all allowance for 
travelling expenses ceases. A detailed statement of her travelling 
expenses and the balance in hand, must be handed to the Treasurer of 
her specific field, taking a receipt therefor.

7. We recommend that, when practicable, such arrangements be 
made for the duties of our missionaries to foreign fields during their 
first year’s service, as shall allow them considerable time for the 
study of the language, and that their salary for that year shall be 
two-thirds of the fixed salary. Medical missionaries shall, from the 
first, receive full salary.

8. A medical missionary shall keep an itemized account of all 
receipts and disbursements. Such receipts may be used for necessary 
expenses in her medical work, and any surplus shall be credited to the 
Woman’s Missionary Society, and her medical outfit shall be the 
property of the same.

9. Missionaries on the field are required to send annual and 
quarterly reports to the Field Corresponding Secretary, and the action 
of the Board of Managers or its Executive Committee will be com­
municated to them through that Secretary, and no other instructions 
are to be considered as official.

10. The Secretary-Treasurer of each mission field or home must 
send to the Home Corresponding Secretary of the Board a yearly 
list of Bible women, supported students and orphans in October, 
after the opening of the schools.

11. The Treasurers in the mission fields, both home and foreign, 
instructed to 'forward receipts for remittances to General

Treasurer, and a statement of balance on hand with the number of 
pupils in residence, quarterly to the Field Corresponding Secretary 
and General Treasurer, and a full statement annually, properly 
signed and audited, in time to insure its arriving before the first of 
October of each year.

shall be for one year, with travelling expenses home, and $300 salary.

17. A missionary desiring to return home from any other cause 
than ill health, must secure permission from the Board of Managers 
or its Executive Committee, otherwise her expenses cannot be 
allowed. In case of ill health requiring her immediate return she 
shall bring a certificate to that effect from a physician and the lady 
missionary in charge, and shall be entitled to one-half salary tor that 
year. If it be necessary for her to remain at home longer than one 
year, arrangements must be made by the Board or its Executive

18. Each returned missionary on furlough shall be expected t 
attend the first session of the Board of Managers after her return. 
Her travelling expenses to and from the place of meeting shall be 
paid by the Society, unless otherwise provided for.

19. Returned missionaries are directly under the control of th 
Board and its Executive, and it is strongly recommended that they 
address no public meetings during the first three months « health 
permit they may attend a limited number during the following six 
months at the discretion of the Executive, the last three months to 
be given up to rest and preparation for return.

21. Each mission is a little community in which the will of the 
majority should rule. Each member of it should do her utmost to 
promote its peace and unity, and to submit gracefully and not merely j 
because she cannot prevail. She should keep herself well informed 
as to the work and policy of her associates, in order that her estimate 
of their needs and rights may be fair and comprehensive, and that of 
her own just and unselfish. In the possible case of a decision which 
she may think unfair, she has always the right of an appeal to the 
Board of Managers, but her strength will be in that “ charity that 
thinketh no evil, which suffereth long and is kind,” and in quiet wait­
ing upon Him who makes “all things work together for good to them 
that love him.”

Every missionary candidate shall be required to sign the following 
contract :

I agree to conform to the above requirements and conditions 
while in the employment of the Woman’s Missionary Society, and, 
failing in this, to refund the amount of my outfit and passage-money.
