Milan, Italy, Oct. 6.—Bucharest de­
spatches say news of the landing of al­
lied troops at Saloniki has produced a 
deep impression upon Roumanian pub­
lic opinion. Numerous meetings have 
been held and resolutions adopted de­
manding immediate mobilisation “which, 
alone, will permit Roumanie to realize 
her national aspirations.” The Rou­
manian health department is reported 
to have announced that cholera is ravag­
ing Bukowina and Galicia.

Graft—Church Called Upon Paris, Oct. 6—French transports ar­
rived at Saloniki on Friday night, and 
troops began to land on Saturday after­
noon, says an Athens despatch to the 
Matin. Perfect order was maintained 
in the dty, and the inhabitants gave the 
French soldiers a cordial reception.

Reports received in Athens, the 
Matin’s correspondent states, are that 
8,000 German and Austrian officers have 
taken over the principal command in the 
Bulgarian army.

Meanwhile King Constantine came to 
Athens from Tatoi, the summer resi­
dence of the royal family, and summon­
ed the premier to the palace. After a 
tense interview, m which ther# was 
the plainest speaking, the premier pro­
ceeded to the chamber of deputies and 
announced that he had again disagreed 
with the king on the foreign policy of 
the country, and had presented his resig­
nation and that of bis cabinet.

RUSSIAN REPORT GOOD

Petrograd, Oct 6—In some sectors the Russians are harassing the enemy 
and, by energetically developing separate engagements, are gradually improving 
their position. Enemy attempts to reach the Sarny railway junction north of 
Rovno, were checked by the Russians, who successfully crossed the river Stryj 
at Polenne, the point where the Kovel-Samy railway crosses the river.

When arrested, the enemy was twenty-five miles west of Sarny. The Rus­
sians’ .success here is bound to affect the fight in the region of Kolki, for it 
threatens the enemy in the rear. Determined efforts are being made by the 
Germans to revive their left wing in the region of Dvinsk, by reinforcements 
and the use of heavy guns. Their object is the capture of both banks of the 
western Dvina- This prospect is tempting as offering the subsequent seizure 
of a railway connecting to Petrograd. Their chances of success, however, are 
imaliet now than they were a fortnight ago.

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Simla, Oct. 6—Lord Hardinge, the 
Viceroy, made an important*speech at 
the conclusion of the autumn session of 
the legislative council. Having briefly _ 
reviewed the progress of the war, he 
emphasized the fact that Great Britain’s 
sea power was a decisive factor in the 
struggle, and paid high tribute to the 
magnificent courage and tenacity shown 
by the armies of Russia.

The viceroy affirmed that in India 
tranquility prevailed, the Defence of In- : 
dia Act, having succeeded in restoring' 
order in Punjab, which had been dis- ! 
turbed by emigrants returning from' 

‘Canada and the United States imbued, 
tfith revolutionary ideas. His Excel-1 

lency in this connection praised the work 
of the lieutenant-governor and said he 
believed the lovai people of Punjab were 
thoroughly satisfied with the measures 
taken.

Frontier posts of India, he continued, 
had often been attacked by ignorant and 
fanatical tribesmen, but these attacks 
had always been repulsed with consid­
erable losses to the attacking parties. 
Our own tribesmen were absolutely 
staunch and loyal. The Ameer of Af­
ghanistan had throughout observed the 
strictest neutrality, which he would con­
tinue rigidly to maintain, but the situ­
ation in Persia was disturbed by roving 
bands armed with Austrian and Ger­
man rifles, who wandered about endeav­
oring to make trouble. ? ,

No one could look back on the last 
fourteen months and contemplate the part 
which India has played in the war with 
greater pride than he; nobody could ap­
preciate better the deep-seated patriot­
ism and whole-hearted loyalty of, the 
people of India, which was ever-shining 
as a beacon to illumine the history of the 
land. But as the war progressed, he 
presumed, it would be felt rpore and 
more,, and there might be times pf an­
xiety and , Repression. If such a time 

they must show the world that 
India is united, and that the blood of 
Englishmen and Indians had not been 
shed on the field of battle in vain. All 
attempts to, create trou We and sow sed­
ition would prove vain and fruitless.

