It is
said Perrotti bought wood ‘alcohol at
fifty cents a gallon, diluted it fifty per
cent and then sold it for $22 a gallon.

SUFFERED
KEENLY IN
THE WORLD WAR

Stowaway on Steamship Here
May Be Given Permission
to Remain in Country.

Some realization of what the horrors
of war have caused to the natives of
France, was brought closer home this
morning when Peter Guerrmonprez, aged
nineteen, was arraigned before the police
court this morning, charged with being
a stow-a-way on the S. S. Canadian
Ranger on her recent voyage from La
Havre, France. The lad could only
speak broken English and it was with
some difficulty that the officials were
able to 1%:: satisfactory information from
him. lad is a ¢lean cut youth, well
dressed and had about 860 francs in his
possession, ‘besides. other: papers proving

his father, who was a French officer, was
killed during the recent world war; his
two brothers were also killed at the
front, and his mother died during the
war. He was g prisoner at Lille during
the occupation-of that town by the Ger~
mans for four years, and the remainder
of the war he worked on the French
front as a laborer and during that time
he was gassed, from the effects of which
‘he has not yet corpletely recovered.

| On the first appearance of the lad in
icourt the magistrate seemed disposed to
‘send him back on the steamer to Eng-
land and from there he could be sent to
his home.

DISCONTENT GROWS

Army Becoming Dissatisfied
~— Says Anglo-American
Commerce Has Part in
Maitter — D’Annunzio
Again.

Rome, Dec. 28—Italy’s handling of the
Fiume situation has, from the first, been
a succession of blunders said Gen. Robil-

ant, wno was commander of the fourth
army during the war, Italian representa-
tive on the inter-Allied military com-
mission at Versailles and a member of
the commission which conducted an in-
quiry into disorders at Fiume last July.
He was unsparing of his criticism and
closed by declaring:—“Discontent is
creeping into the army because of in-
justices which have been committed, but
I trust Italy will triumph over all present
difficulties.”

The plebiscite at Fiume could not be
recognized by Italy, he said, because it
was contrary to the pact of London, nor
could Italy proclaim annexation of
Fiume because the Allies would neither
have permitted nor acknowledged it.

“Anglo-American commerce,” he said.
'“needed Fiume as a port of penetration
into central Europe, preferring to have
it in the hands of a small country rather
than under the control of a great power.
This plan was backed by the peace con-
ference, which was favorable to the Slav
people, wishing them to form a barrier
against a resurrection of Germny.
i Anglo-American capitalism selected three
ports for their purpose, Fiume, Danzig
and Constantinople, assigning the first to
Jugo-Slavia, the second to Poland and
the third to Turkey. The last named
country is under control of the League
!of Nations, and everyone knows the
| League of Nations is in the hands of the
‘ Anglo-Saxon.”

In recapitulating events in Fiume, Gen.
| Robilant said the conflicts between the
{ French and Italians were caused prin-
cipally by the fact that the Croatians
had remained friends of the French while
they had continued to be enemies. The
{best policy would have been to have
spontaneously _given satisfaction to
France for the French soliders killed and
' wounded, offering indemnity. Instead of
Ithat, an inter-Allied commission was ap-
! pointed to conduct an enquiry. This was
| a great mistake, as Italy appeared before
’that commission as the accused, and her
representative was always in the minor-
lity. In the end, all the governments
'accepted the very grave proposals Jof
'the commission—the internationalization
! of Fiume.

'Sale of Government
Bonds Satisfactory

Fredericton, Dec. 27—Recent advices
received by the provincial treasurer’s de-
partment have caused very much satis-
faction to those upon whose advice the
recent issue of refunding bonds of the
province of New Brunswick, for an
amount of $2,282,000, were placed on the
market near the close of the Victory
Loan campaign. As will be remembered,
the bonds were ten year at 5% per cent
and netted the province 96.11.

This financial result was criticized very
freely by the opposition newspapers and
by others who knew little of the cir-
cumstances of the money market and
did not appreciate the fact that ten year
bonds of the province of New Brunswick
selling at 96.11 brought a better price
than the fourteen year bonds of the city
of Toronto, selling at 96.20 on practically
the same day.

There was another issue of bonds
placed on the market at the same time
by the province of Ontario and these,
' curiously enougn, were ten year 5% per
cent bonds. ‘The same term and rate as
the issue of this province. The issue
was for $1,000,000 and the price obtained
was 94.48—ncarly two points in favor
of the province of New Brunswick.

