her lonely cell in the jail in King street 
east, without proper food to provide her 
with nourishment after her lengthy stay 
in the General Publier Hospital, and with 
few friends to give her a word of cheer 
or encouragement, Mary Davidson is said 
to be in an emaciated condition and a very 
sick woman. A Times’ reporter was in­
formed this morning that since Monday 
she had not partaken of food, and to Rev. 
Wilfred F. Gaetz who called t to ; see her 
this morning tl>e gill expressed the hope 
that before long God wàdïild, take her from 
this earth.

She left her home in Scotland six 
months ago, rather than, allow herself and 
her family to suffer her disgrace, and 
to this country where in March last she 
became a mother, in a house in Horsfield 
street. Up to the present, so far as she 
knows, her widowed mother in the land 
of the heather is unaware of her misfor­
tune, as she has not told her of' the facts. 
She said, however, that her child was 
born dead, which is a contradiction of the 
evidence given at the coroners inquest.

Rev. Mr. Gaetz has interested himself 
in her case and said today that he felt 
there should be an agitation to have her 
removed to more suitable environments 
than a dismal cell, an<^ he thought that 
the ends of justice would have been served 
fully, had the girl ben allowed to rémain 
longer in the hospital under proper care, 
and then the authorities would not be 
exceeding their rights in having her stand 
trial. But at present she is in no condi­
tion to do so, and in fact is scarcely able 
to stand, let alone go> through the dis­
tressing process of a trial.

Lfust Friday Mr. Gaetz called on her at 
the hospital, and st^ that she was in jg, 
Weak state. He was greatly surprised on 
Monday to learn that she had been taken 
in custody, as he was of the opinion that 
she could not endure imprisonment and 
recover her strength on prison fare, which 
is looked on as scardely proper nutritive 
for a sick person. It was quite a shock 
to her to be placed under /arrest as she 
had no knowledge that she was being 
treated in the hospital only to be arrested 
when she emerged. ’

Citizens who have had experience in 
dealing with prisoners on different charges 
when spoken to concerning - the matter, 
said that they thought that justice would 
have been satisfied without having the 
girl arrested at this stage, and that she 
should have been allowed to remain longer 
utidèr suitable treatment in the hospital.

Resolved that , whije the mayor and the 
city council of the city of St. John re­
cognize the value to the city of cheaper 
power and feel that any proposals to pro­
cure the same should receive every en­
couragement, at the same time we are 
bound to protect the rights and safeguard 
our interests as a city and therefore mem­
orialize the governor-in-council of the prov­
ince of New Brunswick, asking that the 
following changes be made to the pro­
posed charter applied for under the name 
of the New Brunswick Electric Power:—

1st.—Resolved that the charter of the 
conipany be limited to. a period of 80 
years, subject to revision of rates every 
20 years.

2nd.—Resolved that clause F of section 
2 be so amended as to provide that, be­
fore selling, leasing, licensing or other­
wise disposing of the properties, fran­
chises, assets, etc., of the company, the 
city of tit. John should be given a rea­
sonable opportunity to buy or lease such 
undertakings, franchises, etc.

3rd—Resolved that the admission of 
the company’s extension wires to the 
streets, squares and plots of ground in 
the city of St. John be in every case sub­
ject to the approval of the city govern­
ment; and further, that in case the city 
should provide conduits, that the propos­
ed company shall run their wirés through 
the same and pay rent for the privilege.

4th.—Resolved that a clause be insert­
ed in the charter which will bind the 
company to sell their light and power at 
a rate not exceeding ^$50,00 per horse­
power, for a year of 300 days of ten hours 
each.

5th.—Resolved that the proposed com­
pany agree to expend at least $150,000,- 
00 for the purpose of constructing dams 
and plant and developing power, within 
a period x>f two years from the date of 
granting of charter.

6th.—Resolved that in the event of the 
proposed company refusing to accept these 
conditions, that the city at once under­
take to negotiate terms with fhe members 
of the proposed company, for the purpose 
of buying out their options on the prop­
erties held by them on the Lepreaux Riv­
er with the view of securing legislation 
which will enable the city to develop the 
properties for the purpose of selling light 
and power, with a view of furnishing 
cheaper light and power to the city of St. 
John and the counties of St. John and 
Charlotte.

They are now ready to 
listen to proposals from the government 
and today Senors Braineff and Obregan, 
go-betweens heretofore, are feeling the op­
inion of insurrecto chiefs as to the best 
way for re-opening peace negotiations.

The editors have succeeded in combining comprehensiveness with brevity, 
exhaustive exposition of major subjects with the greatest facility of refer­
ence in the case of minor ones.

Common Council Passes Part of 
Resolution Re the New Brun­
swick Electric Company’s Ap­
plication-Early Closing

A COSMOPOLITAN POINT OF VIEW
/"VNE other fault which was justly found with the old Encyclo-

A motion to place 
the rate at $59 per horse power by the 
year, was carried by pne vote, but on re­
consideration in order to increase the 
maximum to $60 in the case of power sup­
plied to those using less than ten horse 
power in one year, this was defeated, and 
the council had before if a motion of Aid.
Potts; to require the company to give a 
reduction of 33 1-3 per cent on the pres­
ent charges by the St. John Railway 
when adjournment came.

