MUCH CLAIMED FOR

AUTOMOBILE ~ TIRE

Manchester Skipper Captain
Says English Invention to be
Manufactured in Canada.

An automobile tire that is claimed
will revolutionize the entire industry
throughout the world will be manu-
factured in Canada in the near future,
according to Captain J. H. Groth,
master of the “Manchester Shipper”
now in port. The inventor, a Man-
chester man, has patented the tire in
Great Britain, the United States, Can-
ada and the other principal countries
of the world.

Captain Groth has pictures of the
tire and its make-up and dutomobile
owners to whom he showed these to-
day were greatly impressed with its
possibilities. The inventor, he says,

'has been working on his idea for the

last five years and believes at last he
has produced an non-puncturable, dust-
proof and skid-proof tire that will
prove entirely satisfactory and be
manufactured at a low cost.

The invention is called the “resilient
spring wheel” and combines two im-
portant factors, strength and resilien-
cy. It is not inflated, therefore, un-
puncturable, No spare wheels are re-
quired and therefore, maintenance
costs are cut down.

| smallest Crown Colony in the British

Empire. The civil population exceeds
25,000. The territory is less than three
{ miles in length and at no point is it
taore than three-quarters of a mile in
width, It has, perhaps, the finest arti-
ficial harbor of Europe.

The great rock, with which the name
Is so strongly connected in the public
mind, rises sheer from a sandy track
that connects with Spain. The highest
point of the rock is on the Mediter-
ranean side, and is known gg O’Hara’s
Tower, being 1,408 feet above sea level,
The western face of the rock slopes
down to a sandy plain on which the
city stands. The southern face rises
directly from the gea.

In many places the rock is pene-
trated by enormous natural caves.
Some of these have not yet been fully
explored. One set of three caves,
known as the Leonora caves, Is very
rich in stalactites and the famed mam-
moth cave of Kentucky cannot display
anything {o equal the beauty of the
Gibraltar limestone formations.

RATES AND PORTS.

When Mr. Finn of Halifax read a
lecture to some of the Western mem-
bers in the House of Cemmons on May
11, in connection with the appropria-
tion for the Halifax grain elevator,

i there ensued an extended discussion
regarding the use of Eastern ports, in
the course of which several of the
Progressives made it clear that they
favored a policy under which the
Maritime harbors could be utilized
much more extensively. Mr. Finn said,
among other things, that the people
in the Maritimes are not enjoying the
results that should be obtained from
the right use of the ‘Transcontinental,

" and in this matter his views received
considerable endorsement from West-
ern representatives. Mr. Speakman of
Red Deer said he and others who had
questioned the value of the Halifax
elevator would be only too glad to have
it built if transportation conditions
'would be improved so that grain could
be carried to Maritime ports. He
expressed surprise that Maritime mem-
bers, who are seeking co-operation from
the shippers, and asking them to: send
grain through Maritime ports, should
be found condemning the Crowsnest
Pass agreement, which gave western
grain lower rates to the head of the
Lakes in winter, without which, he said,
haulage to the eastern ports would be
almost impossible. He expressed him-
self as willing to support any reason-
. able readjustment of transportation
costs which will enable the shipment
of goods profitably through our own
ports.

Mr. Finn denied that his attitude was
sectional. “We can only prosper in
the East if the West develops,” he said.
Consideration must also be given to
the Central parts of Canada, where the
industries were entitled to reasonalle
protection.

TROUT FRY,

Some recent statistics published by
the Biological Board of Canada indicate
that if the distribution of trout fry in
streams and lakes is to be continued the
manner in which the work is done will
have to be improved immensely if ‘the
results are to warrant the expenditure,
The Board has discovered, after close
observation, that the losses among
trout fry distributed in two Ontario
streamns in 1923, amounted to ninety-
six and one-half per cent. Even more
disappointing results, noted in the fol-
lowing year, are presented by the
Toronto Globe in an- analysis of the
report:

“Similar observations were made in
.1924- along seven other streams or ponds
in Elgin, Norfolk, Oxford and Middle-
sex Counties, Ontario. The streams
were planted with 87,500 fry by officials
at the Ontario Department of Fisheries,
some in 1921, some in 1922 and some in
1928, so that, if fry planting were a
success at all, yearlings, two-year-olds
and th.ree-_\'ear—olds should have been
found in 1924. T, ensure accuracy in
the count, the seining of all brooks was
done l3y two experienced men, one rep-
resenting the Bjological Board and the
ot_her representing the Department of
Fisheries at Ottawa, Both men agreed
that the loss was over 98 per cent.
Total losses were Sustained in five out
of th.e seven brooks, and not a single
yearling, two-year-old or three-year-old
trout was encountered, Only 1,200 fry
or fingerlings survived out of the total
of 87,600, and these 1,200 for only
three months of the summer in which
the:v were planted. While the three
main causes for these heavy losses were,
first, warm, stagnant, marshy or peaty
water; second, the presence of enemy

ﬁs}l, and, third, insufficient food, the
chief cause was the second.”

f\s a result of these facts and figures
the Globe is driven to decide there
seems little doubt that in fifty years of
Canadian trout breeding “the hatch-
eries have simply been feeding coarse
or uselesg fish.” It suggests that thoge
responsible for the distribution of fry
should have streams examined most
carefully with regard to the nature of
the water, the number of enemy fish,
and the state of the food supply. It
seems odd enough that sych advice
should be needed after fifty years of
effort.

New Brunswick has many streams
where the breeding conditions appear
to be excellent, but in which native
trout of goed size are scarce, as the
result either of too much fishing or of
the increase of other fish which devour
the small trout. Judging from {he
results in the Ontario waters referred
to, little is to be expected from the
placing of fry, but the Ontario ob-
servations are not necessarily conclu-
sive with respect to. more favorable
waters. Experiments both

The object of Mayor Potts, In hav-
Ing this bill presented, was to give
the property owner a chance to have
necessary work done without fear of
additional taxation, and at the same
time create work for both skilled
and unskilled labor.

Now that the bill has been passed,
it means that the merchant can in-
stall new store fixtures, sprinkler
systems, display windows or store
fronts without additional taxation
and, no matter what the value of the
improvements may be, it i8 not added
to the assessable. value of the prop-
erty.

The manufacturer can remode! his
plant, build additions, etc., without

To the man or woman owning a
house or flats, the bill is a great
boon, especially in the case of those
of limited means. Under past condi-
tions, in many cases, the reyenue
from rents did not allpw sufficient
for any extensive repairs, and the in-
creased taxation following improve-
ments.

Now, the owner can Increase the
value of property, obtain a rent in
proportion to the added value, but.
still pay the old rate of taxation.

This consideration alone should be a
great incentive to carry out improve-
ments.

