The Chancellor and the Vice-Chancellor are, however,
empowered to dispense with this declaration, in the
case of Degrees in Arts, Law, and Medicine, if such
dispensation be sought by the candidate on the ground
that he is not a member of the Church of England.

TriNiTY COLLEGE was, by an Act of the Legislature
of the Province of Canada passed in the year of our
Lord, 1851, constituted a body corporate, consisting of
the Lord Bishop of Toronto, (or in case of the division
of the Diocese of Toronto, of the Bishops of the seve-
ral Dioceses into which the Diocese of Toronto shall be
divided), the Trustees of the College and the College

On the 1st of January, 1850, an Act of the Pro-
