Mr. J. D. Hazen of the plaintiff’s coun-
sel moved for an injunction, arguing
that Mr. Carritte could not be prejudiced
by its issuance because if he continued
to manufactnre without the obnoxious
order no penalty would be attached,while
if he violated the order he must pay the
penalty. §
Dr. Barker 1 for the defendants
argued that the practice of the court was
not to grant interlocutory injunctions
snd he contended that the plaintiff by
his delay and acquiescence had deprived
himself of remedy.
Mr. C. A. Palmer of . counsel for  the
plaintiff argued in reply contending inter
alia that the Jury found there was a nui-
sance and the injunction should issue
promptly, the penalty for its violation
being upon the defendants.
His honor postponed his decision and
will give judgment at a later day.

THE WEST INDIR LINE.

The Sun referring to our announce-
ment, made on Saturday, of the change
in the West India line, says:—

“If ag believed, the West India service
under changed conditions is now to pass
to another company composed in whole
or inpart of new men with large addi-
tionaf) resources, the business will no
doubt be still further developed. But
the new company will be much indebted
to the pioneer management whose en-
lightened, * spirited, and courageous pol-
1cy has found universal favor and ﬂlamd
the enterprise on the road to what is
generalry believed to be a good future.

Tue GazerTe can heartily endorse the
above. Too much cannot be said in
praise of Mr. Baird and his associates
who put their money and their energy
into the work of building up this line.
Mr. George Robertson is also entitled to
great credit for his admirable work as
commercial manager.

THE ULUNDA CASE.

The result of the Ulunda inquiry,
which was given in Tae Gazerre on
Saturday, is that the captain has his
certificate suspended for three months
for not casting the lead after entering
the fog, and the loss of the vessel is
found to be due to the extraordinary
current for which the captain did not
allow sufficiently. The court also find
that the primary cause of the disaster
was that the vessel was set to south
east of her course towards the western
shore of Digby Neck by a tide
or current which appears to have
been stronger than the master had
any reason to expect. The place where
the Ulunda went ashoreis 57 nautical
miles from St. John and 9 miles to the
westward of a line drawn due south
from the mouth of this harbor. She left
St. John about 6 o’clock in the evening
and at that time the flood tide had a lit-
tle more than two hours to rum, high
water being at 8.15 p.m. The tide would
be high at Brier Island some 48 minutes
earlier than at St. John, or at 7.27 p.m.
So that in reality the Ulunda had only
an hour and a half of flood tide on her
starboard bow to set her to the eastward,
assuming the flood tide to have been of
unusual strength, which was not shown
to be the case. On the other hand the
Ulunda did not go =shore until 11.30, or
five hours and a half after leaving St.
John, so that if she had sn hour and a
half of flood tide of unusual strength to
carry her to the eastward, she must have
had four hours of ebb of unusual strength
to carry her to the westward of her true
course. The mere statement of this fact
entirely disposes of the theory upon
which the verdict is based and reduces
it to a rank absurdity. An" hour and a
half of the strongest flood tide in that
part of the bay would not carry
a vessel more than five miles to
the eastward, while four hours of ebb
would take her atleast twice that dis-
tance tothe westward, so that if the
captain of the Ulunda when leaving St.
John had set his course straight for
Brier Island, without reference to the
tide, at 11.30 p. m., instead of being
ashore, he would have been five miles
to the westward of the place where he
struck and indeep water. The Ulunda
investigation requires to be investigated
and there is nobody that can so well un-
dertake the work as the St. John Board
of Trade, which includes men who are
capable of tearing this absurd verdict to
tatters and proving the court which
gave it to be either prejudiced or ignor-
ant or both.

HOW WE G0 FORWARD-

Visitors to the exhibition buildings
are forcibly reminded of the wonderful
progress that has been made by our
people in almost every branch of mech-
anical industry during the past four or
five decades. Not more than thirty
years ago, our carriages, for example,
were lumbering affairs, uncouth in ap-
pearance, uncomforiable, and heavy
enough to wear out the animals to which
they might be attached, even when un-
occupied. Once ina while one of these

ancient arks is exhibited on the streets |
- of Halifax or Fredericton, and the show

