The rise was sudden and without warn­
ing.

The 
losses in Newport are very heavy regard­
less of the loss of business. A Helena 
special to the Appeal says :—The river 
rose two inches during the last 24 hours, 
and is now four feet below high water 
mark.

Between Helena and the mouth of the 
St Francis river, there are few spots of 
dry land, and a rise of two feet will cer­
tainly cover everything.

They will Recommend a Policy ofCon-
New Orleans, La., March 14.—The 

water which flooded a portion of New 
Orleans yesterday was merely tempor­
ary, and did no harm beyond causing a 
scare. A heavy rain above the city yes­
terday, accompanied by a south wind, 
blew the water against the levees, and it 
rose temporarily to 17 feet, or seven- 
tenths of a foot above the highest mark 
known. The result wm the flooding of 
the front streets. Freight on the levee 
had to be removed, but no actual damage 
was done. A slight addition? 1 rise would 
have been very damaging, however, 
as the flood on Canal street came 
within two inches of the floors of 
the leading dry goods stores. While no 
injury was done, the flood caused a 
panicky feeling. The gloomy feeling was 
aggressed by a rain and wind storm, 
which prevailed all night Fortunately, 
however, the wind veered to the north, 
and blew the water away from the levees. 
It fell as rapidly as it rose, and by 3 
o’clock the streets were dry again. This 
morning, however, about noon, the river 
again rose, and the water poured over 
the levee at the sugar*landing, fleoding 
some of the sidewalks of the neighboring 
streets, but not as bad as yesterday. 
At night there was another ugly 
rise. In the mean time, however, the 
danger of the situation was ap­
preciated, and energetic efforts were 
taken to protect New Orleans against 
the threatened danger.

Altogether the day was quite an excit­
ing one. At the same time bad news con­
tinued to come from many points.

The worst point of danger is at Carrol- 
ton, where the levee is over 14 feet high, 
and where a break would not only be 
damaging ibut dangerous to life.

This morning news came of a severe 
break near Convent, in St. James 
parish on this side of the river, 65 miles 
above. This shut off the Mississippi 
Valley Railroad from the city. The 
break, however, is not sufficiently 
large to effect the volume of the river, 
and it is now conceded by all that there 
will be a considerable rise and every 
chance of more crevasses. A large num­
ber of sacks filled with dirt have been 
shipped to the plantations below. Each 
planter has his field force at work, and 
the pariah authorities and the planters 
are oo-operating to hold the levees. At 
the same time, it is felt that they will 
yield, but each district and plantation is 
trying to hold its front

Six small crevasses occurred on the 
sugar coast during the day, but in nearly 
all coses they were closed, or can be 
closed tonight. The only troublesome 
breaks now in Louisiana are two on 
Bayou Lafouche and one at Convent, the 
latter being 250 feet wide and flooding 
the plantations on the east bank several 
miles down.

Arkansas City, Kan., March 14.—The 
levee is stall up, and the railroad com­
panies which came to the the rescue to 
day brought in sacks sufficient to hold 
the banks for 24 hours longer. The rail­
road company has put all its men at 
work under Roadmaster Higgins, but if 
the rise continues a break is bound to 
come at some point near here.

Memphis, Tenn., March 14.—The river 
rose one-tenth of an inch today, and is 
now 36.3 on the gauge, the highest point 
ever recorded, and is still rising: The 
consensus of opinion here is that the 
levees on the Missippi side will be able 
to withstand the pressure of the great 
flood.

Passengers on the Louisville, New Or­
leans & Texas railroad, on the train 
leaving New Orleans last night and arriv­
ing here this morning, were treated to 
novel scenes along the road. The lowlands 
and lagoons in the Missisippi delta are 
flooded until the only dry land visible is 
the ridge on which the track runs and a 
few promontories which protrude above 
the water now and then. The Jplace 
affords shelter for hundreds of squirrels 
and small game, driven to them by inun­
dation.

New York, Mar. 17th.—A Washington 
special to the Times says : The house 
committee on the merchant marine and 
fisheries has listened to a great deal of 
argument on the question of subsidies.

The chairman says the report may be 
looked for at an early day which will 
recommend a policy of conditional sub­
ventions to the American Merchant Mar­
ine, probably a mileage subsidy of thirty 
cents per mile sailed.

The house is divided on the question 
without regard to party.

