BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZKTTR.

San Francisco,Cal. Aug. 12.—An article 
by Congressman Felton appears in the 
Argonaut treating at considerable length 
the question of the rights and title of the 
United States in Behring sea.

Felton was a member of the Conference 
committee between the Senate and House 
in the last congress which passed the bill 
amendatory and the laws regulating the 
for seal fishery in Behring Sea. Thé 
writer first cites the well-known facta in 
which Russia’s title to the Behring 
Sea was based, and gives the history of 
Russia’s control of Alaska and the 
Behring Sea up to the date of the ces­
sion of the same to the United Stales in 
1868. Russia ceded to the Unites States 
all that part of the Behring Sea east of a 
given line, running nearly northeast and 
southwest, through this sea and retained 
the title to and the control over that 
part of the Behring Sea lying west of 
said line.

The writer then says, “It is a matter 
of history that Russia, from her discov­
ery of the Behring Sea down to the 
cession to theUnited States controlled the 
navigation of its waters and the taking of 
its marine life, 
navy patrolled it and in pursuance 
of her laws has taken, confiscated and 
burned marauding vessels. She has 
since pursued and is now pursuing the 
some policy in her part of the Behring

Referring to the fact that the United 
States and Great Britain entered pro­
tests with Russia against certain 
manifests issued by that government in 
1821 claiming certain rights over the 
Northern Pacific waters, Felton shows 
that these protests evidently had refer­
ence to the waters south of the Behring 
sea.

An officer from the man-of-war 
paid a visit to the Alva, and reported all 
well on board- Purser Squire denies the 
story recently published, to the effect 
that he and Capt. Williams of the Alva 
had been witnesses of the brutal murder­
ing of prisoners in the public park of 
Port-au-Prince by Legitime. Mr. Squire 
says that the prisoners were butchered 
while lie was in the city. At San Marc 
the Alva saw the Mercedes and the Car- 
ondelet. The two boats were in a fair 
state of preservation.

A cipher cablegram to Hay tien Minis­
ter Preston was received late last night 
from Port-au-Prince under date of July 
31. The telegram reads that on July 29 
the party of the north made a general 
assault on Port-au-Prince. Several skir­
mishes had taken place previously, but 
were unaccompanied by any perceptible 
loss or gain on either side. The attack 
was made towards midnight, and lasted 
for two hours.

He Tells What He Proposes to Do in 
Chicago — An Interesting Programme. 
The New School.

Question—We see by reports that you 
are to return to Chicago in September.

Answer—Yes; I expect to come back 
to Chicago in September of this year.
We shall start off at once with a conven­
tion of ten days. This will be followed

Q.—Will you pursue the same course 
of study and work in your school that 
has been pursued in your institute?

A.—Yes. I don’t believe we will ever
reach these non-church goers until we g.

WImcohnIiVn Joking Governor Lectures
the Prenehers In Dead Ernest.

From the St Paul Pioneer-Press.
Ma disox, Wis., Aug. 2.—Gov, Hoard 

stirred np the clergy at Monona Lake as­
sembly to-day by aiming his address 
directly at them. Among tilings
he said: ’

“ I recognize in the pulpit one of (Ke 

great forces of progressive civilization, 
yet it is a force which is moved upon as 
much as it moves and in one sense this 
is the secret of its success. It is one of 
the mouthpieces of public conviction, It 
will shrink and wither like a plucked 
branch whenever it ceases to stand by 
the people. Hence a strong pulpit must, 
in the best sense, be a popular pulpit. It 
is a preacher’s duty to reach out after 
the hearts of the people. He is a narrow 
and withered specimen who considers 
himself only as a partisan ofja churcli^or 
creed to promote church growth, and not 
public growth. He may help the church, 
but not the people.

“We greatly need a larger infusion of 
the spirit of citizenship among our clergy 
as a class. Any system of religion must 
be met by intelligence in the masses if it 
be kept pure and wholesome, for, like all 
human agencies, it is bound to take color 
from its surroundings. Religion among 
the plantation negroes of Louisiana to­
day is as much pagan as it is Christian; 
mere blind worship will never correct 
this. The growth of knowledge and the 
expansion of reason alone can do it. The 
growth of justice in the hearts of the peo­
ple has taught the church many useful 
lessons, and has shown it where it has 
made many grievous mistakes.

“For that reason I am not a believer in 
that semi-divine idea of clergy, pulpit, or 
church which seems in all ages to have 
found lodgment in the minds of so many. 
The preacher is needed to-day just as 
much, and more than ever, if he will 
only, like his Master, seek his field. To 
the poor and ignorant Christ came first 
To-day they are served last It will do 
the preacher a world of good to broaden 
his understanding of human na.ure in 
th’s respect, as did his Master. Too 
much is the simplicity of the gospel 
covered up with the purple of ambition, 
Pride of intellectual display on the part 
of the pulpit and aristocratic exclusive­
ness on the part of the congregation 
cause men of the world to ask : ‘In all 
honesty, is this the religion founded by 
Jesus Christ?’ ”

carbine in hand stood over him all night; 
that the irons were removed from his 
hands to his feet, the next 
evening was still denied a bed 
and kept under guard, and on 
the morning of the 22nd, removed to a 
ranch on Pine Creek where he was placed 
in an out-house, still under ^guard, and 
kept there till the 23 of February when he 
was removed to Fort McKinney a point 
30 miles from Big Horn City; that on his 
arrival at this fort all his private papers, 
letters, money and everything but his 
toothbrush were taken from him by 
United States soldiers and he was put in 
a cell.

That soon after his arrival he was sub­
jected to the indignity of undressing and 
exposing his person in a nude condition 
before the soldiers present, and later on 
compelled to stand up in a line with other 
prisoners.

That the name of “A. J. Heath” was 
called three times and he was ordered to 
answe*. He said, “I am not Heath but 
Hathewav.” Subsequently a requisition 
for four blankets for A. J. Heath, Private 
Co. K., 5tli Cavalry was offered him to 
sign, but he refused to do so, again telling 
the officer, who is one Captain Forbush, 
that his name was not Heath.

That Captain Forbush said to him,“you 
may either sign that paper or freeze; you 
will not get any blankets until you sign 
thu name of Heath.”

Mr. Hatheway refused every overture 
and attempt made to secure his adoption 
of the name of Heath and was tortured 
with a refinement of crnelty such as has 
been credited to uncivilized savages 
alone. He was confined in a dark cell 
3$ by 8 feet, almost frozen to death—and 
eventually discharged without any ex­
planation. As a consequence of this 
cruel treatment he suffered from increas­
ed kidney trouble and was a victim of 
rheumatism for not less than nine 
months and his business was destroyed.

Mr. Hatheway seeks compensa­
tion to the extent of at least ten thousand 
dollars. The United States has offered 
compensation three different times first 
in the sum of $150, second in $300 and 
by a letter dated 22 June 1889 the 
treasury department offered $1000. All 
of which several offers of settlement Mr 
Hatheway emphatically declined.
