CONSCRIPTION IN
UNITED STATES

EUROPEAN SYSTEM MAY
BICOME NECESSARY

Repeated Desertions Give Rise to
Suggestion of Compulsory
Military Service.

Washington, D, C., Nov. 25.—The dif-
ficulty of securing recruits for the
United States army, the prevalence of
desertions, and an unwelcome Sugges-
tion that the European system of con-
scription, or c'ompulsory military ser-
vice may become necessary to main-
tain the army at Its maximum
strength are the features of the an-
nual report of Adjutant-General Ains-
worth, the secretary of war.

“Notwithstanding the most strenuous
effort on the part of the war depart-
ment and the recruiting officers and
their parties in all parts of the coun-
try,” says-the adjutant-general’s re-
port, “it has been found impossible
wholly to make good the losses bdcca-
sioned in the present state of the army,
to say nothing of increasing that
strength to the limit authorized by law
and executive order.

“The government in its efforts to
procure men for the army is now com-
peting everywhere with private em-
ployers who are able to offer men much
greater inducements than the govern-
ment now offers, at least in the matter
of pay. If the present conditions con-
tinue thers will be mothing for the
governmert to do but to meet this com-
petiior b amaty i, v increasing the
sol@lers” pay, .or to evade competition
altogether by a resort to censcription.”

Two Young Girls Run Over by N. Y.
Central Passenger Train.

Syracuse, N. Y. Nov. 25.—Ella and
Jennie, the 12 and 8 year old daughters
of Vernon Williams, of Blackman
Corners, were killed by a N. Y. Central
passenger train near Greenway to-day.

PARADISE OF
MATERIALISM

Evangelist of Wide Repute Attempts
to Describe Humanity’s Phase
in Heaven.

Chicago. Nov. —Rev. R. A. Torrey,
an evangelist of wide reputation, whose
fervid preaching has stirred Chicago
worshipers within the past few -weeks,
astounded the clergy on Saturday night
by deseribing heaven as a material
paradise.

Dr. Torrey said:

“We shall have bodies six feet tall
(the height of Christ) and perfectly
proportioned. We shall be endowed
with benign faculties and the human
attributes. The man and woman of
the next world shall be as the man and
woman of this world, but without im-
perfections.

NAVAL DESERTER
SUICIDES FOR LOVE

Uﬁrequited Passion of Henry Potter,
Who Broke Away From His

lish warshipgat Victoria a year ago, and
appears to have come from a well-to-do
English family, was not killed accident-
ally, but shot himself for his unrequited
love for Margarette McCarthy, employed
as an assistant nurse here.

People Are Hostile to Dynasty--Re-
ported Banishment of
Crown Prince.

Paris, Nov. 25.—Reports representing
that Portugal is on the eve of a revo-
lution should be received with caution,
as “dispatches /coming directly from
that country have been censored and
those indirectly from across the fron-
tier are held more or less under sus-
picion. Both reports on the banish-
ment of the crown prihce and the mut-
iny of the fleet are denied by the
Portugnese embassy here.

Nevertheless, arrests, the suspensions
of newspapers, and other measures
taken by what Premier Franco terms
an administrative dictatorship, seem to
show tonclusively that affairs in Por-
tugal have entered a critical phase.
This condition undoubtedly has been
precipitated by an interview with King
Carlos, published last week, announc-
ing his absolute faith in Premier Fran-
co and his intention to allow the prem-
ier to choose the time for the holding
of the election to the Cortes.

The parliamentary opposition which
has been stirring .up the country for
months past, and was expected to cul-
minate by a gigantic demonstration
planned for January next to force the
king to dismiss Premier Franco, but
His Majesty’s bold endorsement of the
dictatorship removes this hope abrupt-
1y, consolidating the entire opposition
in the direction of republicanism.

Senor Lima, of Lisbon, proprietor of
the newspaper Vanguardia which ‘was
suppressed, is now in Paris and con-
siders that a republic is inevitable.
People are hostile to a dynasty and the
army is disaffected, he says. A corre-
spondent of the Temps, who has re-
turned after an investigation of af-
fairs in Portugal and who has had
interviews with King Carlos, Premier
Franco, and ex-Premier Castro, ex-
Minister of Justice and Worship Dal-
poin, and Senor Vilhena, councillor of
state, and other opposition leaders,
makes it clear that the situation is the
outgrowth of scandalous political ends
and affairs which, have been endorsed
for years.

TRIPLE TRAGEDY
OF ASPHYXIATION

Three Men Overcome by Gas in
Saskatchewan Well--Only One
Body Recovered.

Craik, Sask., Nov. 23.—Full details of
the shocking tragedy on the farm of
James Allen, near Ayleshury, where
three men were smothered by gas in
a well that was being completed, have
come to light. The dead are: Wm. J.
Forgar, a well-digger of Elismere;
Richard H. Craig, of Picton, his helper,
and Lewis Riswold, of Aylesbury, who
tried to rescue the others.

Only one body, that of Riswold, has
been recovered, and it may be necessary
to pump air into the well before the
other bodies can be brought to the sur-
face.

The well is 150 feet deep, but the bod-
ies are lying on the cribbing about 30
feet down. Craig was down in the
well twice 'after starting to work in
the morning, but the third time on

Three Australian Girls Meet Sad

MAN AND Wit dUND
PIERCED BY BULLETS

New York Firemen Make Shocking
Discovery in Quelling
Cellar Blaze.

New York, Nov. 23.—A mystery that
may never be fully solved, surrounds
the death of Nicholas Smith, a wealthy
New York manufacturer,. and his wife,
who were found shot te .death in t{h4ir
home at New Rochelle early to-day.

The bodies were found by fremen
who had been summoned to figh: a
blaze in the cellar of the residence,
which had been started by the murder-
er in the belief that the bodies of the
victims would be incinerated and all
traces of the crime swept away.

That only two persons were directly
concerned in the tragedy is the belief
of the police, but whether it was the
husband or the wife who fired the
fatal shots and applied the torch, they
do not know. Two-servants say that
the Smiths had a quarrel last evening.
Several hours later, long after mid-
night, shots were heard. The servants
told the police to-day that they made
no attempt to investigate, as they fear-
ed to leave their rooms.

Mrs. Smith’s body were found in her
bed. She was lying as if asleep, with
her arms folded beneath her head.
There was a bullet wound in the breast.
Just across the threshhold, .in an ad-
joining room, lay the husband’s body.
He was partly dressed. There was &
bullet wound behind the left ear and
another in the breast. A revolver was
lyinz. by his side on the floor.

his wife, fired the house and then taken
his own life.

Later, however, a note found in Mrs.
Smith’s bedroom put an entirely differ-
ent aspect on the affair. The note was
as follows:

“Dear Minnie—I owe a small sum to
the B. F. Company. Please pay them
and cremate me. I cut off my hair, but
my head aches and I am not relieved.
I will be relieved in a few minutes.
Lovingly, ‘Grace.””

An inventory of all the valuables in
the house -was taken. It was evident
from an examination of the partly
burned cellar, that the plug had been
withdrawn from a barrel of oil, and the
whole cellar bottom, and a large quan-
tity of broken wood had been satur-
ated.

Smith was a member of the firm of
Frederick Vetor and Acholis, manufac-
turers of print cloths, and manufactur-
ers’ agents as well, of this city.

CALGARY BLAZE.

Three Stores Invoived !n TFire Which
Does Considerable Damage.

Calgary, Nov. 25.—A fire which started
on Sunday did considerable damage to a
block near the corner of Eighth avenue

Co., Bradley & Tuck, and Miss Leeson.
The fire started in the rear of the Gurney
dry goods establishment, and had obtained
a considerable headway before the alarm
v/as sent in.

The flames spread to the millinery store
of Miss Leeson, and in both estabtsh-
ments great loss was sustained from fire
and water. In Bradley & Tuck’s store
tliere was scarcely any fire, but the loss
by smoke and water was considerable.

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A HINDU'S VIEW
OF SITUATION

G. D. KUMAR PLEADS
CAUSE OF THE SIKHS

Native of India Presents Immigra-
tion From Standpoint of His
Countrymen.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

@. D. Kumar, the religious worker
who is laboring among the Hindus of
thig city, manifests a deep interest in
all things pertaining to the welfare of
his people. He has studied the question
of the Hindu invasion from the stand-
point of these people, and his views are
therefore interesting.

In an interview on the subject Mr.
Kumar says:

“While T was at Calcutta last year I
read in the papers that many of our
Punjaub Sikh country men were going
to Canada and the Uinted States for
the purpose of seeking work as labor-
ers. I learned that they were opposed
by the labor class in these countries.

“In Rangoon 1 met one of the Euro-
pean Buddhist missionaries, and in-
quired of him how it was that the Hin-
dus were not well treated in foreign
lands. His reply was no doubt quite
true. He said the difficulty lies in the
fact that the selfish interests of each
and every nation and individual are
quite separate from one another. One
nation wants to overrule the other; one
individual wants to satisfy his own de-
sires, caring not for his brethren, and
the consequence is misery and trouble
for both.

“White at Hongkong only a few
months ago I saw some of the editors
of the Anglo Indian papers, and in-
quired from them what were the causes
which obliged the British government
to take strong and severe measures
against the people of India, especially
those of the educated llass. The reply
was that the educated class of Hindus
agitate against the government, and
want their rights, and press the gov-
ernment to give them a full share in
political matters, the prosecutions
arise.

“In Victoria I see the people are very
much interested in Indian matters, and
the Asiatic immigration question is the
topic of the day. It is being discussed
in the press and in the pulpit, and even
the ladies are taking much Interest in
it As I am a religious misisonary I
do not like to discuss questions dealing
with politics.. My mission is to help my
poor countrymen. I cannot help ex-
pressing my viewg however,

“Man is a social being. He is quite
unable to do all for himself. To illus-
trate this I will give an example. Man
ig in need of bread, vegethble, cl@thes
and boots. If he has to prepare all
these for himself instead of going to
the baker, farmer, tailor and shoe-
maker, he loses much instead of gain-
ing anything. There would have been
no progress in the development of man-
kind had there been no division of la-
bor.

“Now we see there are many different
occupations and professions, and 1
these are working for the benefit of one
another, and consequent gain for all.
There would have been no invention of
the steam engine, electriicty, wireless
telegraphy, etc., had the thinking men
been occupied in cooking, tailoring,
etc. I do not mean that these occupa-
tions should not be adopted, but I say
that man is progressing for the reason
that there is division of labor, and -at
the same time one kind of labor is
more remunerative than other. If these
Asiatic people of Japan, China and In-
dia are willing to accept the position of
laborers in Canada and the United
States for their own interests to make
more money, yet indirectly they are
going to help the Canadians and the
Americans to progress by opening bet-
ter flelds for themselves. §

“There was a time when Hindus were
so prejudiced and tied with the chains
of caste system that they did not care
to come out of_ their country, though
they were dying of hunger at home.

“Even if a . young educated man
wanted to study further in London he
wasg not allowed by hig parents, at the
risk of losing his caste, though their
was gain in money and position. But
now things are changed, and the people
of the laboring class, though illiterate,
are pouring hither and thither to earn
their livelthood, caring not for their
wretched caste system. Is not this a
step in the way of progresg for India?
Are you, the followers of Christ, going
to check them and stop the progress
of Christianity only because they are
of another race, and are going to take
a share in your earnings?

“Why don’t you stop from coming
here the Italians, Russians and other
western nations? The reason you give
are that Asiatic races are going to
cheapen the rates, as these people can
live very cheaply. A strange reasoning.
Ig it the fault of the one who lives
economically and saves money for his
family, instead of working hard for six
days on good wages, earning much and
spending the whole amount in one
night in drink? It is a pity they do not
care to reform their own habits of
spendthrift and not blame others. Of
course Asijatic laborers do work at
cheap rates, but not with the object of
spoiling the field for men of high wages,
but ag they are unskilled and not ac-
customed to this sort of work they
accept the low wages offered them by
their masters, as they cannct earn what
the master demands from them at
good rates,

“At the same time I may ask my
friends of the Asijatic Exclusion Lerague,
whose motto is ‘Canada for whitemen,’
why they are going to include Humdus,
who are British subjects, and have the
same rights as the Canadians have?
Japanese may come in because *hey are
on good terms with the British govern-
ment, being successful in the recent
war and enlisting themselves among
civilized nations, the standard of -ivili-
zation being to win victory over ihe
other nation. Chinese may come in be-
cause they pay the head tax, and are
a good source of revenue to the govern-

ment. Ttalians, Russiang and other
European people may come here be-;

e

cause they are white men. But the
door is shut only against Hindus, who
are British subjects. The Natal Act
is going to be introduced here against
them. The poor fellows, if they claim
their own rights in their motherland
they are persecuted and deported under
the sedition laws in India.

Are these the noble teachings of
your Lord Jesus Christ, who taught you,
‘Do as you wish to be done by’ and
‘love your neightbor?” If you cannot
practice His noble teachings in your
daily life dealings at home, what is the
good of sending your Christian mis-
sionaries and establishing educational
and philanthropic institutions abroad?
First practice and then preach, and it
will bring good results.

“At the same time I may assure the
Canadian public that no more Hindu
laborers are coming here, as they ex-
perience great difficulty in finding work.
I would expect at the same time from
them that they would sympathize with
the poor fellows who are here without
work and cannot go back, having in-
sufficient funds with them.”

MAN MISSING.

Left Port Arthur Ten Days Ago, Without
Notifying His Friends.

Port Arthur, Nov. 23.—Gcorge George,
architect, of this city, was supposed to
have left for a trip to the woods west of
here ten days ago. He is still missing. It
is feared that he may have been Ilcost.
Friends say he had for some time spoken
of spending the winter in Washington
Territory, and they are of the opinion
that he has merely gone West without
notifying his friends, though why he
should do so they cannot say. So far as
is known, he appears to have been in no
financial difficulties, and his strange dis-
appearance is quite unaccounted for by
his relations here.

WAS MEMBER OF N. W. M. P.

Constable Clark Dies in Macleod From
Typhoid.

Macleod, Alta., Nov. 23.—Constable Al-
fred Clark, of the R. N. W. M. P,, died
in ithe general hospital here from typhoid
fever. He had been stationed on the
Porcupine Hills, but an being thrown
from his horss and receiving injuries to
his head was brought here for treatment.
While in the hospital he contracted the
fever. He was 23 years of age, and had a
brother in Spokane, who is now being
searched for.

CHEAPENING RADIUM,

Precious Metal Can Now Be Purchased
For Less Than $3,000,000 an Ounce.

