Dominion Government will shortly place cruiser at Esquimalt as fishery protection vessel and

training ship for the Canadian navy.
the Apollo has not as heavy a battery 
as the Bristol, the guns are sufficiently 
near alike to afford good training for 
the men, and will be the best possible 
way of commencing the formation of 
the navy. The fact that the vessel will 
be used in the fisheries protection work 
will keep her at sea almost all the 
time, which will be a decided advan­
tage.

The cruiser will be much faster than 
any vessel that has hitherto been used 
in the fisheries protection service. It 
was planned to have a small steamer 
built especially for this work, but the 
move towards the establishment of a 
navy upset these plans. The govern­
ment were subject to some criticism 
locally for not. having-hurried forward 
the building of that vessel, but the 
present outcome indicates that they 
were looking farther ahead.

Figures it Will Take Million and 
Half to Bring Water to

Assistant Engineer Bryson submit- N 
ted his preliminary report on the pro­
ject to bring water from Sooke lake to 
the city council Friday. He esti­
mates the cost involved to be in the 
neighborhood of $1,500,000, and recom­
mends that another and more detailed 

: survey be made in the spring. To pro­
vide the funds for this it is possiblc- 
that a by-law may be submitted to the 
ratepayers at the forthcoming muni­
cipal elections. Mr, Bryson’s report Is 
as follows:

In accordance with your Instruc­
tions I have had a reconnaissance sur­
vey made from Goldstream to Sooke 
lake, and It confirms the data gathered 
by Mr. Devereux in 1906, that there 
are only two ways of obtaining a 
gravity supply from Sooke to Gold- 
stream or via Sooke and the shore 
road. Attached is the report of J. B. 
Holdcroft who ran the reconnaissance 
survey, and I heartily approve of the 
suggestion to run a conduit line up 
Wolf creek and tunnelling to Gold- 
stream. I would also recommend that 
the pipe line come along the Craig- 
flower, road Instead of Victoria West, 
as then it would be in our territory and 
where parties are already asking for 
a water supply.

“In my opinion the sum of $1,500,000 
will be required to carry out the neces­
sary dam, tunnel and conduit pipe 
line. Preliminary surveys would have 
to be made before a detailed estimate 
could be got, and at this season of the 
year to send out a preliminary sur­
vey partyjvould be out of the question 
so far as 'the cost of the work is con­
cerned in comparison with having the 
work carried out when the weather is 
more suitable, and as , soon as the 
reconnalsance was finished I had the 
party disbanded."

The report of Mr. Holdcroft, referred 
to by Mr. Bryson, was as follows:

“According to your Instructions of 
the 16th I have made an exploration 
survey of Carlow’s pass through the 
Sooke hills, and report as follows:
The pass I found too high for a pipe 
line, varying in elevation from 290 
fee* at the east end to 1,500 feet at 

ummit, as shown on the attached 
oh which the line of survey is 
ly* sketched. As to the possi- 
of shortening the tunnel line by 

lining a pipe line from Sooke lake I 
up Wolf creek to the hydraulic gradi­
ent, it could probably be somewhat 
shortened, besides the advantage of 
entirely clearing Wolf and Loon lakes.
By running for the creek at Humback 
bridge on the Sooke road Instead of 
the Goldstream road, the line could be 
carried still further south. The com­
parative advantages of these lines, 
however, can only be determined by a 
proper survey of tbe points mentianed.”

On the report being read Mr. Bryson 
submitted to the board a blue print 
showing the route of the pipe line. The 
aldermen gathered around it and 
scrutinized it carefully. There was some 
debate as to whether In the event of 
the scheme being proceeded with the 
city would be enabled to supply water 
to the residents of Sooke district, and 
that section of country lying west of 
Esquimau harbor, in view of the 
powers conferred upon the Esquimau 
Waterworks Company. Water Com­
missioner Raymur, who was present, 
said he was not quite sure about the 
point, but believed that the Esquimau 
Waterworks Company could not shut 
the city out of the districts mentioned.

Mr. Bryson pointed out that it would 
be possible 'to avoid tunnelling under 
the Esquimau Waterworks Company's 
property by the route he had outlined.

Aid. Ross expressed himself as op­
posed to the tunnelling proposition, 
remarking that If they "kept monkey­
ing with this thing longer they would 
make a mess of it."

U. S. NAVY YARDS.

Secretary Recommend Retention—Two 
Big Battleships Proposed.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 4.—Warning 
the government that It might be com­
pelled to buy them back at an in­
creased cost, Secretary Meyer, of the 
United States navy department, in his 
annual report to the president, recom­
mended the retention for the present 
of all navy yards owned by the gov­
ernment, He would have the govern­
ment wait until the completion of the 
Panama canal before closing any of 
the yards on the southern coast. Two 
big battleships of the all-big-gun class 
are recommended by the secretary, as 
well as a repair ship.

He makes it plain in his report that 
he is opposed, except occasionally as 
a check on cost, to the construction of 
battleships at government navy yards, 
and to the limitation of the construc­
tion of only one battleship by any ship­
building concern.

