Dawson Nantuck Erealks Down--
 His Brother and Henderson
Die Game.

A number of Viectorians returned here
from Dawson City last night by the
steamer Islander, having reached Van-
couver by the steamer Rosalie, on which
were about 150 passemgens, 100 from the
Klondike, and considerable’ gold. The re-
turning 'Vietorians, who left Dawson on
July 7th on the river steamer Colum-
bian, were: H. A. Munn, of the V. Y.

Captain Harper, the .sheriff of the ter-
ritory, arrived at 2 o’clock this morning
from a forced trip from Tagish,“in a
canoe, and superintended the executions,
for which had already been ‘ably’ ar-j
ranged for by his deputiées, C. M. Car-
er and J. A. Longpre.

At 10 minutes to 8 the march to the
scaffold was commenced, led by Captain
Harper, followed by Rev. Mr.. Navlor,
the clergyman. Next - eame  Henderson,
supported by two guards, with his.arms
pinioned to his sides. Dawson Naptugk

All walked mp. the
steps to the seaffold unsupported, but
once on the top Dawson Nantuck broke
down and for ten minutes, up to :-the
time the drop, fell, he kept up an inces-
sant swaying of his body, and low moan-
ing, having finally to be braced up with
a glass of liquor amd held up pending
the spring of the drop.

At '8 o’clock sharp the signal® was
given to the hangman and the three
bidies, shooting down six feet, wWere Teft
dangling in the agonies of death.

The  bodies, after hanging 20 minutes,
were taken down and turned over to
Captain Starns,’ who, as coroner, held an
inquest on them and had them buried
in the rear of the barracks.

The two Indians were sometime ago
given to understand that they would
surely hang to-day. They had all “along
been sullen and indifferent, though show-
ing no fear of death.

“Whité man first kil two Indians.
Indians_in, returp kill one white man.
Then. four Tndians sentenced, two die.in
prigon - now:.white man . hang .-two:
mere Iiidians—no justice.’r

Howse had, as he thought, justification ,

William Baldwin,, the daring submarine
)Workur who made a descent of 33 fa-
. thoms to the sunken ship Andelana in
. Tacoma harbor, lost his life to-day in
endeavoring to again reach the big ship
at the bottom of the harbor,

The daring submarine expert was 150
. feet below the surface when death
, came, The cause is said to have been
due to some accident to the pumping
gear which supplied air. The Andelana
lies in 190 feet of water, and Baldwin
| was on his second descent in the at-
i tempt to reach the deck of the sub-
merged craft when the fatal termina-
tion came to his adventure.

The Andelana, a British bark of 2,395
ltons, turned turtle early on the morn-
i ing of January 14th, soon after she
| reached Tacoma harbor from Shanghai,
| The ballast had been taken out ot her
and ballast logs placed alongside, a.i
i she was anchored in 33 fathoms of
"water, to wait for a tug to take her in
to her loading berth. *

On the night of the 13th a terrific
. gale raged, the wind blowing about 35
'miles an hour. During the gale one of
’the ballast logs went adrift and with-
out warning the ship careened and cap-
sized. Capt. Starling, the mate and 16
sailors, who were on board, were all
drowned. They were caught like rats
in a trap while asleep, and had no «chance
| to escape. The ship sank completely
out of sight,

Soon after the disaster the wreck was
sold to Messrs. Halstead & Sorensen,
and they made a number of inefféctual
attempts to reach her.’ Thén ‘Sorensen,
| who was the ‘diver 'of 'the firm, retired,
and, Halstedad ‘sécured 'the ‘services of the
.dead diveér,! 'William “Baldwin, to go
,down to ‘the vessel. They made adequate
preparation to raise the big bark. In-
stead of using a barge, from which
Diver Baldwin would make his descents
to the wreck and which of necessity
carrying the air pumps and other appa-
ratus, would have to be towed to and
from the scene of operations each day,
{ the company chartered the steamer

| Clara Brown to act as a tender on the :

, work,

Some ‘days ago Baldwin went down
and laid his hand on the wreck. He was
satisfied that she could be raised, .and
was to have paid another visit to the
ship early this week, but there being no
sun he was unable to see, and had to
postpone his trip-beneath the waves un-
til to-day.

But yesterday the dead diver said:
Sol. and I have decided to make the sec-:
ond frip to the ship to-morrow 1if 1t is
raining pitchforks. T will have to ‘de-
pend upon feeling my way about the
ship; as it is impossible to see much
without the sun, but I think T will sue-
ceed in establishing connection between:
! the ship’ and the steamer Clara Brown,
i which will be used hereafter in place of
the diving barge. I shall still insist up-
on the use of the hand pump and wind-
lass for my supply of air while under
the water. [ have never used the com-
pressed air tanks and would rather de-
pend upon human hands when my life
is at stake.”

The unfortunate man little knew ‘then
that death was to come even with =zl
his care, That he made all precaution
is shown from the fact that the Clara
Brown was fitted with an air compres-
sor and large sized tank to- hold the
life sustaining oxygen and hydrogen
whieh was to keep his heart and lancss
working—had not the said accident «e-
curred—during his immersions at 1he
: heretofore unprecedent depth of 200
+ feet.
| The tank was made auxiliary to the
{ hand air pumps at Baldwin’s request.
The diver said some days ago: I nuve
| refused employment with a prominent
Pacific coast wrecker a number of times
on account of his use of tanks alding
compressed air instead of the ~egation
pumps with men at the crank handles.
1t is well to have the tank with its 20
minute supply of air in readiness should
anything happen to the air pumps, but
as for a diver having a feeling of se-
curity when on the bottom, give me the
air that is sent into my helmet through
the agency of human hands, and I with
the knowledge that a jerk on the <ignal
line means the immediate quickening or
slackening of the air being seat ro me.
I know my men at the hand pumps ard
life line and am sure every sigaal sent
to the surface will be instantly auswer-
ed. With an automatic acting tank the
pressure keeps steadily on, whether my
brain be bursting under the pressvre
coming to me or not. But it’s a good
auxiliary nevertheless, and at the great
depth in which I will be forced to work
on the Andelana, will undoubtedly prove
useful.”

