The Grand Lodge convened to hold its fortieth session at
Kingston this morning, at g 30 o'clock.

Besides the Oﬂic‘éi{ Representatives and members of the
Lodges in Kingston, there were also present many of the Repre-

sentatives to the Rebekah Convention, with ofher ladies and
friends,

Prior to the Grand Master taking the chair, his Worship
the Mayor, Dr. Jno. Herald, read and presented to the Grand
Master the following address of welcome :—

Grand Master, Officers and Members of the Grand Lodge of the Independent
Order of Odd Fellows of Ontario :

It is, I'8ssure you, with more than ordinary pleasure that I welcome you
here to-day.. You have come to our city to transact the business of your
noble Order. { trust, however, that you will be able to forego the cares of.
business and devote a portion of your time visiting the places of interest in
Kingston, many of which, I can assure you, will afford you not only pleasurc




but profit. While, sir, I welcome you I do not express my personal welcome

on!y, but as the chief ex

perhaps in the years to come you may wish to visit us again.

And, sir, why do I, in the name of the citizens, welcome you to-day ?
For two reasons mainly. The first is perhaps a selfish motive, You are here
as the representatives of a large body of men. You have been raised to your
present position in the Order by the free choice of your brethren. You,
therefore, it may be lqg’ftimate]y inferred, represent the worth and the in
telligence of the Order. You come from all sections of our fair Province.
We as Kingstonians are always pleased to have strangers visit our city, and
especially is that the case wherg as on the present occasion, those visitors are
representative men. We feel that our city will bear inspection and compari-
son with other towns and cities, and we believe that you, as other visitors,
will go away favourably impressed with our city, its situation, its surround.
ings, and the evidences of progress which you will note as you go about our
streets. So when you return to your homes you will be able to say a good
word for Kingston, and thus spread Ihe fame ‘and reputation of the good old
town of which we are proud to, claim citizenship,

In the second place, sir, T would welcome you'on account of the Order
of which you are the representatives. This may truly be called the age of
fraternal societies. These varied societies have much in common, They fall
owe their origin to the teaching of the Gospel of Christ. They all recognize
the common Fatherhood of God and seek to impress upon their members the
common Brotherhood of man, They all endeavour to elevate man intel-
lectually, morally and spiritually. Their precepts teach the members the duty
of caring for the sick, hel ing those in. need, raising the fallen, pitying and
forgiving an erring bmtll'l)er who repents. The members. of these fraternal
societies are taught the uncertainty of life and the certainty of death, and
thus there is impressed upon them the advisability of frugality and the neces-
sity of providing for the maintenance of those who are dependent upon them
after they themselves have departed this life,

These, all will admit, are noble aims, But, sir, you will agree- with me
that no matter how pure the teaching of an organization may be, no matter
how laudable and noble its objects may be, no matter how high sounding the

< phrases of its rimgl{may be, if these teachings are not exemplified in the lives
i

of the members, if\the members do not strive to live up to these objects, these
very teachings become not a credit to the brethren, but, sir, they rise up 1n
condemnation of those whose lives do not tally with their profession, So,
sir, while we may heartily endorse the principles of a fraternal society, it is
by the lives of the members that we must jucfge whether it is worthy of our
approval or our condemnation. It is not my intention to draw a comparison
between the Independent Order of Odd Fellows and other kindred associa-
tions. Iam confident you would not wish me to do so, Each society must
be judged by its own record, Applying this test to the Order, whose Grand
Lodge is here assembled, I have no hesitation in declaring that your record
will bear the closest scrutiny. It isnot for me to deal with the statistics of the
Order. Sufficient for me to say that your Order has given evidence, and that
abundantly, that the teachings of the Order have been the mainspring of your
outward life. You have cared for the sick, buried the dead, watched over
and endeavoured to reclaim your erring brother, comforted and protected
the widow, given'that care and guidance to-the orphan of which he became
deprived by the death of his natural guide and protector. Because your
Order is founded upon such noble, such Christ-like principles, because these

L
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principles have been exemplifiéd in the outward life of your Order, I bid you
welcome to our city to-day, and say to you, inall sincerity, God increase your
numbers and your usefulness. ;

* .+ And, sir, T am sure you will pardon me when [ say that I welcome you
to no mean city. Situated as Kingston is, at the eastern extremity of Lake
Ontario, just as the lake merges into the St. Lawrence, she is admirably
adapted for a convention such as I am now addressing. From the broad™
expanse of the waters of the lake to the west are borne the cool and refreshing
breezes which moderate the temperature of our summers and bring health
and strength to our citizens. ' To the east wends the) mighty St. Lawrence,
washing in its course the shores of the far-famed Qne Thousand Islands,
which, with’their evergreen foliage and-artistic cottages, like gems bedeck the
sparkling water and present a scene fairy-like in its beauty, ever new and ever
vgried. In the city itself much may be found to interest and perhaps even
ilstruct the visitor. Here may be seen the Fort and other fortifications which
carry us back to the early days of Canada, and still remind us that we owe
much to the mighty Empire of which, thank God, Canadians generally are
yet proud to form a part. The Penitentiary, a monument td man's depravity
and a tangible evidence that in this country *the way of the transgressor is
hard,” and that law'is supreme, will well repay the visitor for the time spent
in inspecting it. Rockwood Asylum bears testimony to the fact that the
people of this Province are not unmindful of the unfortunate who in the
inscrutable ways of Providence have beet bereft of their reason and thus
rendered unfit to care for themselves. Our Schools and Colleges, which are
Kingstonians’ greatest pride, will compare favourably with those of any other
town or city in the country. We recognize the advantage of putting within
the reach of every child the means of obtaining a good and useful education,
believing an educated citizen is of more advantage to his country than an
ignorant or an illiterate one. Our hospitals and other charitable institutions
Ltestify that our oitizens who possess health and strength, and enjoy in a
moderate degree the goad things of this world, have not been unmindfyl of
their less fortunate brothers and sisters, but have, out of their blessings,
generously contributed towards the support and care of those whose mis-
fortunes or whose faults have feduced them to objects of commiseration,
But, sir, it is not only from her present condition that Kingston claims more
than a passing interest from the strangers within her gates. Over 200 years
ago, when this Province was one vast unbroken forest, there was established
here the Indian trading post, Cataraqui. Later on in the days of Fren%\‘
rule Fort Frontenac was established, which, when the country becanie par

of the British Empire, changed its name to Kingston. Here bccurred many
of the events which go to make up the history of this country, and he who
would know the history of Canada must siudy the history of Kingston. Nor
is it alone in general history that Kingston has played an important part. As
early as 1846, when the Odd Fellows in the earlier settlements of Canada
decided to eytend the Order westward, we find that a deputation was appointed
for that purpose. Kingston was the second place visited, and then was
organized Cataraqui Lodge, No. 10, with John A, Macdonald as the first
Noble Grand, many of the more prominent citizens being at that time initiated
into the mysteriesof the Order. From that day to this Kingston Odd Fellows
have been spreading the prihciples of the Order and increasing the member-
ship. At present there are six hundred members in the city lodges.

To a city, then, with such natural and acquired advantages, with such a
history and with such a close connection with the founding and progress of
your Order, I, as Kingston's Chief Magistrate, and in the name of her citizens,
bid you welcome. That your deliberations may redound to the ad t
of your Order, and that your stay in our midst may be enjoyable to you all,
is, I am confident, the wish of our citizens generally.




Permit me, sir, in the name of the city, to extend to you, as the head of the
Order, my right hand, signifying thereby that Kingston, through me, extends
her most cordial welcome, through you, to the Grand Lodge here assembled.

Again allow me to assure you that we appreciate your kindness in
welcoming us here to-day, and we hope that when we leave your city we will
all say * gve have been happy to meet, sorry to part, and hope soon to meet
again."

R. Meek, District Deputy Grand Master, on behalf of
the Order in Kingston, District No. 36, presented the following
address of welcome to the Grand Lodge :—

To Yoseph Oliver, Esq., Grand Master, and Members of the Independent Order
of Odd Fellows in Ontario : ¢

BRreETHREN,—Most cordially, in the name of the Odd Fellows of the city
and district, I welcome you, and trust that your session will be pleasant and
profitable and have the effect of stimulating the representatives, and of con-
firming their confidence in the Order as a powerful agency for good.

These annual meetings are of great benefit. They afford to the members
of Grand Lodge the insight into the work which absorbs so much of their
attention. They bring into prominence the features of QOddfellowship whose
consideration tends to strengthen the Subordinate Lodges in tle manage-
ment of their affairs. They bring into touch those who have been specially
endowed for service in-a worthy cause, and by the interchange of their
experiences, by the exercise of their judgment upon important issues, they
are the better Txaliﬁed for the duties incumbent upon them.

- The annual meetings of the, Grand Lodge, seem to be a necessity, and
the advantages of them cannot be ed by any mc standard.
There is the need. of the inspiration which they supply, so that the assumed
saving to be effected by the holding of them ‘at Fonger intervals would be
more than counterbalanced by the loss of that enthusiasm which is certainly
contagious, and which is so intimately associated with. ** the Promethian
spark that can man’s former light relume.” It is m ost gratifying to report .
that the watchword of the Odd Fellows in this di?ict is ‘*Onward, ever

onward.” The net gain in the membership of the ¢ight lodges for the last
term alone is eighty-eight, and of this number fifty-ijne were added by the
Kingston Lodges. Two of the lodges outside the city) were instituted by me
since the Grand Lodge last met—one at McLaren's Depot and one at
Harrowsmith—and these contributed to the membership thirty-four. 1Inall,
and according to the last returns, there are in this district 1,068 Odd Fellows,

Two halls have, also, during the past year, been erected ; one at Parham,
and one at McLaren's Depot. The last referred to has been named Oliver
Hall, in honour of our Grand Master.

. There has been expended in benefits, in relief and charity, within the
district and year, about $4,000, and still on June 3oth, the lodges had in
cash nearly :g,ooo, in regalia and furniture nearly $7,000, and in buildings
nearly §9,000, Financially, as otherwise, therefore, Oddfellowship in this
part of Ontario is in a healthy condition. .

Here are, besides, two Encampments, Kingston, No, 15, and
Cataraqui, No. 79, Canton Kingston, No. 6, P. M, and Louise Lodge, No, 10,
D. of K. All these branches of the Order are active and progressive, .

Here, too, is the Odd Fellows’ Block, the property of the Odd ¥ellows'
Building Association (composed of Odd Fellows), and costing $30,000.
The:lodge room in this block 'is one of the largest and best equipped in
Ontario, Here is the birthplace and home of the 0Odd Fellows' Relief
Association of Canada, which has distributed $376,000 invbenefits among the
widows, orphans and dependent relatives of deceased members, and which
has the license of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, and of the several Grand
Lodges, to do business within their jurisdiction, b E

Here we pray that in the providence of God the Order may forever stand
true to its principles, its members exemplifying them in their lives and
characters, and keeping alive the spirit of its founder, who now, as truly as
when Ridgely wtote his eulogy, * lives in the prayers and ministrations going
up from a thousand altars, in' the undying deeds of mercy which do follow
him, in the blessings which he scatteredi broadcast along slippery paths of
life, in the sighs subdued and .the tears wiped away, in the comeliness and
beauty and moral sublimity of his benefactions to the human family.”

VIL—YELLOW FEVER EPIDEMIC,

I received a letter from the Grand Master of the Grand
Lodge of Georgia, asking for;permission to appeal to this juris-
diction for assistance for the brothers of the two lodges in Bruns-
wick, Georgia, whose members and families were suffering from
yellow fever. After a consultation with the other members of
the executive I decided it would not be wise to grant them
permission, but as we had a balance on hand from a special
relief fund, which had been raised on a former occasion, it was
decided to grant them the sum of $25.00; and I ordered a
warrant to be drawn upon the Grand Treasurer fof that amount,
and trust this action will meet with your approval,

VIIL,—** DOMINION ODD FELLOW."”

As the years roll on the official organ of the I Q. O. F. in
this jurisdiction continues to improve in the number of corres-
pondents. A new and important feature has been introduced
during the past year in the shape of post-card notes, which adds
very much to the interest and contains a great deal of valuable
information for its readers ; and I hope the' members of the Order
will continue to encourage and support the endeavors that are
being made to make it in every respect a first-class paper, and
help on the work by becoming subscribers to it, and thus prove
that they appreciate the efforts put forth by the proprietor.

1X,—ODD FELLOWS' RELIEF ASSOCIATION,

This association the better it becomes known the more it
increases in popularity. The past year has been one of steady,
solid progress, not only in the addition to its membership, but also
in a large increase in its reserve fund. At the last annual meeting
it was decided to make six bi-monthly assessments each year, and
doaway with the annual call for expenses, thatbeing now included
in the assessments named above. And out of the six assessments
the death claims and disgdility claims are to be paid, and what-

.
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ever surplus there is carried to the reserve fund, which now, 1
am pleased to say, amounts to over $71,000. This, you will see,
gives stability to the organization, and I am sure will give generﬂ
satisfaction to all the members who ave now connected with it, and
should, I think, be the means of inducing those who have not
already joined to become members of the organization. {

X.—CHARTER RECLAIMED,

As reported by Past Grand Master Jolliffe, I found Totten-
ham Lodge in a very bad shape. Theré were only'a few mem:
bers, and very few of them in good standing, I therefore decided
it was wise to recall the charter, and instructed D.D.G.M. Bro.
Brownlee, of Barrie, to go down and.secure for me all the books,
papers, charter, etc., in connection with the Lodge. This, with
the assistance of Bro Robinson, of Tottenham, was dope with
the exception of one book, and the books, papers and regalia
belonging*to the Lodge along with the charler are now in the
hands of the Grand Secretary.

X1,—DECISIONS.

1st Question —Can a Lodge purchase a tract of land to be
used as a Cemetery, and to be surveyed and sold in burial plots ?
Answer.—No.

2nd Question.—Can a Brother be paid a bonus t;’y his Lodge
for bringing in members ? Answer.—No.

3rd Question.—As to the legality of a by-law which many of
the Lodges in Ontario have in their code, viz: Asto the pay-

. wnent of a benefit to a Brother on the death of his wife ?

Answer.—I find on looking over the new Constitution for Sub-
ordinates, the permission to pay benefits on the decease of a
Brother's wife has been left out. " I therefore decided it was. not
legal to continue such payments.

4th Question.—As to whether a Lodge can pass a resolution
in favor of Prohibition ? Answer.—No,

5th Question.—As to whether a Brother three months in
arrears for dues can claim sick benefits.

