The Deadly Parasol.
(From the New York Times.)
Few people have any idea of the amount

of eyes that are annually ruined by the
par:}sols of small wives. In the year
1879, it is estimated that in the United
States alone two hundred and sixty eyes
were totally put out, and seven hundred
and nine were more or less injured. No
accurate table of the number of divorces
produced by the same cause has been
made, but the fact that about two-thirds
of all the divorced men in the States of
Illinois are one-eyed gives us some idea ef
the extent to which the parasol in the
hands of a wife objectionably small, ruins
the peace of families.
What is the proper remedy for this
giant evil? This is a question for every
man who has or who contemplates taking
a small wife. It will not do to increase
the length of the parasol handle inversely,
as the height of the wife. There is a cer.
tain standard of length for the parasol
handle, beyond which it cannot be in-
creased, for the reason that when the
handle is too long, the parasol docs not
cast a shadow which can be kept in posi-
tion over a bonuet with any certainty.
Equally impracticable would be any de-
vice for increasing the height of wives, so
as to bring their parasols above the level
of their husbands’ eyes. Already the boot
heels of women arc made as high as pos-
sible, and if any attempt is made to in.
crease the height, women would be totally
unable to walk. Of course, the wise man
who ie still unmarried, and who knows
the dangers that accompany the parasol of
the small wife, can resolve to marry no
woman whose parasol will not reach at
least six inches above the level of his eyes,
but the man who is already married to a
small wife cannot better his situation by
making good resolutions as to the selec-
tion of his second wife.
It may be said that a small wife should
be required to hold her parasol in such a
way as not to endanger her husband’s
eyes. Of course this isphysically possible,
but he knows little of the nature of wo-
man who fancies that any wife will sub-
mit to dictation as to how she shall cacry
her parasol. When her husband remarks,
““There, my dear ! my other eye is gone ! ”
she merely says, ‘ How can you be so
stupid !” and calmly lays all the blame
pon: him. If requested to keep her
parasol out of her husband’s eyes, she
either flatly refuses and tells him to at-
tend to his own affairs—as if he had no
right to feel any interest in his eyes—or
she bursts into tears and says that if he
cannot walk with her without insulting
her, he had better stay at home. The
parasol is probably dearer to a woman
than any other earthy thing, [save her
new hat] and she will cal

completely lost sight of by its later advo-
cates ; and Alexander Ross, while agrecing
with Browne that goat’s blood does not
affect the diamond, hints that nevertheless
it does indubitably soften some kinds of
adamant—an idea no less indefinite than
unfounded.

It may astonish some people to learn
how wrong-headed cven Arsistotle was in
similar matters. He asserted, among other
things, that'a vessel full of ashes will con-
tain as much water as it will when empty ;
and in another passage he states, with per-
haps a greater show of reasdh, that bolts
and arrows grow red-hot in the course of
rapid flight through the air. This, how-
ever, is, we know, incorrect. A candle
may be fired from a gun so as to pass
through a board ; and although a leaden
bullet or an iron ball may splash and even
melt upon impact on a hard substance, it
is not the motion, but the sudden arrest of
that motion, which generatesthe necessary
amount of heat. Another common article
ot belief with ancient sages was that coal
was soft under water, and only hardens
when exposed to the air. Browne easily
confuted the adherents of thisview, but fell
into equal error when he affirmed coral to
baa plant. The ametlryst was said to pre-
ent driinkenness ; a diamond placed be-

ath a wife's pillow was supposed to
tray herinfidelity ; the sapphire was con-
sillered a preventative against enchant-
Whts ; and the smoke of the agate was re-
i¢d on to avert a tempest. Most of the
wrifiers of the Middle Ages belicved that
cinnamon, ginger, cloves, and nutmegs are
the produce ot the same tree; that the bay,
the fig-tree, eagles, and scal-skins afford
otgction from lightning; and that the
use ¢f bitter almonds is an effectual guard
agytnst intoxication. Two fallacies are
attached to the herb basil. Hollerius de-
clated that it propagated scorpions ; while
Oribasius, on the other hand, asserted that
it “ias an antidote to the sting of those in-
sects. One great authority, quoted by
Browne, states that an ivy cup has the
property of separating wine from water, the
former soaking through, but the latter re.
maining.  Sir Thomas seriously tried the
experiment, but in vain; whereupon a
hostile critic ascribed the failure to the
““weaknessof our racked wines.” Another
sage wrote that cucumbers had the power
of killing by their natural cold ; and yet
anotherstated that no snake can endure the
shade of an ash-tree.

Ctesias, the Cnidian, who livedjA. D.
380, reported that the elephant has no
joints, that consequently it is unable to
lie down, and isin the habit of sleeping as
it rests against a tree in its native forest.

