Now, it the Soriptures were the work of
roan, and did not contain the suthoritative
delverances of God, we might innocently
shift about, and noue o say us nay. We
might, of couree, alter according to liking,’
and vary in eaprios as new fancies or fash-
ioms arose.  But if we have s God-given
Bible to obey, and & pattern showed unto
ws in the Mount, surely-it is presumptaous
trifling to put on one side what ia clearly
revealed. Bither our premises are wrong,
or the practice must be most unworthy to
change about dootrine or ordinance aa we
wish. Yot those who wupport pado-bap~
tism in any shape or form, while they hold
the views of our denomination, cannot in
this free themselves from blame. They
give o taoit ponsent to what they npwihu
and condemn,  They allow without pro-
test what they know to be unapostolio. So
they help the forces agmmnst that truth
which others are left in & minority to up
hold. Face them with the question, Why
doyou?! They will probably admit they
do not agree with inventions of men ;

Nzwsearers or To-Dar.—People gen-
rally,and even those who may be. termed
teady readers and close observers, have
but  faint conception of the magnitade and
influence the press of this country has at-
tained. From s careful exrmination of the
advance pages of the Awenicax Newsparen
Direcrony, issued May lst, by Geo. P.
Rowell & Co., of New York, it appears that
there are 14,147 newspapers and periodicals
published in the United States and Canada;
of these United States has 12,973, an aver-
age of one papet for every 3,867 persons.
In 1884 the total number of newspapers
mas-less by 823 than at present, and while
the gain this year is not so marked as .n
some previous years, it is still considerable.
Kansas shows the test increase, the
number being 78, while Illinois follows
with a gainof 77. Itis curious to notice
that New York, the scene of so much poliyg
tical activity during the last campaign,
should have only about one third as many
new papers as the State of Pennsylvania.
As an index to tne comparative growth
and prosperity of different sections” of the
country, especially the Territories, the
number of new papers forms an interesting
study, and may well occupy the attention
of the curious. ¥

Another fact has astonished me-—name-
li, the fulure of wine and beer to prevent
the consumption of stronger drinks. My
change of opinion on this suhject is due ©
the statistics os those who advocate wine
and Beer ag means " for expelling whiskey,
but whose theory is flatly contradicted by
the facts. Dr. Baer quotes the report of a
committee of the English Honse of Com-
mons in 1852, which decleted that the re-
duction of duty on wine and the consequent
increased cohsumption, would canse no de-

—Carrots are valuable as a sub 1
food-£6F stock and oattle.
