Weymouth was 31 years old, and a
nephew of Dr. Harry A, Weymouth,
former mayor of Saco.

The two persons who told the story
which caused the arrests informed
the county authorities that Weymouth
was infatuated with Mrs. Snow, who
is the wife of Dr. Fred B. Snow.

DN AWFUL
TIME IN A

Two Lorneville Mien Spent Two
Hours on a Capsized Boat
in Yesterday Morning’s Tor-
rential Storm.

Willlam John McCavour, & Lorne-
ville fisherman with a young fellow
named Quigg as an assistant, had &
hard battle for their lives in the Bay
of Fundy yesterday morning and went
through an experience that will re-
main in their memofy for their life
time. .

Thursday evening MecCavour with
young Quigg left Lorneville homes and
seiting sall went far ont in the bay
to fish salmon. During Thursday night
they had set their long net and had
fairly good results. About half past
three o'clock yesterday morning they
picked up their nets, and were then
about three miles out in the bay off
Point Lepreaux, After a quiet night
the heavy northeast storm with thun-
der, lghtning, rain and hail broke on
them. Their fishing boat carried two|
sails and seeing that the storm was|
coming McCavour took in one of the|
sails. Even one sail was too much|
when the storm broke and when one
heavy squall struck the‘boat she was
quickly capsized and MecCavour and
his companion were thrown iuto the
sea.

Fortunately the men were able to
grasp the boat and climbed up on the
bottom.

The accident happened about a half
hour before daylight and the men as
they. clung to the overturped beat
during such a terrible storm mnever
thought that they would survive,

When day. broke thex were cold,
antt dhite exhausted. After
on {he bottom of their boat
or an hour and s hall and when
almost giving up In deéspair, they were
séen by another Lorneville fisherman
named Nathaniel McGuire.He cut clear
of his nets and sailed to the rescue
a8 fast as the wind would drive his
boat.

A BIG NEW COMPANY
0 THABE WITH CUBA

Dr. E. S. Kirkpatrick Tells of
Project which will Mean
Another Big Establishment
for St. John.

—an

Dr. E, 8. Kirkpatrick of Woodstock,
formerly Canadlan trade commissioner
to Cuba, who was In the city yester-
day, said the project to organize a big
company to carry on trade with Cuba,
Porto Rico and Jamaica, was in a fair
way of realization. In Montreal and
Ottawa lhe met with much gncourage-
ment gpd he expects fo have a con-
farenceé with the West Indian com-
mittee of the local Board of Trade in
a short time and endeavor to enlist
their support.
“It is almost impossible for a small
company to do a satisfactory business
with Cuba,” sald Mr. Kirkpatrick to
The Standard yesterday. ‘‘The Span-
ish business men have a reputation
for shrewdness, and are quite capa-
ble of seeing that the small men who
ship goods to them from Canada don’t
make much money. The experience
of the DeWitt Bros. is instructive
They tried to fight the combine among
the Havana importers, but owing to
the fact that their first big shipment
of potatoes arrived in a bad condition
and had to be dumped into the ses,
they had no capital to work on and
were forced to the wall

“What is needed is a big company
—one able to gperate a line of steam-
ers, put up a warehouse at Havana
and establish its own selling agencles
in the principal towns of Cuba and
also in Porto Rico, Jamalea and else-
where. Our plans are to organize a
company with a capital stock of
$1,600,000 or $2,000,000, and develop
trade both ways. The headguarters
would be in St. John, and we would
have buyers of agricultural produce
all through the St. John Valley. But
we would not confine ourselves to
shipping agricultural produce; we
would handle lumber and everything
else for which we could find 8 market
in Jamaica and the foreign West In-
dies.

“Cuba is the richest island in the
West Indles. Its resources are being
rapidly developed, and it will afford
an important market for Canadian pro-
ducts.

“At present the Canada-Cuba trade
amounts to about $2,500,000 a year, an
insignificant item compared with the
possibilities. Canada’s trade with the
British West Indles amounts to about
ten millions & yedr, but of that
amount about seven millions repre-
sents imports of sugar. A great deal
of interest is belng shown in the pos-
sibilities of trade development with
the British. West Indies, but taking
thesm altogether they can not begin to
offer us as important a mavket as Cuba
which has & much greater population,
larger resources, and more purchasing
power, Cuba does a big foreign trade
now. and it is expanding with great
rapidity.”

The strictest surveillance, both by
soldlery and police, marks the Sultan's
Macedoriian trip, aecording to despat-
¢hisg from Constantinople. In addi-

six hundred committeemen of the
anng Turk party are acting as secret
poiite, and more than sixty officers
of the army or the secret service are
here, wearing uniforms of prizates, so
that they may mingle and converse

“For a long while,” said Mr, Stan-
ton yesterday, “certain men in Eu.

1
have just finished the trip, which
took three months, and I am con-
vinced that such & unewspaper has a
place in the scheme of things,
“Buch & newspaper to be a success
necessarily must be absolutely inde-
pendent and self-supporting. One of
the first things to be considered was
the question of international advertis.
ing. From what I could find out we
shall have sufficient advertising sup-

At least enough interest was taken
in the proposition to indicate that the
pewapaper will not lack advertising
support

“Another important matter has
been that of getting correspondents.
We shall have them in the prinel
pal eltieg and they must be experienc.
ed meh and absolutely unbiased.
Some of them already have been se.
lected, but of course the staff of cor-
respondents will be subject to change,
tuch depending upon the accuracy
of their work.

“The name of ‘the paper will be Le
Journal International. It will be pub-
lished in French, although other lan-
guages will not be excluded, For in-
stance ghould Theodore Roosevelt con-
tribute an article written in English
it would be published in English. But
on the whole the paper will be print-
in French. It will be an afternoon
newspaper, for we cameé to the con-
clusion that such matters as we shall
deal with can be handled better in the
daylight, when legations are open and
public men can be reached readily.
“There is to be no editor in the
sense of one man dominating the pol-
icy of the paper or inflnencing it to
the extent of expressing his individual
views and opinions. There will be a
corps ¢f editors and I shall be the
managing editor. The paper will have
no poliey. It will aim to publish truth-
fully and accurately both sides of all
quertions of word wide interest.

“A feature of the management of
the paper will be a committee called
the international advisory editorial
board. On this board will be a repre-
sentative or representatives from ov-
