' wward Carson, First Lord of the Admiralty, said the submarine menace

recently had grown until its extent had become grave and serlous.
The menace had not yet been solved, but measures which had been

adopted, he sald, would mitigate it by degrees.

the House that an anti-submarine department had been established In
the admiralty, composed of the most experienced and capable men in
the navy. The number of armed merchant ships had been Increased
47.5 per cent. in the last two months.

The House, said Sir Edward, would expect him to deal mainly with
the growth of the submarine menace-and he would do so by surveying

the work of the navy.

Importance of Grand Fleet.

Sir Edward had an inspiring story
4o tell of the silent accomplishments of
the British navy, and it was still more
welcome hecause of the unexpected
and interesting revelations as to the

‘ éxtent to which the mavy is counter-

ing the submarine menace.

The sacrifices which the nation is
gsked voluntarily to bear in the ghape
of self-rationing, and the daily rise in
food prices, makes the submarine dan-
ger the most absorbing question of the
sunoment, and Sir Edward Carson’s
statemert was listened to by an expec-
tant House with internse satisfaction.

The public and press have been
daily exhorting the government to a
more liberal poiicy of publicity, but
few thought that there would be any
deviation from the policy of secrecy
tatherto pursued. Hence the First
Lord’s showing how submarines are
being fought by destroyers, seaplanes
and other means, and with what ap-
purent success, together with his prom-
ise of further publicity in the future,
proved the most attractive feature of
Lis speech,

Besides indicating the gigantic work
©° the navy during the war, the trans-
port of eight million men, nine million
tons of explosives and forty-seven mil-
lion gallons of petroleum, and the ex-
amination of over 25,000 ships, Sir Bd-
ward Carson gave statistics of ship
movements which will tend to restore
public confilence as to the extent the
gubmarine warfare is likely to achieve
its object, indicating the progress of

Up to the end of October also, add-
ed Sir Edward, the naval forces lad
moved more than 9,000,000 tons of ex-
plosives and other material, 1,000,000
sick and wounded, more than 1,000,000
horses and mules, and more than 4,
900,000 gallons of petrol.

In January last alone, in
PBritish ports, they had examined 1,754
ships, and the total for February would
not be less than that for Jonuary.

V. Dickson Given Fine Re-
ception at Enthusiastic Ral-

ly Last Evening.

Hampton, Feb. 21.—Messrs. George
B. Jones and H. V., Dickson of the
Good Government ticket in Kings
County held a rousing meeting to-
night at Old Kingston and it was a
pronounced success. The audience was
large and the speakers received a
splendi@g hearing. Councillor K. A,
Flewelling occupied the chair and call-
ed on Mr. Dickson as the first speak-
er. Mr, Dickson devoted considerable
attention to the progress made by the
government in the matter of agricul-
ture. Under the former government
the Department of Agriculture was in
a chaotic condition and of no value or
benefit to the farmers, Since 1908,
however, a great change had come in-
to effect and the work of Hon. J. A.
Murray in that regard had been par-
ticularly successful. The work of the
government in the establishment of
agricultural schools had been especial-
ly valuable and was greatly appreciat-
ed by the farmers all through the coun-
try.

Mr., Dickson then dealt ably wita
other matters of importance.

Against Importation of
Liquor Into Prohibition
States.

R

Washington, Feb, 21.—Absolute pro-
hibition legislation took its longest
forward stride in the mation’s history
today, when the house, after two
hours of uproarious debate, approved
by a fourto-one majority a senate
measure which would raise an iron-
clad barrier against importation of
lquor into prohibition states, It is
expected to receive the approval of
President Wilson within a week, ad-
ding to the “bome dry” territory about
one-third of continenta]l United States.
The provision is regarded as the
most far-reaching that could be en-
acted by the federal government, and
as sweeping as would be possible un-
der any method short of a national
prohibition amendment. It would cut
off entirely lquar importations,
amounting now to millions of dollars
annually, into the large numbers of
states which have forbidden manufac-
ture or sale, but have permitted im-
portation for pergonal use.
The vote, as officlally announced,
was 319 to 72. Party lines were com-
pletely broken down, and numerous
representatives from prohibition states
were recorded in the negative.

