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PRESIDENT WILSON DECIDES
TO ATTEND PEACE CONFERENCE

Will Sail for France Immediately After Congress Assem- l Chief Simpson at Amherst, tonight to

bles and Will be Away About a Month — Has Been

Urged by Other Leaders to

Washington, Nov. 18.—President
Wilson will attend the opening session
of the peace conference. This was
announced tonight officially. He will
go immediately after the convening of
the regular scssion of congress on
December 2. R

‘I'his official statement was lssued at
the White House.

“The president expects to sail for
France immediately after the opening
of the regular session of congress,
for the purpose of taking part in the
discusaion and settlement of the main
features of the treaty of peace. It is
not likely that it will be possible for
him to remain throughout the sessions
of the formal peace conference, but
his presence at the outset is necessary
in order to obviate the manifest dis
advantages of discussion by cable in
determining the great outlines of the
final treaty about which he must ne-
cessiirlly be consulted. He will, of
course, be accompanied by delegates
who will sit as the representatives of
the United States throughout the con-
ferences,

“The namey of the delegates will be
presently announced.”

How long the president will remain
abroad he himself probably cannot say
now., The time for the convening of
the peace gonference has not yet heen
announced, but the general belief here
s that it cannot be assembled before
late in December at the earliest. If
such proves the case, the president
will absent from the country for
at. least & monith and probably longer.

What plang the president may have
for his trip other than to attend the

. the peace conference and
to fcipite in the discussions
& the representatives of the as-
soclated nations which will precede
it, have not been rovesled. He un-
doubtedly will be by

For Military Purposes All Belligerents Had Spent up to Last:'

May About Two-Thirds of

COST OF WAR

This Amount, While the Bal-

ance Will be Made up in the Expenditures of the Past

Six Months and in Outlays for Demobilization. y

As a Result of This Struggle the Fighting Nat.ons Will Find
Their National Debts Increased Eight-Fold, Less What-

ever Portion of This They

Have Raised by Taxation—

Bulk of the Expense Has Had to be Met by Loans—The
World Hereafter Will Carry an Annual Interest Charge

of Ten Billion Dollars.

Washington, Nov. 18.—The direct
cost of the wap for all belligerent na-
tions to May 1 was reported at about
$175,000,000,000 by the federal re-
serve board bulletin, issued today, and
it is estimated that the cost will
amount to nearly . $200,000,000,000 be-
fore the end of this year. These cal-
culations were compiled by the board
from various sources and while their
accuracy is not vouched for, the bhoard
believes the figures are substantially
correct.

For purely military and naval pur-
poses it is estimated that all belliger-
ents had spent about $132,000,000,000
to May 1, or about three-fourths of
the total war cost. The balance rep-
resented interest ot debt, and other
indirect war expénses. How the cost
mounted as the war grew in propor-
tion from year to year is {llustrated
by tabulations shoWwing that the mobi-
lization and the first five months of
the war in 1914, cost all belligerents
about $10,000,000,000. In 1916 the ex-
penses jumped to $26,000,000,000. In

1916, they increased to $38,000,000,000
and in 1917, they were estimated at
$60,000,000,000. This year expenses
have run only a littly above the rate
last year,

About $1560,000,000,000 of the total
war cost has been raised by war loans
of various nations and comparatively
little by ‘taxation. The public debt
of the principal Entente Allies is cal:
cuated at approximately $105,000,000,
000, or more than twice as much as
the aggregate debt of the Central
Powers, set at $45,000,000,000, This
does not take into consideration debts
incurred since last May. The enor
mous size of the war costs and debt
is {llustrated by comparison with the
ante-war debt of the seven principal)
belligerents which did not exceed
$25,000,000,000, The cost of support:
ing this debt was only about $1,000,
000,000 a year. Hereafter the annual
burden to pay interest and sinking
fund allowances will be not less than
$10,000,000,000 and probably much
more.

to overflowing with boys and girls in
their Sunday best, cheering France
and singing the Marseillaise, while
wheezy phonographs, the only musio
the town afforded, executed the ma-.
tional anthem from records that had
escaped the eyes of the Germans.

