Graxp Manan, March 15th, 1872,

On Tuesday evening, March 12th, about
9 o’clock, the Barque ‘¢ Sarah Sloan’’ went
ashore at North Head, Grand Manan, to
the northward of Eel Brook, and not many
rods distant from shegpot  where -the ill-
‘ated ship Lord Ashburton went ashore in
January, 1857, in a similar furious- snow-
storm, when Captain, Mates, and Crew,
numbering 21 souls, were burled in a few
moments into eternity. The awful ecatas
t ophe of the 12th instant, was marked
also by the loss of the Captain, Mate, and
Crew—one, and only one, & negro lad,

sing providentiajly snatched from a yawn
ing , rave, to tell the following

TALE OF THE SEA.

The barque ** Sarah Sloan,”” Captain Wil
liam Sloan Comwander, with one of the
owrers, and nine hands, including Mate
and Steward, left St. John, New Biuns-
wick, at 2 o’clock p. m .on Tuesday I2th
March, instant, loaded with bay and
-hooks, and bound for Matanzas, Cuba
The barque’s course from Point Lepreaux
was set at south by west, hall west, and
runping this course, the Captain near seven
o’clock jndged the ship glear of Grand
Manan, and went below to supper. Hard-
ly had Captain Sloan been seated at the
table, when a tremendong crash sounding
the death-knell to every ear on board amid
the roar of the tempest, told the dire news

‘that the noble barque- had been hurled

upon the rocks—in such casesalas! almost
ever the swilt messengers of Death! The
ship struck at about 9 o’clock, only seven
hours from leaving her friendly port. Of
the souls on board,werefirst, the Captain,
next an owner, the -Mate and Steward,— |
four white men;—the r¢maining seven were
¢ colored’” men,, Charlags Turner, malatto,
the only person saved is a native of Balti-
‘more, Md.. aged 22 years: . He was drifted
ashore among the debris of the wreck at
night, climbed a precipitoas bank, and at
about six o'clock pext morning, was found
by an Indian, and.taken to hiscamp at|
Eel Brook, where the good Indian and his
kind squaw did all they could to make him
comfortable ;—both of the poor fellow’s
feet are frozen, and his legs also, nearly to
the knces—amputation, it is feared, will
be found necessary. Capt. Eben Gaskill,
of North Head,and Mr. James Pettes, aid-
ed by Capt. James O’Brien, with other as-
sistance hauled the sufferer on a hand sled,
through the great drifts of snow from Eel
Brook to Capt. Gaskill's residence, where
he now is, and all the kind care that tender
and human hearts can render will be given
bim. [Asstated yesterday, he has reach-
ed St. John.—Ep.] / One body supposed
to be that of the Captain, was found at
« Long’s Eddy,” and for the present,
buried in the snow :—three colored, and
one white body, were got together, and,
the lower half of another white body was
found! Your correspondent had an inter-
view with the poor fellow so mercifully
saved—we found him in bed in a comfort-
able room,and quite patient under his
sufferings.

Mr. Lewis Kent, as wrecking officer has
a large gang of men taking eare of all that
can be recovered from the wreck. The for-
ward part of the ship broke square off, and
remains entire; a portion of the stern also.
Beneath a portion of the keel can be seen a
dead body, but it is impossible to extricate’
it at present. Nine bodies, in all, have
been found, and with the body beneath ‘the
keel, make up the ten—the number lost.|
Several bodies are minus a leg, an arm,and
one’s head was completely severed from

hour—and the Minister of Marine at Ot-
tawa, well see to ut.

The Railway Trains.

Great
effort is being made to get the Fredericton
Branch clear; a large force of men are at
work. They will probably succeed in run-
ning ' train from Fredericton to the
Junction to-day.

Should they be successful in clearing the
road this morning a through train will
leave Carleton for Bangor soma time this
afternoon.

The in
juries are not very serious.

At Anagance, Petitcodiac, Salisbury,
aud Moncton large crews of men are work-
ing East and West, and have succeeded in
opening the road from Petitcodiac West,
and if possible a train will be sent to Sus-
sex this afternoon.

There are at least one hundred men
shovelling from Moncton East and Shediac
West, and if weather permits the whole
line will be open in a few days, including
Eastern Extension, on which large gangs
of men are also hard at work.

The
Portland Justices objected to his appoint-
ment on the ground that Smith had been
dismissed by the Portland Council at its
lost meeting for making over charges as a
Constable.

After a sharp discussion, tho motion was
negatived. The Clerk of the Peace sub-
mitted the public accounts which werc re-
forred to the old Committee of Messrs
Keans, Lockhart and King.
