A HUSBAND’S REVENGE.
Another Mc¥Farland Case—The Mur=
derer the Pet of the Populace.

"The popular feeling over the ‘marder of
Ambrose-F. O’Neill by J. C. King yester-
day a'ternoon is intense. - The publication
of the testimony taken ia the divorce case
before the referce has completely tarned
the carrent of popular sympathy in King’s
favor. O’Neill, who is a Boston man, se-
duced King’s wite and lived with her in
.open and reckless adultery during, the Jat=
ter’s absence from home. King brought a
suit Tor orim. con. against O'Neill, and
the latter was arrested and bailed in $10,
000. Then Mrs. King ran away with her
lover, taking her three children. King
broaght & suit for divorce, alleging adult-
ery, and the custody of the children was
given him. Mrs, King afterwards brought
& oross suit for divoree, charging adultery
: tal greatment. Judge Sutherland
was appointéd réferee i the last suit, and
he has-beea taking testimony. O’Neill’s
testimony before the referee yesterday was
of the most damaging character. He
swore to jmmorality, irreligion and ex
treme brutality on the part of King, who
followed him from the court room and fired
twro shots at him as he was desending the
steps.

The post mortem examination this after-
noon showed that the ball entered the
breast two inches below the collar bone on
the right side and penetrated the heart,
onelung, liver and the diaphragm, der
8-énding in a semisircular course and fin
ally dropping among the intestines.
O’Neill had his own pistol half drawn
when he was stryck. While awaiting
the arrival of the surgeon, Mrs. O’Neill
asked ifthere was a priest in theroom. A
gentleman stepped forward and said he
was one. Mrs. O'Neill requested him to
baptize het husband, who was not a
(Catholie, but intended to become ‘one‘in &
few days. The priest took the dying man’s
hand and told bim te press his own if he
wanted to be baptized. Receiving a gentle
pressare in response, the priest took an of-
fice tumbler filled with water, and pouring
it over O'Neill's head, solemnly recited
the baptismal formula. - A moment alter-
wards O'Neill was dead. King was taken
to the Tombs this morning and locked in
gell No. 41. He has bebaved in the coolest
and most collected manner possible since
the homicide. O’Neill's funeral will take
place to-morrow, from St. Stephen’s
chureh in East 27th street. Dr. McGlynn
will say high requiem mass. The remains

recovered shortly afterwards.

How to Make Fire-Proot Buildings.

[From the Industrial Monthly.]
Thoroughly - burned bricks which are
made of agood quality of clay, laid up in
a lime mortar made of caustic lime and
_clean sand, will makea wall which will en
dure, with little or no injury, all the heat
that can be produced by burning any
dwelling house or other building close to
jts side. Let uscontemplate for a moment
the intense heat to which the brick wall
of a drain tile kiln, of an earthen pottery,
is exposed. The brick walls of such kilne
are exposed for several days and nights to
o hedt more intense than would be pro-
duced by the burning down of & large edi-
fice; yet such walls continue servicable for
a long time. Were they built of bricks
that have not been thoroughly burned, and
with mortar in which there is much: clay
‘and vegetable earth, the walls would
scarcely endure the protracted heat requi-
site to burn the contents of a single kilo.
The huge ovens at large bakeries are made
of bricks of the best quality, laid up in
.mortar made of clean sand of the best
quality of caustic lime. Besides this,
when the mason work is beirg performed
every brick is sprinkled with water until
the poresare pretty well filled, so that the
water held in the mortar may not be ab-
sorbed by the dry bricks assoon 88 they
- grelaid. - By laying bricks thatare nearly
full of water, in such mortar as bhas been
alluded to, the process of drying and con-
golidating will be retarded tosuch an ex-
: ‘tent that the mortar will take hold of the
bricks, and. the consolidation will soon be
80 complete that a wall will be formed,
which in its capacity to resict intense heat
will be pearly equal toa wall of one con-
tinuous block of clay burned uniformly. to
the condition of the cherry-red brick.
From the foregoing familiar examples,
experienced architects can readily perceive
what are the essential requisites in erect-
ing a fireproof building.  When brioks of
an inferior qaality are laid .up in poor
mortar,—in mortar made of loam, clay,
vegetable earth, and air and slaked lime,—
the heat evolved during the burning of a
building near it will usually reduce the
-, ghructare to powder. Granitic walls,
‘brown-stooe -fronts, marble facing, , and
most other sorts of stone, ‘will erack, cram-
hle, and diainw?'n_to before & large burn
ing edifice is bal consumed. Butao archi-
tectural structure, the walls of which are
made of good hard bricks and excellent
_mortar, as has been alluded to, will stand
uhharmed even the intense heat of a Chi-
conflagration. In’ addition to sub-
_stantial brick walls, a buildin cannot be
coosidered fireproof unless the windows
are provided with outside shutters which
will endure the intense hoat of a_burning
boilding. Shutters made of thick sheet
fron or plate iron, even an inch in
thickness, would soon be heated to red-
ness, so that the wooden casings, bars, and
sti'es of the window-sashes would readily
: take fire. Fireproof shutters could be
made of brick clay. say three or four inches
in thickness, which would be a perfect
security against any fire that might occur
outside the walls of a building. The clay
for sush shutters could be moulded in
flasks hooked together at the corners, S0
that the parts could be removed without
marring the edges and rs. One side
of the shutters—or even both sides—could
be mounlded to represent ls, stiles,
bars. As iron hinges wou d melt if of
cast iron, or would bend if made of wrought
iron, when e: to a great heat, the
proger way to rovide for hinges would be
to make holes rn the clay near one corner
at the bottom and top for iron dowel-pins,
‘one end of which should enter 8 hole in a
large shoulder piece made of burned elay,
set in the wall with the bricks. ~ By
this arrangement, such clay shutters
could be thrown open and
made to turn back flatly against the wall;
and, when closed, they would cover the
window-ways and doorways so completely
that the sashes, glass, and doors would not
be injured by a fire outside. 1nteose heat
might crack some of the shutters; yet
they would protect the woodwork from
baing burned, and the cash cost of mew
ones wounld not equal the expense of wood-
en shutters.

A fire-proof roof is not so readily made
a8 the walls ; yet the asbestos roofing ma-
terial, which is employed extensively for
ro.fing purposes, will endure an intense
heat unharmed. Perbaps there is no other
roofing material now in use that will stand
the fury of & reging go long as this;
yot & roof may be rendered thoroughly fire-

roof by first covering the foundation with
elting and asbestos,’ then Jaying a course
of bard brieks in cement mortar over
the entire roof. Brick tilés one foot square
would be preferable to bricks. 1t woul
be utterly impossible for any fire irom an
adjoining building to damage the roof
w covered by brick-tiles two inches
thick. *
