Murdered in a Caurca,
Another horrible tragedy has happened
in Boston,.and has probably shocked tha$
community as much as the late mysteri-
ous murder of Mrs. Binghawm. It took
place on Sunday afternoon, and the vic-
tim was a child named Mabel H. Young,
only five years of age. The victim, in
company with an aunt,attended the War-
ren Avenue Baptist Church, and on com-
ing out of the church at half-past three
the aunt remained in the vestibule about
10 minutes conversing with some friends,
and on starting to go home missed the

.|child who a few minutes before was at

her side. At first it was supposed she
had gone back into the church, but when
she was not found within and persons
outside declared she had not come out;
the aunt became alarmed and search was
made in every direetion. About 4 p. m.

some ladies at an open window across
the street heard faint cries of a child ap-
parently from the church tower, and ho-
ticed an unusual commotion among the

| doves that swarmed in and out the win-

dows. Some young men who had joined in
the search started at once to ascend the
tower. They found the door leading ‘up
from the organ loft locked, and on forc-
ing it open were startled at seeing fresh
blood upon the floor avd steps leading up
to the next landing; they also found a
strip of board covered with blood at one
end, and soon heard low moans from
above; ascending a long steep flight ot
stairs and raising the scuttie, which re-
quired the strength of a strong man, they
found the mangled body of the child lying
near the edge of the scuttle as though it
had been carried up the steps and hastily
thrown down there. From the top of
her head, which was broken in, blood and
brain was slow Iy oozing, while the nose
was broken in and the face terribly muti-
lated. | She was ecarried to her grand-
father’s residence and surgeons at ouce
summoned. They pronounced the case
hopeless, and her death a question of but
a few hours at farthest.

Themas Piper, who has been Sexton of
the church for about a year; was soon af-
ter arrested. He was engaged at work
about the church, but his suspicious man-
ner and denying that he had keys, wheu
the two keys fltting the door were taken
f.om his person points strongly to ‘him
as the party.

He is a dark, heavy-set man, ahout 26
years old, and has onee before te:n u, -
der arrest on suspicion of murder, ‘l‘)‘ht
was discharged for want of sufficient evi-
dence. - This last affair has caused a pro-
found sensation in the community, and
intense excitement prevails. The very
boldness of the affair lends additional
horror. Scarcely three-quarters 'of an
hour elapsed from the time the- child
came out into the vestibule of the church
till she was fouund in a dying condition.
How she was enticed away, and for what
motive, has not yet transpired.

A Ques!‘lyonﬁot' Law.

4 new point has been raised regarding
the rights of prisoners under the Extra
dition Treaty. The counsel for Chas. L.
Lawrence, the silk smuggler, indicted for
defrauding the revenue of more than $1,
000,000, and subsequently for forgery,
has been in Washington, and called on
Attorney-General Pierrepont in behalf of
their client. Their object was to obtain
instructions not to try Lawrence on the
first indictment, but only on that of for-
gery. The argument is that, as the
extradition treaty between the -United
States and Great Britain under which
Lawience was returned from Liverpool
does not cover the first offence, the
prisoner is entitled to protection from all
prosecutions for institution of which the
machinery of the Engli-h courts could
not be setin motion. In other words the
claim is that there are certain offenses for
which England is not b.und to give up
those who commit them:; and this Gov-
ernment has no right to bring a man here
ostensibly for another crime aud then try
him for one of these offences. When the
question was submitted to the Attorney
General he announced that it was a mat-
ter which he could not personaily con-
sider, having before his entry into the
Cabinet been counsel for Lawrcnce. He
therefore at once_ referred the case to the
Solicitor General aud ordered that pro-
ceedings imghe case he suspended until a
report from that official, who 1s now out
of town, is received.

Mrs. Mary L. Lincoln, widow of the
late President Lincoln, has been adjudged
i:sane in the County Court at Chicago,
and will be removed to the hospital at
Batavia, 1ll. The légal proceedings were
based on a petition filed by her son
Robert, setting forth that l.is mother had
property excecding 876 000 in valae, and
was incapuble of mauagivg her estate.

Itis
a pity, however, that some of the most
impressive parts of this and every other
tragedy must be marrcd by the presence
of three or four grinnin%v supes who are
supposed by an extraordinary stretch of
magination to represent soldiers. 1t
would really be better, in most cases, to
imagine guards rather than to have every
solemu sentiment of the scene rathlessly
destroyed by those wretched guards with
coats which flt like a bag on a handspike
and oilskin breeches which are more fit
for a junk shep than the stage.
Yesterday afternoon a matinee was held,
the comedy of “jHome” being present-
e¢d. The house was fuller than-the most
sanguine had expected.

Last night the finely moral play of «‘ Pi-
zarro” was presented to a remarkably
larse and thoroughly appreciative audi-
ence. This well known drama is one in
which the stage appears to advantage as
an educator ot the people. Throughout
the whole of it is found a strain of lofty,
wanly sentiment. It holds up theé no-
bility of true men for admiration, and de-
void of aught wh.ch may offend, it excites
only the highest and most noble feelings
of which the breast is capable. The charac-
ter of Rollz, his heroic devotion,” true
chivalry, and magnanimity of character,
is one which must ever call for admira-
tion-and emulation.
