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Value of Clover.

There are acres of land reduced to 
sterility by continued cropping that 
could be readily brought up if seeded 
to clover, and at the proper time turn­
ed under. For clover, whether raised 
ae a crop to be harvested and fed to 
stock, or as a fertilizer to be plowed 
under to enrich the soil, is one of the 
most valuable crops the farmer can 
raise.

One very marked advantage with 
clover when used as a green manure 
is that the whole plant is valuable as 
a fertiliser : the roots, tops and all far- 
nish a good supply of fertilizing ma- 
terial. Hence its great value as a 
fertilizer, and where one wants to in- 
crease the fertility of the soil or to 
give life to a stérile, worn out soil by 
supplying humus and has not suffi- 
cient supply of barnyard manure, then 
clover stands his first and readiest 
means. And if fed to stock, and there 
is no better forage for either horses, 
cattle, sheep or bogs, its fertilizing 
efficacy is not destroyed, but rather 
increased, if carefully husbanded and 
restored to the fields. It should not 
be pastured too heavily if desired for 
green manuring; however, on pretty 
fair land, a very large amount of good 
pasture can be secured during the 
season, and yet a valuable amount of 
sward left to be plowed under in the 
fall.

Wheat Growing.

In wheat culture the best mechani- 
cal condition of the soil is needful to 
insure good crops. As well plant 
corn on unbroken ground, keeping 
down the weeds and expecting good 
results without thorough preparation 
of the field. Before sowing the soil 
must be pulverised and mixed again 
and again.

Reduce the area—reluce it and pre- 
pare it more carefully, and you will 
be sure to reap more profitable har- 
vests. This is a secret also which not 
only increases the crop but prevents 
the attacks of rust. Well fed wheat 
plants grow rapidly and less rarely 
succumb to the attacks of disease or 
insect pests than those which have to 
struggle for existence. Stirring and 
mixing of the soil supply a larger 
amount of the food elements than 
would be possible for the plant to 
obtain without the process. Reason, 
experience, observation, ecomony, all 
combine in favoring the full prepara- 
tion and thorough cultivation policy.

It never 
pays to allow a pig to stop growing, 
it is in reality so much lost, and in 
order to keep it growing plenty of 
food must be provided.

The Potato,

The potato as a natural vegetable 
product is a monstrosity. It is simply 
a mass of starch granules grouped 
together in grotesque and irregular 
ways, so that protuberances of greater 
or less size, puffed up into singular 
forms, make up the structure. The 
potatoe viewed as a article of food 
has few nutrient principles to recom- 
mend it, but as a table luxury it is 
highly esteemed in all lands where it 
has been introduced. What is more 
appetizing than a healthy potato just 
from the hot oven, with the pleasant 
aroma rising with the liberated steam 
as the out covering is removed, and 
with crumbling, snowy-white starch 
granules falling from the plate at the 
breakfast table? But nature never 
intended that it should "subserve a 
higher purpose in human alimentation 
than one which is strictly secondary. 
The high purpose of foods is two-fold:

At an early age a well bred 
collie displays striking intelligence, 
and with proper training soon be- 
comes proficient ia the art of « gather- 
ing " and “dispersing” herds and 
flocks.

In Australia eggs are preserved in 
the following manner: The vessel in 
which the eggs are to be placed are 
glass jars with patent stoppers, vul- 
canized india-ruber joints making 
them perfectly air-tight. As soon as 
the eggs have been collected, the jars 
are stood in hot water for some time, 
and left until the air in them has be- 
come thoroughly warm and rarefied. 
The jars have been heated, the eggs 
are wrapped up in paper to prevent 
them knocking together, and placed 
in the warm receptacles, their pointed 
ends being uppermost. The jars are 
immediately closed up, and then, and 
not until then, are removed from the 
hot water. It is said that if this pro- 
cess is skilfully carried out, the eggs 
will be as fit for the breakfast table as 
the day they were laid many months 
after they were put in the jars. The 
great secret of success in carrying out 
this method is, no doubt to thoroughly 
heat the air in the jars.

