The funeral pre­
cession this afternoon was most Im- 
posing The coffin was draped with 
the tattered Union Jack which be­
longed to Mr. Rhodes, and which he 
regarded with peculiar veneration, and 
with the tattered flag of the British 
Chartered South Africa Company, 
which went through the fight at Mas- 
sikessi. It was borne on the Long 
Cecil” gun carriage, used at the siege 
of Kimberley, through the crowded 
streets to the cathedral. The streets 
were lined by troops, who saluted the 
massing cortege. The pall-bearers were passneson. Sir John Gordon Sprigg, 
the premier of Cape Colony, and six 
others. The chief mourner was Col. 
Frank Rhodes, who walked alone and 
bareheaded, followed by the other 
brothers of the deceased and repre- 
bentatives of Lord Milner, the British 
high commissioner, and Sir Walter 
TIely-Tutchinson, the governor and 
commander-in-chief of the Cape of

Hope. All business was suspend- 
ed during the funeral, and all the pub- 
ed buildings were draped in mourning.

The archbishop and other clergy re­
ceived the body at the porch, and there 
the opening sentences of the burial ser- 
they were pronounced, with bells 
tolling and the organ playing a funeral 
march The procession then passed 
down the main transept.

“In one of our many talks at the St. 
John's station, Mr. Marconi gave me 
this digest of his conclusions:

“The wireless agency is most effective 
over marine areas. The unbroken sur­
face of the ocean enables distances to 
be obtained and results achieved which 
cannot be approached on land. Over 
low-lying country two-thirds of the dis­
tance can be reached, but over tracts 
where the usual diversified topographi­
cal features are found the potency of 
the vibrations is reduced to one-half 
what it is at sea. The vibrations seem 
to reach slightly farther in fog than in 
fine weather; atmospheric conditions 
do not seriously affect them; electrical 
disturbances are their only foe. Mr. 
Marconi’s later experiments appear to 
indicate that a pole 200 feet high gives

Speaking to a Globe reporter yester­
day regarding the referendum vote in 
Manitoba, Mr. F. S. Spence, secretary 
of the Dominion Alliance, said that the 
result would be good so far as Ontario 
was concerned, because the people 
would not be caught in a trap as those 
in the Prairie Province had been. While 
the temperance people of Ontario had 
just reason to be indignant at the 
terms of the referendum, they had a 
clear example before them of the ne­
cessity of unity and harmony in the 
fight, and would not be deluded into 
staying away from the poils. In Mani­
toba, the prohibitionists, divided among 
themselves, had detracted greatly from 
their own strength. The Manitoba 
provincial convention had, as the 
newspaper dispatches at the time had 
stated, rejected the referendum, refus­
ed to listen to the government deputa­
tion sent to confer with them, condemn­
ed the government in the strongest 
terms, and talked of turning it out of 
office. Later, posters had been sent out 
by the Manitoba Dominion Alliance, 
asking the people to ignore the refer­
endum. Mr. Spence showed one of 
these posters, which reads as follows: 
“Ignore the so-scalled referendum. The 
Dominion Alliance, who have for 25 
years led the prohibitionists of this 
province (and when have they led them 
astray?) and the citizens’ committee 
respectfully and urgently request all 
prohibitionists to abstain from voting 
on April 2, 1900, and thus save our 
cause.
