Placed At 404.

FEW UNDETERMINED

Oklahoma Sends Woman
Representative to
Washington.

New York, Nov. 5.—With the size of
President-Elect Harding’s eleotoral vote
virtuallv settled at 404 out of a possible
531, and the complexion of the new Sen-
ate set down as 59 Republicans and 37
Democrats, Republican leaders today
awaited belated returns on eight con-
tests in six states to fix the exact size
of the RepuPiican House majority.

¥ixclusive of the eight undetermined
seatg in the Lower House, the Repub-
tjcanis had 286 members to 137 Demo-
erats and four of other designations, a
plurality of 149—the greatest ever held
by any party in the House. The near-
est approach to it was in the fifty-
gecond congress, when the Democrats
had a lead of 148.

Republicans appeared to be assured of
better than an.even-break on the eight
outstanding seats which would give
them a record party margin in the
House. The seats still in doubt were
the fourth Maryland districts, first Min-
nesota, fifth Missouri, 15th, 21st and 23rd
New York, 1st North Dakota and 5th
West Virginia. A further possible Dem-
ocratic upset appeared possible in the
4th Tennessee district, where W. 2
Clouse, Republican, was reported to
have forged slightly ahead of Cordell
Hull, earlier reported elected.

The party was face to face with
the problem of le hip, and was
dealing with people who were not in
their usual mood, he said. There had
been a time when politicians could ac-
curately read the voters’ lists, but now
the germs of unrest had affected even
staunch Conservatives.

DOGS BLAMED FOR
KILLING CHICKENS

'Eva Street Resident Has Val-
uable Birds Mutilated.

} Stray dogs-are blamed for nightly
raids made on chicken coops of resi-
dents living in the vicinity of Eva and
Brydges streets in the east end of the:
city during the past week. Two cases|
have been reported to the local police
where coops have been broken into and
g large number of birds have been
killed.

When Mrs. James Martin, 337 Eva
street, went to feed the chickeng this
morning she discovered fourteen valu-
able birds lying dead on the floor. The
way in which the bodies were torn gave
rise to the belief that a dog or some
otlver animal had committed the van-
dalism.

On Monday last, Arthur Nicholls of
1060 Brydges street found ten of his
birds torn literally to pleces. A hole
in the screen of the window told how
the death dealing anilmal had gained
entrance to the building,

Both the cases were reported to the
police and an officer was sent to ex-i

amine the coops belonging to Mr.
Nicholls on Wednesday afternoon. He

decided that the killing must have been
done by a dog. A rumor that the locks
to the door on one of the coops had been
picked gave rise to the report that
someone had let the dogs Into the coops
through spite, but this was denled by
the police today.

WOMEN IN PULPITS

Churchmen Before Survey
Commission. See No Rea-
son For Prohibiting
Them.

Before the Dominion Survey Com-
mission of the Methodist Church in ses-
sion in the First Methodist Church on
Thursday evening, a resolution was
passed by the women attending ‘‘that a
home for unprotected girls of the city
be established by the Methodist
Church.”” The commissioners inquired
of those present if there was not any
organization already looking after girls
of this sort and what did they mean
exactly by “unprotected” girls. One
lady present said that there were a
large number of young girls and women
who walked the streets at unseemly
hours and would be better for some
motherly correction,
told the commissioners that this sort
of girl could not be taken into the Y.
W. C. A,, and that Mrs_I. Harrison and
the Travelers’ Aid secretary of the Y.
W. C. A. often came across such girls
who could be taken straight to the home
for correction. If a girl of this sort is
arrested there . is no place to take her.
The commissioners said they would
bring the matter before the social board
at Toronto.

Entertainment.

The women were of the same opinion
of the laymen who came before the
commission this week, that the great
need in the church today is religious
leaders for the young people. und Sun-
day school teachers who have been
trained. Some members said that the
children after receiving instructions
from trained teachers during the
week knew the difference on Sunday.
The commission asked the gathering
if they thought the young peoble were
given enough entertainment with their
religiougs education. Opinions differed
here, some sayving that not enongh
was provided for them and others that
they were ‘“‘suppered and banquetted
to death.”