Lord Hardinge concluded by referring 
to the question of the extension of his 
vice-royalty and the desire of many that 
he remain in office after March. He said 
the decision rested with the imperial 
government. He had readily agreed to 
remain until March (his period of office 
regularly expiring in November) to meet 
the wishes of the people of India, to 
make some slight, though inadequate, 
return for their sympathy and affection.
He asked them to believe that the de­
cision of the imperial government was 
in the best interests of India, and he 
trusted that by next spring the horrible 
war would be over.

THE STREETS AT NIGHT
If we except those who would be most 

directly affected and benefitted ‘by the 
law, it is safe to say that the police 
magistrate and police, who must neces­
sarily co-operate, will find the city unit­
ed in favor of compelling boys and girls 
to keep off the streets after a reasonable 
hour at night.

In an article by Comrade Lensch, in 
the Hamburger Echo, I read the follow­
ing: “Whilst on the one side the flower 
of youth and, therefore, the future of 
the country is being sacrificed, in Eng­
land among the widest circles of the na­
tion one sees nothing of the war.”

a Hindoo who entered the church in 
India; Rev. John F. Dustin, who served

In seconding the report, Rev. D. Mac­
Donald paid a high tribute to his per­
sonal fnend, Rev. Mr. McLean.

Public Education.
Rev. Dr. MacKinnon reported for the 

committee on public education that con­
ferences would be necessary with the 
presbyteries of Inverness and Truro be­
fore matters brought forward by them 
could be dealt with. Proceeding he gave 
a warning that his report would intro­
duce a matter which might arouse re­
ligious contention but at a time when 
the Protestant churches must face a 
situation which cannot be avoided, the 
church must grapple with it. He re­
garded it as a good omen that the new 
moderator should be a man so judicious 
and so aggressive. He called upon rep­
resentatives of each province to report 
on conditions.

Rev. Dr. W. H. Smith of Fredericton 
presented the foUowing resolution: —

“The synod views with concern the 
aggressive campaign which is undermin­
ing the system of free public schools, 
and instructs its committee on public 
education to prepare a statement of 
actual conditions for publication to be 
issued at the earliest opportunity.

“The situation in New Brunswick to­
day is such, “Dr. Smith said, “that every 
vestige of the foundations of our free 
school system in New Brunswick is dis­
appearing. Eight convent schools have 
been taken over by the public school 
boards, other convent schools are devel­
oping towards the same point, a system 
of separate buildings has been built up

by dishonest methods to get rich. The 
man who sells a spavined horse to carry 
a soldier into battle is guilty of treason.

“I am not concerned so much about 
the fate of the guilty politicians as I am 
to know if the public honesty of the 
pepple of Canada is strong enough to 
deal with such treason when it appears. 
Not in one part of the country alone, 
but east 'and west it seems that the 
hands of church folk are stained with 
graft What would be the effect if some 
of these offenders were called to answer 
the charges not only before the courts of 
justice, but before the courts of their 
church? Can the church be less courage­
ous than the state? Let us be up and 
doing.

Dealing with evangelism, Dr. Shearer 
said that war has created a more seri­
ous atmosphere and that the church 
now has an opportunity which it may 
never have again. “I believe the women 
of the country are giving up bridge, and 
whist (if those are the correct terms), 
and worse, for knitting. Is not that 
encouraging? This is but a sympton of 
the change, and I believe God is calling 
us to a real campaign of evangelism.”