To summarize these sales and to make
the contrast as great as it is, the issue,
prices, etc., are given below:

CHINA AND THE .WEST

The baffling and “mysterious™ char-
acter of China to the West Is genuine
lenough. But it does not seem to be
|due to any peculiarly dark and subtle
| psychology. Human nature as one meets
it in China seems to be unusually human
if one may say so, writes John Dewey
in Asia. There is more of it in quantity,
and it is open to view, not secreted. But
the social mind, the political mind, has
been subjected for centuries to institu-
tions which are not only foreign to pres-
ent Western customs, but which have no
historic ,precenden. _either our political
science nor our history ” supplies any
system of clasification for understanding
the most characteristic phenomena of
Chinese institutions. This is the fact
which makes the workings of the Chinese
mind inscrutable _to the uninitiated
foreigner, and which makes it necessary
to describe go mafy: things in contradic-
tor linguistic’te‘;ng.'l The civilization it-
self is not contradictory, but in its own
self-consistency it includes things which
in Western life have been sharply
opposed.

Then there are intermediary forms;
political missing links, which to our
grasp must prove elusive; they are
vague because weé have no comparable
forms by which to define and interpret
them. Yet the Chinese mind thinks, of
| course, as naturally .in terms of its
customs and conventions as we think in
ours. We merely forget that we think
in terms of customs and traditions which
habituation has engrained; we fancy that
we think in terms of mind, pure and:
simple, Taking our mental habits in!
the norms of mind, we find the ways
of thinking that do not conform to it
abnormal, mysterious and tricky. We!
can get the key to mental operations:
only by studying social antecedants and
environment, and this truth holds pre-|
eminently in an old civilization like the
Chinese.  We have to understand belifes
and traditions to understand aots, and
we have to understand historic insti-
tntions to understand beliefs.

Theé story of the difficulties that had
to be overcome in the introduction of
railways into China in perhaps the best‘
known of Chinese incidents, But it bears |
retelling because it affords a typical
illustration of the fact that the chief!
obstacle in the effective contact of West
and East is intellectual and moral. Op—‘l
position to railways was not a mater
of routine conservatism, blind sluggish\
opposition to the new just because it was
new. The Chinese have the normal'
amount of curiosity, and perhaps even
more than the normal amount of prac-
tical sense of the advantage to be gain-
ed by novelty which does not coi em
with traditional beliefs. A difficuiy |
presented itself in getting a clear right
of the graves, which, from the West-
ern standpoint, are scattered at random. |
But from the Chinese standpoint, they |
are located with the utmost science, and
to disturb them is to throw out of bal-
ance the whole system of environmental |
influences that affect health and good |
crops. Moreover, the graves are thel
centre of the system of ancestral wor-
ship, and that is the centre of civic or-
ganization. The tale might have been
invented to show how conpletely the;
forces to be reckoned with are intellect-
ual and moral, and how completely they
are bound up with the structure of
life. Without a change of national |
mind it is hopeless to
that China can go forward prosperous-
1y because of intercourse with the West.

Disappointed in‘ his expectations of
being able to obtain bricklayers and
bricks in sufficient numbers and quan-

less disintegration of the stately obe-
lisk was first observed. It was attribut-
ed to the freezing of water in the pores,
and a coat of hot paraffine was applied
to seal the surface. The gradual wast-
ing awdy, however, has not been arrest-
ed. Particles of the monument that re-
sisted the ravages of temperature chan-
ges in Egypt for centuries are still
dropping off, and nebody knows how
to make it immune to the wear and
tear of time.

Many centuries from now the Needle
may have a decidedly triangular ap-
pearance, as the disintegration is more
pronounced on the south and west faces
than on the north and east. This may
be attributed to the fact that the south
and west faces are exposed to greater
weather stresses, but expansion may
be assisting weather in its ravages.

Engineers, of course, know that stone
expands almost as much as steel when
temperature is raised, but the fact is not
so generally known that stones expand
progressively during a period of years
if subject to alternate hot and cold. An
instance of a slab in old St. Paul’s
shurchyard is cited as an instance to
rove this contention.

NEW WAY OF SELLING GAS.

May Be Bought by “Heat Unit” in Eng-
fand.