The sections of the resolution adopted 
before adjournment gave the company 
their franchise fop rights in the city for 
fifty-years and also provided that entrance 
to particular streets must be made under 
the direction of the city.

The council also adopted the early 
closing bye-law asked by a largely signed 
petition of merchants, which comes into 
force after being proclaimed thirty days, 
following approval by the lieutenant gov­
ernor-in-council.

Mayor Frink presided at the meeting 
and there were present the full board of E|| 
aldermen, with the recorder and H. A.
Powell, K. C., W. E. Foster, C. H. Eas- gg 
son and P. W. Thomson, representing the 
applicants and W. F. Hathaway, of the 
board of trade committee appointed to 
consider the application.

The power bill was discussed from every 
view point and practically every member 
took part in the discussion. When Aid.
Kierstead’s resolution fixing the maximum 
rate to be charged at $50 per horse power 
and that the public utilities commission 
should have authority over it, it was car­
ried by one vote. Messrs. Thomson, Fost­
er and Easson left the room. Mr. Thom- 
son remarking, “Well, that’s all gentlemen, 
the bill will not go any further.’

The problem must be dealt with by the 
abolition of the breeding places of flies, 
by the sanitary treatment of refuse, gar-. 
bage and privy «closets. The house fly has! 
been shoAvn to be a public danger and to j 
maintain a breeding place' constitutes a 
public nuisance. Unless the bylaw pro- j 
hibiting such public nuisances is rigidly j 
enforced any attempt at sanitary reform 
will be almost useless.

The one-horse stable Avith its exposed 
heap of refuse is the greatest public nuis­
ance in the city. The construction of 
stables should be subject to as strict regu­
lations as plumbing. All stable refuse 
should be removed beyond the, city limits 
at least twice a week from May 1 to Oc­
tober 30. If this cannot be done at once 
the manure heaps, garbage and privies 
should be treated daily Avith chloride of 
lime. Action in this respect must be 
tal>en at once as the present is the most 
important time.

Garbage should be kept in closed re­
ceptacles and should be collected at least 
twice a week. The present collection is 
neither thorough nor regular and there­
fore most inefficient and inadequate. The 
garbage should not he dumped on public 
dumps as this is nothing, more or less 
than the inaint^hance of a public nuis­
ance by the civic authorities. Every 
pound of garbage should be burned. In­
cidentally the Heenan-Froude type of in-

MR. HAZEN’S TROUBLES

Before proceeding to the coronation 
Premier Hazen has removed the crown of 
a license commissioner from the head of 
one of his political followers and placed 
it upon the head of another.

In fact, it was estimated by C, ’P. R. 
officials that during the past two months 
the average per capita wealth of the set­
tlers coming in would be in the neigh­
borhood of $400. While many of these 
were travelling with wives and families 
the majority were single men going out 
to make their way, so that dividing the 
number by two this estimate would mean 
that the immigrants brought intio the 
country^ by the C. P. R. during the past 
two months have brought into the dom­
inion assets to The amount of something 
like $10,000,009fprobably .more.'

The handling of this * immense number 
of settlejs and their effects during April 
required eighty special trains between St. 
John and Montreal!, while fifty-five ppetgi- 
als had to be made up to carry them frohi 
Montreal to the west, of which fifteen 
went via Toronto. With an average of 
ten cars to a train, and cars being tran- 
ferred from one train to another, this 
means that close to a thousand cars were 
sent on long runs by the C. P. R. during 
the month on immigrant business alone.

(Montreal Herald)
It was stated yesterday by C. P. R. of­

ficials that the month of April just pass­
ed has broken all records for immigration 
by over 3.000 people. At the same time 
the rush through Montreal with the open­
ing of navigation to Montreal has started 
in at a rate that bids fair to make May 
even exceed the figures for April.

During the month just ended the C. P. 
R. carried from St. John to Montreal and 
thence westward, no fewer than 28,321 im­
migrants, not counting small children, or 
over a thousand a day, exclusive of Sun­
days. This is an increase of over 10,000 
on the figures for March, when 18*000 im­
migrants were brought through.

The way in which the immigration has 
grown during the past few years is shown 
by the fact that five years ago the C. P. 
R. -considered they were doing a big busi­
ness when they brought through 10,760 
immigrants from St. John during April, 
while the figures for the same month this 
year much more than double that. ' In 
March, 1909, the railway carried 7,100 

citizens to the Avest. In 1910 these 
figures increased to 12,800. Avhile during 
•March this year 18.500 settlers landed at 
St. John and Avere brought through Mont­
real to the Canadian Avest.

This means that during the sMy-two 
days of March and April this year 
Canadian Pacific carried 50,000 iminigranfP 
through to the new lands of the west, a 
number far in advance of any preAÛous 
immigration statistics.

That this inrush of settlers is not fall­
ing off is shown by the fact that yester­
day alon.e fifteen hundred people passed 
through the Windsor Station from Tlte 
Virginian and Sardinian, the great ma­
jority of Avliom were bound for the west. 
Early. yesterday morning two special 
trains arrive from Quebec Avitli the third- 
class passengers from these boats. They 
Avere speedily transferred to Ia^o other 
specials, and during the morning One train 
left for Toronto and Avestern Ontario 
poitits with 300 settlers, and a second for 
Winnipeg and further west points with