Electric fittings can be installed,
plumbing modernized, new wings
built, but the tax bill remains the
same as formerly. °

But what is perhaps one of the
best feature of all, the new act allows
a home to be built, and for two years
remain exempt from taxation. This
means a sum of from $300 to $1,000
absolutely in the pocket of the owner,
according to the value of the prop-
erty. As this is in force for two
years, the owner has a chance to
recuperate from his expenditures,
and the money he has saved from
tax exemption goes a long way to
finance another investment.

As the mayor says, citizens have
a great chance to better conditions

in Saint John. Work can be created
for hundreds. A market can be cre-
ated for thousands of dollars’ worth
of building material, in fact a little
action on the part of property own-
ers can create an era of prosperity
in the city. So the bill, as well as
benefiting the property owner, can

be a boon to every citizen.

Everybody throws
up when theys try to swallow stuff.
Even coffee undrinkable. Tobacco gone.

Got some ‘‘manna
from Heaven” today. Traded a few
bottles of rye for 10 pounds of fresh
meat. What a feast. Nobody washes
now. No water except salt and we have
no salt-water soap. Captain promises
the boss would be out tomorrow and we
can go ashore, but he’s promised the
same thing all week, so don’t take much
stock in it.

MONDAY.

What luck! A large motor boat tak-
ing water to the Athena was cut off
by the cutter, and to get rid of it put
it aboard us—five 50-gallon tanks. The
cutter left then but we had already}
emptied three of the tanks into our own!
tank so they had to leave it. A week's|
supply. Found out today not aboard,
schooner Enterprise. Painting outside
of schooner and found she was the
Dorothy M. Smart of Nova Scotia. Brit-
ish registry. The boat we were sup-
posed to be on was said to be of Am-
erican registry. A fine game. Nobody
can trace us now.

WEDNESDAY.

Today boat came out and bought the
last of our rye. Asked him if he knew
Rudolph—the man who had hired us
with such rosy promises. He said he
did and agreed to let him know of our
plight_.. Meanwhile the captain kept us
in submission with prominent showing
of his guns. We told him we would
call the cutter. He laughed and said we
could go asead—we would all see the
inside of a jail. The cutter passed us
tonight orly 100 yards off but we were
afraid to call her—that jail looked too
close.

FRIDAY.

News must have reached shore of our
fix. A boat came out with two bags ot
potatoes, a bag of turnips and some
cigarettes and tobacco. What a fine
smoke that first one was. We even feit'

He prom-
ised to be back tomorrow with some
other men and that we will be paid off
and taken ashore. Claims that he
brought no provisions because the other
cook had told him the larder was full.
Full, like Mother Hubbard’s cupboard.
Bare—he should have said.
MONDAY.

Wow, what a row on board today.
The mate had the wheel and the ship
was under full sail when the captain
came on deck and took the wheel out of
the hands of the mate. The mate be-
ing an old-timer and an experienced
sailor, resented the actions of the skip-
per, who was but 28 and having his

/

first command. The skipper was swell-
headed and cussed out the mate, who
being a Latin, swore revenge. Tonight
we all discussed in the forecastle ways
of getting ashore—the mate taking the
lead. And not only does the mate
want to get ashore but he wants to turn
over to the authorities information that
will put the whole botlegging gang in
Jail. We thought of slipping away in
the dory and leaving the captain, who
had boasted that he could take the
schooner to Halifax on his own, to his
own resources. Gave it up because we
were too soft-hearted. Nothing but
talk came of it all.
THURSDAY. A

Still nothing doing, and our position
getting worse. Rudolph hasn’t shown
up nor have any provisions. Practically
no water left and no provisions. A pass-

ing boat told us that a boat with some
food for us had left it aboard the
schooner Etheline after being chased

but couldn’t make it. She’s-too fast.

FRIDAY.

No sleep agaln last night. Fierce gale
that compelled all hands to handle sail.
Drove us way out of our course.

SUNDAY

Back again to old stamping ground.
Saw the Etheline and worked up to-her
but sea too rough to lower boat and go
our grub. One hundred yards away 4
good square meal that might just as
well have been in Halifax. Having lost
anchor drifted away from her and by
night had lost sight of her. Rudolph
came cout bringing a few chickens and
apples. DBut no water or bread. We
demanded to be put ashore but were
again put off. He put armed guard on
his boat while below, telling him
“Watch that b———y cook or he's liable
to get away with the boat.” He promi-
ised to take us off in two days. Others
satisfied, but I told him I would call
cutter. He said he would knock the
excitement out of me if I didn’t shut
up. Saw light on starboard. Thought
it was cutter and tried to loosen riding
light to signal her. Thea guard also saw
it and called: Rudolph and his partner.
They rushed to their boat, threatening
to shoot me for attempting to signal.
Rudolph left word a steamer would ar-
rive tomorrow with more liquor and
supplies for us.

WEDNESDAY

No steamer has arrlved nor ha:
Rudolph returned. Captain says if any
boat will take us ashore he will pay
us off. We plan to send one man to
tell authorities. No boat will take any
of us, however. All aboard agreed o
call cutter if she’s sighted. Captain
again demanded that we sign on to take
the ship to Halifax. This we won't do
because we don’t want to be on a rum
runner. Sighted the cutter and while
mate kept captain belogw talking we
hoisted a blanket to the masthead. This
was wrong. Should have been half-
mast. The cutter went on. Later
she came back and I went into rigging
and waved the blanket. Cutter changed
Ler course and headed for us. The
skipper, sensing somdthing wrong, came
on deck, but was too late to stop us.
We informed Captain Brockway, of the
cutter, which was the Gresham, that
we had been shanghaied and that we
were without foeod or water. Captain
Brockway asked our skipper if he want-
ed to put into port, but was told he
would only do so on orders from the
cutter. These were given ard we fol-
lowed her in. Abreast of the Statute
of Liberty the Gresham sent a prize
crew aboard, also bread, meat, eggs and
fresh water. What a meal we had!
And then the smokes the boys of the
cutter passed out! Tonight a man that
said he was a judge from Brooklyn
came aboard and after paying us a full
month’s salary, took us all in his car
to the Seamen’s Institute where he left
us,

Well, that’s over. And I only hope
the cops get that guy Rudolph as 1
gave them several items that may help
them in their search.

CALLS FOR SKILL

The manufacture of wire nails, which
the householder uses when he has an
odd job of carpentering to d(_). and
which the small boy. of the family de-
lights to drive into any piece of woqd
which is exposed to view within his
reach, and with which the carpenter,
shows his skill in work, is a process|
which involves highly skilled labor and
the utilization of many intricate
machines, driven by enormous power.