is watched with about ag much curiosity
as is evoked by the antics of a dancing
bear, or the grotesque performances of a
Salvation Army band. There are those
among us who years ago saw farmers’
carts with wheels like huge cheeses cut
from the<ends of logs, like some
of the specimens of wood that are
shown in the Trinidad department of the
exhibition. “All these are ‘among the
things of the past, and yet they have
not been‘sncceeded by vehicles of foreign
manufactare, but of our own production.
‘We question if the display of vehicles of
various kinds that is made in the drill
shed could be surpassed by the mechan-
ics of any country in the world. They
are models of clegance and util-
ity, and show in a marked de-
gree the progress that our coun-
try is making in this branch of mechan-
ics. No less advancement has been
made in the manufacture of
sadderly of all kinds ard trunks,
portmanteaus etc. Comparatively, it
is but a few years, since all the
mowers, reapers, horse rakes and imple-
ments of a like character that were used
in the country were of foreign product-
ion, and most of our scythes, axes, rakes
and ploughs were imported, as well as a
large portion of the better class
of household furniture,sewing machines,
pianos and organs that found a place in
our dwellings. So were the most of the
cotton and woolen goods of many de-
scriptions, but now all this is changed.
Our cottons are in no respect inferior to
those produced in the Unpiied States,
and our tweeds compare favorably
with those of England and Scotlahd, and
all the productions we have named
are beginning to be enquired for
in many of the markets of the world.

There was a time within the memory of
some of us when our railway cars and
locomotives, stationary engines, boilers,
pumps and machinery of almost every
description were imported from abroad.
Now in a greater or less degree our
people are  engazed in almost
every branch of human industry
and they display an amount of skill and
inventive genius which%elsewhere can-
not be surpassed. The great progress
which our people are making in the
mechanical arts, furnishes one of gthe
best evidences of the present Jprosperity
and future greatness of Canada.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Lord Stanley is to arrive in this city
on Thursday next. The notice of his
coming is rather short but no doubt our
citizens will do their best to give a
cordial and suitable reception to the
Governor General of Canada, the repre-
sentative of Her Majesty the Queen.
Whatever is to be done towards making
arrangements for his reception should
be begun at once.

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WAKEMAN'S WANDERINGS.

[Continued from Saturday.]

Sr. BoswELis, Scorraxp, AvG. 23, 1890,
If you love to contemplate the glorious
in pure art, Melrose is a never-ending
feast. If, in your liking, even to marvel-
ous ruins must be set in the tender
framwork wrought by nature’srecovering
and rehabilitating hands, you will be
bitterly disappointed. The church itself
ia in the form of the cross of St. John of
Jerusalem. Its length from east to west
is 258 feet, the cross ,aisle, 137 feet;
while the breadth of the nave is 69 feet
between the walls. From the centre of
the Latin cross rises a square tower 84
feet high, of which the west side only re-
mains. This tower rests on a lofty point-
ed arch, the summit of which terminates
in a stone balustrade with quatrefoil
rails, under which is a bas-relief frieze
of roses. The north tronsept is roofless.
The eastern part of the nave.is still cover-
ed and was used during the first quarter
of this century as a parish church; but
the western part is roofless, and the
great western entrance is gone. In the
south are eight windows, sixteen feet by
eight, well-perserved and of wonderous
beauty. The roof above the eastern part
of the choir, and the marvelous east win-
dow at its end, are still almost perieci.
this “-east oriel” is - the one everybody
has seen through Sir Walter Scott’s de-
scription in the “Lay of the Last Min-
sirel;”

“The moon on the east oriel shone

Though slender shafis of shapely stone,

By foliage tracery combined,
Thou wouldst have thought some fairy’s hand
*Twixt-poplars straight the osier wand
In many a freakish knot had twined;
Then framed a spell, when the work was done
And changed the willow-wreaths to sione.”

Indeed the keynote of the wonderous
art exhibited in Melrose Abbey seems to
have been this very “foliage tracery
combined.” The pedestals for all stat-
ues, and there must have been upwards
of 200, are composed of five members of
cornice. supported by palm-boughs, ter-
minating at the footin a point witha
tripleroll. The tracery of the window
mullions is in foliage. The pedestals
and canopies of the buttress niches are
all ornamented in garlands of flowers.
In the arch of the door once leading to the
cloisters, the work upon the fillet is of
marvelous conception and execution, the
flowers and foliage being separated {rom
the stone behind and suspended to a
twisted garland. There is no more su-
perb stone-work in all Europe than in
the ‘mouldings, pinnacle-work and
foilage of the remaining seats of the clois-
ter. The side-aisles are formed by light -
clustered pillars, richly capitalled, with
garlands of flowers and foliage disposed
delicataly in the mouldings. One mizht
safely say that the entire decoration of
this marvelous interior is simply an un-
surpassed nature-study or foliage, plants
and flowers, wrought in stone to as
accurate a semblance, as though under
the mcst perfect represeniation by pencil,