Some Democrats are known to enter­
tain the opinion that the subsidy will 
encourage capital to invest in ships.

A good many Republicans will sup­
port the subsidies because the party is 
committed to that policy, but there are 
Republicans and Democrats who will 
venture to disregard the forms involved 
in this question.

The Berlin Treaty Notification Favor 
ably Received.

San Francisco, Cal. March, 17.—Advices 

from Apia, Samoa, dated'Feb. 26 say the 
news of the ratification of the Berlin 
treaty by the United States Senate has 
been favorably received by all except 
the Germans in Samoa.

King Afalietoa has made no appoint­
ments and has not raised any revenue. 
He has issued a proclamation announc­
ing that the old Somoan law excluding 
the Chinese is still in force. Apia Har­
bor lights have not been lighted since the 
first of February, for want of funds,

Malietoa declined to make any con­
tract for these lights and they will not be 
lighted until the government collects a 
revenue, and everything is settled in 
accordance with the Berlin treaty. There 
have been no hurricanes this year, but 
the rains have been greater than usual, 
amounting to 14.6 inches.

A WHALE STORY.

Tbe Captain and crew of the Schooner 
Cecelia Relate an Adventure with a 
Whale—He follows them for 28

Captain Horton of the schooner Cecelia, 
which arrived here yesterday from 
Parraboro with a load of coal, related to 
a Gazette reporter this morning one of 
those incidents which lessen the mono­
tony of a sailors life, viz, an adventure 
with a whale.

When off Quaco abdtit ten o’clock 
Thursday morning a large whale was 
sighted on the starboard quarter. Noth­
ing was thought of this as the sight is an 
ordinary one to a sailor’s eye and not at 
all marvelous. The whale drew gradually 
near and in a short while was right un­
der the vessel’s stern. Before the tars 
were all aware èf hiswhaleship’s presence 
he took a dive and went directly under 
the vessel, grazed her bottom and came 
upon tbe other side and floated placidly; 
it was the largest whale he 
had ever seen ; being about 60 
feet long and a terrible width. 
After his whaleship had floated near for 
quite a while he again dove, this time 
coming up under the stem and remain­
ing so near that he could be touched 
from the schooner’s deck.

What was the surprise of the toilers 
of the sea when they saw the whale 
turn over and float belly up? They 
were thunderstruck and stood in silent 
awe. But their awe soon changed to 
fear as the immense creature again dove, 
again going to the bottom of the vessel 
but this time nearly lifting her out of the 
water when his back struck her. This 
performance was repeated several times. 
After every dive the whale would come 
up under the stern and float belly up. 
The crew tried to get clear 'of their un­
welcome visitor by sticking a pike yole 
into him but it would not work. He 
would |only dive and strike the vessel’s 
bottom and again come to the surface.

The captain decided the only way to 
get clear of the monster was to shoot him. 
He accordingly got his revolver and with 
a steady hand fired a shot into the belly 
of the whale. With “a roar like a hog” 
the whale dove and struck the ship’sibot- 
tom with tremendous force. He, how­
ever, soon again came to the top and 
drifted seemingly unhurt in the same 
position as before. He stayed with the 
vessel until about two o’clock on Friday, 
when he disappeared as mysteriously as 
be came.

This story is vouched for by the whole 
crew of the*vessel.

TO BOYCOTT ST- JOHN
“To Boycott St John” is the startling 

heading which is placed over Mr. R. A. 
Payne’s Fredericton despatch to the Sun 
this morning. Mr. Payne informs the 
readers of the Sun that at the govern­
ment caucus on Friday evening, Mr. 
Blair appealed to the supporters of the 
government to unite in punishing St. 
John for her attitude at the late election. 
Mr. Payne also states on his own ac. 
count that it is well that the merchants 
of St. John, and our people gener­
ally should recognize the canvass that is 
being made against their interests in 
certain quarters.