Vienna, Nov. 22.—Great success has
attended the experiments in the cost
of the production of radium, which
have been made at the Imperial Acad-
emy of Science of Vienna. Nearly
three grains of radium have been ex-
tracted from ten thousand kilos of
pitchblende, at one third the cost of
previous production.

Radium has been exceedingly costly
of production; it was estimated not
long ago that an ounce would cost not
less than $3,000,000.

COLLIDED IN FOG.

Sandusky, Ohio, Nov. 22, — In the
head-on collision to-day between the
Lake Shore electric railway motor and
the city car, a dozen men were injured,
five seriously, who were taken to the
hospital, and two may die. The police
arrested the motorman and attempted
to arrest Wm. Jackes, of the city car,
but Jackes, although injured, escaped.
A heavy fog hung over the city when
the collision occurred.

EXPORTERS MAY FIND
MARKET IN AUSTRALIA

). S. Larke Has Written Relative to
Effects of Drought and Pos-
sibilities of Commerce.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The prospects for trade with Aus—i
tralia are regarded as excellent by J.
S. Larke, the Candian commercial
agent at Sydney, New South Wales.

A letter hps been received by Secre-
tary Elworthy, of the board of trade. It
is as follows:

October 23rd, 1907.
¥. Elworthy, Esq., Secretary Board of
Trade, Victoria, B. C.:
/Dear Sir:—In my report of this month
I call attention to the drought conditions
existing in Australia and the possibility
of inquiries being .made for supplies from
Canada. As it would not be possible for
a printed report to reach you from the
department of trade and commerce in
time to receive replies to my inquiries
from the members of your board, I beg
to enclose extracts from it. These will, I
think, give a fair idea of the condition of
things here. I have communicated with
leading firms here, and though there is
no certainty as yet that there will be a
demand upon Canada, these firms desire
the names of reliable exporters througn
whom they could order supplies. I shall
be glad, therefore, to hear from any who
are in a position to thip. As you are
aware, orders would be cash, and hence
firms of undoubted integrity and position
are sought for. -
Yours very truly,
J. S. LARKE.

In the enclosed extracts Mr. Larke
suggests that trade may be developed
in foodstuffs. The first demand would
be for strong wheat flour, and wheat
grown in the province, oats and barley.
The possibilities of potatoes and onions
being required is also held out, Butter
might be required also. Mr. Larke says
in his report: “I should be glad to re-
ceive samples of wheat and oats, par-
ticularly of wheat of the softer variety,
with prices at the moment, subject,
however, to change, from any one who
wishes to share in the possibility of
the trade that may arise. Owing to the
indifferent manner, with a few excep-
tions, in which orders during the last
drought were filled, Australian houses
now demand an assurance that agents
in Canada can be depended upon, and
it might be well, therefore, that firms
not well known here who wish to en-
gage in this trade should send refer-
ences or such credentials as would be
acceptable here,”

BANK. CLEARINGS.
Canadian Banks Are Calling in Their
Loans—Scarcity of Money.

New York, Nov. 22.—Bradstreet’s. re-
port on weekly bank clearings for the
week ending November 21st, Domin-
ion of Canada, read as follows: Toron-
to, $24,922,000, decrease 14.1 per cent.;
Ottawa, $3,253,000, decrease 8.2 per cent.;
Halifax, $1,825,000, decrease 6.1 per
cent.; Hamilton, $1,769,000, decrease 1.9
per cent.; London, Ont., $1,287,000, in-
crease 13.5 per cent.; Calgary, $1,544,000,
increase .5 per cent.; Montreal, $32,843,-
000, decrease 6.8 per cent.; Winnipeg,
$15,031,000, increase 3.1 per cent.; Van-
couver, $3,893,000, increase 13.9 per cent.;
Quebec, $2,735,000, increase 32.4 per
cent.; St. John, N. B., $1,411,000, in-
crease 13.5 per cent.; Victoria, $1,230,000,
increase 37.5 per cent.; Edmonton, $971,-
000, increase 19.5 per cent.

Scarcity of Money.

Bradstreet’'s to-morrow will say on
Canadian trade: The scarcity of
money is the one great drawback to
Canadian trade, involving, as it does,
a slow movement of the crops :o the
market, the laying off of industrial
employees and the closer scrutiny of
credits in many lines. Canadian barks
are calling in all the loans they can,
and making few new ones. General
trade, and especially holiday demand,
is good.

Canadian failures for the week num-
ber 35, against 45 last week and 27 in
this week a year ago.

LONDON BRIBERY CASE.

Hearing Has Been Adjourned Until
Monday.

Toronto, Nov. 23.—After a brief sit-
ting in the London bribery case yes-
terday, the court was informed that
certain witnesses were not available.
The crown counsel would proceed no
further and Judge Winchester ad-
journed wuntil Monday.

Much evidence heard yesterday re-
lated to a visit paid by several Ottawa
men to London during the by-election
in 1905, and did not seem to have much
if any connection with the defendants.
This was apparently the view of coun-
sel for the defence, who protested
against the time of the court ‘being
wasted, and invited the crown counsel
to give the undertaking that defend-
ants would be connected with Ottawa
men. The crown counsel said the
crown expected to show connection,
but if it failed to do-so, portions of the
evidence could be struck out.

DISLOCATED VERTEBRAE.

Remarkable Operation in Montreal on
Voncouver Woman.

Montreal, Nov. 22.—A remarkable
operation was performed at the Mon-
treal genera] hospital this afternoon by
Dr. Armstrong in the case of Mrs.
Rodolph Boyle, of Vancouver, who
some time ago fell down stairs and
was believed to have broken her back.
Her lower limbs were completely para-
lyzed.

The operation showed that the spinal
chord had not been injured, but that
the vertebrae had been dislocated. The
surgeon succeeded in arranging them,
and it is believed that the woman will
recover, !

Nov. 23.—Application will be
made to parliament next session for an
act to incorporate ‘‘The Alberta North-
western Railway Co.,”” with power to con-
struct lines frém a point on the line of
the Calgary and Edmonton Railway Co.
between Olds and Red Deer, thence north-
westerly along the valley of the Red
Deer, Raven and Clearwater rivers, to a
point near the Rocky Mountain House,
on ‘the North Saskatchewan river, thence
westerly along the North Saskatchewan
river to a point in Kootenay Plains in the
Rocky Mountains, in the province of Al-
berta, and from a point on or near the
North Saskatchewan river between Big
Horn and Shéep rivers, thence to Brazeau
river, and theénce along Macleod river.

MONTCALM LEAKING BADLY.

PAST SEASON
IN' FISHERIES

INSPECTOR TAYLOR
TELLS OF CONDITIONS

The Year Just Closing Has Proved
a Good One in His
District.

E. G. Taylor, Dominion fishery in-
spector, was in the city
leaving this morning for Nanaimo. In
conversation with a Times reporter he
gave unmistakable proof that he felt
no small amount of pride in having
within the district which is assigned
to him the cannery which had the
banner record in the province this
year, namely, the Capital, operated at
the outer wharf, which had a pack of
over 25,000 cases this season.

Referring to the work ofAthe past
season, Mr. Taylor says that it is
gratifding to know that the most of
the fishing and curing companies
operating within his district have had
a very good year.

The Barkley Sound Company put up
a good-sized pack of Spring salmon
as well as othér lines. The Clayo-
quot cannery had 2 good record in
sockeyes, putting up a valuable pack.

At Alert Bay the fishing has been very |

successful this year also.

The Knight's Inlet Canning Com-
pany, under Capt. Gosse, have been
exploiting mnew territory this year
with excellent promise and the out-
look is good.

At Nootka, Wallace Bros. are es-
tablishing a fishing station which
promises to be an enterprise of great
benefit to the Island. With the en-
terprise which this firm has shown
wherever they have carried on busi-
ness, their advent to the West Coast
cannot but be of the greatest im-
portance to the industrial life of that
part of the province. It is expected
that a cold storage plant will be built
similar to that which the firm has es-
tablished in the North, so that the
curing of fish may be carried on in all
its branches.

The clam canning industry is con-
stantly increasing in importance. The
factory at Quatsino has increased its
capacity and is doing well. Two clam
curing factories are also operated at
Sidney.

At Pender Harbor, the herring in-
dustry is becoming ap important one.
The 'run there begins about Septem-
ber and the fish:are .of large size,
largér in fact than the usual run in
Nanaimo, though not so numerous as
at the Coal City. Two factorles are
running at Pender for handling her-
ring, and kippers and bloaters of
splendid quality are put up. The mar-
ket for these is largely found in Van-
couver.

Off Nanaimo already the herring are

being taken and these are of good size |

this season. What is needed in Na-
naimo is a cold storage plant for the
better handling of the products.

With herring taken in immense
quantities at Pender Harbor and Na-
naimo the wonder has often been ex-
pressed that a steady supply of fresh
herring was not available throughout
the season in Victoria.

At Hardy Bay a fishing and curing
nlant has been established under Mr.
Lyons which has had a good year.

The industry, Mr. Taylor says, seems
to be making steady progress, and the
future of fishing about the shores of
Vancouver Island gives excellent pro-
mise.

CONSERVATIVE CONVENTION.

Resolutions on Asiatic Immigration
Will be Chief Feature of
Gathering.

Vancouver, Nov. 22.—The Conserva-
tive convention opened this morning at
ten o’clock. Premier McBride spoke
briefly at the opening, and committee

work was then taken up.

The resolution on the Asiatic questfon
will be a big feature. A proposal will
be made that immigration of Asiatics
into British Columbia be wholly pro-
hibited, that the treaty with Japan be
abrogated, that no person be eligible
for nomination by the Conservative
party in Dominion or provincial affairs
unless he promise to press consistently
for the total exclusion of Orientals.

IMMIGRATION QUESTION.

Viscount Hayashi ,Has Not Yet Been
Able to Confer With Hon. R.
Lemieux.

Tokio, Nov. 22.—Minister of Foreign
Affairs Hayashi has been indisposed
and unable to meet and confer with
Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, the Canadian
minister of labor, and American Am-
bassador O’Brien, on the occasion of
his regular weekly reception.

Pending his recovery and the arrival
of Baron Ishli, chief of the bureau of
commerce. of the Japanese foreign of-
fice, who is now on his way back home
from his visit to Canada and America,
negotiations on the immigration pro-
position are at a standstill.

IN BRADLEY TRIAL

Witness Avers Murderess Was Mon-
omanic on Subject of Her
Relations With Brown.

More placid, more capable of control
over herself, more resourceful, appar-
ently, than when she took the witness
stand on Tuesday, Mrs, Bradley left it
at ndon yesterday, after having testi-
fied for herself for two days and a
half. The hearing is being resumed
to-day.

EXODUS FROM

LABORERS LEAVING
IN THOUSANDS

Shiploads Returning to Europe on
Account of Shutting Down of
Industries.

New York, Nov. 22.—The exodus of
foreign laborers returning to Europe,
owing to the shutting down of indus-
tries since the financial stringency, has
reached such a proportion that steam-
ship companies are hard pressed to
furnish accommodation for them.

Hundreds of foreigners have been
obliged to wait until next week because
boats could not furnish aceommodation
for them. This week all the big trains-
Atlantic lines raised the steerage rate
from $21 to $32, but still the demand
for tickets has increased. 3

A representative of the steerage de-
partment of the Hamburg-American
line said from New . York alone the
number of foreigners departing wezkly
was 25,000 and that $5,000,000 was baing
taken away weekly by these returning
immigrants, either in cash or in dratts
on foreign countries.

Outgoing steamers are carrying the
steerage passengers, and the President
Grant, which wijll sail for Hamburg
next Wednesday, will have aboard 3,200
foreigners.

AND DESTROY STOCK

Traders Have Narrow Escape From
Ferocious Animals--Grave Qut-
look for Com'ng Winter

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 22.—Wolves are
becoming more ferocious than ever in
the North, according to recent ar-
rivals from Alaska. In the province of
Alberta the animals have become es-
pecially dangerous and traders in that
region report many narfow escapes.
The scarcity of small game during the
past summer has made the animals
very ravenous and they already have
done untold “damage by destroying
colts, calves and sheep.

Settlers between Athabasca Landing

(and Lesser Slave Lake near Edmon-

ton, have lost a considerable amount
of stock during the past summer on
this account and with the ceming on
of cold weather it is feared the situa-
tion will become very grave because
when they are hungry a little -band of
wolves will stop at nothing. The car-
casses of many bears have been noted
along the trails, showing that they
are in desperate straits.

There has been a shortness of furs
all this year, but the trappers hope
for a bear season next year. The In-
djans will have to rustle pretty hard
for a living this winter for nearly all
the trading posts have followed the
examples of civilization and shut down
on the credit system.

To add to the troubles of the set-
tlers in the North, the grain crops
were nothing like up to the average,
owing to the lateness of the season.
All told, the coming winter does not
present a very bright outlook to those

‘living in the Far North.

SUFFRAGETTES
IN OLD COUNTRY

“Shrieking Sisterhood”” Endeavors
to Break Up Liberal Meetings--
Several Ejected.

London, Nov. 22.—With the resump-
tion of the political campaign which is
now in full swing, the ‘“shrieking sister-
hood,” as the women suffragists have
come to be commonly known, ‘are ac-
tively pursuing their threatened plan of
upsetting all Liberal meetings, Gather-
ings at which numbers of the cabinet
are to speak are especially selected by
them.

The victimg last week were Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman, the premder, and
Herbert H. Asquith, chancellor of the
exchequer. Both these speakers had
difficulty in getting a hearing, their
meetings being attended by serious dis-
orders.

Last night Herbert Gladstone, secre-
tary of state for home affairs, and
David Lloyd George, the president of
the board of trade, speaking respective-
ly at Leeds and Glasgow, were gimilar-
ly treated, and a number of the suf-
fragettes had to be ejected from the
meetings.

NOSE EVIDENCE
IN DRUCE CASE

Witnesses Testify as to Olfactory
Organ of “Pseudo” Duke
of Portland.

London, Nov. 22.—The Druce case, in
which the prosecution expects to prove
that the fifth Duke of Portland and T.
C. Druce were one and the same man,
was resumed yesterday.

Miss Mary Robinson, who was under
cross-examination, said that when she
first met Druce, whom she afterwards
knew as the Duke of Portland, in 1562,
he did not have a bulbous nose, out it
had two warts on it. She was severely
questioned on this point. Robert Cald-
well, of New York, testified that the
Duke of Fortland at that time was be-
ing treated for bulbous nose.