Estimates for the coming fiscal year 
were included In the report. They are 
more than ten million dollars less than 
the total amount appropriated for the 
present fiscal year. The secretary says 
that thfe senior officers of the navy are 
too old. He wants some new legisla­
tion on the subject. He says that he is 
preparing recommendations on the 
matter and will submit it to the presi­
dent shortly.

The immense plant of the Royal 
Flouring Mills of Great Falls, was 
compelled to suspend operations late 
yesterday, and its scores of employees 
are In enforced Idleness.

The striking switchmen in all Mon­
tana centres are maintaining an un­
broken front to-day. No defections 
from their ranks at the principal ter­
minal points have been reported, al­
though a few men are said to have 
returned to work in the outlying dis­
tricts.

They 
stated that before to-morrow the places 
of practically all the strikers will be 
filled, and the moving of freight will 
be resumed.

Leaders of the striking switchmen, 
however, scoff at the statement that 
the strike is practically broken and 
apparently are confident of victory.

Many of the strikebreakers have been 
sworn in as special police to protect 
the railroads’ interests.

The Corset Event of the Seasonw
London, Dec. 6.—Determined work on 

the part of the police was all that pre­
vented a mob of 3,000 persons, aroused 

V by pro-budget mass meetings held on 
Saturday, from charging the home of 
Lord Lansdowne, the leader of the 
Unionists. Following several mass 
yeetings held in Trafalgar Square and 
adjoining streets, a mob formed and 
moved rapidly toward Lord Lans­
downe’s house. Mounted police, hur­
riedly summoned, were compelled to 
charge the mob several times before it 
dispersed.

Six mass meetings held simultaneous­
ly at which the action of the House of 
Lords in rejecting Chancellor Lloyd 
George’s budget was bitterly condemn­
ed, were attended by more than 100,000 
persons.

In the vast crowds that surrounded 
the speakers’ stands and on the plat­
forms, were Socialists and Liberals in 
about equal numbers. This is taken as 
evidence that the Socialists and Lib­
erals have practically combined forces 
to co-operate in the budget fight.

At each meeting resolutions condemn­
ing the action of the Lords in fiery 
terms, declaring that “the rejection of 
the budget was a menace to the peo­
ple’s hard-won liberties,” and demand­
ing abolition of the Lords’ power to 
veto the will of the people, were pre­
sented. In each instance the resolu­
tions were carried with a roar of ap­
proval. •'a

The Trafalgar Square speeches were 
quite equal to the wildest utterances 
of any Socialist demonstrations in that 
historic-spot.

Dr. Clifford, the reverend leader, of 
the Free Church, hoped that the peers 
would be drowned in the Red Sea as 
was Pharaoh.

William P. Byles, member of the 
House of Commons from Salford 
North, said: “We have got the Lords 
by the throats, and are going ‘ to 
strangle them. If the men of England 
have the same spirit as they had three 
hundred years ago, they will be ready 
for civil war.”

The favorite emblem of the demon­
strators was a turnip carved to repre­
sent an imbecile face stuck on a pole, 
and surmounted by a coronet, with the 
words beneath "The first born.”

The crowds made a hostile demon­
stration before the Constitutional club 
arid cheered at Premier Asquith’s resl- 

idence.
The Conservative Sunday Times, de­

scribing the scenes in Trafalgar 
square, says that there is no use in 
attempting to belittle the demonstra­
tion. The fifty speakers included a 
dozen of the members of the House of 
Commons. The size of the gathering, 
which was arranged at short notice, 
says the paper was surprising. It was 
unmistakably the most notable and 
most effective demonstration in recent 
years.

The National Council of Free 
Churches has issued a manifesto call­
ing attention to the action of the 
House of Lords, which it declares, 
“makes reforms supported by Noncon­
formists impossible,” and calling on .the 
people to support the candidates who 
are favorable to the “Emancipation of 
education from sectarian control.”

The Unionists are nominating a can­
didate in every constituency in Eng­
land and Scotland, and with the ex­
ception of the seats held by the speak­
er, the Right Hon. James William Low- 

■ ther, and Joseph Chamberlain, who re­
presents Birmingham West, either the 
Liberals or the Laborltes will nom­
inate a map to oppose them. The Lib­
erals have decided not to contest Mr. 
Chamberlain’s seat, on account of his 
illness.

The new wireless station at Queen 
Charlotte Islands is in complete work­
ing order. C. P. Edwards, Dominion 
superintendent of wireless stations, re­
turned on Saturday night from a trip 
of inspection, having been there at the 
time the first message was sent. He 
says that Col. Topping, of Cumshawa 
Inlet, received the first commercial 
message.

Communication is now sustained 
regularly with Ketchikan, a distance 
of 198 miles. The station also com­
municated with the steamer Quadra at 
Triangle Island, and heard her plainly, 
although she had only a quarter of one 
kilowatt power. Mr. Edwards says 
that the instruments are working 
splendidly and he is very much pleased 
with the work.

The mast at Ikeda head is the high­
est on this coast. It-is in three parts 
and extends 230 feet into the air. It 
was made on the ground by D. Skin­
ner, of Victoria, and erected by Capt. 
McDougall. The large pole at the base 
was an immense three fifteen feet in 
circumference at the bas, and weigh­
ing ten tons.

The news of the result of the elec­
tions was received from Victoria by 
the apparatus, but the people there 
would not believe it, thinking that the 
wireless people were just trying to fool | 
them.