The plans of the salvage
were to endeavor to raise the
Andelana with compressed air.
Ciara Brown, the wrecking steamer,
was anchored immediately over the
wreck. The boiler of the steamer was
to supply the power necessary to toperate
the air compressor and a windless was
to be utilized in handling any heavy
weights that the diver might encounter
and which were in the way of préperly
placing the air hose intended to fill the
uppermost side of the hull above the
hatches with air, The boiler power was
to serve to force this air from the com-
pressor tank into the Andelana’s hold.
The salvage company figured the matter
out as follows: The hull of the Andelana
weighs in the neighborhood of 1,600
tons. Taking the space from her upper
hatch combings to her side and there is
space sufficient, if filled with air; to
lift 3,379 tons, which force assuredly
would bring the ship to the surface. She
was then to be towed to shallow water
with the assistance of the ebbing tide.

Diver William Baldwin, who lost his
life at Tacoma. on Thursday while en-
deavoring to get down through 190 feet
of water to the Andelana, was well-
known here. He worked on the steamer

i Umatilld when she came to grief in these

waters some fifteen or more years ago.
His last words to the members of the
Andelana wrecking company when he

; put on his helmet at 11.39 a.m on Thurs-
| day were: “I'll either take a ride across
{ the river Styx with old Charon as pilot,

or this line will be passed through the

main hatch of the Andelana to-day.”
Eleven minutes afterwards he was on
his journey across the Styx. At 11.50

' o’clock his lifeless body was hauled in-

thoard over the side, the loosening of

' the helmét disclosing a purple, distend-
i ed, distorted face,

Irvin Halstead, who is in charge of
the work of raising the Andelana, in
telling of the horrible fate of his diver,
said: “It was awful. Had we not loos-
ened the helmet from his shoulders the
moment he was laid upon the deck of
the barge, it would have been necessary
for the surgeons who had been called to
meet us at the wharf, to cut away the
flesh, so rapidly’ was the surging of the
blood to the face and scalp progressing.

“It was 11.39 when Baldwin signified
himsdlf as ready to make the descent.
He wore but the light armor with which
he worked on the Umatilla wreck at
Victoria and in search for the Northern
Pacific safe and the bodies of those left
in the land slide of several years ago.

“As the glass face plate was being
brought to be screwed on the face he
made some remark about the air and told
us to keep the pumps 'going. Also he
had given instructions regarding the third
cylinder in the air pump. It was this
cylinder that caused the, disaster and
death.

“In the prior descent this third cylinder
of the’ pump had caused much trouble
through its failure to act properly. Yes-
terday Baldwin himself undertook to
remedy the defect in the cylinder. He se-
cured an old worn gasket and placed the
same on the valve.

“Baldwin had descended as near as I
could judge 150 feet. Suddenly there
came a hiss of escaping air from the
pump. :

‘“The tension of the life line slackened.

‘““The sound of escaping air continued,
and then we knew that all'was over.

“Baldwin; jwas:- dead’ or would be ‘dead
before he rcould be brought to the sur-
face.

“As fast as man’s arms and muscles
could haul on that life line, the diver was
brouhgt to the top and his limp body,
armored as it was, hoisted aboard the
barge.

“In a moment we were at the bolts
which - fasten : the helmet to the diving
suit.

“Never did men work with such earn-
estuness, such desperation as we in our
effort to remove Baldwin’s helmet.

‘At 'last it- was accomplished and well
we were not. later. ;

‘“‘Swollen beyond all . recognition, had
but a minute more of time elapsed, and
the surgeons would have been forced to
have cut away thé flesh from abouyt the
throat and jaws thHat the skull might be
releaséd from. the helmet. Oh! it was
awful.”

It would appear Baldwin himself, brave
but unfortunate fellow that he is, is to
tblame. Over-confident .in his ability, he
took chances with the air pump packing
and—lost his life. His body was a hor-
rible® sight when the diving armor was
removed. His body and limbs from the
feet to where the neck joins the trunk
were normal, but his head was swollen
to three times its size and was as black
as ink.

Next-the Colonel examined the border-
cau and declared that Dreyfus could not

- have disclosed part of it.

Rennes, Aug. 18.—Colonel Picquart
was before the Dreyfus court martial to-
day, and in the course of his testimony
said when he saw beyond a doubt that
the handwriting of the bordereau was
Esterhazy’s. and that the. documents
mentioned therein might have been sup-
plied by Esterhazy: that the words: 1
am going to the manoeuvres,” could per-
fectly apply to Esterhazy, and that Es-
terhazy had secretaries at his disposal to
copy a document so voluminous as the
firing manual, he resolved to consult the
secret dossier, to see what part of the
treachery might be ascribed to Dreyfus,
apd to assure himself whether the dos-
sier contained anything indicating Ks-
terhazy.

“I frankly admit I was stupefied on
reading the secret dossier,” said the Col-
onel. “I expected to find matters of
gravity therein, and fourd, in short,
nothing but a document which might ap-
ply just as much to Esterhazy as to
Dreyfus, an unimportant document men-
tioning D’Avignon, and a document
which it seemed absurd to apply to Drey-
fus, namely, the ‘cette canailla D—' do-
cument. Lastly, I recognized a report
appended in the handwriting of Guenee,
which appeared to be at least as worth-
less as the second doocument.

The questions put before us at the pres-
ent time are two—the lawfulness of the
liturgical use of incense, and the lawfu'l-
ness of carrying lights in procession, in
the public worship of the Church of Eng-
land.
The Ornaments Rubric.
There is no direction in the Book of
¢ommon Prayer either enjoining or au-
thorizing either of these practices. But
it is argued they are practically sanc-
tioned by the ornaments rubric prefixed
to the order for morning prayer. And it
is, consequently this rubric that we have
to interpret. It seems most convenient
first to interpret it as it stands, and then
to consider whether any circumstances
tend to contravene or modify this inter-
pretation. The ornaments of which it
speaks are limited by two phrases—they
Lx‘ru the ornaments to be used by the min-

isters ‘“‘at all times of ‘ their - ministra-.

tion:” and they are to be such as were in
use in the Church of England by the au-
thority of Parliament in the second year
of the reign of King Edward VI. On-
aments which do not fall within both
these limitations are outside the purview
of the rubric altogether. Any ornament
which is not required at any time.af the
ministration of the ministers, and &ny or-
nament which was not in use by auth-
ority of Parliament in the second year of
the reign of King Edward VI., is not an
(rnament to whick the rubric applies. To
ceal, therefore, with the first of these
limitations, it is necessary to examine the
meaning of the word “ministration.”