Decision.--1 confirmed the decision of the D,D.G.M. as
given on November 24th, to Belleville Lodge;, see section 187,
page 73, 1.O.O.F. Digest of Ontario, 1891, which says: ‘ Lodges
may require dues to be paid in advance,” That Brother would"
be therefore three months in arrears on'the first day of July.
The Lodge’s By-Laws did not in this case conform to the re.
quirements of the,)new Insurance Act, and I told them it would
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be necessary for them to state in their By-Laws that dues are
payable on the first meeting night in January, April, July and
October, of each year.

Note.—There were quite a number of other questions submitted,
but as they were all merely questions of law which were
answered by a reference to the Digest, I do not think it ne-
cessary to report them. :

XIL—APPEALS,

I am aware of only one appeal to come before you at this
session. Teeswater Lodge, No. 183, appeal against the decision
of the Grand Master re payment of benefits to Bro. Hassard.
This Brother became insane in July, 1892. Teeswater Lodge,
after the Brother became insane.and was in the Asylum at
London for some time, refused to pay him his benefits, on the
grounds that his insanity was caused by drunkenness.

Garnet Lodge, No 139, Mount Forest, having complained
to this Grand Lodge that Teeswater Lodge refused to pay Bro.
Hassard his benefits, the matter was referred to the District
Committee, which met at Wroxeter, April gth, 1894, and after
hearing the evidence dismissed the appeal, sustaining Teeswater
Lodge in their refusal to pay this Brother his benefits. Garnet
Lodge appealed from that decision to me, and after carefully
looking into the evidence, I found all the facts to be as follows:

This Brother was Noble Grand of Teeswater Lodge either

for the term that ended on the 3oth June, 1892, before beconiing
insane, or he was Noble Grand when he became insane, as per
the evidence of Bro. Lemuel Hearts, herewith submitted, and
marked page 32. ;
‘I also communicated with his employers, Messrs. Gillies. &
Martin, of Teeswater,/Ont., and found that for the six months
nrior to his insanity his,record was as follows: In Jannary he
.ost one-half day, Febfuary six and one-quarter days, March °
worked full time, April lost one-half day, May one day, June
two days, July worked full time, up to the time he became
insane. :

Also found the followiné‘ letter among the papers submitted
from RgM Buck, Medical Superintendent of the London Asylum,
as follows : ;

(cory.)

Lonpon, July 26th, 1893."

Dear Sir:—Replying to your letter of the 24th inst., I beg
to say that the above mentioned patient is in fair bodily health,
but seems to be slowly getting worse mentally. I can reiterate
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that the man is very sick mentally, totally incapable of caring
for himself or his family, and that his sickness is not due to
alcoholic drinking. I think it is too bad that the I O.O.F.
should withhold its benefit from the family of one of its mem-
bers and whose case is such a deserving one.

This letter is addressed to Mr. John Corley, Mt. Forest.

I also have the following certificate from his‘family physi-
cian:—

To WHom 1T MAYy CONCERN:—

This is to certify that I have known Robert Hassard for
quite a number of years, during which time I was his family
physician, and I cannot recall a single instance when I saw him
intoxicated, but I might here mention the fact that he was of a
very nervous and excitable temperament and exceedingly jealous-
minded.

March 20, 1893. (Signed)  J. GirLuies, M.D.

Taking into consideration the fact that at the time of the
Brother's illness or immediately preceding it he was elected
Noble Grand of this Lodge, and from the medical testimony
submitted, I came to the conclusion if the Brother had been
drinking to excess the Lodge dighwrong in first electing him to
the position of N.G. when they knew he was an habitual

- drunkard. If the Brothers knew that, they should have at once
charged him with conduct unbecoming an Odd Fellow, and not (

leave it until the Brother became incapable of answering for
himself. That combined with the medical testimony, which in
all cases of law would be taken in a matter of this kind in prefer-
ence in ordinary evidence, I reversed the decision of the
District Committee, and decided that the Brother was entitled to
receive benefits, and from this decision they now appeal and all
papers are herewith submitted.

GANANOQUE LO‘DGE BY-LAW 7e¢ BENEFITS,

Gananoque Lodge, No, 114, appeals from my ruling as to the
legality of the following clause in their By-laws as contained on
page 33, section 43, which reads as follows :

“And in no case shall more than $1.00 per week be granted
to a sick Brother for any number of weeks of such sickness or
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disability anterior to the date'at which same shall have been
reported to this or some other Lodge, unless in the opinion of
the Lodge he has taken the best means possible to either report
such sickness or cause same to be done.”

I ruled that according to the recent legislation 6f the Sover-
eign Grand Lodge, that Lodges must pay at least $2.00 per week
Sick Benefits. According to the Constitution of our Grand
Lodge there is a clause which says that a penalty may be
inflicted upon a Brother in the shape of not receiving any bene.
fits if he does not notify the Lodge of his illness, but I am satis-
fied that this law is wrong, and in the new legislation of the
Sovereign Grand Lodge that was rescinded, and no Lodge can
pay less than $2.00 per week. As you say $1.00 per week, of
course that clause is illegal, and you would have to pay $3.00
per week to the Brother, as that part of your By-law is not®
constitutional.

I further say that, evep if our Grand Lodge has the power to
permit Lodges to impose’a penalty, the penalty must be not to
pay any benefits, because the Sovereign Grand Lodge says that
not less than $2.00 per week can be paid. If Gananoque
Lodge’s By-laws said $2 0o per week up to the time the Lodge
was notified, then their By-laws would be legal, but it says $1.00
per week, and the Sovereign Grand Lodge says that not less than
$2.00 per week must be paid. On that part being illegal they
are bound to pay the sum further stated in their By laws, and
coming to a Brother of the Degree of Truth, viz: $3.00 per
week.  All papers are herewith submitted.

XIIL—ANNUITIES,

A number of enquiries having been received as to the legality
of Lodges continuing to pay annuities in any manner, I wrote
Mr. J. Howard Hunter, Registrar of Insurance, so as to get the
best available information on the subject. The letter sent and
Mr. Hunter's reply will be found herewith. The tenor of the
letter was published in the Dominion Odd Fellow,

DEear Sir,—Will you kindly advise me as to the legality of
the by-law had by many of our lodges, of paying a certain sum
to a widow on the death of a brother, but extending payment
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over one, two or more years in equal annual payments. If such
a by-law is illegal will you kindly quote that Section of the Act
which makes it so.

DEear Sir,—Ke instalment payments. In this matter I have
your letter of the 23rd inst. The spirit of Section 42 of the
Insurance Corporation Act forbids (if indeed the letter of the
section does not also forbid) the postponement of liabilities. It
is not desirable that liens on Lodge funds should be carried over
from year to year, This would lead to all kinds of embarrass-
ments and complications. One question out of many that may
be raised is: Are members who have joined the Lodge subse-

5 quently to the decease out of which the charge has arisen
liable to contribute ? The whole principle on which these Benefit
Societies are constructed is that a member’s liabilities are only
Such liabilities as arose during his membership. Once this prin-
ciple is abandoned, we have no holding: ground. The doctrine
of prompt discharge of liabilities runs through other sections of
the Act. For example see Section 39. In an old Lodge-
especially the postponement of liabilities would lead to financial
embarrassments and deter young persons from becoming

XIV.—DISPENSATION. o

. . International Bridge Lodge No. 228, asked permission to
initiate Mr. Wm, Cowan of Buffalo, N.Y., into their Lodge, and
I wrote to the Grand Master of New York State for a dispensa-
tion tp do so. This he granted, and his kindness I am sure will
be appreciated by us. ;
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XV.— NIPISSING' LODGE, UXBRIDGE,

A complaint having been made by Past Grand Bro. Hardy
of this Lodge, as to several irregularities having taker. place, I,
in company with Bro. Hoyle, D.G.M., paid them an official visit,
and on examination found that the Treasurer had never given a
bond, instructed the Lodge that bonds must be procured,

There were also $28.00, the profits of an excursion,which had
been passed to the general fund, which were taken therefrom
again to defray the expenses ofan “ At Home " which the Lodge
had held and upon which there was a loss of about that amount.
This Bro. Hardy took exception to. I ruled that while this was
irregular, still they could transfer $28.00 from the General Fun
to a Contingent Fund and pay the loss of the “ At Home " in
that way, as the $28.00 did not come from any of the ordinary
sources of revenue, and therefore; could be used as a Contingent
Fund. ]

XVI.—ANNIVERSARY.

I issued the usual Anniversary Proclamation asking the
Lodges to observe the 26th April in an appropriate manner, and
this has been generally done throughout the Jurisdiction,

XVII.—GRAND SECRETARY'S OFFICE.

In looking over th amount of work performed. by Grand
Secretary Bro. King, I think you will agree with me that the
time has come when 4n increase of salary is due to this Brother,
He has now been in Toronto since 1879, during which time the
Order has doubled in membership, and consequently the work
has increased proportionately, still there has not been any in-
crease in this Brother's salary. Ifthe work was worth $1,600.00
in 1879, surely it is worth an additional sum now, and I would
fecommend to the careful consideration of the Finance Commit-
tee the advisability of increasing Bro. King's salary. I can
assure them that if they came into daily contact with him as I
have done during the past year, they would soon learn to know
what a valuable officer they have in this Brother, and on the
principle that faithful services should be properly remunerated
I have no hesitation in asking that the Finance Committee take
this matter into their serious consideration,

XVIlI.—FIRE.

During the year I am pleased to say only two Lodges suf-
fered from the misfortune of having been burned out, though
through the wisdom of the members of both Lodges the loss will
not be so great as it might have been, from the fact that they
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had taken the wise precaution of insuring. I refer to the loss
of Otter Lodge, Tilsonburg, and Fairy ILodge, Huntsville,
Otter Lodge succeeded in saving all the books and charter, but
the furniture and building was damaged, and was fully covered
by insurance. Fairy Lodge unfortunately lost their charter and
all their effects, and immediately on hearing of same I had the
Grand Secretqy, Bro. King, send them a dispensation to allow
them to continue working until this meeting of the Grand
Lodge. And I now recommend that a charter be granted them
free of cost, and at the same time commend the foresight of both
these Lodges.to all other Lodges, and suggest that if they have
not already insured their Lodge rooms and effects that they do
so without deldy. .

XIX.—CHANGES OF DISTRICT DEPUTY GRAND MASTERS,

During the year several of the District Deputies have placed
their resignation in my hand, owing to business reasons and
changes in their residence. The following resignations were
accepted and others appointed in their place :

XX.—DBMONSTRATION AT CHICAGO, ILL.

As per the resolution passed by the Grand Lodge at its last
session, Past Grand Master Jolliffe and myself attended the

* monster demonstration held in Chicago on September 25th, and

no doubt it was one of the grandest since the Order has been in
existence, both in the numbers in the procession and the
enthusiasm which was shown; and I am sure it must greatly
redound to the benefit of the Order, not only in Chicago, but
throughout the length and breadth of the land where Oddfellow-
ship flourishes. The joint report of the occasion is as fol-
lows :—

To the Odd Fellows of the Jurisdiction of Ontario :

BreTHREN,—Having been appointel to represent you at the
great gathering of Odd Fellows in Chicago, it will no doubt be
expected that we should through the columns of the Dominion
Odd Fellow, furnish you with a brief report relative to the
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demonstration of the Order in that city on the 25th and 26th ult.
On Monday afternoon, at two o'clock, a monster procession
was arranged for under the direction of Gen. John C. Under-
wood. This included a grand parade of all the branches of the
Order, including the Sovereign Grand Lodge which had come
down from Milwaukee, and the Grand Lodge of Illinois. The
various bodies were formed en masse on the Lake Front .Park,
and the programme was to march along Michigan avenue,
countermarch and terminate in a grand review opposite the
Columbus statue. The procession was one of the largest and
most impo#8ing we had ever witnessed Lodges and Cantons
all presented a fine appearance. The marching was excellent,
banners beautiful and costly, while numerous bands discoursed
delightful music. The irrepressible goat was prominent in the
procession and created no small amount of amusement. Carriages
were provided for the officers of the Grand Lodges of
the various jurisdictions. It would be difficult to say how many
there were in the procession Gen. Underwood computed the
number as between twenty-five and thirty thousand. Certainly
there were tens of thousands of spectators from every part of
the country, and they must have been impressed with the
thought-that Oddfellowship is a mighty factor on this continent.
Tuesday, the ' 26th, was Odd Fellows' day at the World's
. Columbian Exposition. At 8.30 a.m., Columbiarl coaches were
on hand at the Hyde Park Hotel to take the S.G.L. and
attendants by way of Drexel boulevard and Michigan avenue to
the corner of Van Buren street, where all dismounted and
boarded the steamship Christopher Columbus (whaleback).
There were over five thousand on the steamer, and yet there was
roon for more. After sailing some distance on Lake Michigan,
the boat was headed for the World's Fair. We were marched
through the gates, and as soon as possible we gathered in
Festival Hall, where a very good, but too lengthy programme
was presented. The day was cold, the hall decidedly chilly, and
yet a large number held the fort right on to the end. All the
speeches were good, though some one or two were padded out
with a resume of the history of the great fire in Chicago in 1871,
Dr. Boulton, Chaplain-General, P.M., Hon. C. S. Thornton, and
Hon. C. M. Busbee spoke well ; but the Grand Sire, Dr. Camp-
bell, held his own with the best of them. The- proceedings
closed with the benediction by Rev. . W, Venable of Kentucky.
In the evening.a promenade concert,- complimentary reception
and banquet were held in the elegant parlours and magnificent
hall ofthe New York State building. The cost of this building
was $77,000. Its dimensions 214x142. It is elaborately
decorated and furnished, and is certainly a thing of beauty.
Everything at the banquet passed off pleasantly. It would take

The presence of
these friends contributed much to the pleasure of our visit. Our
brethren across the line are keeping up our Order well to the .
front ; and wetrust that we also had our ideas sharpened, and our
enthusiasm increased, as the result of meeting with them. With
united effort on the part of one and all, this year may be the
best in our history in the jurisdiction of Ontarig, So mote it be

XXI.— DISTRICT SYSTEM.

This system seems to be working well, but it appears to me
there should be some law enacted whereby representatives to
these various district committees could be compelled to atteril
or otherwise they would cease to be representatives on the com-
mittee, as quite a number complaints have been made to me
as to the irregularity of attendance at these district meetings on
the part of representatives. On'orfe occasion a district meeting,

- specially called for the purposg of considering some pressing

matter, could not be held.owing to the absence of some of the
representatives of the Lodges.