This peculiarity, he stated, is taken ad-
vantage of by the hunters, who cut down

the tree, whereupon the huge beast rolls

helplessly over on its back, and is easily

captured  or dispatched. The real facts

are that elephants often sleep standing,

and that the wilder ones seldom lie down,

Yet tame elephants as often sleep lying as

standing. Christophorus a Costa declared

that elephants have been known to speak ;

and this question is one which even Sir

sy itinwhat she | ead ol L
fa'\ere%y. The vulgar error that moles are. Dhml

is derived from the statements of Aristotle
and Pliny ; but there is actually in Greece
an indigenous animal, known as the" rat-
mole, which is blind. Alexander Ross
innocently expresses his conviction that
the eyes of the English mole are for orna-
ment and nothing else ; and in connection
with this matter even the wary Sir Thos.
Browne commits himself by declaring that
no animal can possess more than two eyes-
Pliny, Solinus and Ovid held that the
chameleon lives entirely upon air. Simi-
larly general was the id{i that the ostrich
is able to digest iron. \Plato appears to
be primarily responsible for the notion
that swans sing very sweetly before death;
and the idea took deep root,- although
Pliny denied it, as he did the belief that
storks will live only in republics and free

legislatures, however, can very properly
make and enforce laws for the protection
of the eyes of male citizens. That a wo-
man should be allowed to carry a weapon
that constantly menaces her husband with
blindness is a reproach to our civilization.
We fordid men to carry pistols and knives,
and we should equally forbid women to
carry th& dangerous and sometimes deadly

Senecea, Claudian, Basil, Augustin, Gre-
gory, Jcrome, and perhaps Thucy('lidee,
agreed in the belief that crystal is simply
ice strongly congealed; and such men as
Scaliger, Albertus Magnus, and Brés-
gavolus assented to the proposition. It is,
however, but fair to say that there were
always opponents of this theory. Pliny
denied the assertion, and in his company
we find Agricola, Diodorus Sienlus,
Ceesius, Bernardus and others. Of course

Britain.

Although late in
opening this year in the ports of
Northern Euarope, as well as on this
side of the Atlantic, the arrivals of
deals and timber in Great Britian have
aggregated more for the first six months
of 1880 than in any previous year, ex-
ceeding those of 1874 and 1878, which
were among the heaviest years known to |
the trade. There were, according to the

Board of Trade returns, the following

was

ported into Great Britain in ‘74, 78,79
and the first six months of ‘80 :

Year. 1st 6 mos. Total per year.

1874, 1,970,764 6,252,641

1878, 1,778 056 5,299,901

1879, 1,764,741 4,631,5

1880, 1,982,031

The figures for other years agree
with the above in showing that the
wood importations of every year aver-
age more than double those of the first
half, and it may, therefore, be expect-
ed that the quantities of timber and
deals landed in the various ports of the
United Kingdom this year will exceed
those of any previous one. There is,
of course, some improvement in con-
sumption, although, at latest advices
deals and birch timber were weakening
in price. There are good grounds for
the belief that stocks will be excessive
again thisyear,keeping pricesdownnear-
ly to the low rates that have ruled
for the last three or four years.

Canadian Ministers in London.

[From'the Telegraph.]

The T'imes of July 20 announces the ar-
rival at Liverpool, on the previous day, of
Sir John A. Macdonald, Col. Dennis,
Deputy Minister of the Interior, Sir
Charles Tupper and the Hon John Henry
Pope. They were met by Sir A, T. Galt
on arrival, and then the whole party pro-
ceeded to the Westminster Palace Hotel,
which is to be their address for several
weeks, - The 7'imes says :—

It is understood that the chief object
of the visit of these official representatives
of the Canadian Government is to arrange
the finances in connection with the com-
pletion of the Pacific Railway.

‘“ Arrange the finances” is a good word.

The London World of July 21st, which
was printed before the arrival of the
Ministers in London, devotes an article
of moderate length to the party under the
heading of ‘‘ Canada as a field for invest-
ment.” The World states that the Cana-
dian Ministers want £20,000,000, which
sum is to be ‘“‘re-.couped,” (memorable
word,) out of the sale of lands along the
railroad, which will be thereby opened
up for settlement. Though “the World
advises Canada torely upon herself, and
points to unprofitable English investments
in Canadian railways, its article is not, on
the whole, unfriendly. It notices the re-
cent financial gains of the Grand Trunk,
and says :—

The Canadian Government will be wise
to take advantage of this improvement to
attract the contidence of Englisn investors.
If they do, and thereby secure some por-
tion of the vast accumulated savings
which English investors have lying by
them at present, it will be a good thing
for both the Dominion and the old Coun-
try.