The figures given by Mr. Foster as
to the amount of bonded debt when
the old government was hurled from
power are what the present opposition
would like the public to believe them
to be; but what are the facts? To com-
plete the work undertaken by the old
government, and to clean up their fag
ends, the present government, early
in 1909, had to sell New Brunswick
stock on the London market, amount-
ing to $2,190,000, adding that much to
the publie debt, and increasing the in-
terest account. Here is\ the story in
detail of that addition to the public
debt, and interest, for which the old
government was responsible before go-
ing out of office in 1908, as taken from
the Auditor General’s reports begin-
ning in 1909 and published in the re-
port annually since that year:

Assets Increased Faster than Debt.

As stated by the Provincial Secre-

There
are not so many people wanting to
gell thelr farms as formerly, and those
for sale are at a much higher rate. In
one noticeable section of the province,
i. e. Bay Road, Charlotte Co,, only a
few miles out of St. Stephen, four
years ago nearly every other
farm along that road was vacant, to-
day there is only one vacant farm on
the road in twelvé miles, the others
have been occupied and improved un-
der the Farm Settlement Act, and
there is a different atmosphere alto-
gether in that section. One real estate
man told me that a few years ago
when anyone asked him for a farm
he could give them any number to
choose from, but today he had to go
away back for one or decline altogeth-
er. This is an instance of the benefit
derived from this act, and yet another,
an insurance manager of a large gen-
eral office, told me the Farm Settle-
ment Act had improved the farm risks
one hundred per cent, in the] ast two
years. In fact, he said a few years
ago his company did not care about
taking farm risks, but today it was a
good paying business, of which they
were looking for more, all owing to
the changed conditions brought about
through the Farm Settlement Act.

During the past year the Farm Set-
tlement Board has placed thirty-six
families on farms at a cost of $31,
375.00 or an average price of about
$871.00. We have also disposed of
some we had on hand, among the
number being the Charles Cain farm,
so-called, that was so severely criti-
cised by the opposition last winter.

THE OPPOSITION PLATFORM

Satisfied.

(Maritime Baptist,)

In our editorial of last week we re¢
ferred to the unwise retention in the
platform of the provincial Opposition,
as published in the party press, of the
hopelessly out-of-date plank in refer-
ence to prohibition. We noted also
the fact that many. of the leaders and
leading organs of the party had ex-
plicitly repudiated that plank and had
declared for the Prohibition Act al-
ready passed and its enforcement. We
also added: “If there is any man or
body of men who can gpeak authori-
fatively for the Opposition the tem-
perance electors of the province would
welcome such official pronouncement
in addition to the personal assurances
of which we have spoken.”

Those yords were written before the
announcement had been made of the
selection of a leader for the Opposi-|
tion. A few days ago we received a
courteous letter from Mr. W, E. Fos-
ter, now the official head of the party,
calling our attention to his position
on the prohibition question, as set
forth in his address at St. Martins
after his selection as leader. It is but
fair to say that his stand in relation
to the prohibitory law is entirely sat-
isfactory.

But there are still one or two things
which should be made clear in order
to remove all doubt and difficulty. We
do not know just what importance
should be attached to a political plat-
form. Our observation would lead us
to believe that for the most part its
chief purpose is to carry a party safe-
1y over the turbulent waters of politi-
cal controversy into the desired haven
of office. When once it has served
that purpose it is generally sent adrift
or, quietly moored in some out of the
way corner until it is once more need-
ed. So we are not inclined to over-
estimate the importance of such a
structure. Yet as the official declara-
tion of a party it has its value.

Then the question arises as to the
repalr-of such platform when it be-
comes evident that & certain plank is
unsound and far from watertight. Has
the leader of a party authority to sub-
stitute another plank in place of the
defective one? A few days ago, in

If the leader of the Opposition
is supported in his position by all
other candidates of the party, or by a
large majority, we have little fear. in
respect to the prohibitory law. But
we remember that the Moncton Tran-
script, an influential organ of that
party, some months ago made a viru-
lent attack upon the law which Mr.
Foster and many of his supporters
now declare it is their intention to
enforce, it elected. Does Editor Hawke
now agree to the replacing of the
old plank, and the acceptance of the
law which he once condemined?

We are not raising these questions
in any spirit of unfriendliness to the
Opposition party or its feader. We
have no doubt of the honesty and sin-
cerity of those who have pledged
themselves to accept and enforce
without delay the prohibitory law al-
ready passed.