It wag difficult to conceive that Cha
teau Salins could ever have been any
thing but French. After forty-seves
years of German rule the town appear
ed even more intensely patriotic than
¥rench towns that had never known
any other than French rule.

General Dogan's entry was proced
ed by the formal surrender of thé
town by four German officers who had
remained to turn over the official ad:
ministration.

The fofeign logion was drawn up in
the square befare General Dogan, who
saluted and kissed the flag leld by
the colenel.

Dear Sir:—It {8 with a feeling of
regret that I ask the St. John branch
of the G.W.V.A., to accept my re-
signation as President of this Society.
I have not come to this conclusion
without due meditation.
I have always felt that our Asso-
clation should be = benefit for the
returned men, and that we, who are
at home at the present time, are only
carrying on the work of this Associa-
tion ‘as trustees for those who are
still in France and England.
I quote below some of the reasons
which prompted me to take the above
course:
1. The Great War Veterans' Asso-
ciation was formed for the benefit of
soldiers, who have served overseas in
the present Great War, or who have
voluntarily enlisted to serve and
through causes beyond their control,
have been unable.to go, after having
been sworn in and taken on the
strength of some unit and obtained an
honorable discharge.
2. Our association is supposed to be
non-sectarian in every way, shape,
and form; non-political and free from
all other societies whatsoever.
3. The G.W.V.A., to be a success,
must have the goodwill of the citizens
at large, and not a certain class of
people.
4. A certain number of our members
for some time have been catering to
the Trades & Labor Council, and mix-
ing our Association up with that body.
This is entirely against the constitu-
tions of our Association. While per-
sonally I have nothing against the
Labor Unions, we might just as well
endorse the cause of the Liberal or
Conservative political party or any
other organization such as the Trades
and Labor Council. Owing to the fact
that our association is made up of all
kinds ' of denominations, classes, etc.,
it is not wise that the cause of the
Trades and Labor Council, or any
other Society, should be championed
by the G.W.V.A. We should stand
on our own foundation. In speaking

Despite the sudden peace develop-
ments, it would seem that the propos-
ed General Election in Great Britain
next month s to take place after all.
This is indicated bhy Mr. Lloyd
George's announcement that “one of
the principal issues at the forthcom-
ing election will be the nature of the
peace settlement” How the demand
for a mandate on these terms will af-
fect party lines remains to be seen.
At the present time the old lines of
party demarcation arc obscured, and
it is impossible to predict as to what
extent the peace terms will push other
considerations to one side. Domestic
issues of the most vital importance are
in the air, and there are strong ele-
ments demanding a line-up of the par-
ties on these questions.

agent in 1911 he went into partner-
ship with an officer of the Irish
Guards, renting offices in the fashion-
able quarter of Bond street, taking
many thousands of pounds on a single
race. At this time Chapman consider-
ed himself to be worth more than
$400,000. He then abandoned book-
making for the more glorified pastime
of owner. But here he found the
great difference between the backer
and bookmaker and according to
police evidence, there were many un-
satisfied judgments against him in
consequence. Some of these were
afterwards settled. *
Between 1900 and 1901 Chapman en«
gaged in many ventures, mostly un-
der aliases, were started all over Lon-
don, a certain amount of success at:
tending them. ' During that time he
cultivated an extensive acguaintance
among the gilded youth of London
which proved'of value in the days to
come when he turned professional card
player. In those days the ex-butcher’'s
assistant also acquired a certain polish
and knowledge of the world which en-.
abled him to pass muster with the
scions of the aristocracy who were his
principal patrons.
One of Chapman’s ventures was his
inauguration of a swagger West En.
hotel which he hoped would become
a counterpart of a celebrated hotel in
Paris, a resort of the fashionable
youth, where money would flow in
plenty and where he would be enabled
to indulge in his natural bent for
gambling. However it came to noth-
ing.
The money necessary to keep the
hotel going was not forthcoming, and
after holding off the creditors as long
as possible Chapman went into bank-
ruptey.