charge? It must have been legal 
bungling that prevented the petition 
against Mr. Temple from coming to 
trial. Mr. Gregory had charge of the 
petition, and it did not get to trial. 
Last March when the grand jury ex- 
onerated Mr. Temple, Mr. Gregory's 
organ, boiling over with rage at the 
Attorney General, announced that 
“the Liberal party are justly indig­
nant, that the prosecution should have 
80 miscarried, and anxiously inquire 
how it happened." That is just what 
we Liberals and Tories want to know 
now. How has it happened. How. 
Why has tbe prosecution in tbe 
Supreme Court miscarried 7 We 
“anxiously inquire." Has somebody 
“ bungled" the indictment, and if so, 
who is the “ bungler," and wbyfore 
did he “ bungle." We were promised 
that Mr. Temple would be unseated, 
disqualified, disfranchised, disabled, 
disgraced, damned. The “ boys” met 
down at Mr. Gregory’s office one even­
ing and put up their money to do the 
business.

I have called the second clause declares that 
the trial shall not be commenced if certain 
things happen, but makes no proviaion for 
going on with tbs trial, and so another clause 
was deemed necessary to provide for the trial 
being commenced in cases where its com­
mencement had been interfered with by the 
session of Parliament. Inasmuch then as 
what follows is deemed necessary in order te 
complete the exceptional provision, does it 
not seem that all which follows is to be re­
garded as part of tbe exception ? Besides, 
when the reason of tbe thing is regarded, 
there is obvious reason for excluding the time 
occupied by the session of Parliament, when 
by including it the necessary presence of the 
respondent at the trial would interfere with 
his attendance on parliament; while there 
seems no good reason why this time should 
be excluded when it occurs at a stage of the 
proceedings when it cannot interfere with 
the trial or with any step or proceeding in 
respect of the trial, for the proceedings prior 
to the petition being at issue can as well be 
carried on during the Session of Parliament 
as at any other time.

But there is another reason that seems to 
me conclusive of the question. The second 
clause of course assumes that the court may 
adjudge that the respondents presence at 
tbe trial is not necessary, and that in such 
case the trial is to be commenced the same as 
if there was no session of parliament; but if 
so, thia would be repugnant to tbe third 
clause, if the third clause is to have the 
meaning that tbe petitioner seeks to put 
upon it. Besides, if the time occupied by a 
session of parliament is to be deducted in all 
cases, what is the use of the second clause 
which provides that in certain cases the trial 
shall not be commenced during a session of 
Parliament? That provision of the statute 
and the adjudications under it are rendered 
superfluous end worthless.

It is clear therefore that the grammatical 
construction is, in this case, the correct one, 
and that notwithstanding any seeming gener­
ality in the words of the third clause, end 
notwithetending the use of the worde “ time 
or delay allowed” etc., (upon which I think 
Mr. Powell placed a fairly satisfactory mean­
ing) the clause in to be limited to the particu­
lar cases referred to in the exception. I 
therefore entirely agree with the judgment ef 
wilron J., in the Kingston election case, 30 
C. P., U. C. Mr. Gregory thought that the 
remarks of Wilso J., were obiter dicta as in 
his opinion tbe facts upo. any view showed 
that the six months had elapsed. It seems 
to me otherwise, for as I recollect the facts 
the six months had not elapsed by about two 
weeks, provided the session of Parliament and 
the terms of the court were to be excluded, 
and upon the act at that time in force tbe 
terms were held by Wilson J., in tbe Ad­
dington case to be excluded.

The counsel for the petitioner contended 
that it is still open to the court to enlarge the 
time for trial, notwithstanding that tbe six 
months from the presentation of the petition 
have elapsed, and made formal application 
therefor supported by affidavits. It was 
contended that the court has the power, either 
under that part of Section 2 which says that, 
subject to the provisions of the Act, tbe 
Court shall have the same powers, jurisdic- 
diction and authority with reference to an 
election petition and the proceedings thereon 
ae if the petition were an ordinary cause 
within its jurisdiction, or under Sec. 33 or 
Sec. 64.