The ladles agaln agreed with the men
in the matter of pew rents. Pew rents
should be abolished. they said. That

a great many people did not come to |

church, because when they did they
were not given the ‘glad hand”’ was
another bit of information imparted to

. the commissioners. Rev. Peter Bryce,
chairman of the commission. anpealed
to the ladies never to overlook any
stranger in the church. esnecially im-
migrants from TWneland, Scotland or
any parts of Britain, as these people
most of all needed a welcome word in
a strange country.

Authority.

Asked as to whether they thought the
women were given enough authority
and place in the Methodist Churches, all
agreed that they were, though some
representatives of the various churches
did not see any reason why the Metho-
dist Church woman should not be al-
lowed to preach in the pulpit or become
ordained. This ;s the only thing deniec
Methodist women in the Methodist
Chureh in Canada. The commissioners
wera of the opinion that the time was
not far off when there would be Metho-
dist women preachers, and were quite
confident that in many instances they
might make better preachers than some
of the sterner sex.

$2,025.30.

William G. Graham of T.ondon,
through his solicitors, Judd & Hender-
son, has entered an action in the su-
preme court against John C. Pratt, as
maker of two promissory notes, dated,
November 1, 1919, and totalling, with
interest, $2,025.30.

The Karn Shoe Company, in a writ
issued by Qibbons, Harper & Braden,
asks for $964.22, from Edward Howe,
of the village of Arthur, in Wellington
Township. the amount being the total
of six bills of exchange alleged to have
been accepted by the defendant.

The first telegram sent to Ottawa by
Mr. Glass tells the story in a nutsheli.

Scott wired that Goffman was rejected
“‘because of lost Canadian domicile,”
but later authorizad his admission for
one weel upon a deposit of $500. Goft-
man’s appeal was rejected, but his per-
mit to remain in Canada has been ex-
tended one week.

Mr. Calder says that he finds ‘“‘many people
living in the past,” who . . . do not seem
to be aware that something has taken place
in the world which the wonld has never seen
the equal of” . . who ‘‘think that now
the war is over we can drop back Into the
groove that we were In prior to the war.”
To all such Mr. Calder says: ‘1 say that any
people who think that today, want to get rid
of that idea quickly.” And then he goes on
to say: ‘“We are living in a new worlq today,
the world is agailn in the making politically,
end Canads is in the making politically as weil
as the other countries. The old ideas which
‘we had four years ago cannot prevail today.
In Canada, as in other countries, the political
parties have been shot to pieces.”

Who are these people “living in the past”?
One of them is Mr. Meighen, the prime minister,
who says:

“Let us gather around a standard that we
know and that our fathers knew. Let other
people indulge, if they must, in the sport of
freak governments anq heterogeneous parlia-
ments and experimental policies of state, but
let us not forget the lessons of fifty years in
our own land, nor what has been written
abroad for our instruction.”

The old ideas are the best, says Mr. Meighen,
The old ideas cannot prevail, says Mr. Calder,
The new parties are Bolshevist‘ or near-Bolshe-
vists _or wreckers, say Mr. Meighen and Sir
George® Foster. The old parties are shot to
pieces, says Mr. Calder. What is the elector to
do when thus called upon to choose between the
old partles shot to pieces and new parties
tainted with Bolshevism? Under what head are
we to put the National Liberal and Conserva-
tive party? Evidently it is shot to pieces, and
each piece is shouting or shrieking with a differ-
ent voice, agreeing only in this, that both are
talking nonsense.