Rev. Dr. Smith then proposed a ser­

MUSICAL INSTRUMENTSAcross the open ground there was the famous Loos redoubt 
through which “Kitchener’s men” had stormed their way in the dawn 
of that Saturday morning which began our advance. Dead were still 
heaped about it. Down below in the town of Loos they were digging 
out the dead from deep cellars and taking them away for burial and

DIES AT LEMNOS.
London, Oct. 5—(Montreal Gazette 

Cable)—The following details concern­
ing the deaths of Matron Jaggard and 
Nursing Sister Munro at Lemnos have 
been furnished by the chief matron, Miss 
MacDonald, formerly of Montreal. Mrs. 
Jaggard, whose home’ was in Wolfville 
(N. S.), after holding important ap­
pointments in the United States, mar­
ried Herbert Jaggard, a railroad presi­
dent. Although thus an alien by mar­
riage, she volunteered her services at the 
outbreak of the war, and was sent to 
Shomcliffe, leaving there for the Dar­
danelles on Aug. 1 with No. 8 Stationary 
Hospital. Sickness among the staff 
threw a specially heavy burden upon 
her, resulting in a physical breakdown, 
followed by her death on Sept. 25.

Mrs. Jaggard was a cousin of Sir 
Robert Borden.

Nursing Sister Mary Frances Munro, 
of Wards ville (Ont.), served at Rouen 
and Shorncliffe, and then sailed with 
No. 3 Stationary Hospital.

Insene Members of Norwegian 
Crew Killed Companions and

Grimsby, Eng., Oct. 5—The Norwegian 
steamer Jonas Rein brought into this 
port ten deihented survivors of the crew 
of thirteen belonging to the Dutch lugger 
Nordzee. As far as can be learned from 
their disjointed statements, they had a 
remarkable experience in the North Sea, 
killing three of their mates, throwing 
them -overboard and spending- some time 
“devil-hunting”, t

The Nordzee was picked up derelict 
with the ten men all insane, presumably 
through over-indulgence in raw liquor, 
which gave them an attack of religious 
mania or delirium. The men say the 
ship was full of “devils” and apparently 
they started on a devil hunt, throwing 
overboard everything movable, which, in 
their opinion, would be likely to harbor 
devils—the capstan, binnacle, hatches, 
ropes, spare, sails, all going into the sea. 
They then turned on the three unfortu­
nate men, who, judging by the appear­
ance of the cabin, put up a desperate 
fight before being killed.

As 
a consequence, the city has grown and 
liecome the social centre, while the coun­
try is becoming rapidly depopulated and 
agriculture is not holding its own even 
sjs a commercial bulwark of the dpmin- 
ipn. > I# short, “the result is an unbal­
anced organization of the people of Can­
ada, not creating sufficient real wealth 
if keep themselves going, and hence liv­
ing on borrowed money.” The speaker 
proceeded to prove that this condition 
really existed.

The class to discover and 
ripply the panacea was not the farmers 
themselves, hut the clergy.

Principal Gumming supported his 
Opinion by relating his experience at 
the 1914 conference of the Western 
Grain Growers and the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association. The substance 
of the discussions was to signalize the 
Causes and the cure of monetary and 
trade condition of Canada. These were 
far from being what they could be,
“rind,” declared Principal Gumming,
“these representatives had no hesitation 
là stating that it was to the farmers 
more than to any other class that Can­
ada must look for the creation of wealth 
Aid the establishment of prosperity in 
this country.”
Clergy's Roles

Continuing, the speaker eemphasized 
two ways in which the clergy could 
Simulate the farmers. These are co­
operative assistance, first in actual ag- Fredericton, 
ricultural instruction, advice, and ex­
ample, and, next, in helping to create 
c genuine social and intellectual life 
amongst the families of rural communi­
ties. In, the matter of the former, Prin­
cipal Gumming instanced the work which 
several Nova Scotia clergymen had done 
amongst their parishioners and which led 
to the establishment of successful dairies 
to equally successful cc-operative mark­
eting of wool, and other co-operative 
movements that made agricultural pur­
suits financially profitable, and farm life 
accordingly more attractive and satisfy­
ing. He emphasized, too, the role which 
the clergy could play in developing the 
ssocihl life of their communities, both in 
the sense of recreation and entertainment 
and of the liner civilizing influences, 
such as musical and literary concerts.