The Yorkshire Post, in its issue of
November 10, states that a change in
‘he method of charging for gas is now
proposed, according to a statement by
Sir Augkland Geddes. The suggestion
‘s that, instead of buying gas by the
cubic foot, the consumer should buy it
on the basis of the heat it is capable of
developing, as for nearly all uses to
which gas now applied its heating value
is the desideratum.

Under the new scheme of charging,
the consumer will be presented w.ui
bill for so many heat units instead of so
many cubic feet. 'I'he meter will con-
tinue to register cubic feet, but the con-
sumer’s bill will be rendered in terms of
“gas units.” The gas undertaking will
be called upon to show what is the calor-
ific value of the gas it supplies, and by
multiplying the cubic feet registered on
the meter by the calorific value the num-
ber of units to be charged for will be
arirved at.

Gas consumers may be puzzled at first
by the new method of charging, but
there is very little mystery in it. A Brit-
ish thermal unit (B.t.u.) may be de-
scribed as the quantity of heat required
to raise one pound of wate one degree
Fahr. A gallon of water weighs ten
pounds. It follows that when one puts
the teakettle on to boil, should it con-
tain two pints of water, to bring the
water from an average of 60 degrees
Fchr. to the boiling point of 212 de-
grees Fahr. one must use 880 B.t.u. It is
propjosed that the new “gas unit” will
contain 100,000 B.t.u., so that one gas
unit will contain sufficient heat to boil
260 such kettles of water (supposing
there is not waste of heat in the opera-
tion). The price of the ‘gas unit” will
vary in different towns. '

“I remember,” he continued, “when it

used to be argued that if you improved
social and economic conditions, if you
got rid of the agrarian trouble, improved
housing, created peasant proprietorship
and built railways, constructed harbors
and did everything possible to make Ire-
land as prosperous as conditions would
allow, all this objection( to British rule
would vanish.” What has happened? Ire-
land never has been so prosperous as she
is today. The vast majority of the cul-
tivators of Ireland are possessors of their
own soil. Houses and comfortable cot-
tages for the working men have been
built at/the expense of the Britjsh tax-
peyer. Men who traveled through Ire-
land a generation ago and re-visited the
country would not know it today. It
is completely transfigured.” ‘
Declaring it to be a “fundamental
fact” despite these ebnditions that “Ire-

British rule as it is today,” Lloyd George
said there was another fact just as
fundamental—that “you have a con-
siderable section of the people of Ireland
who. are just as opposed to 'Irish rule
as the majority of Irishmen are to Brit-
ish rule.

“If Great Britain, with all its influ-
ence and resources, found it difficult to
govern hostile Ireland, I cannot see how
Ireland could control hostile northeast
Ireland.

And then the whole black
chapter of misunderstanding between
Great Britain and Ireland would be re-
written all over-again. We must not
enter upon that course whatever the
cost.”

Council of Twenty.

Going into the question of possible
eventual union,of Ulster and southern
Ireland, Lloyd George said the council
of twenty would serve as a medium of
interchange to\ this end. He referred to
the railroads which serve both areas. “If
the two Irish legislatures agree, they
can leave control of the railroads to this
national Irish council,” he cohtinued.
“This is illustrating the kind of sub-i
ject which might well be delegated by
the two Irish legislatures to this council
which represents both and which can|
be delegated only by agreement.”

Power to consumate union of the two
legislatures, he said, would be placed in
the hands of these bodies. Such an uni-
fied representative body, it was declar-:
ed, would constitute an Irish parlia-,
ment, which would be accorded addi-
tional powers by the British parliament,
including taxation.

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AREVIEW OF
BUILDING IN
YEAR CLOSING

Improved Housing Situation
in United States Predicted
— Unprecedented Activity
Forecasted for 1920.

/ .
(American Architect.)

With the arrival of the new year it
pecomes essential in view of -existing
critical conditions and rapid develop-
ments in industrial fields in the United
States that architects should seriously
consider the dominating factors in the
vear now closed, and forecast, if pos-
sible, what in the future must be faced.
The last days of December clearly show-
ed that never before has there been more
activity ¥n the architectural profession
in this country. The work projected has
generated many problems, and natur-
ally, the greatest are labor and finance.

It is decidedly apparent that there will
be an improved housing situation with-
in the coming months. All signs point
to a 1920 building peace and an era of
unprecedented building activity. As sig-
nificant of the improved conditions in
New York, after many unsettled months
since the government lifted the ban en
bujlding operations, an agreement has
been made between the Building Trades
Council and the Building Trades m-
ployers’ Association agreeing upon a
wage scale for 1920. This encouraging
news should give the architect and en-
gineer renewed confidence to proceed
with plans for new building and engi-
neering operations which have been held
in abeyance for many months past.