In its early stages the nail was simply
a piece of ore deep in the earth, whence
# was taken, carried long distances
and passed through many processes
before going to the consumer, who
probably buys it in some shop Where a
few hundred may be purchased for a

few cents,
EVOLUTION

Years ago, before modern inventions
made nails common articles, their pro-
duction was the work of the black-
smith, who forged each one separately.
The cut nail machine was invented,
and the carpenter and builder, as well
as other users of nails, thought that
the last word had been said, but cut-
ting nails, even with machinery, was a
Jong and tedious process. Man's “in-
genuity then evolved the processes by
which the finest of wire nails are now,
available at little cost. '

While the process of manufacture of |
wire nails may not be so romantic as!
in the case of some other materials,
there ard many interosting features
which must be given careful attention
by the workmen.

SAINT JOHN PLANT

In Saint John the plant of James
Pender & Co., Ltd., a subsidiary of the
British Empire Steel Corporation, Lim-
fter, is manufacturing daily more than
10,000,000 nails of one kind or other,
besides 200,000 fence staples, 2,500
pounds of toe calks for horses’ shoes,
423 miles of wire and four tons of bale|
ties or straight and cut wire, as well
as two tons of straight and cut iron
rods which may be used for reinfore-
ing concrete, or for rivets, bolts, etc.

A visit to the nail works and an in-
spection of the different stages of
manufacture add to one’s education. A

F. Knoll, the general superintendent,
who has been in charge of the works
here for the last 10 years, prior to
which he had been in Sydney. He had
had a wide experience in the manufac-
ture of nails in the United States.

STOCK FROM SYDNEY

The raw materials are brought here
from Sydney, usually by rail, and the
cars are shunted into the company’s
own siding opposite to the main en-
trance of the exhibition building in
Sydney street. The metal from which
the nails are eventually made is known
to the trade as rods, which are put up
in rolls. By the ordinary person they
might be thought to be wire, but Mr.
Knoll explained that these were rolled
out by a process similar to the manu-
facture of steel railway rails, while
wire is drawn. 'The rods are stored
in a large warehouse, and when that
is full the yard is utilized as storing
space. Sulphuric acid, which is used
to clean the rods; coal for the fur-
naces, and the bars from which the toe
calks are made also come here from the
parent plant at Sydney.

From the warehouse the bars are
taken to a cleaning room, where huge
vats, filled with acid and water kept
boiling by steam, receive the coils of
rods, and the rust and scale are re-
moved from the surface of the steel.
Then the rods are given a lime bath in
order to arrest the action of the acid.
The lime coating is baked on the rods
in ovens where the temperature is kept
at about 250 degrees. T'his lime, Mr.
Knoll said, acted as a lubricant in the
process of drawing.

Drawing is not the making of pic-
tures of the wire, but is a process by
which the iron rods are put through
machines, stretched and made smaller
to be vsed in making nails or to be
put threugh machines and made into
wire. In order to reduce the size of
the rods, the end is pointed in a special
machine and then introduced into the

chilled iron dies and drawn through so
that the size is materially - reduced.

However the rods cannot be drawn out
to any size at once but a rod which is
5 guage is first reduced to 8, gauge,
then to 10%: and then has to go
through other machines to be further
reduced.

The chilled dies used in these ma-
chines are all manufactured in the
plant.

MAKING WIRE

L
When the rods are to be made into
commercial annealed wire they are first
drawn to the necessary size and then
passed through an annealing room.
They are placed in an annealing pot

and heated to a cherry red to take out |

the temper and eventually go to job-
bers and others who use the wire for
hanging stove pipe and other work-
The annealed wire is also

baling hay and pulp and many other
articles. The looped bale ties are pieces
of wire with a loop in one end. This
loop is made by a little machine which
was designed and manufactured in the
works here.

After the wire had been seen in the
process of manufacture and the steel
prepared for making nails, etc., the re-
porter was taken to a room where rows
of machines were making a great
pounding noise. The sign language
was in vogue. Here staples were being
turned out. The coils of wire were
placed on spindles and the end fed into
the machine. Each machine was
throwing completed staples into boxes
at the rate of about 500 a minute.

NAIL MAKING

The next room contained the nail
machines. One machine was stopper
and turned over by hand so that the
stages of nail making could be scen.
The wire passed into the machine, a
small end went through a hole, and a
hammer came up and flattened the end
of the wire into a hail head. The ham-
mer moved back and large iron jaws
cut the wire to the required length.
The cutier made the sharp end of the
nail. These machines each turn out
275 nails of the larger size in a minute,
while the smallest nails are produced
at a rate as fast as 500 a minute.

OTHER PROCESSES

Afler the nails were turned out
from the machines they were taken to
a cleaning room, where they were re-
volved in large drums and cleaned and
polished. From these mechanical clean-
ers and polishers the nails were dump-
ed into large bins, whence they were
conveyed automatically into kegs
which were kept shaking so that the
nails were put into as small a space as
possible. They were weighed automat-
ically and then the heads nailed in the
kegs by a machine specially designed
for that kind of work. 'The packages
were then conveyed to the warehouse,
where they. —ere ready for shipment
to the differ-\ customers of the com-

pany.
GALVANIZING

There is a galvanizing department
where ihe reporter saw nails being
given coatings of pure zinc. ‘The pro-
cess was in full operation and the nails
were placed in the heated metal and
then clawed out into cooling pans and

taken to rotating cleaners and thence
intb kegs. The workmen in this de-
partment were compelled to exercise
great care so that the galvanized nails
would not be stuck together.

In another department the blued
nails were produced and still another
room was used for giving the nails a
special coating which added to their
holding ability.

All sorts of nails were being given
a galvanized coating and Mr. Knoll
said there was a demand for all sizes
of nails and spikes with the galvan-
ized coating.

The Cooperage Company of Canada
operates a department in the plant.
The kegs in which the nails are ship-
ped were being rnade there. All sorts
of labor saving machines were in use.
One machine rivetted the hoops and
gave them the proper flare to fit the
kegs, while another machine pressed
the hoops in place and then a machine
took them and nailed and stapled the
hoops in place. The wire hoops on
the kegs were made in the corporation
plant at Sydney.

The manufacture of toe calks for
horses’ shoes required other skilled
mechanics. The bars, which come from
Sydney, were placed in furnaces and a
machine cut them and made the spur
which is driven into the shoes. Many
bars were being heated at one time
and the machines were constantly
throwing out the completed calks.

MACHINE SHOP

One of the most important places
in the plant is the machine shop. Re-
pairs to all the machines used in the
works were repaired there, and occa-
sionally odd jobs were done for other
firms. The riaschinists of the James
Pender Co. have rebuilt nail machines
and several of the nail machines were
madz right in the shop. The looper for
the wire bale ties was designed and
mamifaciured in the plant.