To my mind, solemn magnificence and
splendor has never elsewhere been more
periectly wedded to the very incarnation
of the beautiiul throuzh art. Seitingen-
tirely aside the religious associatiors,
those impressive emotions which ever
arise at the sepulture of the mighty dead
or still those more touching and exquisite
emotions which are the outgrowth of a
consciousness that the eyes and hearts
of countless men and women of transcen-
dent genius have feasted upon the splen-
did shrine, as you have yours and mine,
I know of no other spot in the three
kingdoms where one may come and 80,
worship alone, with the immortal soul of
art whispering sweetly through the lips
of chiseled stone.

If Melrose Abbey furnishes examples
of art almost as bewitching s the most
delicate expressions of nature itself,Dry-
burgh Abbey, bnt four miles distant,
down the Tweed, holds and fascinates the
wanderer with a far more tender and
sabtle charm. The founding of Dryburgh
is of remoter antiquity than even that
of the original Culdee house of Old Mek
rose. Before the advent of christian
missionaries the place was restored
by the Diuids for the celebration of their
mystic rites—as Darachbruach. or burgh
“the bank-cluster of sacred oaks,” Dry-
burgh’s Celtic name, implies. Modan, a
Culdee presbyter, set up the first chris-
tian establishment of Drybargh, in 522.
For 628 years thereafte: iis history is
insignifcent. Then monks from Aln-
wick, under the patronage of Sir Hugh
de Morville, Constable of Scotland under
King David 1,, founded here a Iremon-
strateniian Abbey of splendid dimens-
ions. This was burned along with Mel-
rose Abbey by Edward IL, and restored
by aid granted by King Robert Bruce.
Twice, in 1382 and 1554,1t was pillaged
and devastated by the English. The Re-
formationjof doughty Jobn Knox, sixieen
years later, did the rest. The ruins of
Dryburgh Abbey show that the walls of
the completed edifice atood on different
levels, and {hat the structures illustrated
at least four d*fferent styles of architec-
ture. This is seen in the massive Ro-
man arch with its simple, square sides;
the deep-splayed and always impressive
Saxon arch; the pillared and intercepted
Norman arch; and the early English
pointed arch. The church was originally
in the form of the cross with short tran-
septs, and a small bnt exquisitaly de-
corated choir while the interior was
divided by light and graceful colonnades
into a central space and side aisles. Of the
{ransepis a portion of but one, the north
called St Mary’s Aisle, is still standing;
but there is a no more beantiful speci-
men of the early Gothic to
be found in Scotland than is this, the
solemn and secluded burial place of
Scotia’s greatest minstrel, the noble
author of “Waverly.” The chapter-house
a tiny chapel of Si. Modan, a Norman
arch which formed the western doorway.
are yet standing. A stately yew, over
800 years oid.still stands upon toe Jawn,
opposite where once the abbots sat at
their parlor casements, to mock the huge
pile of stone as it crumbles into the
earth.

You feel more than you can see at
Dryburgh. 'The whole place is instinct
with repose. The horizon is close, not
a half mile away in any direction. Itis
fringed with the boughs and verdure of
sheltering trees, save where, far to the
south, the Eildons peer down from above
their cloud-mists into the sunny copse.
The Tweed, moving in silence for miles
above, here sweeps wide and grandly
over gleaming shallows, and sings
its endless song just at
the edge of the Abbey. You come to the
place through a hushed and silent av-
enue, ankle deep in the spring-time
Wwith hawthorn blossoms white as snow.
In these graying days theirplace is filled
by the browns and puces of rustling
drift from the beach, elm and sycamore.
Only the lodge-keeper’s habitation re-
minds of earthly aciivity. Nature alone
holds sway. Bloom and birds, grasses
and vines, odor and song, russet walls
and emerald masses of moss, oriels o
ivy, fillets of vines, pointed arches of
roses, towers of trees leaping from the
old walls themselves reach the
eye and sense tenderly, slumberously,
pulsing with hush and balm. Melrose
exalts. Dryburgh soothes. The entire
spot is ruin merged into Elysium, hallow-
ed by one humble grave. And so sweet
and hushed is all, that even your rever-
ence for the ever-silent disappears, for
you feel that your mighty .riend lies
here as on the bosom of the land he so
loved and immortalized, ana, that Scott
only sleeps while sweetly allnature-
songs to him are sung.