We think that our disesteemed con­
temporary, the Sun, is unnecessarily 
alarmed in regard to St. John being boy­
cotted either by the government or by its 
supporters. We are informed on pretty 
good authority that St John the present 
year will receive a handsome grant from 
the government for exhibition purposes, 
probably $5,000, which would hardly be 
given if it was the intention of Mr. Blair 
to boycott St. John. We have always been 
of the opinion that St. John cannot be 
injured by any government or by any 
combination, unless the people of Saint 
John combine to injure themselves. One 
year ago the city and county of St. John 
had two representatives in Mr. Blair’s 
government to look after the interests of 
this city. Now we are>ithout any depart­
mental head in Mr. Blafr’s government, 
and we know that the cause of this is 
the action that was taken by the voters 
of St John themselves.
Ritchie became police magistrate 
Mr. McLellan still remained 

active and indefatigable 
worker for St. John interests. But the 
electors of St John did not deem it prop­
er to return him again to the House of 
Assembly. It necessarily followed that

e should resign the departmental office 
which he had held for so many years.

|E. & C. GURNEY & CO.,Hon. Mr. Foster in the course of the 
debate on the West India line on Friday 
evening made some interesting state­
ments. He said that these services were 
for the whole of Canada and not simply 
for Halifax or the city of St John. He 
could speak for both services, but more 
especially of the service between St John 
and Demerara. He knew a widespread 
interest was being taken in it outside of 
the city of St. John, outside of the pro­
vince of New Brunswick, outside of the 
province of Quebec and province of On­
tario. One Montreal firm had made 
sales of $20,000 worth of goods on the 
first trip. The opening of this line had 
been for the benefit of the whole Domin­
ion and will be taken advantage of by 
the whole dominion. Mr. Jones had 
said Canada had nothing to sell to the 
West Indies, but he evidently forgot that 
in 1888 the United States, having the 
same alleged disadvantages of a pro- 
t2ctive tariff as Canada, had sold more 
than thirty millions W’orth of goods in 
the West Indies. If they could do that 
why not Canada?

The opposition were unable to make 
any reply to this question.

The Moncton Transcript, referring to 
the election of Mr. Hanington as leader 
of the opposition, says:

Mr. Hanington has 'been elected and 
gone to Fredericton, and notwithstanding 
his repeated declaration here that he 
cocld not w’ork with the opposition, be­
cause of the stand they had taken in St. 
John, we now find him elevated to the 
position of leader of that very opposition, 
with Dr, Stockton himself as his deputy 
and trusted right hand man. Has Mr. 
Hanington deserted the principle upon 
which he contested this constituency, 
viz, opposition to the agitation 
which denounced the appointment 
of Mr. Ritchie because he was a 
Roman Catholic; or has he by his power­
ful eloquence converted the entire op­
position to his views, and have the op­
position from St John abandoned their 
position and consented to allow Mr. Rit­
chie to remain in office. With his record 
before him, it is impossible for Mr. Han­
ington, unless he commits a most dis­
creditable somersault, to abandon the 
strong position he took during the recent 
campaign in this county ; and therefore 
we assume that he has converted the 
opposition from St, John to his views.

The Transcript’s assumption will pro­
bably turn out to be correct. If so what 
becomes of the issue upon which tho St 
John six were elected ?

THE ATTICK ON THE WEST INDIA LINE. Saint John, N. B.
SOFT COAL,It is seldom that words spoken in Par­

liament have excited more indignation 
than those used by the opposition leaders 
on Friday evening in their attack on tbe 
line of steamships now running from St. 
John to the West Indies. Mr. Jones of 
Halifax on that occasion came out in his 
true colors as a determined enemy of St. 
John and also an enemy of enlarged rela­
tions between Canada and the West In­
dies. Mr. Blake also showed the narrow­
ness of his understanding by his attempt 
to discredit an enterprize which promises 
the greatest results in the near future 
not only to St. John but to the whole 
Dominion.

If any one desired to understand why 
it is that the Liberals have been so 
long out of power they have only to read 
speeches such as those of Mr. Blake and 
Mr. Jones to see how impossible it is 
the people of Canada can have any con­
fidence in men who are so hostile to the 
general interests.

It is well to remember that St. John 
has two enemies who" would like to 
destroy our young West India trade. 
First the Grit leaders who are hostile 
to anything that is likely to extend the 
trade of Canada, and second, the people 
of Halifax, who are so jealous 
of St. John that they regard anything 
that is likely to benefit this city with 
the greatest disfavor.

It is unfortunate for the interests of 
St. John that there is encamped in our 
midst a Halifax contingent who have 
the ear of the public by means of an al­
leged conservative newspaper, the Sun. 
These men may always be counted on to 
injure St. John when Halifax interests 
are in the scale, and therefore it behooves 
our people to be watchful and vigilant 
and also to be determined in pressing the 
claims of this port ûpon the government 
and in seeing that we obtain justice at 
their hands.