Miss Robinson said she first met
Charles Dickens in London znd was en-
g3ged by him to return to England and
act as outside amanuensis for T. C.
Druce, for whom she received letters,
which were delivered to him at Hcl-
breok, but the witness added that Mr.
Dickens told her Druce was the Duke
of Portland, and she said Druce him-
self afterwards confirmed the state-
ment.

LARXRCENY AND FORGERY.

New York, Nov. 21.—An indictment
charging larceny and forgery was re-
turned by the grand jury to-day against
Arthur D. Campbell, cashier for the
Borough Bank of Brooklyn, which re-
cently closed. Campbell was arraigned
before Judge Fawcett in the supreme
court, pleaded not guilty, and was held
in $20,000 bail.

GORDEN BENNET CUP.
Trophy Won By German in United
States Balloon Race Held For
Duty.

Berlin, Nov. 22.—A dispatch to the
Lokal Anziger, from Bremen, declares
that the customs authorities there .are
holding the cup awarded to Herr Erbs-
losh, the German Aeronaut, for winning
the recent balloon race at St. Louis for
the payment of duty ag silver. The cup
arrived on this side on board the steam-
er Kron Prinzessm Cecilie,

Herr Erbslosh has protested, declin-
ing to pay the levy until the central
authorities have decided- whether the
cup shall enter free as an object of art
or is reallly duitable ag silver.

ELECTRIC CARS TIED UP.

Cannot Run in St. Petersburg Because
Russian Westinghouse Concern
Has Lost Credit.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 22.—The opening
of the electric street railroad line in
this city has been delayed indefinitely,
owing to the suspension of the credit of
the Russian Westinghouse concern,
which is unable to obtain cars or equip-
ment without cash payments. A pro-
position that the municipality assumes
the responsibility has been handed to
the board of aldermen at St. Peters-
burg.

ACTION AROSE OVER
BUFFALO BILL

English Actress Gives Evidence in
Gould Separation Suit--Meret-
ricious Re!ations.

New York, Nov. 22.—Miss Helen Mer,
an English actress, appeared before
Referee McLure yesterday to give tes-
timony in the suit for separation in-
stituted by Mrs. Catherine Clemmons
Gould against her husband, Howard
Gould. Miss Mer’s appearance was the
result of a decision rendered by Justice
O’Gorman in the supreme court a few
days ago that her testimony be taken
before the actual opening of the trial,
as she is about to sail for England.

It is alleged by Mr. Gould, in an af-
fidavit which has been filed in court
that he believed Mrs. Gould made Miss
Mer her confidante concerning her re-
lations prior to her marriage to M.
Gould with Colonel W. F. Cody (Buf-
falo Bill). The affidavit further de-
clares that Mr. Gould believes that
these relations were meretricious, al-
though he says Miss Clemmons, before
their marriage, assured him they were
of a purely business nature.

Miss Mer's testimony was given be-
hind closed doors, in the presence of the
referee and c?unsel for both parties.

MYSTERY OF DEAD
MAN AND WIFE

Both Found Pierced With Bullets
Lying in Different Rooms
of House.

Albany, N. Y., Nov. 22.—Peculiar eir-
cumstances and some mysiery char-
acterizes a double tragedy enacted in
the lower part of the city ¢f Rennsa-
lear, across the river from Albuny,
about noon yesterday.

ARCHIVES ARE
BEING LOCATED

JAMES HANNAY HERE
ON THAT MISSION

Well {Known Historical Writer Is
Making a Tour of Western
Canada.

James Hannay, F. R. S. C,, the wel
known historian and political writer, is
visiting the city on behalf of rtae
archives department of Canada, which
has undertaken an exploration of his-
torical documents in the various pri-
vinces, with a view of making theian
available as materiai for the educa-
tion of Canadian history.

The department is endeavoring, said
Mr. Hannay this morning, to locate the
sources of Canadian history so that
any student may know where to look
for his material. In this connection
Mr. Hannay has already visited the
maritime, central and prairie provinces
of the Dominion. In Halifax, he says,
there is a fine collection of historical
material, seven or eight hundred vol-
umes, the most of which was compiled
by Thomas Aiken years ago.

Aside, however, from those docu~
ments which have found publicity in
the provincial archives, there are a
great many papers and dGocuments
scattered around, the existence of which
is practically unknown. There are
documents, for instance, in the posscs-
sion of private families, which have an
important historical value, and have
never been given to historical rezord.
No appreciable effort has been made
hitherto to collect this material to-
gether. “It is part of our endeavor,”
said Mr. Hannay, “to find out where
these historical papers are, so that any-
body proposing to write a history of
Canada will know where to look for his
material.” The result of Mr. Hannay’s
investigations will be published for
record in the archives at Ottawa.

For thirty-eight years Mr. Hannay
was actively associated with journalis-
tic work. For a period he edited the
St. John Telegraph. He retired from.
the journalistic field in 1900. As a nis-
torian he is well known in Canada,
among his most popular works being a
history of Acadia, published in 1879.
He also wrote a history of, the war of
1812, which was published in Canada
and England in 1901-1903 and 1903, and
is the author of a life of Sir Leonard
Tilley, published in 1896. A history of
the Loyalists written by him -is now
ready for publication, and he is en-
gaged upon a history of New Bruns-
wick, which is to be published in the
spring.

Mr. Hannay’s home is in Freedrick-
ton, the seat of government in the pro-
vince of New Brunswick. He says that
the tactics of newspaper vilification,
which hounded Mr. Emmerson from
public life are not approved in New
Brunswick, and that Mr. Emmerson
wiil doubtless be re-elected at the next
general election. The government of
New Brunswick is Liberal, with H.
Clifford W. Robinson as premier. The
government majority is large, the cop-
position holding only ten seats out of a
representation of forty-six.

Mr. Hannay will probably be in the
city for several weeks. This moraning
he called upon Premier McBride, who
extended to him the freedom of the
provincial archives, amid which a great
deal of his researches will be made. He
is registered at the Dominion hotel.

OVERDOSE OF STRYCHNINE,

C. P. R. Employee Endeavoring ‘to
Steady His Nerves Meets Death.

Montreal, Que., Nov. 22.—John Price,
a clerk of the C. P. R., took an overdose
of strychnine at his home, 29 Manse
street, last night, and died within an
hour. He was 35 years old, had not
been feeling well for some time, and
took strychnine to settle his nerves. He
leaves a widow and three. children.

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A CHANCE FOR BRITISH
COLUMBIA.

Once upon a time Premier McBride
hinted ominously about the future of
British Columbia provided the Domin-
ion refused to agree to his idea of what
constituted “better terms.”” No one
knew with anything approaching defin-
iteness what our worthy Premier had
fii 1i¢ mind when he threw out the
dark hint. Some thought he was aim-
ing at a ‘“royal prerogative,” or a dic-
tatorship at least. Possibly that dream
has been dissipated as the baseless
fabric of a too ambitious politician. If
Mr, McBride is not satisfled with the
terms proposed by Premiers ‘Whitney
and Roblin, and granted by the Domin-
fon government on the motion of these
leading Conservative = gentlemen, we
beg to draw his attention to an article
taken from the Toronto Globe on the
supject of the future of this great pro-
vince. An American gentleman pur-
poses buying out our interest, lock
stock and barrel, with the objeci of
making the dominion of the United
States over the Pacific Coast complete
f7om Mexico to the Arctic regions. We
doubt not our nejghbors would be
agreéable to paying hnnds9mely for
Western sovereignty. Here is a chance
for the Premier to “‘do something’ not
only for Victoria, but for the whole of
the : province and to perpetuate his
name through all future generations.
It may be urged that perhaps the peo-
ple of British Columbia, the people of
Canada or the people of Great Britain
would object to such a summary meth-
od of disposing of their inheritance and
their political future. But what right
has a mere Empire of fifty millions or
more to .stand in the way of the im-
perial resolve of the mightiest republic
that has been? Besides, have not suc-
cessive British governments diligently
sought to convey the intimation that if
the United States desires anything in
the Mne of territory, all she meeds do
is to ask for it? Were not Oregon and
Washington and a portion of Maine at
one time part of the British Dominions,
not to mention certain islands whose
destiny was permanently fixed by the
decision of the jurists of repute who
composed the Alaska boundary tribu-
nal? ' If great stretches of valuable
territory could be acquired merely by
putting in claims, what might be ex-
pected if the United States is prepared
to pay the price? The idea is abso-
lutely splendid in its magnificence.
Look at the inheritance of freedom
and of glorious traditions of which
we in British Columbia should become
heirs. We have been standing too long
in our. own light—struggling, as it
were, in “the iron hand of the op-
. pregsor.” J »

NOBLE POLITICAL CENSORS.

The Conservative ~ Convention, held
In Vancouver, did not meet in vain.
It gravely resolved that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier is’ *responsible -for the low
state -of ‘public life!’ in' Canada to-day.
Mr. R. F. Green and Mr. C. M. Wood-
worth, “not to' mentiop Prémier Mc-
Bride and many ether gentlemen who
wear prominently -upen their outer gar-
ments ‘‘white flowers of blameless
lives,” were members of the conven-
tion and consenting parties to fhis
resolution. There is no question that
these gentlemen are eminently quali-
fied to sit in judgment upon the pri-
vate character and public influence of
the Premier of Canada and to cen-
sure him for the bent he has given
to the moral tone of the people. How-
ever, it is not at all likely the public
will take either the Conservative con-
vention or the resolutions it passed
quite seriously. The public life of the
Dominion is probably cast upon quite
as high a plane as the public life . of
any nation upon the face of the globe.
It will not suffer in comparison with
the tone of public life in Great Britain,
France or Germany in the light of re-
cent revelations. It certainly has not
deteriorated since the days of the Mc-
Greevy scandal or since times consid-
erably anterior to that notorious trans-
action when the charter for a trans-
continental railway was sold and votes
were publicly bought in front of poll-
ing booths. Probably a person of in-
dependent judgment and of some polit-
ical experience would even agree that
the state of public morality has under-
gone a change for the better in this
province within the past ten or fifteen
vears. Mr. R. L. Borden’s name was
of course greatly honored by the late
prrovineial convention of Conservatives.
During his recent tour of the West Mr.
Borden was quite liberal in his pro-
mises to three of the provinces, in his
desire to win votes even running coun-
ter to the expressed views of the Con-
servative premiers of other provinces.
Some Eastern reviewers have censured
the Conservative leader’s liberality of
mind {in these matters, going the
length of characterizing it as bribery
on a wholesale scale. But of course it
was only evidence of a desire to ele-
vate the tone of public life.

As we have sald, however, the Van-
eouver Conservative convention’s rese-

lutions should not be taken seriously.
Most of the ‘thembers of that body
when’ they ‘were acquiescing in"such a
resolution as the one we have specifical-
ly mentioned knew in their hearts ‘that
the Premier ‘of Canada had done more
to elavate the tone of public morality
than any of his predecessors of the
Conservative political persuasion. The
vast. majority of Canadians know that
the name of Sir Wilfrid Laurier as a
statesman of high ideals—ideals, too,
which have been exemplified in prac-

EXPERT TESTIMONY
PUT IN FOR CHARMER

DAY, NOVEMBER 26, 1907.

This Week Will Offer Many Golde:
Opportunities to Save

The Contention of the Tartar’s Of-
ficers Contradicied by Witness
Produced To-Day.

The most important evidence given

at this morning’s session of the investi- |
gation which is being made inta the col- |
lision between the steamships Charmer |

and Tartar, was that of John Hislop

Alexander, agsistant superintendent of |

department. Mr. Alexander was called
by Mr. Bodwell, on hehalf of the

Charmer’s officers, to testify as an ex- |
pert upon the speeds of the two vessels i
at the time of the cellision as shown by |

the evidence offered.

When the witness was called Capt‘:
Reed, of the Tartar, asked whether he |

for engineering, and Capt. Reed said
that he #would later submit that this
certificate did not quaélify the witness
to speak as an expert.

Mr. Bodwell showed the witness a
number of calculations made by %he
chief engineer of the Tartar with the
object of showing that she had gather-
ed sternway at the time that

feet: per minute.
explained to the court that he had
taken all the information concerning
the Tartar's dimensions, her draught
at the time of the accident, the power
of her enginés and other facts neces-
sary to calculate her speed either ahead
or astern at the time that the two ves-
sels came together.

The evidence of the Tartar's officers
and Pilot Jones wag to the effect that
she was slowed for one minute, stopped
for one minute and then set full speed
astern for one minute before the col-
Iision. This, witness said, he had taken

into consideration, and he had also al- |.

lowed for the amount of resistance of-
fered. by the Tartar’s bottom, which
was very dirty. His calculations. led
him to believe-that the Tartar, when
the Charmer struck her, was going
ahead at a rate of, approximately, 3
knots an hour,

In answer to ‘a query from Capt.
Reed, witness sajd that he had used
Proude’s formulas for reaching his re-
sults. Froude had based .his figures
in regard to the reddction of speed
caused by foul bottoms on vessels upon
experiments whieh had been conducted
with hulls that had ndt been cleaned
for three months. The Tartar's bottom
had not been scraped for nine months;
and there would therefore be more re-
sistance offered through the friction
which the wetted surface would offer
to the water. Witness stated that he
had made every allowance for the Tar-
tar in making hig calculations.

Two photographs of the damaged
vessels were shown to the witness, and
Mr, Bodwell, picking out one that de-
picted the damage done to the Tar-.
tar, asked Mr. Alexander if there was
anything in the picture to show that
the Tartar was moving forward at the
time when the collision occurred.

“Yes,” was the reply. “The paint on
the Tartar’s hull is scraped back from
the bows. The scratches would indi-
cate that she was moving ahead, not
going astern when the Charmer hit
her.”

From a photograph of the Charmer's
damages’ the witness deducted the be-
lief that the Tartar was moving for-
ward at the time when the Charmer's
keen bows cut through her plates. He
pointed out that the bowg of the Char-
mer were bent toward the port side.

Further evidence was given by the
witness in respect to some diagrams,
made according to Capt. Whiteley, of
the Charmer, and purporting to show
the positions of the two steamships be-
fore and at the time of the acecident.

Capt. Reed said that these diagrams
represented the Charmer’s side of the
case. He would put in a number of
diagrams showing the positions of the
vessels from the Tartar’s point of
view.

Among the other witnesses called by
Mr. Bodwell was Capt. Hickey, who
was in command of the Charmer when
that vessel was alleged to have run
across the bows f the Holt Iliner
Titan on October f’)th.