The steamer was coming near, the 
landing at Maple Bay, the evening be­
ing very dark and cold when Harper, 
who was one of the firemen on watch, 
came on deck. He was near the place 
where the gang plank was just about 
to be shoved out, when he slipped and 
was overboard before anyone realized 
just what had happened. As soon as 
the steamer was sufficiently clear not 
to injure the man with the propeller 
she was put astern and in the mean­
time one of the lifeboats was launched 
and a rope thrown to the man. There 
was a rope almost around his head 
when he suddenly disappeared and was 
seen no more.

Those who were on the steamer say 
that the boat was launched with great 
speed, the captain and all the officers 
acting with the utmost coolness and 
dispatch.

Vancouver, Dec. 4.—More active steps 

are to be taken towards the establish­
ment of a Provincial Federation of La­
bor in British Columbia. All the unions 
and executives are to be communicated 
with and asked to give their views on 
the question as to the feasibility of the 
scheme and as to their willingness to 
co-operate financially, 
time they are to be asked to appoint 
delegates to a convention to be held 
here at some future time, when the 
matter has assumed a more practical 
shape.

This was decided at a short session 
of the Trades and Labor Cornell on 
a recommendation by the committee 
specially appointed to inquire into the 
matter.

A notice of motion was given to place 
the revenues from the Labor Temple 
Stock Company in a sick and death 
benefit fund in order to safeguard the 
money of the company against adverse 
awards in courts of law.

The international organizer of the 
Bakers’ and Confectioners’ Union, Mr. 
Ross, gave a short address. The union 
has recently been organized here and 
at present consists of thirty-five mem­
bers.

LEADS IN BATTING

Chicago, Dec. 6.—Tyrus Cobb, of De­
troit, was again the best batter of the 
American League, according to the of- 
flpial averages Just issued by Presi­
dent Johnson. The hard-hitting out­
fielder of the champions batted better 
than ever and ended the season with 
.377. Cobb played in 156 games and 
made 216 hits. Not only was Cobb the 
leading hitter, but he outclassed all 
the others in base-stealing, with 76 
thefts to his credit. Cobb and Tris 
Speaker, of Boston, tied for the honors 
in hitting home runs, with seven each. 
Eddie Collins, of Philadelphia, finished 
second, both in hitting and base-steal­
ing. Collins played in 153 games and 
made 198 hits for a mark of .346, and 
stole 67 bases. Tempp, of Philadel­
phia, and Gardner, of New York, fin­
ished third and fourth in the batting, 
but played in only 21 and 22 games, 
respectively. Napoleon Lajoie, of 
Cleveland, landed fifth with .324 for 
128 games, and Sam Crawford, of De­
troit, was next with .314 for 156 games.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Dec. 6.—Charles L. 
Warriner, former local treasurer of the 
Big Four railroad, according to de­
velopments Saturday, was compelled to 
make a lump cash settlement of $25,- 
000 to escape being held in the clutches 
of blackmailers for the next seventeen 
years.

Prosecutor Hunt has 250 demand 
notes for $100, and they are alleged to 
have been presented by a woman to 
Warriner for immediate signature on 
September 26th, 1905. , These notes bear 
dates from September 26th, 1905, up to 
August 21st, 1922. The notes are said 
to. be part of a scheme of blackmail 
by which Warriner was to have been 
held in financial bondage, as it were, 
for 17 years.

But Warriner balked on discounting 
the future, it is said, and paid th.e en­
tire $25,000 at once. Warriner,' it is 
said, ’told the prosecutor that he sent 
the unsigned notes to a man In Chi­
cago, with a written explanation of 
why he had ndt attached his signature.

Warriner’s refusal to sign the notes 
did not free him from the grip of the 
blackmailers, as he later was compelled 
to pay various sums, ranging from 
$250 hotel bills to $1,000 for express for 
the benefit of a woman.

His cries 
as he struggled in the icy water brought 
Captain Phillips to the side, and he low­
ered himself to the water’s edge and 
grasped the drowning sailor, holding him 
until some of the crew brought a rope, 
when he waa raised to the deck. Within 
a few minutes he was dead.1 Upon ex­
amination a long cut was found on the 
side of his head, where he must have 
struck the side of the ship as he fell. This 
probably was one of the causes of death.

RUEF ADVOCATE OF
PRISON REFORM

Would Send Police Judge to 
Jail in Order to Study 

Conditions.

San Francisco, Cal., Dec. 4.—That he 
will never be punished by penal servi­
tude for the crimes he committed while 
ho was the recognized boss of San 
Francisco's politics during the regime 
of former Mayor Eugene Schmitz, is 
the confident opinion of Abe Ruef. The 
ex-boss firmly believes tÿat when he 
was released on ball of $350,000 by 
Judge Cabannis, he had spent his last 
day behind prison walls.

Concerning his appeal, which is pend­
ing, Ruef said: “Naturally I expect to 
win. We took thousands of exceptions 
In the case in which I was convicted, 
and the grounds of our appeal are 
many. I have spent $20,000 in preparing 
the appeal."