The ministration of the ministers is
contained in and prescribed by the Book
of Common Prayer. It is there that we
find what is the form to be observed in
all the offices of public worship. Every
clergyman is required by the 36th canon
to use the form in the Book of Common
Prayer, prescribed, and none other. This
prevents the insertion of any edditional
prayer or ceremony withoul special au-

thority. And the only authority which -

can bind or authorize the clergyman to
mak: any variation whatever from what
is contained in the Book is either an Act
of Convocation legalized where necessary
Ly Parliament, or the order of the Crown,
issued with the advice and consent of the
Metropolitan under the Act of 1559, or a
direction of the ordinary under the Uni-
formity Act Amendment Act of 1872
Against this it is contended that the
Prayer-book of 1549 contains ceremonies
which are not in the Prayer-book of 1552,
and that, since omission is not prohibi-
tion these omitted ceremonies are still
lawful under the later Act.

Permissable Variations.

It is quite true that there may be var-
iat:xns which are so brief, so long in
use, so unimportant, that a Bishop would
be justified in refusing to allow a clergy-
. man to be prosecuted because of his use
! of them. No authority has been found
i for the short sentences which in many
. churches the people are accustomed to
say or sing immediately before and after
| the reading of the Gospel in the com-
i munion office. There is no authority for
' the practice of the people saying the gen-
eral thanksgiving aloud with the minis-
| ter. There is no authority for shortening
the exhortation which the minister is to
read when giving notice of the Holy Com-
i munion. These practices are probably
in strictness all illegaly but no Bishop
would be wise in allowing a prosecution
for such unimportant deviations from the
strict letter of the law. This, however,
cannot be said of the introduction. of any
ceremony which is conspicuous, not sane-
tioned by long continued custom in our
church, and of such a nature as to
change the general character and aspect
of the service. It is urged that the Act
was not really and generally obeved at
the time when it was passed, and was
probably never intended to be so obeyed;
and instances are given of the use of in-
cense in worship at the time and for leng
afterwards. With regard to such -in-
stances, it is to be remarked that the
| time was a time of great excitement and
unsettlement. The whole country was in
a feverish condition. Elizabeth and her
advisers could not be sure-that insurrec-
tion and eivil war might not begin at
any moment. It was necessary to act
' without delay. Elizabeth herself would
have preferred to bring back the first
Prayer-book of Edward VI.; but she did
rot feel sure that the country would bear
this, and all through her reign, despite
her despotic character, she showed:her-
self steadily determined to have her peo-
ple with her. It was impossible to con-
sult the Convocations; the reign of Mary
had made them, and especially their lead-
ers, the Bishops, untrustworthy for the
purpose in hand. The end was, as usual
in England, a compromise. The second
book of Edward VI. slightly modified, was
taken as the Book of Common Prayer.
The ornaments of an earlier period were
1evived, but only until the Sovetreign
might make some different order. And
the Crown was empowered with the con-
sent of the then Ecclesiastical Commis-
sioners, or of the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, to other additional rites and cere-
monies at discretion. The English are
almost always ready to settle agitating
¢isputes by a compromise. But they are
not always quick to see what the com-
promise means. There can be no doubt
that tke Act was imperfectly obeyed;
practices which were no longer lawful
under its provisions were still maintained
here and ‘there. Archbishop Sandys, in
his well-known letter, goes so far as to
say that he interprets the Act as one that
would not really be enforced There seems
to have been a certain amount of con-
scious, and still. more unconscious, dis-
obedience. But, in spite of all this, the
precise and clear statement of the Act,
gradually prevailed, and forbidden cere-
monies gradually disappeared. In this
application to the use of incense the law
was obscured by the fact that, side by
cside with the liturgical use another use
had always been common which it was
not the intention of the rulers of the Leg-
islaturz to interfere with.

: Fumigatory Use of Incense.
i There was nothing to prevent the use
cf incense for the purpose of sweetening
the atmosphere of a church wherever and
! whenever such sweetening was needed.
And instances of this use can be found
long afier th2 Act of Elizabeth, and were
producel hefore us at the hearing of the
case. But such instances have no bear-
ing wi:tever on the lawfulness of the
liturgical ase. But they explain why, in
the =zase of incense, the law was more
slowly understood because it was so na-
tural to confuse the two uses with one
another. There are many instances of
what is called the fumigatory, as dis-
tinguished from the liturgical use. George
Herbert: used incense to sweeten his
church. There is no liturgical use in
this. And yet he is very frequently quot-
e€d as one of those who used incense in
worship. When all these instances are
struck out the number of cases in which
mcensz was used in worship is utterly in-
sufficient as evidence to show any wide-
spread interpretation of the law as per-
mitting the retention of the old usage in
spite of the plain words of the statute.
Further, it must be remembered that the
church has never spoken of incense as an
evil thing. There are some expressions in
the homilies which have that character.
But the homilies are hortatory rather
than imperative, and have never been
taken as having high authority on points
of doetrine or of ritual. Incense was ex-
cluded from public worship, not as an
evil thing, but as unsuited to the ‘needs of
the day. There were clearly three reasons
present tc the minds of the then Church
authoritics for its exclusion. First they
felt the need of greater simplicity. The
services were too complicated. The rule
| that the services should be understood
by the people required that they shoulT
not only be in English, but that they
should not be overloaded with symbol-
ism, making a complete understanding
difficult. Symbolism kept within strict
limits helps the understanding. But sym-
bolism may easily be pushed to lengths
which divert the attention from what the
symbolism is intended to teach to the
symbolism itself. The liturgical use of
incense was desbribed on the part of
those who_advocated .it before us as very
complicated in its detail. It. might have
been well under quite other circumstdnces
to have simplified the ceremonial while
still retaining it. But it is generally
! found easier and more effective to get
j rid of the danger contained in anything
of this kind by disuse than by modifica-
tion.