I am also of the opinion that a general law should be
enacted regulating a maximum mileage and per diem for the
attendance at the district meeting.

XXII.—INSURANCE AND BONDS.

The renewal receipts for the insurance of the Grand Lodge
effects and Guarantee bonds of the Grand Secretary and Grand
Treasurer have been in my possession during the year.
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XXI11.—REPORT ON DISTRICTS.

Perhaps no Grand Master has been favored with a staft of
District Deputies who have worked more faithfullyfor the Order
than I have been. Each one of them seemed to vie with the others
in their endeavors to advance the interests of the Order in their
various districts The work performed by them has met with
my hearty approval, and I desire to express my thanks for the
interest they have manifested in the welfare of the Order-during
the year passed. ;

XXIV.—RECOMMENDATIONS FROM DISTRICTS.

The following recommendations weretsent to me by the
District Committees : —

From District No. 2 — This District asked me to bring before
this Grand Lodge a motion to change the term of Subordinate
Lodges from an optional semi-annual or annual to a compulsory
annual term,

Also asking that the Grand Lodge instruct the representatives
to the Sovereign Grand Lodge to have the Constitution changed
to admit mgmbers at the age of 18 years.

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XXV.—THE REBEKAHS.

Those having charge of this branch of the Order are using
all their endeavors to forward its interests. And I must say that -
the spirit of self-sacrifice shown on the part -of the members who
from day to day and week to week are ministering to the wants
of the destitute and sick will surely not go unrewarded, and
they can rest assured that their noble work is being looked upon
by Him who says that even if only a cup of cold water is given
in His name, they who give it will not go unrewarded.

XXVIL,—RE BEETHOVEN LODGE, BROOKLIN, ONT.

Since the last meeting of the Grand Lodge the late Treasurer
of this Lodge, Bro. K. T. Campbell, has failed in busines
owing Beethoven Lodge some $1,300, for which the Lodge held
a bond signed by six members of the Lodge, they becoming indi-
vidually responsible for the sum of $300 each, and the Lodge
has refused to take action against the guarantors, from the fact
that when the Brothers were appointed the Lodge passed the
following resolution, dated March 25, 1892 :—

‘ Moved by Bro. Spence, and seconded by Bro. Vipard,
that the matter of the Treasurer's security be left to a committee
consisting of the N.G., V.G, P.S, R.S., Bro. Spence and the
G.M. to confer with Bro. Campbell and settle the whole ques-

. tion to-night” Carried,

The result of the question was that the officers of the Lodge
became bondsmen to Bro. Campbell to the-extent of $300 each.
Since the bond was made the Lodge has collected from Bro.
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Campbell $80o, which, under: ordinary circumstances, it is very
doubtful if they could have collected any.

I was not able to visit the Lodge myself, and at my request
D.G.M. Bro. Hoyle went. down.there, and he reports that Bro,
Campbell is willing to transfer his certificate in the Odd Fellows”
Relief Association of Canada to the Lodge as security for his
indebtedness, and the Lodge & willing to accept same as
security. |

I herewith submit all papers and leave it in the hands of the.
Grand Lodge to decide ;

B. King, presented his Annual
Report, Statistics and Tables, which were referred to the Com-
mittee on Distribution ;:—

GRAND SECRETARY'S REPORT.
KingsTon, August 8th, 1894.
To the Grand Lodge of Ontario, 1.0.0.F.:

Meeting to-day in the Limestone City, we are reminded very
forcefully of the rapid flight of time.

Twenty years have passed since last the Grand Lodge
assembled here to hold its twentieth annual session and they
have been eventful years for Oddfellowship.

After a journeying hither and thither, we have again returned
to hold here our fortieth session; but oh, how the scenes have
changed. = But few of those who welcomed the twentieth session
are here to welcome the members to the fortieth session. Yet
we have great cause for gratitude to God, that so many of the
early workers are still spared to be with us, and that amidst the
ever changing scenes of human life our Order has gone steadily
onward, and we hope upward, in all of those essentials which give
to life its greatest zest.
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When we assembled here in 1874, there was but one lodge.
to greet and welcome the Grand Lodge—having' r20 members
Cataraqui Lodge was then still slumbering, though evident signs
of awaking were visible. Now the awaking is a fact, and there
are two lodges, with a membership of 595 as live and
active Odd Fellows as are to,be found in this of any jurisdiction.

Then a Relief Association, scarcely an experiment—now
an Association second to none under the jurisdiction of Odd-
fellowship. The value of this Association in the upbuilding' of
the Order in Canada cannot be too highly appreciated or over-
estimated. The work of the Association should®%e encouraged
in every possible manner by the Grand Lodge:

Then 115lodges in the Province—having 8,578 members,
now 263 lodges, with nearly 22,000 members, while the assets
of the lodges have increased trom 8123,756.00 to over $825,000.

Surely such prosperity could . be attained by a purely
ben volent society in so short a time, only b‘y its inherent worth.

The history of the past is full of lessons for the future, which,
if heeded as they should be, will make Oddfellowship what it is
the hope of every Odd Fellow it will be— the greatest benevolent
society of the age. :

We havean Order whose record is one we may justly be
proud of—one whose benevolent features are calling forth the
admiration of the world, and without a doubt, as it is faithfully
administered, will meet the approval of our Heavenly Father,

Clause 2.—The several duties assigned to your Grand Sec-
retary by law and resolution have been attended to. As
promptly as possible after the session of last Grand Lodge the
minutes and statistics were compiled, printed and distributed
as directed by the report of the Finance Committee.

The notification to nominees for offices were duly sent out,
and on the date required by law; the several blanks and voting
returns, with envelopes for return, were sent to each Lodge.
Returns from four lodges have been received and are herewith
presented.

Arrangements have been made with the several railroad
companies and also with the Ontario and Richelieu Navigation
Company for reduced rates for delegates and ladies; partic.
ulars of which were promptly sent to lodges and officers Y cir-
cular. - These arrangements, as hitherto, have been most liberal,
and will, no doubt, be duly appreciated by the members
of the Grand Lodge. °

As soon as it was ascertained that the form of certificate
and application for sick benefits was wanted. By fodges a suppl
was procured and added to 'the regular. supplies. 1. wotild'
suggest that this form be now officially authorized atd lodges

generally instructed to use them, as thus much of the laxity
that has existed in the payment of claims for sick benefits would
be effectively prevente£ to the benefit of the Order.

All By-laws and amendments received during the yeay were
promptly sent to Bro. W. A. Rawlings, Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Laws, and as soon as received from him were sent on
to the Lodge duly certified.

I have great pleasure in bearing testimony. to valuable aid
to the Order rendered by the Dominion Odd Fellow. Every
Lodge should have a card in that paper, and, while advertising

. itself, would in#ite strangers to visit it.

The Order has cause to appreciate the kind words
and dailyrecord that has been given of the doings of the several
lodges by the daily press. Foremost of the press in giving full and
frequent notices to the Order has been the Evening News, of
Toronto, which has during the past year spared no effort or
space to give publicity in its society columns to the doings of the
Order in Toronto and elsewhere.

Clause 3.—Herewith will be found a It of the lodges which
have incorporated under the new Act of 894 ; also of those in-
corporated under the old Act, but have-rfot taken advantage of
the new Act,

Clause 4.—Owinf to the large increase in lodges and member-

ship during the last few years, the work of the Grand Secretary
has been greatly increased, so much so that it is impossible for
one person to do all the work that must be done. The extra
labor of compiling and correcting the lists of members sent in
and to abstract the sought-for information took several weeks of
undividéd attention ; the extra work consequent to the incorpora-
tion of the lodges‘which applied for and received certificates of
incorporation ; the daily calls for social attention’; the comput-
ing of mileage tables; the increase in Rebekah Lodges and
many other duties assumed and performed have made the employ-
ment of clerical help an absolute necessity, without which much
of the work herewith presented as accomplished could not
possibly have been done by your Grand Secretary unaided.

It has been the pride o{your Grand Secretary {o try and keep
abreast of the times in all statistical information that may tend
to the benefit of the Order ;to do this has necessitated the
employment of clerical help which was approved by the Grand
Master. The account for the extra help is herewith presented.

Clause 5.—The past half year has n one of great activity
amongst the fair Rebekahs. The membership hasincreased from
1,786 in December '93 to 2,048 on the 3oth June, 1894. I can-
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not give more full statistics of the work of the half year owing
to the fact that some of the returns were so late in coming in.
Two are not in at this writing.

Clause 6.—The returns for the year ending 31st December
have been carefully compilei:nd a statement made therefrom,

as herewith presented. ;

The year was one of the best in the history of the Order in
Ontario ; the institution of new-Lodges was greater, admissions
were more numerous and losses much lighter than for many
years.

Clause 7.—The following abstract from the returns of
lodges for the year ending 3ist December, 1893, is a full and
complete statement of the work of the Order in Ontario during
the year. As soon as the returns were all received in February,
this statement, as has been the custom for some years, was
issued to the lodges, and was a help in many cases in"preparing
facts and figures for the many able addresses delivered on the
anniversary of the Order. I would advise that the issue of
this annual statement be continued.

Clause 9.— I have prepared a complete list of mileage to
Kingston and notified each Grand Officer and Lodge by circular
letter, and stated that unless notified by a given date the mileage
would be considered correct and made up accordingly.

The report of mileage and per diem for the present session is
now completed according to the distances sent out, but four
notices of error have been received and these corrected.

Clause 10.—The Journal of the Proceedings of many of
the state and foreign jurisdictions have been received and led.
As the Committee on Fraternal Relations was discontinued
by resolution at the last Session of the Grand Lodge, no
a{stmct from these valuable journals has been made.

Clause 11.—It so often occurs that Lodges are careless in
fyling their papers, and at times important documents are lost, or,
it may be, destroyed by fire. Much valuable information has
recently been obtained from the cards of Charter members
deposited with the Grand Lodge on making application for
a Charter, and much more cannot be had, owing to the loss of
the withdrawal 'cards received on deposit, I would suggest that
it be made a requirement that all withdrawal cards received by
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Lodges on deposit be transmitted to the Grand Lodge with the
semi-annual returns of the Lodge, where they will be safely
fyled and be accessible when, if ever, required.

Clause 12.—The mortuary tables and.tables of average of
sickness and age in Ontario, etc., as presented by your Grand
Secretary, for several years past, having been considered as
worthy of mention by the Committee on Dues and Benefits for
the Sovereign Grand Lodge, those tables have been continued
to date (31st December, 1893) with others added, all prepared
with care and submitted in the hope that they will awaken our
Lodges to the value and necessity of a system in regulating
their fees for dues and payment of benefits. The fact is now
demonstrated beyond the possibility of a doubt that sickness
and death increase with age of the individual and of the Lodge.
So that if the honor of the Order is to be maintined and the
lodges desire a long and prosperous life, each one must arrange
its system of dues and benefits on sound principles derived from
the well established experience of the lodges whose history of
the past is'a safe guide for the future, and not on a senti-
mentalism, which would charge small sums for admission to
Order and place the dues at the lowest figure. My knowledge
of the history of the Lodges convinces* me that it is not wise to
make fees too low, that the success of the Order is not to be
attributed to cheap rates. Those who ‘enter cheap are apt to
consider the Lodge as a cheap concern, and- soon lose interest,
and N.P.D. soon follows, The relation of dues to benefits must
be considered if the Lodge desires to live to an honouwable old
age, and be the blessing Odd-Fellowship is designed to be. - The
following tables of age and experience are submitted.

Clause 13.—The annual statement of the Grand Encamp-
ment, required to be submitted with the Reports of the Grand
Lodge to the Insurance Department, in order to secure the in-
corporation of the several encampments, is herewith submitted.

I would respectfully recommend that the Grand Encamp-
ment be requested to take advantage of the Act of 1892, and
secure its own Incorporation, as it would be more in keeping
with its own dignity and importance. As thelaw now stands,
the Encampment branch must be incorporated, or cease its bene-
ficial features. *

1. It is gratifying to know that the Grand Lodge of Ontario has led all
other jurisdictions in the collection of the information necessary for the pro-
per consideration of the relation of Dues to Benefits and the work of our
Grand Secretary, Bro. ]. B, King, is well worthy of the praise bestowed upon
it by the Sovereign Grand Lodge at its last session.

For the past ten years, tables have been published in the Annual Reports
of the Grand Secretary, giving in substantial form the statistics called for by
the Sovereign Grand Lodge. *

These tables. giving the results of the past year, will be found on pages 15,
16, 17 Grand Secretary s Report, and we commend them to the thoughtful
examination of the Representatives.

In order to obtain all the information called for by the Sovereign Grand
Lodge, as well as to comply with the requirements of the Ontario Depart-
ment of Insurance, it is necessary to ask the Lodges for additional details in
making out their Semi-Annual Reports. J

For the purpose of Grand Auditor, Bro. Chas. Packert,6f Stratford, has
prepared a revised form of Financial Statement and a series of questions,
which, if properly filled and answered, will give all the required information.

We learn, however, that new Semi-Annual Return Books have only
recently been issued to the Subordinate Lodges, and, it would seem to be a
hardship to inflict upon the Lodges the expense of destroying half-used forms
and purchasing new ones. i, ;

The inaggase in Lodges has necessitated the procuring and keeping on
hand of a larger and more complete stock of supplies, in order that as nearly
as possible there should be uniformity in the general conduct of the business
affairs of the several-Lodges The former store-room being dark and dusty,
it was found impossible to properly preserve in order and cleanliness the
stocks on hand, We have, therefore, hag the room formerly occupied by the
Grand Treasurer properly shelved and prepared for packing and shipping,
and we are confident that members, seeing the present arrangement, will be
pleased with the result, ! =i

With the view of having the stationery of the Grand Officers and District
Deputies as uniform as possible, your Committee had tenders for a supply
that will last for about five years,” The design, which was supplied by Messrs,
Barclay, Clark & Co., is herewith submitted. ~All officers can now be sup-
plied without having to wait for stationery to be printed, Tenders for all
supplies were asked for and given to the lowest tenderer. All circulars were
given to the Dominion Odd Fellow Printing Co., as per contract.

When the journals of the Sovereign Grand Lodge were. received in

. April last the new tariff was under consideration by the Dominion Govern-
ment. The new duties for these journals was six cents per pound—about
twelve cents per copy. Your Committee did not feel justified in paying the

duty. The Hon, N. Clark Wallace was communicated with, and the whole
matter made known to him, requesting that inasmuch as these journals were
simply minutes of the annual session of  the Sove: eign Grand Lodge, and for
free distribution, that they be admitted duty frie. After considerable cor-
respondence the request was granted, and these jpurnals are now admitted
duty free, a benefit which accrues to all sister socleties.