The T'imes of the 21st ult. says :—

There will sail from Liverpool on Thurs-
day another batch of tenant-farmers from
various parts of England, who will visit
Canada on the invitation of the Dominion
Government for the purpose of reporting
to their neighbors the character and capa-
bilities of that country as a field of emi-
gration for practical agriculturists with
small capital. It is understood that dur-
ing his present visit to England, the Hon.
John Henry Pope, Dominion Minister of
Agriculture, has in contemplation the
organization of an emigration scheme on a
large scale.

Renewal of Hostilities in 'Afghan-
istan.

The news from Afghanistan is of a very
serious character. It had been hoped that
the war was ended, that the newly install-
ed Ameer, Abdur Rahman wculd be able
to secure the allegiance™ of the native
chiefs, and establishing a stable govern-
ment, would®enable our forces to evacuate
the Afghan country. These hopes have
proved treacherous and delusive. Almost
at the time when Abdur Rahman was
being invested with the sovereignty.at
Cabul, Ayoob Khan was treacherously
moving a hostile army from Herat for an
attack on the British force, with thenative
contingent under Shere Ali, then at Can.
dahar. Preparing for the peaceful evacua-
tion of the country, Shere Ali directed his
force to fall back in the direction of Gir-
ishk, a town (*lstant some seventy miles |
west from Candahar, and situated on the |
right bank of the Helmund river. The |
movement of Shere Ali’s force appears to
have been made without event, until the
bank of the Helmund was reached, at
which point the infantry mutinied, refused
to cross, seized the guns and marched off
in the direction of the approaching force
of Ayoub Khan. A swift messenger car-
ried the news of the mutiny to General
Burrows at Candahar, who lost no time

the level of sea. Itisin the form of an
oblong square, all the streets run straight
and interscct each other at right angles,
The population is variously estimated at
from 25,000 to 100,000. It is well water-
ed by two canals from a neighboring river,
which send the water into almost every
street. It is a place of great commerce,
trading with Bombay, Herat, Bokhara,
Samarcand, etc. It has a larger propor-
tion of Afghans among its permanent
population than any other city of Afghan-
istan. There are numerous Hindoo and
Persian merchants. The city is surround-
ed by bastioned mud walls 3§ miles in cir-
cumference. About two to the
northward rises a precipitous rock,crown-
ed by a fortress impregnable to everything
but heavy artillery. Here amil all the
disasters of the former Afghan war the
British maintained their ground. Canda-
har has been a pivot for the listory of
Central Asia for more thon 2,000 years,
and it is supposed to have been founded
by Alexander the Great. It has at vari-
ous times been held by Tartary, India and
Persia. Afghan rule was permanently
established in 1747.)—Telegraph

Impressions of Canada.

GEORGE JACOB HOLYOAKE'S VISIT TO THE
DOMINION,

Mr. George Jacob Holyoake, who visited
the United States and Canada last year,
has written an account of his trip. The
following extract from it will he of special
interest to Canadians :

¢ Canaan was nothing to Canada. Milk
and honey are very well, but ‘Canada has
cream and peaches, grapes and wine. I
went gathering grapes in Hamilton by
moonlight—their flavor was excellent, and
bunches abundant beyond imagination.
The Mayor of Hamilton did me the honor
of showing me the fruits of Canada, on
exhibition in a great fair then being held.
Fruit painters in water-colors should go to
Canada. Hues so new, various and bril-
liant have never been scen in an English
exhibition of painters in water colors.
Nor was their beauty deceptive, for I was

sign of its inward ” richness of tHlavor, It
was unexpected to find the interior of the
Town Hall of Hamilton imposing with
grace of design, rich with the woodcarver’s
art, reliéved by opulence of space and con-
venience of arrangement far exceeding
anything observed in the Parliament House
of Ottawa or of Washington. The Parlia-
mentary buildings of Canada, like those of
the capital of Washington, are worthy of
the great countries in which they stand ;
but were I a subject of the Dominion, ora
citizen of the United States, I would go
without one dinner a year in order to sub-
scribe to a fund for paying wood-carvers to
impart to the debating chambers a majestic
sense of national durability associated
with splendor of art. The State House of
Washington and the library of the Parlia-
ment of Ottawa have rooms possessing
qualities which are not exceeded in London
by any devoted to simifar purposes. The
dining-room of the Hotel Bruuswick, in
Madison Square, New York, has a re.
flected beauty derived from its bright and
verdant surroundings, with which its in-
terioris coherent. But the Windsor Hotel,
of Montreal, impressed me more than any
other I saw. The entrance hall, with its
vast and graceful dome, gave a sense of
space and dignity which the hotels of
Chicago and Saratoga, enormous as they
are, lacked. The stormy Lake of Ontario,