With a sound appreciation of his
linitations Chapman devoted most ot
his time afterward to cards. Between
1600 and 1912 it is probable he accu-
mulated $500,000, most of which he
saved.

Not long before the war the book-
making fever overtook him once
more. He became imbued with the
idea he could lay longer odds than
any other book-maker. Soon after-
ward he once more appeared among
the list of defaulters.

Held in German Camp.

Chapman was at Hamburg, passing
as “Colonel Chapman,” when the war
broke out and was interned by the
Germans. During the two years of in-
ternment he presided over a gambling
den in the camp and boasted on his
return that he made $100,0000 from his
foliow prisoners. It is noteworthy
that his release was followed by a re-
newed outbreak of the West End gam-
ing houses, which in the early years
of the war had somewhat declined in
numbers and activity.

When repatriated Chapman made
the acquaintance of Doyle, who with
the closing down of the Atlantic pas-
gsenger traffic had been compelled to
seek his living among Englishmen.|
Chapman and Doyle flourished.

The story of Doyle is underlined
throughout with a pathetic determina-
tion to make good which every time
proved useless owing to an unusual
weakness of character. Doyle was his
own greatest enemy. His friends re-
alized this fact and the better element
endeavored to set him straight, and
even when the crash came did not de-
gert him, actually paying the costs of
his defense. But it was useless. He
was sentenced to 18 months at hard
labor.

Born at Cambridge, Mass., Doyle
wag educated at Harvard and was the
son of a wealthy florist of that city, a
former mayor. After leaving college
at the age of 24 he had a love affair
and®was sent to England, where he
became acquainted with Dafiny Maher
and other racing men. That was the
beginning of the end. He hatnted
racing circles and race courses. How
ha managed to subsist during those 20
years that: elapsed before the trial
must always remain a mystery. When

At a meeting of the executive of the
Young Women’s Christian Association
held at the Association Boarding
Home in' Union Street, yesterday af-
ternoon, at which Mrs. John & Mc-
Avity presided, it was decided to lease
the Sears building, 23 King Street,
formerly known as the Revere House,
to be a larger and more commodious
quarters for the furtherance of
Y.W.C.A, work.

This announcement was suggested
in a paragraph in Monday's Standard,
but details were so incomplete at that
time that it was not fair to the execu-
tive to make mention of the prospect-
ive acquisition, However arrange-
ments have now been made and the
ladies  constituting the governing
body of the Association in this com-
munity are bending every effort to
have the Boarding Home opened Iin
time for this winter's activities, and
besides the local needs to meet the
requirements which may be conse-
quent upon the demobilization of fe-
male industrial workers, and read-
justmeists are sure to follow the
gigning of peace.

St. John will now be in line with
Montreal, Toronto, all the ' western
cities and, in fact, nearly, every other
city of its size and larger in the Cana-
dian federation in the matter of
Young Women’s Christian Association
work. As the Boarding Home branch
of this well-known philanthropy is
perhaps its most practical and import-
ant department, the local executive
feels that St. John as one of Canada’s
centres, should be well enough equip-
ped to meet all demands.

Y.W.C.A. work in this city has so
far been much appreciated and fruit
ful of results. In fact several enlarge-
ments of Boarding Home quarters
have not offset the number of appli-
cations for rooms the last two or
three years, when the height of war-
time ~activities have exacted so much
from private homes in boarding out-
gide girls and young women.

The Sears building contains four spa-
cious floors, and being of hotel con-
struction is admirably suited to the
uses to which it will be put for
Y.W.C.A. boarders,

livjpg in the home can secura their
meals a la carte and wait upon them-
welves into the bargain. This system

of waiting upon one's self and select-!

ing just what food one Jdcaives, elim-
inates a great deal of cost both to the
mmazement and to the patron, which
savipg enhances the qualiry, and the
variety of the bill of fare.