He. Mr. King is repeatedly charged with not
having the courage to make a definite statement
on the tariff issue. He is unjustly accused of
being a free trader at one place and a protection-
ist at another, according to the political natuve
of the audience he happens to be addressing. The
truth is that Mr. King has time and time again
stated that the Liberal party’s attitude towards
the tariff is for substantial reduction where
necessaries are concerned, but a reduction
which at the same time will work no harm to
Canadian industries. Under such a tariff the
country’s industries could still be certain of
reasonable profits. Here are Mr. King's ac-
tual words:

We believe that the time has come, indeed,
that it is already long past, when a downward
revision of the tariff is necessary. In the
revision we believe should be substantial re-
ductions of the duties on the necessaries of
life; in otner words on those articles which go
to make the food, the clothing and the shelter
of the Canadian people; that certain specific .
articles required for purposes of consumption
and other articles essential to production
rhould be p:aced upon the free list, and that
in regard to the instruments of production in
the basic industry of agriculture, mining, ium-
bering and fishing that shoulg also be a sub-
stantial reduction of duties. \

SLAVERY IN CANADA.
Judge W. R. Riddell contributes to the latest !
number of The'Journal of Negro History a very i
complete study of slavery in Canada. It wmi
probably come as news to many that there ever:
was slavery in Canada, yet, beginning in 1628, !
when a negro was brought in bondage to Que-%
bec down to the thirties of the nineteenth cen-
tury there was continuous slavery on a small
scale in this country. The American migration
after the Revolutionary War in the American
colonies was responsible for a large percentage
of the evil, and even though the first Legis-
lature of Upper Canada, meeting in 1793, passed
an act providing that there should be no more
slavery, this did not affect those who were al-
ready in this province in servitude, and it took
forty years more to end the evil in what is now
Ontario, the Imperial legislation of 1833 leaving
no further loophole.

Judge Riddell's study brings together a vast !
amount of information, much of it derived from '
the archives at Ottawa, upon which he has
drawn widely. One of the most interesting of
his chapters is devoted to the fugitive slaves in
Canada. This is an aspect of the slavery ques-
tion that has also interested other writers, and
Professor Siebert of Ohio State University, pro-
duced a valuable book some years ago on the
“Underground Raflroad” that is fascinating in
s record of the escape of slaves and the as-
sistance that they received from those in the
North who believed that aiding a slave was one
good way of striking a blow at slavery.

The coming of the fugitives to Canada in-

_ volved this country in complications on more
than one occasion. The John Anderson case at
. Toronto in 1859 stirred Upper Canada from end
to end, the question whether the negro was to
be given up by the Canadian courts to his pur-
_ suers from slave land, or to be given the pro-
teotion of Canadiad courts, being a source of
- wide concern. In the end Anderson, who was
_ wanted in Missouri on a charge of murder, was
~ freed by the Canadlan courts on a technicality,

The negro Anderson had been pursued
for seven years before his ememies landed him
in a Canadian court, and had they secured a
judgment there that would have handed him
over for trial in Missouri, there would very
quickly have been forthcoming charges against
many another able-bodied negro then in Canada.
With field hands- selling at $1,500, and even
more, slave-running from Canada would have
been a highly-profitable business. The Ander-
son case was followed soon by the Civil War,
and when Lincoln signed the emancipation
proclamation there was not further danger fac-
ing the black folk who had taken refuge in Can-
ada. Their descendants are with us yet, an ele-
ment in our population having a romantic and
tragic aspect to their coming amongst us.

WISER THAN SOLOMON.

A correspondent, in objecting to a recent
editorfal in this newspaper which criticized the
corporal punishment of children, asks if we
consider ourselves wiser than Solomon. We
heatily dislike mentioning this, btt honesty
compels us to momentarily sidetrack modesty
and declare we distinctly think ourselves, at
least along some lines, as possessing a larger
fund of common-sense than Solomon.