Two. things are needed for an im-
provement in building during the coming
vear, it being assumed that the labor
wage peace having been effected. First,
a plentiful supply of mortgage loan
money; and second, a proper return in
the shape of rents on the investment.
These facts have been the real reasons for
the slowing up in building construction
in 1919. The housing situation’ needs
sensible reconstruction ideas,

During December there was a decided
increase in the amount of new construc-
tion of practically every kind placed un-
der contract. A number of important
projects held up by strikes have bgen
resumed and many entirely new opera-
tions have been started. Estimates from
building inspectors in the: larger. cities
show conclusively that in spite of the
higher cost of construction and the
building strikes of last summer, 1919’s
permits for construction of buildings will
surpass in value those of 1916, a record
vear. This year, too, speculative build-
ers are planning to continue their struc-
turnl oneratinrc fhrn\n:zhnnt the winter
months -provi the weather permits.

The cost of labor increased in 1919,
the advance being due
shortage of men available in the non-
skilled class. The scale of high wages
paid by the government during the war
in many of its branches is responsible
for the steady increase in the cost of
labor since 1914. This scale naturally
spread to other industries not govern-
mentally controlled. The resulting rise

in the cost of production has been fol-
lowed as a matter of course by a rise in
prices. Then came the general demand
for higher wages. The increased wage
scale has caused higher commodity
prices, A noteworthy example of the
increase in labor costs is shown in the
wage of bricklayers, which has ad-
vanced to $8.50 per day from $6.25 at
the time of the signing of the armistice
a year ago last November. :

There is apparently no prospect that
labor will be available in sufficiently
large supply to cause any hope of ‘a re-
duction in wages. If there were any
such hope it has been put out of the
question by the greatly advanced stand-
ards of living. This developed a serious
condition of unrest throughout the coun-
try, which must be relieved as quickly
as possible. {

The course of building in 1919 was|
influenced by two forces; the first being
the war cycle and thé second, the busi-
ness cycle. Construction had reached a
high level in 1913, but slightly declined
in 1915 owing to general business de-
pression. There soon followed another
era of building activity only to be
brought to an end by the war.

Building material prices’at the close
of 1919 showed a decided increase in ac-
tivity, with practically all commodities
in great demgnd notwithstanding the
steadily advancing price trend. Dealers
in the basic structural materials were
kept busy to capacity with orders for
immediate delivery. ‘Inquiries for de-
liveries in January and February indi-
cate extremely busy building times in'
the near future.

The upward trend of prices has been
steady. All efforts to secure a level of |
stabilization failed. The demand largely,'
exceeded the possible production and
quotations could not be stabilized. In
the early months of 1919 brick' was sell-!
ing, delivered in New York, at $15 per
thousand retail. December prices were
quoted at $22.50 per thousand. The most |
i spectacular jump of the commodity list
has been scored by lumber. Last March
and April plain oak flooring sold at $72
per thousand f.o.b. New York, wholesale.
December’s price for the same grade oak
‘touched the $100 level. Quartered oak

was advanced _in price from $96 per
thousand wholesale in the early spring
Ito a present mark of $210 and upward.

There does not appear to be any pros-
pect of -an early decline in material
prices. Logically, as long as the demand
continues to outstrip the supply, the
trend must be npward with prices rising
instead of falling. The increase in the
major commodities since the signing of
the armistice in November, 1918, aver-
ages about 90 per cent. Construction is
now estimated at from 40 to 50 cents
per cabic foot.
| Many men at this time are endeavor-
ing to put in operation plans that will
meet present conditions,, for it must be
realized that old cenditions have gone,
never to return. The ending of the war
left commercial markets l.‘fiepleted in
many of the necessities of life, including
building materials, in which every archi-
tect is vitally interested. Due to the
fact that the balance of supply and de-
mand had not yet reached equilibrium,
organized labor seized its chance to se-
cure what it wanted. This was at a
time when all production was for war.

Production was lowered by the short-
age of labor, and then to increase the dif-
ficulty, the element of radicalism enter-
ed into dealings of certain unions. 'This
made it doubly difficult to get back to
old time industrial production. After
three years participation in the world
war it naturally takes considerable time
to get back to a point where there will
be a surplus of commodities.