I'he men in charge of the nall ma-
chines ground (heir own dies and !his
meant that the nail makers here were
particulatly shilted, Mr. Knoll said, for
in some other nail making plants the
d'es were ground by tool makers, who
did not oygerate the machines. 'The

British Empire Steel Corporation, Ltd.,
he said. prides itself on the fact thest

its processes start with the ore and end
with placing the finished articles on the
market,

SYDNEY TO CONSUMER

In the manufacture of wire products,
Mr. Knoll said, the operations really
begin at the Sydney plan of the cor-
poration where the raw materials are
assembled in the form of coal, lime-
stone and iron ore, which has been
taken previously from the corporation’s
own mines and quarries located in and
aboit the island of Cape Breton and
from the iron ore deposits in New-
foundlangd. These are brought to Sydney
in the Besco’s own steamers or rail-
ways and are assembled in the blast
furnaces, s

The coal comes to the .blast furnace
in the form of coke, after it has been
produced in the coke ovens of the
corporation. After proper treatment the
blast furnaces are tapped and the slag
or impurities are conveyed to a dump,
while the iron is taken in ladles to the|
next process which is in the npen!
hearth furnaces. Here other impurities
are removed and when this furnace is
tapped there is produced what is known
as open hearth steel. ¢

This is taken in ladles and poured
in forms known as ingot moulds. The
ingots are eventually stripped of the'r
forms and placed in pit furnaces or
scaking pits, where they are re-heated
preparatory to the next step, which,
is in the rolling mills. The ingots are|
conveyed by electric cranes and 1:11;1«-?
conveyors to the blooming mill, where|
they are broken down, thence to the|
billet mill to be rolled into billets of'
standard sizes and cut to rtegular
lengths.

The steel has become cool by this
time and is put into another heating |
furnace before being rolled into rods.|
This is the last process through which |
the steel passes before being brought
to Saint John.

In the rod mill at ‘Sydney the billet,
which is 18, inches square, goes
through a series of rolls, which gradu-
ally reduces it to a No. 5 rod about
7-32" inch in diameter. ‘These are
wound automatically into coils and
conveyed to the bundling shed, where
the coils are split in two for easicr
handling, properly bundled for ship-
pine and loaded into cars and brought

to Saint John as raw material for the
wire and nail processes.

° SHIPPED FAR AWAY

The market for the products of the

plant of James Pender & Co.,, Ltd.,.is
chiefly in the Maritime Provinces, On-
tario and Quebec, but nails are also
shipped to the West Indies, Jamaica,
and to the New England States, as
well as to New Zealand and Australia.

The people engaged in the plant
here have the benefit of the Workmen’s
Compensation Act, but it is a matter
of pride to the management that the
plant has been particularly free from
accidents and that during the last six
years the expenses in connection with
accidents have been less than 35 per
cent, of the assessment paid by the
company.

The employes and company work to-
gether under a co-operative plan, which
has added greatly to the efficiency and
increased production, with the result
that the employes have benefited finan-
cially and otherwise.

A co-operative benevolent associa-
tion has also been formed and the sick
employes are given assistance, and in
case of death aid is also furnished ta
the bereaved.

DEPARTMENT HEADS

The men who are heads of the dif-
ferent departments are: W. F. Knoll,
general superintendent; R. A. Gregory,
foreman of wiremen; R. F. Mabey,
foreman of nail mill; L. A, Murphy,
mechanical foreman.

GREAT PROGRESS MADE,

Greatest progress of the day was
made at the morning session when the
International Paper Company with its
subsidiary, the Grand Falls Company,
Ltd,, the C. N, C. P, and Bangor &
Aroostook Railways announced through
their representatives that fthey had
come to agreements with the New
Brunswick government concerning pro-
tection of their property and indemni-
ty for damage. The agreements were
verbal, but all felt sure they could be
made formal without difficulty. This
disposed of 90 per cent. of the riparian
holders concerned by the Grand Falls
project and relieved the commission of
dealing with these claims.

OTHERS TO BE ADJUSTED.

Claims of the Saint John Lumber
Company, for whom Leonard Pierce,
their: attorney, appeared, and other
smaller owners, remain to be adjusted.
While no details of the agreement
reached were given out, it was gaid in
some quarters that the settlement with
the International Paper Company was
for.less than the $1,500,000 which was
said to be their claim.

CONFIDENCE IN VENIOT.

"Hon; Peter C. Keegan, representing
the Saint John Valley Board of Trade,
Maine, introduced a humorous note by
his whole-hearted advocacy of the de-
velopment in the face of what the Gov-
ernment of Maine representatives might
say. He said his people had been wait-
Ing for the development for 40 years
pnd looked to it to give them their
chance to live. He felt the New Bruns-
wick Government would want a mar-
ket for their power if they developed
it. “I have confidence,” he said, “in
this great man,” referring to Premier
Veniot.

SPEAKS ON CONTENTIONS.

Mr. Lafleur in opening his arguments
sddressed himself to the contentions
jubmitted at the morning session by the
governments of the United States and
the State of Maine, and especially to
their claim to a proportion of the
power.

The only interests, he said, which
the commission could deal with under
the treaty were proprietary interests.
The commission had nothing to do
with alleged sovereign rights. Such, if
riolated, were not sibject to monetary
compensation, but to international ne-
gotiations.

RIGHTS ACQUIRED,

CONTENTIONS DEALT WITH.

He dealt specifically with the main
tontentions of the United States repre-
sentatives as follows:

Demand for export of power: “Any
power derived is from backing up of
water on private lands and not lands
of the United States or Maine.”

Compensation of all property own-
ers: “That we are ready to do.”

MATTER FOR COMMISSION,

Request for international board of
two engineers to supervise erection of
dam and provide a guarantee against
flood conditions of the stream: “That
Is a matter for the commission’s con-
sideration.”

That the commission’s approval of
the project should be subject to modi-
fication or revaluation by either gov-
ernment should it be shown that the
benefits were not commensurate with
the damage resulting: “I don’t think
It is practical that the matter should
be left indefinitely open.”

"Ancient Sundial Is

Fashions, like history, must run in
rycles, for the bell-shaped pants that
Are so popular among the young men
of the present generation were also the
rage in 79 and thereabouts. The
favorite footwear among the ladies of
that day were made of leather bottoms
and serge tops, with patent tips and
facings, and while these have not come
back like the bell pants, the next swing
of the circle may bring them into
public favor once more.

About the time the great goddess of
Fashion decreed the vogue along these
lines, a young pupil of the Grammar
school entered the employ of Water}
bury & Rising, Ltd., here, and: he ha})
Peen with them ever since. His name
is C. Henry Smyth, popular manager
of the Union street store. He entered
the firm as a clerk on April 21, 1879,
and today, after 46 years of efficient
service, he is a director of one of the
biggest shoe concerns in the Maritime
Provinces.

Hangipg in Mr. Smyth’s office is a
picture of the store, with himself, Mr.
Rising, and a boy standing in front,
taken soon after he joined the firm.
The bell pants are quite noticeable,
while another unusual feature was sev-
eral pairs of boots slung over the top
of the street light, for advertising pur-,

poses.