There are debts other than those 
voluntarily assumed— among these are 
tlie debts of loving service to our neigh­
bor, and who our neighbor is was an­
swered by our Lord in the parable of the 
good Samaritan. Our neighbor is our 
fellowman, no matter where he lives or 
what his complexion, or what the sect to 
which he belongs, and, let me add, no 
matter what the age to which he belongs.

Now the generation that is to follow us 
is the first of the twentieth century. Only 
a decade remains of the nineteenth, when 
that has passed the children of today 
will be busy at life's work, carrying life’s 
burdens and trying to solve life’s pro­
blems.

PHASES OF THE MOON.
To Arrive îignorance as to the work and progress of 

the church. How many pew holders in 
the average church could tell the 
state of the church finances, num­
ber of families, communicants 
S. S. teachers, prayer meeting, etc., and 
yet they ought to know if they are to tell 
the generation following. If the church 
of the twentieth century is to be in ad­
vance of the nineteenth it will depend 
upon the enthusiasm for her courts, tow­
ers and palaces which we succeed in 
instilling in the hearts of our children. 
Already church responsibilities begin to 
sit very lightly on the shoulders of 
Christian professors. There is not the 
reverent interest there once was; church 
news should.be carefully studied in or­
der that our boys and girls may be en­
thused with a loving interest in 
these religious verities. If such duties be 
not attended to now, instead of an im­
proved religious atmosphere, those who 
live to see the twentieth century will 
look upon a degenerate race of church- 
going people—people who have no other 
tie to bind them to church save the tie of 
good preaching and attractive music; peo­
ple who will prefer error, if daintily and 
eloquently garnished to truth when not 
so attractively served; who will sooner 
hear the preaching of an eloquent infi­
del than the faithful, though unadorned, 
exposition of an earnest believer, who 
will value a church in the exact propor­
tion of her operatic attractiveness. There 
are signs pointing in this direction and 
it behooves us to cry, halt! and endeavor 
to tell something to the generation fol­
lowing that shall produce a higher type 
of Christian profession.

But the text has wider scope—It sug­
gests the duty of providing a better type 
of character for the 20th century—The 
present century is characterized by its 
material progress and mammon worship. 
Surely there is something better to be 
done for thê generation following than 
bequeathing them a few thousand dol­
lars and a few thousand inventions. Can 
we do better than prepare for it a race of 
young men of erect form, elastic step, 
steady hand, clear keen eye who will 
step out on the century’s threshold to do 
its work “rejoicing as a strong man to 
run a race”?—No matter if penniless, 
provided they have wrought pure ’tastes, 
and high aspirations and hopes into the 
texture of their characters, which may 
be transmuted into noble deeds, health­
ful influences and abiding happiness.

What have we to tell the generation 
following that will tell for good on the 
coming century? Out of our experience 
we say to them: Exchange life’s forces 
for worthy and perminent products. Try 
to increase the amount of human know­
ledge and improve human tastes. The 
tastes of the young are also not what they 
ought to be. The instructive lecture has 
given way, to the opera; the society for 
intellectual improvement has been aban­
doned for Skating rink, and Base-ball 
field. These have their legitimate place, 
but the exclusive absorption of these plea­
sures affords little hope for the 20th cen­
tury. We may succeed in reducing the re­
cord in which a man may skate a mile or 
horse trot a mile by a few seconds, but it 
is difficult to see how posterity is to reap 
much benefit from such an achievement. 
Better a competition to break the record 
for intellectual skill or works of practical 
utility.

Perhaps the most important piece of 
experience we have to tell the genera­
tions following is Ihu need there is to 
put into their life the Lore of Daly and a 
helpful interest and sympathy for others. It 
is to 1 e hoped the 20th century shall 
have a nobler character than that of mam­
mon worship which so largely character­
izes the present. Probably men will go 
on making money, and there will be mil­
lionaires, but I believe the world will 
soon sicken at the sight of a few men 
holding the nations’ wealth while the 
millions are crushed by poverty and toil. 
I hope the time is coming when million­
aires themselves will see the tremend­
ous public scandal of their hoarded trea­
sures while countless paupers starve 
and toil at their gates.