Capt. Hickey described the incident
in question. He said that the Titan
was on his starboard bow in the fog
between Trial island and Discovery
island. He blew two whistles as soon
as the big steamship came into sight
and the Titan blew one blast., He im-
raediately decided to give the Titan her
way and answered with one blast set-
ting his helm hard-a-port. The Titan
then crossed his bows, passed about
two cables’ lengths away. Pilot Jones

i and the witness waved salutes to each

other.

Mr. Bodwell asked the witness what
would have occurred had the Titan
done the same in foggy weather.

“Well,” said Capt. Hickey, “I would
have struck her about the engine-room
as she was passing broadside and put
her out of commission. That is,” he
added, “if the Charmer’s prow had
stood for it.” (Laughter.)

About half-an-hour was then occu-
pied by Pilot Jones and the witness
in endeavoring to show that both were
WIong. ;

Reference being made to the Trial
island fog-signal, Capt. Hickey was
asked by Pilot Jones whether he
thought the fog-signal an efficient one.

“I do, sir,” replied the witness, “It
is an excellent fog-signal and a splen-
did aid to navigation.”

The investigation is continuing this
afternoon.

Jordan river is approximately 33
miles away from Victoria, in a direct
line. There would be considerable re-
sistance in carrying the power that
distance, but by using a very high
voltage the resistance can be very
much lessened. “If there is plenty of
water it is quite a feasible proposition,”
said Manager Goward this morning. |
“There is no lake or other reservoir at
Jordan river, but the Jordan meadows
seem to store the water well, for there
was a big stream running just before
the rains came, and this season has
been an unusually dry one.”

THE FUR MARKET.

As the season for trapping furs is ap-
proaching, all trappers and fur buy-
ers will probably be interested in what
the McMillan Fur & Wool Co., of Min-
neapolis, with branches at 1207 Lang-
ley street, Victoria, Edmonton, Winni-
peg, Prince Albert and St. Louis, Mo.,
have to say in their fall circular to the
trade about the prospects for the com-
ing fur season. They say:

Probably there has never been a time
in the history of the fur trade when
the future conditions were so uncer-
tain as they are at the present time, or

where the chances of heavy losses were |
Not that there is anything in- |

greater.
trinsically wrong with the trade itself,
but the overshadowing influence of the
financial stringency, so generally felt
throughout America, has cast a gloom
of uncertainty and distrust over the
whole market. To use a common
phrase, no one knows where they are
at. The prices of most articles of
furs are at the pinnacle, and if a drop
should come, which seems more than
likely, they will have a long way to
fall. We all hope that financial af-
fairs will right themselves shortly, and
business will go back to normal, but
they may not, and until they do values
of furs are mérely problematical. At
the present time we can’t sell anything
at any price. People would buy if they
had the money to pay with, but they
haven’t. During the greater part of
the manufacturing season in New
York the operators were out on strike,
and about the time they resumed work
the ecrisis in financial affairs became
more acute, with the result that
America is loaded down with- furs,
both raw and manufactured, and it
looks now as if the huge surplus will
have to be exported to Europe to be
sold for what it will bring.
Most of the Eastern dealers
called their buyers home, and are out
¢f the market entirely for furs at any
price. Past experience has taught
them that in times of stress an article
may look very cheap to-day, but in
reality it will be very dear ‘to-morrow.
The prices we have quoted are merely
néminal. We don’t know ourselves
Just what furs are worth now. Just
as soon as conditions improve, and
values have been readjusted, we will
issue another price list. In view of the
conditions now prevailing, it is sim-
ply folly for country dealers to pay, or
expect, high prices for furs, and if they
are wise they will buy furs safe or let
them alone. Don’'t pay any attention
to what your competitor is doing. If
he wants to load "up with high-priced
furs let' him do so. By the end of the
season he will have more wisdom, but
a much smaller bank account. .

GERMANY'S DEPRESSION.
Imperial Budget Authorizes Chancellor to
Borrow Nearly $100,000,000.

Berlin, Nov. 21.—The Imperial budget,
which was presented to-day, provides
authority te raise $65,125,000 by borrowing,
wkile the credit of former budgets has
not yet been realized to the amount of
$33,525,000. The new budget thus sanctions
borrowing $98,690,000. It further authorizes
the chancellor te raise temporarily a
maximum of $87,500,000 at the Imperial
bank, upon treasury bills, as his needs

may require.

Owing to the unfavorable state of the
Imperial finances,, the government has
decided to postpone the operation of the
sinking fund measure till a definite ar-
rangement can be made.

REFUSED 10 LET
JAPANESE LAND

P

NEW RULE ENFORCED
BY UNITED STATES

All Those With Passports for That
Country Must Go to American
Port.

Owing to the action of the local
United States immigration agents,
acting upon instructions from Wash-
ington, in refusing to examine any
Japanese destined for TUnited States
points, in Victoria, the 146 Japanese
brought here by the Weir steamship
Kumeric on Saturday were not allowed
to land but were taken on to Port
Townsend.

The local immigration agent for the
United States, Mr. Burford, notified
Dr. Milne on Saturday that he had re-
ceived instructions not to certify the
condition of Japanese immigrants Jand-
ing here with the intention of proceed-
ing to the States. The Kumeric was
bound for Tacoma and it was contend-
el by the United States officials that
the immigration officers at the latter
port should have the privilege of ex-
amining the immigrants. Dr. Milne
accordingly refused to allow them to
land.

Dr. Milne’s action prevented the Jap-
anese being dumped down in Victoria
with their United States passports,
and being kept here through the re-
fusal of the United States officials to
pass them.

Reports from Port Townsend show
that the Kumeric is being detained at
that port and that an investigation is
being made into the matter. The Ku-
meric may be fined for carrying over
one hundred passengers as she is only
classed as a freighter and it is said
that the United States regulations in
regard to sanitation and other matters
have been contravesned.

Seattle reports state that the Japan-
ese were formerly allowed to traverse
British' .Columbia on the strength of
their passports to the States, and that
this allowed many of them who had
been refused by the immigration offi-
cials at Yictoria to get into the States
over the border. This allegation is
emphatically denied by Dr. Milne, local
immigration agent, who points out
that the passports of all Japanese not
passed by the local United States im-
migration officials are returned to him,
and that Asiatics are then detained and
deported. In cases where the immi-
grants are landed here, thé Seattle pa-
pers state, the steamship companies
are not held liable for their deporta-
tion. This is also incorrect, as the

| which carried them here or on a vessel

owned by the same company,

FORMER VICTORIAN
RECEIVES PROMOTION

Major Joly de - Lotbiniere, Now
Stationed in Egypt, Has Seen

London, Nov. 6.—Captain and Brevet
Major H. G. Joly de Lotbiniere, Royal
Engineers, doing duty at Cairo, Egypt,
has just been promoted to substantive
field rank. Majory Joly de Lotbiniere,
who is' one of the two soldier sons of
Sir Henry G. Joly de Lotbiniere, K. C.
M. G., ex-Lieutenant-Governor of Brit-
ish Columbia, entered the Royal Engin-
eers in January, 1888, and was promot-
ed captain in 1891, and brevet major in
1900.

African war he was staff officer to the
director of railways, and he was em-
ployed in connection with the railways
during the greater part of the war, was
superintendent of a native refugee
camp for some time, and after the war
was employed under the Transvaal gov-
ernment.

S. M. OKELL DIED
SUDDENLY TO-DAY

Well Known Resident of Victoria
Passed Away This Morning
at His Home.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Stricken down in the midst of his work,
Samuel Moscrop Okell this morning pass-
ed peacefully away to his long rest. Only
last night he was about and attended
the quarterly meeting of the official
board of the Metropolitan Methodist
church. This morning he was called sud-
denly to meet the Great Judge.

Although only fifty-nine years of age,
the late Mr. Okell died full of years, his
life having been a strenuous one. He was
born at Lee, in the county of Lancashire,
England, where for twenty years he con-
ducted a wholesale grocery and bakery
business. In 181 he came to Canada, and
has been in business here ever since. He
was the inventor of a porcelain pot in
which to pack salmon, which was proved
to be an admirable invention, although
too expensive for common use. For the
past four or five years he has been act-
ing in the capacity of manufacturers’
agent on Yates street, where he had a
good business.

The late Mr. Okell was intensely inter-
etsed in the work of the Methodist
ckurch in England before coming to this
country, at one time going cut as an
evangelist and being very successful in
that position. Since coming here he has
continued his interest in the work of
that denomination and has acted in the
capacity of local preacher, often taking
the services in the city churches when
the pastors found it impossible to be pre-
sent. ‘

Besides being interested in church work,
the deceased gentleman always.consider-
ed it his duty to take an active part in the
government of the country. For this
purpose he allied himself with the Liberal
party, and at the time of his death was
a member of the executlve of the Liberal
Association in this ecity.”"'He considcred
it the duty of every man‘to intarest him-
self in the affairs of tHe!:state, and al-
ways stood for what wak pure anid clean
in political life.

A wife and large family are left to
mourn the loss.  Of the five sons, Harold
S. is the only one married, and he is at
present the light keeper at Trial Island.
George is the proprietor of the ,Capital
City Bakery and one of the organizers of
the Bakeries, Limited, and its future
manager. Fred. is taking a college course
at Toronto, where he is studying for the
Methodist ministry, while William and
Stanley are at home. Two daughters,
Mrs. Charles Mitchell, of this city, and
Miss Okell, survive him.

The funeral will take place on Monday
at two o’clock in the afternoon from:-the
residence of the deceased, at the corner of
Dalton street and Esquimalt road.

COLLIERIES UNABLE
10 FILL ORDERS

Companies Cannot be Held Re-
sponsible if Fuel Famine Occurs
in Prairie Provinces.

C. P. R. EXTENSION
IN WASHINGTON

Survey Party at Work Along Lake
Sammamish---Will Run Into
Seattle in Two Years.

For several weeks residents of Red-
mond and of Renton have been inter-
ested in the movements of a party cf
surveyors who have been running a
line down the west shore of Lake Sam-
mamish, says the Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer. That the surveyors are em-
ployees of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way is the belief of Seattle railroad
men, and that the line is part of the
proposed extension from Sumas to Sfe-
attle,

Former Judge W. H. White, of Red-
mond, said yesterday that the prelimi-
nary survey had been finished three
months ago, and that the party now
working between Renton and Redmond
was making the permanent location.

“I have talked to the surveyors at
varioug times,” said Mr. White, “and
they made no secret of the statement
that the line was to be part of the Can-
adian Pacific system. I was interested
in knowing, for- the reason that their
line runs through two of ray farms, cne
near Avondale and one at Redmond.

“According to their statements, tne
proposed extension of ghe Canadian Pa-
cific will be southward from Sumas to
Mount Vernon, thence through Everett
and Maltby, and from there down to
Redraond. The line runs =glong the
west shore of Lake Sammamish ard
then makes a slight curve to Renton.
Entrance to Seattle wiil be made from
the south.

“Three months agn the surveyors
camped on my farm, and I had oppor-
tunity to discuss the project at various
times. 'The engineers in charge in-
formed me that the work was 1o be
pushed as rapidly as possible, and that
within two years <Canadian Pacific
trains would be running into Seattle on
their own tracks.”

COMMISSIONER KING
T00K EVIDENCE HERE

Dr. Milne Gave Figures Relative to
Number Landing Here--
Other Testimony.

Some information which may serve
to elucidate the western view of the
Asiatic immigration question was laid
before W. L. Mackenzie King at the
city hall this morning.

For instance, statements were sub-
mitted by Dr. Milne, medical inspector
for the Port of Victoria, on the basis
of the number of Orientals arriving
here each month from January 29th to
October 27th of the present year.

The total number of Japanese immi-
grants passing Dr. Milne’s inspection,
for Canada, during this perfod was 3,-
851. Dr. Milne explained that all these
immigrants possessed passports for
Canada, and so far as he knew they
had all located here.

It was indicated in the statements
presented by Dr. Milne that in July
there were 749 passports issued to
Canada, 125 to the United States, and
seven for Canada and the TUnited
States.

In August there were 234 passports
to Canada, 153 to the United States
and four to Canada and the United
States,

In September there were 651 pass-
ports to Canada, 332 to the United
, States, and 14 to Canada and the Unit-
ed States.

In October there were 233 passports
to Canada, 179 to the United States,
and four to Canada and the TUnited
States.

The total number of passports held
by Japanese immigrants to Canada
from July 24th to October 27th inclu-
sive was 1,267; to the United States,
789, and to Canada and the TUnited
States, 29. There were also*55 to
Hawail and Mexico.

All these figures applied to the de-
barkations at Victoria only. The de-
barkations at Vancouver were separ-
ate entirely from Dr. Milne’s jurisdic-
tion.

Dr. Milne also submitted a state-
ment showing the number of Japs who
were for various medical reasons, de-
ported under his authority. These de-
portations are not included in the lists
given above. Taking them month by
month they were as follows:

January b5th, February 8th, March
4th, June 1st, July 11th, August 4th
and September 4th. Total during the
reriod covered 47.

In reply to a question 'of Commis-
sloner Mackenzie King, with respect to
the action taken in cases where sur-
reptitious entrance to the country was
sought by Oriental immigration, Dr.
Milne explained that fines amounting
to $2,32851 had ‘been imposed on
steamship companées, which became
liable in this connection, under the
immigration law. These fines applied
in cases where immigrants, who had
no right under the law to admittance
to the country, were permitted to es-
cape from the steamers. In all such
cases the steamship companies being
obligated to return the passengers to
the point of embarkation. The fines
collected from this source were sent by
Dr. Milne to the deputy minister of
the Interiar, whence they are handed
the intericr, whence they are handed

A statement showing the number of
Orientals attending the city schools
was also submitted. It showed that the
pupils numbered 44 Chinese boys, 6
Chinese girls and 3 Japanese boys,

Dr. Milne was unable to give the com-
missioner any information as to the
causes of the Oriental immigration, be-
yond the casual assumption, that they
sought t6 improve their condition
financially, or in other ways under
Canadian institutions. While inclined
to think that friends. had furnished
their transportation expenses, he could
not offer any explanation as to their
motives in doing so. Nothing had oc-
curred in connection with his work to
suggest that passports presented to
him were fraudulent. When Orientals
subject to return escaped from steam-
ers efforts were always made to recap-
ture them.