Since his incarceration in the city 
Jail Ruef has become an advocate of 
prison reform? The conditions in the 
local jail, he said, are partially respon­
sible for his failing health,

“I suggest," he said, “the adoption 
of a charter amendment compelling 
every police judge-elect to spend 30 
days in the jail. He then would have 
an opportunity to acquaint himself with 
conditions and could govern his actions 
upon the bench accordingly.’’

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SWITCHMEN TO 
CONTINUE FIGHT

RAILWAY MANAGERS WILL 
NOT MAKE CONCESSIONS

It is Announced That There Will 
Be No Arbitration of 

Strike.

Minneapolis, Dec. 4.—Following the 
announcement last night that there 
would be no arbitration of the switch­
men’s strike, it is believed here to-day 
that the dispute will be fought to a 
finish. The railroad managers intimat­
ed to-day that they have not the 
slightest intention of making any con­
cessions in favor of the strikers. The 
strikers say that if it appears that the 
roads are able to win the strike, they 
will receive aid from other unions and 
that all traffic will be tied up.

With the prospect of a prolonged 
struggle, merchants and manufacturers 
are preparing to meet the situation in 
the best way possible. It is feared 
that a continued strike will result in 
much suffering in smarl towns along 
the lines of the railroads, which will 
be the first seriously affected.

The supply of coal throughout the 
affected territory is a serious question.

The railroad ofilcials are inclined to 
discredit the danger of a coal famine, 
and assert that they are able to move 
the necessary trains with non-union 
men.

Statement by Leaders.
Buffalo, N. Y., Dec. 4.—Vice-Presi­

dent Burt, of the Switchpaen's Union, 
and other officials here deny that the 
strike in the Northwest has been 
broken and they deny that the strikers 
are seeking a settlement.

They assert that the switchmen have 
the promise of help from the American 
Federation of Labor, and that they are 
prepared for a hard fight. Burt inti­
mated that the strike will be continued 
indefinitely.

Situation at Seattle.
Seattle, Wash., Dec. 4.—All perishable 

freight in the yards of the Great 
Northern and Northern Pacific was 
cleaned up to-day, and officials of these 
two companies declare that by Monday 
they will be in such shape as to be 
able to handle all classes Of freight 
offered for shipment.

There is no evidence of weakening on 
the part of the striking switchmen, 
and union officials declared to-day that 
everything from their standpoint is 
satisfactory and that they will be suc­
cessful in their fight.

He was, of course, In favor of land 
being taken compulsory for public pur­
poses, and taken at a fair value.

It was said they were going to im­
prove the lot of the young men of this 
country by destroying private owner­
ship in land. He was one of those who 
was most anxious to see small agricul­
tural ownership greatly increased, be­
cause it carried with it a stimulus to 
energy and self-sacrifice which nothing 
else would give.

How were they going to establish 
agricultural ownership? (A Voice: By 
land taxation.) He begged to differ. If 
they were really desirous of encour­
aging this form of ownership do not 
subject it to specious and invidious 
treatment at the hands of the Chan­
cellor of the Exchequer. No man who 
really understood what he was talking 
about—(laughter)—held that the mul­
tiplication of small holders, whether 
in town or country, could he promoted 
by such treatment.

Taxation for Rates.
Taxation of land values for thé pur­

pose of rates had been recommended 
by a great many quite independent in­
dividuals, many of them Unionists. 
How did the taxation in the budget 
differ from the taxation of land values? 
It differed by the whole difference as 
between the poles and the equator.

The taxation of land values for rat­
ing purposes was legitimate. The doc­
trine of the budget “was" that all this 
land should be taxed, not for the bene­
fit of the rates, but for the benefit of 
the Chancellor. Now let them come to 
the present tense. The doctrine of the 
budget “is" that those receipts should 
go part to the Chancellor and the other 
part nobody knew where.

If you think (continued Mr. Balfour) 
that the rich man ought to pay more 
than he does to the national needs, tax 
him according to his wealth, but do 
not tax him according to the kind of 
property in which his wealth happens 
to be. (Cheers.)

Nothing would justify that. The gov­
ernment were doing that on purpose. It 
was not an unhappy incident to their 
budget. It was the object of the budget 
—(cheers)—and the logic destroyed all 
security. The Liberal party were un­
dermining their position by using argu­
ments against one particular kind of 
property which were at least as ap­
plicable to the capitalist as to the land­
lord.

According to the story of one of the 
men employed at the mill, the “scrap" 
was started by the Japanese calling a 
white man working with him some vile 
names. The white man knocked him 
down, but the Japanese promtply 
jumped up and a fight ensued, ‘in which 
the brown man was soundly licked. He 

| did not take his defeat philosophically, 
but persuaded his fellow-countrymen 
to declare war on the whites.

Miss Balfour, the ex-Pre- 
mier's sister, sat among the audience 
with a smile of pride and affection on 
her face.

His first sentences rang out clear, de­
termined, full of feeling. He paused 
for no single word. Inspired by the oc­
casion, his sentences poured from him 
in a smooth stream, only broken from 
time to time by a sudden touch of 
passion.

His speech grew on him. Usually re­
served in his manner, he leant forward 
over the bar in front of the platform 
with hands extended appealingly to the 
audience.