Incense at Holy Communion.
Secondly, the Liturgical use of incense

was spealally connected with the office
forithe Holy Communion, in relation to
which many sérious errors had arisen;
and the authorities had a strong desire
to make that whole office, as nearly as it
could suitably be made, a precise repeti-
tion of the original institution. It was
the main purpose of the then rulers of
the Church to put prominently forward
the supremacy of the Bible. It was clear
that the more closely the ceremonial of
the Eucharist was modelled on the Bibli-
cal account of the original institution the
more fully was the authority of the Bible
recognized. The difference between the
time when the Bridegroom with His dis-
ciples and the time when He had depart-
ed to share His Father’s throne 'was
enough to account for the preference of
kneeling over sitting when receiving the
mysterious gift; but in other respects the
Ritual was as nearly as it could be made
a repetition of the original Feast. Even
the mixing of water with the wine was

The
question is undeniably difficult to answer,
because of the anomalous rule at that
time in force, whereby the operation of
every Act of Parliament was made to,
date from the first of the Session in
which it was passed, and consequently
some time previously to the Royal As-
sent. This strange rule eontinued till
1792, and was then abolished. And  this
rule would appear to carry back the first
Act of Uniformity into the above-named
second year of King Edward. But it is
not necessary for us to enter into this
matter now, as the questions before s
are sufficiently determined without refer-
ence to the point.

our Lord used the wine of the Passover,
which . was a mixed cup, there is no rec-
ord of His having mixed it afresh for
the purpose of His Sacrament, nor- is
there any reason to believe that He did
s0. The mixing of the chalice as part
of the ceremonial was therefore omitted,
though nothing was said to prevent it be-
ing mixed beforehand. And, thirdly and
lastly, they had the less hesitation in
omitting incence because it was certainly
not in use in the Church for at least 300
years from the Apostolic times. To get
back to the earlier ‘and purer days of
Christianity, to make the primitive
Church the model for the Church of Eng-
land, was certainly part of the purpose
which our Reformers cherished. It would
have been a very strong reason for keep-
ing incense in use could it have been
shown that this use dated from Apostolic
times, and had passed directly from the
Jewish to the Christian Ritual. But the
history pointed in quite another direction.
And 'so the three chief reasons for omit-
ting the use of incense—viz., the desire
for greater simplicity, the desire for con-
formity with the New Testament account
for the original institution of the great
Sacrament, and the desire for reviving
the ways of the primitive Church—con-
verged to recommend the action which
was finally taken.

No Permanent Exclusion.

Yot it is right to observe that even now
the Liturgical use of incense is not by
law  permanently excluded from the
Church’s Ritualk ‘The section in. Eliza-
beth’s Act which allows the Crown, with
the consent of the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, to order new ceremonies does not
forbid the inclusion of the use of incense
in such new ceremonies if such are order-
ed. It would always be possible; if some
great occasion made it suitable, for the
Sovereign, with the advice of the: Pri-
mate, to order a great ceremonial - in
which the use of incense should form a
part. The question of probability need
not now. be raised. Many things might
become probable when our toleration of
one another had risen to a higher level
which dre not probable at present.

But, meanwhile, the law requires that
the clergy should wait for the action of
lawful authority before bringing any ad-
ditional ceremonial to form a part of pub-

. lic worship. The rubric is often careless-

ly interpreted as if the order to use the
ornaments was per se an order to use
the appropriate ceremonies. But, in the
first: place this interpretation makes the

. Act.of, Blizabeth contradict itself by or-

dering a 'strict adherence to the formeof
ceremonial prescribed in the Book and
at the same time ordering the revival of
a number of ceremonies of which the
Book says nothing. In the second place
it averts the relation between a cere-
mony and an ornament, by making the
ceremony subordinate to the ornament,
instead of the ornament being subordinate
to the ceremony The very meaning of an
ornament is that it is a thing to be used
for the fitting performance of a cere-
mony, and if no ceremony be prescribed
the so-called ornament has no place. In
the third place, to ‘order a’ceremony not
directly, but by ordering the use of an
ornament connected with it, is without
any precedent in the. history of the
Church. And, lastly, this interpretation
makes the' words “at all times of their
ministrations’” not merely  unmeaning,
but misleadings They would be better
away. Such an interpretation we are
cuite unable to adopt. In conclusion, we
ere far from saying that incense in itself
is an unsuitable or undesirable accom-
paniment to Divine worship. The injunc-
tion for its use by Divine authority in
the Jewish Church would alone forbid
such a conclusjon.

But this is not.the question before us.
We are not to determine what might be
fitting or permissable at some future
time; but whether, under the present di-
rections of the Book of Common Prayer,
the Liturgical use of incense is lawful or
unlawful in the Church of England. And
we are obliged to come to the conclusion
that the use of incense in the public wor-
ship, and as part of that worship, is not
at present enjcined nor permitted by the
law of the Church of Enland; and it is
our duty to request the clergy who so
use it to discontinue that use. If used
2t all it must be used (in George Her-
bert’s language) 1o sweeten the church
and outside the worship altogether.

Processional Lights.

It is obvious at once that precisely the
same line of reasoning is applicable to
the case of processions carrying lights
as we have applied to the case of in-
cense. There is no authority for such
rrocessions, and they are therefore neith-
er enjoined nor permitted. "To light up
the church for the purpose of adding to
its beauty or its dignity stands on the
same footing with hanging up banners,
decorating with flowers or with holly, or
the like. The ceremonies of carrying
lights about have a different character.
And in this case, as in that of incense,
we are obliged to request the clergy to
discontinue what the law of the €hufch
of England does not permit—the carrying
of lights in procession. And in ‘this de-
cision we have the support of the late
Archbishop Benson in his - judgment in-
the case of the Bishop .of Lincoln. We

The Duty of Submission.

In conclusion, we think it our duty to
press, not only on the clergy that have
appeared before us, but also on all the
clergy alike, to submit to episcopal au-
thority in ail such matters as these. All
alike have consented to the Book of Com-
mon Prayer and the Book of Common
Prayer requires all persons, not only if
they doubt but if they find that others
disagree with them concerning the mean-
ing of the directions contained in the
Book, {o resort to the Bishop of the dio-
cese, who may, if he thinks fit, send the
question to the Archbishop for his de-
cision. 'In order to give the fullest op-
portunity to any who ‘diversely take any
question of this kind to give reasons for
their opinion, we have suspended our de-
cistion until we have heard the matter
fully and learnedly argued before us; and
we_ have now given our decision as the
Prayer-book requires us to do. We en-
ireat the clergy, for the sake of the
peace of the Church which we all so
much desire, to accept our decision thus
conscientiously given in the name of our
common Master the Supreme Head of the
Church, the Lord whose commission we
bear.

Scows.