The Journal of the Proceedings of the last session was printed and
bound in book form, the same as those of the former year, a portrait of the
Grand Master being placed in each copy. . The Order has so appreciated this
new feature in the Journal that your Committee feel justified in recommend-
ing that the same course be followed in future, unless otherwise ordered by .
Grand Lodge.

The work ot printing the Journal having been done to the entire satis.
faction of the Committee by the Domjnion Odd Fellow Printing Co., your
Committee recommend that they be authorized to have the work of this year
done by that company, provided the price is satisfactory. i

Your Committee having been notified that a new lease of the present
premises occupied by the Grand Lodge as offices, 42 King Street east,
Toronto, would be required, made enquiries as to removal to the new Odd
Fellows’ block, but after giving the matter due cousideration it was deemed
inadvisable to move, the present quarters being more convenient for brothers

* visiting the city. Your Committee have, therefore. taken a further lease of
the present offices at a rental of $368 'per annum, which we consider a reason-
able rent for the premises.

Your Committee aythorized the Grand Secretary to insert in his report
tothe Grand Lodge cuts of the Honorable Veteran and Veteran Jewels
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. adopted by the Sovereign Grand Lodge, in order that the brothers in Ontario
may see what they are like and trust that every brother entitled to wear
them will procure one. 1

A number of minor changes in the office of the Grand Lodge which
were deemed to be of benefit in carrying on the work have been made.

Your Committee has adopted as a design or crest of the Order in
Ontario, that printedon the badges supplied to representatives at this segsion,
to be worn instead of regalia. The intention of the design of the badges and
of the letterpaper and envelopes has been to make them all speak for our
Province and Dominion as well as for Grand Lodge, and we have therefore
embodied in it the arms of Ontario, the Beaver and Maple Leaf and our own
three links. Badges hereafter can be printed from the design each year, the
change of year and place only being necessary.

« Lodge, unless in the opinion of the Lodge he has taken the best means
« possible to either report such sickness or cause same to be done.”

The Grand Master ruled this Clause illegal and Gananoque Lodge appeals
from this decision.

As the Sovereign Grand Lodge has made it ' obligatory upon each
« subordinate Lodge of the Order to pay from its funds, during the con-
« tinuance of the disability, a weekly benefit of not less than two dollars to
« every member entitled to such sick benefits b{ the Constitution or By:-laws
«wof his Lodge, who shall be disabled by sickness or bodily injury from
« following his usual occupation, or’ otherwise earning a livelihood for him-
‘i gelf; provided such disability' be not the result of his own vice or immo- .
v rality ; provided,  however, that Subordinate Lodges may provide that
' where a member shall have received one full year's benefits, the weekly
« benefits thereafter to such member may be fixed at not less than one dollar
« per week.” (See Journal of Proceedings of Sovereign Grand Lodge, pages
12,670 and 12,707, 1891, also amendment in Journal of 1892.)

‘We therefore, recommend that the Grand Master’s ruling that the
Clause of Sec. 43, above referred to, is not legal, be sustained. :

We also say that the Grand Master's ruling contained in the following
words :—* But T am satisfied this law is wrong, and in the new legislation of the
« Sovereign Grand Lodge that was rescinded,” is an error. (See White'
Digest, seventh edition, Sec, 132.)

WiLLiam Firzsimmons, Past Grand Master,
Born March 4, 1819,
Died [uly 13, 1894.

Brother W, Fitzsimmons was born in Donegal, Ireland ; his father had
been in the British Army, having;;y/!@under Wellington during the Peninsula
war. He came to Canada, settlifig in the town of Perth, where our Brother
received his education at the District Grammar School. He served his timé
as a carpenter and builder, working at Kingston, Ogdensburgh, and other
places He married Miss Anne Taylor, of Kingston, in 1839, and removed to
Brockville in 1841, where he has continuously resided unil his death. In
1842-he was elected a member of the Town Canncil, and served repeatedly as
Councillor and Mayor, In 1872 his wife died, and after the lapse of several
years he married again, his second wife being the widow of the late James
Denny, who died last year,"

A Conservative in politics, Brother Fitzkimmons was, in 1867, chosen
. as.the standard-bearer of his party at that time in the Ontario Legis-
lature, He represented the electoral district of Brockville and Elizabeth-
town in the Local Legislature during the first parliamentary term after
Confederation, and was elected to the Commons in 2878, and always enjoyed,
to a very great extent, the confidence and respect of his party. After the
“*death of the late Jno. Crawford, Bro. Fitzsimmons was appointed Post-
smaster of Brockville, which position he held at the time of his death.

Bro. Fitzsimmons was initiated in Brock Lodge, No. 9, soon: after its
institution, on the 18th June, 1846, and he was an actiye working Odd Fellow
from that date until prevented by the illness which caused his death from
regular attendance at his Lodge. His record as an Odd Fellow began
almost with the introduction of the Order into Canada, and his zeal and
love for the Order, and interest in its welfare never diminished, but the
rather grew stronger as time went on, until full or years and honor, he passed
away to his reward.

. Always an active man in all the aepanments of life, yet he found time to
attend his Lodge regularly, and to cheer by'his presence and ardour his
co-workers in the Order. He soon passed through all the chairs of the-
Subordinate Lodge. i :

At the institution of the Grand Lodge of Canada West. in 1855, in Brock-
ville, Bro. Fizsimmons was one of the Representatives of his Lodge, and was
appointed Grand Guardian, and in 1856 he was elected Grand Treasurer,
which office he held continuously until 1861.

sparkle as a gem of the purest water giving new strength to’

hise, ** to safeguard those to whom she has given birth and being,” But her
<central thought, that ' the average women is the key to the position,” applies
to Oddtellowship much more forcibly than to politics, for there is so much in
the Order which claims her attention, so much which she can do, so much,
indeed, for which she has special qualifications.

It certainly does seem that the more the Odd Fellow's and the Rebekah'’s
‘co-operate along well defined lines, the more they act in harmony towards the

plist of their exalted purposes, the more surely they give proof of
the spirit that was in the founders of the Order, and that has been transmitted
t0.all who have faithfully followed in their footsteps.

SVSTERS AND BroTHERS,—It is a pleasant duty for me, whom you have
honored as your presiding officer, to tender you all a fraternal greeting and
ordial welcome, to this, our fourth annual Convention.

With pleasure, I see many familiar faces who have met with us in the
past, and there are many here ‘who for the first time are representatives of our
newly chartered Lodges, bonded with us in the golden links of Friendship,
Loveand Truth, and I most hartily welcome them to the ranks of our beloved
Order assembled here to-day.

: In my ten years experience of Rebekdh.work, I have never felt more
deeply the great importance and extent of our labor than during the past
year in my capacity as your Presiden‘t.

I have not been able to visit all t dges throughout the Donmirion, as
there is no provision made for such official visits, but if I have not been with you
in person, I have been with you in heart and good will, I feel thisa meeting
looked for hopefully, anxiously and prayerfully, believing that many matters
of vital importance 'and interest to our Order were at stake; and much good
can be accomplished at this time, if we only live up to the golden rule.

1n looking back over the past years, we have added greatly to our Lodges; f
Ithink very materially. Iam glad to report eight new Lodges started, and
1 think two revived, namely +Hamilton apd Point Edward.

If T have been informedl correctly, there was a Committee appointed at
the last Grand Lodge, in régard to getting up a new code of by-laws for the
Degree of Rebekah Lo . T think it very necessary that we should have
them right away, as ous duties are not sufficiently defined at present, and it
seems that most of th& work depends upon the Secretary ; and as you all
know, it makes it vers laborious for her, and I must say that our Secretary
deserves great credit for her diligence, in regard to the National Convention
in Chicago. :

1 am sorry fhat I cannot give youa good report of our meeting at tha
time in Chicago; however the only important business that was done was the
election of kcers. after which we adjourned to meet at the call of the
Grand Sire. " In regard to thatI think it would be unwise to spend money at
present for that purpose, as we cannot be any too careful of our funds.,

1 will further state, that I think it would be advisable to increase our per
capita tax. Inas much as the Convention has no power to levy a tax on its
Rebekah Lodges, I would recommend that this Convention ask the Grand
Lodge, now in session, to increase the per capita tax so that it will meet
the ex s of the coming year. :

I would also recommend that the Grand Lodge be asked to give a P.N.G.
Degree, and a word to be used in distress, that all brothers may know
whether they have the Rebekah Degree or not; and that the fee for initia-
tion be not less than $1.00.

I would also suggest that not more than two delegates be appointed from
any Lodge until our finances are in a more prosperous condition.
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I must thank our D.D.G.M. for so promptly reslpunding to our request
for a report, half-yearly ; there are only three, namely :—Sister Mrs, Laura
Ryan, of Toronto; Sister Esther Fraser, of Windsor ; and Bro. P. McCallum,

of Almonte. They are very satisfactory and it proves them to be excellent
workers for our beloved Order.

In leaving this office to which you have so highly honored me by electing
me your President, I retire with the kindest' feeling to all. I have received
nothing but Lindness and the warmest welcome wherever I have visited,
Each and every member of the'Order whom 1 have met, or whom I have had
the pleasure of writing to, have all done everything in their power to
make my visits pleasant and enjoyable. .

I have also met with miny members of our beloved Order in the various
Farts of the States during the past year, and received nothing but kindness
rom them all, and I will now tender my sincere thanks for the high honor
conferred upon me, and trust that you are in some measure satisfied with my
work. May God bless us all and keep us now and evermore. b

#No branch of the Order has‘made more gratifying progress than this
The enthusiam which woman has shown, and the energy she has brought
to bear on her work, have made her department an unqualified success, and
justifies her claim to the fullest recognization as an essential element in Odd-
fellowship.”

Of the thirty-three Decisions reported by the Grand Sire, but few related
to the Rebekah branch. The following are those applying thereto, wholly
or in part:

1. Ifany conflict between the floor work and the ritual or law, thelatter
must govern.

2. The obligation to a candidate must be administered by-a Past Grand
or a Past Vice-Grand. When the instructions in floor work says what position
on staff are to be governed by question of fitness, it means fitness within the
limitation of the law. .

6. During the absence of the Noble Grand the Vice-Grand should perform
the duties devolving on the Noble Grand, which should be performed at that
time. The immediate filling of ai vacancy in an appointed office during a
temporary absence of the Noble Grand might not be necessary, and would not
therefore devolve upon the Vice-Grand, unless the Lodge so instructed.

(18) A lady elected to membershig in a Rebekah Lodge, but marrying 2
person not an Odd Fellow, before he has received the Degree, is not entitled
to admission, and ceases to be eligible on the date of her marriage.

(20) A Brother whohas received the Rebekah Degree in Grand Lodge, or
in a Rebekah Lodge, is eligible to be an applicant for a charter for a Rebekah
Lodge, or to be admitted to membership in such Lodge after its institution,
on a favorable ballot, providing he is in good standing in this Subordinate
Lodge, and is not suspended or an expelled member of a Rebekah Lodge.

(21) A State Provincial Rebekah Convention has no power to impose a
tax on the Rebekah Lodges of a jurisdiction for any purpose, But the Grand
Lodge of the jurisdiction may impose a tax on its Rebekah Lodges, collect

the same and pay the amount to the Rebekah Convention for its maintenance,

A Grand Master has the right to_appoint a Past Grand in good standing,
who has the Rebekah Degree, as his Deputy to institute a Rebekah Lodge.

In new legislation some important laws were enacted, but the failure of
the Committee appolnted in 1892 to revise the old and suggest new legislation
for the consideration of the Session of 1803, relative to Rebekah Branch, to
report on account of the remote sections for those widely separate from
which they were appointed, not admitting that any meeting did not result in
putting the laws in good shape, as had been hoped, but a new Committee was
appointed consisting of Representatives Rea of Pennsylvania, Humphrey of
Illinois, Mayo of Massachusetts, and Badly of Idaho, with instructions to
meet at Chattanooga, Tennessee, one week previous to the Session of 1894,
and revise the old laws, suggest such new ones, including a constitution for
government of State Conventions, as in their judgment may be réquired, for
the good of this branch of the Order, and submit the same early in the session
for the consideration of the Sovereign Body. As they will be paid their per
diem, it is but reasonable to expect that during the coming year, much will be
done to harmonize and perfect the law relating to the Rebekah Degree,

Rebekah Degree. :

From the able, interesting and comprehensive address of th
Grand Sire we make the following extracts :— : ‘

OrricERs AND REPRESENTATIVES :(— Once more it is my privilege to-
welcome you to the annual session of the Sovereign Grand Lodge. Twenty
years have passed since this Body last assembled under the bright skies
of the Sunny South, and it is full time that you should meet again in a
section from which you have been so long absent, and where, even with-
out the stimulus of your presence, the Order has been growing with a
more than tropical luxuriance. When you met in Atlanta, the Jurisdic-
tions forming the territory recognized politically as the Southern States
contained less than 6,000 Odd Fellows ; while to-day the Brotherhood in
the same section approximates 50,000. Here the principles of Friendship,
Love and Truth have found congenial soil in the warm hearts of a generous
people, and Odd Fellowship has become in the community an established
institution,

You meet to-day in a locality rich in historical associations and
possessing an enduring interest for the people of the United States.
Scarcely one generation has passed away since the time when gathering
armies met where we now meet, and the soil we tread to-day was red with
the blood shed in fratricidal strife. Chattanooga, Chickamauga, Missionary
Ridge, Lookout Mountain, are names that recall sad memories of grim
visaged war, with all its attendant grief and pain. But the battle clouds
have rolled away, the sun smiles over a land of peace and plenty, and the
place where death held high carnival is now consecrated by the bivouac of
the army of human Brotherhood under the white banner of Odd Fellow-
ship.

The armies that faced each other in Tennessee thirty years ago left
behind ‘them disorder and desolation, smouldering ruins and mangled
fragments of the dead ; and their shouts of victury were drowned in the
cry of mourning, lamentation and woe. But your afmy advances under
the banner of peace to achieve victories no less renowned than those of
war ; and its onward march may be traced, not by the signs of brutal
passion and inhuman rage, but by distress relieved, vice restrained,
suffering assuaged, and burdéps borne ; not by ruined homes and burning
cities; but by stately institutions, orphanages and asylums, erected to
shelter the homeless and bereaved. ;

Those of us who serve in thié beneficent army of peace may well be
proud of our victories which leave no sting of defeat behind. And we
have reason to be thankful for the indications of success which present
themselves at our annual review.