its thousand islands, and its furious rapids,

extending four hundred miles, with the
American and Canadian shores on either

hand, gave me an idea of the scenic glory
of Canada, utterly at variance with the
inspired rigour and frost-bound gloom
which is associated with the country. A
visitor from America does not travel thirty
miles into Canada without feeling that the
shadow of the Crown is there. Though
there was manifestly less social liberty
among the people, the civic and political
independence of the Canadian cities seem-
ed to me to equal that of the United States,
The abounding courtesy of the press, and
the cultivated charm of expression by the
Spectator of Hamilton and: the GQlobe of
Toronto, were equal to anything I observed
anywhere. And not less were the in-
stances of private and ofiicial courtesy of
the country.
At Ottawa I had the honor of an inter-
view with the Premier, Sir John Maedon-
ald, at his private residence, The Premier
ot Canada had the repute, T knew, of bear-
ing a striking likeness to the late Premier
of England, but I was not prepared to find
the resemblance so remarkable. Except-
ing that Sir John is less in stature than
Lord Beaconsfield, persons who saw them
apart might mistake one for the other.

Havrrax, July 27.—Capt. Williams, of
the brig ““ Sarah Carney,” which arrived
at this port on Sunday, 14 days from
Turk’s Island, reports that shortly before
he sailed, « Cuban insurgent general with
forty followers, was landed at Turk’s Is-
land by the mail steamer from Hayti
bound to New York. They had escaped
from Cuba to Hayti in a small vessel and
were closely pursued by a Spanish man-of-
war. While at that place their money
and property were confiscated, and they
were ordered to leave by the- Haytian
authorities.

Ploneering at Red Rapids.

This fine Tobique settlement continues
to progress. It will be remembered that
quite a number of St. John people, urged
by the depression of the times, sought
refuge in it between one and $wo years ago.
Among these the names of Ganter, Skin-
ner, Lewis, Dr. Drout, Fisher, Kilfoyle,
Gillespie, ete., will be familiar to some of
our readers. Mr. Kilfoyle is now in town
and is a good specimen of a thrifty pioneer.
He brings good advices from the settlers,
They rejoice in fairly comfortable houses,
fine fields of wheat, potatoes, buckwheat,
turnips, lots of peas, beans, beets, cucum-
bers, ete. Kilfoyle, himself, has got up
a log house 193x21% feet inside, with a
good cellar. He found the lumber was $14
a thousand in that region, and so he cut
down and hewed what he needed and made
7,000 shingles besides for hisown use. He
has the following crops :—

2 acres of wheat (Lost Nation);

1} acres of buckwheat ;

1 acre of oats;

1 acre potatoes ;

3 acre of turnips ;

besides several patches, such vegetables as
beets, cucumbers.

Kilfoyle has worked
in loading ships. His tools, value for
8200, were lost in the great fire, but his
family did not suffer from it.

The Bay Chaleur.

A correspondent of the Telegraph fur-
nishes the following sketch of some of his
travels on the Bay Chaleur:—

¢ In this wafm weather, when the ther-
mometer 1n this comparatively cool region,
registers in the neighborhood of the
nineties, to get out on the water is re-
freshing. There are quite a number of
small craft sailing up and down the Bay,
with Bathurst as head quarters at this
season of the year. There is the sub-
sidized packet owned by Burns, Adams &
Co., with a captain whose courtesy cannot
be excelled. Tt is presumed that the
packet carries passengers if required.
There are others the result of private
enterprise and others again owned by
manufacturing establishments and doing
business for the owners alone. On one of
these your correspondent embarked some
days ago and proceeded down the Bay on
a trip, the object of which need not be
mentioned here. Thesea was delightfully
smooth, indeed very much more so than
was -agreeable to the owner either of the
craft or of the cargo, for the progress
made was rather slow. When 24 hours
had elapsed we were some 30 miles on our
journey and how much longer we would
have staid there becalmed I do not know
but a steam tug coming along your corres.
pondent changed vessels and proceeded on
his way. Such a trip gives one an idea of
the business carried on in the Bay and on
the shore.

The cargo consisted partly of flour and
other commodities for fishing establish.
ments along the coast, and partly and
chiefly on this occasion of lumber for the
erection of a new lobster packing concern
on the Island of Miscou, and the owner of
the new establishment was on board as
supercargo. Between seven and eight
miles from Bathurst, at the beginning of
what is called salmon beach, there was a
freezer erected last year by Boss & South-
wood, but operated by Mr. Fish of New-
castle. Unfortunately the salmon freezers
were very easily operated this season.
Ten miles down is the lobster packing es-
tablishment of George Smith & Co., the
oldest of three owned by that firm. Two
miles further along is one owned by Samuel
Bishop, and operated this year for the
first time. Mr. Bishop for a year or two
past has worked one which formerly be-
longed to O. Turgeon, Esq., and situated
some 16 or 18 miles up the Bay. Soon
after passing Mr. Bishop’s premises yon
come to the sandstone region, where for
six or eight miles of coast grindstones are
made for the Quebec, Montreal and Boston
markets. Then comes another lobster
packing establishment of two years stand-
ing, operated by James Buttimer. At
Grand Anse is found the second and most
extensive establishment, that of G. Smith
& Co., where this season aver 100,880
pounds have been put up, every separate
pound in a can by itself, since the season
commenced. John Windsor works one of
his places at Grand Anse too. 8ix or
eight miles down, at a place called Blue
Cove is another canning place, owned by
a Mr. Mayo, from Boston, who with his
family resides here during the season. A
few miles further, at Point Mizzenet look-
ing across at Caraquette, is another es-
tablishment, owned by Angus Maclean,
who is about to erect another at Miscou,
Crossing the mouth of the river and going
down two or three miles you meet another
establishment of two years standing owned
by A. S. Sutherland. Here ended my
journey by water on the present occasion.