It is proposed to furnish tic home
in homelike fashion, It, will be com
fortably heated and staff2d with com-
reient and painstaking worksrs. Miss
Neatby, the new secretary, will be in

arge, and at all times a vigilant
committee of ladies will keep a
motherly 'eye upon the wo'k'ngs of
the home. The location of the new
Y.W.C.A. headquarters is an ideal
one for busy business girls and those
engaged in manufacturing. It will be
a valuable asset to the publi: institu-
tlons of the city to have it =aid
throughout th'e length and breadth of
the country that St. John is soon to
ba equipped with a thoioagh going
Y.W.C.A. Boarding Home.

LOOK ON CANADA
TO MAKE UP DEFICIT

Ireland and Scotland Have
Been Supplying Four Mil-
lion Sphagnum Moss Dress-
ings a Month — The Bogs
Are Depleted.

Word has reached the city that the
women of Scotland and Ireland, who
have been supplying the Red Cross
with sphagnum moss dressings at the
rate of .4,000,000 a month during the
past year, are finding it amost im-
possible to get the moss owing to the
depletion of the bogs in Scotland and
Ireland, and now that their supply is
so rapidly declining the Red Cross is
looking to Canada to make up the de-
ficit as far as possible.

In speaking with The Standard
vesterday William McIntosh, chair-
man of the sphagnum moss committee
stated that the meed for the moss was
greater now than at any time in the
past, despite the fact that the fighting
is over. In explanation he said that
because of the depletion of the boss
in Scotland and Treland practically
all of the moss had to come from Can-
ada.

To illustrate the seriousness of the
situation, Mr. McIntosh stated that
there were millions more dressings
needed next year than could possibly
be supplied so that inferior substi-
tutes will have to be used. The sup-
ply of moss is giving out more quick-
ly than the supply of wounded men
g0 that the moss collected must go to
the best possible use.

ntinuing Mr. McIntosh stated that
the unpicked supply in Canada is
practically unlimited, but as the pick-
ing season was over that would not
be of much avail this year. The New
Brunswick committee has one of the
largest sphagnum moss supplies in
Canada, and it looks as if this prov-
ince will be the centre of this in-
dustry in Canada if not in the world.

HOW THE EPIDEMIC
AFFECTS FACTORIES

Half of Number of Employes
in Coastal Factories Are
Laid up With Influenza or
Are Convalescing.

Regarding the Spanish influenza
and its effects on the public from the
mercantile point of view, it was re-
ported to The Standard yesterday
that the epidemic has in a great meas-
ure affected the fish industries
throughout the province, and more
especially southern coastal waters as
over one-half of those engaged in this
industry are laid up with the influenza
or are convalescing.

Mr. Lewis Connors stated to The
Standard last evening that their two
factories at Black's Harbor were la-
boring under the difticulty of a short-
age of help due to the epidemic, hnt
happily many of the employeés were
ncw on the road to recovery.

Other factories were suffering on
wc;)nnt of the labor shortage in gen-
eral. i

Connors Bros. would continue opera-
ticns for a time—perhaps until the
early part of December, as the sar-
dines were somewhat more plentiful
at the present, particularly the class
of fish known as “Brids"—a smaller
species of the sardine family.

The Booth Fisheries, West St. John,
closed down operations last Saturday
and when the whistle blew at five
o'clock it marked a cessation of their
operations at this factory for the pres-
ent season. However it is stated that
the branch plant of this corporation
at Chamcook, Charlotte County, did
rot ceasé operations, but will remain
open for a time.

Many of the local -fishermen have
at the present time very few corded
weirs, as the recent heavy storm caus-
ed a serious damage to the same.
A good catch was made by one of the
local fishermen the other night when
he was successful in landing ¢ne hun-
dred hogsheads which were later tak-
en by the numerous coastal vessels
t> a factory in another part of the
province to be prepared for the mar-
kets.- /This man was among the few
successful fishermen of the province
as the sardine industry of late has
been anything but encouraging.