For instance, we do not consider that any
wise man would marry more than sixteen or
seventeen women at the most, whereas Solomon
actually married no less than seven hundred,
to say nothing of a few hundred more informal
relationships. Moreover, Solomon’s folly was
{clearly demonstrated in the fact that towards
{the end of his reign he forsook the religion of
Moses and commenced building altars and sacri-
ficing to “Ashtoreth, and the abomination of the
Ammonites,” and such-like heathen gods and
goddesses. The Lord waé so indignant at this
that he told Solomon - that he would give a part
of the kingdom to Jeroboam. Whereupon, Solo-
mon again showed his singular lack of common-
sense by endeavoring to kill Jeroboam. This,
when he must have known that it would be use-
less to try to upset the plans of the Almighty.
It was this same Solomon who said: “Foolish-
ness is bound in the heart of a child, but the
rod of correction shall drive it far from him.”
Foolishness is most certainly bound in the heart
of a man that will take Solomon’s “say so,”
or anyone else's “say so” about any subject in-
stead of using and relying on the spiritual and
rational intelligence that God will give to all
that ask Him. God himself, however, cannot
make twice two to be five, neither can He en-
lighten a man, who, imitating the ostrich, puts
his head in the sand by accepting any other
authority as infallible, except the Divine Mind.
Moreover, the precepts of Solomon concerning
corporal punishment, etc., are utterly unreliable,
as he signally failed to bring up his own chil-
dren properly, so the Scripture records, His
son Rehoboam, who succeeded him %0 the
throne, was a cruel and bad ruler, and encour-
aged the people in all kinds of idolatry.

LIVE STOCK PRODUCE AS AN EXPORT
FACTOR.

Nine people in ten would off-hand probably
say that Canada exports more wheat as wheat
than it does of live stock produce. Yet it is not
so. The balance is slightly in favor of produce
obtained direct from farm animals. But the
export of wheat flour tips the scale the other
way.

Nothing can better help in -estimating the
importance of the live stock industry than see-
ing its relative stand among the factors which
make up national prosperity. In one striking
way the extension of live stock is of more value
than the extension of wheat fields. It is more
stable and permanent; it does not lend itself
so readily to farm gambling or “mining in
wheat.”

The following figures of export values for
the year ending September last, supplied by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics, prove the im-
portance of the produce from farm animals:

Everything is
interesting fram some angle; it is our business to
find that angle. Curlosity aids; a curious ming is
beginning to be an Interested one. Our tendency
s to take an interest in a few things only; in this
way we miss a great deal of life. Concentration
s simply keeping control of the mind so that it can
be used at will, becoming, in fact, a mental habit.

GUIDANCE FOR IMMIGRANTS.
[Edmonton Journal.}]

In addition to the farmers who are deserting the
land to take up work in town and city, thousands
of people who have been accustomed to rural life
but who have not attempted farming in Canada at
all, are crowding the centres of population. They
are Immigrants from Europe. Many of thess im-
migrants came to Canada with the intention of
going on the land, but, being left to the guidance of
circumstances on their arrival, they drifted into the
congested citles and there they have stuck, of less
service to themselves and to thelr adopted country
than if they had taken up the vocation they had
been horn to in their home lands.

In Winnipeg a few years ago inquiry was made
among foreignera in poor circumstances. Of a group
of 255 men, immigrants to this country, 179 had
owned and cultivated lang In their natlve countries,
48 had been farm laborers, and 18 had been tenant
farmera, Only 16 of the 255 had not been farmers.
In a greup of 50 men asuffering hardship In the
foreign section of Winnipeg, it was found that all
had emigrated to this country with the intention
of engaging in farming, but that only seven had
gone te the land,

Investigation in eother large eitles woulq show
aimilar conditions, Not only is the land losing its
Canadian farmers, but jt is faillng to get those
who eome te Canada with the Intentien of cultivat-
ing it, What is ths reason? Professor J, W, Mac-
Millan, a close student of economic problems, in a
paper read before the American Asseclation of
Puplie Employment at its recent meeting in Ottawa,
pointed to the lack ef guidanee for new arrivals in
Canada, The authoritiea -have given too much
attention to getting the immigrants to this country
and toe little te seelng that they get a proper start
when they are here, Professor MaeMillan suggests
that the immigration department and public em-
ployment bureaus sheuld ee-eperate in the distri-
bution and pretection ef the immigrants upen and
after their arvival, Lacking responsible advice, the
new arrivals take the eceurse ef least resistanoce,
turping to the nearest large eitiea’ looking for
@ eyment, and the majority of them join the

unskilled laber greups,

The speaker, who travelled by motor
throughout Czecho-Slovakia, Hungary
and Poland, found the people most des-
titute of food and clothing. In Hun-
gary, she found splendid home organi-
zation for relief work, which was being
carried on as satisfactorily as conditions
would permit, but those conditions mak-
ing it pitifully limited. In Czecho-
Slovakia there was also some sort of
native relief- work going on, but in
Poland, she found the people absolutely
dependent on help from outside. Here,
as everywhere, there was an appalling

lack of clothes, food and cleansing ma-
terials.