The question now to be solved is
“How can the closest form of co-oper-
ation between capital and labor be ef-

fected to enable the country to return to
normal conditions?” It would seem that
we must first eliminate the radical ele-
ment that unreasonably clamors for
shorter hours and more pay. We must
become assured of an honest day’s work
for an honest day’s pay, which will do
more than anything else to reduce the
high cost of living.

The public generally -feels that slow
progress has been made in the resump-
tion of building on a normal scale. To
put the industry back on its feet finan-
cially there must be a bigger unit of
value, a greater development of individ-
ual enterprises. Then there will .be
created a surplus instead ‘of a shortage,
and the depleted value of the unit will
be met. The unit. must agaif have a
purchase value equal to the wealth per
capita of the industry. Of couyse, prices
can never go back to.the low pre-war
level, but with the very increase of the
wealth of the building industry, with
the increase in wages, there will come
automatic re-organization,

Labor represents a large percentage of
the purchasing power of the country.
High wagés mean increased purchasing
power, while low wages mean reduced
purchasing power. Labor must meet
the existing situation by co-operation,
and create an effective partnership in the
evolution of industry. The workman
must be made to feel the benefits that
accrue from the better results which he
is called upon to produce, By that means
labor can create a co-operative force in-
stead of an antagonistic force. The
worker must be convinced that any in-
creased effort he makes is not for cap-
ital’s -gain, but in a great part for his
personal advantage amd the publie, of
which he is a part.

Increased production cannot result
from individual effort, but only in a
widespread movement for collective ef-
fort. There must be no selfishness cn
either side in securing dn increased in-
terest in the problems of production and

.output on a basis of co-operation, There

must be mutuak advantage to the man
who directs industry and the man who
produces in industry. There must be
industrial democracy in 1920 as never be-
fore, for the labor problem must be met
if we are to continue to meet competi-
tion -with other nations in the markets
of the world. We solved many dif-
ficult problems during the war. So now
we must ¢reate the proper regulations in
relation to: labor and industry, °

PHYSICAL TRAINING
IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS

New York, Dec. 20—“Physical train-
ing in the public schools has taken a
decided step forward, but results are not
yet satisfactory,” according to a report
by the committee on public health of
the governor’s reconstruction committee,
which is looking toward the extension
into the schools of more medical super-
vision. The committee reports that in
the city of Ithaca several older pupils
in the high school have been assigned
as assistants to the physical director,
their duties being to supervise the
routine exercises given to the healthy
children.

“An active campaign of education is
the first essential in any plan of recon-
struction,” reads the report, “Compulsery
education is required by the State for
all children, and it is time to consider
whether efforts toward compulsory
physical education should not go with

“The control of communicable diseases
in the city of New York has been im-
proving year by year, but there still is
much to be done. It is believed how-
ever, that the educational campaign now
being ¢arried on by the Department of
Health and Education will eventually
have the desired effect in the majority
of cases. With proper
ditions in the home and with the early
reporting of these diseases they will
rapidly disappear or become of little con-
sequence.

“The most successful .public health
education begins by- teaching the child-
ren the laws of health during the school
period. Heretofore this branch of edu-
neglected.
sl Within the last three years the
National Tuberculosis Association has
developed a campaign known as the
‘Modern Health Crusaders’ Their plan
of work is to distribute among children
score cards which have printed upon
them certain health chores, such as ‘I
wash my hands before all meals,’ ‘I
brush my teeth in the morning and even-
ing, etc. An older person is asked to
mark the score the child attains each
week, This is then taken back to the
school-téacher, who compares it with
recorde of other children. In many in-
stances it has been productive of great
rivalry among 'the children, with the re-
sult that the school has entered active-
ly on a health camapign. :

“The Department of FEducation,
through the medical inspection of schools,
is developing the most satisfactory pro-
gram for health instruction in the schools.
Already they have begun the intensive
selection of candidates for teachers in one
of the normal schools. They are also
developing a method for teaching hy-
giene and sanitation in the  schools
themselves.’ : !

GERMS 2,000 YEARS OLD.

Paris, Dec. 29—It is a well known
fact that Egyptian wheat, which has for
years lain besides mummies in tombs
more than 2,000 years old, can be made
to sprout, but a far more striking fact
is announced in a statement made by
Dr. Galippo to the French Academy of