Speaking about styles. in those days,
Mr. Smyth says that while serge boots
were popular among the womenfolk,
long calf boots were the style for men-
Boys wore splits and buffs, while long
baots with red tops, around which was
printed “papa’s boots” were much
worn. Rubers were one shape then for
men and women, where today there are
15 different shapes for women and 12
for men. Office hours then were a bit
different. The store opened at 6.30
o’clock and closed every night at 9.30
o'clock. On Saturdays, an exception
was made, the stores closing at noon.

A BIT OF HISTORY.

“Mr. George Waterbury and Mr. E.
L. Rising bought out Charles Vaughan
in 1878,” Mr. Smyth says, “and set up
where our Union street store now
stands. Opposite it then was Dockrill
Hall. About two and a half years
later, they opened a store at 34 King
street, buying out the Ballantyne Bros.,
and some time later moved to the pres-
ent head office site at 61 King street.
Mr. Rising still is active head of the
firm he helped to found, and recently
celebrated his 67th birthday. Every-
thing was not all roses during the

firm’s infancy, but the faith\and per-
sistance of those responsible for it
have built an organization in which we
are all proud to serve.”

At that time Saint John boasted
many shoe factories, including Vincent
& MeFate’s, Union street; T. G.
Ralston’s, in the same building; Peters
& Sutherland, also in Union street;
Francis & Vaughan; Robinson & Hall,
afterwards James T. Hurley, and a few
others. Today there is not one.

Mr. Smyth was born in Saint John,
and one of his teachers was Dr. H. S.
Bridges, now superintendent of city
schools. -In 1890 he married Miss
Jessie Emery, daughter of the Ilate
William and Mary Emery. Mr.
Emery was connected with the then
prominent shipping firm of Oliver
Emery, South Wharf. There is one
son, Frederick 8. Smyth, living here.

Various Phases of Maritime
Problems Debatedat Banquet
By North Shore Business Men

BY A, M. BELDING

CHATHAM, May 15—The Chatham
Board of Trade are keenly interested
in the proposed Maritime conference to
consider a national economic policy
fair to these provinces. I am indebted
to the board for a most kindly recep-
tion and close attention to the message
I had to deliver.

F. M. Tweedie. president of the
Board, met me with his car at New-
castle, and conveyed E. L. Phillips,- of
Halifax, and myself over the smooth
highway to Chatham. where old
friends were to be met before the even-
ing meeting in Town Hall

BUSINESS CONDITIONS,

Business is quiet in Chatham. as the
Snowball mill is not running thi¢ year,
but Mayor Loggie told me the fisher-
men have been doing very well this
spring, following the poor catch of the
smelt season. There has been a good
catch of lobsters, and the salmon are
beginning to run. Mr. Tweedie re-
marked to me that few people else-
where realized the fishery wealth of
the Miramichi throughout the year;
The farming season is running abou!
as usual. It is said the rossing mill
above town will probably be operated
this summer- All the sawmills above
Chatham are running, as is the pu'p
mill across the river.

Chatham is a fortunate town in one
respect in this time of general depres-
sion. Its debt is extremely small in
comparison with that of most towns
and cities, and the town fathers are
prudent in expenditure.

MISSION PRAISED,

More interesting than the meeting
I addressed in the Town Hall on
Thursday evening was that held later
in the dining room of the Touraine,
where refreshments were served and a
general discussion of the Maritime situ-
ation ensued. Both Chatham and
Newcastle were represented, the latter
by Mayor Russell and others, and, after
toasts to the King and the guest, Presi-
dent Tweedie called on a number of
gentlemen to express their views. He
himself gave expression to the deep
interest of the Chatham Board of
Trade in the subject under discussion.
declared great good had already come
from the mission of the Telegraph-
Journal and Times-Star across Canada,
and predicted far greater benefits from
the general awakening to a recogaition
of the need of a better mutual under-
standing of the problems of the differ-
ent parts of the Dominion,

BLAMES POLITICS.

Ald. E. W, Watling, in a brief ad-
dress, expressed the view that what is

chiefly wrong with Canada today is
what he termed “rotten politics.” = He
deplored the condition which resulted
in the expenditure of o much money
in elections, and the failure of the best
business men of the cvuntry io take an
active a part as they should in matters
relating to government.

Hon. Robert Murray touched on
many matters, but especially on what
we can do for ourselves, and on the
need of greater co-operation. He told
of a creamery started some years ago
in Napan but soon closed because the
farmers took no interest and would not
supply the milk. Had the venture siic-
ceeded there would no doubt have been
other creameries now in various parts
of the county. Mr. Murray set forth
very clearly the failure of confedera-
tion to give these provinces that to
which' they were entitled and which
had been promised them. He antici-
pated most valuable results from the
movement set on foot by these news-
papers.

CO-OPERATION NEEDED.

J. T. Mersereau applied the principle
of co-operation to the community, re-
marking that there is where we must
begin, and broaden out to co-operation
of communities and provinces. He
agreed with a remark I had made that
instead of laying emphasis on Mari-
time rights we should take the rest of
the country at its word and present
the situation as it exists today, asking
for siich changes as would be fair to
us, and giving the rest of the country
credit for good faith until there was
evidence to the contrary. He was kind

Trade Board Men on Sug-
gested Conference.

A M. BELDING, commission-

®er of The Times-Star and
Telegraph-Journal, held a con-
ference by invitation yesterday

afternoon with President Spen-
cer and members of the council
of the Moncton Board of Trade.
He outlined matters which
might be submitted for con-
sideration to a Maritime confer-
ence. :

These included the equipment of our
ports and more business for them; an
adjustment of freight rates; Maritime
coal for central markets; steamship
service to the West Indies and Central
and South American ports, ‘with trade
agents to stimulate bisiness; research
to develop our fisheries, and a definite
immigration policy for these provinces.

CALLED SUGGESTIONS.

These were merely suggestions which
might be added to or taken from by
the conference. It was agreed that only
those questions on which the three
provinces could agree, as affecting their
mutual interests, should be slated for
discussion.

President Spencer got a \telephone
communication with President Higgins
of the Maritime Board, and urged that
he take the initiative, rather than the
Moncton. Board, in calling the confér-
ence, ‘and it was arranged that Presi-
dent Higgins and Mr. Belding would
meet in Moncton next Thursday, wit
members of the Mancton Board, and

cuss ‘thé ‘matter at length.

TO SUBMIT SUGGESTIONS.

The purpose is to submit suggestions
by, Ietter to all boards; that they may
consider them in advance of the gen-
eral conference, and it is recognized
that extreme care should be taken to
prepare a case to appeal to the central
and western provinces. The task is not
easy, but ‘the Moncton Board, like that
of Chatham, looks forward with con-
fidence to good results.

The Progressive members of Parlia-
ment will be banqueted in Moncton on
Thursday evening, and Mr. Belding has
been asked to remain over and address
them on the general situation from the
Maritime standpoint.