D. E. Brown, general superintendent
of the Oriental transportation service
for the C. P. R.,, was examined as to
the methods employed td secure pas-
senger traffic in the East. He knew of
no special reason for the influx of Hin-
dus, other than that which might be
traced to the passage of the Indian
military contingent through Canada in
connection with the Queen’s ‘jubilee,
These men saw that Canada was good
to look upon, and had no doubt as-
sisted to advertise it among their
countrymen. Some of the Hongkong
police, who were Hindus, were among
the first immigrants. This was five or
six years ago. 'And they found em-
ployment at comparatively good wages
here. Ang no doubt their reports sent
home had encouraged others to emi-
grate. In fact Mr. Brown recalled an
experience of his in Hongkong when
the goverhor had deplored to him the
loss of many good - policemén, who
had gone to Canada and wondered why
it was.

In Calcutta the C. P. R. had passen-
ger agents, not solely given to their
business, but who represented other
transportation companies as well,
These agents were paid on commission,
and perhaps they might occasionally
have adopted methods to crea‘e busi-
ness which the company would not ui-
timately approve of. He averred -that

_ instructions had been issued to their
eastern agents some years ago, that
they were not to induce emigration
from India as agents of the C. P. R.
These agents received a 45 per cent.
commission on tickets sold. The.C. P.
R. had no direct connections with In-
dia. The link between Calcutta and
Hongkong was served by other trans-
portation lines. All their passeugars
from India made connections at Hong-
kong. There was an excellent quaran-
tine service at Hongkong, and the

ships were subject to examination be-
fore sailing.

At 12 o’clock the commission adjourn-
ed to the steamer Kurmeric at the outer
wharf, where examination was made of
the Japanese passengers with a view
of ascertaining the conditions -iader
which they were encouraged to come
into the country.

WHEAT ATTRACTS Hite
PRICE IN WINNIPEG

Confidence Restored Among Ship-
ping Men--Produce Is Pur-
chased Freely.

Winnipeg, Nov. 22.—All grain men
interviewed with regard to financial
conditions stated that a decided relief
was undoubtedly being felt, both in
Winnipeg and throughout the éntire
west, and that a strong evidence of
this was to be seen in the fact that
grain was being purchased freely at
almost all shipping points in :he pro-
vince, several of which have been
closed during the past two or three
weeks. They also state that the hLigh
rate at which contract wheat is sell-
ing in Winnipeg at the present time is
another indication that the money 1is
beginning to flow into the country, and
that confidence is restored among all
who are engaged in the handling of
grain,

Wheat is selling at a much higher
figure in Winnipeg to-day than it is
in Minneapolis. It will be remembered
that previous to the time when the
movement was made to seek assistance
from the government, wheat took a
drop of 20 cents in 14 days.

CONVENTION OF

Calgary, Alb.,, Nov. 22.—The Baptist
convention of Western Canada was
made an accompljshed fact by the
adoption of a resolution, ‘“That
we, the accredited representa-
tives of the Baptist churches of
Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and
British Columbia, in convention as-
sembled, this the 21st day of November,
1907, in the city of Caigary, de now ap-
prove of the action of the joint com-
mittee on the union of Baptist conven-
tion of Manitoba and the Northwest
Baptist convention of British Colum-
bia in organizing a Baptist convention
of Western Canada, and do ratify the
same; and further, that we now pro-
ceed to a discussion of the constitution
prepared by the committee.”

INSTITUTE MET.

City Teachers Gather to Listen to In-
structive Lecture by Deputy
Minister.

At the regular quarterly meeting of
the Victoria Teachers’' Institute in the
Y. M. C. A. auditorium yesterday af-
ternoon, J. A. Anderson, deputy min-
ister of agriculture, gave a very inter-
esting paper on the “Trees of British
Columbia.””He spoke of the influence of
the forests on temperature, on the dls-
tribution of moisture; of the myths and
romance woven around the trees, and
of the value of the product of the for-
ests in all kinds of manufactures.

Continuing, he described the meth-
ods of logging, showing a picture of a
trce that had rushed down a mountain
side and driven itself right *through a
giant cedar.

Speaking of the matter of reforesta-
tion, Mr. Anderson showed that when
a fire followed the work of the logger,
there was a danger of the trees never
being replaced. He urged those pres-
ent to teach the value of the forests to
the children, so that they might, when
they grew up, conserve them for them-
selves and future generations.

Taking up each tree individually, he
described its structure and uses, deal-
ing with them in the order of import-
ance. The Douglas fir, of course, came
first, and as he told the story the lec-
turer passed around samples to illus-
trate the points of his paper. He told
particularly of the uses the Indians
make of the cedar—the large canoes
they hew from its trunk; the ropes they
make from its roots; and the baskets,
mats, and clothing they weave from
the bark.

The lecture was most instructive,
and at its close a hearty vote of thanks
to Mr. Anderson was passed.

F. Waddington opened the meeting
with a vocal solo, Jesse Longfield play-
ing his accompaniment.

TARTAR'S SIDE
OF THE CASE

OFFICERS EVIDENCE
BEFORE COMMISSION

They Contend That ANl Necessary
Steps Were Taken to Avoid
Troub'e.

When the investigation into the col-
lision betwecen the steamship Tartar
and Charmer was resumed yesterday
afternoon Pilot . R. Jones,
Tartar, took tre stand. His evidence
in regard to the navigation of the Tar-

tar from the tirae of leaving Vancouver |

until the Tartar’s officer first heard the
Charmer’s whistle was given in detail.
‘When the Tartar was about half a mile
rom the fog-bank the Charmer’s first
whistie was heard, but it was not pos-
sible to make out from which direction
it came. The Tartar’s whistle was
cleared and witness took out his watch
and tolé the third officer to see that
the Chinaman on duty blew the whistle
according to the regulations. Witness
had the Tartar’s whistle going as the
steamship approached the fog-bank.
He heard a second blast and recognized
it as the Charmer’'s whistle, The
“stand Dby"” bell was run down before
the Tartar entered the fog and the en-
gines were set slow as she entered the
fringe of the haze.

Witness said that the approaching
vessel suddenly blew a shor. blast to
indicate that she was going to siar-
board, which he replied to, 2t the same
time porting his helm. The Charmer
then biew two short blasts, signifying
that she  was going to port, that was,
across the Tartar's bows. The engines
of the Tartar had been stopped and he
ordered the quartermaster to pbut the
helm hard-a-port, at the same time
blowing a short blast to indicate that
he was persisting on his course to star-
board. The Tartar's engines were put
full speed astern and then the Charmer
loomed up through the fog and struck
her on the port bow at an angle of
about sixty degrees.

The cross-examinaition of the witness
by Mr. Bodwell was productive of much
argument and not a little humor.
Questioning failed to elicit very much
information of interest until Mr. Rod-
well referred to an incident which oc-
curred a few days before the Tartar
and Charmer collision. Witness was
asked if he had not run across the bows
of the Charmer a few days before the
collision while taking the Holt liner
Titan to Vancouver.

“If you want to hear about that inci-
dent,” said the witness, “I will tell you
all you wish ‘to know. I -wanted to
bring this matter up.”

Mr. Bodwell read a letter from Capt.
R. Day, which was adressed to Capt.
Gaudin, agent of marine, dealing with
the incident in question. The letier
read as follows.

S.8. Titan, Victcria, Oct. 15th,
To Capt. Gaudin, Agent of the Marine
Authority of Canada:

Dear Sir:—At 7.45 a. m. this morning,
having just rounded Trial Island in a
dense fog, under a “standby’” bell and
steaming at a moderate speed, we heard
a steamer’s fog whistle almost right
ahead, but a trifie on port bow. The
pilot immediately altered course one point
to starboard and dead slowed the en-
gines. The steamer ahead then blew oné
short blast, and we answered, altering
course another point to starboard. Op-
posing steamer blew another one short
blast. We replied and slopped engines,
because, in spite of one pert helm; the
bearing of opposing vessel’s whistles in-
dicated that she was not altering ner
course appreciably to starboard. Then
came two short blasts from approaching
vesgel. Pilot replied with one short blast,
hard-a-ported the helm and put the en-
gines full speed-astern. The approaching
steamer then loomed through the fog, in-
clined at a dangerous angle off our rort
bow, and then evidently hard-a-poried
and only just cleared our port side by 30
or 40 feet, going at a high speed. 'The
steamer’s name was the Charmer. My
steamer’s headway was almost stopped.

1 wish to point out to you that the offi-
cer in charge of the steamer Charmer
disobeyed the most elementary rule of the
road, and that it wis entirely due to our
pilot’s quick -initiathve and cautious ac-
tion, aided by good fortune, that a colli-
sion was avoided, a collision which under
prevailing conditions of weather and
gtrong tide, might have led, surely would
have led, to a serious loss of life and
property.

Trusting that this report will have the
desirable effect of preventing & recur-
rence of such mistakes.

ROBT. DAY,
Master of S. 8. Titan.

“Did you not dictate this letter?”
asked Mr. Bodwell.

**No, it is Capt. Day’s
mine,” replied the witness.
“But you dictated it, did you not?"
“Capt. Day and I agreed upon the

main points of the case.”

Mr. Bodwell read a report on the
same incident from an officer of the

harmer, in which it was stated that
the Titan, upon nearing the Charmer,
did not answer the -Charmer’'s signal
that she was going starboard, but blew
one blast instead, and went to port,
crossing the Charmer’'s bows. If the
Titan had held on her course she would
have passed a quarter of a mile away
from the Charmer. As it was, the two
vessels were not dangerously near and
the officers on the bridge of each waved
salutes to each other.

Mr. Bodwell asked the witness if he
did not give a cross-whistle. - Piiot
Jones replied that the Charmer was
well on his port bow and that he would
not take a 16,000-ton. vessel ingide of the
Charmer’s course.

“But you don’t deny th&t you put
your helm over and tried to cross the
Charmer’s bows in the same way that
you did to her when on the Tartar?”
asked Mr. Bodwell.

“Well, that is your opinion,”
Pilot Jones’ reply.

Mr. Bodwell endeavored to show that

‘the Tartar was too near to the Charm-

ér's course when the collision occured,
and asked:

“Did you ever take & big steamship

as close to Sturgeon bank as you did
on this occaslon?”

“It was pertectly safe,”
of witness.

“How far were you from the Charmer
when you heard her whistle first?”

“About a mile and a half”

“And she was about one point on the
port bow at the time?”

“Yes.”

“Then you were practically on the
same course as the Charmer and there-
fore too close to the bank?”

“No, I was one and a half miles from
the Sandheads buoy and two miles from
the lightship.”

“And I don’t think you have any
right to such an assumption,” returned
the witness.

‘““When you first heard the Charmer’s
whistle,” said Mr. Bodwell, ‘“you were
closer to Sturgeon bank than you

““The supposition is absolutely ridicu-
lous,” came the reply.

Capt. Jones, the assessor, questioned
the witness in regard to the blasts that
had been blown on the Tartar’s whistle,

“When you went astern did you blow
the blast to show what you were do-
ing?” asked Capt. Jones.

‘““No, the Tartar still had a little way
on her and I wanted the other vessel
to kno“ that I was persisting on my
course.’

Replying to Mr. McMullin, witness
said that the Tartar’s whlstle was in
good working order on the day of the
collision.

Mr. Davies, chief officer of the Tartar
for the past nine years, was called to
the stand. He gave evidence in regard
to the Tartar’s navigation from the
time of leaving Vancouver until after
the collision. Cross-examined, witness
admitted that his report to D. E.
Brown, written just after the collision,
had been written mostly from memory.
Mr. Bodwell pointed out that there was
only one discrepancy between the evi-
dence given by witness and the report.
That was in .respect to the time at
which the Tartar’s course was changed,
the report stating 5:20 p. m. while the
witness, in evidence, stated 5:256 p. m.

Witness explained that all memoran-
dum notes were made in a “scrap log”
from- which the official log was made
out and signed by the captain. He had
not referred to this log when he wrote
his report, as. he remembered all the
incidents accurately enough for a
statement that was not being made on
oath.

Capt. Reed said that witness could
produce the scrap log. The investiga-
tion then adjourned until this morning.

The gvidence of the Tartar’s officars
wasg concluded this morning at the in-
vestigation which is being held into the
collision between that steamship and
the Charmer on'the evehing of October
17th. This moérning’s session closed
with a statement from the counsel for
the Charmer’s; officers, E. V. Bodwell,
K. C., in which he outlined the case he
intended to present.

J. H. Davis, chief officer of the Tar-
tar, was recalléd this morning upon
the opening of the court! He producad
the “scyap log book,” which he referrad
to in his evidence yesterday afternoon.

‘When asked by Mr. Justice Martin
how he managed to Keep all the tiries
of changing the vessel’'s course and
such incidents to specific minutes, wit-
ness said that he must have looked at
his watch. He had no distinct recollec-
tion of doing so, but he was sure thit
the times mentioned by him were cor-
rect.

Robert Winter, third officer of the
Tartar, next took the stand. He said
that he went on the Tartar’s bridge at
5 p. m. on the day of the collision. The
Tartar was being steered 3. 2 W. at
the time and Point Gray buoy was one
mile distant. -At 5:20 p. m. the course
was altered to 8. 14 W., which course
wag held wuntil 5:25 p.. m., when the
course\was ajtered to S. 20 E. At 5:45
p. m. a whistle wag heard ahead of the
Tartar in the fog and at 5:50 p. m.
witness gave one long blast on the Tur-
tar’s whistle. Another minute passed
and the engines were put slow. Wit-
ness then heard one short blast nearly
ahead. He immediately answered with
a similar blast and the Tartar’s heim
was put a point to port. Another short
blast was answered and then witness
suddenly heard two sharp blasts from
the Charmer. The Tartar’s epgines
were stopped and another short blast
sounded on her whistle. The opposing
vessel sounded two short blasts again
and the Tartar’'s engines were set full
speed astern. Then the Charmer came
out of the fog and struck the Tartar on
the port bow.

The report of the witness which he
sent to D. E. Brown was produced by
Mr. Bodwell and read: There were one
or two slight discrepancies between :he
report and the witness’s statements,
which the witness said was due to the
fact that he had not taken very great
care in getting the times of various
happenings quite accurate in his re-
port. On oath he quoted from notes
made at the time.

“What did you make these notes on,”
asked Mr. Bodwell.

“I made them on a scrap of pape*
and then transferred them to & note-
book,” said the witness.

Witness said that he had not talked
the matter over with anybody since the
collision. He was asked to produce the
notebook in which he entered the vari-
ous times for this afternoon’s session.

Quartermaster M. Mulligan sald that
he was at the wheel when the collision
occurred.. He steered a course of S. 22
E. going into the fog. When he 1e-
ceived the first order of ‘port, one
point,” he put the helm over and then
hard-a-port when the Charmer struck
the Tartar.