)F NANAIMO OPPOSES PROPOSED .
HARBOR COMMISSION

Regina, Dec. 4.—A resolution was 
adopted by the Saskatchewan, legisla­
ture yesterday calling upon the Do­
minion government to construct im­
mediately the Hudson Bay railroad, 

The resolution came from the opposi­
tion benches, but was amended by the 
government by adding thereto a clause 
asking that the Lieutenant-Governor 
send it to Ottawa. The amendment 

accepted by the opposition and
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the resolution passed without division.

There was a three-hour debate on 
the subject. The government members 
attempted to show that the opposition 
had used the Hudson, Bay railway as a 
political football for- years, and the 
opposition in turn claimed that the 
government had used it as a political 
football. About the only interesting 
statement of the day was that made 
by Premier Scott, who said that had 
the Haultaln party been returned to 
power, the Dominion government 
would immediately have refused the 
responsibility for thé building of- the 

•road, because the.Haultain policy was 
to build it by joint action of the three 
western provinces. Had this been the 
action taken by the Dominion govern­
ment, Mr. Haultaln would not have 
been able to build the railway with­
out first securing1 the lands for which 
Ré fought without the consent of the 
Domin4on government in power. The 
leader of the opposition party might 
fight till doomsday in the courts and 
never secure the lands. Under the 
policy of the government, the road 
would be built by the Dominion, and 
the premier was only too glad to ac­
cept the motion as showing the desire 
of the people of Saskatchewan.

Vancouver, Dec. 2.—The board of 

trade last night adopted a report of its 
executive committee against the har­
bor board proposition, and issued a 
resolution to the effect that the ques­
tion under the present circumstances 
was “premature and inadvisable." The 
report of the executive committee 
pointed out that the real harbor of 
Vancouver, viz., Burrard Inlet, needed 
little improvement and private enter­
prise would at all times take care of 
the shipping; that the tonnage other 
than that going over C. P. R. wharves 
was practically nil, and therefore that 
there would be no charges with which 
to support a harbor commission, and 
if onè were established it would drive 
shipping away.' It was further stated, 
that in Montreal the city and the dom­
inion government had owned the fore­
shore prior to the establishment of the 
commission and that the thirteen mil­
lions which had been expended by that 
body, was for improvements. In Van­
couver, on the other hand, it would 
be necessary to get control of the en­
tire harbor, and under the sugges­
tions' of the harbor committee, this 
would mean a foreshore extending over 
75 miles. In itself, the acquisition of 
this would require a sum too far up 
In the millions to be entertained at all. 
If the commission expropriated part 
of the foreshore and prevented the pri­
vate building of wharves on other por­
tions, as it would be in its power to 
do, there would be restraint of trade. 
The report closed with the advice that 
the commission committee be urged to 
ask the government to defer the ap­
pointment of commissioners.

CAPTURING WHALES

BEFORE GRANDSTAND
Prince Rupert, Dec. 2.—Construction 

work on the second section of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific out of Prince Ru­
pert is tied up. The race to get suffi­
cient supplies into' the up-country be­
fore the close of navigation was fast 
and furious, but the water fell too rap­
idly for the short space of time at the 
disposal of the contractors. Now the 
contractors will have to abandon their 
work until spring. Duncan Ross has 
considerable supplies and will probably 
be the only man to continue operations 

i for the winter.
The camps on the lower river are all 

pretty well supplied for the season, 
and there are about 2,500 men now on 
the work, which will in all probability 
be finished in the course of a few 
months.

The lack of powder is the chief draw­
back to the upper work. Other sup­
plies were sent in plentifully, 
contractors had hoped to get eight or 
ten camps going this fall. The five 
river boats of the company were kept 
going as hard as possible until even 
after navigation became precarious. 
The closing of this work will mean a 
loss of many thousands of dollars to the 
contractors.

It is possible that some supplies may 
be teamed above the Canyon, which 
will permit of some camps at least 
working this winter. The clearing of 
the right-of-way is proceeding.

The steamers Omineca and Distribu­
tor, which were on the rocks for sev­
eral days were finally released, but 
they are now frozen in above the Big 
Canyon, and will remain. there until 
spring.

A great"quantity of vegetables and 
other supplies intended for up the river 
are in the big warehouse here, and 
some of it will have to be sacrificed.

October was 
another period, of activity in which the 
volume of new work undertaken great­
ly Exceeded that of the corresponding 
month of last year, and as yet nothing 
has turned up to indicate otherwise 
than a continuance of this prosperous 
condition for some time to come. Two 
gains are noted to every loss, and the 
average Increase for the month, as 
based on comparative figures supplied 
Construction, was slightly in excess of 
42 per cent.

Calgary again reports the biggest In­
crease for the month, following her 
phenomenal advance of 399 per cent. In 
September, by another sweeping gain 
of 355 per cent. Sydney is second In' 
the list, with 341 per cent, to the good, 
while Berlin again bobs up in the third 
highest place with a substantial in­
crease of 173 per cent, to her credit.

Of the places to suffer a reversal— 
txvo of which are noted in the east, 
three In Ontario, and two In the west— 
St. John and London, which experi­
enced a decline of 67 per cent, and 47 
per cent, in order named, were hit the 
hardest. It may be mentioned, how­
ever, in the case of London, that the 
total "value for permits Issued up to 
da'te, is just double the amount ex­
pended for new buildings during the 
entire year of 1908; and also that the 
odtlook there at the present time is 
anything but discouraging.