Will the Railrvad Be Pushed on
Past Bennett?s-Tramway
Being Repaired

According to advices received from
Bennett, the one topic of discussion there
now is in regard to the intentions of the
railway company. Everyone is anxious
to know whether the line is to end at
Bennett, or whether it is to go further.
Considerable capital is said te be await-
ing investment in Bennett as soon as the
capitalists are assured that the rails will
go no further,

The mills of the V.-Y. T. Co. and
others are turning out scows galore, just
as if there was no such thing as steam-
er lines going into Dawson. Shippers of
goods say they can save 2 to 4 cents a
pound on freight by the scow route as
against the ‘steamers, and that the time
consumed is very little, if any, more.
The steamer Kilbourne, of the Upper Yu-
kon route, is towing scows to Miles can-
yon;-where they shoot the rapids to
White Horse, and are there taken in
tow by the ‘A. J. Goddard, of the same
line, which tows them down to Thirly
Mile river, or any other point desired.
This company has a monopoly of the
towing below the canyon. Considerable
freight in from four to fifteen ton lots
goes down by the scows and now that
the water is falling all along the route,

MARTIN MAKES A CHARGE.

The Ex-Attorney-General Lays a Complaint
Agaiast L. G. McPhillips, Q.C., for Alleged
Unproiessional Conduct.

The Vancouver World says: The last
has apparently not been heard in con-
nection with the events surrounding the
champerty matter, in which Mr. Joseph
Martin, M. P, P., is an interested party.
Mr. Martin has already announced that
he intends to bring the matter before
the Full Ccurt next month as to whe-
ther the law. of champerty applies to
this province. This question will be
argued before the session of the Full
Court in a. couple of weeks, and likely
some interesting events will take place
there in connection with the matter,

In conversation with Mr. Martin this
morning, that gentleman informed a
Woild representative that he had laid a
serious charge before the Law Society
against one of the most prominent mem-
bers of the Vancouver Bar.

Mr. Martin said
that he would not say anything more
about the matter just now, as he has
only just written the letter containing
the charge to the Law Society at Vie-
toria. “All I have to say at present,”
he remarked, “is that it was a case of
most outrageous conduct on his part. 1
do not know when the matter will be
taken up by the society, or when the
next meeting will be held.”

Mr. McPhillips was seen regarding the
above matter, but refused to make any
statement for publication beyond the
fact that he knew what Mr. Martin was
getting at, and that there was nothing

I give them in order of their import-
ance: !

‘“Northeast point Mary Island—From a
position, off Boat Harbor .point a light
on this point would be a guide to Mary
Island for twenty miles on N.W. 3% W.
coursé magnetic, avoiding Black rock
and Whale roeck.

Tell Tales of Wonderful
Richness.

Five Rivers All Panning Out--
One Claim Alleged to Have
~ Yielded $20,000.

Seattle, Aug. 18.—Steamer Alliance is
the first of the second fleet to return
from St. Michaels. She brought 125
passengers and about $50,000 in gold, a
greater portion of which was brought
from the Cape Nome district, from which
a larger number of the passengers come.
Purser Shaw had in his safe about $2%,-
000 owned by six individuals and - the
balance was carried by the passengers.
The boat brings with her stories of ricn
discoveries in Cape Nome, and while not
all are enthusiastie over the district, a
large number are willing to tell golden
stories of the land of which reports have
heretofore been so conflicting.

Amorng the passengers who come down
on the Alliance who are enthusiastic
over the district are Capt. Wm. Kid-
ston, formerly in charge of the Rqanokﬂ,
but more recently engaged in mining 1n
Alaska.

In an interview given to the Post-In-‘
telligencer he said: /

“Cape Nome .will yet prove to be the
richest district in Alaska. I have spent
eight weeks in the district- and know
what I am talking about, I arriv_ed
there on June 27 last and found a site
for Anvil City laid off between Snake
river and Cape Nome. -The place .then
had a population of from 250 to 300.-
That site is now all laid off in placer
claims and Anvil City, which has grown
to 38,500, is located a short distance
away. I just proceeded up Anvil river
and found they had already begun to
open up rich claims.

“Claim No. 1, below discovery, owned
by Lindblom, Lindeberg & Binde_rson,
incorporators of the Pioneer. Mining
QCompany, then had eight men at work.
They were digging a drain ditch two
feet wide. I took three shovels of the
dirt, put it in a pan and washed it out.
I got out of the pan $8.56. That was on
June 29. On the same claim on July
31 the first clean-up of eight men work-
ing six hours was $6,000. The second
clean-up, on August 2, eight men work-
ing eight hours, was $20,0000,

“Up the creek the claims are all stak-
ed out in twenty-acre claims and-are be-
ing worked, the results being about the
same as the one recited.

“(Maim No. .7 is' owned by Dr. Kittle-
son and, working fourteen men ‘eight
hours, is taking out from $2,500 to $3,-
000 per day. Claim No. 8 is known as
Price’s claim, but is owned by Lane.
They are cleaning up every day they
work from $1,500 to $2,000. Claim No.
9, experts says, is the richest yet dis-
covered. Every pan taken from ground
two and three feet from the surface is
running $7 to $8. This claim is owned
by. a Secandinavian missionary named
Anderson, who discovered ‘the district.
Claims 11 and 12 are owned by Lap-
landers who accompanied the reindeer
exposition to Alaska. They are making
money hand over fist and are spending
it as fast as they can take it out.

“The Snow gulch district, owned by
the Pioneer Mining Company, has three
very rich claims. Other claims giving
good promise are being opened up. On
the three claims I speak of I have seen
the gold fall off the shovel as the dirt
was being thrown out.  In fact, the
ground is composed of slate gravel and
gold. This is near the surface. - They
have not touched bedrock yet. T know
this to be true, because I saw it,

“On Glacier creek they have just be-
gun to find gold. 1t is going to prove
just as rich as Anvil creek, and ‘ull
claims now being opened up are running
just about the.same, Claims are now
being opened up on Osborne, Hobson,
Boulder, Rock and Snake rivers, and all
give good promise, . ;

“J. M. Wilson, of the Alaska Commer-
cial Company had bought up about fifty
claims prior to August 5, and had an
option on thirty more. These were pur-
chased upon the advice of Ivan L. Peter-
son, a mining expert whom Wilson sent
into the district. ;

“The North American Transportation
& Trading Company has a half interest
in twenty claims,

“The output from Cape Nome this sea-

son will be at least $500,000, which will
represent about two months’ work. There
is no telling what next season’s output

will be, but it will run into the millions. |

Now I say this because I know that in
Snow gulch they took out $150,000 in
twenty working days, which is the best
work ever done in Alaska.

“Next fall there will be bigger
greater discoveries, and that
which is considered the best has not yet
got down to a working basis.

“Timothy Hopkins, of San Francisco,

Stolen--No Trace of Entrance
Being Ferced.