During the year a number of residents of, Naples, Italy, joined in

a request for a Charter for a Lodge

in their city. This petition was tke
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voluntary action of a number of gentlemen[;wko, while not acquainted
with. the details of our work, had learned enotigh of our principles to
wecognize the value of Oddfellowship to humanity. The matter was
referred for investigation to Bro. Block, and, after some correspondence,
and a careful review of the social standing of the petitioners, and of the
laws and customes of Italy, 1 am prepared to recommend that their
request be granted.

In the course of correspondence with Bro. Block on the Naples
petition, I had occasion to discuss with him a question which, while'it has
mnot attained any prominence in connection with Oddfellowship, has more
or less affected other benevolent societies in Europe ; and that is the
development of atheism among certain classes ‘of the people. Oddfellow-
ship, while it is free from anything of a sectarian character, has always
held belief in a Supreme Being asa cardinal fprinciple ; and has maintained
the Fatherhood of God as a doctrine of equal importance with the
Brotherhood of man. Concerning the qualities and attributes of the
Divine Father, it has never undertaken to pronounce with authority ; nor
«does it question the moral chayacter and good citizenship of some of
those who declare that they have no belief in a Supreme Heing. It .
simply exercises the right of all voluntary associations to prescribe the
qualifications for membership in its own circle. And it has insisted, and
does still insist, that belief in God is necessary to attain or retain a place
within our ranks, No one should offer himself for membership in our
Order who has not this qualification o one Me accepted without
it; and no member who loses his faitl{ in a Divine Father can honestly
and consistently remain with us, I thipk it is very necessary that this
cardinal doctrine should be emphatically re-stated ; and that it should be
distinctly understood in Europe, where all societies have been seriously
«listurbed by atheistic agitation,

Opportunity has been given me for the introduction of Oddfellowship
into the British colonies of South Africa, by means of-an experienced
Brother from Manitoba, who was visiting the Dark Continent, and whose
services were placed at my disposal for the purpose. But I have never
favored this kind of missionary enterprise in foreign countries ; bolieving
that it is time enough to go outside of our ordinary boundaries when the
people of other countries call on us, I therefore declined to give my
official sanction to the proposition. There is nothing to prevent any
member of the Order, who resides in a foreign land, adVeeating the claims
of Oddfellowship, and pointing out to his new associates its good qualities ;
but it is neither necessary nor expedient for the Sovereign Grand Lodge
to make any special effort to introduce the Order, except in response to
the request of the people themselves.

During the year, two gentlemen from India visiting this country in
connection with the Parliament of Religions, at Chieago, and studying
American institutions, were favorably impressed with Oddfellowship, and
asked permission to join a Lodge, with a view to introducing the Urder
into their own country. While I appreciated the compliment paid us,
there were evident reasons why their proposal should not be entertained.

NEWFOUNDLAND,

The only part of British North America not hitherto ocoupied by us
is the colony of Newfoundland ; but a petition was received from St.
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John’s, the capital of theIsland, a short time since, and a Charter granted
for a Lodge. There seems to be some reasonable doubt as to whether this
colony should be considered part of the Jurisdiction of the Maritime
Provinces of Canada. The Commission granted Bro, Fuller, the first D,
D. Grand Sire of the Lower Provinces of British North America, appears
to have included the four Provinces of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
Prince Edward Island and Newfoundland On the other hand, the Con-
stitution of the present Grand Lodge of the Maritime Provinces, which
has been approved by the Sovereign Grand Lodge, confines its jurigdiction
to the first three alone. This fact/coupled with the other pertinent fact
that Newfoundland is a colony separate and distinct from Canada, eaused
me to decide that it was unoccupied territory, directly subordipfite to the
Sovereign Grand Lodge.

THE REBEKAH DEPARTMENT.

The enthusiasm which has characterized the Sisterhood of R@E&N -

during the past few years seems to continue unabated. New Lodges are
being organized in every jurisdiction, and the membership is increasing
rapidly. At the end of 1893 there were 202,442 in this department, of
whom 108,612 were Sisters, At the same rate of increase we may assume
that thers are to-day not less than 115,000 noble women united with us in
benevolent work. This grand auxiliary of Oddfellowship deserves all the
support and encouragement we can give it. The laws governing this
branch require a careful revision ; while the wishes of the Sisters them.
selves, especially conversant as they are with the work, should receive
froin us the most careful consideration.

HOMES AND ORPHANAGES,

And in no department of our work has there been so decided progress
a8 in making provision for the azed members and orphaned children. As
our Order grows older the number of our members who, from the misfor-
tunes of age, become dependent, upon us, must increase, and increase
rapidly. Many of them have borne the burdens of others in days gone by,
and have performed faithfully all the duties which the Order devolves
upon its members. Now, in the evening of life, where shall they turn for
refuge and rest save to the sheltering arms of Oddfellowship ? ‘Not less
urgent are the claims of the children of our deceased mem-
bers. * To educate the orphan ” has been one of the great commands of
our laws; but the one least obeyed. We have been too much inclined
to regard it in its literal terms, and to think that its requirements have
been met by the education that the State provides for all. But education
means more than this, It means moral as well as mental training ; it
means the care of body and mind and soul. *“To educate the orphan
means that the Order should exercise parental guardianship over those
whom death has made fatherless ; and our benevolent mission in society
is not complete where we fail to accomplish this work.

It is_gratifying to notice that we are not altogether neglecting our
duty in this connection, though there is still room for improvement, |
have had the pleasure of inspecting an orphanage in Lincoln, Illinois,
where some 80 children are under the guardianship of om brethren in
that Jurigdiction, in an institution complete with every appliance requisite

b
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for the purpose. New York has provided an additional Houme, which I
was permitted to formally open only a few days ago. Pennsylvania,
Massachusetts, Connecticut, Kansas, Texas and Wisconsin have excellent
Homes for the aged and for the orphans, in active operation, while many
other Jurisdictions are accumulating funds and preparing buildings for
this laudable work. I commend it to the carnest consideration of our
Brethren everywhere, and trust the time is not far distant when ample
provision will be made for all those who need our care.

No less deserving is'the Sanitarium for visiting Brothers opened this
year in Florida by the enterprising and generous Odd Fellaws of that
Jurisdiction. : This institution has been established by Florida Brethren,
but not for the benefit-of Florida. In the true spirit of Oddfellowship it
is designed for others and not for themselves ; it is for the sick and
afflicted from without. Its support should not depend on the good
Samaritans of that State, but on the Jurisdictions whose members will
receive its benefits,

THE WORK OF THE GRAND SIRE'S OFFICE

has this year been nearly doubled by the extra labor involved in the
change of government of the Patriarchs Militant ; and for its proper per-
formance the whole time of your executive officers should have been given
to the Order. The correspondence has been largely increased, but all
matters submitted to me have received: careful consideration, and as
prompt reply as was possible. Such decisions as seem to call for review
by you are herewith presented. (Off. Doc. A.) All matters of official
routine, which are recorded in the Grand Secretary's office, ‘will be
reported to you by him.

I have not been able to visit the Jurisdictions as much as I could
have desired. But what I have done only confirms my convietion that
the occasional presence of the principal officer of the Order in any locality
results in great benefit that can scarcely be overestimated. It is not neces-
sary for this purpose that the Grand Sire should be an eloquent speaker,
or a person of remarkable ability. The very fact that it is the Grand Sire
who comes draws out the Brethren ; gives them opportunity for confer-
ence and counsel ; and awakens new enthusiasm ; while at the same time
public attention is attracted to the Order, and opportunity given for that
favorable impression which Oddfellowship can always make. I have
attended public demonstrations in Chicago, Indianapolis and Cleveland ;
have visited the Grand Encampment of Delaware, and the Grand Lodges
of New Jersey, Delaware and Indiana ; inspected the Orphanage at
Lincoln, Illinois ; and opened the new Home for Western New York, at
Lockport. These, with a few minor visitations, comprise all that I have
been able to do. in this department of my work.; and it has been with
great regret that I have been compelled to refuse many invitations from
other Jurisdictions. e

" The following decisions of the Grand Sire are as they were
finally approved by the Sovereign Grand Lodge :

1. When'a Lodge, during its meetings, is left without a quorum, it
can do no further business, and the.N.G. should declare it closed without
ceremony. : ¢
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2. When an unsuspended member dies, who was disqualified under
the local law from receiving benefits, the Lodge can donate money to bury
him, and may even donate a larger sum than the By-laws allow for a
funeral benefit ; provided it is done in accordance with the local regula- |
tions in the matter of donations.

4. As a general rule a Brother can not be put on trial for an offense
said to have been committed prior to his becoming a member of the
Order, unless the offense was not previously discovered.

5. When a Lodge becomes defunct, and its Charter. it wit hdrawn, all
the members are under suspension, except such as receive cards from the
Grand Lodge. When such a Lodge is resuecitated, on petition of some
of the original members, one who was in good standing at the time of sus-
pension, but had not received a card from the Grand Lodge, retains the
status of a suspended memb8¥, and must so remain until admitted into
the resuscitated Lodge, on such terms as the local law prescribes, or until
he shall obtain a dismissal certificate in accordance with law.

6. When consent has been given by the proper authorities for the
election and initiation of a non-resident, the Lodge *having original juris-
diction has no claim for fees. :

7. Redress for grievances connected with Oddfellowship should be
sought in the tribunals of the Order ; and neither a Subordinate Body,
nor & member thereof, should appeal to the civil courts until all remedies
provided by the Order have been exhausted.

8. A retiring Noble Grand is entitled to'the Past Noble Grand's
Degree as soon as his term of office as N. G. has expired. The Degree
may be confegred outside of the (Grand Lodge if such Body has authorized
it to be go conferred.

9. A Subordinate cannot elect to the office of Noble Grand a mem-
ber of another Lodge. It may, however, elect 4 member of another Lodge
as its Representative to its Grand Lodge, if such Grand Lodge permits.

10. A Brother cannot be installed into, and hold at the same time,
more than one of the offices in a Subordinate Lodge provided for in the
Ritual and general law ; but a member who holds one of such offices may
serve his Lodge in some other capacity—such as Physician, Solicitor,
Janitor, etc., provided the duties of the several positions to which he may
be appointed do not conflict ; and provided, also, that the local law does
not prohibit.

1L. Tt is not permissible for a Lodge to present, in public or in
private, a burlesque of any of the ceremonies of the Order ; or to give in
public any dramatic representation claiming to be in any way connected
with our Ritual, >

12. “ Neither a Subordinate Body or a member is allowed to manu-
facture or sell photographs of scenes in the Dramatic Work ”

14, Not more than one candidate at the same time can be admitted
to any of the ceremonies of the Order, except where permitted by the
express terms of the Ritual.

16, An Encampment member can wear his Encampment Regalia
when sitting in his own Lodge, unless he is a Lodge officer, in which case
he must wear the Regalia of his office.

\
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16. Under the general law, a patriarch, before he can be elected C.
P., must have served a term as H. P., and one as 8. W, ; but a Grand
Encampment may by By-Law dispense with the term of service in the
H. P.’s chair.

17. Whether or not a Rebekah Lodge shall pay beneﬁt\;\ is a matter
for local law.

o

19. A lady is not eligibl: to membership in a- Rebekah, Lydge whose
only claim is that she is the adopted daughter of a man whose son is an
0dd Fellow. -

20. The widowed daughter of an Odd Fellow, in good standing in his
Lodge (or of a deceased Odd Fellow who was in good standing at the time
of his death), is eligible to membership in a Rabeka')dge, even though
her dec:ased husband was not an Odd Fellow.

21. A Sister who marries a man not a member of the Order, and who
is dropped for non-payment of dues, either before or after her marriage,
cannot be reinstated so long as her husband is not an Odd Fellow.

22. The N. G. of a Rebekah Lodge has no authority under the Ritual
to instruct the W. or C. to communicate any P. W.'s {o any person,
whether in her immediate presence during| the session of the Lodgse, or at
any other time or place. \

23. When the officers of a Rebekah LoJ]ge surrender their chairs to a
Degree Staff for the purpose of conferring tho Degree, the N. G. of the
Degree Staff 1s acting N. . of the Lodge, and has the same right to com-
municate P, W.’s that the installed N. G. has—it being assumed that such
acting N. G. is legally qualified, i. e., is an installed N. G. of a Lodge,
oraP. N, G. \s

24. A Canton that has been mustered out of the sérvice cannot take
part in any parade of the Order. -

25, A Chevalier under suspension, or one not & member of a Canton,
and not presenting a certificate of Honorable Discharge, cannot appear in
uniform in a public parade of Patriarchs Militant.

26. A Chevalier cannot bs a member of more than one Canton,
whether active or honorary.

27. ‘When a Oanton is instituted during the latter half of the P, M.
year, i. e., between October 26th and April 26th, the first officers serve
the balance of that year and the year following. ¢

; 28. The Guard, Sentimel and Picket of a Canton, being  officers not
required nor recognized on parade, need not be Warranted ; but it is
optional with a Department Commander to cause Warrants to be issued
to any of them at their request, and on payment of fees.

29. The officer of highest rank in a Department, commanding an or-
ganized body of P. M. of the highest grade, is Department Oommander
by virtue of such rank and position. 2

30. A Department Commander, ‘as such, has no Staff ; but he has
whatever Staff is proper foran officer of his rank, whether Major or Major-
General.

31. A Department to be organized into a Division must ansisb of at
least three Brﬂ;&des. 1f there are only two Brigades the Brigadier who is
senior officer, and consequently Departmont Commander, may be com-
missioned Major-General.
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32. Neither a Commander-in-Chief, nor a Department Commander,

has power to change or sanction the change of the P, M, Uniform, or any
part thereof,

\ 33. A Grand Lodge cannot provide for the payment out of ‘its own
funds of benefits to members of defunct Lodges ; nor can it dollect dues
from such members for the Purpose of paying them henefits,

34. A Grand Master has no power to consolidate two Subordinates"
in his Jurisdiction unless his Grand Lodge has legislated to that effect
and has given him the necessary authority.

36. An Encampment desiring to petition Subordinate Lodges for aid
must first obtain permission from both the Grand Patriarch and the Grand
Master of the Jurisdiction.

36.. A Past Grand who has been installed Grand Master, but has re-
signed before his term of office has expired, may, in the absence of a P.
G. M. or Grand Represéntative, install the officers of a Grand Lodge, he
having taken the obligation of a Grand Master.

37. The 8, G. L. insurance laws apply to all associations seeking re-:

* cognition from the Order, whether they have been incorporated under

civil laws or not.