Of Caraquet and its exports of cod I need
not now speak further than to say that the
usualamount will be exported this year, that
is to say, C. Robin & Co. will send out 8,000
quintals, Hon. R. Young 3,000. R. Rive
& Co., 3,000 and W. Fruing & Co., 1,800.
Iam sorry to hear that the prices in
Naples, where the most and the best of
the fish is sent, are lower than usual.
Norway is sending fish into Naples, and
although it cannot compete with our Cara-
quet friends in quality, yet the interference
is such as to bring down the price.

A drive through to Tracadie is not with-
out its attractions, though it is very hot
in the woods. Pokemouche presents great
variety of water and forest, and it is said
that the trout fishing up the river is very
good. In that neighborhoud, just beside
ha grist mill, the writer had an hour’s
gowd sport. At Tracadie the lumber,mill
of the Messrs. Stewart isat work, and
several of those who have the oversight
and get the highest wages are St. Johu
men who have wandered far away for
work.”

Salmon—Letter from Overseer
Mowat.

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance :
Sir :—Professor Hind’s letter on the
unusual scarcity of salmon in all our
North Atlantic rivers this year, possesses
very great interest, and I hope it may be
the means of further elucidating the mys-
tery. ‘‘The oldest fishermen,” of whom
we have a few good specimens, say—and
it is some comfort—that 40 years ago,
when salmon were in abundance they ex-
perienced just as poor, if not worse years
than this has been. Many men of skill
and knowledge believe that from the
marks, bruises and worn condition of very
many of this season’s tish,they have actual-
ly been caught in the grip of the ice, or
embayed by it and destroyed in some way,
in their migration here. Cur weather here
last fall was not colder than usual, and
the river presented a good show of both
salmon and grilse, as well as a very large
show of smolt and parr. All the June
and July fish, also, had gone before cold
weather. The Professor says, some sal-
mon only visit the rivers for sanitary
purposes, being biennial spawners, or only
doing so once in two years. Before I can
believe this theory, I must have stronger
proofs, for such salmon do not enter any
of the Bay Chaleur rivers. All our June
fish, (and they very seldom arrive before
the lst—often as late as the 10th) have
the ova half developed. The July and
August fish, are still further advanced,
giving ova about 10th October, finishing
by 20th, and going to sea in about 10 days
after, some of them immediately. During
the 7 years I have been engaged in pisicul-

ing more than two days, even although

earlier. These tish do not winter here in
the river, and whether they are the first
fish of the succeeding spring I cannot say,
but I suppose they arc. Our Spring kelts
! are fish coming from sea late (or in middle)

| owing to the numerous spring brooks the
| ice does not form to the same extent or
| solidity, often thawing out in February

schools spoken of by the Professor enter
this river, they must do so under the ice
in April and depart before our netters can
catch them. I have known our estuary,
clear for 3 and 4 weeks, before a fish
madeitsappearance. Toshow therapidity
with which they come I may state that I
took, not long ago, a salmon at the Indian
House, with a partially digested caplin in
it. The caplin never leaves salt water,
and the nearest point at which the salmon
could get it is Huron Island, 72 miles from
Indian House. That extreme cold may
retard the growth of the ova, is possible,
but to extinguish the intinct or desire,
to spawn after the ova i¢ fully developed,
is impossible.

Owing to the very heavy and severe ice
runs, both fall and spring, as well as the
heavy spring freshets, which the most of
our Canadian salmon rivers are subject to
just at the time when ova is newly laid, or
when the young fish is bursting the shell,
artificial propogation is much more a neces-
sity than in more favored countries; this
last spring particularly the river bed has
been completely upset by spring ice de-
stroying most, if not the whole of the
naturally laid ova. Independent of this
cause, I know, from actual examination
that three fourths of the ova naturally laid
are dead eggs. I attribute this fact, prin-
cipally to the rapidity of the water carry-
ing away the milt before coming in contact
with the egg ; probably, also, to either a
want or an excess of males. I have ob-
served on a bar where 15 or 20 fish were
spawning a large male rushing round chas-
ing smaller males and gnlse and paying
little attention to the females spawning,
and we now know that if the egg is a very
short time in the water without contact
with the milt it will not fructify.