sa‘Sé).eaking of Cazecho-Slovakia, she
‘I certainly never imagined such a

low standard of living as prevailed in
this district. Indeed, it is xx)nuch lower
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than that in African Craals, of which
I also know something. Soap cannot |
be got; the people live in flithy little .
huts with board beds, and no mattress !
or bedding; their food is hard coarse
black bread and soup made from mush-
rooms or fungi; there is no butter,
white bread or milk, so necessary for
the development of the children, and .
a condition of rickets is found every- |
where among the children.

Black Bread. H

The black bread is so hard, that often
I found the mothers chewing it them- |
selves, before they could offer it to |
their small children. With such a
standard of living as exists there to-
day constructive machinery and educa- -
tional work is necessary, but the most
immediate work is to feed and clothe
the starving bodies of the people, espe-
cially the children. Mothers are too ,
poorly nourished themselves to give
nourishment to their babies, and the |
 little old-faced babies, have got so used
to starvation that they do not even cry ;
when the food is not forthcoming. !

“When we neared Budapest in Hun-
gary it took us half an hour in a fast-
moving car, to pass the line of refugees
crowded in railway trucks, just outside
of that city, with just a tap here and ;
there to give them water and no more.
The Red Cross Workers would pass
along the line of those trucks~-and it |
was pitiful to see the tiny hungry
mouths open for the spoonful of food
which they would put there. |

The most that the Red Cross can
now do, is to give some of the refugees
one supplementary meal a day for a
period of three months, and then dis-
miss that crowd of refugees and start
in on a new lot.

; . City of Dead.

‘“Vienna is a plague spot of Central
Europe,” said the speaker. ‘‘It might
be called the city of the dead. It is
true that there is a certain amount of
surface gaity among the profiteers, but
utter destitution dwells in the slums of
the city. Here rickets are prevalent
among the undernourished children, '
and the hospitals are pitifully inefficient
to care for them. One of the duties of
the Red Cross is to supply these hos- |
pitals with milk, which would other-
wise not even have that. There is not |
a whole sheet or pillow case on the,
hospital beds. The prisoners are
crowded indiscriminately with crim- '
inals. bolsheviks, innocent and guilty
alike, all huddled together in a pitiful |
condition. The British Red Cross by '
using a great deal of diplomacy, has
received permission to go into thgse .
prisons, try to relieve conditiqns there
and to hunt up the children of the pris- |
oners, often left alone on the streets,
and care for them.’ @ |

Truly Reported. |

Miss Windsor referred to three ques- |
tions which she has been constantly
asked: ‘‘Are conditions as bad as they
are pictured? Are the people doing
anything to help themselves? What is
being done with the funds?’ The
speaker in reply stated that the press
did not magnify conditions in Europe
at all that they were much worse than
could be imagined; that the people in
most parts were helping themselves as
best they could under woefully un-
favorable conditions, and that the funds
were being devoted immediately to the
feeding and clothing as far as possible
of the destitute peoples.

“Now that the American people have
decisively declared against the League
of Nationg. as written by the presi-
dent,” said“Mr. Bryan, “it would seem
desirable to carry out the verdict im-
mediately. This can be easily done.

“The president should resign at
once and turn over his office to Mr.
Marshall, on the condition that on the
convening of Congress in December,
Mr. Marshall appoint Senator Hard-
ing secretary of state and himself re-
sign.

“The law then would make Mr.
Harding president, and with the Re-
publican support in Congress he could
at once put into operation the plan
for the United States to enter an asso-
ciation of nations for peace.

Commons today, T. P. O'Connor ralsed a
debate by attacking what he described
as the authorities’ policy of frig tful-
ness in Ireland, which he declared was
adding new battalions to the Sinn Fein

Joseph Devlin, Belfast, and other
members strong aenounced the reprisals
in Ireland.