CASE FOR LUMBERMEN,

Mr. Belding placed before the Mone~
ton Board members the case for the
lumbermen in regard to stumpage and
scaling, as it was explained to him in
Chatham, and was told that the Saint
John Board had sent to Moncton a
copy .of s resolution on this subject.
The Chatham Board will also deal
with this matter, which is of the high-
est importance to the Miramichi.

GIRLS BODY FOUND
AFTER FIRE IS OUT

Brother Badly Injured is Taken
to Hospital—Qil Stove Ex-
plodes.

PITTSFIELD, Mass., May 16—
After firemen had extinguished a fire
Deputy Chief William P. Lloyd was
making a final inspection when he
stumbled across two figures nestled to-
gether in a dark corner in the kitchen.

They were eight-year-old Madeline
Deraeo, dead from burns sustained
when the kerosene oil stove exploded,
and her 13-year-old brother, John, who
was removed to the House of Mercy
Hospital, and his name placed on the
danger list. .

John Deraeo, the father of the chil-
dren, was at work at the time, and
Mrs. Deraeo had gone to the store, The
two children were alone in the kitchen
when the explosion occurred, and it is
thought that they might have been
hurled into the corner, or that John
had rushed to his sister’s aid and at-
tempted to quench the flames of her
clothing when he 'was overcome.

WAR WAGED UPON
THE LONDON  RAT

More Than 2,500 Killed in One
Hotel—Cats Regain Their
Reputiations.

LONDON, May 16.—Great slaughter
and the capture of thousands of pris-
oners has resilted from the City of
London big push against rats.

The report of the Medical Officer of
Health for last year, just issued records
that the use of various traps alone has

.accounted for no fewer than 2,500 rats

in one London hotel during the last
three and a half years.

But the cat has made a meritorious
effort to regain his reputation as the
hereditary enemy of the rat.

Cats At Work

“Several firms in the city have had
good results from introducing cats into
their buildings,” says the report. “Large
numbers are kept at some of the
wharves, and one firm of wharfingers
in Lower Thames street keeps no fewer
than 50.”

While office and warehouse cats car-
ried out efféctive -night raids, the real
shock troops employed  against the
enemy were, as usual, the professional
rat catchers. . They claim ddring the
vear to have accounted for 21,202 rats
in the city area.

Simultaneously with the mgre spec-
tacular combat waged by the cats and
rat-catchers, the strength of the enemy
has been sapped steadily in a war
underground. Sewer rats are being
driven from theif brick and concrete
strongholds by a sustained poison at-
tack.

THREE DROWNEL

BERLIN, May 36—Allied quarters
here suggested today that the
Rhineland Commission would probably
act to hinder President Hindenburg’s

proposed Rhineland visit in June,

They -pointed out that Fbert had
been prohibited from visiting the oc-
cupled area and foresaw that the same
course would be employed against
Ebert’s successor, perhaps the more so
since the ancient warrior Hindenburg
still stood on France’s list of “Ger-
man war criminals.”

TROUBLE FEARED,

If the prohibition came it would be
based on the argument that Hinden-
burg’s presence in Dusseldorf at the
thousand-year celebration of the
“Rhineland” might provoke unpleasant
demonstrations against the occupying
forces and lead to undesired interna-
tional controversies.

The latter, it was suggested, could
be engendered by the fact that many
Germans would take the Hindenburg
trip @8 a sort of political gesture

against allied non-evacuation of the
Ruhr and Rhine districts.

BOSTON, May 14—Baby Mary, the
first two-year-old in history to be in-
nocently involved in a drug-running
plot, stirred the sympathies of Chief
William Allen and the federal narcotic
officers to the depths, and after sev-
eral heotic hours spent in trying to
discover the identity of the child, she
was finally restored to the arms of a
woman apparently her mother, but who
persistently refused to give her name.

Morphine Under Baby.

The baby was a passenger in an au-
tomobile which four narcotic inspec-
tors, Flynn, Yutronich, Gallagher and
Bruno, waylaid on Broadway, Somer-
ville. The search was fruitless until
the baby was lifted up; -Three ounces
of morphine, it is claimed, was fourd
underneath the child. Fred Angelo of
Somerville and James Dailey of
Charlestown, who were in the car,
were promptly placed under arrest
and with the gurgling babe, were es-
corted to the mnarcotic office in the
Massachusetts Trust building.

Sir Thomas Wilson, in City
Again, Speaks of Pos-
sible Rate War.

The freight steamer service between
Saint John, Halifax and other Mari-
time ‘ports and Central Canada for
which a federal subsidy is being asked
by the Kirkwoood Steamship Company
will be run for a time at least, whether
the subsidy is granted or not, Sir
Thomas Wilson, of Belfast, prominent
shipping man who accompanied T. R.
Kijtkwood, of Montreal, on his tour
as’king for backing for the Dominion
subsidy, said yesterday afternoon.

The line could not guarantee that the
service would be permanent, however,
unless the subsidy were given, he de-
clared. The first ship would arrive
here about May 26 for a cargo from
the Atlantic Sugar Refineries and other
possible freight, and this service would
be continued for as long as it was pos-
sible,

RATE WAR POSSIBLE.

—Sir Thomas sald he ®xpected that,
‘with the steamship company offering
rates considerably lower than those in
force on the railways, the latter would
take action to hold the business, even
if it meant lowering of their tariffs.
If the rate should get so low that the
steamers could not operate with a mar-
gin of profit, they would be forced to
abandon the project.

It was to guarantee against such an
occurrence that the subsidy was asked
for, he declared. The company would
guarantee to run_one ship between
Saint John, Halifax and other Mari-
time ports, and Montreal, Toronto,
Hamilton and other points in Central
Canada if a yearly subsidy of $30,000
were granted by the federal parliament
and to operate two vessels if a $50,000
subsidy were given. 4

The rates on these ships would be
about 25 per cent. lower than ralil
freight rates between the same points,
according to the agreement they offer
to make.

Sir Thomas declared yesterday that
they had been given a very sympathetic
hearing in Halifax, and hoped that
action would be taken there following
the meeting of the Board of Trade
council next Tuesday. They had also

OANADA HAS CLOSE INTEREST IN EFFORTS BEING MADE

BY EXPEDITIONS TO REACH NORTH POLE BY AIR ROUTE

Plans for Aerial Flights to the
Top of the World. Several
Expeditions Are Now Under

Way.

. Canada’s Jurisdiction
in the Arctic Regions.

Within a few weeks, or even days,
the feasibility of aerial voyages to
the North Pole may be established.
No matter how successful the in-
augural attempt, flying in the Polar
regions is not likely to be seriously
followed élther as a sport or re-
creation for a long time to come.
No one will dispute that a good
start for such a trip i{s demonstrat-
able. The question in the minds of
people who are not victims of the
Arctic virus will be that of getting
back. Real Arctic explorers wili-
fugly take their chances of that; it
i8..an axiom that the lure of the
nforth never relaxes its hold upon
them.