“How do- you remember the courses
you steered?” asked Mr..Bodwell. %

“It’s my business to do -so.”

“How much did you give the ship
when you received the order a little to
port?”

“Fifteen degreeﬁ by the wheel.”

“Would that bting her around a
point?”’

“It might, but I cannot say exactly.”

“Were you swinzing when you struck
theé Charmer?” asked Mr. Bodwasll.

“Put it the otheér way,” replied the wit-
ness. ‘‘“The Charmer struck us.” (Laugh-
ter). “I think we weére still swinging,”

In answer to quetsions by Capt. Reed,
witness said that the steering compass
differed from the standard compass by
which the courses were shaped.

To Mr. Justice Martin witness said that
he heard the Charmer give one short
blast, which was answered by the Tartar,
and then the Charmer gave two short
dblasts. The Tartar answered.with one.
The Charmer again gave two short
blasts, which were answered by one from
the Tartar.

Chief Engineer John Gould gave' evi-
dence regarding the orders received by
the telegraph in the engine room. Allow-
ing for a general discrepancy of
minutes between the engine room ciock
and fhe chionomeler on the bridge these
times corresponded with the officers’
statements.

Witness gave a detailed account of the
signals received and also read a theorati-

cal work tc show.that the Tartar had |

commenced to go astern when the colli-
sion occurred. In regard to this counsel
and the witness indulged in a lengihy
argument,

Taking up one of the statements made
by the witness, Mr. Bodwell said: “You
know quite well that you can’t stop the
Tartar in three lengths by setting
engines full astern after she
going 11 knots for several miles.”

“I know that she can be stopned, and

was the reply.

Gerald Edward Bright, second officer of
the ' Tartar, also gave evidence. His
statements coincided with those of the
other officers.

Capt. Reed said that he had no other
witnesses to call, and Mr. Bodwell said
that he would outline the case for his
clients so that Capt. Reed, who had not
engaged counsel, could prepare his de-
fence against it.

Mr. Bodwell said that he would endeav-
or to show that the Charmer was two or
three points on the starboard bow of the
Tariar when the former's first whistle
was heard. If the Tartar had held on
this course no collision would have oc-
curred. He would try to show that the
Tartar took an inside course and that
Pilot Jones went close in from Point
Gray .in order to pick up his bearings

from the Sandheads lightship. The Tar- |
tar was inside the Charmer’s course if |

this was the case, and it would appear
that Pilot Jones upon hearing the Charm-
er's whistle in the fog endeavored to get
outside of her by crossing her bows in
the same way as he was said to
crossed the Titan's bows a few days be-
fore. He gave one whistle to compel the
Charmer to go inside of the Tartar and
ported his helm to carry the Tarilar out-
side the other steamship.

Mr. Bodwell produced a number of
charts and diagrams which he will use
in his case, and an adjournment was or-
dered until 2 e’clock this afternoon, the
court rising at 12.40 o’clock

At yesterday afternoon’'s sitting of
collision of the steamships Tartar and
Charmer, Capt. Whiteley of the Char-
mer continued his evidence. He testi-
filed that the weather was fine until
Active Pass was approached. He was
taking a nap when a loud blast from

the whistle’aroused him. He went on

1.deck and saw they were running into

a fog bank. He had heard a whistle
that he took to be that of the Princess
Victoria, and in order to give plenty
of roomm he had starboarded the helm
half a point. He afterwards came back
on his course. Wihen the &g was
entered the regular fog whistle was
kept going. This consisted of blasts
of from three to four seconds each,

with twenty seconds between. .This
is understood on the coast. He heard
the Sandhead bell right a-beam at 5:44
and changed the course of the Char-
mer. About ten minutes after he
héard -the whistle®* from the other
steamer, about one and a half or two
points on the starboard bow.

“We were two miles past the Fraser
river,” said the witness, “and I had
just blown the fog signal when I heard
the whistle, and I saw it must be from
a ship either-coming in or going out.
I blew two short blasts, told the quar-
termaster to starboard her one point
and slowed down the engines. I then
started in blowing three to our second
blasts every ten seconds, but I heard
no other whistle till half a minute or
a minute before the collision. Then I
heard a whistle and almost at the same
moment saw the Tartar coming out of
the fog. She was then six points on
our stdtboard bow and was N.E. by N.
from us. When I first caught sight of
her I could see between her fore and
main masts and she was swinging rap-
idly on a port helm. Directly I saw
her I rang the engines full speed
astern. The engineer responded at
once, but the Tartar was swinging and
kept on swinging till the ships came
together.”

Had the Tartar given another signal |

ten or fifteen seconds after the first
he could have located her and kept out
of the way. If the Tartar had held to
her original course the accident would
have been avoided.

Capt.‘ Reed cross-examined Capt.
Whiteley at length. The passages be-
tween the captains were quite spirited
at times.

On the conclusion of the cross-ex-
amination, Capt. Reed, addressing the
commission, gave instances of fog
causing signals to appear to come
from a different direction to that from
which they actually came.

Chief Officer Campbell of the Prin-
cess Victoria testified to passing the
Charmer off the bell buoy.

Chief Officer Taylor of the Charmer
in his evidence corroborated in large
part Capt. Whiteley’s account of the
movements of the vessel.

ISLAND CARS WENT
FAR FROM HOME

Visitor From Southern Colorado
Located E. & N. Line and
Cleared up Mystery

+ H. C. Nicholls and wife of Trinidad,
are registered at the King Edward ho-
tel. .

A reporter discovered in conversation
with Mr. Nicholls, that there is one
other Trinidad at leagt than the sugar
cane growing island of the South Am-
erican coast. The Trinidad that the
visitors hail from is located in Colo-
rado, near the New Mexico border, and
possesses a population of 18,000 people.
In earlier days the town wsa inhabited
by the Spanish. prominent among whom
there were settlers from the molasses-
producing Trinidad known to the com-
mon geography, and they perpetuated
their association with tne island, by
calling their new home Trinidad also.

Twenty years ago Trinidad was the
rendezvous of a considerable ranching
territory. The surrounding country
was visited by many English and Scot-
tish immigrants, some of whom en-
listed home capital, and embarked in
the cattle raising business on a large
scale. Among these ranchers herds of
75,000 and 100,000 head were not uncom-
mon. But time depleted the grazing
possessions of the country, and ranch-
ing gradually dwindled to an industry
of lesser degree. Trinidad found great-
er possessions beneath the surface of
the earth. The mining of coal was be-
gun and it has developed to-d«y into.an
industry of great proportions. All the
coal raised in the district is marketed
in the United States, and still the de-
mand is unsupplied.

The big Bessemer steel plant in Pue-
blo, the largest of its kind in the world,
is supplied from the Trinidad mines,
and the American Smelting & Refining
Company, with establishments at Ta-
coma, Everett and other parts of the
United States, draw all their coal and
coke from this source.

The visit of Mr. Nicholls to Victoria
has cleared up a point of doubt which
existed in his mind as a coal mine op-
erator himself. On several occasions in
Trinidad he was called upon to load
cars, bearing the letters E.*& N. on
their sides. And, said Mr. - Nicholls
this morning, “I never knew till to-day
where these cars came from.” A stroll
through the E. & N. railway yards en-
lightened Mr. Nicholls on this point.
‘What interests there were which took
the cars of the Island railway imto the
territory of the Southern States, Mr.
Nickolls could not say, but there-they
were quite a number of years ago, too,
the pioneers perchance of a volume of
commerce to follow in later years. At
least Mr. Nicholls, who has been ob-
serving, sorg@thing of the Island’s ca-
pabilities and promise as a producer,
agrees that this may well be so.

Mr. Nicholls’ nearest neighbor in
Trinidad, Colorado, is Mr. MacKenzie,
a Scotrhman, who manages a concern
known as the Matador Land & Cpttle
Company, on behalf of ¢ld c-ountrylap-
ital. The visitor says the town is peo-
pled also with a noticeable representa-
tion of the Latin race, and quite a num-
ber of Chinamen and Japs.

Mr. and Mrs. Nicholls, are delighted
with Victoria, and having made its ac-
quaintance for the first time, say they
may return again to spend a longer
holiday.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR
QUEBEC DISASTER

Officers of Phoenix Bridge Company
Throw Onus on Engineer
Theodore Cooper.

Montreal, Nov, 21.—A special from
Philadelphia says: ‘Vigorous language
directed against Theodore Cooper, with-
out mincing of words, marks the testi-
mony given by officers and engineers of
the Phoenix Iron & Bridge Company,
to the commission which is examining
into the collapse of the Quebec bridge
on August 20th last. On the shoulders
of the old engineer is placed the burden
of responsibility for the fall of the
mighty structure, the completion of
which was to have been the crowning
point of his career. The charges made
agdinst Cooper are:

1. That when the engineers of the
Phoenix Company, who were on the
bridge, reported that the chords were
deflected, Cooper replied that there was
no danger.

2. That Cooper did not inform any
of the Phoenix officials that $100 worth
of timber and bolts would brace the
weak spot until it could be permanent-
ly strengthened.

3. That Cooper placed a unit stress
of 24,000 pounds per square inch on the
structure, which was a larger stress
than has ever before been recorded.

4. That Cooper refustd to visit the
plant at Phoenixville and view the put-
ting together of the first chord made
for the bridge.

5. That Cooper knew a large crane
was to travel as far as the end of the
suspended anchor arm.

6. That Cooper ordered the main span
lengthened from 1,600 to 1,800 feet.

G. 7. P. IS NOT
USING ORIENTALS

Evidence Gven by G. A. McNicholl,
Purchasing Agent, Before Com-
m’ss‘on at Vancouver.

Before Commissioner King in Van-
couver evidence was given yesterday
relative to the G. T. P.'s position on
the Oriental labor question. It had
been urged that the G. T. P. was seek-
ing Orientals for labor on the line. G.
A. McNicholl, purchasing agent, was
called, and informed the commissioner
that they had@ nothing whatever to do
with engaging Oriental labor. Mr.
McNicoll stated that after reading in
the press that he would probably be
called to the stand he’ had wired F.
W. Morse, vice-president and general
manager, asking him ‘whether he could
give evidence to the-effect that the
G, T. P. was not engaging Oriental la-
bor and had no contracts with any
companies, and further that D. H.
Hays, brother of C. H. Hays, president
of the G. T. P.,, was in any way con-
nected ‘with the company. The witness
produced a copy of the telegram re-
ceived, which stated that Mr. Hays
was not connected with the company

and that no Oriental labor had been’

contracted for.

Mr. McNicholl is purchasing agent of
the company, and stated that part of
his duties were to supply the survey
parties. He said that Foley Bros. &
Larson had the contract for construct-
ing the Kitimaat & Copper River roéad.
The G. T. P. had acquired the shares of
the Pacific & Omineca road, and the
British' Columbia Tie & Lumber Com-
pany had a contract to supply 500,000
ties in British Columbia. Only white
labor is employed by the company in
construction. There were a few Asi-
atics, probably 25 Japanese, engaged
under J. H. Bacon, the company’s en-
gineer at Prince Rupert.

W. Boultbee, of the Nippon Supply
Company, had approached him and
asked him if any Japanese laborers
were required, as his company could
supply them. Mr, McNicoll informed
Mr. Boultbee that noné was required,
and there was no use in telegraphing
to headquarters. The witness said
that the late Mr Russell had no au-
thority to make arrangements for la-
borers for the G. T. P. '

Commissioner King read a letter from
C. Wilson, asking that subpoenas be
issued and sent to Prince Rupert to Mr.
Hays and Mr. Bacon, and said that he
would send a man north on the first
boat. However, in view of Mr. Mec-
Nicholl’'s evidence, he did not consider
this course necessary, but if Mr. Wil-
son wished it hg would do so.

After consulting\ with G. Cowan, Mr.
Wilson said that he would not like to
inconvenience the gentleman, and
would formally withdraw the applica-
tion.

Commissioner King stated thdat he
would instruct a solicitor to go to
Prince Rupert and have Messrs. Hays
and Hudson swear to an affidavit, as
he would like to have some record and

CHEAP GAS 1S
NOW PROMISED

STRAW, SAW-DUST AND
OTHER REFUSE USED

J. Russell Coutts, Inventor of the
New Process, Is in the
City.

The fuel problem has been solved.
No longer will scientists compile statis-
tics to show that in a few years all the
fuel in the world will be gone and in-
| quire what shall then be dome. Gas is

and lighting agent, especially on the
prairie regions, where the winters are
o cold and ordinary fuel is so scarce.
The generating power will be the refuse
straw and other products which are
every year consumed by fire.

Such 1is the opinion of J. Russell
Coutts, the inventor of the new pro-
| cess of making gas from straw, who
is in Victoria to-day. He is a Cana-
dian and finds himself among old friends
one -of them being Dr. Ernest Hall,
whom he knew during his school days.
Mr. Coutfs is a Canadian, having been
educated at Toronto University, but he
now lives at Cleveland in the state of
Ohio. He is making a business trip
west for the purpose of interesting the
pecple in his invention.

“There is enough straw and other
waste products lost every year on the
prairies within a radius of five miles of
the cities to provide both heat and light
for the people of these places,” said the
inventor in conversation this morning.
“The gas is manufactured from straw,
corn cobs and stalks, and other waste
materials on western farms,

“For nearly a year we have furnished
gas for the town of Beatrice, the third
in size in the state of Nebraska. This
has resulted in a reduction in price of
76 per cent. 'T'ney were paying before
that time $2.25 per thousand feet, while
we can supply it at a profit to ourselves
at $1_a thousand. So satisfactory has
the supply been that the city has given
the contract to us for lighting the
streets, replacing the electric light
whieh is at present used.

“Calculating on a product of one ton
of refuse to the acre, which is a conser-
vative estimate, two hundred and fifty
miliions tons of produce goes up in
smoke every year throughout the grain
belt. Out of every ton of refuse the
new process creates a value of $17,
since every ton of straw distilled in the
retort yields between fifteen and six-
teen thousand feet of good commercial
gas. This result s extraordinary in
view of the lesser gaseous products ob-
tained from coal, best coal gas produc-
ing only eleven thousand feet per ton.

“The bi-products are also of great
value, thirty per cent of the weight of
each ton distilled remaining as coke,
which is blown in as fuel for benches
and boilers. Other products are wood
alcohol, acetic acid, and acetone, as
well as large quantities of tar.

“The company hag already secured
franchises throughout Canada and
United States and the process has been
patented in thirteen different countries.