Aside from the losses at Edmonton 
and Regina, which fell behind their 
last year's figures for the month, to 
the extent of 15 per cent, and 10 per 
cent, respectively, the West, in gen­
eral, more than held Its own. Vancou­
ver registered an increase of 15 per 
cent. ; Winnipeg 10 per cent. ; and Vic­
toria 5 per cent.; while Lethbridge 
looms up with $190,270 for new work 
undertaken, which brings the total 
value of permits for the year well over 
the million mark for the first time in 
her history. In all. these places, the 
Immediate prospects are all that could 
be desired. Winnipeg is displaying an 
activity in the realty market seldom 
before witnessed at this time of the

The 
mayor requested the chairman of the 
water and light committee to ascer­
tain the cause of the increased expen­
diture. The report was adopted.

Nelson, Dec. 3.—It Is learned that a 
movement has been started In this city 
with the object of securing ànd for the 
zinc mining industry. It has been sug­
gested that a convention of the mine 
owners interested be held within the 
next few weeks to consider the whole 
question of the disposal and marketing 
of zinc ore.

Such convention, it is pointed out, 
would bring together all interested in 
the matter and at it the whole ques­
tion could be thoroughly threshed out 
and plans decided upon.

In 
other words the suggestion is that the 
Board of Trade should use its good 
offices in calling the convention and 
that the delegates who attend should 
take whatever action they may se eflt.

Farther east, Montreal again comes 
forward by noting an Increase of 48 
per cent, and as yet nothing has oc­
curred to stay her progress. This is 
the tenth consecutive gain recorded, 
and in this respect, Montreal has per­
haps showed the most consistent de­
velopment throughout the year of any 
city in the Dominion. Halifax, how­
ever, once more lags behind her form­
er figures, her loss for the month being 
25 per cent. It Is quite probable 
though, that a strong reaction will 
take place before very long, as the In­
creasing importance of Halifax as a 
port of entry, clearly indicates -that 
the city has not as yet, in any way 
approached the limit of its growth. •

STEAMERS BUSY Washington, D. C., Dec. 6.—The, re­
lations between the sugar trust and the 
customs service will be investigated if 
a resolution to be introduced into the 
House by Representative Campbell is 
adopted.

The resolution provides that a select 
committee of five congressmen and 
three senators shall be appointed “to 
investigate the general conditions In 
the customs service and obtain infor­
mation concerning the same as to the 
American* 'Sugar Refining Company 
and its relations to the sugar industry 
insofar as the sugar company by com­
bination or conspiracy may control, 
regulate, monopolize or restrain Inter­
state and foreign sugar commerce and 
the sale of sugar.”

The resolution demands that the 
“shortweight scales” be Investigated 
and that a rigid inquiry be made Into 
the following phases of the case:

“The alleged bribery of officials and 
employees of the customs service.

“The influence of the sugar trust over 
the appointment and removal of offi­
cials and employees in the customs ser­
vice.

“The alleged violation of the Immi­
gration laws by the Importation of 
cheap contract labor.

“The alleged swindling of the United 
States by violation of the tariff laws.”

The ensuing debate brought forth 
such a variety of opinions that it was 
finally decided to submit the proposed 
legislation to a special committee in 
order that both sides might be heard. 
This committee is to be composed of 
Messrs. Miller, McColl, Monk, Blain, 
Sinclair, Stratton and Martin (Regina).

The object of the bill is to put down 
the business of pool-selling, bookmak­
ing and betting, but it was noticeable 
from the outset that the impression 
was strongly entrenched in the minds 
of members on both sides that it was 
impossible to legislate morality into 
the public, and that good could only 
be accomplished by education.

Three cabinet ministers expressed 
themselves.

Hon. A. B. Aylesworth gave a dis­
passionate history of gambling which 
seems to be, he declared, strongly en­
trenched in the British makeup.

Hon. Charles Murphy, secretary of 
state, who has recently come into open 
conflict with the Toronto Globe by the 
issuing of a charter to a racing asso­
ciation in the Queen City, spent most 
of his time in reviewing his quarrel 
with the chief Liberal organ, and an­
nounced that he intended to offer an 
amendment making it illegal for news­
papers to print the news of tipsters or 
enable them to sell their information.

Hon. G. P. Graham admittd that he 
loved a horse race, but not to the 
limits to which gambling had grown. 
He ventured the opinion that more men 
and women were driven gambling in­
sane over the bridge table than at the 
race track.

F. D. Monk defended the Montreal 
Jockey Club and Racing Association 
as a splendid organization which en­
couraged the breeding of horses. Mr. 
Monk also argued that to enforce the 
bill if it passed might be interfer- 
ring with provincial rights.