Trounce Alley, open, the safe door vpen-
ed, and the cash box missing. Further
investigation led to the discovery of the
cash box, the lid forced open, in the rear
of the office, and another cash box, the
property of a. client of the firm’s, unopen-
ed, in the passageway .at the back of the,
office, which has an entrance from the
‘alley. - The safe in Mr, Munn’s office
had also beeh’ opened, and = rifled, al-
though ‘nothing was taken. This safe is
never locked, and only papers are kept
in it.

\ Entrance to the office could have
been gained through the pasageway .at
the back, the door of whieh in Trounce
Alley is very often left open, there: be-
ing also a door from the passageway in-
to the rear of the office which may have
been left unlocked last night.

When the steamer Princess Louise,
Capt. - McCoskrie, left the northern can-
neries the majority of them had/ com-
pleted their packs. . The season just clos-
ed, it seems, taking it all in all, has been
a good one. On the Skeena the pack has
been a record-breaker, but on- Rivers In-
let the canneries’ did not get so large
packs as had been expected. When the
steamer left the Naas the Naas Harbor
cannery had 11,400 cases and the Mill Bay
cannery 7,600. Both were still canning
and’' will total 20,000 cases before they
close. On the Skeena the total pack is
115,200 cases, made up as follows: British
American cannery, 19,000 cases; Cunning-
ham’s, 14,500; Carlisle, 10,000; Aberdeen,
14,500; Inverness, 15,500; North Pacific, 20,-
000; Standard, $11,000; Claxton, 8,200; and
P. Herman & Co., 2,600. The pack on Riv-
ers Inlet amounted to 75,900 cases, made
up as follows: Wadham'’s, 19,500; Wan-
nock, 11,000; Vancouver Paéking Co., 10,-
000; Good Hope, 7,200; Brunswick, 10,700,
and British Columbia Canning Co., (two
canneries), 17,500. Wadham’'s fishermen
are .still at work taking humpbacks and
it is reported axe. getting somewhére near
a thousand a day. At Lowe Inlet, the
Lowe Inlet Packing Co. have 10,1¢0 cases;
at Namu, R. Drainey’s cannery has 6,000;
at Alert Bay, 8. A. Spencer has 4,500 and
is still canning. The total northern- pack
when the Louise left was therefore 230,600
cases, and some- of the canneries were
still adding to their packs. The pack will
exceed that of last year, when 223,740
cases were put up. On the Naas, the pack
will exceed that of last year. It equal-
led it when the Louise left and both can-
neries were still busy. On the Skeena the
pack is greatly in excess of that of last
year, when it totalled 81,234 cases, 33,966
cases Jess than this season. On Rivers
Inlet, however, the pack does not come
up to that of last year by 28,811 cases.
Last season the pack was 104,711. At
Lowe Inlet last year the pack was 10,312
cases.

The Anticosti Trouble.
The vexed question of the deportation

of the Fox Bay settlers was brought up
b): Mr. Clarke Wallace when the com-
mittee reached an item of $1,200 for the
renewal of a telegraph line on Anticosti.
Mr. Wallace couid not see why the gov-
ernment should maintain a telegraph lins
upon a private island, especially one
owned by a foréigner. He dealt at
length with the history of the Anticosti
trouble, and read the story of the contro-
versy between Mr. Tarte and the Meth-
odist Conference, He considered that
the settders had stronger rights than
Mr.. Menier, becase they +were British
subjects, and had settled on the island
at the invitation of the then owner.

Mr. Sifton asked if the courts were
not open to them,

Mr. Wallace said the same thing had
been asked when the Quebec provincial
police went down to drag them off the
island. The charge that the people
were wreckers was baseless and founda-
tionless, for they were a God-fearing and
law-abiding class.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that Mr.
Menier claimed, he thought with some
show of right, to have a title. This
would have to go before the courts to be
decided. It was quite true he was not
a British subject, but he had purchased
from.a British subject, who had bought
at a sheriff’s sale, and therefore he held
by ail the rights of a British subject.
Mr. Menier had given certain authority
to a governor, a pompous title, but inof-
fensive. He was performing all the du-
ties sf a citizen and paid customs due
the same as others, and he claimed no
rights except under the law. As for the
men whom Mr. Menier had tried to
eject, there had been an attempt to com-
promise, which "had failed, and the mat-
ter was now before the courts. The
government of Quebec had come to the
assistance of the settlers, and was bear-
ing the cost of their counsel, Mr. David-
son. Sir Wilfrid disclaimed any idea on
the part of Mr. Tarte of attacking any
religion. He had heard no word to the
detriment of the settlers in Quebec or
elsewhere.

Mr. Sifton, speaking as a Methodist.
stated that Mr. Tarte had not insulted
the Methodists in his speech. He had
been sitting close alongside at the time,
and heard what was said.

Yukon Telegraph Line,

Upon an item of $175,000 for trails,
roads and bridges in Yukon, the Opposi-
tion desired very full particulars as to
the econduet of J. B. Charléson, who has
charge of the building of the Yukon tele-
graph line. Mr. Foster elicited the in-
formation that no pay rolls. have yet
been received from Mr. Charleston,
though he had been four months in the
country. - Praectically no report had be:n
received for three months as to the pro-
gress of the work. An officer of the
Public Works Department had been sent
two, weeks ago up to look after the ae-
counts.

Upon the vote of the Yukon tele-
graph line, Mr. Fielding presented a
statempent that the line was now ‘con-
structed 216 miles to Little Salmon riv-
er. Mr. Charleston would have the line
throngh, he expected, by August 26 to
Selkirk, and on October 15 to Dawson.

IN THE SENATE.

In the Senate- yesterday the bill re-
spedting the departmeng of Customs and
Inlafi® Wevenue twas read a third time
and passed. .

The Hon. R. W. Scott moved the sec-
ond reading of a bill to provide for the
construction of a branch line of railway
from Charlottetown to Murray Harbor,
in Prince Edward Island, as a public
work.

Senator Ferguson regarded the bill as
a step in the right direction. The bill
was read a second time, passed through
committee and read a third time.

On the second reading of the bill re-
specting securities for seed grain indebt-

edness in the Northwest Territories, Sir

Mackenzie Bowell did not think the biil
was a' business transaction at all. It
gave an enormous power to the Min-
ister of the Interior, which would be
used for politieal purposes, as he could
grant’ or refuse Telease to the sureties
as he wished. It had been asked that
all these claims should be handed over
to the Provincial Government, which
would collect them or take out the value
in statute labor. The bill was read a
second and third time.