38. AD. D. Grand Sire may hold any office in his Lodge or Encamp-
ment, provided the Grand Sire, whose representative he is, does not
object.

39. The Grand Lodge of the Maritime Provinces of Canada has no

jurisdiction over the colony of Newfoundland, the latter being directly
under the 8. G. L.

+ Since the last session of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, charters
have been issued for 9 new bodies, as follows :—Subordinate
Encampments at Bisbee, in Arizona; Coalgate in Indian Terri-

From the Grand Treasurer's report, we find the receipts for
the past year were $74,458.21, and the disbursements $75,283.68,
an excess of disbursements over receipts of $825.47. The report
also shows the total available assets to be $63,251.25, as com-
pared with $79,076.72 reported August 19th, 1893, showing a
loss in assets of $15,825.47,

The nﬁmbe{ of appeals were fewer this year than previously,.
only 16 cases coming up for consideration.

The appeal of A. R. Rowland from the action of the Grand
Lodge, of Ontario, was sustained. We give the report in full,
which was adopted, and presented by Rep. Rowe of North
Dakota :—

To the Officers and Members of the Sovereign Grand Lodge, 1.0.0 F. :

Your Committee on Appeals, to whom was referred the appeal of
A. R. Rowland, of Eastern Star Lodge, No. 72, I. 0. 0. F., from the
action of the Grand Lodge of Ontario, make the following report, to-wit :

STATEMENT OF FACTS.

A. R. Rowland, of Eastern Star Lodge, No. 72, Ontario, was ex-
pelled from the Order, after trial upon charges regularly preferred, and
appeal from the action of the Lodge to the District Committee.

The District Committee dismissed the appeal, alleging that the
appellant did not present his petition to Eastern Star Lodge, No. 72,
in the proper time, as laid down in Section 104, Grand Lodge By Laws.

Section 104, proceedings in error before the District Committee, read
as follows : .

“The Districc Committee shall have power to reverse, vacate, or
modify any decision, judgment, or final order made by a Subordinate
Lodge within the district, for errors appearing on the record, or an ex-
ception thereto taken at the time such errors were committed and ap-
pearing by a bill of exceptions filed with such petition. *

¢ Proceedings under this section shall be, by a petition in error,

filed with the District DeEuty Grand Master, setting forth the errors
complained of, together with a certified transcript of the record of the
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Subordinate Lodge ; and, in cases where the errors complained of do not*

appear on the record, then a‘bill of exceptions, allowed by the Lodge and
signed by the Noble Grand and attested by the Recording Secretary,
shall be filed with the petition. Said bill of exception shall be prepared
and presented to the Noble Grand and Recording Secretary within thirty
days after the decision true bill, they shall sign
the same and affix the to, but if ‘the said bill is
not true, sai i cretary shall correct the
same to conform to the facts, and then sign and seal the same as above,
Said bill of exceptions shall be delivered to the Brother or Brothers pro-
secuting error, or to the attorney uch party. When a petition in

From the action of the District Committee, Bro. A. R. Rowland ap-
pealed to the Grand Lodge of Ontario, claiming that he was entitled to,
and had prosecuted his appeal regularly, ad in compliance with Section
108, of the Grand Lodge By-Laws—Section 103, Daties of District Com-
mittees, reads as follows :

If at any session of a District Committee
there be any pendigg appeal or grievance, said Committee shall, for the
purpose of hearing the evidence and arguments of the parties, or their
“counsel, hold an open session, and at such open session any member of
the.Order may be present, without examination, upon being vouched for
by any-Past Grand present, and such other persons, hot members of the
‘Order, as" be called as witnesses, may also be present as they are
each exuminegl\‘ nd each shall, after examination, retire ; but, after hear.
ing sl the eviden and the arguments of parties or their counsel, the
open session shall end;-and the District Committeo shall hold a session
composed only of the legal epresentatives to the District Committes and
Pase upon and decide the c:‘skAnd at such trial neither party, nor any
member of a Lodge which is a pa shall have the right to Pparticipate
in the trial, except as counsel or as wi 083, or to vote ; and after the case
has been submitted to the Disf rict Committee, all interested parties, in-
cluding counsel and witnesses, shall retire until after the decision of said
District Committee is arrived at ; and a quorum of-the District Committee
to hear and determine any appesl or gpievance shall ‘be not less than five
legal representatives, none of whom shall be a party ‘to. the abpeal or
grievance. And should at any trial the number of legal reprasentatives
in the District Committes be redaced by the retirement or exclusion of
interested parties to less than a quorum, then the remaining legal repre.

The Grand Lodge of Ontario dismissed the appeal on the ground
that the appellant did not comply with the.requirements of Section 104
of their C?mnd Lodge By-Laws, relating to * Petition in Error,” and
that no proof was n.dduceX to the contrary by the appellant. It is the

pinion of your O ittee that the Gramd Lodge of Ontario would have

~ been right in this had the appeal been prosecuted under that section, but

they are of the opinion thatyBro. Rowland prosecuted his appeal under

Section 103, which fixes no limit of time to appeal, and that he was there-

fore entitled to a new trial upon both the law and facts before the District

Committee, and we are of the opinion that the Grand Lodge of Ontario:
etred in refusing to sustain the appeal.

We therefore recommend the following resolution for adoption :

Resolved: That the nppeaﬁ of A. R. Rowlfnﬁi, of Eastern Star
Lodge, No. 72, from the action of the Grand Lodge of Oftario, be sus-
tained, and that the action of the Grand Lodge of Ontario be reversed.

The new code for the government of Rebekah Lodges as
submitted by the Special Committee yas after some modifica-
tions adopted. Considering the matter of sufficient importance,
we give it in extenso : :

CODE FOR THE GOVERNMENT OF REBEKAH LODGES :
OBJECTS AND PURPOSES. !

The objects and éurposel of the Rebekah Lodges are declared to be

There appears to be a feeling, however,

amongst a number of the Representatives that some change in

this direction is needed ; but the propositions that have been

made up to the present, appear to be too radical for the con-

servative ideas of the Sovereign Grand Lodge.

while, on the other hand, the member who is only disabled for one, two,
or three weeks—and consequently should not be in need of pecuniary
relief—is made the recipient of the very benefits that lhquld be held in
the treasury for his loss fortunate Brother, who may be laid up for many
months, and even years ; an
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Whereas, the question of dues and benefits (looking to a soun&
financial policy) for the protectjon of our Subordinate Lodge treasuries,
is one that has caused muph serious discussion and legislation by this
Grand Body, as well as by the various Grand and Subordinate Lodges ;
an

Whereas, A solution of the whole problem may be found in Sub-
ordinate Lodges paying s minimum weekly benefit for the firat three or
four weeks' continuous sickness (which may be considered largely in
the light of accident indurance, rather than the relief of a Brother in
distress) ; and thus accumulate in the Lodge Treasury sufficient funds to
at all times properly care for Brothers during any long continued illness,
the matter being one of the most sacred obligations imposed upon the
brotherhood. Theretore, for the purpose of suggesting legislation in the
above direction, in Poth Grand and Subordinate es, be it

Resolved, That{ Subordinate Lodges of the Order may not pay an
benefits for the fixat woek, and that a minimum benefit of 81 per wee)
shall be paid, commhencing with the second weeks' sickness, during a
period of six weeks' cdutinuous sickness, and a minimum benefit of $2.00
per week thereafter during the codtinuance of such sickness.

The returns from the Grand Lédge and Grand Encampment
of Ontario were reported as correct.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS. .

To the Members of the Odd Fellows® Relief Association of Canada :

BreTHREN :—According to the Constitution of the Associa-
tion its Annual Meeting should occur on ‘the third Wednesday
in July, but this year exceptiopal circumstances suggested the
postponement of it, The GGrand.Lodge having decided to
its 4oth session in Kingston, the question of deferring the meeting
until August 7th was duly considered by the directors. and ap-
proved. They did not reach this conclusion hurriedly, but con-
ferred with many members of the Association, and had their
unanimous endorsement of the proposal. The directors feel
satisfied, therefore, that their action in this respect will be en-
dorsed. :

The directors greatly regret the unavoidable absence of the
President and Vice-President, who are now in Europe. A meet-

e
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ing without their presence is an unprecedented event, but their
associate directors appreciate their fidelity to the interests of the
Association, and hope for their earl return. physically refreshed
and strengthened for the work to which they are devoted.

The growth of the Association has been steady, regular and
abiding. Sustained effort is better than spasmodic effort, and
it has been so demonstrated in the life of this Association, . Last
year r279 applications were received and dealt with by the medi-
cal referee, and of these 39 were rejected, a small percentage, it
may seem, but not smaller than should be expected when it is
remembered that our membership is the result of a double
selection, first for the Lodge, and secondly for the Association,

" The lapses were more numerous than in the preceding year,
which is an evidence of the continued depression of trade and
commerce, and of its telling effects upon fraternal insurance.

he average age of the new members was 30.16, and the
average age of the whole Association young'and old, on June
3oth, 1894, was 36.77. The testimony, in this connection, of the
representative of the Odd Fellows’ Relief Association to the Fra-

ternal Societies’ Association, at its last meeting held in Toronto :

is very important and worthy of special notice,

The deaths occurring each year increase with the member
ship, but the death rate does not advance, which is a significant
circtimstance ‘and a tribute to the care which has been exercised
by the medical examiners in the performance of their duty,
There was disbursed in benefits betw en July 1, 1893, and June
30th, 1894, $57,200, and since the ol%amzation of the Associa-
tion, $376,337. L :

e new insurance represented by the Certificates issued last
year was $1,172,500, which, added to the amount reported on
June 3oth, 1893, makesa total of $10,047,500 The question
may be asked, What is the ratio of benefit to membership com-
paring the returns of 1893 with.those of 1894 ? . It is very much
the same. The difference 'is so slight as to not merit com-
ment.

The reserve fund is gradually increasing and is now $70,000,
the sum of $28,532 93 having been added thereto since the last
meeting of the Association, The surplus of assets over liabilities
of every kind, added to the reserve, makes the total amount to
the credit of the Association on June 30, 1894, 871,174.95 We ,
feel confident that the excess of receipts ovet expenéiture will
continue and that the reserve fund will in due time become ot
such dimensions as to satisfy the most exacting critic of fraternal
insurance, -

The correspondence in regard to the proposed consolidation

of the British Columbia Insurance Association with the Odd'v

4
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Fellows' Relief Association of Canada calls for serious considera-
tion.” The directors have submitted a basis of agreement to the
British' Columbia Association, who have answered it by a letter
which will be laid before the Annual Meeting. Our Superintend-
ent of Agencies, who has just returned from the Pacific Coast,
may be able to supply such information on the subject’ of
amalgamation as will materially assist this Associatign in coming
to a satisfactory decision,

The work of the Board has been onerous, but it has been
very agreeable to the directors, and in giving an‘account of their
stewardship they hope that what has been accomplished in the
name of the Association, by those connected with its manage-
ment, will meet with your approval.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY. .
To the Meméers of the Odd Fellows' Relief Association of Canada -

: BRETHREN,—In reviewing the work of theAssociation for
the past twenty years one is led irresistibly to the conclusion
that the position ‘which the Association occupies to-day is largely

due to the adaptationof its plans to the requirements of the
times.

I,—IMPROVEMENT OF METHODS.

When the founders of the Association undertook to supply
that for which there seemed to be a demand in Oddfellowship, a
scheme whereby large and substantial benefits could be vouch.
safed to the dependents upon deceased members, they had not
the information to guide thém which has been furnished in their
experience since. But they and their successors have been
observant, and they. have improved their methods to the extent
of greatly advancing the standing of the Association,

1L—GRAND LODGE RELATIONS,

Nothing has done more to help fraternal insurance than the
good ynderstanding which was reached between the Grand -

_Lodges and the Association. Overtures were made and accepted
b ,

-
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to the effect that the affairs of this auxiliary should be isubject
to such’an inspection as the Grand Auditors desired, that every
means should be taken to satisfy the Grand Bodies that this
business was carefully and economically managed, that Advisory
Committees should watch our proceedings  and report upon
them, and all this being satisfactory the Association should have
the hearty endorsement of the Order. .

There was the further proposal of the Association, that all
the initiates of the Order under’ 35, who desired it, and who
— made application for membership in the Association within 30

days of the'date of the Lodge medical examination (the medical
?xamination to accompany the application), should be admitted
ree.

The larger number of the applications last year came under
this agreement, showing that it had been popularly regarded and
practically acted upon. I trust that the Committees reporting
to the Grand Lodges in respect of the Association will make a
note of this fact,

In two or three of the Grand Jurisdictions the medical forms
vary, but the medical referee, with the concurrence of the direc-
tors, has accepted all that gave such information as enabled him
to pronounce upon the risks. The directors are anxious, how-
ever, to have the medical "examinations as uniform as possible,
so that the medical statistics, which are now so carefully tabu-
lated, may be made complete. \

IIL—RATING, CONSOLIDATION, ETC,

The wisdom of the Association in adopting a rating gradu-
ated according to years has been demonstrated very clearly.
There wasa difficuity in protecting the interests of the old-mem-
bers—the members admitted before the new rating was ado ted
—but they were satisfied with the policy of the directors, and en-
dorsed it. Likewise they acknowledged the force of the argu-

( ment against our old classification, and vated for its extinction.
\.Last year theyauthorized the bi:monthly system of assessments,
of which a year's«trial has added to the favor with which it has

beeh regarded. - The practice has been continued, however, of
issumg notices of the calls, which involves a heavy outlay, one

1s growing with the membership. Can it be avoided i That
is the question that is open to discussion. I do not think it can
be so long as the agencies of the Association are constituted as
they are at present. The agents must have some means of re-
minding the members of their assessments, and the notice is the
least expensive. The great fraternal societies, as a rule, do not
now notify their mempers, by card or letter, of their indebted-

ness, but they have Lodge machinery which costs considerable- :
to maintain, ; ;
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Touching the rates of Associations such as this I am re-
minded of the report made upon the subject by a special Com-
mittee of the Canadian Fraternal Association, with which the
0Odd Fellows’ Relief Association is identified. This committee
reported at the annual meeting of the Congress, which met in
Toronto in February last, basing his statements upon data fur-
nished by the actual experience of the Friendly Society Agtu.

“aries in England, and by some of the oldest Beneficiary Socie.
ties doing business in Canada and the United S.tates “The_
results;” say the Committee, * point conclusively” to the neces
sity for a re-arrangement of the rates charged by the Beneficiary
Societies in order to secure permanence and stability in their
work.” The tables they submit are worthy of consideration, to-
gether with such suggestions as may be made by Bro. T. Don-
nelly, the acting President and representative of the Association
at the Fraternal Congress.