I do not ignore the giving of all due care
to the preservation of the rivers, so that a
good stock may be always there for natu-
ral production, but when, by artificial pro-
duction, 957 can be turned out, in our
Canadian rivers at any rate, it is a most
valuable assistance and one that we cannot
afford te despise.

That every river has its own fish, is cer.
tain and that every fish finds its own river,
and knows it—and I believe also knows
the portion of it where it passed its young
days—I believe also. I saw a peculiarly
marked fish, having three old spear wounds
on one side, while boating in the fall of
1867. She was spawning on the bar at
Larry’s Gulch. The next fall, not five
yards from the same place, myself and
men again saw her. In the June of the
following year, I found her in Mr, Had-
dow’s ice house at Athol House, taken in
a net there. Her weight was 331bs, The
three scars or cicatrices on one side were
so marked that there was no possibility
of mistaking the fish.

Sulmon in some rivers may rush, and
keep rushing for the head waters as, for
instance, in the Fraser River. I give our
salmon credit for more sense, they know
there is more danger in the small,contract-
ed pools, or head waters, than where the
big pools and deep water exist, and since
the thorough protection was inangurated
the large pool at Metapedia holds more
fish than 30 miles of the Kedgwick, and
the fish now spawn from tide water to
the source. Iam certain there are some
of the very first run of fish in Metapedia
pool to day, and any expert can tell by
the color and condition of the tish how
long they have been in the fresh water.

I fully endorse the Professor’s opinion
respecting the use of the hook on the lower
jaw of the male fish, having actually ob-
served itin ’73. The following year I
told Mr. Chas. Hallock of it, when I ex-
pected he would laugh at such a theory,
but he did’nt. Still, I can hardly go so
far as the Professor, having kept the sexes
separate for a week before being mature,
and many of them have given ova freely
on lifting them out of the water. But in
many cases, when you can feel the eggs
completely separated and the tish ripe, a
smart grasp or two behind the fins at the
throat will at once bring the ova.

NYow, Mr. Edlitor, far be it trom me to
dispute the authority of Professor Hind
or to say he is wrong in any of his con-
clusions I only tell you what 1 know from
actual observation and experience in the
Restigouche River, and no other. Any
light or information respecting the nature
and habits of our most valuable fish should
be disseminated, and I trust you will have
many contributors on the subject.

Now that the fall spawning salmon will
soon enter our river, and prices are so
enhanced on account of the scarcity, the
poachers will be stimulated to greater ac-
tivity than ever in the upper and shoal
waters. It would be well for those in
authority to double the force of wardens
for & eeason. If our salmon spawning
greunds are not protected, in a few years
we will be minus our salmon fishery, A
few thousand dollars on extra protection
would be well spent.

It is some satisfaction to find “‘the Sun
interest ”” on the Miramichi coming round
to the views we have always endeavored
to enforce. As our salmon fishermen are
more heavily taxed than any other class it
is only fair that their interests should be
protected.

On the contrary many persons in St. John,
who are politically opposed to the Govern-
ment,or who are wholly neutral, will not
regret any good fortune that may come to
Mr. Turnbull. He isa hard-working man,
of great integrity, and whilst he has been
a warm partisan, he has never been an
ungenerous opponent. It is the necessity
which compels Mr. Turnbull to accept of
an office at all that we regret. He was
an ardent advocate of Confederation, and
was one of the few men who honestly be-
lieved in it—as we suppose he does yet.
He made speeches and wrote letters favor.
ing Confederation. He saw in the opposi-
tion of the Globe to that scheme evidences
of shortsightedness, of lack of patriotism,
and at times even his zeal carried him so
far as to denounce this journal with cen-
siderable asperity, and, at times, very un-
justly. Carrying on an extensive planing
nill, sash and door making factory, ete.,
he saw in Confederation for himself oppor-
tunities to extend his buginess while it
made Canada a great country. And, now,
a Government office is the end of all of
this. Since Counfederation was consum-
mated his sons have grown up to man-
hood, and they sought in the United
States the livelihood their own city de-
nied them. Of course Mr. Turnbull like
many other good citizens, lost heavily by
the fire ; but he suffered from two.things.
First, St. John did not grow as he antici-
pated it would as a result of Confeder-
ation ; and next he found no Canadian
market for Ais goods, but on the contrary
his most formidable competitor was the
Upper Canadian‘producer. The National
Policy brought him no relief. Gradually,
through no fault of his own, despite un-
wearying energy, unlimited hope, and
neverfailing industry, he has been hem.
med in, and though he leaves in business
a stainless financial record, his factory—
whose busy ‘““hum” has been so often
described in the papers—is closed, and his
manufacturing career in St. John is, we
fear, ended.