Sir Hamar Greenwood, chief secre-
tary for Ireland, replying, gave sta-
tistics showing that the military and
police were not faltering in their en-
deavors to maintain the strictest disci-
pline. Nine constables were under ar-
rest, two of them charged with murder.
General Sir Nevill MacCready, com-
mander of the military, had inquired
into every charge against the troops,
and disciplinary action had been taken
in ten cases.

Trials had been ordered in other
cases, including seven men for com-
plicity in the destruction of property at
Mallow.

The secretary denled emphatically
that there was any Government impri-
mature on the reprisals, He said it
was the Government's duty to defeat
the organized and armed attempt to
intimidate the Government into granting
the independence of Ireland. If the
Government failed in this the policy of
assassination would spread to England.
The best way to put a stop to what was
called reprisals, said the secretary, was
to stop the campaign of murder against
the police and military.

Frederica is the feminine counterpart
of the popular masculine name Fred-
erick. It signifies “peace ruler,” and
comes originally from the old freyr of
Teutonic mythology. Freyr meant
“free,”” which is loosely translated to
“love of peace.” The idea was personi-
fled into a god of very high rank, who
was later disintegrated into a brother
and sister called Freyr and Freya.

Freya named the sixth day of the
week and presided over love and mar-
riage. and drove over battleflelds in a
chariot drawn by panthers to conduct
the slain to their appointed places in
Valhalla.

Canada is that it is made up of a cos-
mopolitan population and is a country
of vast differences. If Canada is to
be built up, harmonized and unified,
there must be a broad spirit of tolera-
tion. There are evidenceg in the past
that these have been lacking. There
Wwas the great French-Canadian popu-
ation, to which the speaker paid a
tribute of respect, and there was the
Anglo-Saxon population, which came
from the old land. The task was to
build up a distinctive Canadian people
who would put Canada first and last,
and it wag the duty of every Canadian
citizen to take an interest in the wel-
fare of Canada.
Rests on Citizen.

The prosperity, the administration,
the business of the country rested on
the citizen. One of the finest contribu-
tions the farmers have made to Cana-
dian progress was the stimulation of
open discussion.

Shantymen’s Christian Asso-!;
ciation Needs Money to |
Carry Out Work Among |

“There will be more men in the lum-
ber camps thie winter than at any time !
during the past five years,” Rev.’l‘homas!
Joplin, field secretary of the Shanty-|
men's Christian Association said today,
in an interview with The Advertiser.
“Thousands of men are out of work in:
Montreal and Toronto, and rather than
face starvation in the city they will go!
to the bush this winter. Conditions in
London and the other smaller centres
ara> not bad, but this influx to the
camps from the larger centres means
that the shantymen will have to gregtly
increase their activities. I would hkf:..
if possible, to raise $2,000 in London.
The Shantvmen’s Christian Assocla-
tion, which Dr. Joplin represents, was
founded by William Henderson of To-
ronto in 1908. For twelve yvears it has
been distributing gospels and tracts te
the men in the lumbering, mining alnd
construction camps and sending mis-
sionaries to them The organization
works from the viewpoint that it is
useless to educate the immigrant unless
some sort of ethical religious standard
iz also imparted. The foreigner with a
little knowledge is a potential - Bol-
shevist, Mr. Joplin said. These men
are numerous in the lumber camps. The
agitators are also there, apparently
backed by an organization of unlimited
wealth, and doing thelr best to® create
vnrest. It is one of the objects of the
Shantymen’s Association te counteract
the activities of this radical organiza-
tion.

Thirty missionaries travel from camp
to camp in their respective districts ad-
dressing the men and distributing
tracts and leaflets. During the last year
titey tramped 7,000 miles, visiting 740
camps and addressing 43,000 men. of
whom 8,500 were foreigners and 7.500
French-Canadians. The latter were ad-
dressed in their own language. Teo
finance this work, $12,500 was con-
tributed by friends, no money being
collected “rom the lumbermen and no
literature being offered for sale.