" There have been reports from
various parts of the Dominion that
several Canadian individuals or
groups will make an aerial dash
for the top of the world. ' Captain
Bernier, a hardy Canadian Arctic
explorer, who has always hoped to
get to the Pole, would willingly take
a chance. He has recently been
awarded a grant by the National
Geographieal Society in recognition
" . -of his work in the north.

The most promising Canadian
_prospect is that in which Grettir
Algarsson, of Vancouver, figures.
"He and his party recently arrived
in England and propose to make a
teal attempt for the Polein a blimp,
a non-rigid lighter than air craft,
which Algarsson believes will have
@ better chance of escaping trouble
than an airplane. The Algarsson
party’s steamer, the Iceland, will,
it is hoped, land them within 600
miles of the Pole, and then the
journey will be tried. Capt. Frank
Worsley, an experienced Arctic and
Antarctic ngvigator, commands the
Iceland. The blimp will have a
erew of four, with food for thirty

days, a light sled and other equip-
ment. It would be a fine thing for
Algarsson, naturally, and a great
one for Canada t if his blimp
should beat the airplane’s -of
Amundsen and others to the Pole.

At the moment, however,; it would
appear that Captain Roald Amund-
sen, the Norwegian discoverer of
the South Pole, and the navigator
of the long sought Northwest Pass-
age, has the best chance of making
the first flight to.the Pole. His pre-
parations are well advanced, and
call for the hop-off from Spitzber-
gen in a short time. -

§

Amundsen’s expedition is well
equipped and provisioned, is using
two ships with crews gnd scientists
who are nearly all veterans of
Arctic voyages, and if successful
will be the culmination of several
years of effort. Attempts to make
a Polar flight last year failed be-
cause of a variety of reasons; but
the experience then gained has been
utilized to considerable advantage
by Amundsen and his backers who
are said to have expend over a
million dollars to date, the en-

| terprise.

The McMillan Expedition

Another rival to the Amundsen
expedition is that under Captain
Donald B. McMillan, which will
work in conjunction with the Uni-
ted States Navy Department. Os-
tensibly ité mission will be to ex-
plore vast stretches of Arctic terri-
tory, and to try to solve the reputed
existence of an uncharted continent.
This may easily prove to be an ac-
tuality, as nearly every Arctic ex-
plorer of note has found new lands.
Some of them believe that there is
an area millions of square miles
in extent of which tle white man
has no record yet. However, it may
be inhabited. ‘The north is full of

surprises like that. Our own Vilh-
jalmur -Stefansson found the so-
called ‘“blond Eyrtimo” in Arectic
lands that were marked on the maps
“uninhabited.” :

The McMillan expedition does not
leave the United States until June.
‘Tt will take its last cargo of fuel
aboard at one of Canada’s Maritime
provinces ports, thence proceed
north. A favorable base, some 700
miles from the Pole, is the first ob-
jective. From there airplane flights
will radiate over a wide area. The
possibilities are obvious even tb the
layman. With Navy-Department
planes and experts as aids, a dash
for the Pole would be too tempting
a challenge to refuse.

It is of interest to note that the
announced plans of this expedition
will involve explorations of Baffin
Land, and other islands which be-
long to this country, as well as
northern Labrador, in which we are
partners with Newfoundland, and
considerable.portions of Greenland.

Years ago Canada made certain
that international complications in
regard to many of the Arctic is-
lands, which by geographical posi-
tion could be fairly claimed as hers,
should ‘not develop for lack of due
nofice. A number of them may
never be worth the naming or not-
ing. Omn the other hand, it is not
within the range of man’s power
to vision what their possibilities are.
There is a probability that the Hud-
son Bay railway will be completed
after all, and that would give values
to the islands of the north that are
not apparent now. They would be
enhanced if it were found possible
to use fair-sized steamers at a com-
mercial profit, on regular schedules,
on the the Hudson Bay route to the
old world for the short time each
summer when the Bay and the
Strait are free of ice. In the last
twenty years or so Canadian law
has travelled far north, and wan-
dering HEskimo and transient whaler
alike have come to know and recog-
nize it, through its representatives
the Royal Capadian Mounted
Police. ;

The MeMillan expedition is not
Hkely to cause trouble for Canada.
It will do a lot of useful scientifie
work, and no doubt has the sanc-
tion and blessing of both the Cana-
dian and Danish governments
whose territories it will use and ex-
plore - in part.

There was a rumor, not long ago,
that the ‘United States dirigible
Shenandoah would be groomed for
a flight to the Pole, and some have
connected this with the MeMillan
exploration plans. Of late little has
been heard of this idea. It-is not
inconcefvable; the dirigbles of all
nations possessing them have been
so improved and have givem such
satisfaction that such a flight, in

suitable weather, would be under-
taken with reasonable hope of suc-
cessful conclusion. e
Other Aerial Expeditions

Algarsson, - Amundsen and Me-
Millan will not, howséver, be the
first to actually try the air routes
in Arctic regions. An expedition
from Oxford University has, dur-
ing the past few months, used
a seaplane with success in scien-
tific investigations over a wide
area in the far north. This did not

contemplate any attempt to reach
the Pole, but its returns in the way
of throwing new light on a number
of scientific theories and deduetions
are considered ito be of great value.
The seaplane was a splendid
auxiliary. in the work in hand,
though more than one exciting ex-
perience fell to the lot of its pilot
and crew. On one occasion a tem-
porary break resulted in a hard bat-
tle on the open sea, with a s g
gale blowipg. The plane was safe-
ly brought to land amd put into
shape again for use.

This generation is becoming so
used to the feats of airships of all
kinds, that they no longer excite the

praise which is frequently their due.
But as early as 1897 an attempt to
reach the Pole by air was made by
a native of Sweden, S. A. Andree,
accompanied by two friends, Strind-
ber® and Traenkel. Andree always
believed that_the Pole could be
reached via the aerial route. The
balloon was the airship of those
days, and Andree and his compan-
ions entrusted their lives to one
specially made, and which put off
from an island north of Spitzbergen
on July 11, 1897. That wss the

last seen of them, and the only au-
thentic word of them was dated two
days later, in a note borne by a
carrier pigeon, saying that all was
going well. In 1899 and 1900
buoys from the Ancree balloon were
picked up, four in all, at widely
scattered points. For several years
there were periodical reports of the
bodies of Andree and his fellow-
adventurers being found, by Eski-
mos in Canadian territory. The
Arctic, however, keeps its secrets
well.
Peary and Cook

Once more the North Pole is like-

ly to become a feature in.the news

columns, and the discovery of new

/

continents or huge islands will pro-
bably be announced. The Pole it-
self has already had-a discoverer in
the person of Commander Robert E.
Peary, a native of Pennsylvania,
who for some thirty years was a
determined and persistent explorer.
He already‘had a high place among
the heroes of the Arctic when his
claim to have reached the Pole was
flashed to the world via Labrador
and - Newfoundland, on Sept. 86,
1909. The date of discovery was
given as April 6 of the same year.