“I have been working at this for
three years,” continued Mr. Coutts,
“put it is only eighteen months since
the plan has been in operation. It was
tested in the suburban plant in Cleve-
land after numerous experiments. My
comnpany has commenced extensive con-
struction work in the principal cities
on the prairies, such as Brandon, Ed-
monton, Strathcona, Portage la Prai-
rie, and Moose Jaw. The price for the
gas will go so low that it will be used
for fuel in place of coal and thus solve
the fuel problem.

“How does \that affect British Colum-
bia?”’ he was asked. “Well, it affects
it this way,” came the reply, “every
year there are largé quantities of saw-
dust and other wood products go to
waste. These may be used similarly to
the straw on the prairies and with like
results.

Outline of Some of the Work Which
Is Being Carried Out
There.

The Western Fuel Company of Na-
naimo iz making considerable improve-
ments to its plant at that city. E.
Jacobs, who has just returned to the
city, says that he was courteously af-
forded every facility for obtaining par-
ticuiars of the Western Fuel Com-

pany’'s extensive surface plant and
operations at No. 1 mine, Protection
| Island, and Brechin (Northfield No. 4
‘n.me). He met the general manager,
| T. R. Stockett, who had just returned
from California; the superintendent of
| mires, Thos. Graham; the superintend-
ent of construction and chief engineer,
Arthur W. Bowman, and the master
mechanic, A. 'S. Hamilton. These of-
ficials gave him much detailed infor-
mation, which will later be used in a
descriptive article to be published in
the Mining Record.

Briefly, Mr. Jacobs states the West-

energetic policy of further development
of its coal mines and increased produc-
tion therefrom. Buildings erected and”
plant installed during recent years at
No. 1 and Northfield, respectively, are
much better adapted to expeditious and
economical working of the mines and
production of coal than was generally
the case before the properties were
acquired by the present owning com-
pany, while the facilities for preparing
the mines’ product for market, and the
shipping facilities, are modern and ef-
fective.

A conservative estimate of gross
total production for the current calen-
dar year is 500,000 tons, this including
all coal mined and paid for by the com-
pany. On November 6th inst. a record
was made for a single day’s production,
working one shift. On that day there
were hoisted at No. 1 mine 1,565 tons,
and at Northfield 1,238 tons, together
2,805 tons. The best single day’s record
of the New Vancouver Coal Company,
when it was operating the Nanaimo’s
colliery, was 2,450 tons from three
mines, each working two shifts.

The Western Fuel Company is con-
structing a railway car ferry slip for
use by the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company in connection with the E. &
N. railway.- From the end of the slip
to the junction of the connecting line
or near the E. & N. railway near where
the old line to Havewood passes under
the E. & N., the distance is 2.87 miles.
This. connecting line will pass close to
No. 1 pithead, and thence to the slip
in the harbor immediately south of
the W. F. Co.’s main shipping whart.
At the end of a long trestle approach a
three-throw swith provides rail
connection with three separate tracks
over the landing and slip to the ferry
barge. The apron for the slip is in
course of construction; the trestle
work and additional piling will be un-
dertaken shortly. It is expected the
slip will be ready for use by the early
spring of next year.

COMMISSIONER KING

Mr. King gave instructions to the im-
migration officials that, no Japanese
were to carry on any c&wersation with
their fellow countrymen on board, and
then, in company with Dr. Miline, Do-
minion immigration agent, he proceed-
ed to examine a number of the new
comers with a view to obtaining in-
formation in respect to the way in
which the exodus to Canada was being
handled on the Japanese side. It is
anticipated that Mr. King’s investiga-
tion on the Kumeric will reveal some
very interesting facts in connection
with the emigration offices said to be
carrying on business. in the Japanese
cities.

That an investigation conducted upon
a steamship immediately upon its ar-
rival in port will be more productive of
results than an investigation carried on
on shore whan the witnesses have been
“posted” as to the statements they
should make, is at once apparent, and
Mr. King’s action is examining the
KXumeric’'s passengers is a most com-
mendable one. ;

GAME SITUATION

IN THE INTERIOR

W. Manson Says Deer Are Becoming
Scarce--He Protests Against
Absentee Wardens.

‘W. Manson, the hunter and guide of
Lillooet, is in the city.

A reporter’s mention of game, as a
subject of conversation, elicited an
emphatic assertion from the woods-
man that the deer in hig district, at
least, are diminishing in alarming de-
g8ree.

The Indians, says Mr. Manson, are
loath to accept the idea that the deer
have been exterminated. They explain
the failure of the hunt on the moun-
tains by saying that the game is down
below, and failing to find the herds in
their accustomed haunts in the val-
leys, they say the deer are still in the
hills. The truth is, said Mr. Manson,
that they are neither in one place nor
the other.

The hunter attributes the disappear-
ance. of the deer to the ravages of their
natural enemies, the panthers, coyoes,
wolves, lynxes and other beasts which
prey upon them for food. One panther,
he says, will devour three deer a week,
and an ordinary coyote will eat the
hams off a deer in a couple of meals.
The scarcity of rabbits and other
smaller prey which serve the appetites
of the forest prowlers, has led to a
more persistent attack on the deer, and
this has assisted in thinning out the
herds and to prevent their natural, in-
crease. As a deer slayer Mr. Manson
eays the eagle must also be reckoned
with, as these verocious birds, when
pressed by ..unger, will destrey not
only the helpless fauns, but compara-
tively full grown animalg as well. And
then there is the hunter and the Win-
chester rifle.

Mr. Manson suggested that a revision
of the bounties to encourage the de-
struction of the animals that prey upon
the deer might have a beneficial effect.
He also criticised the policy of permit-
ting game wardens to administer their
futies from atar, instead of having
them engaged in the game centres,
which they are supposed to protect.

CONSPIRACY CASE.

Men Convicted of Embezzling From U.
8. Government to be Tried on
Another Charge.

‘Washington, D. C.. Nov. 23.—A peti-
tion for a writ of certiorari in the fa-
mous case against Ben. D. Greene and
John F. Gaynor, in which they have
been convicted of the embezzlement of
$600.000 from the government of the
United States, was filed in the United
Btates Supreme Court to-day.

The case will involve some interna-
tional questions because of the fact
that Greene and Gaynor were arrest-
ed in Canada and after some time were
extradicted to the United States. The
yquestion will be raised as to whether
n person indicted in the United States
for a crime not included in the Canad-
lan treaty can be tried for such a crime
after the surrender by the Canadian
authorities upon a demand for extra-
dition based on other crimes.

The two men are under sentence of
tmprisonment for four years by the
United States court for the southern
listrict of Georgia, on the double charge
of embezzlement and conspiracy, the
tonspiracy being alleged to have been
rommitted in connection with Captain
Carter, formerly of the United States
trrmy, who has already served a term
n prison on the same charge.

IMMIGRATION SCANDAL,

Official at Los Angeles. Charged With
Taking Bribes From Chinese.

Los Angeles, Nov. 23.—A scandal of
considerable magnitude has developed
in the local United States Chinese im-
migration service, involving one of the
more prominent officials of the service
in this city. Extorting money from
Chinese on promises of immunity from
arrest on charges of illegally being in
the country is the charge. Robert Tay-
lor, special agent of the United States
government, has just concluded an ex-
haustive investigation and forwarded
a voluminous report to Washington.
He declines to state the nature of this
report. Guy H. Tuttle, prominent
among the local inspectors, telegraphed
his resignation to Washington and de-
parted the day following. He is now in
Honolulu.

HOSPITAL WANTS
LARGER GRANT

COUNCIL LACKS THE
FUNDS FOR PURPOSE

0il Storage Building Will be Allowed
on Coffin Is!and--Routine
Business Transacted.

Last evenlné’s council meeting, al-
though called mainly for the object of
discussing Ald. motion in re-
gard to seeking amendments to the
Victoria Waterworks Act at the com-
ing session of the provincial legisla-
ture, was devoted to a number of mat-
ters, the majority of the business on
the agenda paper for Monday night’s
session being cleaned up.

A letter from the board of directors
of the Jubilee hospital, asking the
council to fulfill its promise of an in-
creased grant for the year was re-
ferred to the finance committee for a
report, although the chairman of that
body, Ald. Vinecent, informed the coun-
cil that it was hopeless to thihk of the
grant being made.

When the motion to refer the letter
to his committee was made Ald. Vin-
cent asked, “What is the use? I don’t
see any chance of the council making
this grant with the money on hand,
and I think that the matter should be
dealt with by the aldermen at once.”
The letter went, however, to the com-
mittee.

It was as follows:

At a meeting of the directors of this
hospital, last evening, the question . of fin-
ance was considered and it was found
that during the past five months the ex-
penditure has exceeded revenue $3,299.46,
after including in revenue the provincial
government per capita grant and the sum
of $2,000 received from the city of Victoria.

The deficit is largely made up of ac-
counts for ordinary repairs to the pre-
mises, absolutely necessary to the proper
upkeep of the institution, and still leav-
ing several important works untouched.
After allowing for these repairs, there is
still a deficit on actual maintenance ac-
count due solely to the large number of
Victoria city free patients treated with-
out proportionate financial assistance.

When the financial position of the hos-
pital was last brought to your notice, it
was promised that the city grant for this
yvear would be increased to $7.500, provid-
ed the sum of $2,500 was available after
the taxes for the current year had been
paid.

It is understood that the tax collections
have been quite equal to previous years,
if not better, and the directors would,
iherefore, be pleased if you +will make
the additional grant of $2,500, which they
fully expected to receive from your honor-
able body.

A communication from the secretary
of the B. C. Agriculiural Association,
together with the resolution condemn-
ing the’ projected abolition of the li-
quor bar at the fair grounds, was read
and received, and filed without discus-
sion.

F. C. Winkler, who has, for a con-
siderable time, endeavored to obtain
permission for an oil storage build-
ing on Coffin island, and whose last
letter was referred to the city solici-
tors, will receive the permit asked for.

The city solicitors wrote as follows,
in reporting on his communication:

Gentlemen:—Provided the plans lodged
do now show a building specially designed
for the storage of oils and unsuitable for
othér purposes, and otherwise the plans in
accord with the city regulations, we think
Mr. Winkler's undertaking must now be
accepted.

In his case, having regard to all the
circumstances and expressions used in
his letters to the council, it is incumbent
upon the city officials to carefully watch
the erection and the use to which it is
afterwards put, and it will be in order to
direct the attention of tne fire marshal to
his duty in this respect.

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The above communication was re-
ferred to the building inspector to act
according to the advice of the solici-

HAVANA, (UBA

PROJECT UNDER WAY
FOR UNIQUE RAILWAY

An Interesting All Rail Line Is Being
Constructed From Florida
to Isfand.

New York, Nov. 22.—From Canada to
Cuba by Pullmans which, through a
considerable portion of the journey, will
run above the surface of the sea is a
promise of the near future. In the
early days of next January it will for
the first time be possible for Canadians
to cross the United States by an all-
rail route to the West Indies, journey-
ing from .Miami southward along the
line of the Florida keys and thence by
car ferry a short distance across the
Straits of Havana. This achievement
of building a sea-going railroad—which
is, perhaps, the most interesting feat in
construction since the great Canadian
trans-continental highways of steel
were built—is now well along. Already
a temporary terminal has been chosen
f:om which steamers connecting with
irains will very shortly begin .to ply to
Havana, 115 miles distant.

The complete effect is as if the “Pearl
of the Antilles” had been moved a hun-
| dred miles or more nearer to the United
States, and hence to all points in Can-
ada. The journey to Cuba from Mon-
1real, Quebec-or Toronto, will have been
shertened at least by one-fourth and
from the Northwest provinces of Brit-
ish Columbia correspondingly.

The construction of this railway over
iand and water, following the line of
the coral islands curving in sickle
shape from the Florida mainland to
Key West, is an accdomplishment to
which Henry M. Flagler, of New York,
has devoted his time and large re-
sources for several years past. Though
his fortune was made in other indus-
trial enterprises, Mr. Flagler's recent
work in life has been the transforma-
tion of the eastern half of Florida from
a bharren waste of sand into a thriving
industrial section and the winter play-
ground of North America.

The notion of extending the Florida
East Coast railroad to Key West and
of conveying his trains thence by rapid
traneit car ferries directly to the Cuban
capital is said first to have taken shape
in Mr. Flagler's mind during the Span-
ish war. The idea rested with him for
a time until at length he directed that
a survey should be made by competent
engineers to discover whether it would
ke possible to establish such a road.
Ars a result of investigations, volumin-
ous reports, estimates, drawings and
blue-prints were submitted to the
financier. Mr. Flagler looked them over
hastily, and then turning to his vice-
rresident and general manager, J. J.
Parrott, he said: ‘“What I want to
know is whether this road can be built.”
“Yes, it can,” was the ready reply.
“Then go ahead and build it,” was the
authorization from which great activity
resulted.

A beginning was made in 1905. Since
then the roadway strewn with white
coral;, has been advancing steadily
southwestward from Miami, with long
leaps from island to island. The con-
struction army of between three and
four thousand men has required for its
operation a veritable navy, including
steamboats, tugs, lighters, hundreds of
bharges and bateaux, launches, floating
barges, pumps, pile drivers and repair
shops. Camps and transport supplies
have been established on previously un-
inhabited islands, hospitals erected for
the sick, reading and club rooms fitted
out where the workers can secure re-
jaxation from the monotony of their
isolated lives. Big houseboats or float-
ing dormitories are anchored in pro-
tected spots to serve as living quartrs.
Even the drinking water must be trans-
ported in great tanks on barges a dis-
tence of a hundred miles or more.

The line at its no=hern end runs for
several miles on the mainland along the
berder of the Everglades. Further
down, where the railway crosses to Key
Largo and really begins to be an ocean-
going line, problems never before solved
by railroad engineers began to present
themselves. Even on the islands them-
selves, thickly matted with tropical
vegetation, the building of the road is
not an easy matter. Where, however,
open strentches of water are traversed
it' is necessary to put down ecaissons or
to build cofferdams in which the men
can work while laying the foundations
for.the big concrete viaduct that will
carry the trains at a height of thirty
feet above the water. Most of the
building material, including the cement
and stone for the concrete, the timber
for piling, the heavy stone for abut-
ments and the crushed rock for riprap
work, has been brought to the points
where they were used on barges towed
by tugs and steamers. Only the ballast
or fill for the roadbed could be secured
on the spot. On the various islands this
has been obtained by excavating and
breaking up the coral rock which gives
a gleaming white roadbed. Where the
\ine crosses the open water the neces-
sary filling is obtained by the use of
huge pumps which suck up sand from
the bottom of the sea and drop it into
the fill.