Question of Seats.
The Speaker gave his ruling on the 

point raised by Mr. Meighen Wednes­
day as to Sir Wilfrid Laurier not elect­
ing to sit for either Ottawa or Quebec 
East. He decided there was nothing in 
the rules of the House requiring a 
member returned for more than -one 
constituency to elect within any pre­
scribed time for whichtof such constitu­
encies he will sit. "But,” added the 
Speaker, “it is eminently desirable that 
some definite rule and practice on this 
subject phoiiid • be established. The 
House " lias à Standing committee for 
the purpose of considering such ques­
tions (the committee on privileges and 
elections) and I would suggest that. Sat 
an early date the matter should be con­
sidered by the House, or by the com­
mittee, with a view to the fixing of a 
definite period in which such election 
is tp be made.

Many New Companies Are In­
corporated—Provincial 

Appointments.

London, Nov. 3.—The centre of in­
terest to-day was the House! of Com­
mons, where the premier, on behalf of 
his government, delivered the reply to 
the action of the Lords in withholding 
their consent upon the budget. The 
government’s resolution was presented 
in the words in which notice of it was 
given, and in substance is as follows: 
“Resolved that the action of the House 
of Lords in refusing to pass into law 
the financial provisions made by this 
chamber for the expenses of the year, 
was a breach of the constitution and 
a usurpation of the rights of the House 
of Commons.”

The House was crowded with mem­
bers, and the galleries were filled with 
Lords and diplomats and other person­
ages. The ministers and the Unionist 
leaders, including Mr. Balfour, who 
had sufficiently recovered from an in­
disposition to take part in the debate, 
entered the chambers during the course 
of the routine business and were re­
ceived with cheers by their supporters, 
who rose to their feet and waved their 
hats in welcome to the chiefs.

The House of Commons by a vote of 
349 to 134 passed the resolution.

Arthur Henderson, leader of the 
Labor party in the House of Commons, 
announced that the government would 
have the whole-hearted support of the 
Labor! tes.

The object of his resolution, Premier 
Asquith explained, was to make a 
prompt protest against the whole pro­
ceedings of the Lords in regard to this 
matter. The members of the House of 
Commons need not be ashamed to be 
called pedants if they used the same 
means as had those who in the past 
put an end to the domination of the 
crown in order to put an end to usurp­
ation on the part of the Lords. He 
contended that there was not a single 
clause in the budget which was not 
relevant to. the matter of raising 
revenues. If the contention of the 
Lords that in rejecting the budget they 
were only referring it to the people held 
good, no Liberal government would be 
safe. They might have to refer all 
taxes to the people, and the Lords 
would have power to advise the King 
to dissolve parliament.

After quoting authorities in favor 
of his contention that the Commons 
had the exclusive right to determine 
the matter of taxation and expenditure, 
Premier Asquith concluded : “When 
democracy voted for a Liberal govern­
ment the^ dormant second chamber 
awoke from its slumbers and nullified 
the work of the House of Commons.

"We shall ask the House by its vote 
and we shall ask the constituencies at 
the earliest possible moment, to de­
clare that the organ for the voice of 
free people of this country to be found 
in the accredited representatives of 
the nation.”

Following the premier, A. J. Balfour 
strenuously defended the action of the 
Lords, who he said had a clear 
viction of their powers. These 
riot excessive, and efforts made to cur­
tail them partook of pettiness in char­
acter and were extremely Inconvenient 
to the public Interest. In declaring that 
the constituencies should be consulted 
they had not gone beyond the functions 
which should be left fo the second 
chamber, he said. Though the refer­
ence of the bills to the country by the 
Lords was rare, their opponents had 
no right to lay claim to this rarity 
showing that the power of the 
chamber in this respect should fall into 
desuetude.

Mr. Drury in a press letter says:
The correspondence I have had with 

the Ottawa authorities makes it abun­
dantly clear that the Dominion govern­
ment will make no claim to any of the 
proceeds derived from the ultimate 
sale of the reserve, should the province 
buy out the interest of the Indians.

The Dominion government have no 
proprietary interest in the reserve, they 
are merely the guardians or trustees 
for the Indians, and it would, there­
fore, be a most irregular procedure for 
the Dominion government to attempt 
to buy out th/O interests of their own 
Wards. Moreover, even if such a course 
were followed, it would still leave the 
matter in a complicated state, as the 
reversionary interest of the province 
would still have to be dealt with. On 
the other hand, if the province—which 
has a proprietary interest in the re­
serve—were to extinguish the Indian 
claims, the provincial government could 
then give title and dispose of the land 
in the best interests of the public.

Let me say again, that the line of 
procedure I am now advocating has 
never been attempted before. Every 
attempt to settle with the Indian has 
been upon the understanding that they 
must wait until the reserve is sold be­
fore receiving a final settlement, the 
Indians in the meantime being asked 
to relinquish their claims and vacate 
the reserve. I am of the opinion that 
most white people under similar cir­
cumstances would have taken the same 
ground as the Indians.

Under the method now proposed, the 
Indians will be presented with a sim­
plified transaction. They will not be 
asked to part with their titles and 
lands in order that a third party shall 
sell their property and afterwards .ren­
der them an account of the sale; but 
the Indians themselves will do the 
selling, and under the Indian Act half 
of the proceeds will go to them direct­
ly in cash, while the other half will be 
funded and used ' in procuring ■ new 
homes for them and for their general 
maintenance and support.

started at the beginning of the new 
year according to the plans of the offi­
cials, and this will be good news to all 
the members, for the present building 
is cramped for the athletic as well as 
the other sides of the association’s 
work.