The Hon. David Mills moved the see-
ond reading of a bill to amend the Raill-
way act. It was also reported and read
a third time, as was a bill to amend the
General Inspection act.

The Lottery Evil.

After recess Senator Clemow brought
up the question of the House of Com-
mons having dropped the bill to amend
the Criminal Code which the Senate
had spent so much time in perfeeting, As~
a consequence, the Ilottery scandal in
Montreal had assumed enormous pro-
portions. He was afraid to calculate how
much would be lost by poor people on
account of this delay in passing this
bill. He thought a protest should bz
sent from the Senate. - There was talk
of reforming the Senate, but he thought
that it was the House of Commons thaut
should be reformed. It would, he said,
be becter for parliament to remain in
sessior a little longer in order ito enact
this measure for the protection of the
poor. It was an insult to the Minister
of Justice for the House of Commons

! not to pass this bill when it was discus-

sing much less important matters.

The Hon. David Mills had been im-
pressed by the remarks of Senator
Clemow. He understood that the Lower
House had allowed the bill to stand
over because it anticipated much dis-
cussion on it. The lottery clause, it
was feared, was ome which would give
rise to a lot of discussion. The lotter-
ies, he said; had been started with the
idea of promoting art, but had degener-
ated into mere gambling institutions. He
regrettgd that he had to submit to the
dropping of this bill, but it had to be
dope with a view to bringing the ses-
sion to a close.

Safety of Ships.

On the motion 'to go into committee
on the bill to further provide for the
safety of ships, Sir Mackenzie Bowell
asked how the bill would affect the un-
derwriters, and how it would affect the
local acts. This bill was another iilus-
tration of the evil of bringing down im-
portant legislation at the close of the ses-
sion.

The Hon. David Mills . admitted that
the bill -was late in coming down, bat
some . bills had to be later than others.
The House of Commons had taken five

A Prince Edward Island Claim.

of duty. The American government af-
terward declined to carry out the under-
standing. In 1871 the claims of the

i British fishermen were settled for, and
in the year following claims were paid

to parties who were not British subjeets,
but this particular amount was not in-
cluded. , The claims had only been paid
as a matter of grace, but some having
been settled, it is contended the ar-
rangement should have been extended to
all,

Mr. John ,Haggart denounced the pro-
position for this payment as rank ex-
travagance. It was all well enough to

, pay our own people for the loss sustain-

ed through the failure of the Americans
to carry out their bargain, but: this step
in affording the same treatment to par-
ties who were themselyes subjects of
the neighboring republic was a little be-
vond the mark.

Mr. Martin (Prince Edward Island)
thought that an ‘explanation might be
found for this procedure in the fact that
the gentlemen to benefit from the pay-
ment were supporters of the present gov-
ernment.

Mr. Foster Answered.

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Threatened
Secession

Residents of Victoria West Want
to Withdraw From the
Municipality.

Will Ask the City Council to
Bear the Costs of the
Fight.

¢ council to put the road leading from the

Semple’s Hall was the scene last night
of a gathering in the proceedings of.
which the sentiments of jubilation, in-
dignation and congratulation were
strangely intermingled. Coming, as it
did, immediately after the deliverance
of Mr. Justice Drake vindicating the
contention of the ‘“oppositionists,” as
they are called, it' wouid naturally be
supposed that the tone of the meeting
would be one of satisfaction and de-
light. But notwithstanding that these
elements were present, they by no means
predominated. In fact it is doubtful if
at any stage of the dispute between ‘he
city council and the people of the su-
burb has the estrangement caused by
this unfortunate difference been so: ap-
parent, or such bitterness manifested as
at last night’s gathering. This note of
resentment was marked in the addresses
of even the most conservative of the
speakers. Had members of the alder-
manic board been present they would
doubtless have been supnised at the ap-
plause which signalized the advocacy by
a prominent clergyman of a movement
to ‘“‘secesh.” !

A rather odd, and yet a plausible,
line of reasoning was adopted by Chair-
man Boggs in his opening remarks. He
pointed out that while the city, by the
judgment of His Lordship, was mulcted
for the costs of the case taken in the
Supreme Court, the oppositionists were
still involved in considerable expense by
the retention of counsel, and by other
steps rendered necessary by their op-
position to the closing of the road. The
people of Victoria West had spent,  per-
haps, $200, he argued, in proving the
city’s ownership of a street which the
city had spent the taxpayers’ money in
attempting to give away, and he thought
it would be perfectly reasonable to ask
the city council for reimbursement to
the extent of their actual expenses. g

Principal Tait, in emphasizing the same
proposal, said that the people of Vic-
toria West had been fought with their
own money in attempting to obtain their
rights. He thought the people of Vie-
toria West would remember the injustice
the mayor and council had sought to im-
pose upon them at the next election, and
see to it that a represfentative was elect-
ed from the district’ itself. If no one
else would run he would feel like doing
so himself. The remark was punctuat-
ed by applause, so strong as to leave no
doubt that the popular principal would
be a formidable candidate should he
choose to take the field.

There were over fifty ratepayers pre-
sent, and the meeting was of the same
orderly character that “has distinguish-
ed all the public gatherings in connec-
tion with the matter. Mr. Beaumont
Boggs was voted to the chair, and the
proceedings were more or less informal,
pipes and cigars being lighted, and all
formal speech making tabooed. Only
once did the chairman find it necessary
to insist én proper respect being shown
the meeting in its collective ecapacity.
One young man, noticing that even the
chairman failed to aobserve the formali-
ties by omitting to court My Lady Nico-
tine, so far forgot the proprieties as to
retain his headdress, Although almost
hidden in a corner the eagle eye of the
chairman marked what was amiss, and
he muttered many maledictions, Gently
removing his cigar from between his
teeth, Mr. Boggs reminded the unhappy
offender in his most caustic accents of
the gravity of his affence. Having dis-
charged this exacting duty he replaced
his cigar and the proceedings continued
without further hindrance. The dignity
of the assemblage had been vindicated.