It is worthy of note, howbeit, that in dealing with rates the
Comnmittee (of the Fraternal Congress) felt compelled to say that
the following principles seem to be essential to the permanence
and stability of Friendly Insurance Orders: (a) regular pay-
ments irrespective of death losses ; (b) graded rates according to '
age at entry ; (c) an equation or reserve fund to meet the in-
creasing cost of membership with increasing age,-or, (d) a rate
increasing with each year of membership. This declaration is
especially interesting to those who support the efforts of the
Association to build up a good reserve fund, without adding to
the annual taxation of the members.

IV.—EXPULSION FROM THE ORDER.

It is a conspicuous feature of our law, that if a member of the
Order is expelled from it he must be expelled from the Associ-
ation, that his certificate becomes null and void. These cases
have not been numerous, but instances have arisen.in which the
Association has carried out this law, Sec. 3 of Art. IX (Con-
stitution), and Sec. 1 of Art. V (By-laws). But once has the force
of this legislation been called into question, a hember refusing a
refund of the calls paid by him between the time of his expulsion *
and the time notice of it had been received by the Association, -
and disputing the right of the Association'to cease his member-
ship while he complied with its ordinary requirements. The
Association took counsel on* the subject, and, fortified by ‘' the
best legal opinion, in justification of its position, would have de-
fended it in the courts had this been necessary.

An.important ruling was given by the same legal authority

. as to the effect of suspension from the Lodge upon the standing of

A i e R A L B g Pt
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members in the Association, It was decided that a suspended
member was not debarred fr resuming his rights and privi-
leges in the Order, but an expelled member was so debarred,
Therefore a suspended membper/should be retained by the Asso-
ciation, while an expelled ‘member could not.

. {
V.——GENTAL AND LOCAL AGENTS.

: : e ;
Since the last Annual Meeting the directors have deemed it

* expedient to appoint a general or supervising agent for the Mari-

time Provinces, and a similar agent for Manitoba and the North
West Territories. It was felt that there was the need of some
one who would keep himself posted in regard to the Associg.
tion's work, and who, being convenient, or in touch with the
local agents, could be consulted by them and get such stimula-
tion or counsel as they constantly required. The salaries allowed
these general agents are not large, but they have been accepted
by two men who are enthusiastic Odd Fellows and who have
done their best, since their appointment, to infuse their enthusi-
asm into others. Bro. Williams, of Winnipeg, has, while travel-
ling a great deal on other business, been active and alert in the
interests of the Association, and has certairily done a lot of very
valuable service. Bro. Messervey, of Halifax, while not able to
do as‘much visiting as he would like, has been industrious in
letter writing and has kept the business of the Association be-

. fore the local agents. He has called a meeting of the friends and

workers of the Association during the Session of the Grand
Lodge at Halifax, and I expect it to be fruitful of good results.
Of the fidelity and earnestness of the local agents I cannot say
too much. Very little is lost to the Association in connection
with its assessments, which is in itself a high tribute to the excel-
lent service rendered by them. :

VI—A NEW ASSOCIATION, *

Last year, at Milwaukee, there was formed a new Associa-
tion, composed of several of the Beneficial Associations acting
in concert with and under the sanction of the Independent
Order of Odd Fellows. The records of the Sovereign Grand
Lodge showed that only a few of the Benefit Associations were

. complying with the legislation of the Sovereign Grand Lodge,

and it was agreed that it should be made as practicable as pos-
sible, A temporary organization was effected a year ago for the
consideration of questions touching the progress of the Asso-
ciations connected therewith. The views. of the O. F. R, A.
were sent to Milwaukee, and endorsed by the officers of several

:
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of the mutual benefit associations, but the Sovereign Grand
Lodge did not incorporate any of them into its legislation, but
simply added to the law by making compliance with it neces-
sary in order to escape a serious penalty.

Now, by circular, notice is given as follows: “ That the offi-
cers of the new Association be empowered and desired to issue
a call to all regularly licensed Associations to send delegates to
the meeting to be held at the time and place of the meeting of
the Sovereign Grand Lodge in the year 1894, then and there to
act with and suggest to the said Sovereign Grand Lodge any
legislation in the way of an amendment to the present Insurance
Law of that body, or any new legislation that may seem expe-
pedient to be adopted for the benefit of said Association and
the Order.” Tuesday, September 18th, is fixed for this meeting,
and it is for the members of the O. F, R. A. to say what will be
done in regard to it. I would suggest that Bro. A, H. Blackeby,
a representative of the Grand Encampment to the Sovereign
Grand Lodge, be requested to attend the meeting of Associa-
tion'srepresentatives on behalf of the O. F. R.A.

VIL—ADVISORY COMMITTEES.

The duties of the Advisory Commuttees, agting in conjunc-
tion with the Odd Fellows' Relief Association on behalf of the
Grand Lodge, not being defined, there has‘been a difference of
opinion with regard to them But it is generally understood
that these Committees are expected to familiarize themselves
with the business of'the Association, and to make such inquiries
inregard to it as will enable them to offer suggestions concern- -
ing it. A matter of some importance came before me some time
since, and I referred it to the Advisory Committee appointed by
the Grand Master of Manitoba. It was an idea presented to
me by an esteemed friend, and acted upon, that, the Lodge con-
senting, the benefits to the family and dependents of deceased
members might be paid through the Lodge officials, and so give
the Order the benefit of any prestige attending the distribution
of the money. I did not understand, and did not expect, that
any change would be made in the manner of collecting the
proofs of death, etc., so that there would not-be any service or
responsibility imposed upon the Lodge officials in this respect. /

The new departure would simply mean the handing of the draft
to the beneficiary and taking a receipt for the same. © The mem-
bers of the Advisory Committee very kindly considered the mat-
ter, but they were not quite unanimous as ‘to the proposal, I
therefare submit that this is a question quite within the province
of the Committee to report to the Grand Lodge for its decision,
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and it isopen to the same treatment by the Advisory Committee
of the other provinces as well as Manitoba, Let it be rémem-
bered that this is not the device of the Association for the pur-
pose of placing any work upon Lodge officials, but the sug-
gestion of a Grand Lodge member in the interest of the Order. -

VIII.—GOOD STANDING OF MEMBERS,

The policy of the Association has been/to pay admitted
claims as soon as they are proved, as seon as fhe proofs of death
are presented, and all the papers, usual.undefr the circumstances
and necessary for the protection of the Association, have been
forwarded and accepted. The settlement of claims has been
very materially facilitated by an arrangement effected with the
Association’s bankers by which all cheques and drafts in pay-
ment of assessments, sent in by the agents and members, are
cashed, and all drafts, in payment of benefits, are carried to their
destination, without charge or commissic o) any kind. This
arrangement is a great boon to the Assodiatio \.Saving it a con-
siderable item of expense in’the year, ahd ¢ nferring on the
beneficiaries a favor which they have grextly appreciated.

IX.~—~HAZARDOUS RISKS. .

The list of those who are pursuing hazardous employment
should be enlarged. At present the distinction between the or.
dinary and the hazardous classes— that is the distinction pro-
vided by the amended law of a year ago—is very trifling indeed.
The Sof;citor of the Association has been requested to suggest
a furtherichange, including the accupations that are undoubtedly
dangerous and should be covered by our law. I was asked by
one who is now in Africa if there was anything in our law by

.which location or residence affected his Certificate. 1 quoted

from the Conditions of Membership, * that the member herein
named may engage in any lawful employment, and may travel

* or reside in any part of the world.” In doing this, however, I

intimated that I proposed referring the question to the Annual
Meeting, and recommending that the law be’'amended in so far

. as residence in certain places should be considered hazardous

and carry with it hazardous rates, I now go further and recom-
mend that residence in certain latitudes pronouncedly unhealthy
be forbidden, or that the Certificates of those residing in such
atitudes should be cancelled. .

X.—EXTENSION OF THE WORK.

In March the Association forwarded, on the blank supplied
for the purpose, the report called for by the Sovereign Grand -

.
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Lodge, session of 1892-93, and obtained the Certificate, copies
of which it fyled subsequently with the Grand Lodges of Ontario,
Quebec, Manitoba, the Maritime Provinces and British
Columbia. A year ago the British Columbia Grand Lodge did
not gra% its Certificate as requested, and I was urged by a
Commitfee of the Association to continue my efforts to secure
the same so that “our Association would be recognized as the
insurance auxiliary of the Order.in every Province of the
Dominion.” My communication to the Grand Lodge of
British Columbia, ‘meeting in February, was simply received.
No-action was taken upon it, for the reason, it appears, that the
licensing ofthe Odd Fellows' Relief Association to do business

in the Pacific Province would, it was felt, injure the Insurance
' Association of British Columbia. This is thelocal auxiliary of
the Grand Lodge, organized in 1884, ard, until last year,
managed by the Grand Lodge officers. The last change in it
was the placing of it iunder the management of a board of
director§, with independent and discretionary powers similar to
those enjoyed by the directors of the Odd Fellows' ‘Relief
Association.

Later, after some correspondence, the application being
presented again in the regular manner, the license of the Grand
Lodge of British Columbia was readily granted to this
Association.

Our Superintendent of Agencies spent two months in the
North-West and on the Pacific Coast, and while in Victoria he
discussed with the Grand Officers of British Columbia the
question of an amalgamation of the local auxiliary with the Odd

Fellows' Relief Association. The matter came before our .

directors, and they dealt with it on a basis of agreement which
will be submitted for the consideration of the Association. In

brief it was proposed that the Odd Fellows’ Relief Association *

accept good risks only, on medical examinations made at the

cost of the British Columbia Association, while the British v

Columbia Association desires a general consolidation of inter-
ests without any reservation affecting its members. There was
in the British Columbia Association, on June 3oth, 202 mem-
bers, whose aggregate ages were 8,139 years, and whose
average age was 40.29 years. :

XI.— CHANGE OF BENEFICIARIES.

A matter for serious thought is the power of the Association
to.change the beneficiaries of some members according to their
directions. At one time it was the impression that a member of
a Fraternal Association could alter his direction of benefits as
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he desired, but the late decisions of the Courts have suggested
the wisdom of proceeding cautiously and of consenting to a
change of beneficiary only under certain circumstances, The
legislation of last year, in this connection, has not been fully
understood, and in many cases, where the consent of the original
beneficiary has been necessary, considerable correspondence has
taken place before the position of the Association has been fully
understood. Nor is our experience in this regard unique. The
reports of other Fraternal Associations indicate that they have
refused consent to a diversion of benefits from those who, by the
first contract made with members, have been created trusts,
which, according to various interpretations of the law, should
remain, The importance of the issue has been such that Iam
glad to know a special report has been prepared for this meeting
by the Solicitor of the Association Any legislation which wil

make clearer the course the officials and members should pursu

in the naming or re naming of beneficiaries will be hailed with
profound satisfaction,

XI1,—CLAIMS FROM SUICIDES.

After the claim, resulting from a suicide, had been paid, the
question was raised by a member, “/Should it have been
allowed? " I recalled the fact that the law of the Association
formerly nullified the Certificate of one whose life had, by his
own act, been prematurely closed, but it was repealed on the
ground that it was inoperative, that it was out of harmony with
the law of the land and with the spirit of Oddfellowship. “Writ-
ing to an agent who made enquiries into the case on behalf of
himself and others, I said : * If there is any new light to be shed
upon the subject, if any of our members can see and say how we
can conscientiously, logically, and legally decline claims of this
kind the directors 'will be glad to hear from them " I have,
however, asked the Solicitor of the Association to report upon
the legal bearing of such claims, in addition to the other matters *
that have been referred to him by the directors, and I have no
doubt his answer will be generally interesting.

XII1.,—HAZARDOUS OCCUPATIONS.

Brakemen on raiways are not eligible for membership in the
Association, and those who become brakemen after their identi-
fication with it, are placed in the hazardous class and pay the \
assessments that pertain to that class. I have been asked it
there should not.be a difference between the rating of brakemen
on passenger and freight trains, and I have been obliged to sa
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that this is a question for the Association to answer It is con-
tended that the occlipation of ithe passenger train brakeman, or
trainman as he is generally called, is not more dangérous that
that of,the conductor, and | that they should be rated alike. In
is for the Association to make a distinction if they consider it
proper to do so.

XIV.—POINTS RAISED.

The following points have been raised in th€ course of busi*
ness :i—

1. That nb member is assessed for a larger benefit than is
covered by his certificate. Various sums are given on the assess-
ment notices as 'the benefits going to different estates, but the
member who holds a certificate for $1.000 is rated accordingly,
and he only contributes on that basis to the mortuary fund from
which all the claims are paid. |

S s : /
2. That the directors have not loaned any of its surplus funds
to members, as advances on the Certificates issued to them, and
cannot doso under the present law of the Association.

3. That the Association cannot consent to an assignment.of
its Certificates for the benefit of creditors. ~Acting under Section
4 of Article XI., I have refused this consent to several applicants
therefore recently.

4. That the Certificates issued to members by the Association
in its early history are governed by the later law of the Associa-
tion, and became Certificates for $1,000 on the date on which
this sum was made the limit of the benefit in its class With
this understauding, which has not been successfully controverted,
it has been deemed unnecessary to call in the old Certificates.

5. That Henry Covert, of Belleville, whose claim matured
during the year, was insured for $1,000 in the Odd Fellows’
Kelief Association. On the assessment notice issued some time,
after his death $1,500 appeared, but it was a typographical error_

6. That when a member removes from one agency to an
other, his name should be transferred so that the communication
between the collecting agent and himself may be as direct as
possible. 'When a member removes to where there is not a
resident agent, his name should be placed on the list in myoffice
so that no time may be lost in notifying him of the calls as they
are sent out. ‘

XV.—CONCLUSION.

I thank the directors and members of the Association for the
consideration and courtesy of which, from them, I and my as-
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sociates have been the recipients.
have existed among the officials. The aim, indeed, of the Su.
perintendént of agencies, of his representatives, the General
Agents in the Maritime Provinces and Manitoba, of the Treas-

Lodges of Ontario and Quebec, and of the Grand Encampment
of Ontario. :
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Requited changes were made in eighteen of the old Agencies,
and twenty-two new Agencies were opened. ‘-

The new Lodges that were opened during thé year furnished
a very fair quota of their membership to our Association.