This is a most regretable matter, for it
is a positive loss to have to part with a
hopeful, hard working and capable me-
chanic. But the case is a clear one. We
will not put the blame on the National
Policy, although according to the theories

their simple beauty; a broad stream,
its rippled surface glittering in the
silvery rays; sleepy willows bathing
their overhanging boughs in the water;
the endless, undulating steppe, veiled
in a dreamy mist, extending on the
left bank of the river, on the right of
which the ground rose-in a steep slope
covered with fruit trees resplendent
with the white blossoms of spring. On
the crest of the slope, where the trees
clnstered the thickest, a high wooden
roof was visible, shining in the moon-
light, and from behind the foliage, the
ruddy light of a lamp-lit window cast a
slanting ray into the silvery night.

"This ray of light was the only trace
of human life. Not a sound came to
disturb it, except those voices of the
night which in themselves, seem to
form part of silence—the chirping of
the crickets, the frogs’ choir chanting
their evening song in the reeds below,
the sleepy bark of a dog in the distance.
A peaceful repose seemed to have spread
over the earth, bidding rest to all
troubled, aching hearts, peace to all
Liatred and strife.

And yet the man who paced up and
cown the short gravel walk in front of
the house hardly felt the influence of
the peaceful scene. His steps was
troubled and unsteady, and though his
deportment, evidently through long
habit, was as stiff and rigid as that of a
eoldier pacing the parade ground, yet
he head covered with snowy white
hair, wasbowed low on his breast. The
fingers of his clasped hands worked
aervously and occasionally a suppressed
cxclamation of a heavy, half-subdued
sigh issued from between the firmly set
lips, with the thick, bushy white mus-
tache overshadowing them.

. The martial figure of this old man
‘\Mggweﬁll known throughout the whole
provinice of Goltava and whenever Gen-
cral Savelleff, or * the old General ” as
he was familiarly called, appeared he
was gladly and respectfully greeted by
every one without distinction of age, of
class, or of position. Peasant ornoble,
young or old, all felt an instinctive re-
spect for him, all came under the influ-
ence of that peculiar atmosphere with
which an honest life, a_straightforward
nature surround old age, winning the
hearts of the honest and awing knaves
into respect. After resigning his posi-
tion in the army at the close of the
Crimean war, General Savelleff retired
on his small estate as poor a man as
when he entered the Government ser-
vice and resolutely refused to accept any
other office. ‘“My Emperor is dead
(he meant the Emperor Nicholas) and I
do not understand all your new ways

‘and reforms.”

AL I!I'Llitary discipline and the will of
the'Czar, which he considered as being
an emanation . of the will of God on
earth, had been the only guiding prin-
ciples of his whole life.  Benevolent
towards all, indulgent for all faults and
shortcomings, on these two points he
was unflinchingly severe.. ‘“ A foe of
the Czar is a foe of God,” he\was wont
to say. When in 1848 he had to super-
intend the execution of a so called poli-
tical criminal—a child nineteen years
old--he prepared himself for the task
as for a holy sacrifice and went to the
eommunion on the eve of the bloody
day. On the other hand, his rigid,
fanatical loyalty did not in the least
impair his naturally honest, straightfor-
ward, benevolent disposition. The
poor of his parish venerated him and
even his enemies could not held re-
specting the character of a man whom
they hated as the ready tool of a brutal
tyranny.

He had married young, the woman
he had loved when yet a schoolboy.
Eight years their union remained child-
less. When at length in 1847 a child,
a boy, was born, the father’s joy knew
no bounds, but was of short duration,
for a few weeks after the event the
mother died. Since then all that there
was of gentleness and love in the heart
of the lonely, rising soldier, was shed
on tha% one boy, the lime Andrusha
(diminutive for Andre)..And yet he
rarely gave vent to tIere]ing and his
son had scarcely any occasion to become
aware of it. Strict obedience was the
General’s rule in education as well asin
politics ; the hierarchy of sacred power
culminating in the Czar, began for him
in the father. Thus this strange man
lived on, proud and honest, without
fear or reproach, one of the last true
knights of a decaying and corrupted
autocracy. From the solitude of his
modest country seat, the old General
neither saw nor cared to know how the
ideal, the deity he had worshipped had
long ago fallen to pieces, and lost the
last glitter of its former prestige. For
him the Czar was still the father of his
people, the ordained and hallowed
representative of God on earth.

Needless to say, he had educated his
son in precisely the same creed. From
his tenderest infancy Andrusha had
been isolated from the outward world
and lived with his father a curious life
of the past—the life of an old man, not
looking forward into the dazzling un-
certainty of the future, but seeking in

the rememberance of the past all that |

is good sacréd and joyful. The boy
grew up behind a Chinese wall, apart
from all the joyful excitement, the
busy uproar of his generation, *“ heavily
laden,” as the good Russian poct
Lermontoft says, *with the hoary
wisdom of his sires.”