Unfortunately for Commander
Peary there was a prior claim, made
by Dr. Frederick A. Cook, on Sep-
tember 1 of the same year. Just
a short time ago this same Dr. Cook
was convicted of huge fraudulent
operations in the United States, and
was sentenced to a long term of
imprisonment.

Cook was conceded to have a
chance to succeed in his main ob-
jective, until a report reached New-
foundland that he had probably
perished. * Subsequently he made

his way to South Greenland ‘and |Prise

took ship for Copenhagen.' De-
spatches from Shetland Island gave
the first news of his claim to hav-
fng found the Pole in April of 1908,
one year before Peary. When he
reached Denmark he was accorded
an unparalleled reception. Honors
in profusion were heaped upon him
at Copenhagen and elsewhere. The
story of his dash to the Pole, much
of it over territory Canada consid-
ers thin her jurisdiction, was a
world wonder.

Philip Gibbs, who afterwards at-
tained great fame as a wWar corres-
pondent as well as a title, was'in
Copenhagen as the correspondent
of a London newspaper, and on Sep-
tember 7 he sent a despatch in
which he declared, with emphasis,
that Cook had never reached the
Pole, that his story did not ring
true, and that it would never stand
the test of scientific analysis.
Throughout a bitter controversy,
during which Commander Peary
had little to say, and Cook lectured
all over the United States, to which
he bad returned, the conviction was
forced upon the people that Cook
was & faker. Finally public opin-
ion compelled him to submit his
long promised proofs to the Uni-
versity of Copenhagen, the first in-
stitution to honor him. Some weeke
later it reported that Cook’s claim
was not provem.

Meanwhile Peary, who had immed-
iately offered to submit his claims
to any competent body, turned them
over to the National Geographic So-
clety, which pronounced in his
favor.

Peary’s Claims
Peary’s own story of his triumph,
tells how he spent thirty hours at
the Pole in taking observations and

photographs, planting flags, deposit-
ing records and so on. The wea-
ther there was not nearly so dis-
tressing as in some parts of the dog
sledge journey from the the laer
established food cache and station.
The mean temperature was thirty-
three below and the maximum
twelve. The greatest trials in the
journey were the frequent stretches
of open waters, compelling detours
the strong winds, and the® dange:
of frozen waters breaking while
crossings were in progress.

Even after the lapse of years i
is possible that some of Peary’s re
cords and marks may be féund a‘
the Pole should it be reached again
That would be proof beyond dis
puting of his claims. The records
and flags were planted on an ice
covered sea, and there is no tell-
ing what a convulsion of nature
might have done since. Peary was
emphatic that there was no signs
of any records or marks by Dr.
Cook. This calls to mind the frank
statement of the British Antarctic
explorer, Captain Scott, who on
reaching the South Pole, found that
Capt. Roald Amundsen had been
there, and had left easily recog-
nized markings and records. Scott
made this known to all the world,
and in his notes and diary praised
Amundsen for his dash and enter-

Canada has its own living heroes
of the Arctic, Stefansson, Bernier
and others, who have added much
to knowledge of the region, and ta
its possibilities in trade and com-
merce. Its own aviators have made
trips to regions where dogs have
hitherto been the fastest means of
travel. And in the next few years
it is probable that more will be
learned about all that part of the
world, through the advantages that
the airplane and seaplane give, than
has been learned in all the previous
centuries of Arctic exploration.
Many names are written on the
Arctic scroll of fame; others will
be added though their sufferings
and privations need never be what
those of the old-time explorers
were. Stefansson has often de-
clared that the Arctic islands are
fnhabitable if man adapts himself,
his diet, dress and habits to the
climate. The biggest mistakes in
the past have been made in the
belief that it was necessary to drag
all food supplies for the various
land expeditions, instead of finding
the bulk of it in the territory to
be crossed. With others who know,
he is constantly rebutting the argu-
ment that the Arctic is a land of
perpetual snow and ice. They say
that there is permanent ice omly in
the mountains or the sea, and that
in summer the inland districts are
prairie like, with plenty of flow-

ers. -

If the Pole is reached by plane
there will be sporting Bouls who
will want to make the journey for
the sake of saying they have domne
s0. Then in the years to come 2
trip to the North Pole may become
one of the world’s advertised at-
tractions. That is hardly an im-
mediate prospect. :

When an improper batsman hits
safely and runners on the bases at
the time advance as the result of
the hit, what action is taken if the
batting-out-of-order play is prop-
erly discovered?

JUST one thing more is always neces-

sary to remember in batting-out-
of-order plays, aside from the fact that
the proper batsman is the player called
out when the mistake is properly dis-
covered. It is this:

At no time can any runner or run-
ners advance on any act of an improper
batsman which is discovered by the
team in the field and an appeal made
to the umpire.

Let s assume that the bases are
filled and two are out when an im-
proper batsman doubles, clearing the
bases.

The team in the field being aware
of the error calls the attention of the
umpire to the slip. He calls the proper
batsman out, this makes the third out
and erases the three runs that had
crossed the plate.

If there was one or no one out at
the time, the runners who had scored
would simply return to their original
bases., .

Put Royalty on All Register-
ed Music.

OTTAWA, May 15—A matter of
high importance to all moving picture
exhibitors in Canada is developing
here in the introduction of amend-
ments to the Canadian Copyright Act
of 1921 by E. R. E. Chevrier, federa:
member for Ottawa East. .
These provide for the payment of
royalty to the composers of all copy-
righted music and to authors for other
copyrighted works at every public per-
formance in the Dominion. The pro-
posed changes to the act also cover
radio broadcasting in that the word
“performance” has been extended to
include radio concerts, all of which are
affected with the exception of those
radios by - stations other than those
conducted for profit.

Announcement was made here that
the Chevrier amendments to the Copy-
right Act, which had been introduced
as a private member’s bill, would take
in performances at moving picture
theatres. One of the\ proposed provis-
ions of the act defines the penalty for
every infraction, consisting of the pres-
entfxtion of copyrighted music for
which no arrangement has been made
with the composer in the form of a
royalty: This penalty is placed at
850 for each offence. It is further pro-

vided that half of this fine is to go to.

the informant or complainant. This
is considered exceptionally severe.

If Canadian theatres are required to
pay royalty for copyrighted music, as
outlined in the Chevrier amendments,
they will either have to resort to com-
positions which are not copyrighted,
or else make arrangements to pay what
really is a tax. It is pointed out, how-
ever, that practically 95 per cent. of
all the popular music of the present
day is copyrighted in Canada, so the
field otherwise is very limited.