Knight's Key, the temporary terminal
of the sea-going railway, and the one
at which passengers will at first take
boat for Havana, is 108 miles below Mi-
ami, and 47 miles this side of Key West.
From here to Havana the distance
is only 115 miles, or about 25 miles fur-
ther than from Key West. The place
has been selected not only because it
is the point to which the road has al-
ready been completed, but because a
safe and commodious harbor is at hand.
The essential purpose in starting the
trains to Havana a year earlier than
the date originally set is, so it has
been explained, to get the road into op-
eration as soon as possible and have it
earning something instead of allowing
the completed section to remain idle and,
unremunerative for another year.

Among the difficulties in the way of
the execution of Mr. Flagler’s ambiti-
ous plan was the fact that sufficient
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space did not exist on the island of
Key West, the southermost city of the
United States, to provide railroad
yvards, terminals and wharves. - Accord-
ingly, a great area is now benig filled
in, one that will add nearly 180 acres to
the extent of the island. Here will be
situated the permanent terminals of the
lines as well as six piers built for use of
the ferries plying between Key West
ané Cuba.

The only partners Mr. Flagler haa
had in his unique enterprise are the
tiny coral insects which at least a hun-

road connecting the North American
continent with its island dependencies.
The shallowness of the sea between the
keys, due to the underlying coral for-
mation, is what has given the engin-
cers of the East Ccast railway their
unique opportunity. Though the road
from the nature of its construction is
one of the most expensive ever under-
taken, with an approximate cost = of
$100,000 a mile, it has been financed en-
tirely by the man who first imagina-
tively projected it. The total expendi-
ture will represent in the neighborhood
of $20,000,,000.

ern tariff into effact.

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BANKERS COPED
WITH SITUATION

SEVERE CENSURE ON
U. S. GOVERNMENT

Charles Fowler Says That Issue of
Panama Bonds Will be Dis-
astrous Economically.

New York, Nov. 23.—Representative
Charles N. Fowler, chairman of = the
louse committee on banking and cur-
rency, to-day made & statement re-
garding ‘the issue of Panama Canal
bonus, and treasury certificates.

“Personally,” said Mr. Fowler,
from a partizan viewpoint, it is - of
sourse unpleasant for me to disapprove
the action of the Republican adminis-
tration, but my duty to the question
involved, and my duty to the public,
zompel me to set forth the reason why
the action ‘of the administration is
surprising, extraordinary, unwarrant-
»d, and most unfortunate.

“On Friday, November 15th, the
trisis of the present currency panic
had been reached and successfully
passed through the splendid acpieve-
ments of the American bankers bringing
gold to this country to the extent of
about $75,000,000 at a very great cost to
themselves, for it was purchased gen-
erally at a premium of about 2 per
cent., and also by responding to the
business necessities of the various lo-
ralities in using clearing house certifi-
rates and cashiers’ 'thecks in denomin-
ations of $1, $2, $5°and $10, as well as
the larger denominations.

“Under the circumstances, then, I
assert that the action of the adminis-
tration was, certainly surprising to any
one who was at all familiar with the
banking sitWation on Friday, Novem-
ber 15th. Considering the fact that the
government had $240,000,000 of cash on
hand, would it have any more to speak
of immediately after the bonds wers
sold? It was unwarranted in increas-
Ing the national interest bearing debt
by $150,000,000, and it was most unfor-
tunate from every point of view, and
especially economically.

“I believe that the effect is bound to
be disturbing to the banking condi-
tions, because the transaction is a
forced one and has no direct relation
to the commerce of the country, as did
the import of gold on the part of the
banks. That operation was related to
our coming exports and a strictly busi-
ness transaction.

“I am confident that the effect upon
the situation will be most disastrous
economically, when the reserves begin
to accumulate in January, rising=as T |

“and

Lave said to a point probably in ex-
cess of any reserves wé have had for
the last seven years, because there
will be no way of getting this vast
fixed mass of bond-secured, immobile
currency out of the way and leaving
us in a normal position, ready to ad-
just ourselves to the demands of the
coming fall.

“In conclusion let it be remembered
as absolutely certain that the process
row invoked of forcibly injecting into
our currency this fixed mass brings us
the same danger from which we are
now suffering, if only some exciting
cause be present to precipitate the
trouble.

“For. the honor of the government,
but more especially for the welfare of
the whole ‘country, I sincerely hope
that not' a single three per cent. bond
will be issued now, and that the ad-
ministration will have the wisdom,
courage and patriotism to withdraw
the offer of the $100,000,000 three per
cent. issue immediately, thereby reliev-
ing the present situation and protect-
ing the people against the future con-
sequences of a most serious mistake.”

WEIRD MURDER STORY.

How the Wizard of the North Died in the
‘Wilderness of Yukon.

Dawson, Oct. 29.—Carrying the curse of
a wizard, and hated by men of his blood,
dogged and-driven from the tents of his
people and an outcast, like the Ishmaelite
of -old, a red man, sullen, moros= and ob-
durate, has died in the wilderness of
Yukon by the hand of one of his kind.

Such is the tale of murder that comes
from the upper Pelly. The story is that
the wizard, so-called, had incurred the
eninity of the Pelly Indians, and had
been believed by the tribes of the realm.
to be possessed of a devil. He had come
among them in years past from the Mac-
kenzie side, and there had dwelt among
them, following them until his ways had
seemed to bring to them ill-fortune and
trouble.

Bob Henderson, just down from the
Pelly, brings the story, and savs that It
was conveyed to the whites by an aged
squaw, who said in her broken speech
that the devil-man had  incurred the
wrath of one of the Pelly tribesmen,
and that the Pelly man murdered the
wizard.

According to the report murder
was committed somewhere near Ross
river, now almost inaccessible for the
winter. The Indians seemed to have
been pleased rather than displeased over
the dispatCh of the strange-possessed red
man, and reported the case more out of
novelty than because they wanted to see
the slayer brought to justice.

The murder is said to have been com-
mitted with a gun. The explanation is
suggested by some that perhaps the man
murdered was Insane, and that his
strange actions had caused the Indians, in
their superstition, to believe him pos-
sessed, and that, in pursuance with the
practice of some others of uncivilized
peoples they followed the practice com-
mon in such .cases and dispatched the
sufferer for that land beyond the water-
shed.

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AMENDING OF
LIQUOR BY-LAW

QUESTION BROUGHT
BEFORE THE COUNCIL

Consideration of the Proposed
Changes Was Laid Over for
“ Future Meeting.

The anxiously-awaited amendment to
the Liquor License Regulation By-law,
1207, dealing with the hours for the
closing of saloons, wgs presented to the
council last evening in the form of a
by-law to amend the first-named
measure, which had such a trying time
in the courts. The ruling of the full
court, quashing the seventh clause in
the by-law which defined the hours of
closing for saloons and hotel-bar-
rooms, was the signal for several sa-
loons to keep open all night and, the
by-law in its incomplete state being
practically useless, the amendment
has been eagerly awaited by all in-
terested.

The amendment came to the council
together with an assurance that it had
been before four judges and had stood
the criticism of each. The effect that
the amendment will have, should it es-
cape being nullified by some legal
strategy, will be to enforce closing of
the saloons from midnight until sun-
rise in the morning and, as the latter
hour vafies throughout the year, it is
anticipated that the by-law will yet
give the council corsiderable trouble.
The amendment reads as follows:

“The municipal council of the cor-
poration of the city of Victoria,
enacts as follows:

1. Section 7 of the Liquor License
Regulations By-law, 1907, No. 6503, is
hereby repealed, and the following is
substituted therefor:

“ 7. Saloons shall be closed during
the following days, and hours of the
night, in each week:

“‘On Mondays, from 12 o’clock Sun-
day midnight to sunrise.”

“‘On Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednes-
days, Thursdays and Fridays, from 12
¢’clock each midnight to sunrise of the
next morning.’

“‘On Saturdays after 11 o’clock p. m.
On Sundays all day.’

‘“ ‘This provision as to the closing of
saloons, shall not apply to hotel bar
rooms. but 'no liquor shall be seld in
hotel bar rooms, during the above
periods of time, save in pursuance of
any statute.’

“2. Nothing in the repeal hereby
made shall prejudicially affect any
breach, penalty. fogfeiture or liability
incurrsd heretofore, or any proceed-
ings relating to or for enforcing the
same, nor any act, deed, rule, regula-
tion, matter or thing heretofore sub-
sisting, nor shall the same diminish,
disturb, invalidate or prejudice any
other matter or thing whatsoever had,
or done, or completing, existing or
pending at the time of such repeal.

“3. This by-law may for all purposes
be cited as the “Liquor License Regu-
lation Amending By-law, 1907.”

The draft of the by-law given above
was accompanied by the following
communication from the city solici-
tors:

“Gentlemen,—Mr. J. W. Taylor, the
city barrister, has now settled the en-
clesed simple amending clause of the
Liquor License Regulation By-law,
rendered necessary by the decision of
the Full court. This amending is to
make clear what the regulation is, but
even although it is passed a prosecu-
tion for keeping open a saloon during
the hours of the night before sunrise,
can be successfully undertaken if re-
quested. Following the judgment of
the court, although the council can-
not close hotel bars, they can if they
so desire, prohibit the sale of liquor
therein during the closing hours for
saloons, and Mr. Taylor has suggested
the mode in which this can be con-
cisely affected, and we have drawn
accordingly.”

The by-law did not get to its third
reading. Ald. Fell said he wanted
time to study the amendment before
he could vote intelligently on it.

The Mayor and Ald. Gleason were
anxious that the amendment should be-
come law at the earliest possible mo-
ment, but their haste was character-
ized by Ald. Fell as an attempt to
“railroad” the measure” through.

Considerable bewilderment existed in
the aldermanic minds for a few mo-
ments after it was discovered that
Ald. Fell had blocked the third read-
ing, and several tilts materialized be-
tween the Mayor and that gentleman.

Upon introducing the amendment by-
law, Ald. Gleason said that the city
solicitor’s letter made’ it unnecessary
for him to make any remarks con-
cerning it. ' He moved that it be read
a first time.

Ald. Fell-I move that this by-law
stand over for a week.

Ald. Gleason could not see why the
week’s delay was necessary. He
thought it should be dealt with right
away.

Ald. Fell-If I am going to be voted
down on this motion I will take an-
other way of stopping this by-law. I
take a point of order. Rule 75 of the
regulations say that this by-law can-
not be read a second time to-night.

The Mayor decided that a two-
thirds vote of the aldermen would
override Ald. Fell's point. This vote
was then taken, the question being,
‘“Does this council decide that the
by-law shall be read a second time on
a point of urgency?” :

Ald. Gleason wanted to explain why
he wished the by-law to be advanced
at once, but Ald. Fell rose to another
point of order. ‘“The aldermen has al-
ready spoken once,” he said, and Ald.
Gleason sat down.

‘When the vote was taken Ald.
Hanna did not raise his hand. He
was included in the ‘“‘ayes.”

The by-law was considered in com-
mittee and the committee then rose
and reported the by-law complete,

Ald. Gleason moved that the by-law
be read a third time.

At this juncture the clerk discovered
that the by-law had been considerel
in spite of the fact that the vote taken

bhad not been a two-thirds one. Ald.
Tell said that the council could nr)§
re-consider the by-law.

The city solicitor said that the clerk
had recorded the vote in the a}.fﬂrma-
tive, which made it valid.

The Mayor said that the by-law
could be re-considered if the council
would pass the third reading by a
vote of two-thirds. ;

“I don’t think Ald. Fell would play
the council such a trick,” His Worship
commenced when the alderman re-
ferred to, broke in.

“Now don’t say that, Mr. Mayor. If
vou do you are no gentleman. You
would play the trickster yourself when
you wanted to and with worse tricks
than this.”

The motion to read the by-law a
third time was lost and the aldermen
will now have a week in which to ac-
quaint themselves with the proposed
amendment.

CITY WILL SEEK
ADDITIONAL POWER

Council Adopts Motion of Ald. Fell
to Make Application to
Legislature.

The city will make application to the
provincial legislature for leave to in-
troduce a private bill at the next ses-
sion to amend the Victoria Water-
works Act, increasing the city’'s bor-
rowing powers and powers of expropri-
ation, and obtaining additional rights
in connection with these powers. Ald.
Fell’s motion to this efféect was passed
at last night’s meeting of the city coun-
cil,

Mayor Morley asked Ald. Fell whe-
ther the city bound itself to seek fcr
a private bill if the motion was passed
by the council. Ald. Fell replied that
it would.

Ald. Meston moved that the motion
be laid on the table until copies were
prepared for the aldermen’s considera-
tion. Ald. Fell expressed himself as
quite willing that this course should be
taken.

Ald. Hall pointed out that Ald. Fell
wanted the motion to be passed be-
cause the city could save $200 in fees
if the notice of application for the pri-
vate bill was given before December,
He said that he was in favor of the
city owning its own utilities, and poinz-
ed out the advantage of the corporation
controlling its lighting system. To do
this power was needed, and rights to
this power should have been sought by
the city years ago.

Ald. Hall, continuing, said that while
he would like to see the Municipal
Clauses Act amended to cover all cases
giving the proper powers to Victoria
and corporationg similarly placed, he
thought that a private bill should be
sought for in view of the government’s
decision that the act would not be
amended this year. Members of the
legislative committee had always ex-
perienced trouble in getting any rights
for Vietoria, as there were many rural
members on the municipal committee
'of the legislature and Vancouverites
who had no interest in this city. The
city was turned down on nearly every
occasion.

Ald. Meston thought that the chair-
man of the legislative committee had
been very lax in attending to the mat-
ter under discussion.

Mayor Morley asked Ald. Fell whe-
ther the legislative committee had held
a meeting to consider the bill.

Ald. Fell said {#at he had not yet re-
ceived all the information asked for
from the heads of the various depart-
ments of the corporation. The water
commissioner was preparing a list of
privileges to be asked for, and further
suggestions were forthcoming.

City Solicitor Mann expiained that
Ald. Fell's motion was simply a mat-
ter of routine. If passed it simply au-
thorized the solicitor to prepare a no-
tice of the bill which would be run for
six weeks in a2 newspaper. The note
would embody all the privileges to be
asked for in the bill, and probably some
th‘:.t would not be asked for. The coun-
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cil could discuss the whole matter when
the notice was before them.
The motion was put and passed,