The directors propose to get the new 
building complete by next fall, or as 
much of it as can be accomplished.

The plans also call for fifty bedrooms, 
which it is thought by the officials 
will be a source of income to the as­
sociation. On every floor there will be 
shower baths, and they plan a Turkish 
bath and steam room fully equipped.

Y.M.C.A. will be as fine an athletic 
and social building as there is on the 
coast.

All the boys will have ideal quarters 
with every convenience to make ath­
letic work a plesaure as well as a 
pastime, and with these conveniences 
the Y.M.C.A. will doubtless be able to 
hold on its roll a membership from 
which to form representative athletic 
teams in all branches of sport, and al­
so individual representatives in all field 
sports as it does at present.

The swimming pool and gymnasium 
will be first constructed so as to get 
them In working order as early in the 
year as can be.

This was the gist of testimony by 
D. A. Wilson, of New York, prominent­
ly identified with the independent in­
terests.

“The disposition on the part of the 
Bell company is to annihilate the inde­
pendent companies all over the coun­
try,” said Mr. Wilson. “‘The National 
Association of Independent Telephone 
Companies has created a fund of $100,- 
000 to fight the Bell people wherever 
they try to wipe out competition. This 
was formed three months ago.., The 
way the Bell company deteriorates 
the independent companies is to buy 
■a company here and there, thus break­
ing up the chain. There are three mil­
lion telephones in New York, Ne*w 
Jersey and Connecticut that cannot 
enter New York city because there is 
no independent company here.”

HOW TO DRAIN 
BEACON HILL

PROBLEM IS BEFORE
THE QITY COUNCIL

Wm. Oliphant Claims Dam­
ages for Injuries Done His 

Property.

The recent heavy rains have dis­
closed the fact that the residential area 
surrounding Beacon Hill park will re­
quire extensive drainage facilities in 
order to carry off the water whicl^t 
flows down that great watershed wher­
ever it rains heavily, and as a resuh 
of the recent unprecedented downpour 
many complaints have been lodged 
with the city council.

At Friday evening's meeting of Un- 
streets, bridges and sewers commitv -• 
a letter was read from Wm. Olipham. 
who resides in that vicinity, detailing 
the damage that had been done to 
his property by the rains of last week. 
He declared that he Would hold the 
city responsible and advised that the 
council arrange to meet him and ,ad­
just damages. He pointed out that 
the fact that rains were excessive and 
unexpected did not absolve the city 
from responsibility in the matter. Three 
years ago he had drawn attention to 
the matter of the danger which 
threatened his property and last year 
he had done the same but no remedy 
was forthcoming.

Aid. McKeown said the trouble was 
that the lateral connections had not 
yet been made for the surface drain, 
which was partially completed. Aid. 
Turner said something would have to 
be done. The matter could, no doubt, 
have been remedied if the proper pre­
cautions had been taken. He favored 
taking the question of damages up 
with Oliphant at once.

Aid. Henderson said the whole 
question of the proper drainage of 
Beacibn Hill watershed would shortly 
have to be given consideration. A 
great quantity of water requires to be 
disposed of whenever it rains heavily 
and he doubted if the facilities pro­
posed were likely to prove sufficient.

It was decided to appoint a commit- • 
tee consisting of the mayor, Aid. Tur­
ner, Aid. Henderson and the city en­
gineer, to confer with Mr. Oliphant.

Mrs. C. K. O’Reilly, of Pleasant 
street, will be informed that the po­
lice has been ordered to see that the 
obstructions oh that street are 
moved.

At the suggestion of the mayor the 
city engineer was given Instruction to 
arrange for the erection of temporary 
poles along the causeway to carry the 
trolley wires while the paving is be­
ing laid.

The city engineer was instructed to 
confer with the property owners along 
lower Government street in the vicin­
ity of the Phoenix Brewery to see if 
an arrangement can be made to 
tend the sewerage system in 
locality.

SPEND OVER THREE
DAYS IN OPEN BOAT

Two Fishermen Without Food 
Are at the Mercy of the 

Waves.

Digby, N. S., Dec. 4.—One of the 
worst stories of hardship and suffering 
ever experienced by Nova Scotia fish­
ermen comes from Westport, on the 
Bay of Fundy. Last Monday morning 
at 3 o’clock George Repoot, aged 55 
years, and his son, aged 20, left West- 
port in a small gasoline boat for the 
•fishing grounds. They were seen haul­
ing their trawls at 10 o’clock the same 
morning by Capt. Nelson Thurber, of 
the schooner Swan and nothing more 
had «been seen of them until about 1 
o’clock Thursday afternoon, when they 
were picked up off Trinity Ledge, 20 
miles from land, Capt. A. J. Thurier, 
of the schooner Venus, and brought 
into Westport in an exhausted condi­
tion.

.They had been for three days and a 
half in their open boat without food, 
with the machinery broken down, 
helpless and exposed to one of the 
worst series of storms in years. The 
engine broke down, and they were 
compelled to He at anchor throughout 
the recent gales until Thursday morn­
ing, when they broke adrift from" their 
moorings and were carried to sea. The 
heavy rains supplied them with water, 
or they would have perished.