The dominant note of the gathering was
one of resentiment, The speakers were
unanimous in their expression of the be-
iief that an act of the greatest injustice
to themselves had been attempted in the
effort to close the Craigflower road  to
trafic. The decision of the judge, while
gratifying to all, and especially to those
who have wasted rime and money, and
exposed themselves to all kinds of critic-
Jism and abusé by their persistence in
fighting the proposed step, only seemed
to emphasize the injustice of the coun-
cil’s act, and bitter indeed were the com-
ments heard on every hand regarding
them. Rev. Mr, Macrae, who has been
extremely cautious throughout the af-
fair, and who has always counselled pa-
tience and forbearance, was most pro-
nounced in his attitude, and advised tak-
ing steps to secure the separation of
Victoria West from the city. He poiut-
ed out that all the other suburban dis-
tricts, such as Oak Bay, James Bay and
the Fountain, had access by a variety
of roads and routes to the heart of the
city. In the case of Victoria West there
was only one road (that by Point Ellice
bridge), and cars and vehicles meeting
on the bridge often caused grevious de-
lay. The council, too, had discovered
that they had sufficient authority in the
case of the road through the Indian re-
serve to prosecute bicyclists riding on
the sidewalk there, but not enough to
improve the road. Being informed that
the suburb of Victoria West being in
the city limits, and therefore part secur-
ity for the city’s indebtedness, could not
secede, he advised that tradesmen and
business men be induced to come over
and open business in Victoria West, the
residents pledging them their support.
Mr. C. Jenkinson also -dealt with the
wretched state of the road through the
Indian reserve, as well as the general
aspects of the case,

Messrs. Macrae and Tait moved that
the attention of the business men of the
city of Victoria be ealled to the inade-
quate means of communication between
the city and Victoria West, and in view
of the importance of the trade of the
district be urgea to use their influence
with a view to securing easier access tn
the business parts of the city. This mo-
tion was carried.

It was also unanimously resolved that
the executive committee, with power to
add to their number, be empowered to
draw up a -resolution asking the city

It was the unanimous feeling of the
meeting that steps should be taken to
draw the attention of all the residents
of the city to the action of the counecil,
and that in the event of their deciding
to appeal the case a meeting to protest
against such a step should be summoned. '

The meeting adjourned abdut ten
o’clock.

KITCHENER IN THE LORDS.

Khartoum Hero Passes His Ordeal—
Much Bowing And Secraping.

The ceremony in the House of Lords
yvesterday, when Lord Kitchener of
Khartoum, in crimson robe and scarf of
ermine, bent knee before the throne, sign- |
ed the roll of nobles, and took his seat
in the gilded chamber as a peer of the |
British realm, was a very picturesque |
one. For a few minutes the Lord Chan- |
cellor lay back on the woolsack, com-
fortable, twiddling hi® arms. But sud- |
denly he sat unright. The silent peers
bent forward. For coming through the |
door facing the throne was a little pro- |
cession in radiant red. Kirst came’
Black Rod. Behind him came the De- |
puty-Garter King-at-Arms,: In his wake |
walked- the spruce figure of Lord Rob- '
erts of Kandahar. Then came' Lord
Kitchener of Khartoum, slim and'Straight
and tall—he seemed very tall beside |
Lord Reberts—also in long red robes, He
was in a quiver of nervousness when he !
stood at the door and bowed to the Lord
Chancellor. His cheeks were colored to !
deep purple. FHis eye was aflame with
excitement, and he fumbled with his pat- |
ent of nobility as though he didn’t know |
whether to tear it up or throw it away
or give it to somebody. Behind him
walked Baron Cromer, likewise in red
robes. Nobody spoke, nobody moved
while' this procession of robes marched
slowly up the floor.

Reaching the woolsack Black Rod!
stepped on one side; Garter King-at-
Arms stepped on the other. Lord Kitch-
ener dropped upon his left knee, and
with both hands held out his patent of
nobility. The Lord Chancellor took it,
slightly unrolled it, and let loose the blue !
ribbon attached, glanced at it, and hand-
ed it back. Lord Kitchener bowed low
on receiving his patent, and the Lord
Chancellor raised his three-cornered hat
two inches above his wig. Then Black
Rod led the way to the clerk’s table,
and Lord Kitchener walked between his
introducers—Lord Roberts, the soldier,
and Lord Cromer, the administrator. The
clerk in bobwig received the patent and
began to read it aloud. It was a pro-
saic, formal. legal-phrased document, |
All that could be heard was a sonorous
mumble. Lord Kitchener stood with all
eves ‘'on him while the reading went on.
A piece of cardboard, rather yvellow from
age, with the words of the oath printed
on it, was handed to the hero of Khar-
toum. Holding it in his left hand he
repeated it. A big, stodgy book was
opened. The clerk put his finger on a
place. Lord Kitchener took up a quill
pen and hastily scrawled his name.

Then he stood straight up and doubled
into a bow to the Lord Chancellor. Again
the three-cornered hat went up two in-
ches. But the ceremnony was not.yet
over. 'The procession was reformed.
Black Rod, Garter King-at-arms, Lord
Roberts of Kandahar, Lord Kitchener
of Khartoum, Lord Cromer, all halted In
the centre of the floor immediately in
front of the cross benches, the benches
that signify no politics, and bowed again
in long-drawn obeisance. Slowly they '
walked to the lower end of the House,
facing the throne. Black Rod and King-
at-arms fell out of the procession. 'The
three Peers ascended the gangway, and
in: the furthest corner of the back seat
they sat down, Lord Kitchener in the
middle. They put on their hats. Sil-
ence prevailed, ‘The three rose together;
automatically they all raised their cocked
hats and bowed with a long sweep. As
Lord Kitchener passed the woolsack on
his way to the hall behind the throne,
the Lord Chancellor pushed out his hand

it warmly. He beamed on the new
Peer. Lord Kitchener was covered with
confusion, but he smiled. Then out into
the hall he went. In two minutes Lord
Kitchener and Lord Roberts were back
in the chamber. But their bright robes
had gone. They slipped into the second
of the cross benches.

People who wear false
feotl_l often complain of sub-orbital neu-
ralgia, and this is put. down by many
dentists as being caused by the heat or .
cold acting on the china or porcelain, |
Porcelain or mineral composition is also
liable to chip or break. and for these rea-
sons has never been satisfactory.

The paper teeth are made of papier-
mache. which is submitted to a tremen-
dous pressure until they are as hard as
required, Their peculiar composition
renders them cheap, and the price of a
set of teeth will go' down considerably
owing to the new invention. The color
of the papier-mache can also be made to
vary. which is an important point, as no
two sets of teeth are identical in color,

while others are bluish-white, In order-
t‘hfrefore. to obtain the right tint, the eol-
oring mixture has only to be introduced
into the mixture before the tooth is cast
in order to match the other teeth exact-
Iv. Tt is in this particular that china
teeth often fail to appear natural. their
color differing from other teeth in the
mouth. and showing that the tooth is ar-
tificial.—New York Press.