Carrying out the’legislation of the last Annual Meeting, two
General Agents were appointed : Bro. W. E. Messervey, of
Halifax, for'the Maritime Provinces, and Bro. John Williams,
of Winnipeg, for Manitoba and the North-West Territory.
While the results of this new departure have not been all that
was hoped for, still some progress has been made, and another
year will serve to more fully test the efficiency of these appoint-
ments.

As a result of my recent trip to the coast all doubts as to-our
right to do business in British Columbia have been effectually
removed. An earnest effort was also made to enlist, on behaif
of our Association, the good will of the leading members of the
Order in that Province. This was only partially successful be-
cause of the existence there of the ¢ Odd Fellows' Insurance
Association of British Columbia.” This Association was organ-
ized in 1884, and up to the present year has been managed
directly by the Grand Lodge of British Columbia. At the ses-
sion oiythat body, held this year, this connection was dissolved,
and the Association is now managed, as is our own, by a Board

of Directors elected by the members themselves. At the same .

time the benefits, which up till that date had been one dollar
from every member in good standing, wasgchanged to a specific
amount of one thousand dollars. With this Association in the
field there was a feeling that our own Association would detract
from its usefulness. I had an interview with the Board of
Directors and they seemed favorable to a consolidation of inter-
ests, and agreed to recommend to their members the amalgama-
tion of their Association with ours, provided our Association
would accept them just as they were. It is quite certain that
so long as this Association continues in operation we cannot do
all that we might and should do in British Columbia. And it is
equally certain that the members of that Association have as-
sumed a responsibulity that may prove very burdensome in under-
taking to pay one thousand dollars with the present membership
of only two hundred. It is for you to decide whether their terms
can be accepted. They undertake to give up their own autonomy,
asking only that none of their members be left out. With this
Association out of the way w.o could cover the entire field—
which is peculiarly our own—of insurance for Odd Fellows only
from ocean to ocean,

Again I have to express my gratitude to the officers of the

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REPORT oF MR. MUNDELL.

10 the Officers and Members of the Odd Fellows’ Relief Association of
Canada :

GENTLEMEN,—The Association is to be congratulated on the

entire absence of litigation it has experienced during the past
sear.

. In one case, however, several months ago,’a member who,
having suffered expulsion from the Order. had also been dropped
by the Association and his Certificate annulled in accordance
with Sec 3, Art. IX, of the Constitution (which provides for ex-
pulsion from the Order working expulsion from the Association),
demanded reinstatement and threatened action if refused. The
point to be determined in such an action was whether the above
section was valid or ipvalid. Fortified by the opinion of leading
Toronto counsel, in favor of its validity, we determined to resist
any action in the premises, and refused reinstatement, and we
have heard nothing more of the matter.

In the absence of a clause providing for cases of suicide, the
question has sometimes come up as to the liabily of the As-
sociation where a member commits suicide.

It would appear that the liability exists, and theAssociation
must pay, unless the self-destruction be committed while the
member is in a sane mind. .

In the latter case it is against the policy of the law to allow
.the money to be recovered.

The members of the Association are perhaps more directly
concerned, and have more difficulty, with the law relating to the
naming and changing of beneficiaries than with any other pro-
visions of insurance law. In the now well-known and often re-
ferred to Chapter 136, Revised Statutes of Ontario, and its amend-
ing Acts, are to be found the chief provisions affecting this branch
of the Jaw. These Acts are not very clearly drawn and present
much difficulty to the lawyer as well as to the layman. It would
be for the benefit of the members generally and the relief ot the
officers of the Association if, in addition to the general instructions
at present contained in our Constitution (vide Art. X1., secs. 1, 2
and 3), a table were given showing designations and changes of
beneficiaries permitted by our law and authorized by, or not in-

. fringing upon, the above Statutes.
Such an amendment has been prepared and will be presentea
for the consideration of the Association at this Annual Meeting.
Without saying no other designations or changes would be
permissable, the list will be found very exhaustive and will meet
Ppossibly all the requirements of our members.
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As the Statutes above referred to have been expressly declared
to apply to society insurance, and it has been held that the rules
of a society, in so far as they are inconsistent with their pvo-
visions, are modified and controlled by them, it may be well to
mention here some of the leading points therein contained.

v These Acts are intended for the protection of the wife, child,

children or mother of the mexiher.

If a certificate is made or becomes payable to any of the
privileged class, the moneys payable thereunder become free from
the members control for his own use or outside of this class, and
also free from any claims of his creditors. A Certificate payable
to one not a member of this clas&pears to be different, the
member apparently having the power to changeit, subject to the
general law and our laws, and his. creditors having” power to
attach the moneys payable under it.

In the case of the privileged class it remains in the power of
the member to alter any apportionment of the moneys which he
has made, or to transfer,the benefits of the Certificate to any
other beneficiary or beneficiaries being a member or members of
such class.

But, so long as there remains any of this class to whom the
moneys are or may be given, the member cannot control the Cer-
tificate so as to divert the moneys outside of the class, unless the
beneficiary or beneficaries of the Certificate at any time are of
full age and consent.

The Certificate becomes a trust for the benefit of the wife,
child, children or mother, or some or one of them, as the case
may be, and the Certificate moneys form no part of the member's
estate when he dies.

The change of the beneficiary, and the apportionment of the
moneys in the Certificate, must be made by an instrument in
writing attached to, or endorsed on, or identifying the Certificate
by its number or otherwise. Under this provision a will has been
held to be a sufficient instrument in writing.

Until the Association has been notified of such a change it
may deal with the Certificate as if the change had not been
made.

Power is given to the member to appoint trustees to receive
and invest the Certificate moneys, but he cannot under this, as
has been attempted, interfere with the absolute right of the bene-
ficiary, a minor, to the possession of the moneys on attaining 21,
by directing that it should go over, say to his father, if such
beneficiary should die before attaining 21.

If the shares the beneficiaries are to take out are not mention-
ed, they take equally ; a wife in such case, where the Certificate

21
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is for the benefit of wife and children, taking the same share as
a child. Where children are mentioned, but not named,
those who are alive at the maturity of the Certificate take.
Similarly, if a_wife is not mentioned by name the moneys go to
the wife who is such when the Certificate matures. If the wife
and children aregnamed, and the member marry a second time,
neither the second wife nor any children of the second marriage,
can take, unless the member makes a declaration as before.

If the moneys are apportioned, and one of the participants
dies in the lifetime of the member, his share falls into the mem-
bet’s estate, unless the latter declares such share shall go to some
other person, and the survivors take simply their original shares.

But if the moneys are not apportioned, and any of the benefi-
ciaries die in the lifetime of the insured, the survivors take all ;
and if all die, or if there is only one beneficiary, and he or she
dies, the certificate also falls into the insured’s estate unless he
makes another declaration of change.

If, during the lifetime of a member, .his certificate falls into
his estate, he must again forthwith, by writing, endorsed, at-
tached, or identifying as before, name new beneficiaries.

Again, a member sometimes desires to assign his certificate,
either absolutely or as a pledge, the beneficiary being of full age
and consenting. Sec. 4 of Art. xi. forbids this, and, in my opin-
ian, is not affected by Sec. 24, Chap. 136 ; the latter, as I take
it, simply removing a presumed disability of control, and giving
a power to deal with it, providing the other party—the Associa.
tion—is willing.

As I have intimated, this law is somewhat intricate, and de-
cisions ypon it are few. Complications may arise with us which
are not covered by authority. We will have to deal with any
other points as they arise.

3. Section 3, of Section 12, of the same Report, refers to assignments of
the certificates of the Association for the benefit of creditors, Your Com-
mittee are of oginion that the consent of the Association to such assignments
should invariably be refused, and they are pleased to be able to approve of
the action of the Executive in that matter,

PROPOSED FUSION OF ASSOCIATIONS.

Report, No. 3.—Bro. H. ]J. Guppy, of Ottawa, submitted and
read the following Report of the Committee to which had been
referred all the correspondence and documents in regard to the
proposed consolidation of the Odd Fellows’ Relief Association
with the British Columbia Insurance Association :

Your Committee beg to report that we have given this matter due con-
sideration. We have read the correspondence in connection therewith and
listened to the vi-ws expressed by the Superintendent of Agencies, who has
recently returned fiom that jurisdiction, as well as being favored with the
opinion of the Grand Master of British Columbia, and have arrived at cer-
tain conclusions.

We recommend that in view of the best interests and harmony of the
whole Order in Canada, from ocean to ocean, it is desirable that an amalga-
mation be effected between the two Associations on the following basis, viz. : -

1. That the Odd' Fellows' Insurance Association of British Columbia-
cease to do business, and transfer its membership and assets to the Odd Fel-
lows' Relief Association of Canada.

" 2. That the Odd Fellows' Relief Association of Canada agree, on their
part, to accept the total membership of the Odd Fellows’ Insurance Associa-
tion of British Columbia without further medical examination; said members
to be received and assessed at our rates for the' ages at which they joined
their present Association, ;

3. That they surrender all Policies and Certificates in force to our Asso.
ciation, which will issue new Certificates in exchange therefor. carrying the
sa;ne amount of Insurance called for by the Policy or Certificate ormerly
held,

4. We find from the reports of the officers of the Bri'ish Columbia As-
socidtion that their membership on the 3oth June, 1894, was 202, and the
average age 40.
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5. We also find that on the same date the average age of the membership
of the Odd Fellows’ Relief Association was 3571, and that by accepting the
Odd Fellows' Insurance Association of British Columbia it will increase our
average age to 36.58, or a net increase of .08 only, which will be more than'
counterbalanced by the influx of young members who have lately joined the
Order in that jurisdiction in largé numbers under our present agreement with
their Grand Lodge.

6. In view of the proposed amalgamation being carried out as above set
forth, we are unanimously of the opinion that it will be the means of increas-
ing our Order in the Pacific Province as well as extending the work of our
Association into a large territory hitherto unworked,

Report No, ro0.—Bro. John Donogh, from the Committee on
Finance, reported as follows :

We desire to congratulate the Association on the prosperity which has
attended its operations during the past year,and also on the spirit of harmony
fmd good feeling which prevails among the officers and employees.

We have made a careful, personal examination of the various deposit
receipts and debentures, as enumerated in the Report of the Auditors on page
29 of the Annual Report, and we approve of the character of the securities
which have been chosen by the Directors.

We have also examined the original certificate of the Manager of the
Frontenac Loan and Investment Society, showing that the balance at the
credit of the O. F. R. A, on June 30, 1894, was $2,393.45, which corresponds
with the cash account of the Secretary and Treasurer,,

We have also examined the original certificate of the Auditors, ang find
that it corresponds with the published copy.

It should be deeply gratifying to the bers of the A iation that the
Directors have been agle to increase thc Reserve Fund to 870,000, We con-
sider this one of the most important ahnouncements in the Report, and we
<cannot but feel that the permanency and stabili y of the A 1on is|
with such a reserve on hand considering the numbers in membership, We
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recommend that the Directors continue the policy, of strengthening the
Reserve Fund so that the membership may have a substantial’ guarantee
that their cluims will be met with absolute certainty.

We comtiend the Directors for their adherence to the laws of the
Association in declining to make loans on the certificates of membership.

Your Committee have carefully examined the various registers and
books of account, and the form employed in the office of the Association,
and we take pleasurg in assuring the membership that we believe the
systems in use are t% most perfect that can be devised for the purpose,
while the neatness an i
dation. In this connection we do not consider it invidious to speak in
terms of praise of the excellent service rendered by the accountant, Bro.
F. Rl Sargent, whose books are models of clearness both as to form and
detail,

We recommerd that the Directors make at stated periods an investi-

gation into the value of the bonds held as security from the Agents of the
Association.

We also recommend that in the case of Agents whose bi-monthly
remittances amount to $300 or over, such Agents shall be relieved from
the necessity of furnishing personal security, and in lieu thereof the Asso-
ciation shall bear the expense of obtaining the bonds from some reliable
guarantee company.

We observe that the recommendation adopted at the last meeting of
the Association, ordering an appropriation of $200 for the re-printing of
the proceedings of the Association, has not been carried out.

As we understand there is only one complete file of the Reports of the
Association, and as each year of delay increases the risk of losing these
early records, which will be of incalculable value in future years, we repeat
the recommendation of last year, and urge the Directors to have the matter
attended to without delay.

In lusion, your-C ittee having taken cognizance of the continued
growth of the Association, involving as it does an increase in the labors
of all the members of the staff. cannot close without expressing their sense
of loyalty and zeal which have characterized the work of the officers of
the Association, and particular mention should be made of the Secretary,
Treasurer, and Superintendent of Agencies.

We feel warranted in saying that the Association should, in the language
of last year's report, support the Directors in any consideration they may

give to the question of the adequate renumeration of the various officers
and employees.

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CONSTITUTION OF SUBORDINATES.

The Constitiition of Subordinate Logges, which wasadopted. -
at the session of 1890, having been m time to time since
amended, the clauses, as amended and now read, are given here-
under ; the words in italics being the changes.

Clause 45.—The receipts and disbursments on account of any
special fund shall be kept separate and distinct from the general
fund, and any money np?ropriated to a Widows' and Orphans’
Fund shall be used only for the payments of benefits and relief to
the widows and ‘orphans of deceased members of this Lodge.
Any Subordinate Lodge in-this jurisdiction, may, by By-law,
provide for the setting aside of any sum not to exceed 5 per cent,
* of its recept for dues, for the purpose.of creating and maintaining a-
Contingent Fund. Journal 1894, page 5953. - ° :

Clause 51.—Every member qualified as required by the By-
laws, if rendered incapable of following his usual or other attain-
able occupation by sickness or disability (not occasioned by
drunkenness or other immoral conduct on his part), or by reason
of infirmity from old age, having no available means of support,
shall be entitled to receive from the General Fund such weekly -
sick benefit as may be fixed b the By-laws, provided sucK
weekly benefits .rl;éunot be less than two dollars ( .odilp_lr week,
for one year, and not exceed one-half of the annual receipts
per member from dues and permanent investments. Th Lb&'e
shall not be held to pay such benefit for any term of sickness
shorter thanione week ; but after ore week’s sickness the Bro-
ther shall be entitled to benefits for each additional day or days
that he may be ill, . |

... 53.—The Lodge may provide by its By.laws for reduc-
tion of the weekly sick E::'eﬁt ayable to any member after
such member has received benefits for twelve monthd of ‘con: ¢
tinuous sickness, and such By-law shall ap ly to any \member
who may be receivini‘beneﬁta at the time of its adoption ;. pro- = .
vided, however, that the weebly sick benefits, thereafter to be paid,
shall not be less than one dollay per week. : e