When Andrusha was fourteen years
of age his father brought him to St.
Petersburg to the Corps des Pages, the
first military school of the empire. On
taking leave of his son in the reception-
room, of the school, the General for the
first time in life betrayed some weak-
ness. He clasped Andrusha in his
arms and whispered, “ Be a good boy,
become an honest soldier ; remember
you have got an old father whose life
you hold in your hand.

| rest.

Andrusha but. rarely saw his father.
The journey to Poltavo was a long one.
The net of railroads which now connects
the South of Russia with the capital
did not exist even in the wildest dreams
of a loyal subject of the Czar. Travell-
ing was slow and expensive, and Gener-
al Savelleff’s fortune less than modest.
When at length at the end of hisstudies,
which he accomplished brilliantly, the
young artillery officer, Ivanovitch Save-
lieff, came to pass the long vacation
with his father in the small country
house of Poltava, the latter was deeply
struck with the change in the appear-
ance and the temper of his son. In-
stead of a merry, somewhat silent, but
healthy and blooming boy there sprang
out of the perelladanya (mail cart) the
General had awaited with such throbb-
ing impatience, an earnest, pale man
with a nervously expressive, deeply
marked face, with a fiery, piercing and
untinching gaze—one of those young
faces only to be found among the Rus-
sian generation of to-day, a face telling
a tale of deep thought, of premature
suffering and of a great, ftormenting
love. And the boy’s temper was
changed too. Of his former awe,
mingled with an impulsive tenderness
towards his father, no trace was to be
found. He met the latter respectfully,
but with a certain mien of independence
and of manly dignity whichstruck theold
General with utter amazement, though
it pleased him on the other hand to find
in his son gomething akin to his own
iron nature. They met no more like
father and son, but like two soldier
friends, one younger than the other,
but both hardened in the battle of life.
It was, however, precisely this resem-
blance in both their natures which
brought them further apart than ever.
Both were not slow in detecting that
they had no interest, had no idea, no
aim in life in common with each other.
While the son was scarcely able to an-
swer correctly all his father’s queries
about the whereabouts of this or that
general,the newest patterns of uniforms,
or the most recent events in the life of
the imperial family, the father felt but
little interest and showed still less un-
derstanding for the young officer’s eru-
dite explanations of the newest improve-
ment in artillery, or the projected re-
forms in the military administration.
Besides, the son had other studies which
engrossed him, other books, mnot
treatises on artillery, which he read
without ever showing them to hisfather®
Once the latter coming unexpectedly
into his son’s room, saw the titles of two
of the books, *“ The Life and Writings
of Ferdinand ” and ‘‘ Commentaries on
John Stuart Mill’s Political Economy.”
Both names were naturally unknown to
him, and the name of Tchernyshevsky,
the celebrated Russian Socialist, being
not printed on the last-named book, the
brave old general retained no other im-

his son, though a capital soldier, whs
somewhat of a bookworm.
In autumn Andrusha returned to St.

Petersburg and entered the military
academy. He passed rapidly one grade
of the military career after the other,
was in 1870 promoted captain, the
Shipka pass affair, during which the
young artillery officer rendered signal
services, bringing him the dignity of
colonel and the grand cross of the St.
George Order. At the same time his
name became widely known in scientific
circles. He became editor of one of
the best military reviews of St. Peters-
burg, and his house was the gathering-
place of the best and ablest represen-
tatives of civil as well as military in-
telligent circles.

Thus years went on. The great
Nihilist movement broke out, holding
Russian society in a constant state of
agitation and terror. The storm reach-
ed even the old General in his solitary
retreat. His exasperation against the
*‘ miscreants and murderers” knew no
bounds. He even went so far as to
write a letter, addressed persénally to
the Czar, proffering his services for the
“ good and holy canse.” He never re-
ceived any answer. The great numgber
of young nobles implicated in the con-
conspiracy was what especially appalled
him. ‘“Have all those young knaves
no fathers with honor enough in their
hearts to kill the vipers they have
nourished in their bosom? he used to
exclaim when the papers brought to
him the name of some new aristocratic
“criminal.” And then he added in an
undertone: *‘ Thank God!thank God!”
thinking of his son, and what a blessing
it was that he had turned out such a
serious, hardwerking, brave soldier,
¢“ without any such nonsense about him.

Then came the culminating point of
the vevolutionary horrors—the Winter
palace explosion. The old general’s
indignation knew no bounds. At the
same time a strange,apparently ground-
less feeling of anxiety for his son, from
whom he had not received any letters
for some time, seized on him. “Iam
growing old,” he wrote to Andre, “‘and
would like tg see you, perhaps for the
| last time. Try to get leave of absence
| and spend a couple of months with me.”

The son had obeyed the father’s
wishes. And this night, the 16th of
May, he had arrived at Dubrovka—this
was the name of the Savelieff estate.
